The newspapers have said "no­
thing like i l since 1920." Yet 
the Dnw-Joncs Industrial Av­
erage is off only about 20',; 
fioiii its all-lime high which 
occurred at the start of 1062. 

The Industrials have suffer-
cd the most; the ulililics liave 
suffered less; while the rail­
roads have suffered the least. 
On Ihe oilier hand, almost 
ovi-rylliing has suffered some­
what.

not afford lo have their sales­
men go out and solicit small 
investors for this fee; but they 
get about 5% on the sale of 
mutual funds which commis­
sion they can divide with tiic 
salesmen. 

When a salesman sells a Ihou-
sand dollars worth of mutual 
funds, the operators of the Fund 
must enter tho stock market 
and buy a cerUiin amount of 
listed slock. This has bolstered 
the slock market during the 
past two years.'II will bo more 
difficult lo sell mutual funds 
and rcdcinplions will increase 
until the news of the recent 
slock market break is foI'golten. 
When a mutual fund holder 
turns in his shares lo bo re 
deemed, the Fund operators 
•must sell Some, of Ihcir listed 
slocks. 

I believe these mutu-rti funds 
are porfectly safe; but they 
must go down in price when a 
break such as wo have had oc­
curs. Therefore, the selling by 
mutual fund operators has been 
one cause of the decline in the 
slock market. The dividends on 
muttiai funds may not be ro-
dticed, excepting the so-called 
bonus dividends which result 
from capital gains ... which Ihe 
funds may not get for a while. 

What Will Stock 
Market Do Next? 
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Muiuai Funds 
'.'hcK. has i-een a great saic 

of nuiluai funds during the past 
two years, it is reported lhat 
over 75,000 salesmen are sell­
ing mutual funds today. Most 
of the stock exchange firms are 
indulging in tho sale of mutual 
funds. They arc allowed a com-
mission of one-eighth of one fier-
ccnl on listed slocks, and can-

lt is evident that there have 
been many bargain hunters who 
have liought stocks the past 
week. This has caused some rai-
iifls. I, iiowcver, do not believe 
that all is weii. There are 
many sore spots to be cieaned 
up by fooiisii investors, ai­
though- gcncrai business is con­
tinuing good. 

As l have mentioned many 
limes before in this column, 
there is too wide a gulf be 
tween the high prices that stocks 
have been selling at and Iheir 
dividends. These iow yicids are 
unnatural and must be correct­
ed. I bad iiopcd to see it cor­
rected by a gradual and order­
ly decline. 

Readers, however, shouid give 
much more attention to what 
slocks arc yielding. Recent iow 
yields cannot continue indef-
initeiy; without a great im­
provement in business and divi-
deiids, tiie situation can be cor­
rected oniy iiy retiueing the 
price of slocks. 

I advise against selling in-
veslment-gradc slocks today; 
but I (luestion whether the lime 
has come lo resume invcsling 
iu the slock market, 

Educationai leicvision in 
Michigan couid take a giant 
step forward if $1 Inillion in 
funds is found to further tlie 
goal of cstabiishing a statewide 
network. 

A federal law recently sign­
ed by President ICemiedy in­
cluded a ?32 million appropria­
tion designated for distribution 
to states on a matching basis 
lo promote ,'educational televis­
ion. 

Michigan has been among 
tlie top states in the use of ed­
ucational television, said Paul 
Lutzcier, director of informa­
tion and educational services 
for the Department of Slate. 

Lutzeier has been, chairman 
of a "Working Committee for 
Educalional Teievision" for the 
past three years. He previously 
was on the administrative staff 
at Wayne State University, 
where he was familiar with the 
educational television work done 
there. 

About July r a number of 
plans will lie submitted to Wash­
ington which could result in 
creation of several new eduea-
tional television stations. Ap-
proved plans can be put into ef­
fect without appropriation of 
additional funds by the state 
legislature. 

Progress reports wiil be 
held at MSU's Kiva June 13. 
The public as well as inter-
ested groups is -welcome to 
attend.

At the pi-cscnt lime several 
others of the stale-supported In­
stitutions are invoivcd in it, as 
are several individual schooi 
districts aroiind the state, Lut­
zeier said. 

"If educators tiiroughout the 
state are ,'alert and submit 
sound proposals for setting up 
educational television facilities, 
Michigan stands a good chance 
of gelling a million dollars of 
the federal appropriations," he 
said. 

Industrial Centers in the 
state should emulate Boston 
and Cambridge, Mass., if 
Michigan is to hold its youth 
here in the future, according 
to a Detroit research con-
sultanL 
Aaron J . Blumberg contends 

that reliance on- the auto indus­
try lo provide jobs wiiich wiii 
encourage Miciiigan's young 
peopie lo remain in their home 
stale is now outdated,- just as 
dependence on farms, mines 
and lumber camps became out­
moded some years ago. 

''Future empioyment expan­
sion in Michigan will depend on 
brain-power rather than muscle-
power," he said. "Perhaps the 
Detroit .nnd other metropolitan 
areas hold our last and best 
iiopc for keeiiing the fiower of 
Michigan youth In our own 

state." 
Competition for the "most 

sophisticated" of the nation's 
industries, those which empioy 
high proportions of coiicge-
trained people and have the 
power to stimulate higlIer lev-
cIs ot employment and incomci, 
requires attractions, Blumberg 
said. 

Among the attractions arc 
things which only a large city 
or metropolitan area can pro­
vide: cultural, activities, big 
league ball clubs, outstanding 
chapters of professional socie­
ties, and extensive cdtIcational 
facilities. •' 

The new image which the 
Detroit-Ann Arbor-Lansing are­
as must emulate is that of Bos­
ton and Cambridge,'' Blumberg 
said. "Boston was once a thriv­
ing manufacturing center. Now 
it is reachinfi^ ever Row heights 
ot employment and income as 

producer, user and exporter 
of brain-power." 

The campaign is onl Michi­
gan's long Legislative session 
wiii soon i)c ending and the 
politicai heat will increase af-
ler that, the pressure has 
already started. 

Sure'signs of t|î D campaign 

beginnings are the changes of 
tone in speeches. 

A l the beginning of this year, 
Gov. Joiin B. Swainson said he 
was "ready for tiie fight" with 
the Legislature. When iiis tax 
proposals came under fire in 
actual debate, however, his 
speeches tended to lean away 
from any strong words which 
would induce anger among law-
makers. 

With iiis fiscal reform pro 
gram dead now, Swainson has 
returned lo the familiar chang­
es of "fiscal irresponsibility," 

careless disregard of the peo 
pie's needs," and other similar-
iy strong statements. 

During the Constitutional Con­
vention, delegate George Rom 
ney said he was too busy with 
the business at hand to partici 
pate in "politics." 

Now Romney, Swainson's 
likely GOP opponent is a little 
more subtle in his use of words, 
but he is getting in nearly daiiy 
biasts at the Democratic ad­
ministrations in both Lansing 
and Washington. 

One peculiarity to iie watcii-
cd cioseiy in this fail's cam­
paign wiil be the two top candi­
dates' views on fiscai reform. 
Each has voiced the need for 
reform and, surprisingiy, both 
have proposed in different 
words basically the same means 
for achieving reform.

Regular worship, at 9:45 
a.rn., and church school at 11:15 
will be lield in the remodeled 
building for the first time since 
last September, when the churcli 
began iiolding services in the 
community building while work 
w-'.s hfini; carried on. 

Cliurch school will be delayed 
jbecause of a going-away brunch 

lonoring Reverend George T. 
'Nevin, who will be holding his 
final services in Novi on Sun-
day. 

Revei^end Nevin, who has 
served NOVI since 19Si; will 
devote all his attention to his 
Brighton church, ' which he 
has; beeh serving along with 

. his. duties in Nov).' 
Appointment'Of a new'minis­

ter for tlic Novi.t'hhrcji" woIi t 
be made until «f{ijs. coming 
weekendJwhen MdthotSsts gath­
er 'pb A4r i , j |* fol^ege for theji* 
an%?l cim'ffjahci « t ; -

Besides moving their 'churcli 
building'fjjtn additional 50 ^eet 
back fronV'^Grand River aveniiig,, 
the Meth(}ais|s'-'Jiavo jcnlarged 
both the.il«isenierit;and the main 
liall of the building by nearly a 
yiird. The interior was repati'-' 
eled, atid two small choir room's 
'Vere added behind the , sane, 
tuary. 
'• A five-man building commit­
tee, inciuding Waller Tucii, 
Russeii Button, Larry Boyd, 
Jack Crawford and Jim Mit-
chcil, dii-ected the work. 

ln planning the moving and 
additions, the basement was 
dug iow enough to place the 
main building, at ground level, 
eliminating, the need for stops 
leading up to the entrance. 

The narrow porch was re­
placed with a low porch that 
stretches across the entire front 
of the building, and the roof ov­
erhang was extended to permit 
use of several tall pillars. 

Most of the church's new 
interior was built by yolun-
feer work from members, 

"while general contracting for 
the $35,000 |ob was dene by 
Don Fuller. 
Dedication for the new build 

ing Will be scheduled later. 

Tho Novi Methodist church 
was founded in 1830, when 
small group formed the first 
Methodist society in,Novi. This 
group held services in a small 
log school house for several 
years. 

For a short period, the Meth­
odists joined wilh a group of 
Baptists in constructing a ciiur 
eh that served both denomina­
tions. 

Land for the present site 
was donated by C. Gags in 
1871. The Reverend J . S. 
Smart dedicated ths new 

church building, with IS mem-
bers listed on the church 
roll. 
Forty members were on the 

roll when the church celebfat-
ed its 25th birthday in 1900. 

Siiortly after tiiis, the church 
lost male support, and became 
the only church in Methodism 
known to be controiicd by an 
aii-iadies board of officiais. 

Thus far there has never been 
resident pastor for the Novi 

church. It has always been 
served in connection with one 
of the neighboring churches.

Novi's State Aid 
Cut by $20,000 

Michigan's new state aid tb schools bill, almost certain to 
become law, would mean a loss in revenues for the Nov i school 
district of over S20,000, says Superintendent Tom Culbert. 

The bill, which will benefit most of the state's school dis-
tricts, has passed both houses of the legislature and is ready for 
the governor's nearly-certain -signattire. 

While increases in the stu in 
dent membership allowance 
would provide about $6,500 in 
'additional revenues for Novi 
new allowance plan, for tuition 
stiIdents would cost Nov i about 
$30,000,. Culbert said. 

He explained that the mem 
bershipi allowance for students 
attending Novi . schools \ Would 
be increased from' the, present 
$204 to $?24 per student. . '

The question of whether 
Northville wil l consent willing­
ly to the connection of Nov i 
to the Middle Rouge lntercep-
lor sewer line remained un 
.mswered Monday, night after a 
2i/2'-hour meeting between city, 
township and Wayne county 
officials. 

Local officials appeared un-
•convinced by the assurances of 
Wayne County D P W Director 
George Bingham rliat the sewer 
line between Northville and 
Plymouth is_adequate to hjindle 
the capacity of the city and 
iOwnsiiip plus 4 CFS proposed 
tor allocation to Npvi . 

Tlio meeting, hosted by the 
township, ended with city and 
townsliip officials requesting 
lime for their engineers to stu­
dy county tests made-on the 
line before Wayne counly pro-
ceeds with its sale of cqpacity 
in the Middle Rouge system to 
Oakland county. 

Specifically, the problem sur-
•otinds Wayne county's propos­

al to sell excess capacity in the 
new Middle Rouge Interceptor 
lino to Oakland county. 

The new Middle Rouge line 
is being constructed from De­
troit to Wilcox road in Ply-
mouth. Oakland county propos 
es to build a line from 10 Mile 
road in Novi to Northville, tap-
ping on to the Northville-Ply-
mouth line, thus reaching the 
new- interceptor via the'North­
ville line. 

Northville officiais would pre­
fer that the Novi line would ex­
tend all the way to Plymouth. 
They fear that the existing 
Northville-Plymouth line does 
not have the capacity to serve 
both tiic city and township and 
Ihc township hospitals and in­
stitutions plus Novi. 

DPW Director Bingham said 
Mondoy night it did. But hit 
statistics did not serve te 
convince NerthvIlIe officials. 
Bingham explained it this 

way: 
— the Northville-Plymouth 

line is engineered for a capac-
ity flow.of 14.5 cubic feet per 
second ;-

— the city of Northville has 
purchased a capacity of Z.O 
CFS in <he Middle Rouge sys­

tem; Northville township, ' 1.6 
CFS; Moybury Sanltoriuhi and 
DcHoCo, 3.32 CFS; Northville 
State Hospitol, 2.2 CFS; tlie 
Wayne County Training School 
and Plymouth State Home, 1.4 
CFS ---- for a total of 12.12 CFS. 

Bingham then assured North­
viiie officials that the line could 
accommodate an additional' 
CFS from NovL What's more, 
the Wayne county DPW direc 
tor insisted that another 3.5 
CFS, as yet unpurchased in the 
system, could be bought by eith 
er Northville or Northville town-
ship if the need arose. 

Northville efficlal* iHi)n hot-
ed that this ameunfiBd to a 
total of i;.62 CFS and that 
the line had been designed for 
14.5 CPS. 
Bingham expiained that there 

is an additional 10 per cent tic-
commodation above tiie< engin-
cered capacity. In addition, hc 
said capacity would never bo 
attained In a line because this 
would mean that the flow would 
h|t .Us peak at a particular 
poiiit from all sourcies at the 
suihc time. 

It was Bingham's contention 
that the distance between com­
munities and institutions using 
the line resulted in high flow 
age reaching ine same point in 
the iine at different times. 

But Northviiie officials were 
concerned about other things, 
loo. County tests showed that in 
some areas tiie line is running 
nearly half capacity now. And 
the tests were made during an 
extremely dry season, they 
point out. What's more, surface 
leakage into the line is known 
to be heavy, they contend. 

The city has purchased ca 
pacity to serve a population 61 
9,000 nearly three times the 
present population. And the 
township purchased capacity 
to serve a population ot 4,000. 
Presently, the township hap less 
than a dozen resident taps on 
the line. 

"If the Iine (which varies 
between 24 and 30-lnches) It 
testing nearly half full now, 
how can It provide for North-
vil l i 's ultimate need plus 4 
CFS from Novi?" the North-
villa officials etfeed.

voters who did not cast ballots. 

Only 64 voters turned out to 
return Incumbent board Presi­
dent Robert Shafer and Vice-
President William Crump to 
seats oh the Northville''board. 

Shafer 'pdlled.' 61 votes," While 
Crump ' received -59 in' North­
ville's lightest • balloting in re-̂  
cent years.-There was, however, 
little incentive for voters. Shaf-
er and Crump ran unopposed 

and no propositions appeared 
on the ballot. 

When the school board met 
Tuesday night to canvass re­
sults of Novi's election, it 
also learned a Iittie more 
about the financial situation. 
Superintendent Tom Culbert 

reported that final county allo­
cation and valuation figures 
iiave been released. Noyi will 
retain the same 8.37 mills ;of the 
iS-mill county tax, he said. Pre-
iiminary allocation board fig­
ures had indicated there might 
be a county-wide drop of .15 
mills in the amount given school 
districts. 

The final equahzation figures 
resulted in a $200,000 Increase 
in Novi district's equalized val-
uatlon, he reported. The total

The Nov i school board List 
week ended nearly two months 
of divided debate by giving 
unanimous approval to a four-
and-a-haif-mill voted increase 
to be requested in a special mil 
iage election June 28. 

The board, which last month 
voted tliree-to-two to set the 
millage rate request at five 
mills, had been trying since to 
teach a compromise figure that 
would have support of all mem 
bers. 

T h e proposal calls for the 
school district's operational mil 

to be increased by four 
and a half mills for the next 
four years. But actual cost to 
the taxpayers will be. only two 
mills. 

The board has voted to re 
duce to four and a half mills 
the special seven-mill' debt re­
tirement levy that pays the in­
terest and principal on the bonds 
used to create the building and 
site fund for the Orchard Hills 
school. , 

The $83,000 now ui the build­
ing and site fund will be ap­
plied toward the bond princi­
pal that comes due each year 
for the next four years. The re-. 
duced debt retirement revenues 
have to be levied to pay the 
interest on the bonds. 

The motion to reduce the five-
mill request first approved by 
the split board was made by 
board Secretary John MacBride 
two weeks ago. 

Four board members. In-
eluding Russell Taylor, who 
had tided with Arthur Heslip 
in opposing the five-mill rate. 
Indicated they would approve 
MacBrid^'s tuggettlon. 
But the matter was put off 

until last week because Heslip 
said lie wanted to see the ex-
penditures spelled out before he 
would vote one way or the oth­
er on the mation. 

The board had agreed when 
t|ie June 28 election was orig­
inally set up to ask for five 
mills to put aside $10,000 for 
reduction of the approximately 
$50,000 in back debts the school 
district has accumulated over 
the past five years. 

In proposing the reduced re-
quest, MacBride had suggested 
the amount earmarked for the 
back debt be reduced to $5,000 
with any additional funds left 
over at tho end,of tlie year be-
ing applied to the back debt. 

Heslip, who had originally 
proposed a four-and-a-haif-
mill request, said he wanted 
tlie figures to show where 
the other $5,000 would be 
spent. So the board postpon-
ed voting until last week. 

Last Wedn(!sday MacBride 
presented the board with a 
$364,890 expenditure budget that 
would leave abottt $7,500 for ap­
plication on the back debt. Hcs-
lip agreed lo go along with 
the lower Ihillage request and 
MacBride's figures after the 
board voted to earmark at 
least $7,500 for the back debt. 

MacBride said that in form-
ulating his budget, hc had work­
ed ,for expenditures that would 
provide essentially the same 
program the schools are now 

operating. 
With a few exceptions, his 

figures cioseiy parallel tliose in 
Superintendent Tom Culbert's 
original $371,852 preliminary 
budget approved by the board in 
April for submission to the coun-
ty aiiocation board. 

After settling the financial 
matters, tho board decided to 
hold a- series of public meet­
ings to explain the millage pro-
posals to the voters. The first 
meeting was Tuesday evening, 
when the board met'to canvass 
election results. (See other story 
on this page). 

Other meetings have been 
scheduled for next Wednesday 
in the Novi school library and 
Tuesday, June 26, in the Or­
chard Hills school.

The Novi township board 
Monday night adopted a water 
craft ordinance covering a var­
iety of boat and water uses. 
Th'e ordinance, prepared by 
Oakland county, is intended to 
provide uniform water laws 
throughout the county. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman 
pointed out that the sheriff's dc-
pa'rtment handles most law en­
forcement on lakes In the coun­
ty, ond said the county has 
asked all townships with lakes 
to'adopt the ordinance, making 
all water laws uniform. 

The ordinance deals mainly 
with use of boats on the lake 
and discarding of improper ma 
terlals in the lake. Under the 
ordinance, throwing trash or, 
disposing of unsanitary mater­
ial in the lake would bo unlaw­
ful. 

The ordinance also provides 
that all boats must be licensed, 
operation of wator craft while 
tinder the influence of intoxi-
cants or narcotics is unlawful, 
recklessness or failure to main­
tain control of a water craft is 

violation and a number of 
similar restrictions, most of 
tlicm paralleling state laws. 

Water skiing and similar tow-
ing octiyities will be permitted 
only after 10 a.m. throughout 
the week. It may bi^done un-

til sunset on Monday through 
Thursday, and until 7 p.m. on 
Friday, Saturday, Sunday, holi­
days and the day before holi-
days, 

Also limiting water skiing 
is a provision that no boats 
may be operated af above lO. 
miles an hour while within 
loo feet of a boat or ether 
water craft at anchor er with, 
in 100 feet of a swimming 
beach. 

After all members ,voiced 
general approval.of having a 
uniform set of water laws in 
tlie county, the board adopted 
tlie ordinance. It will become 
effective 37 days from today..

What Is Love? 
A popular song, of not too 

many years ago, directed ils 
attcntion to the question, 
"What Is This Thing Called 
Love?" This is a good tpics-
tion! On occasion, we hear 
people say that they love 
their pet animals and, in the 
next mjimijnt, speak of lov­
ing their swcetheai't. ls love 
the same no matter whei'e 
it - is found or expi'essod'? 
Hardly! There is a great dif­
ference between the. love of 
God revealed to mankind in 
Jesus Christ .and the so-
callcd love played up in 
many of our motion pictuf'cs, 
novels and plays. 

Scholars of llie Bible tell 
us that the writei's of the 
New Testament used at least 
five different forms of the 
word "love." Since love is 
eternal,. as well as univers­
al, a closer look at these five 
forms of the Greek word for 
loye may give us some in­
sight into the variety of 
meanings this comnion 
word, "love," may have. 

There is, first, the Greek 
word, "eros," which is des--
criptive of sensual love. This 
is the sentimental and lemp-
crmental kind of love which 
causes peopie to give or to 
withhold their, loi'c depend­
ing upon whether or not the 
object of their affection plea­
ses them. 

The second Greek word 

for love is "storge," whichg to gain status, 
is descriptive of shelteringi . The fifth Greek word used 
love. This is lhe pi'otective* by .the writcrs of-the New-
kind of love which is com-
monl.v expressed within the 
famiiy. 

The third, kind of love is 
"philia," which .is desci'ip-
live of Ihc sociable kind of 
love. This is the kind of love 
man expresses in the so-., 
called "social" areas of so-̂  
ciely. 11 is this kind of love 

Testament' is , "agape". and 
i l is descriptive of sacrificial 
love. This-is the kind of love 
many people have come lo 
sec in God who " so loved 
the world that he gave his 
only son that whoever be­
lieved iii him shouid not per:

Al l four of these kinds of 
love, are, if one will but look 
closely, man-centered and 
sul).icct, tlierefore, to becom­
ing self-centered. This is 
most certainly true of 
"eros," tho sensual love. 
The sheltering love, "storge,'-' 
can become so protective as 
to do in.jury lo tiiose of one's 
own family. "Ph i l i a ' ' love 
thrives on the popular thing 
of .being well liked. And 
"philanthoropia" iove can 
prompt one to be compass­
ionate and gcnei'Dus simply

should have special ailenlion lo 
make them safe for use by 
chiidren or adults. Dr. Charies 
P. Anderson, heailh commis-
sioncr, slates. Certain impor 
tanl precautions are needed lo 
keep lliem from becoming acci 
dent hazards or to prevent 
them from becoming a means 
for spreading infection. 

Sanitary regulations make it 
mandatory for public swim­
ming pools in Detroit to have 
the water treated by conlI-oiied 
iiilralion and aiso lo have i l 
chiorinated or oliierwise prop­
erly disinfccled. 

'hie waler in those public 
poois is kept in satisfactory con­
dition by being rccircuiatcd, fii-
lercd and chlorinated continu­
ously while in use. Personal 
cleanliness is required of the 
users of public pools. Sanitation 
and operation are checked fre 
quenlly by the Department of 
Heailh. 

Dr. Anderson says proper 
care of privale swimmiijg pools 
require measures quite iike 
those piacliced at pubiic poois 
which are carefuiiy engineer­
ed, operated and supervised lo 
keep heailh and accident haz­
ards at a minimum. Famiiy 
swimming poois should be equip 
ped with a filter and pump 
which have enough capacity to 
recirculate the waler every 12 
hours. In addition water should 
be disinfected with chlorine or 
some other suittible chemical. 
A fenced-in area or yard is a 
must for safely around every 
swimming pod. 

It is not practical to change 
the water in a wading pool of­
ten enough to keep it safe. In 
hot weather it is better to use a 
shower spray from a hose to 
keep children cool and this wa 
ter is always fresh. 

The following hints on the 
care of the small pools should 
be followed in order to reduce 
the chance of accidents or the 
spread of infection. 

1. Keep in mind that the per­
son maintaining the pooi has a 
legal liability as weii as mora 
responsibility for ils condilion 
and safely. 

2. Do nol permit loo many 
peopie in the pooi. 

3. The use of the pool should 
be leslricled, if possibie, to 
members of one famiiy. If piay

7. Rinsing tlie feel before en­
tering the pool is a vaiuabie 
precaution.

Uniess the hydrant has an ap­
proved vacuum hreakei-, the 
pool water may contaminate the 
city water in your house.

You can bless the 
large trees in Amcrioa, for 
without Ihcm you'd soon be liv­
ing in a desert.

— And on the lighter side, the Reverend Winters com­
pared tlie different kinds of "responsibility". He told about 
the little boy wlio answered an advertisement placed by a 
stote-keeper for ii "responsible boy". "I'm your boy, mister," 
a small, freckled-face lad announced. "How do you know 
tliis," asked rhe store-keeper. "Everywhere I've ever worked 
when something goes wrong, the boss says I'm respoiisible." 

— Still another example of responsihility was the young 
man liiarried io identical twins. 'How ean you tell them 
apart," hc ivas askcd. "t can't, but that's their rcsponsi-
bility," be replied. 

The Reverend Winters' iiddre.ss had special meaning 
: to me. As a small boy, less than 10,1 attended Sunday .school 

at the Pirst Baptist church in Jack.son where a young minis­
ter was winning legions of friends among the young and 
old alike. His voice came clearly back to mind last week — 
after .̂ 0 years. 

The Reverend Winters had jusi staried his "glory 
road" at tliis early stage of his career. And you never forget 
the "lifters". 
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Civil defense is a field of 
eoncern in which every individ­
ual must make a judgment. 

Wueli of eivii defense prcp-
araiion depends on one big 
" i f" — if a nuclear attack oc 
turred near you. 

For example, Slale Heallh 
Dcparlment officials say if a 
nicdium range nuclear weapon 
were exploded in tiic center of 
a eily the size of Lansing, an 
esliinaled 46,660 peopie wouid 
he Itilied outright, 33,600 would 
he wounded seriously enough to 
requirc medical attention, and 
52,060 would survive the explos­
ion wilhoul serious injury. 

The individual's choice is 
whether he is located where 
a fallout shelter would be of 
value or whether he wants 
to take his chances on exist-
ing facilities in the hope the 
" i f" never occurs. 

Communilios, however, have 
iitllc choice, according lo heal­
th authorilies. 

The problems which would 
confronl a communily at or 
near a nuclear blast arc of a 
magnitude rarely realized by 
individuals. 

Statistics arc available, how­
ever, to show what facilities, 
equipment, supplies and per­
sonnel would he required for 
the care of mass easuallies. 

In tlic event of a blast at a 
eily like I.,ansing, Stale Health 
Commissioner Albert E . Heus-
tis said two-thirds of the vic­
tims wiio survived the iniliai 
expiosion wouid be suffering 
from burns aione, or in combin 
alion with iaccrations and brok-
en bones. 

This wouid not include eases 
of radiation sickness, which 
would not he detectable unlil 
later symptoms developed. 

Of the burn victims, half 
would he able lo "go lo work' 
after treatment; and 40 per 
eenl would be erilical wilh sur 
vival dependent upon treal-
mcnt. Tho other 16 per cent 
would suffer fatal burns, with 
chances for survival remote un­
der even ideal conditions. 

Community planning lo care 
for casualties would require al 
least 366 physicians surviving, 
and around 2,060 hospital beds, 
including emergency facilities. 

This would allow only one 
bed for every 10 injured but 
might be sufficient if proper 
pre-planning wss carried out, 
HSustis said. 

Effective use of evei-y surviv­
or of such an attack would de­
pend grcally on widespread 

knowledge of first aid and med­
ical self-help techniques, Ilcus-
lis said. 

Michigan's eonservalion pro­
gram could get a boost under 
a legislative proposal which Is 
gaining strength. 

The House of Representatives 
recommended Senate approval 
this year of a measure which 
has been under consideration 
for six years by legislators in­
terested in lessening the prob­
lem of delinquency among 
youth. 

Representatives Harry De 
Maso, Battle Creek Republican, 
and E . D. O'Brien, Detroit Dem 
oeral, headed the move to gain 
acceptance of a part of a pro 
gram proposed by a legislative 
interim eommillec they led. 

Of five proposals, the House 
accepted two almost without op 
position. 

The main proposal which was 
approved by the House would 
allow the creation of a camp 
facility, similar lo the CCC 
camps operation during the de­
pression. 

Youths referred to the State 
Social Welfare Department 
by courts, police, or ether 
agencies, could be put to 
work in the camp unit. It 
initially would Include 60 per-
sons. 
The Conservation Department 

and Department of Public In­
struction wouid cooperate in 
tiic project. 

The Conservation Department 
wouid provide work for the 
youths to do at state forests 
and park lands. Teachers for 
an eduealionai program al tiic 
camp wouid be provided by tiie 
Department of Public Instruc­
tion. 

Minnesota and several other 
stales have similar programs 
in operation, De Maso said. Sue 
cess of these programs led to 
lhe camp recommendation by 
the Michigan legislative com-
mitlee. 

Strong bi-partisan support of 
the recommendation lo provide 
a faciiity of the CCC-type gave 
impetus to the committee pro­
posal. Gov. John B. Swainson 
made a recommendation of this 
type in a message to the Leg-
isiature on youth. 

Six years ago, a study of the 
probatc code started tiie eom­
millec on the road to this year's 
proposal. 

By pulling delinquent youth 
lo work helping improve tho 
stale's conservation and rec-
reation lands, De Maso^ said 
the Legislature would be'"tak­
ing a realistic step toward 
building the defenses which the 
slale must liavc in order lo 
have an effective and adequate 
defense to the ever-occurring 
juvenile problems." 

Babson Park, Mass., My first 
investment was in the stock of 
Niagara Power Company.

My first interest was ai'ouscd 
by Harry Visscring of Babson 
Park, Florida, who flew the 
first giant dirigible from Berlin 
lo New York. I was then even 
taught that It was impossible 
to make heavier-than-air ma­
chines fly and not fall lo the 
earth. 

I further found that Clarence 
Birdseye, the discoverer of 
quick freezing, and Igor Sikor­
sky, the father of the helieopt-
er, and Dr. Howard Steams of 
Simmons College were members 
of the Board of Trustees. I 
gladly promised them my help. 
Up to that time no serious ac­
cidents had happened on ccm-
mcreial airlines; then the orig­
inal idea of the Foundation was 
lo "harness gravity", 

The present purpose Is to 
make an airplane temporar-
ily float in case of trouble 
and drop slowly to the ground 
so the passenaers can safely 
get off. 

Most of lhe studies have thus 
far been along developing a 
semi-Insulator of gravity which 
could cover commercial air­
planes. This would I-cquirc the 
development of some new met­
al, with the molecules arranged 
diffei'cntly than exists in any 
present metal. I understand 
that the Gravity Research 
Foundation will send details of 

this proposed new metal to 
anyone who writes them at 
New Boston, New Ilampshire, 

A young inventor named Nor­
man Dean, of Washington, D.C 
has invented a machine to be 
put into an automobile which 
will raise the automobile when 
the machine is operating. This 
idea has been discarded under 
the theory that it is "pulling 
onself up by one's bootstraps" 
Hence the idea has not been 
adopted by helicopters or in­
dividual airplanes. 

However, there is no objec­
tion to this for an emergency 
purpose. If "Lord Ilowe's 
friend's invention had been such 
that the engines of the fatal 
French airplane could have sud 
denly been used lo prevent this 
anti-gravity fall, it might have 
saved the lines of these Atlanta 
people. 

The Foundation makes no ex­
periments and has no labora­
tories of ils own; but it is en-
deavoI-ing lo Interest scientific 
departments ot colleges in the

Dear R: 

Your distress and discomfort 
is obvious — and not uncom­
mon during the early months of 
pregnancy, aj virtually every 
mother ean tell you. It will do 
no good to point out how much 
you will enjoy your new baby 
for all you can sec now is i 
future of endless "morning sick 
ness." 

You may be certain that you 
will feci far differently after 
your delivery and very probab­
ly wiii have altered your views 
on the subject long before that. 

I am glad lo hear that you 
could not obtain tlic name of an 
abortionist. Abortion is a crim­
inal act anyhow and it would 
hardly help matters to make a 
trade of guilt in exchange for 
relief from morning sickness. 

Aside from the immorality 
of a married woman being 
aborted of her husband's child. 

V a c a t i o n T i i n e ! 

there are dangers to such pro­
cedures which cannot be over­
looked, lt is not surprising that 
you have had a few angry 
thoughts about your husband, 
for hc is the most obvious 
source for your present com­
plaint. 

However, you had something 
to do with tiiis pregnancy too 
and must, as a matter of real­
ity, acknowledge that it is not 
"al l his fault." 

In a!Iy event, perhaps you 
have something to iearn about 
birth control techniques which 
are becoming increasingly more 
certain and effective. At least 
for the future, you may be bet­
ter able lo plan the size of your 
family. 

Of course. If this is opposed 
to any religious beliefs you may 
hold on the subject, I should not 
suggest you follow this counsel. 
In any event, you will have to 
examine your own consicence 
insofar as determining what 
would be best for you. 

l am not sure that you need 

psychiatric help, but* I do sug­
gest lhat you talk to your fam­
ily doctor or to your obstetri 
clan. Be very frank and open 
wilh him about your concerns 
and anxieties. 

If he feels you need to see a 
psychiatrist, he will tell you 
and suggest someone you may 
see. It may very well be that 
there is a medication available 
which will greatly help relieve 
not only your nausea and vom­
iting, but also help you over 
the rough spots insofar as llie 
anxiety and tension you are 
presently experiencing.

Novi's qualified school eltfe-
lors will go to the polls next 
week to cast ballots for the 
second time in three 'months 
on a school miilage proposal. 

The school board has un­
animously endorsed a rcfiuest 

for a four-and-a-half-mill in­
crease in property taxes for 
operation nt the schools. 

.Specifically, the school 
board's plan Ineiudes: 

—a tax increase of four 
and a halt mills — $4.50 per 

$1,606 of assessed valuation 
as cqualiiied; 

---a reduction of two and s 
half miils In lhe special d^bt 
retirement levy, making the 
total tax Increase only Iwo 
mills; 

--use of the building and 
site fund lo retire the bonds 
the two and ft half miils of 
debt niiiiage wouid normaiiy 
pay off. 

The proposition wouid be 
effective for the four-year 
period beginning this com­
ing sehqol'fisoal year and con­
tinuing through the 1965 fis-
cai year. 

Tiie school board has al­
ready voted lo reduce fron:\ 
seven lo four and a half 
miils the special debt retire­
ment miilage levied lo pay 

off the principal aind interest 
on the building and site fund 
bonds. 
It has also approved lhe 

trtirisfer of' the $83,000 build­
ing and site fund so that it 
may be used for payment of 
the principal on the bonds 
which come due each year. 
The fund is,large enough lo 
do this -for only four years. 

The debt retirement mill-
age must still be levied, at 
a lower figurs, because the 
building and site'fund monies 
cannot be used to'pay Interest 
on the bonds. 

The proposition would cost 
taxpayers an additionai two 
mills, or .'i;2 per $1,606 of 
assessed valuation as equal­
ized. 

For the" average valuation 
in Novi — estimalcd al about 
$4,6un by lownship £upervi.sor 
Frazer Staman — the inerease 
woula mean an additional 
$12.80 in anniial school taxes, 
or three and a half cents a 
day. 
II was just over 10 weeks 

ago that the school district 
voters turned down a six-mill 
increase in operational taxes. 

The present miUagc request 
differs considerably from the 
proposition rejected in April . 

The board's plans for the 
six niills included additions 
to the present program total-
ing about $16,666. It also pro­
vided for $10,660 to be ear­
marked toward reduction of 
the school district's $56,606 

accumulated debt. 
The four-and-a-hilf-mill re-

quest does not provide for any 
improvements. In fact, since 
i l will mean a smaller in­
crease than the six mills 
would have provided, minor 

cutbacks in tho present pro­
gram will be necessary. 

The school hoard.has pro­
mised to operate on a balanc­
ed budget — this year's bud­
get was $28-30,000 in the red 
— which will neccssilale .some 
cutbacks even if the four-
and-a-half-mill increase in 
revenues is approved. 

If the proposal is turned 
down n^xt Thursday, the 
school board has voted to 
implement an austerity pro. 
gram designed to cut about 
$50,000 off the present pro. 
gram. 

These reductions wouid mean 
haif-day classes to some stu­
dents, larger class sizes lo 
others; fewci- studenls riding 
the school buses, more walk­
ing; and loss of a portion of 
lhe present program for all 
students. 

The school board has been 
holding public meetings to ex-
plain the miilage proposition 
lo the voters. One was held 
lasl nighl (Wednesday) in the 
Novi school library, and tho 
final session will he next Tues­
day in the Orchard Hills 
school.

Northville city and township 
officials appear to have reach 
ed opposite conclusions on the 
procedure to follow in consider-
ing the proposed entrance of 
Novi into the Middle Rouge 
Interceptor sewer system. 

Township Stipervisor George 
Clark stated this week that he 
has called a special board meet­
ing for Saturday morning to 
preseiit results of studies made 
by the township's engineer and 
attorney. 

Because the reports indicate 
no fault with the plan to sell 
4 cubic feet per second capacity 
in the new interceptor to Novi, 
it seems likely that the board 
will offer no opposition. 

But Monday night the city 
couiieil decid«d it will go on 
record as objecting to the 
proposal. 
The council expressed dissat-

isfaetion with the protection 
provided in the contract and 
also harbors doubts about the 
capacity of the Northvme-Ply-
mouth line to carry the Novi 
loadi' • . .. .-. 

The eontri^ct between'Wayne 
and Oakland county to provide 
for construction of a 42-inch 
sewer line from 10 Mile road 
to the interceptor at Seven Mile 
road southeast of Northville is 
scheduied lojbe reviewed by the 
Wayne county department of 
public works next Tuesday. It 
must also pass approval oMhe 
Wayne county board of super-
visors. . 

While the Northville city coun-
cil indicated lt wlll reglstcr pro-
tests at , the county meetings, 
there was no mention of legal 
action. It appeared more ilike-
ly that the council wished to 
have its protests recorded. 

On this basis approval of 
the sewer connection for Novl 
»3ems certain. 
The prospect of sewer facili­

ties for Novi has been hailed 
as a boom by developers. Over 
2,066 of its'Estimated 2,906 tap 
allocation have already been 
sold to developers on a special 
assessment basls. The village 
and township have signed agree-
ments with Oakland county for 
payment of the seyirer project 
over a 15-year 'period. 

Both the Northvillc city coun 
cll and the township, board have 
insisted that they do not object 
to Novi entering the Wayne 
county system., 

'We're glad that this ar­
rangement has been worked oiit 
so that Nov! can have sewer 
service, but as a council serv­
ing the city of Northville we 
want to be absolutely siire that 
our capacity in the line is safe­
guarded". Mayor Allen stated 

Monday niglIt in describing the 
city's position. 

A detailed study by Mosher 
Associates, consultuIg engineers 
for Northville township, indicat­
ed the interceptor from North-
Ville to Plymouth is' adequate 
to handle maximum allocated 
flow from, the city, township, 
area institutions and the 4 CFS 
Novi allocation. 

Mosher's report rated this 
total at 14.61 CFS. lt concluded 
that there were indications that 
greater flows might be accept­
able, but - recommended later 
performance tests. 

The report also pointed to the 
possibility of a sewage treat­
ment plant in Novi if the inter­
ceptor sewer connection was 
turned down. It indicated that 
the effluent discharged into the 
Rouge River, although meeting 
sanitation standards,' would be 
detrimental to 'the city and 
township (aesthetically). 

Attorney James LIttell's re­
port tied in neatly with the en­
gineer's findings. He mdicated 
that^ jf the^towiisWp. was satis­
fied'that adequate-!capacity ex­
ists in the interceptor;i to serve 
both the city, township and 
Novi, "it wfiuld appear the con­
tract contains fairly adequate 
safeguards". 

Oakland couilty .admittedly 
hopes for a much bigger alio-
cation in the system in future 
years. Construction of the 42-
ineh line would, indicate this 
But in the event that Oakland 
county buys more CFS, Littell 
feels that the contract provides 
for consruction of a new line 
from Northville to the new in­
terceptor at Plymouth, which 
would then carry all Oakland 
county's flowage including the 
initial 4 CFS. 

Construction of Ihe Novi sew 
er is expected to begin late 
this year with tap-in to the 
Middle Rouge system sehedui 
ed for late next summer when 
the new interceptor line from 
Detroit to Plymouth is com­
pleted.

Loud Argument Ends Two-Month Peace 
S e s s i o n B r e a k s N o v i C o u n c i l C a l m 

The Novi village council this 
week ended about two months 
of relatively peaceful meetings, 
by erupting into the loudest 

'and most impassioned argument 
it has had since voters chose 
two new members last March. 

Tlie outburst started near 
midnight Monday while tlie 
council was discussing an end-
of-the-agenda problefn of what 
to do with the approximately 
$14,000 surplus the village will 
have when the fiscal year ends 
next week. 
Village Administrative Assis-

-. tant Harold Ackley had explain-
' ed that there will be some 

$19,006 left over. Since Attoi'-
ney Howard Bond has ruled the 
viUasc may carry no 1norc than 

$5,000 over into next year's gen­
eral fund, Ackley had propos-
ed the other $14,000 be sel up in 
special accounts earmarked for 
specific expenditures. 

The council had agreed with 
the idea, and Councilman Ray 
Harrison, one of the newer vill­
age legislators, had moved the 
special aecouiits bc established, 
Councilman Philip Anderson se­
conded the motion. 

Then Councilman Donald 
Young, also a council newcom­
er, pointed out that one of the 
expenditures was $5,660 to pay 
off one of the village's new 
DPW trucks. He suggested the 
truck account be left off to bc 
paid before the fiscal year end 
ed, and Harrison agreed. 

Ackley pglnl«d out that the 

payment could not be ^ado 
before the fiscal year epded 
because it would take long-
er than next week to get a 
statement of interest due on 
the truck payment, but Young 
and Harrison still wanted to 
authorize payment from the 
general fund. 
After several minutes of' dis-

cusslon, Anderson refused to 
withdraw his second ,of HarrI-
son's motion, thereby forcing 
the vole. Hc tabled as "picayune 
ish" Harrison's arguments and 
then charged that Harrison, 
former township treasurer, had 
always been petty about-things 
that Involved village-township 
relations. 

Following the vote, in which 
only Young dissented, Hurrlaon 

pointed out that the council had 
not appointed a new road com-
missioner since, the election. 

He then charged, that Ander. 
son hasn't fulfilled his road 
commissioner duties . because 
village trucks hod spread "pit 
run" (or pure) sand and gravel 
on the roads from the gravel 
pit on Andersoii's property. 

This raised Councilman 
Dean Lenheiser's ire. He 
quickly pointed out lhat the 
village deals with e gravel 
contractor, and the contrac-
tor purchases froin Ander-
son. 

''If there are any gripes,'' 
he .declared, "they should be 
with the contractor, not Phil 
Anderson,'' 

Harrison said hc personally 

had examined the "pit run" 
gravel and had been told by the 
truck drivers they had been or­
dered to put the material on vil­
lage roads, Re said he did not 
know who had made the orders. 

Young, who had been an elec­
tion running mate of Harrison, 
but who has continually been 
more neutral and less bellig­
erent, broke Into the shouting 

debate finolly slowed after Ack­
ley said the state'.'has a regular 
form for appointing the road 
commissioner,, and suggested 
the matter bc piit off until the; 
next meeting, when he could 
have more Information.

Novi school district voters go 
to the polls next week to de­
cide whether the school board 
wi l l .be authorized'to ievy an 
additional four and a half mills 
of property taxes for opera 
tionai purposes. 

The proposal, which two 
weeks ago was given unani­
mous approval of the sciiool 
board, will mean an actual in­
crease of only two mills. (See 
above stofy on the miilage pro­
posal.) 

A two-and-a-half-mill reduc­
tion in the special debt retire­
ment miilage used to retire the 
building and site fund bonds, 
will mean total school taxes 
would increase only two mills it 
the proposition is approved next 
week. The $83,666 now in the 
buiidliig and site fund wi l l 'be 
used to retire the principal on 
the bonds. 

Next Thursday's election will 
mark the third time in the past 
year that the board has re­
quested a miilage increase, 
six-mill increase proposed by 
the board last April was sound 
ly defeated 601-389. 

The almost two-to-one vote 
against the April proposition re­
iterated the voter opposition to 

six-mill increase that had 
been expressed when a similar 
proposal was turned down. 565-
166 a year ago. 

Need for additionai operat­
ing funds, largely unetcplain-
ed at the tin>e of the first 
election, had been determin-
ed last spring by the school 
board's finance study com­
mittee. 
The committee, made up; of a 

number of citizens, had sup 
ported the six-mill proposition 
as necessary to operate on a 
balanced budget while offering 
nominal increases in the school 
curriculum and making a 
$10,006 start on reduction of the 
approximately $56,660 back debt 
the schools have accumulated 
ln recent years. 

Adding to the schools' finan 
cial woes was the Norlhville 
school board's reaction to No-
yi's failure to pay a $74,000 
tiiition bill for high school slu 
dents on tiine. 

The Northville board, worried 
about its own tight budget, de­
manded immediate payment of 
the tuition bill and threatened 
to bar 1962-63 Novi students un­
less sufficient proof were given 
of Novi's ability to meet next 
year's tuition, payment. 

After the Apri l election, the 
school board had only three 
alternatives open: 
—continued operations on i 

deficit budget; 
—drastic reductions of the 

present program to permit 
balanced budget with exit ing 
funds; 

—a request for a lower mill-
iige increase that would pro 
vide for coiitinuation of essen­
tially the present program, with 

few-cuts, and a smaller pay­
ment on the back debt, 

•The board first spilt three-to-
two, with Members Arthur Hes­
lip and Russell Taylor dissent­
ing, on a five-mill proposition. 
Members Walter Ambinder, Da-
vld Fried and John MacBride 
mainlained that the board would 
have to seek five mi^s If it 
intended to put $10,000 on the 
back debt and continue with the 
present school program. 

Heslip and Taylor contend-
ed, however, that it would be 
"Impossible" to "sell"' a five-

mill pian because it is too 
close to six mills, which had 
been defeated twice. 
Despite arguments from the 

board majority that five mills 
would only cost taxpayers an 
additional two arid a half mills 
because of the same reduction 
in debt retirement taxes that 
would make four and a half 
mills cost only two additional 
mills, Heslip and Taylor would 
not budge. 

Two weeks ago the board set 
tied on $7,506 for the back debt 
and a number of minor redue 
tions in the budget for next year 
and gave its full support to the 
four-and-a-half-mill request. 

The board also agreed on 
an austerity program for next 
year that would permit a bat 
anced budget on existing rev. 
ehues. The program would 
mean such cuts as: 
—reduction of kindergarten 

class time from half-day to 
third-day sessions; 

—eliminalion of six teacher 
positions, necessitating either 
putting six classes on half-day 
sessions or increasing several 
eiasses lo between 40 and 50 
students each; 

—sitarp reduction of main­
tenance costs by closing one 
wing of the Novl school; 
—elimination of the foreign 

language program; 
-reduction of library servic­

es, including book purchases and 
personnel, lo half the presently-
planned expenditure; 

—doing away with school 
board salaries; 

—elimination of the paid 
noon hour supervision; 

—eilher reduction of normal 
textbook purchases or increas­
ing rental costs to parents; 

—readjustment of transporta­
tion schedules lhat would mean 
a considerable number of stu­
dents now riding would be re-
quired to walk; 

—reduction of the junior high 
program by one period a day 
and elimination of the athletic 
program; 

—teaching ninth graders at 
the Novi school if Northviiie 
will-not accept aii of Novi's 
high schooi students; 
—use of any additional funds 

not presently anticipated for 
hiring more teachers. 

The austerity plan would 
slice approximately $56,666 off 
Superintendcnl Tom Culbert's 
original b^idget p r o p o s a l . . . 

But almost on the eve of the 
board's agreement on the aus­
terity program, the stats leg­
islature passed a new school 
aid bill that will mean a loss 
of about $23,500 In state rev-
enues to Novl school district. 
The bil l , designed to benefit 

nearly every district in the 
slale, provides for a drastic 
reduction in tuition allowances, 
which will knock about $36,606 
off Novi's normal state pay­
ment for tuition. 

The state aid portion of the 
bill will give Novi an addition­
al $6,506, making the total loss 
to the local district $23,506 a 
year. 

The jsehool board has not had 
an opportunity to discuss fully , 
Ihe total effect uf this loss of 
state funds. 

Novi Water Line 
Decision Coming 

Novi will ^probably know by next week whether tlie 
ciry of Detroit is ready to sell water to this arcii, village Admin-
istrative Assist.int Harold Ackley told the council Monday. 

Ackley said that when he met with the Detroit water 
board last week to discuss the possibilities of the city providing 
water for Novi , lie was tokl tlie board would decide by next 
week. A fate of charges would also be announced at that time, 
he added. 
Ackley explained that the wa-

ter board is now considering the 
profJosal in the light of a po­
tential water use survey eon-
ducted in the area by Mosher 
Associates, consullmg water en­
gineers of Detroit. 

WiIIowbrook subdivision is 
shown in the repo'rt as now us­
ing about 44,606,666 gallons of 
water a year. The subdivision 
is the only area in Novi that 
now has a water system supply­
ing homes. Tho system is run 
by the WiIIowbrook association. 

According to the report, the 
16-square-milc area in Novi 
bounded by Haggerty, Eight 
Mile, Garfield and the 1-96 ex-
pressway will be using about 
187,606,666 gallons of water a 
year by 1965, if the proposed 
sewers arc built, 

By 1972, the report predicts, 
the same area of Novi will 
be using over 1,000 million 
gallons of water. Both figures 
depend upon construction of 
Novi's sanitary sewer system, 
Ackley said. 
Re explained that installation 

of sewers is expected to bring 
housing development to that 
area, and the potential water 
use for tho area was figured 
upon predictions of how much 

population rise there would bc 
with, the new housing develop­
ment. 

Detroit's plans are to event-
ually bring a water line out 
Eight Mile road to Sheldon, pos-i. 
sibly going down Sheldon to ' 
Plymouth. The line would be 
large enough to serve most of 
Northwestern Wayne county. 

The cily has told Novi that i t ' 
would bring a line out as far as 
Haggerty road soinetime in the 
near future, even though North­
ville city and township, which 
have expressed some interest 
in eventually purchasing Detroit 
water, weren't ready lo do so 
yet. • 

Ackley said Mosher's re­
port recommended that a 
branch line be constructed up 

.Haggerty from Eight to 10 
Mile roads. This line could 
serve both Novi, and Farm-
ington, Ihe report pointed out.'* -
A recent report of the Detroit : 

water board shows that the cit'y ' 
has now expanded its service to 
52 communities in its metropoli 
itan water system. 

Some 36 of these outlying 
communities are In Wayne 
county, 18 are in Oakland aiid 
six in Macomb, 
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
