It tests your ability to 
resist excesses. 

Too mucli sun, speed, exercise — in sliort, an over­
dose of fun — often leads to tragedy. 

Reports of highway accidents have already started in 
tlie immediate area. More wiii folleiv. And tlie niost trnKic 
will involve youngsters . . . having fun. 

We are reminded by a release from the Red Cross of 
another summer killer, drowning. 

Tliis tragedy sliows little regard for age. Some 6,500 
persons died by drowning in tlie United States last year 
and Nfichigan had more than its share with 262. 

And while we have annually reminded drivers that 
caution behind the wheel is particularly important during 
vncaiion days when chiidrcn are all about, these water 
safety tips deserve attention, too: 

1. I.earn to swim, if you can swim a little, learn to 
swim better. 

2. Always swim with a companion. Make sure some­
one is near by to help if you get into trouble. 

3- Swiin in a safe place. The presence of iifeguards 
usually indicates tlic area is safe for swimming, 

A. Know the area. Before diving, make sure the water 
is deep enough, and has no hidden objects such as sub­
merged rocks. 

5. Respect the water and know your limit.nrions. 
6. Use Discretion. Wwt at least an hour after eatiiig 

before swimming, and don't swim when overheated or 
overtired. ' 

7- Try to remain calm in case of trouble. Assume a 
face-up floating position, keep your liands under water :iiicl 

. slowly move your hands and feet. 
8. Even if your boat overturns, stay ivith it. Must sninll 

craft ivill float, even when filled ivitli water. 
9. Don't depend on a rulie or an inflated toy to liold 

you up. 
10. In river swimming, watcli out for swift ciirrc-nis. 

Lifeguards will tell you to recognize these conditions and 
how to save yourself if you are caught. 

11. In long distance swimming, always swim parallel 
to the shore and with a companion or- boat nearby. 

12. Rquip your boat with safety item.s. A life jacket 
for each passenger and a stern light arc musts. Rccnm-
mciided also arc anchor, oars, boar hook, extra line, fire 
extinguisher, first aid kit, and tool kit.

In my 
column which appeared dur­
ing the week of May 17th, I 
referred to the new corpora-
lions which are being formed 
by lhe Bangor & Aroostook and 
the Kansas Cily Soutiiern rail-
roads.

These business corporations 
which are gradually being form­
ed do not change the opera 
tions of the -railroad passing 
Ihrough your eity. Such a "bus­
iness corporation", however, 
gives the railroad an opportuni 
ly lo use ils right-of-way, its sta­
tions, and its opportunities for 
business in more profitable 
ways. 

Every Chamber of Commerce 
should now lake this matter up 
wilh the railroad passing 
through ils cily. Said railroad 
enlarging ils facilities means a 
profit, which should mean an 
advanlage to your city as woll 
as to tho stockholders of the 
railroad. 

The railroad passenger bus-
iness is dead end every com-
muniiy should 'recognize this 
as soon as possible. Other-
wise, the railroad stockhold­
er perhaps should consider 
alternatives .ip other trans­
portation fields. 

Every Chamber of Commerce 
at its next Directors' meeting 
should appoint a Railroad Com­
mittee. This Railroad commit-
lee should meet and carefully 

go over the property of the 
one or more railroads passing 
Ihrough ils eily. It further 
should ask the city tax asses­
sors for a rough map of the 
property which these one or 
more railroads own in said city, 

In fact, it might be well to 
have the Chairman of the Tax 
Assessment (iqmmitle'e presen 
at the next meeting of-the Rail 
road Committee. I fear that the 
railroad would hesitate to give 

Patchwork taxes, nuisance 
taxes, stopgap measures! 

These sliopworn phrases used 
by opponents of miscellaneous 
additions to Itfichigan's present 
tax structure are not entirely 
borne up by studies of other

The Michigan Department of 
Revenue recently reported, 
while the State Senate was de­
bating an income tax, that there 
are 22 states with bolh a sales 
tax and payroll levy. The re­
port indicated that in only two 
of these states did the revenue 
from the income tax exceed 
that brought in by the sales 
tax. 

The connotation of the words 

"palchivork," "nuisance," and 
"stopgap," are such that they 
effectively cast a dark cloud 
over the temporary taxes 
which were first passed in 1958 
under the term "nuisance" tax-
es, and enacted again this year 
as permanent measures. 

Opponents of the "miscellane­
ous" taxes, which they would 
now bc called if supporters had 
their way, would like Michigan 
residents to believe this state 
is the only one with a variety 
of taxes. 

The U-S. census, however, 
shows thet Michigan's taxing 
ideas are in use throughout 
the country. Some states have 
taxes Michigan lawmakers 

haven't even thought of. 
The Census showed, for ex 

ample, that in 1866 all 56 states 
taxes sales of alcoholic bever 
ages. Tobacco products came 
under a tax in 46 states. 

Several stales lax soft drinks, 
a levy which was proposed late 
in the current Michigan legisla­
tive session but not enacted. One 
stale imposes a taxon lubricat­
ing oil and "power use," an­
other has a levy on "meals." 

In the number of taxes im­
posed, Michigan ranks among 
the top. 

In 1956, the latest complete 
compilation available, Louisiana 
led the states with 28 different 
taxes, followed by Iowa with 24,

The Railroad Coinmittee con 
explain to thi! 'railroad com-
pahy authorities that it wlshfes 
to provide some additibnal eafii 
ings for the railroad rather 
than handicap them by higher 
taxes. I 

As suggested- above, there 
are'many things which a rail­
road company can do without 
any iidditloniil liigislation. The 
Boston & Albany- Railroad, 
which runs through Wellesley, 
Mass., hiId two, beaiitiful .;tonc 
stations built during prosperous 
tilnes. 

One of these it Has rented- lo 
a clothes' cleaning establish-
ment, wilh a small waiting 
room for passengers. The other 
railroad station, one mile be­
yond, is being demolished by 
the railroad company which 
will sell the land for various 
purposes. 

In almost every community 
there is ' a shortage of good 
parking spaces at the present 
time. There are sections of va­
cant land which the railroad 
eompany has which could be 
rented for parking lots.' These 
would be both a contribution i to 
the community, and also give a 
constantly increasiiIg revenue 
to the railroad companies froiii 
whom it would collect money 
through the leases of the prop 
erty. 

Such "outside businesses" va­
ry from the operation of buses 
to the leasing of supermakrets 
and small factories. This is a 
real opportunity for railroads 
to discover what can be done. 
In the case of the Bangor & 
Aroostook, it has had its busi­
ness corporation purchase a 
personal loan company to make 
small loans along its line; it is 
now negotiating for a machin­
ery company to install automa­
tion in various plants of New 
England.

Among the states wilh in 
come taxes thai year, Indiana 
had 26 other kinds of taxes; the 
payroll levy was one of 17 tax­
es imposed in California; and 
in Delaware 19 other types 
were on the lawbooks. 

Several thousand Michigan 
molorists driving only because 
of the type of insurance they 
carry may be violating the law 
without knowledge, according 
to Secretary of Slate James M.

Under Michigan's financial re 
sponsibilily law, some 77,606 
•motorists are required to have 
financial responsibility insur­
ance for a three-year period if 
they wish to continue driving. 

These are motorists involv­
ed in an accident who could 
not prove financial responsi-
bility by' having adequate 
public liability and property 
damage insurance. 
"Unfortunately in recent 

months, three componies which 
wrote this special insurance in 
Michigan have gone -out of bus' 
iness," Hare said, . , 

Persons insured under the 
three firms wete notified by let-
ter from Hare's office.' There 
was no way of chocking, how-
ever, how many of these moved 
to other locations or for some 
oilier reason did not receive the 
notice, . ' ' - . : '

Kansas bic number of Michigan motor­
ists wlio still believe they ar .̂ 
properly covered but they are, 
not," Hare said. "If they aI;̂  
driving on invalid insurance, 
they are inadvertonlly in viola­
tion of the slate financial rer-
sponsibilily law." 

Some 206 companies with valJ 
id Michigan licenses sell thS 
type of insurance, the Secre-
lai-y of Slate said. Driving.priv-
lieges will be restored to mo­
torists who take insurance with 
any of the remaining firms,

That shiny chrome thing tli;ii 
looks like a spot iiglit yoi: 
might see hanging out the rear 
door window of a Northvilh 
police c;ir is a radar sendin.i; 
unit, now being used ro clifcL 
the speed of vehicles traveling 
through the city. 

But don't worry, the police 
' won't be issuing tickers — ar 

least not until the city gers 
• some new "speed rfidar timed" 
signs to post on each foad en-
tcriniT rh'' citv. 

"And then, the motorist who 
wouldn't have been ticketed be­
fore we got the timer won't bc 
ticketed now," says Police Chief 
Eugene King. 

He explained that the police 
have been following the prac­
tice of allowing motorists five 
miles an hour over the speed 
limit because of speedometer 
error. 

"We plan lo continue the 
same practice," he stated. 
The radar timer, which cost 

the city $1,195, is now being 
tested out by officers so that 
they will,be fully familiar with 
its use by the time the signs 
arrive. 

It works on the same princi-
pal which allows a regular ra­

dar operator lo tell how far 
away an object is and how fast 
it is moving — lhe lime it 
lakes for a radio beam to leave 
the sending unit, hit the object 
and bounce back. 

Chief King explained that the 
radar unit sends out a contin­
uous radio beam, which is re­
flected back by the objects it 
hits. The reflected beam has a 
different wave length thai! the 
original beam, and the differ­
ence depends upon how far away 
the object is. 

The wave length of the orig­
inal beam and the reflected 
beam are compared by electron­
ic measuring equipment includ­
ed in the radar unit. Because 
the beam is continuous, the 
speed of an approaching object 
rnay he computed from the 
changes in the reflected beam'.': 
wave length. 

Also included in fhe radar 
equipment the police have Is 
e mechanism which computes 
the speed of objects either 
approaching or leaving the 
sending unit and shows on a 
dial the exact speed being 
recorded. 
The police will be using the

of .lobs. King said. JIe explain­
ed that it will be used mainly 
lo check speeds, but not always 
for the purpose of cotching 
ipeeders. 

The equipment can be used 
to show complaining residents 
that traffic is actually moving 
slower than it looks, he said 
Many people are actually poor 
judges of vehicle speed, he said 
and to them, a large truck 
that's going 25 looks like it 
doing 35. 

Another use will be determin 
.ng tlie proper speed for a road 
King explained that the limit 
should be the speed at which 
about 85 per cent of the cars 
travel. With the radar equip 
ment, he said, the job pf setting 
speed liinils will be much eas 
ier. •• 

Tixe radar equipment, man­
ufactured by the Muni-Quip 
corporaiien, of Decat'ur, li-
linol;, runs off the cigarette 
lighter of th: patrol 'car. It 
consists of the' sending unit, 
a. control box, and the dial 
which indicates a vehicle's 
speed. 
The sending unit is mounted 

on the door window of the pa 
trol ear, with the beam pointed 
backward. This permits the of-

I ficer to park at the side of the 
road, headed in the same direc­
tion as the vehicles being tlm 
ed. 

The dial is in a box whicli 
can be sel inside the car or 
placed outside so the officer 
may flag down speeders rath­
er than chosing them. The (!on-
trol box remains in the car al 
all times. ' 

The beam of the sending unit 
may be varied to lengthen or 
shorten the distance at which 
cars are being timed, get on 
long range, the timcr.wlll cheek 
a car's speed from abput 1,666 
feet away .to the patrol car. 

Short range, desigiifed for use 
in congested traffic, will chock 
vehicle speeds from about 366 
feet away, while medium range 
will chock tliem from about 666 
feet. 

King said the city invostigot-
cd several types of timing de­
vices, but decided upoii the ra­
dar because it is the most com­
pact and the most portable. 

He pointed out that such tlm-
ers as those which use pneuma-
tic tubes across the road are 
not as handy because In the 
case of a coll, the officer would 
have to pull in all the equip­
ment before he could leave.

and tobacco tax division of the 
U.S. Treasury department, es-
tlmated the 220-gallon oil drum 
used as a "cooker" for the still 
would turn out obout 126 gal­
lons of finished alcohol during 
a one-day "run." 

He said the still, housed in 
th« basement of o run-down 
farm house at 4355 Old Plank 
road, a little northwest of Wix­
om, was probably operated 
twice a week. 

The 240 gallons this would 
produce would normally be 
taxed at about $10 a gallon, 
OeLuca said, so the still was 
probably costing the federal 
government about $2,400 a 
week In taxes. 
The Treosury agents said the 

moonslilners were probably sell­
ing the illegal alcohol in De­
troit for .$8-16 a gallon. Be­
cause they, found only about a 
half gallori\of finished product 
inithe farm house, the officers 
theorized the itioonshiners must 
Wve delivered ̂ 1heh-,Itiost re­
cent "run." over tile"' weekerid. 

The 26 barrels of-fermenting 
mash were found in an attic of 
the farm house. An eleciric 
p'ump connected to rubber hos­
es was used to transfer liic 
mosh product to the basement 
still. 

Propane gas cylinders were 
used to supply fuel for tlie 
"cooker", A copper lube lead­
ing from the boiler first enter­
ed 0 "thumper" — or wooden 
keg designed so that the distil­
late vapors may escape through 
another tube, while any grain 
carried out of the boiler drops 
to the bottom of the keg. 

More, tubing carried the va­
pors to a condenser coil that 
was submerged in a barrel 
full of cold water, the finish-
ed product was caught in 
large earthen crocks placed 
beneath e spout at the end of 
the condensor coil.. 
The wrecking crew dumped 

the barrels of mash. Using a 
speciol pump to carry it to the 
ground outside. Each borrel was 
then punctured sevcrol times 
with a pick^axe. The still's 
''cooker'' was also punctured, 
while the tubing and rubber 
hoses were chopped into small 
pieces and the barrels broken. 
- The federal agents orrested 
Eari Wright ond John MeClen-
den, both of Detroit, on triple 
chorges of owning ond operot-
ing 0 still ond possession of un-
toxed olcoIIol. 

McClenden, who was found 
hiding in weeds behind a pig 
pen at the rear of the farm 
house, claimed the still was his 
and said Wright hod just come 
to visit him. 

Wright, who was accomp­
anied by 0 tvoman, said he 
had no connection with the 
still. 
But officers told this newspa­

per that Wright hod led them 
to discovery of the still. They 
exploined that Wright, who has 

previous record for moon-
ihlnlng, was seen buying large 
quantities of sugar,, probably 
for usq. In making illegal alco­
hol. 

With the assistance of Deti-oit 
and Wixom police, tho Treas-
ury agents said, Wright was 
kept under survcilance and the 
location of the slill was dis­
covered. 

McClenden said hc rented the 
farm from an eldcriy Wulled 
Lake resident. He used the 
tiome Robert Jones to rent the 
farm and have utilities staried. 

The federal officers said the 
three charges against the two 
men carry a maximum penalty 
of up to five years in prison on 
each count, plus a possible fine.

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Warden to 'Shoot^ Dogs 
If you should li.ippen to see 

a sliori young man witli blonde 
hair aiming with what looks 
iike a 20-gauge shotgun at a 
dog in NorthvilIe townsiiip, 
don't be too alarmed. 

It's probably Dog Warden 
Dick Mitchell, and thc gun he's 
using is intended to make un­
necessary rhe killing of stray 
or wild dogs. 

For when Mitchell ".shoots" 
a dog, his gun does doubie 
duly, and only puts tlie dog to 
sleep in the process. 

"I only use Ihe gun on dogs 
I either can'f corner or can't 
capture because they .are en-
raged," he explained. He add-
ed ihaf b2fore the gun was 
available, he had fo shoot 
such dogs. 

The rifle Mitchell uses is of-
fieiaiiy called a "Cap-Chur 
charge tranquilizer rifie." It 
shoots a syringe fuil of a Iran 
quilizer drug that causes com-
pielc reiaxation of a dog's mus-
cies, tiiereby pi'eventing the dog 
from either escape or a fight 
while he's being captured.

"Bare feet are .healtlIy" 
Dr. Wikler cites statistics on foot distress: by 
the age of one year, 8% have foot trouble; at 
age five, 41%; at age 20, 80%. 

He observes that results of foot irouble may 
be worse than the foot distress itself. For 
instance, a slouching posture, common when 
defective feet cannot support the body, causes 
improper weight distribution that may result in 
chronic fatigue or even more serious disorders. 

Yet, in countries where most of the popula-
tion goes barefoot. Dr. Wikler has never heard 
of a native with fallen arches. It would seem, 
he decided, that the trouble with feet is ill' 
fitting slioes. , 

"Are slioDS necessary?" ""^'^ ' 
Cold floors, city pavements anci gravel roads 
make going barefoot impriictical. So, Dr. 
Wikler worked on a new idea that would make 
wearing shoes "iike walking barefoot with 
shoes on." 

Mitchell, who's been dog war­
den for two years, said he's 
used the gun on 10 dogs in the 
two months the township has 
had it on demonstration loan 
fi'om the manufacturer. 

"I oniy dropped about a haif 
dozen of them," ho added, hut 
he was quick to poinl out that 
tiio shotgun-sheii-sized syringe 
does not serve as tho most ac 
cuI'ate projectiio that may be 
shot from a rific. 

The syringe hoids a one cubic 
centimeter portion of the Iran, 
quiiizer drug, which is varied 
in strength according to tiie 
size of the dog. The nose of tiic 
syringe has a short, stout need 
le, whiic thc tail has a fluffy 
wool ball. 

The gun is operated by air 
pressure from carbon dioxide 
cartridges, and the fluffy tail 
is used to stopper the barrei. 
of ihe gun so that the blast 
of pressure can push the 
syringe with sufficient force. 
Inside tlie syringe, a charg-

cd plunger injects thc drug af 
ter impact with the targcjt. The 
piunger is fired iiy"a pin when 
the impact oeeurs. 

The drug takes aimost imme­
diate effect, Mitciieii said. He 
added that he has timed the 
delay in reaction several times, 
and tlie lag was never more 
than about 15 seconds.

Here, according lo the Na­
tional Belter Heating-Cooling 
Council, are some other factors 
which affect cooling costs; 

House color for instance; dark 
colored siding allracls mucii 
more heat lhan light colored 
siding. Thus, changing the house 
lo a lighter color, homeowners 
can cut down cooling costs by 
16 to 56 per cent. 

Shading, wilh a ;!6-inch roof 
iiverhang, can reduce cooling 
costs aboul 26 per cent. Also, 
ti-ees shading windows can re­
duce cooling costs by approxi­
mately 15 per cent. 

Insulation is exlremeiy help­
ful in culling cooling costs. In 
fact, when insulation is added lo 
a house, cooling costs can drop 
to halL A similar method of 
reducing costs is wilh doubie 
glazing for floor-lo-ceiling win 
dows, and storm windows left 
bp all year long. 

Hoof design also affects cool­
ing costs. Generally, a well-
ventilated, pitched roof re­

Carports and garages, locat­
ed so as lo shade the western 
or easlern walls of a house, 
ean siihstanlially reduce cool­
ing requirements.

—eyes do not build up Im 
munity like tanned skin, and 
should be protected at all times, 
either by a covering when ly­
ing down or by dark glasses; 

—sunburn symptoms begin 
appearing fro msix to 12 hours 
after overexposure. If the skin 
feeis hot to the touch. It 
should be treated as a burn.' 
If the burn is severe, a dec-
tor should be consulted; 
—the skin should be lubrlcat-

ed lo help prevent excessive 
drying by the sun. 

"Prevent sunburn as sou 
would any other accident — "by 
being cautious," the health de 
parlment concluded. 

The American Medical assoc 
iation adds that those persons 
who are planning hikes In 
woods and fields should rcnhun 
ber that snakes will be seelf-
ing food and sunshine. Th'^re 
are some 35 different types -of 
poisonous snakes in the United 
Stales. 

An A M A report points out 
that snake bite can kil l , but sel­
dom does. Although as miiny as 
3,606 persons arc bitten each 
year, deaths usually number be 
tween 16 and 26. It offers these 
suggestions when a bite occurs; 

—first kill the snake, and 
have the victim lie down and 
remain quiet to slow circula-
tion and retard absorption of 
the poison; 
—lie a tourniquet above the 

fang marks to dam off the pois-
on from the rest of the body, 
being careful lhat the tourni­
quet does not completely cut off 
circulation. The tourniquet 
should be loosened once every 
10-15 minutes; 

-s ter i l ize a knife tip or raz­
or blade wilh flame from a 
match and make a cut length­
wise of the limb Ihrough each

—after first aid, transport the 
bite victim to a doctor or hos 
pilai as quickly as possible — 
making certain he moves him­
self very slowly or is carried 
— so that anlivenin may be ad-
minislcrcd; 

—if possible, notify the doe-
tor you are coming so lhat he 
may arrange to get the anti-
venin, which might not be im­
mediately available. 

'Of utmost importance is 
that neither you nor the victim 
panics," the report concluded.

One inning, even .i big one, .seldom dctcrniincs a li;ill 
g.ime. But it often affords a definite advantage. So it is 
wirli the people nf the Sleeping Bear Dimes area and iht-ir 
legion of friends throughout thc United States who, dt-sj'ite 
thc President's recent attempt to relcgiite our naiiral di.s-
tnste ;IIKI fear of big government to the status of "worii 
out cliches", see in (he bureaucratic trend a serious erosion 
of sound democratic safeguards. 

Tiic big inning in the game Ix-twcen tiic Sleeping 
Bear Dunes area antl the "stonning batters" from the de-
partinent of Interior led by Secretary Udall and Senators 
Hart and McNamar.i .shows that Senate Bill 2153 is ap­
parently dead in its present forni. Great effort in all ilir'.-c-
tion.s i.s unilcr way tn "w:(tcr the-bill down", make it more 
pjilatabic ;ind lo .save face. 

But in truth there is no way to escape (he obvious 
conclusions thm any suggested changes so f;ir fail lo pro­
vide the cs.scntial :ind necessary guarantees and protections 
:igainst bureaucratic fi:it exerci.scd in the name of the peo­
ple, but aciually for departmental expansion and growth. 
The same frightening teeth arc present in ilic stiggcs'.cd 
revision. 

No amount of double talk by biirc:iucrats, conserva­
tionists auil oilicrs obscssc-d with the iilc-:i of govcrnnitnial 
control over all of Michigan north nf the Bay County 
line has ;is yet csiablishcd the economic need of a ';o',Of>0 
acre national park or seashore in Lcehinau afid lienzic 
Counties, or ihe proprieiy of .such an underiaking in face 
of our coiniiiitnicnts at home and jibroad. 

The overwhelming impact of ihe statistics establish­
ing the obvious impropriety of the taking still remains, 
But certainly the proponenis will play the game out. 
Therefore it is for everyone, residents of the Sleeping lic-;ir 
area and others, who see in tlic proposal further t:ix burden, 
unnecessary expcn,se and an unjustifiable land grab, to con-
linue the opposition until the proponents are more suc­
cessful in demonstr.iting need and are willing to adhere 
to established principles applicable to governmental taking. 

In view of the expressed philosophy nf the Secretary 
of the Inierior advocating and employing what is but a 
creeping condemnation resulting in wholesale depreciation 
of values for property nor immediately tiikcn, it becomes 
a matter of concern for those 'of us in NorthvilIe, Kan­
kakee or any place witliin tlie domain of tlie Department 
of Interior as well as Leelanau and Benzie Counties.

Seel̂  Psychotherapist's Aid 

At the present time, ti.e best 
foreign pictures must be siiip-
pcd lo this country on fiim by 
airplane; but a dcveiopmetit 
with whicii the American Tele 
phone & Telegraph Company is 
experimenting w i l l revolutionize 
the transmission of foreign pic­
tures. By throwing beams to 
satellites, we will have instan 
tancous pictuies ff-om all over 
the world on our own TV sets. 

While labor worries about los­
ing jobs through automation, 
their leaders siiouid not forget 
lhat TV vastly incI'eascs em­
ployment. This is also true pf 
ihc rapidly growing electronic 
inventions.

Dear Dr . M u d d : 
My sister has just come back 

to us fi'om the hospital at Lex­
ington, Kentucky where she 
was treated for addiction to her 
oin. Wc want to know what wc 
can do to keep her off the 
"junk". 

This is all very new to us and 
wc don't know wheie to turn for 
information or advice. I had 
never even heard thc name 

heroin" until a couple of 
months ago when the police 
called to say that my sister had 
been picked up during a narco­
tics raid and was in jail. 

I went down early the next 
morning and I never saw such 

pitiful sight. Slic was sick, 
you couid teii. There was sweat 
on her forehead and she had 
just awful cramps, and she kept 
begging anybody that came 
around for a "f ix" . 

I know now that she was hav­
ing withdrawal symptoms, but 
at thc time I must admit that I 
tiiougiit tlic police were just be­
ing brutal by nol getting her 
to a doctor right away. Siic 
was so different I hardly rec­
ognized her. She was like a 
hungry animal ivlio had only 
one thing on its 'mind. 

Wc wcre pretty close to each 
other, but whcri she was this 
way she didn't have • time for 
anyone but herself. It was prct 
ty horrible. I didn't even know 
she had been taking dope, bul 
it turned out she had been for 
well over a yeai'. 

Since she was a first offen 
der, they released her to go to 
the U.S.P.H.S. at Lexington. 

Now she is back' with us, and 
she is just like she was before 
all this happened, Siie iias iier 
old job back and she seems 
o.k. to us, but what shall wc 
do now? How should we treat 
her? Are there any precautions 
we should take? What made 
her an addict in the first piace

Dear D-M. 
It appears that up lo this 

point your sister has received 
the very best in treatment for 
iier addiction pi'oblcm. The 
U.S.P.H.S. hospitai • at Lexing 
ton, Kentucky is world renown 
ed and a model institulion. 

Unfortunately, a iarge per-
ccnlagc of addicts return to 
thoir addiction even after tiiey 
have been treated by the most 
modern methods. Addicition is 
a very common probicm but 
tiic seriousness of it dcpcntls 
upon the substance to which 
one is addicted. Thc most fre 
quent addiction is to tobacco, 
followed by aicohoi, barbitu 
I-atcs, and narcotics In dccrcas 
ing oi'der. 
These addictants ail serve, each 
in tiieir own way, to fill an in 
describable fcciing of longing or 
hunger. Decause they satisfy 
these inner hungers, people of­
ten become dependent upon 
them. 

Narcotics are unique because 
in addition to tiic psychoiogieai 
dependence wiiich develops 
there arc varying degrees of 
piiysical dependcncys as well 

Heroin is notorious in this rc 
gard and the physical dcpen 

donee lhat develops in thc ad-
diet inei'cases the difficulty of 
breaking the spiI-al of an ever 
incI-easing demand for the drug. 
In thc United States, Jiei-oln is

only obtainable through illegal 
criminal sources or for medical 
rescai'ch purposes, but in many 
countries of thc world it is 
readily obtainable. 

I should think it essential that 
your sister seek to undei'stand 
the particular Itiasons she be­
came addicted to heroin in the 
first place. She has not been 
cured despite all appearances, 
for the urge, the hunger, the 
craving — whatever you want 
to call it, for the relief she 
gets from heroin is lying in wait 
ready to spi'ing at her at any 
time. 

She should see a psychothera­
pist; a psychiatrist who treats 
people not by drugs (it seems 
to me she has had enough ol 
these!) but by helping them 
come to an understanding of 
their inner and unrecognized 
drives and motives. 

There is no work more diffi­
cult than psychotherapy and its 

successful undertaking requires 
tenacity and the motivation not 
many possess. And even if your 
sister is motivated to seek for 
herself this help, you can ex 
pect the treatment to extend 
for a long ime. 

For thc roots of addiction 
reach back to tho very earliest 
phase of life — so early in fact 
that there is little memory from 
this period of living, to be re­
called. As a consequence, much 
of it has to be reconstructed 
by the physician who would be 
treating her. I suggest she ask 
her family physician for the 
name of a psychiatrist who is 
especially trained in the tech­
nique of psychotherapy.

The State Health department 
has hopes of eliminating this 
pi'obicm wiiicii pi-evcnts many 
ciiiidren from adjusting to their 
ncw life in the classroom. 

A vision screening device 
designed by department tech-
nicians is being used com-
merciaily for the first time 
this yeer to test the sight of 
large numbers of pre-school 
children. 

It is iiopcd that widespread 
use of tho machine can be 
gained within a few years to 
catch sight problems before 
children reach the stage where 
they arc causing a teacher dif­
ficulty which is not easily diag­
nosed. 

Previously the limited ability 
of pre-school children to com­
municate, the lack of an effec­
tive vision testing device frus­
trated efforts to check thc sight 
of youngsters. 

Thc ncw screening device, de 
signed for use with three-year-
olds and older children, avoids 
tho use of eoncepts such as up, 
down, right and left — which 
are often confusing to a child 
in these years. 

Instead of these abstract 
terms, the youngsters are 
asked whether the letter " £ ' ' 
is pointing to a rabbit, flower, 
clouds, or grass. 
Another technique developed 

by the Department gives the 
child an opportunity to become 
familiar with the idea. A repli­

ca of thc testing device is sent 
to parents of children to be 
tested. They arc encouraged to 
teach their child the "game" 
on whicli they will be tested, 

Expcrimcnls with the ma­
chine showed nearly 6 per cent 
of the youngsters screened were 
referred to their eye doctor be­
cause of possibic defects. Half 
of thcsc failed the test and tho 
others weI-o referred because 
of symptoms such as squinting 
or watery eyes. 

Officials who developed thc 
machine said tlie three-year-old 
testing age was set because of 
the advantages of working with 
tiiis group. They moi-e I-eadily 
need glasses or a patch to 
strongtlien weak eyes than oth­
er age groups, either older or 
younger. 

The Constitutional Convention

Attorney Gene Schnelz, who 

said the ordinance was drafted 
from a model recommended by 
the Aliehigan Municipal League, 
explained that \yhile the director 
would probably serve "on a vol­
untary basis noy/, as the re­

creation program grows, the 
council may wish to make the 
director a paid employee of the 
city. 

The ordinance also provides 
that three of the five board 
members be appointed for two-
year terms and the other two 
for one-year terms. Appoint-

30 days of election of a new 
mayor. 

The council filso. adopted an 
ortlinance amending'the uni­
form traffic code to provide for 
a charge of "careless driving."

E n d Oakland College Study 
Finishing touches to a feporc 

of the Oakland county com 
munity college study commit-
tee, together with the actual 
implementation of these plans 
are underway. 

The committee's plans, in 
eluding provisions (ot eventual 
erection of, i ; .college, . in the 
Novj,,area, tYRfe approved ancj 
adopted last month . 
These plans.,include a. millage 

vote Ibis fall .to;provide finan­
c i a l . sMPPQct,,- IfpmediatB Pur 
ehasp,.,p^,:,ti«o., sites,...,9nq,;Pear 
Troy and one, near, PQPtiac, and 
near-future purchase -of â . third 
site in the Noyi vicinity. 

The comniittce's millage re 
commendation is that a propos­
ition be placed on the Novem­
ber ballot calling for establish­
ing a community college dis 
trict aiong county lines, electing 

board of trustees, and author­
izing a property tax levy of one 
mill to provide for a building 
fund. 

If the proposition receives vot­
er approval, the committee has 
recommended immediate pur­
chase of land near Troy and 
northwest of Pontiac and con-
struclio'n of college buildings on 
both sites lo accomodate 1,SOO 

students each. 
A t h i r d site, to be purchas­

ed later , would locate a 
branch of the c o m m u n i t y col -
lede In the Novl • F a r n i l n g -
to i j er»a. 

3e, facilities at each site 
d' be built to serve 1,506 

students at the start, and vwuld 
be .designeil so that expansion 
could permit eventual "enroll-
ments of up to 5,000 students. 

Under the committee's pro 
posal, any.student Iiving in Oak-
land county could attend any 
onfe of thc three community 
colleges. 

Individual tuition rales would 
apIifoximale $200, slightly high­
er ihan at other Michigan com-
munity colleges, but far less 
than required at the state's 
four-ycar colleges. 

T h e Oakla i id county study 
was started pn the recommen-
dat lon of a six-ceunty study 
of c o m m u n i t y college . needs 
In Oakland, Wayne, Washten­
aw, Macomb, Monroe and St. 
C la i r counties. 
The citizens advisory coun-

el l ' s . final report for the six-
county study, which was com-
plotcd two years ago, conclud-
f d that each of tho counties 

should become a community 
college . district after furthcI 
study of its own needs. 

The report defined "commun 
ily or junior" colleges as In 
stitutions of higher learning 
vvhich offer programs beyond 
the high school level that are 
less than four years in length. 
It said modern community col-
legos should: 

— offer freshman antl sopho 
more programs which prepare 
high school graduates for later 
transfer to a four-year college; 

— offer t e r m i n a l p rograms 
for high Jcheol graduates who 
wish addit ional educat ion, bu t 
not four years of col lege; 
— provide cour.ses planned to 

meet the educational needs of 
persons from all walks of life 
and of all ages. . 

The report pointed out com­
munity eollegcs arc advantag 
eous because they are .more e 
conomical to attend than four-
year schools, lhey arc located 
close to the homes of their stu 
dents, they are responsive to 
local needs, lhey have thorough 
but flexible programs and their 
adult programs provide oppor 
tunities for continuing educa­
tion. 

The advisory council reported 
that college-age population fig-
ures demonstrate the need for 
community colleges, in this a-
rea. ' ^ ! ' . • . ' 

In thi! six-county area, col-
iege-age population shown in the 
1960 ceiisus to be about 158,000, 
would about double by 1970,with 
most q! the increase occuring 
in Dakland, Wayiie and Ma-
comb opuntles, the council pre-
dictad.V, 

Oakland and Macomb c o u n - ' 
t ies may expect the 18-21 
years old college age group 
1|o t r ip le by 1970, the report 
said. 

This means that the number 
of Oakland county students en-
rolled in college-level Inslllu-
tions could increase from 7,500 
at the time of tlie report lo as 
much I's 23,600 by 1970. 

The report recommended Im-
mediate establishment of at 
least one community college in 
soulheaalern Oakland county. It 
added that furlher study 
may show, as i l has, that Oak-
land county need additional 
facilities iiear Pontiac, in the 
Waterford or Bloomfieid Hills 
area alld in thc southwestern 
section, near Novi, 
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
