T i i c b ig i n n i n g in the game Lx-tween tlic- Sleeping 
Bear Dunes area and the "storming batters" f r o m the de-
part inent of Inter ior led by Secretary Uda i l and Senators 
H a r t and McNamar . i .shows that Senate B i l l 2153 is ap­
parently dead in its present form. Grc.it effort in all i l irec-
tions is under way to "w:(tcr the b i l l d o w n " , nialce it more 
p.ilat.-ible ;uid (f) save face. 

But in t n i t l i there is no way l o escape (he obvious 
conclusions thai any suggested changes so f;ir fa i l lo pro­
v ide the essential :ind necessary guarantees and protect ioi is 
:igainst bureaircratic f i ; i t exerci.sed in the name o f the peo­
ple, but aciually ior departmental expansion and g r o w t l i . 
T l i e same f r i g h t t i i i i i g teeth are present in ihe suggested 
revision. 

N o amount of double talk by bureaucrats, conserva­
t ionists and others obsessed w i t h the idea o f g o v e r n n i t n i a l 
control over all of Mich igan north of the Bay County 
l ine has ;is yet established the economic need of a ';o',Of>0 
acre national park or scasiiore in I.eel;inau and Benzie 
Counties, or l i ie propriety of siicli an under tak ing in face 
o f our commitments at home and abroad. 

The o v e r w h e l m i n g impact of ihe statistics establish­
ing the obvious impropr ie ty of the tak ing s t i l l remains, 
Diir certainly the proponents w i l l play the game out. 
Therefore it is for everyone, residents of the Sleeping l ic;ir 
area and otiiers, w h o see in tl ie proposal f u r i i i e r t:ix burden, 
unnecessary expcn,se and an unjust i f iable land grab , to con­
t inue the opposi t ion u n t i l the proponents are l i iorc suc­
cessful in dempnstr i i t ing need and are w i l l i n g to adhere 
to established pr inciples applicable to governmenta l tak ing. 

In view of the expressed philosophy o f the Secretary 
o f the inter ior advocating and employ ing what is but a 
creeping condemnatit in result ing in wholesale depreciat ion 
o f values for property not immediately t i ikcn, it becomes

This is a l l ve ry new to us and 
wc don't know where lo t u r n for 
i n f o r m a t i o n or advice. I had 
never even heard the name 

h e r o i n " unt i l a couple of 
months ago when the police 
cal led to say that m y sister had 
been picked up dur ing a narco­
t ics r a i d and was in j a i l . 

I went down early l l ie next 
m o r n i n g and I never saw such 

p i t i f u l s ight . She was sick, 
you could te l l . There was sweat 
on her forehead and she had 
just awfu l c ramps , and she kept 
bogging anybody that came 
around fo r a " f i x " . 

I know now that she was hav­
ing w i t l i d r a w a l symptoms, but 
at t i ie l i m e I must a d m i l that I 
thought the police were just be­
ing b r u t a l by not gett ing her 
to a doctor r i g h t away. She 
was so di f ferent I ha rd ly rec­
ognized her. She was l ike a 
hungry an imal iviio l iad only 
one th ing on its ' m i n d . 

We were p r e t t y close to each 
other, but whcri she was this 
way she didn ' t have • t i m e for 
anyone but herself. I t was pre l 
l y horr ib le . I d idn ' t even know 
she had been tak ing dope, bul 
i t turned out she had been for 
we l l over a yeai'. 

Since she was a f i r s t offen 
der, they released her lo go to 
the US.P.H.S. at Lex ington. 

N o w she is iiaek' w i th us, and 
she is just i ike she was before 
all this happened, She has her 
old job back and she seems 
o.k. to us, bu l w h a t shal l wc 
do now? l f o w should we treat 
her? Are there any precautions 
we should take? What made 
her an addict in the f i r s t piace

Dear D-M. 
I t appears that up to this 

point your sister has received 
the very best in t rea tment for 
i ier addiction p i 'ob lem. The 
U.S.P.II.S. hospital • at L c x i n g 
ton, Kentucky is w o r l d renown 
cd and a model ins t i tu t ion . 

Unfor tunate ly , a large per-
centagc of addicts r e t u r n lo 
thei r addict ion even after l i iey 
have been treated by the most 
modern methods. Add lc i t ion is 
a v e r y common prob lem but 
the seriousness of i t depends 
upon the substance to which 
one is addicted. The most f re 
quent addiction is lo tobacco, 
fol lowed by alcohol , barb i tu 
I-atcs, and narcotics In dccrcas 
ing order . 
These addietants a l l serve, each 
in the i r own way, to f i l l an in 
describable fee l ing of longing or 
hunger. Decause they satisfy 
these inner hungers, people of-
ten become dependent upon 
t h e m . 

Narcot ics ai'c unique because 
in addit ion to the psychological 
dependence which develops 
there arc v a r y i n g degrees of 
physical dependencys as we l l 

Heroin is notorious in this re 
gard and the phys ica l dcpcn 

dence that develops in tiie ad­
dict increases the d i f f i cu l ty of 
breaking the sp i ra l of an ever 
incI'casing demand fo r the drug . 
In tlie Un i ted Slates, Jiei-oin is

only obtainable through i l legal 
c r i m i n a l sources o r fo r medica l 
reseai'ch purposes, but in many 
countries of the w o r l d i t is 
readi ly obtainable. 

I should th ink i t essential that 
your sister seek to understand 
the par t i cu la r Itiasons she be­
came addicted lo heroin in the 
f i r s t place. She has not been 
cured despite a l l appearances, 
f o r the urge, the hunger , the 
crav ing — whatever you want 
lo cal l i t , for Ihe rel ief she 
gets f r o m heroin is l y i n g in wa i t 
ready to spr ing at her at any 
l i m e . 

Slie should sec a psychothera­
p is t ; a psychia t r is t who treats 
people not by drugs ( i t seems 
lo me she has had enough of 
these!) but by help ing them 
come to an understanding of 
the i r inner and unrecognized 
dr ives and mot ives. 

There is no w o r k more d i f f i ­
cul t than psychothei'apy and its 

successful under tak ing requires 
tenacity and the mot iva t ion not 
many possess. A n d even i f your 
sister is mot ivated to seek for 
l ie ise l f this he lp , you can ex 
peel the t rea tment to extend 
for a long Ime . 

F o r the roots of addict ion 
reach back to the very earl iest 
phase of l i fe — so e a r l y in fac t 
that there is l i t t l e m e m o r y f r o m 
this per iod of l i v i n g , to be re­
cal led. As a consequence, much 
of i t has to be reconstructed 
by the physic ian who would be 
t rea t ing her. i suggest she ask 
her f a m i l y phys ic ian fo r the 
name of a psych ia t r is t who is 
especial ly t ra ined in the tech­
nique of psychotherapy.

The State Heal th depar tment 
has hopes of e l iminat ing this 
pi 'oblem wi i ie l i pi-cvents m a n y 
c i i i idren f r o m adjust ing to thei r 
new l i fe in the classroom. 

A vision screening device 
designed by depar tment tech-
nicians is being used com-
m e r c i a i l y for the f i r s t t i m e 
this year to test the sight of 
large numbers of pre-school 
ch i ld ren . 

11 is hoped that widespread 
use of the machine can be 
gained w i th in a few years lo 
catch s ight problems before 
chi ldren reach the stage where 
they are causing a teacher d i f ­
f i c u l t y which is not easily d iag­
nosed. 

Prev ious ly the l i m i t e d ab i l i t y 
of pre-sehool chi ldren to c o m ­
munica te , the lack of an effec­
t ive v is ion test ing device f rus ­
t ra ted ef forts to check the sight 
of youngsters. 

The new screening device, de 
signed fo r use w i t h thi 'ce-year-
olds and older ch i ldren , avoids 
the use of concepts such as up, 
down, r i g h t and lef t — which 
are often confusing to a chi ld 
in these years . 

Instead of these abstract 
t e r m s , the youngsters are 
asked whether the let ter " £ ' ' 
is po in t ing to a rabb i t , f lower , 
clouds, or grass. 
Another technique developed 

by the D e p a r t m e n t gives the 
chi ld an oppor tuni ty to become 
f a m i l i a r w i t h the idea. A rep l i ­

ca of the testing device is sent 
to parents of ch i ld ren to be 
tested. They are encouraged to 
teach their chi ld the " g a m e " 
on whie i i they w i l l be tested. 

Exper imen ls w i t h the ma­
chine showed near ly 6 per cent 
of the youngsters screened wore 
r e f e r r e d to their eye doctor be­
cause of possible defects. Ha l f 
of these fa i led the test and the 
others weI i ; re fe r red because 
of symptoms such as squint ing 
or wa te ry eyes. 

Off ic ia ls who developed the 
machine said the three-year-old 
test ing age was set beeause of 
the advantages of w o r k i n g w i t h 
t i l ls group. They moi-c I-eadily 
need glasses or a patch to 
st rongl l ien weak eyes than oth­
er age groups, e i ther older or 
younger.

The parks and recI-eation d i ­
rector w i l l serve as secretary 
of the s ix -man governing board , 
but the board w i l l elect i ts own 
cha i rman f r o m mei I ibers. 

The ordinance leaves open 
the question of p a y m e n t for 
the recreat ion d i rec tor . 
A t to rney Gene SchIlelz, who 

said the ordiIIanpe was dra f ted 
f r o m a model recommended by 
the Al ichigan Munic ipa l League, 
explained that \yhile the d i rector 
would probably serve "on a v o l ­
u n t a r y basis noy/, as the re­

creation p rogram grows, the 
council m a y wish to make the 
director a paid employee of the 
ci ty . 

The ordinance also provides 
that three of the f ive board 
members be appointed f o r t w o -
year t e r m s and the other t w o 
for one-year te rms.

T h e Oakla i id county study 
We i started pn the recommen-
dat lon ef a six-county study 
ef c o m m u n i t y college . needs 
In Oakland, Wayne, Washten­
aw. Macomb, Menroe and St. 
C le l r counties. 

The citizens advisory coun-
e l l ' s . f ina l repor t f o r the six-
county st i idy, w h i c h was c o m -
plotcd two years ago, cOnclud-
f d tha t each of tho counties 

should hccorae a communi ty 
college . d is t r i c t after f u r t h e i 
study of its own needs. 

The report defined " c o m m o n 
i ty or j u n i o r " colleges as in 
sti tut ions of higher learn ing 
which offer programs beyond 
the high school level that are 
less than four years in length. 
I t said modern communi ty col-
legos should: 

— offer f reshman and sopho 
more p rograms which prepare 
high school graduates for later 
t rqnsfer to a four -yeor college; 

— offer t e r m i n a l p rograms 
for high Jchool graduates who 
wish addi t ional educat ion, bu t 
not four years of col lege; 
— provide cour.ses planned to 

meet the educational needs of 
persons f r o m a l l walks of l i fe 
and of a l l ages. . 

The report pointed out c o m ­
m u n i t y colleges arc advantag 
cous because they are .more e 
conomical to attend than four-
year schools, they arc located 
close to the homes of the i r s t u 
dents, they are responsive to 
local needs, they have thorough 
but f lexible programs and thc l r 
adult p rograms provide oppor 
tunlt ies for cont inuing educa-
t ion . 

The advisory council reported 
that college-age population f i g -
ures demonstrate the need fo r 
communi ty colleges. In this a-

In the six-county area, co l -
lege-age populat ion shown h i the 
1960 census to be about 158,000, 
would about double by ig70,wlth 
most q! the increase occur ing 
In Oakland, Wayne and Ma-
comb counties, the council p re -
d i e t e d . ^ .

J u l y ' s T r e a t 

The Miiky Way, stretching 
from north to south, dominates 
the astronomicai picture during 
Juiy, says University of Miehi 
gan astronomer Hazel M . Losh 

"To the unaided eye, the 
Milky Way shines as a soft 
misty light, but slight optical 
assistance, even binoculars or 
a small telescope, shows it to 
be made up of myriads of faint 
stars and nebulae," Professor 
Losh notes. 

"It bears many fanciful titles 
but the idea of its being a path 
way has iieen a very prevalent 
one, for it is easy to imagine 
it a starry path, a glistening 
river, a heavenly snake, or as 
according to an old Indian 
legend, dust kicked up by a 
buffalo and horse racing across 
the sky. 

"Today it is believed to be 
great concourse of stars, star 
clusters, bright nebulae, star 
clouds, and dark dust clouds," 
the U-M astronomer explains. 

"Its iight is due almost en­
tirely to stars, which are too 
faint lo be distinguished as in 
dividuals without some kind of 
optical aid. Even it all naked 
eye stars were blotted out, the 
Milky Way would still shine 
practically unchanged upon 
dark blank sphere." 

The Milky Way rises almost 
parallel to the eastern horizon 
from Cassiopeia in the north 
through Ccpheus and Cygnus, 
where it divides into two sec­
tions, the western branch pas­
sing to Scorpius and the eastern 
through Aquila and Sagittarius.

O u t i n g , W a r n s A M A . 

Don't let an accident spoil the 
fun of fishing. 

Fishing is one of the nation's 
favorite outdoor sports.-- It of­
fers relaxation, mild exercise 
and a welcome change from the 
everyday routine. But, as every 
fisherman knows, there are se­
veral built-in hazards to fish­
ing that bear watching. 

"Sidewinders" (fishermen 
who swing their arms in a wide 
arc on the east) are responsible 
for many ot the hook accidents, 
says Today's Health, the maga­
zine of the American Medical 
Association, if you are a side­
winder, be sure your field is 
clear of other fishermen before 
casting. 

In removing a hook from a 
fish, hold the fish under tlI'e 
gills so only its body, not'its 
iiead, can flop and wiggle. Try­
ing to grab a slippery fislii and 

remove the hook at the same 
time is an easy way to get 
hooked. 

Lures and hooks left lying 
on the floor of a boat or on the 
dock are inviting trouble. 

Never try to pull a hook out 
if one becomes imbedded be­
neath the skin. Your plIysician 
will snip off the back end of 
the hook and push it through 
the wound. If necessary he will 
administer antibiotics and teta­
nus toxoid. 

Save your muscles from strain 
by avoiding excessive rowing or 
exercise. Protect yourself from 
sunburn and heat prostration. 

•What do you do in tiie case

God Is Near 
The divine pi'esonce has 

always been of fe'i'oat com­
fort lo bclievei-s. Il was sucli 
lo Jacob, when be fled be­
fore the wrath of iiis broth­
er Esau. Undoubtedly ho 
felt very much alone thai 
night when lie rcciined oh 
the' iiioist earth and I'estcd 
his weary head upon hai-d 
stones. But he was not alone. 
He dreamed, and in his 
dream he beheld a wonder­
ful vision. He found him­
self in the presence of a 
multitude of holy angels 
who ascended and descended 
upon a ladder which reached 
fi'om eartlI. to heaven. From 
above he heard the voice of 
the Lord God assuring him; 
"Behold, l am with tiicc, 
and will keep Ihec in all 
places whither thou gocsl, 
and will bring thee again 
into this land; for I will not 
leave thee." (Genesis 28:15). 

Moses often seemingly 
stood alone. Upon him the 
Lord placed one of the most 

difficult tasks lhat has ever 
been shouldoi-ed, lhat of lead­
ing the people of Israel in 
their march out of bondage 
in Egypt and in their wan­
derings in the wilderness for 
forty yeaj's.

mong the negroes and SpanislI 
speaking peopie.

3. Wall bracket fixtures us-
ed for entrance lighting are 
appropriate for lighting patios 
or terraces. 
4. For lighting game, bar­

becue or picnic area, use two 
or more flood-lamps aimed 
from different directions. The 
trick is to achieve the desired 
iighting effect without making 
the lamps an eye-sore or some 
thing you constantly trip over. 

5. Water-tight lamps dis 
guised as lily pads or cattaiis 
are still popular for ornamen 
tal pools. 

Mushroom-type reflectors 
mounted on poles or available 
on spikes for portability arc ex 
eelient for highlighting flower 
beds.

Since most of the "things 
belong in the center of their use 
areas, the problem of organiz 
in^ storage should be consid-
ered 'room by room.

Last week wc saw Wasliiiigton ID.C. W i l l i n sclicdiilc 
carefully pliittcil by my efficient wife the four Sligers view-
PfJ :iinl .strode over more marble tlian 1 ever reaJizcd exist­
ed in the entire world. 

I'm not .sore what I expected but I found that our 
nation's capiiol has people, cars, heat and a shortage of 
parking places 

Most of :iii , it has miubie — in hulidings, steps (and 
stops), piliiirs, innnuinciils and luinbs. 

•We visited all the traditional landmarks, museums 
and goveniintnt buildings — the Wasiiington monument, 
National Archives, Smithsonian, I.ibrary jif Congress, Su­
preme Court, White Hou.se, Treasury department (FBI ) , 
Pentagon, Wax Musetun, ^^ount Vernon, Arlington ceine-
tcry. Voice of America, State Department, the Capitol build­
ing — Hoii.se and Senate, Iluieau of Printing and Engrav­
ing and i.incoln memorial, 

llacii was impressive and education;il. So far as mnnu-
nients are concerned, the memorial to Lincoln tops all 
others, in my opinion. The massive stattie of the Great 
rmanciparor seems ;ilmost living and the words of his 
r.r-ttysburg Address carved in the liiarble walls create a 
mood for reflection that every American should experience. 

But for cniortnimnL'nl, ynu can't bent the sc.ssions 
In the Ilonsc and Senate. 

We iiadn't been in the Senate gallery more than five 
minutes when my 13-year-old son turned to me and said, 
"hey Dad, nobody's listening to that guy." 

This was a blunt, but deadly accurate, description of 
the proceedings. 

One of the senators, a Republican, w.as trying to gain 
soine sort of relief from a new tax pi'oposal concerning 
railroad lassengcrs for an eastern coiiimuter service that 
he described ;is being in economic straights. (In jest, I 
believe, he reported that the owner of the railroad couldn't 
;ifford a new tic; I hadn't thought of it before, but I'm 
not at all sure what kind of a "tie" lie meant — neck or 
railroad) 

At any rate, his words fell upon rows of empty seats 
and a tlozen or so ears. Of the two dozen senators present, 
most were occu|iied in convers;ition. 

The GOV senator described his proposed aiiiciidment 
as "tiny" — and he measured the thickness of the amend­
ment with his thumb and forefinger indicating it was only 
a quarter of an inch thick. "Oh- it's tinier than that — just 
a little amendment not bi;:.;'.-r ihnn this," chimed in anu-
ther scna'or indicating an '.ven smaller me.isurenient. 

Finally, Senator Sinatliers of Florida arose to take 
exception to the legality of the proposed amendment and 
seconds kiter it w:is voted down 

Next a senator from rhe West sparked some life into 
flic .session with an attack on the admijiistration — es-
pecially Attorney General Robert Kennedy — and its 
"hatred" (later he amended the description to "hostility") 
tow:ird the steel industry. 

His challenge was met by Senator Gore and a short, 
but lively debate followed. 

Later in tin- iltuisc (if Keprcscniaiivcs wc heard ap-
provai gained i'nr a hili to spend $36 million in ihe next 
three years in assist slaic and iccai programs in cduca-
iion and inlniunlzalion against ecriain specific diseases, 
principally paiio. 

There were only 6 i representatives in attendance dur­
ing the debate and votiiig of the meiistirc. It was opposed 
by several GOP representatives who held that such pro­
grams are being adequately handled at the local level. A n 
amendment tliat would have confined use of the money 
to vaccine alone w:is defeated 3<'-25 by standing vote; 
then the measure passed on a voice ballot. 

Attendance was up when House debate started on the 
trade bill , termed by a Washington newspaper as the most 
important legislaiion of the current session. The meajiure 
to gi ie rhe President power to lower tariffs was ably 
introduced by a Louisiana Deinocrat and then bitterly 
attacked by an Illinois llepublican. The next day,the pro-
pos.il won enough bi-p:irtis:ui stipport for passage. 

The sessions of Congress were most fa.scinating to inc. 
At one point I unwillingly broke into applause at remarks 
from ihe floor — a breach of eii(|uetttc that brought stares 
;uid brandetl me :is a green totirist 

Wiisliingiim, D.r. is iil<c a world-apari froni ilic icst 
of tlic naiioii. Not froin a sense of coniaci (although iniiny 
consiiiucnts iniuhf aignc this), hui in the dcgiTc cf im-
portanec attached to the aoiions of tlic Icgislafuic. 

Wiiar happens in the House and Senate is very real 
to Wa.sliingronians. Heaping portions of legisliuive news 
are served up d.iily in the local newspapers — and the 
influence of ihe press upon official Washington is re­
markably great. 

My interest in national i.ssues was definitely stirred 
by our visit to Congress. > 

One of flu' liiglipoinis of our visit was lunch in ihe 
lIoiisc- dining rodiii with Coiigicsswoinan Marilia Grif­
fiths. 

She predicted that Medicare wouldn't get out of coin-
miiiee this .session, but that a compromise would be reach­
ed next year; she feared trouble for ilie trade bill, a mea­
sure she considered most important to Michigan business 
(as noted above, it later passed); and finally, she had "read" 
rhe Supreme Court decision concerning prayer in public 
schools and noted (unlike many of her fellow legislators) 
•that the ruling did not prohibit cla.ssroom lirayer but in­
stead ruled out the esuiblisliment of an "officia 
by an elected school governing body.

I do not 
itnow what will happen in the 
slock market between Iiow and 
the lime when you read this 
in your local newspaper, but 
froni December 13, IDGl to Hie 
prescnt:---

Ttie Industrials have gone 
from a high of 734.91 te S3S.7i; 

The Utilities have gone from 
133-9S to 103.33; 

The Railroads have gone 
from 144.45 to 114.05. 
This means that the Dow-

Jones Industi'ials, which is what 
investor, and the equivalent of 
ineasure, have gone off more 
than 27 percent from their aii-
lime high. The previous low for 
the cycle was in 1957. 

Figuring this roughly, a 27 
percent drop is nothing for in 
vcstors to wori'y about provid 
ed they ai-e not buying on mar-
gin, or on loan, and provided 
they have stocks of good qual 
iiy-

Tlic difficulty .comes with 
those who are buying ' stocks 
on margin and who have been 
nearly wiped out or have suf-
fercd severe iosses. I feel very 
sorry for them. On the other 
hand, those who have their 
stocks paid for and in their 
safe deposit box probabiy have 
nothing to fear and wiil sec 
them come back again some 
day to much higher prices. 

What About Bonds? 
Very few pcopie buy bonds 

on margin. But, whiic some in 
dustriai "biue chips" slii i yicid 
oniy around SVi percent, good 
corporation bonds — which pre 
cede in secuiity aii slocks of 
the same company — can be 
bought to yieid around i'A per-
cent. Thei-eforc, the wise in 
vestors have gradually been 
changing from guiit-edge stocks 
to bonds. 

Usuaily corporation bonds arc 
of course, taxable as to income; 
but tax-exempt municipals, or 
revenue bonds issued on the 
turnpikes, can be bought to 
yield about 3 percent to any 
investor, and the quivalent of 

percent to investors in the 
50 percent -or- higher tax brac­
ket. Personally, because of the 
probability of inflation, i pre­
fer to buy bonds of not over 
five-ten years maturity. This is 
very important to renicmbcr. 

Mutual Funds 
Probably most of my readers 

have fnuluai funds, in many 
cases, liiey are being bought 
on instaliment basis, witli pay­
ment cvery month, l bcUcvc in 
mutual funds for the sinall in­
vestor as it gives him diversifi­
cation under what is supposed 
te he pi'oper Supervision. But, 
like everything else in this wor­
ld, mutual funds have both their 
advantages and their disadvan-
tages. 

So long as tile new sales ex­
ceed the redemptions, the man 
agers of the funds arc not olig-
cd to sell any of their holdings, 
If, however, canccliaiions ex-
cecd the new saies,' then the 
managers of the funds are com­
pelled to scii securities, and the 
mutual funds may temporarily 
suffer, even thougii they will 
ultimately reliound. 

Mutual funds in the long run 
must go up and down as the 
general market goes up and 
down. If we are now in a bear 
market, mutual funds will de­
cline in price also. It therefore 
is important when buying new 
mutual funds in a bear mai'ket 

to be sure that the price is 
adjusted to the Dow-Jones Aver­
age. 

Importance of Selection 
In a bear mai-ket it is very 

difficult to select stocks for 
both profit and income — es-
pecially for profit. On the other 
hand, any sound, long-establish 
cd investment advisory service 
should be able to select good 
stocks which wiii pay 5 percent 
-G percent. Stocks which would 
fit this category are the equities 
of the big transcontinental rail 
roads sucii as the Unjon Pacif­
ic, the Northern Pacific, the 
Canadian Pacific, the Southern 
Pacific, and the Atchison. 

If an investor wants to be 
ulti-a-conservative, he might di 
vide his money amongst these 
five railroads. He would then 
be able to secure safety with 
a good yield. Some readers will 
say to themselves that they 
want no raili'oad securities. But 
these railroads own valuable oil 
and mineral assets which go 
long way toward • paying their 
dividends iri'espective of the 
railroad's traffic. Certainly,they 
can all give up their passenger 
business and be an attractive 
investment.

Persons interested in gaining 
state or Congressionai .offices 
all made their filing dcadiine. 
The next dcadiine will deter­
mine who will select Michi 
gan's elected officials. 

With many state Icgislaloi-s 
facing primary opposition for 
the first time, much of it from 
individuals who woi-e elected to 
liic Constitutional Convention, 
the importance of casting 
ballot in the pi'imary is shaip-
ly increased. 

Michigan votei's traditionally 
vote heavy in the November 
general election, but the pri­
mary count is usually low. 

This year, with the only state 
wide primary being run in the 
race for the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor nominations. State Elec­
tions Director Robert M . Mont­
gomery said he wouldn't be 
surprised If the tally in August 
is lower than usual. 

The only way to have a voice 
in government is to insert your 
choice on the ballot. 

In Michigan's primary you 
must choose either a Republi­
can or Democratic ballot en 
which to vote, but this choice 
Is not binding in any way on 
your choice in the general 
election. 

This year's deadline for pri­
mary registrations is July 0. 

The choice of candidates is 
great. The 1962 elections would 
be a good time to give a eai-e-
ful look at the candidates, their 
platforms, and their individual 
qualifications to serve you. 

lt is all but announced, and 
may ho by the time this is 
printed, that the voters will not 
consider the proposed Constitu­
tion until the Apr i l ballot next 
year. 

Constitutional Convention Pre­
sident Stephen S. Nisbct filed 
suit which was taken to the 
Supreme Court to gain ballot 

placement in NoveInbor. The 
Attorney General previously 
held that the Convention would 
have to complete its work earli­
er than it did if the proposed 
document wei'e to come to a 
vote in Novembei'. 

An August 1 final ad,journ-
ment session set by tiio Con­
vention still couid produce chan­
ges in the document, although 
tile consensus is that no chang­
es wiil bo made. 

A single-day session in Au-
gust would put the document 
just barely over the 90 days 
required by law for a qucs-
tion to be proposed before it 
can be voted upon. ' 

Preparmg a baiiot on a i-eia-
tiveiy sinipie 100-word question 
of public issue is a chore in 
the 90 days allowed. To prepare 
the ballot for the proposed new 
Constitution would be a "nighf-
mara to even the best expert," 
one state official said in con­
sidering the possibility of hav­

ing only the minimum lime, 
Unfortunalely, the question of 

wlicn the Constittition will be 
put on the baliol has laken on 
poiilieai involvements bueaiise 
of pei-sonalities and tiie parly 
structure of the Convention. 

ldeaily, to gain the Iiiaxi-
mum vote on the document, it 
would be placed on the Novem­
ber baiiot thii year, or held 
over until another even year 
general elcetinn. The vote in an 
off-year eljetion is always much 
lower than the contest in which 
the lop slate officials are elect-
cd.

Funeral services were held 
Saturday afternoon for Arthur 
Maitland Trotter, 75, a retired 
barber who had lived in Novi 
for over 35 years. He died fol-
lowing a heart attack last Wed­
nesday evening. 

Mr. Trotter, who lived at 
43270 Grand River avenue, was 
born December 16, 1888, in Pe 
terborough, Ontario, the son of 
Mary and John Trotter.

pensive overhead storage tanks, 
it cannot extend its lines to 
serve any but a few of the 
homes LeBost plans to build in 
his proposed Willowbrook sub 
division number four. 

Ackley has said that the state 
health department frowns upon 
such privately-owned water sys 
terns as the one which serves 
Willowbrook. This, he explain-
ed, is the reason for the stiff 
restriction on expansion, 

If the village were to take 
over controi of.the subdivision 
water systeiII —"the oiIly "IhiIl-
tiple dwelling system in Novi 
— and Detroit were to supply 
the water, the health depart­
ment's demand for overhead 
storage would not apply, he has 
said. 

The water board has been 

considering a proposal to sell 
water to Novi |lnce mid June, 
wh^n a wat*r engineer's re-
port showing potential use was 
completed. 
The water tise.survey was con-

ducted by Mosher Associates, 
consulting engineers for North­
ville township. It showed that 
Willowbrook now uses about 
44,000,000 gallons of water 
year. 

The report predicted that the 
16-square-mIlc area bounded by 
Haggerty, Eight Mile, Garfield 
and the 1-96 expressway would 
use about 187,000,000 gallons 
year by 1965 and about 1,000 
million by 1972. 

Detroit's plans are to event­
ually bring a water line out 
Eight Mile road to Sheldon, and 
possibly down Sheldon to Ply 
mouth.

that has not come before the 
circuit court. 

The suit, brought against the 
viilage by Mr. and Mrs. Daniel 
Kenny, Mr. and Mrs. Leo Rus­
sell and Wayne Disposal, incor­
porated, has been in the courts 
since 1959. 

The plaintiffs took the village 
to court after the board of ap 
peals denied their request for 
a permit to operate a landfill 
on the 93 acres of 12 Mile road 
property, located east of Novi 
road, which the Kenny and Rus­
sell families own. 

Circuit eoiJrt Judge Russell 
Holland ruled in November of 
1959 that, as the plaintiffs had 
complained, the board of ap 
peals' decision was unfair and 
arbitrary, and ordered that the 
permit be granted. 

Judge Holland also stipulat­
ed In his decree that the land-
fill must be operated under 
eight restrictive regulations. 

Following intervention and ap-
plication for reliearing from 
David Fried, attorney for some 
'50 12 Mile road 'fesideiits"'whb 
opposed the landfill. Judge Hoi-
land issued an amended decree. 

The second,decree, entered in 
March of 1960, ordered the v i l ­
lage council to act upon the 
plaintiffs' request for a land­
fill permit as though the board 
of appeals had approved the 
original request. 

The second decree was deem­
ed necessary because the vi l l ­
age landfill ordinance requires 
board of appeals approval be 
foi-e landfill pernjit requests 
may be sent to tile council for 
final action. 

It was the amended decree 
that the plaintiffs appealed to 
th» supreme court. 

The council, after receiving 
Judge Holland's second order, 
denied the request for a land­
fill permit, but this action did 
not take place until jurisdiction 
in the case had passed to the 
supreme court because of the 
appeal. 

It is the council's denial of 
the application for a landfill 
permit which the supreme court 

has ruled the circuit court 
should consider during the new 
hearing. Last week's decision 
said: 

"Wo find .... that the chancel­
lor (circuit court Judge Hoii-
and) has not as yet determined 
the issuabie validity of the coun-
cii's final denial to plaintiffs 
of permit as applied for, and 
that the cause (court case) 
shouid in consequence be con­
tinued and remanded for further 
proceedings.... 

"The original record with jur­
isdiction of the cause is return­
ed to the circuit court in order 
that the chancellor may, upon 
additional testimony or stipulat­
ed additional facts, consider and 
determine the presented issues 
as possibly affected by post-
appeal events." 

The supreme court ordered 
that a new decree be handed 
down by Judge Holland and said 
that the completed record "may 
be recertified to this court for 
submission and determination 
of such questions as may then 
be made to appear." 

Village Attorney Howard Bond 
said the supreme court's action 
wa8.,8ood"for, the- village - in -the 
sense,that it upholds Judge Rol-
land's •• order that the. landfill 
permit request must go to the 
council for final action. He said 
the supreme court was indirect­
ly upholding the village's land­
fill ordinance. 

Bond added that the decision 
placed the vill-ige in "the 
second-best position we could 
hold." 

He explained that the only 
supreme court ruling, which 
could have been better for the 
village would have been a re­
versal of Judge Holland's find­
ing that the board of appeals 
was unreasonable and arbitrary 
in refusing to approve the per­
mit. 

The ruling will allow the vi l -
lage to bolster earlier testimony 
and bring in additional infer-
mation to strengthen the coun-
oil's refusal to grant the per­
mit, Bond said. 

The attorney estimated it 
would be two or three months ' 
before the circuit court could 
hold the new hearing.
