1 invest money for a charit-
able organization in Gloucester,
Massachusetts, for which I sold
stocks at a handsome profit ear-
ly in 1962. I deposited $75,000
with the Savings Department
of the Cape Ann National Bank
& Trust Company at 3% per-
cent interest. I invested $50,000
in the 4 percent stock of the
company which supplies Glou-
cester with natural gas, This
preferred stock sells at a dis-
count to yield around 5 percent.
" One of my co-trustees urged
that I use the 3% percent de-
posit to buy similar cumulative
stocks which would yield 5 per-
cent, The able Vice President,
Mr, Waldon Anderson, telephon-
ed me that a member of my
family is a director of the bank
and that my great-uncle was
one of the founders!
Thereupon, I agreed to leave
this $75,000 at 3% percent with
the understanding that, if the
rate is changed to 4 percent on
new deposits, this charitable
trust's deposit of $75,000 will be
marked up to 4 percent although
of course, the higher return will
not be made retroactive.
I believe that it is very un-

That's the story of Michigan’s
state government budget, which
this year jumped lo $511.5 mil-
lion,

In recent years it has grown
in leaps, from $436.5 million in
the 1960-61 fiscal year to $462.6
million last year, and now $511.5
million,

Butl many of the large budget-
consuming departments and di-
visions will work (his year bas-
ically the same budget they had
last year.

Educational institulions, from
the grade schools through the
colleges and universilies, gain-
ed the highest boosts. The cdu-
cation budget last year was
$109.6 million, Some $116.5 mil-
lion was set aside for it this
year.,

This year a boos! in the school
aid formula and the aniicipat-
ed increase in primary enroll-
ments pushed the budget for
school aid payments to $68 mil-
lion from $46 million in the

past fiscal year.

Republican majority Iecaders
in the Legislature cstimated re-
venue from taxes around $536
million, The excess, if there is
any when the taxes are collect-
ed, is designed to reduce the
still mounting deficit.

A new item in the budget
this year calls for the crea-
tion of a state camp facility
similar to the Civilian Con-
servation Corps units in use
in the 1930's.

Through
the years the plant has become
unique in the types and degrees
of automatic handling establish-
ed to produce valves of highest
quality.

Intake valve manufacturing
was begun al the plant during
the early 1950°s and in 1956 the
plant was expanded.
