On page one liiis weelt tiiore's a slory concerning consid­
eration of a Nortlivilie lownsliip site for a .$4,000,000 com­
munity college. 

Ciiaiices are slim lliat the site will be chosen — but Ihere'.s 
a chance. Acliially, it's the most desirable of three sites now 
being studied, both from a staiidimiiit of cost and central 
location. 

Sewer availahilily is one of the prolileins, but there 
is more flian one way to solve this. 

The biggest objeclion is tlie fact that Norlliville is nol in 
the conimunity college district. It's composed of Ihe combined 
school dislricls of Plymouth, Livonia, Garden City and Clar-
enceville. 

Northviile's sciiool iionrd declined lo join a study nf the 
proposal .some two years ago because it did not feel that 
suflicienl funds were available. 

It has always been the opinion of this writer lliat the 
communiiy college plan is exlrenicly iniporlnnl lo the as-
surj.nce of an oiiportuiiily for educalion for present and future 
generations. 

And I cannot :igree lhat it is not our oiiligation to 
help provide tills oiiporlunily. 

Tbe hour nijiy iio late, bul Northville can slill vole il.seif 
into the ctiiiniunity college district. 

This miglit lint win the Northville lnwn.ship site for the 
community college, bul il would indicate that Ihe people of 
Northville are iiilcresled enough to pledge one mill annually 
lo the project. 

To set such machinery in motion n petition Ipenring 
50 signatures of regislered school dislricl viilei's imisi be 
presented lo the comniunity college board of truslocs. 

It this initial retiucsl is ajiprovcci, liie local school board 
is then requested lo issue petilions for an election. Tliese 
petitions require signatures of two -per cent of the total reg­
istration io bring about an eiection. 

I believe as Eric Bradner, president of the proposed 
community college: "Ihe comniunity college would be a 
boon lo Narthville". 

But even if it is not wiliiin our boundaries, it would be 
money well invested in the fiiluro to become affili.'iled with 
the project.

What's happened to Northviile's cily hall plans? 
Shortly afler voters in .June, lOliO approved sale of the 

community building to the s'-liool district for $145,060 the city 
council plunged into a project lo 'jrect a new cily baii with 
the sale funds. 

A citizens' advisory committee suggested buiiding a new 
facility on tiie presenl site. Sub.sequent councii study sessions 
narrowed a field of prospective areliitccls down lo three or 
four. 

Then cverylliing slopped. Prcsuniahly leniporarily lo 
invesllg:ile tin; |iros|iccts of a coiniilele urban reneival 
prograni ivilh federjil assislaiice. 

But recently City Manager ..Bruce Potthoff reminded the 
council that the old city hall could use some i-epairs, and 
that conditions are a litlle crowded. (During justice court 
sessions, for example, it isn't unusual for the manager lo 
relinquish his office lo atlorney and client). 

Even though the 145 grand is growing wilii interest, it's 
-hardly economical lo siiend money on cily hall improvements 
and then tear the building down.

This 
means llicre wili iie an increas­
ing demand for machines to do 
office work now being done by 
tliese peopie — especiaiiy speed­
ing up said work. 

Among such companies I 
miglit especiaiiy mention the 
Addressograph-Multigrapli Corp 
and Internalionai Business Ma­
chines. 1 wili also include Zen­
ith Radio wiiich iiopes to get 
one miiiion of its cabinets into 
the pubiic schools, iiospitals, 
and office buildings. 1 believe 
that TV will revolutionize teach­
ing in our schools. Zenith Ra­
dio is also leading in Color TV. 

Camera Companies 
These companies not only 

make a profit on the sale of 
tiieir cameras and films to the 
public; but are also making 
lai-ge sales to the US. Govern 
ment. Families are not content 
to own one camera, but each 
member of the family wants 
one. The family also buys the 
latest models as they come out 

Among these the Eastman 
Kodak Company stands out 
most prominently. The Pola­
roid Corp. Is very progres-
sive and has many valuable 
patents for the use of which 
other camera companies must 
pay royaities if they want to 
liold their trade. 
It is rumored that the Gil-

lette Company has some plan: 
along these lines, using part of 
the huge profits made froni 
their razor business. Ali three 
of the above siiouid profit from 
the constantly growing popula-
tion of the U.S., which should 
reach 230 million in 1975. 

New Building Companies 
Although Corning Glass Works 

is best known for its "Pyrex 
glassware, its great growth 
should come from new modern 
buildings. More glass is con 
tinually being used in new of­
fice buildings; while factories 
will appear as being built of all 
glass. 

As new buildings of all kinds 
will need automatic heating 
coolmg, and ventilation sys 
Icms tlie products of Minneap 
olis-Honeywell Regulator may 
be in great demand. I could 
also include Minnesota Mining 
and Manufacturing in this gen 
eral growth due to their ingenu 
ity and new products. This com 
pany is known as the "Three 
M's". 
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Drug Companies 
The drug companies probab­

ly spend more money on re 
search than any other group. 
Furthermore, they are on the 
verge of making some very 
wonderful discoveries in con-
nection with DNA and RNA 
two chemicals which may pro 
vide living cells. 

My first choice is American 
Cyanamid Company (which 
owns Lederle Laboratories). I 
also think that Bristol-Myers 
Company has good growth pos 
sibiiities; and also Plough, Inc 
of Memphis. However, perhaps 
the best of all is the great 
duPont Company of Wilming­
ton. 

American Home Products Co. 
has a very large sales force 
handling some products ordi-
narily sold by Proctor St Gam 
ble which could also be listed 
here.These are two companies 
that should profit by inflation 
— toward which we are surely 
headed. Let me add the steels 
coppers, oils and natural gas 
companies; yes, most compan­
ies with great natural resourc-
es. 

Rely on Averages 
This makes fifteen corpora 

tions in all which I believe have 
distinct growth possibilities, 
suppose my readers would like 
mc to boU the list down to ten 
companies. I will not do this as 
so much depends upon the hu 
man factor of management 
which cannot be forecast, 
feel, however, that some of the 
fifteen will turn out to be great 
disappointments, but no living 
soul can now tell which arc the 
five that should be avoided. 

This leads mc to emphasize 
once more the great importance 
of diversification. Those who 
had their money distributed ov­
er a large number of establish­
ed companies during the recent 
great stock market decline have 
nothing to fear. The dividends 
need not be cut and prices 
should hop back. 

Litterbugs are a costly scg-
ment of Michigan's society, ac 
cording to Stale Highway De 
partmcnt maintenance officiais 

Department records showed 
it cost nearly $1,000 a day lo 
keep state highways relatively 
lilter-frec last year. 

The litter probiem and a pro. 
posal to ban throwaway beer 
bottles prompted the Cover 
nor's appointment earlier this 
year of a committee to study 
the problems and recommend 
ways to keep Michigan bcauti 
ful. 

A "public persuasion cam-
paign" is now being waged by 
the committee, which named 
itself the Keep Michigan Beau, 
tiful Committee, in an attempt 
to arouse an- awareness of the 
effects of littcr-strewn high 
ways, beaches and parks. 

John Murray, Highway De 
partment Information officer, 
was named h9'ad bf the pub-
licity subeomipittee of the 
group. 
"The various, subcommittees 

arc working with their respec 
live 'audiences', throughout the 
slate/' Murray said. Commit-
tec chairman Joseph A. Chiids. 
State Police Commissioner, has 
set a meeting this fall to make 
recommendations to the Gov 
ernor. 

We have no spectacular 
plans,'' Murray said. "We are 
just doing what wc can with 
limited and wiiiing hands to 
make known the value of keep 
ing parks, roads and lakes as 
clean as possible." 

One likely recommendation 
to be made is that some form 
of year-round financing, either 
governmental or private, be 
sought to keep one person em 
ployed "as a prodder, a nudger, 
to communities to keep an anti-
litter program going," Murray 
predicts. 

"Unless somebody pays 
constant attention to this 
problem, things get away 
from us all except when a 
meior spurt occurs," he said. 
The "audiences" being ap­

proached by subcommittees In­
clude industry, chambers of 
commerce, radio and television 
and newspapers. 

A major portion of the cam­
paign, for example, is aimed at 
Michigan motorists. Attempts 
are being made to have gas 
fiiiing stations distribute litter 
bags and keep receptacles han 
dy for motorists:' 

"The fiiiing, station is the one 
place every motbrist has to stop 
no matter where or how he 
drives,"' Murray said. 

"A major solution would be 
accomplished if the motorist 
had some place to get rid of 
accumulating litter when he 
drives, and the gas station now 
appears to be the logical 
place.'' "' 

For the first time In 50 
y«ars Michigan will elect a 
Congressman-al-Large whose 
constituency will be the en-
tire state: 1 
Few people 0f voting age to 

day voted for the last Congress-

man-at-Large elected in 1912, 
but It's a safe bet that a ma­
jority of the electorate going 
to the polls on November 6, 
1902, will miss the "bargain" of 
electing two Congressmen of 
their choice at one election. \ 

By voting for two Congress­
men, the voters will have the 
chance of voting for one rep­
resenting their Congressional 
district, and the other to rep­
resent them s part f the en-

tire stale of Michigan. 
There Inight be some confus 

ion among the voters in think­
ing that their present Congress­
man has opposition. But efforts 
are being made in the cam-
paigh camps to be sure that the 
public will be aware of the sit­
uation. 

It' is expected that the news­
papers will take a major role, 
as they have in previous elec­
tions, In bringing this new of­

fice to full public attention. 
There was an attempt in Fed­

eral court by two Henry Foi-d 
Community college professors 
lo make all Congressmen run 
at large. 

Al Bentley, Owosso, one of 
the Congressmen-al-Large can­
didates, was put in a paradoxi­
cal posilion of opposing the 
court maneuver, saying that il 
would put asunder an orderly 
procedure lo redistrict the stale. 

Bcnlicy, a Bepubiican, was, in 
effect, opposing Congrcssmen-
at-large because, as lie said, 
"it would deprive the people of 
rcpi'csenlalion by disli'ict as 
provided iii Uie Constitution of 
llie United States." 

This is ho second campaign 
for Bcnlicy on a statewide has-' 
is. He lost his first liy in 19(10 
by less llian a two per cent 
margin against Senator McNn-
inara.

Dear Dr. Mudd: 

I have been married for 
months and have a beautiful 
baby boy five months old. My 
husband and I agree on, just 
about everything and we arii 
very much in love, I work part 
time to help get money so that 
we can buy our own home.' He 
is a junior ehginec'r and is go 
ing to night classes to get his 
diploma. I think we have 
very good relationship and 
love my baby, so it can't be 
that that's troubling me. 

I keep having such terrible 
thoughts. I actually think about 
commiting suicide somehow 
or other, but mostly by jump-
ing out of the second story win 
dow. I keep it locked all the 
time just so I won't. When.mjj 
husband asked me why I didn 
open it when the weather got 
hot, I told him all about my 
fears. He was very sympathet-
ic and comforting and for 
few days after that I thought 
was over it, but now it has all 
come back again. 

I am really getting scared, 
really don't want to die, but 
keep getting that thought over 
and over again. It seems to al 
ways come between 11 in the 
morning and 3 In the afternoon 
and then for the rest of the day 
it doesn't bother me. They say 
these worries begin in child-
hood, but I don't 'See how It 
could have in my case. I was 
an only child and I never liked 
that fact, but then, that would 
be natural wouldn't it? I used 
to wish I had some brothers 
and sisters like my friends did 
There was a brother older .than 

but he died when he was 
about a year old and this was 
three months before I was 
born! 

I can remember my mother 
always telling me about him 
and how she wished he would 
have lived, and how much she 
had wanted a boy. My mother 
runs things at home. My father 
turns over his check t her and 
she takes care of all the bills 
Myself, I think a man should 
do that and I'm glad my hus-
band agrees with me. Do you 
think this nervousness could 
have started earlier?

Are you aware of the fact 

that you 'assure me that the 
source of" your difficulty could 
not 'have been hi your child 
lIcfod-experiences, and then go 
on to paint a' clear picture of a 
childhood 'fraught with' loneli-
nesa, anxiety,' perplexity, and 
many other disturbing feeluIgs 
besides?' There is no doubt in 
my. mind that the origins of 
your alixietji and the iinpleas 
ant thoughts and temptations 
you have, or have had, arc to 
be fopnd in'your early reac 
tloDB to the world as you found 
it. Not lhos^ life experiences 
you recall, necessarily, but 
those fof which you presently 
have no memoir. 

Thes«,' early .̂ situations can 
with skjUful psychotherapy, be 
repelled and ih reinembering 
them, lhe associated' anxiety 
caij be dispelled from your life. 

I cannot give you the precise 
reasons for the particular de 
tails of your symptoms. I do 
not feel that i suicide is really 
your intent, It may appear to 
be the central tlieme of your 
preoccupation, while in' atituali-
ty.'sbihe iither more subtle and 

less readiiy identifiable feeling 
is to be found. The latter, wlial-
ever it may prove to bo on 
analysis, is rejected as being 
a thought or feeling unworthy 
of you. And because of the guil­
ty feeling associated with bar 
boring an unworthy (even if an 
unperccived temptation) the 
idea is distorted beyond recog­
nition and then presented to 
consciousness as a "fear" of 
committing suicide. 

Now I know that what I have 
A.A. written can be of no definitive 

help, but perhaps wlien you 
realize that your illness is sub­
ject to successful therapy and 
is not a mystery to a medical 
psychotherapist, it will be en­
couragement for you to seek 
professional help. 

The fact that you feel your 
self happily married is a great 
advantage. AU too frequently, 
people who present themselves 
to a psychiatrist for iieip are 
hopelessly immeshed in mar-

i'iages which, under liie most 
favorable conditions, couid nev­
er succeed. And all too often, 
such people come nol in the 
enthusiaslie flower of youth, but 
wlien life looks, and frequently 
has become for tlieni, a liope-
iess, miserable, endui'ance con­
test.

Bills for gas service received 
hy Consumers Power .Company 
customers afler August 6 will 
be al slightly reduced rales. 

Most cnsloniers will scarcely 
notice Ihe difference, according 
lo Division Manager, J. P. Tho­
mas, bul llie new rates will re­
duce Consumers' revenue from 
gas sales by $2,035,006 a year. 
The Company's gas business 
amounts In approxiiualely 
.$130,000,000 ;i year. 

The new rales were proposed 
by the eiinipany and appi'oved 
by the Michi.Man Public Service 
Com mission afler a reduction 
in lhe cost of wholesale sup­
plies of natural gas purchased 
by Consumers from Panhandle 
Eastern Pi|ie Line Company 
and Trnnkliiie Gas Company. 

Tlionias said tiic annual bills 
of an average gas houselieal-
ing ciislniner would be reduced 
aboul S:i' a year or an average 
of 25 cents a month. 

"But of course the month­
ly bill will be down more in 
January and February than 
in July or August," he added. 
He said Hie average cedue 

lion in the hills of a person 
using gas for waler heating and 
cooking but nol house lioating 
would lie ahnul $1 a year or 
aboul « or 9 cents a month.

All rliree members of tlie 
Wa.sli-Oiik scliool board sub-
mined resignations to ibc 
Washtenaw county board of ed­

ucation Ttiesday afternoon. 

The resignations, wiiidi re-
pnrteclly had been considered 
by board members for more 
than a week, broiiglit an end 
to ibc terms of President I.oiiis 
Wallenmaier, Secretary Airs. 
Sarah Bryant and Trustee John 
Sprenger. 

Wallenmaier had one more 
year to serve, Sprcngcr two 
years and Mi's. l3iyant three 
years. 

County Superintendent of 
Schools .lulius Haab is expected 
lo act soon to set up pi'occdure 
for an eicction lo fiii liic va 
cancies created by the resigna 
lions. 

The one room Wash-Oak 
Schooi is localcd belween 7 and 
8 Mile roads on Ctiri'ic road. 

Speaking for the board, Wai-
ienmaior admitted that opposi 
lion lo him personally and to 
the board in general by i-csi 
dents of the little rural school 
district .sparked the i-esigna-
lions. 

in his ietier ot resignation, 
Wallenmaier stated: 

"Piease accept my resigna­
tion as president and member 
of the boai'd of education of 
Wash-Oak School disti'ict, Sal 
em township, lo lake Immediate 
effect. 

"The puI'poso and aims which 
prompted me to become a can­
didate as a member of the board 
have been accomplished to the 
benefit of the scliool and dis­
ti'ict. l feel that I have worked 
for the betterment of the school 
and dislricl and leave office 
when the conditions existing in 
the district are A - L " 

The president told this news 
paper that since the work of the 
board is not appreciated, "il is 
time lo step down and let them 
pick someone else." 

He expressed appreciation to 
the "fine job" of fellow mem­
bers and of the support recciv 
cd by some of the district rcsi-
dents. 

Waiienmaier first came un­
der iieavy fire iast June during 
the annuai schooi eicction meet-
ing. l?esidenls objacted slrong-
ly to his "dietatoriai" proced 
ures, among other things, then 
demanded a second election 
meeting to i-eeonsider the mat­
ter of sending seventh and 
eighth gi-ade students to Norlh­
ville. 

Subsequently, a second elee 
lion meeting was caiied by the 
county and tiie residents re­
versed an eariier decision by 
voting to send both seventii and 
eighth grade students to North­
viiie. 

immedialeiy foiiowing this 
meeting, angry residents sign­
ed petitions asking for Waiien-
maier's ouster and considered 
circulation of petitions to oust 
the remaining board members 
as weii. 

The petition asking for a re-
caii eicction for Waiienmaier 
was presented to Mrs. Bryant. 
However, 'the secretary failed 
to act on the petition and this 
past Tuesday — the day all 
liiree resigned — she appeared 
in court lo answer why she had 
taken no action. 

Mrs. Bryant stated lhat she 
did nol act for two reasons; 
One, because she knew Waiien­
maier was pianning to resign, 
and two, because technically 
she was no longer a member 
of the board since the June 
election meeling, at which time 
she had been re-elected, iiad 
been voided by the second meet­
ing. 

"I want one thing under­

stood," Waiienmaier said, i am 
not being forced to resign, 
could use school money lo fight 
this thing, but to spend public 
money for this would be an 
unnecessary waslc." 

The president pointed instead 
lo the accomplishments in the 
past two years, emphasizing 
that millagc during this period 
had been cul in half: 

—Paid off a considerable debt 
existing when the new board 
took over; increased the teach­
er's saiary from $3,600 to 
$4,700; instaiicd a new heating 
plant and iicating room; paint­
ed tiie schooi inside and out; 
removed brush and weeds in 
liic school yard; built new stu­
dent shelves; built an addition 
to the front ot lhc school; in­
stalled a new clothes rack; in­
stalled inlaid tile in the back 
and front rooms; 

Installed a hot water heater 
and telephone; rehung doors as 
required by state law; boxed 
up sink pipes; laid crushed 
stone in the driveway; rcniov 
ed the old chimney and venti­
lator; erected a new fence 
around the school; and put up 

new diamond backstop. 
The teacher, Mrs. Mildred 

Stroup, who was present at the 
school Tuesday, said she was 
unhappy with the boai'd's de 
cision. She said the school had 
been vastly improved in the 
past two years and that, she 
personally, had enjoyed "com­
plete cooperation" of the board.

in a criminal case to bo a wit­
ness against himself, nor be 
deprived of life, liberty or prop­
erty without due process of 
law, a sentence reading as fol­
lows is added: "The right of 
all individuais, firms, corpora 
lions and voiuntary associations 
to fair and just treatment in the 
course of iegisiative and execu 
live investigations and hearings 
shaii not be infringed." This ad 
dition recognizes the fact that 
boards and commissions are 
becoming increasingiy power-
fui in state government. 

The iiighiy controvcrsiai sec-
lion on "search and seizure" 
means that such items as nar 
colics, guns, expiosivcs and oth 
er dangerous weapons wiii be 
permitted as evidence in court 
even thougii tiiey were obtain­
ed in an iiiegal search. The 
Michigan Supreme Court has 
not ruied on the constitutionai-
ity of the provision, aitliough 
several eases arguing this point 
are pending. Protection of a 
person's home is continued. 

The section on subversion, 
which was added to tlie present 
Constitution in 1950, is omitted. 
Considered a product of the 
anti-Red movement of the era, 
it was an unsatisfactory section 
because the offense was not 
properly defined. It was believ­
ed that this could be enacted as 
a law if the need demanded it. 

insertion of the right to keep 
arms is considered a safe­
guard, il wouid eiiminatc the 
possibility that stale iaw could 
require that all fire-arms be 
iiouscd in a centrai ioeation 
(such as poiice headquarters) 
and used oniy during specified 
hours of tiie day.

Modern engine 
tuneup is a highiy skilled art 
and our mechanics take con-
stant refresher courses on

.iisnt. If your car needs a tune-
up ihen take it to a specialist. 
It is definitely less expensive. 

ilul if your car is in prclly 
good shape then it's your driv­
ing faults most likely. There 
are many causes: jack rabbit' 
starts, racing the engine while 
idling, high speeds (you use 
10'. mure fuel at GO m.p.h. 
than al m.p.h.). But the 
iiiosi common of ali is "riding" 
lhe gas pcdai. 

This is a fault of most driv-
erf and specially nervous driv-
ers and those in a hurry (and 
who isn't these days?). Instead 
of holding the pcd.-,! in a s'ea'dy 
position, the driver "pumps" if 
more or loss continuously. This 
practice uses tremendously 
more fuel than lhe power jt 
generates.

, Wilford Cciyar. got a bee in 
his lioiinct one day, so he de­
cided to do snnietliing about 

^ it — he put up a bee liive. 
Tliat was three or four years 

I ago, and he now has 15 tiivcs 
' — or "colonies",, as those in 

the business call rlicm — scat-
: tcred around Salem and Nortli­

ville townships, 
. Cogar, who lives at 6800 West 
Five Mile road in Salem town-

'ship, keeps most of his bee 
operation buEzing away on the 

I'farm he used to live on at 9339 
.West Seven Mile road. 
• , He keeps 12 hives on lhc 
,farm, another two in a Nortli-
,ville township orchard and one 

on the grounds of Nortliville 
Stale hospital. 

Cogar expluins thai one day 
several years ago a swarm of 
lloney bees settled on tho farm, 
so he made a hive box and be­
gan keeping the bees. Over the 
years he has switched to com-
mcrcially-pi'oduced hives and 
honcy-takine cciuipmcnl. 

After his initiai start with the 
bees that setlled on the farm, 
he began building up his col­
onics by capturing swarms of 
bees around the area. 

"This spring I 'ook two 
swsrms off the Salem Fed-
ersted church,'' he s-3id. He's 
answered calls from several 

other areas for removal of 
swarms. 
He explains that there's not 

too much trouble to capluring 
a swarm — if you're careful. 
When lhe I bees have swarmed 
inlo a mass on something port-
able like a tree branch, Cogar 
merely shakes or nudges them 
off into a box. 

And wlien the bees are 
swarming on a window sill or 
against the side of a building. 

he uses a brush to push them 
inlo the box. 

"They get sort of stormy for 
a while, but ] just leave the 
box alone until evening, and 
then i move il over lo one of 
my hives." 

Cogar says he has never tak­
en bees or honey from a "wild 
hive — one that's been started 
in a tree or other enclosed area 
in a natural setting. 

He explains lhat the honey

from such hives is often filled 
wilh dirt, bits of tree and ants 
And there's always the danger 
that the bees in llie hive would 
be diseased, which couid ruin 
all of his colonics if he intro­
duced tiie wild bees into one 
of his hives. 

Beeing is no new ihing to 
Cogar, an employee of Ford 
Motor coinpany's NorthviUe 
Valve planti'^e.-explains that 
whsn he. w a i , « i youngster in 
West Virgi'nier he used io 
help his grandfather with his 
honey busin^sil. 
And since starting his own 

group of coionijjs, iie has stud­
ied a number'.of books about

. you were pain:iIIg tiie house or 
chased you and your family in­
to tho iiouse frtim a back-yard 
picnic, was filled wilh from 
five to 16 thousand insecls. 

Swarms result when a hive 
or "home in the wilds" becomes 
too croivded, and the queen, 
complete vvith an army of work­
er bees and a few "lazy" male 
drones leave to find another 
iiome, Cogar explains. 

\«hen they have relocated, 
the worker bees begin to 
spread the wax e.onib for s'or-
Ing honey and., laying eggs, 
and the . quean-begins her 
laying. 
Drones do Iittie or nothing ex-

cept at the tipic the colony': 
queen becomes old (her life 
span is seven to'10 years). Al 
that time, workcr bees feed a 
little "royal .telly" to a few 
hatching bcclet? - - the deveiop-
Inent of a bee.into jts member-
ship of a class depend.s- upon 
what it is fed— and a new 
queen bee is born. 

Oniy then do the "lazy" males 
go into action-— chasing llic 
queen until she ds mated. Once 
a queen bee has been mated, 

. shP-L-cfl0.tinties.Uo';lay eggs .tor 
the rest of ./her life, CogaI 
adds. 

-Drones are then either kick­
ed out of the hive or'are killer-
Iiy the worker bees. The males 
have no stinger and are thoic 
fore almost defenseless. ; 

In the type of hive Cogar 
keeps, the honey combs ait 
produced in wire frames with 
measurements of oncby 8'/.: by 
iGMi inches. 

The frames are placed var 
ticilly In the hive, and 
small piece of man-made wax 

'comb is placed in a corner for 
the bees to star' from. 

Once introduced to tho colony, 
the worker bocs begin their 
strenuous jobs of producing 
combs, gathering honey neetai 
and filling the combs — 
worker's average life span 
about 28 days. 

ln the lower portion of tlic 
hive are the "nurseries," wliere 
more workers are constantly 

being hatched. 1'lic queen bee 
goes bnck and forlh across the 
comb laying an egg in each 
cell. Workers then place foods 
in the coll with tlie egg and 
seal it wilh a Ihin layer of wax. 

Because ot the short life of 
the worker, the operation of 
the nursery is second only in 
importance to production of the 
honey. 

Comb honey is harvested by 
cutting it in one-pound squares 
from the frames. Cogar uses a 
special bee trap which fits over 
the" frame to clear bees from 
the area he is about to cut off. 

The trap allowi the bees '0 
go down into the hive, but 
prevents them from coming 
bock up. Afler the bees have 
all left Ihj area he plans io 
harvest, Cogar begins his cut 
ting process. 

Smaller frames wilh a dif-
fei'ept size of comb arc used 
for gathering liquid honey. 
These are easier lo drain the 
honey from. 

Each of lhe frames for comb 
honey will yield eight or nine 
pounds of produce. Cogar uses 
hives which hold io frames 
each. One colony will produce 
as much as 15 pounds of comb 
honey a day — when the weath­
er's right. 

So far this summer Cogar 
has harvested about 5G pounds 
of honey, and.has plans for tak­
ing Inoi'c. Ha says il sounds 
easy, but "everything's not all 
milk and honey." 

"I g3t stung 50 or SO times 

a year," he points out. Cogar 
adds 'hat honey farmers al­
so have more trouble with 
the weather than do other 
farmers. 

Rain, for inslancc, can cut a 
day's production to altnost no­
thing because it washes tho 
necessary nectar out of lhe 
plants, so buzz as much as they 
wish, tlic bees must make hon­
ey while the sun shines. 

Cogar says cold weather both- \ t 
ers the flow of the honey, and,, w.-'i'ihv.:.. -/ft.,..-
makes lhe bees slower at fill- 1 - " ' . i i ' v i 
ing the combs. And wintertime 
can spell almost certain death 
lo a colony if its not well taken 
care of. 

Cogar points out lhat the bees 
may smother if the snows cover 
up the hive for more than a 
day or two. 

And lhc bcc farmer ca.n't be 
too. greedy when he starls cut-
ting out the hunks of comb 
honey, he says. He explains 
that lhc bees survive the winter 
by eating the honey they store 
up in the summer. 

"When they don't have 
enough to eat," he says, 
"ihey don't move around 
enough to keep warm, and 
they can freeic to dsath.'' 

And weather fluctuations also 
bother the bee farmer indirect­
ly. When the weather conditions 
ai-en'l just right, he says, tiic 
bees become irritable — it's 
oniy when lhc bees arc irritable 
that they will sting witlioul 
provocation.

An Anidote For Anxiety 

One of the aiiuring and 
slimulaling things about 
Christ, to those who know 
Him, is the fact that His 
message and ministry have 
beoIi found relevant lo man's 
everyday experience. The 
faithful reader of the Gos­
pels -is forever making this 
discovery. , 

With llie multiliide gathci--
ed around Him, Christ, look­
ing into the peoples' faces, 
saw, their inner condition 
and nefidand said to them, 
"VVhy are you anxious? Con­
sider the flowers of the 
field'." Like m.nny people to­
day, many of the people in 
the multitude wore overly-
anxious about food, dripk 
and clothing. This anxiety 
was taking its toll then, as 
now, on the emotional 
strength and vitality of peo­
ple. So concerned was Christ 
about these basic needs that, 
in turn. He assured them 
that if lhey would first seek 
the kingdom of God all those 
things would lake their pro­
per, unanxious place. 

Christ's suggestion thai 
people would find release 
from their anxieties about 
food, drink and clothing by 
considering the flowers oi 
the field is interesting, it is 
interesting beeiuise, among 
other things. He suggested 

that people give their alton-
lion to "the flowers of the 
fields" and nol the pamper­
ed, domesliealed, hol-liouse 
flowers of the'home or nurs­
ery. He directed their alien-
lion lo the "weeds," if you 
please! 

What can one possibly 
learn from "liie flowers ol 
lhe fields"'tliai would help 
him overcome anxiety, i'os-
sibly.i three things, al least. 
First, a life, no matter how 
small, when commiltcd lo 
Ihe ways of God can become 
a large and beautiful thing. 
Just as the liny weed-seed, 
exposed to the whim of the 
wind and falling upon iincul-
livatcd, hard ground finds 
germination and rootage and 
growth simply by surrender­
ing ilsclf, without reserva­
tion, lo the marvelous ways 
of God, so, your life and 
mine, no matter ho\V insigni­
ficant, and mistreated we 
may think il to be, can be­
come somolhing of slrenglh 
and size and beauly. Tho 
secret lies in our willingness 
lo surrender ourselves to 
God's way. Second, in order 
to reach its grealc.';t grow­
th, life must seek oul and 
use tho help of God. The 
rools of some of llie weeds 
of Ihc fields are almost as 
long as the plani is will. The 
flowers, of the field grow 
down as well as up. As a 

matter of fact, they have to 
grown down before they can 
grow up. Here again, you 
and 1 must grow deep before 
we can grow tall. Like tbe 
weeds, we must really want 
lift nourishing help which 
God constantly provides for 
us. But, more than this, wc 
must reach oul, or down, lo 
acquire what God has pro­
vided to lielp us grow tall. 
Like the process of osmosis 
in the plant, as it receives 
the food latent in tho soil, ac-
quiring God's lialp may be a 
long, slow pI'ocess. It calls 
for patience and patience 
overcomes anxiety. Thirdly, 
as the yellow blossom of the 
Celandine is changed to white 
in the process of being pol-
inat-ad by tbe visit of the bee, 
so, your life and mine, can 
be changed by the incoming 
ot Christ. But, like the low­
ly Celandine, we must re­
ceive the changing power of 
God. 11 was the Apostle Paul 
who said, "If any man is in 
Christ, he is a new crea-
lion." 

It is as-people, like the 
flowers of tho fields, surren­
der their lives to the ways 
of (Sod, seek out His help and 
permit .Christ to work out 
His m'arvelous chang-a in 
their lives that they are able 
to overcome anxiety. Why 
are YOU anxious? Consider 
the flowers of the,fields!

The youthful enthusiasm 
members of the Peace Corps 
having its effect, the,-work of 
government agencies is being 
coordinated In a way not known 
before. Voluntary agencies, 
maintaining tlieir separation 
from government, bring 'beir 
special skills and reach peopl 
with expanded programs. 

ln the years that are past 
the United States has been in 
quandry as to what to do about 
Latin America. We have sup-
ported dictators. We have ro 
sisted dictators. We have ig­
nored the needs of Latin Ameri 
can people. We have had 
Good Neighbor Policy, a fine 
name, but a policy lacking 
social dimensions. Now in The 
Alliance for Progress we have 
a chance to be part of a crca 
live revolution. For almost the 
first time, as far as Latin Am 
erica is concerned, ways of im 
plemcntation have been joined 
to laudable' alms. 

President Kennedy is having 
his troubles with some of his 
programs as they meet lhe rep 
rescntatives of the people in 
Congress. But I am of the opin 
ion that the Alliance for Pro 
gross has statesmanlike propor­
tions that should have non 
partisan support. In his Inaug 
ural address President Kenne 
dy pledged "to our sister rc 
publics south of the border 
new alliance for progress" — 
Alianza para el Progreso. 

The details for the alliance 
were embodied in the Charter 
of Funta del Este, drawn up at 
a special meeting in this Urug­
uayan city by the Inter-Ameri 
can Economic and Social coun-
cil at the ministerial level. The 
United States offered its finan­
cial and technical cooperation 
in order to achieve the aims of 
the Alliance, and offered to pro-
vide the major part of the es­
timated $20,000,600,060 that La 
tin Ainerica woUld need from 
extei^al sources in the next de­
cade. By the end of February, 
1082 :onc billion,,ilall(ifs.Twa8 in-
vested, 87 per cent iii-'loans and 
13 per cent in grants. 

Our country has made it 
clear that the success of the 
program would depend in no 
small degree on self-help and 
internal reform by the Latin 
American governments them­
selves and on the formulation 
of comprehensive and well-con­
ceived development programs. 

Latin Americans are begin­
ning to be impatient. Those who 
have a regard for humiiii rights 

for peaceful change are im­
patient. Tcodoro Moscoso, U.S. 
Coordinator, Alliance for Pro-
grcss, said In a keynote speech, 
'This impatience is a vital in­

gredient of progress. But it is 
not enough. To Impatience must 
be joined effort: hard, quiet, 
sustained work, mostly uphill 
sometimes frustrating, but all 
ot the time inspiring. For the 
reward at the end of the road

Value of an education is 
shown daily in tho records of 
the unemployed and the pay 
ciiceks of the skilled workers. 

In 194!) statistics showed a 
man with four or more years ol 
college earned about $93,000 
more between the ages of 25 
and G4 than a high school grad-
uale. 

By 1958, a U.S. Department of 
Labor study showed the dif­
ference had Increased to 
$152,000. 

•Education Is an increasingly 
sound dollars and cents prop­
osition for both tho individual 
and the community," contends 
DI'. John L . O'Donnell, assistant 
dii-ector of the Bureau of Bus­
iness and Economic Research 
at Michigan Stole University. 

'As iiIodeIn technology con­
tinues its breakneck pace, there 
is every reason to think that 
the advantages of an education 
will become even more pro­
nounced," he said. "The gener­
al character ot current trends 
is demonstrated by the sharp 
rise in the proportion of the la-
hor force engaged in manager­
ial and professional work." 

The grewing demand fer 
education presents many 

problems, however, including 
the inevitable costs of such 
growth, according to O'Don-
nell. 
"We have no difficulty meas-

ui'ing the I'ising expenditures in 
new plant aIid equipment," ho 
said. "Yet we often find our­
selves deploring expenditures 
on human capital. Even sonic 
professional economists have 
tended to ovci'look the vital im­
portance of the quality of hu 
man capital as part of our total 
capital resources." 

O'Donnell said there was 
great encouragement to be not­
ed in a recent awareness of the 
theory that tlie real difficulty 
in education is to raise the abil-
ities ot capital resources by im-
proving standards and thus in 
creasing the contribution from 
human capital. 

Almost before you notice, the 
summer will end and school will 
be resuming for the year. 

With the beginning of school 
each year, motorists face the 
possibility of meeting a school 
bus on the roadways. State law 
requires cars to stop in both 
directions wlien a school bus 
stops to pick up or discharge 
passengei's. 

Statistics show many motor­
ists do not make the required 
slops for tlie buses, according 
lo State Poiice Commissioner 
Joseph A . Chiids. 

During 1961 the State Po-
lice recorded 49( rural school 
bus and related accidents kill-
ed two children and injured 
347 other persons. 
On the one hand, some acci­

dents are caused by motorists 
who do not mak the required 
stops for school buses because 
of excessive speed, inattention, 
obstrutitidhs to visibility, defec­
tive brakes,' recklessness or 
physical 'impaifment. 

On the other iiand,'ChiIds re­
ports tiiat many ydungstci's 
without apparent reason or re 
gard for safely dasii suddeniy 
across the road going to or leav 
ing the bus. 

The accident rate involving 
school buses was relatively low 
in 1961 and represented a re 
duction from the previous year, 
Chiids noted. 

The reduction resulted des 
pile an increase in the number 
of school buses on the road and 
tlic total estimated mileage of 
all Miciiigan vehicles.

Well, now it's been a year 
and she's no better. He tries to 
hypnotize her or something like 
that. It all sounds kind of goofy 
or something. He charges just 
as much as a regular doctor. 

Now l don't mind paying, but 
I'm beginning to think lhat my 
wife is getting "took". 'Finally, 
I got up enough nerve to tell 
niy family doctor what l had 
done and he got pretty mad. 

If what he says is true, how 
come men like this can adver­
tise? He told mc that anybody, 
even a bricklayer, could open 
up an office as a marriage 
couhsclor. 

l£ that's lure, Ihen l think 
something should be done about 
it. I think the public should be 
protected. How is somebody 
like me supposed to know? This 
guy is really a charlatan.

Dear S.B.C.: 
There is, as impresario Bar-

num cynically remarked, " A 
sucker born every minute." 
And to take advantage of this 
lamentable fael, there is a char­
latan born every hour tp serve 
those wlio are born every min­
ute. 

Perhaps you observed that 
there were no advertisements 
attributed to M.D.'s in the Yeb 
low Pages. This is Iiecause of 
lhe tradition of ethics for medi­
cal doctors extending back, lo 
the time of Hippocrates. 

There will always he, I sup­
pose, those willing to- take ad­
vantage of the naive, 'uninform­
ed, and tiie prejudiced. It is in-
deed a cruci hoax for suffering 
peopie to he sold a bill of goods 
iiy charlatans. 

Psychotherapy is tiio prac­
tice of medicine, but is diffi­

cult lo define i l sharpiy. So 
some people take advantage of 
this and set themselves up as 
various kinds of specialists. 
They will call themselves "mar­
riage counselors", or "family 
consultants" or even "psycholo-
gists". Their training can hard 
ly compare with that of a phy 
sician. 

A few courses in college, per­
haps, even a "doctor's degree" 
which in these Jields is easy to 
obtain and sometimes can be 
awarded by the simple exped­
ient of being puf'chased. And 
yet these people who would 
mulct the suffering have, for a 
number of years, tried to estab 
iish themselves with the public. 

They have always fought to 
have included In their rights, 
tlie right to practice psychother 
apy. l honestly think that the 
certification of psychologists is 
a good thing, but I'm also con­
vinced Uiat if the man desires 
to treat others, lie should be 
medical physician. 

I do not feci that the train­
ing of a psychoiogist, excluding 
as it docs any real considera­
tion of the workings of the body, 
can possibly do justice in tile 
treatment of the sick and suf 
fcring. But many psychologists 
feel otherwise. 

There are many people who 
are unwilling to submit them­
selves to the long years of dis­
cipline and study which is re­
quired to become an M.D. and 
a specialist in psychiatry. There 
are always those who hope to 
arrive at positions of prestige 
by promoting a kind of bootleg 
psychiatry. 

The person who suffers is, of 
course, the patient who is cruel­
ly deceived. You may be sure 
that inroads into the practice 
of medicine will be made in­
creasingly forceful in tlie fu 
lure. 

There is a subtle breakdown 
of the traditional barriei's be­
tween the professional and non-
profession workers in the medi­
cal field which will ultimately 
lead to a decline in the quality 
of men seeking entrance to 

medical schools. 
What intelligent, ambitious 

young'man can reasonably be 
expected to commit himself to 
four years of college, four 
years of medical school, one 
year o£ internship, and five 
years of siJCeialty training 
when, with a Iittie fast talk and 
advertising in the Yellow Pages 
he too can be- a "doctor," "a 
marriage counselor" or 'any­
thing else he chooses to call 
himself except a "M.D.'t? 

In part, the-medical profes­
sion is to blame for the unfor-
lunate experience which ycu 
and your wife have suffered. 
Physicians arc not sufficiently 
zealous in defending the rights 
of patients to be protected 
against swindlers.

This would allow anyone 
who is working and is' sentenc­
ed for a minor act to continue 
his employment," Boos said.

for a number of years." 

Court officials viewed the pro 
gram as very useful in non 
support cases and oilier offens 
cs where a prisoner may be 
fined or required lo pay funds 
to someone.

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Babson Park, Mass., Because 
of the multl-billibn-dollar losses 
in stock values since late May, 
many have asked me how the 
stock market will affect col­
lege enrollments. Will parents 
be able to meet college ex 
penses, or will students be with 
di'awn and enrollments slump? 

No one knows how many par-
cnts have suffered serious loss­
es in the market. But I suspect 
some parent-investors may find 
It difficult to put their hands 
on large amounts of ready 
cash this fall. We know that 
many parents have been invest­
ing in stocks because fixed-
income securities just haven't 
seemed to keep pace with ris 
ing educational costs. 

College authorities tell mc 
that parents who have sizeable 
investments tend lo give their 
children I'elatively rich college 
budgets. These often include 
late-model cars, generous sums 
for personal services and 
amusement items. 

Heavy cutbacks could be 
made in budgets of this kind 
without sacrificing education! 
Most college financial officers 
believe also that wilh the great 
variety of college loan pro­
grams no worthy student will 
be forced out of college for lack 
of funds. 

Parents With No Stocks 
I am considerably more con 

cerned about another group of 
parents — those in the $5,000-
$15,0(JO income bracket. College 
financial officers tell me lhat 
the financial statements sub­

mitted by these parents when 
their children apply for loans or 
scholai'ships indicate a general 
ly serious financial situation. 
Very few own stocks, — have 
perhaps a few shares of Mutuai 
Funds. 

Most carry heavy mortgag-
es and are paying for late-
model jars j ^ f of current 
earnings. An appalling num-
ber either have no savings 
accounts, or at best but a few 
hundred dollars. 
I am glad to say that many 

carry some life insurance. They 
do what they can toward the 
education of son or daughter. 
However, if any great number 
in this group were to be thrown 
out of work or if the many 
working mothers in these fami­
lies should lose employment, 
college enrollments Infglit be af­
fected. 

The Thirties and the Sixties 
Coiiege enroiimcnts in 1927-38 

totaied 1,053,955. In '28-'29 (tiie 
panic year) enroiimcnts did not 
drop, but increased liy 24,000. 
And in '30-'31 another 27,000 
were added, for a total of some 
1,127,000. Not until 1932-33 was 
tlio crash reflected in enroll­
ments, and that was but a 5','! 
drop.

look place in the lOliO's. Most 
home inorlgages arc guaranle-
cd. Miiny now iiidiislries — such 
as electronics, chemicals, and 
the preparedness effort — have _ 
made our economy considtT-*" 
ably more dynamic. By law 
(Fcdei-al Employment Act of 
1946) tile, government is obl ig- ' 
ed to try to offset tieprcssive 
economic factors. 

The Problem: The Small 
Privatsly Endowed Coiiege 

College cnroiimenls have tripi 
ied since 1929-30, to over 
3,500,000 in 1960. Dr. Ronald 
Thompson, an aulhority on col­
lege liopuhitioii projections, es­
timates that this fall's enroll-
mcnls will reach 4,234,769. By 
1965, his studies predict, 5,206,-
-193 will bo enrolled; and by 
1975, 8,480,676! The question is 
not one of the effect of the 
current market gyrations on i 
1962-63 enrollments, bul rather 
of how lo find the faculties and 
facilities to meet the fantastic 
increase in demand. 

The real developing problem 
is this: Public colleges and uni­
versities supported by taxes arc 
already increasing their facili­
lics at a rapid rate. 

Small privately ' endowed 
"liberal arls" colleges will be 
harder anil harder pres.scd to 
compete ... or even to maintain 
wliat tliey already have. There 
must lie considerably more fi- • 
nancial support of the .small pri­
vately endowed "liberal arts" 
college.

Last month the council re-
held the first hearing — to de-
terniine the necessity of tlie 
special assessment district for 
the paving project. 

Monday night's iieai'ing ivill 
be to review any objeclions to 
the speciai as.sessment, deter­
mine how tiie assessment will 
be made against each parcel 
of properly in tho disli'iel, 
and dii'ect the assessor to pre­
pare a special assessment roll. 

The council will have to hold 
a third hearing later to ap­
prove lhc special assessment 
roll and order the application 
to be resubmitted to the niun-
lcipal finance coiilmissIon.
