While the finisliiiij; touches have not bc-c-n applictl, 
the city council was given a snc.ik prcvit-w of wliiii lo ex­
pect when tlic wraps arc taken off ilie repori and the 
public is given an opportunity to coiisiJcr the long-range 
Icconimcfidations for our com in unity. 

Without revealing detniis, it can be said iliat ilie 
report is t.xrremcly conclusive and delves iiiio basic goal.s, 
conimunity characteristics, population projtciions, new con­
cepts for business area, residcniiai and indusirial poieniials, 
a thoroughfare and street plan, plus areas for schools, park.s 
and rccreation. 

Tlic planners have taken a long, siiidied look ar ilic 
future and liave rccoiiimcndc-d guide lines for the future 
progress of our coninumiry. The work has been done in 
relative obscurity with tlic assistance of a professional plan­
ner who also assists Northville township and is therefore 
.iwarc of mutual problems and can offer advice where 
singleness of purpose is needed. 

In Ihe not too distant future this pian will he leaily 
for puiilic presentation. 

We mention it now for two reasoii.s. 
First we believe diat George Zerbel's planning com­

mission deserves public recognition for iis ouisiaiidiiig job. 
The work is tedious and tiiiie-consiiining. lis only rewards 
are the knowledge a genuine contriiniiion is being made 
toward the future welfare of the communiiy. 

Secondly, I believe it is particularly iniporiant now 
that local businessmen (and'citizens iiiieresied In what lies 
alie.id for Northville) know that tiieir government is de­
voting serious study to this problem. 

The closer one becomes lo the mailer nf iireserving 
and pianning for a iicaitliy, prosperous cniiimiinily, the 
greater becomes the realization that aelinu is needed. 

And when one recognizes that In less than two years 
a S20 million shopping center featiirini; some of ihc na­
tion's leading merchandisers and providing p.irkiiig spares 
foi '1,000 cars wili be scarcely 10 miiv.ites away, talk iliat 
"Northviile has plenty of parking and ad'.-.|uaie shopping 
facilities" sounds hollow, indeed-

port, when announced, will he digesied slowly and that 
would-be critics remember i ; is -i recoinmi-nJaiii)n for long 
range guide posts. 

And acknowledge, too, that (niiside developments'may 
dictate prompter action on .some aspecis of the plan lhan 
may have seemed necess:iry when the planners began.

ancient times. Bible students 
will remember how the "Wise 
men" 2060 .vcai's ago brought 
"gold, frankincense, and myrrh' 
lo the Christ Child. The leniples 
of Aloses, Mecca, and Buddha 
are decorated in gold. Gold has 
;ilways beeeii sought after be­
cause i l has an indcsli'uctibilily, 
sc;ircity, and beauty wliicli no 
other metal possesses. 

The world is getting "small­
er" due fo advances in trans 
]iorlalion and communication. 
Some day an Inlei'nalional cur­
rency system will be inevitable, 
and gold will probably be the 
basis. The present excitement 
over Telstar is further proof of 
what lies ahead. 

Devalualion of the Dollar 
Gold is widely discussed al 

this lime because of ils I'clation 
lo llie value, and possible dc 
valuation, of our dollar. Some 
licojile talk as if "by a nod from 
the President", the world's eco­
nomic troubles would cease, bul 
it is not so simple. Among the 
reasons: (1) Al l the other lead­
ing countries would also "de-
vakialc" their dollar (or equi-
valenl) .... (Franklin Roosevelt 
learned this 25 years ago); (2) 
there is now no agreement a-

mong llic nations as to an In­
ternalionai currency and ils re­
lationship to their own domestic 
currency; (3) tlic question <is lo 
our own budget and deficit must 
be resolved in advance; (4) the 
olher nations could raise their 
tariffs against us; and finally, 
(5) President ICennedy pro­
claims he will prevent devalua­
tion with a big "No" . 

For these and other reasons, 
I now believe that this "deval­
uation" talk will be harmful to 
lhe slock market and surely to 
the price of good bonds. On the 
other hand, devaluation would 
increase our "paper" reserves 
and aulomatically reduce our aid 
to underdeveloped countries. 

Theoi-eticaily, agreements cou-
Id now be made with the large 
banks of other countries which 
would, for the present, quash all 
talk of devaluation. This could 
be helpful lo the U.S. stock mar 
ket, especially if the bankers will 
take Presidenl Kennedy serious 
ly. 

F^ar of Losing Gold 
Alany people feel that the very 

talk in Congress of "devalua 
tion" would cause foreign banks 
to withdraw their gold. But with­
out the consent of Congress, 
President Kennedy could — by 

bargo on gold. This, of course, 
he would do simultaneously with 
recommending "devaluation" lo 
Congress. With all the Presi­
dent's (Jlher iroubles, l doubt if 
he would now do either. 
Oniy Two Real Political "Cures" 

After several weeks of no gold 
loss, foreign takings of our 
dwindling gold stock have a 
gain accurred. This loss simply 
points up the ineffectiveness of 
government efforts so far. In 
deed, the immediale impact of 
our problem has been blunted 
by certain fortuitous develop-
menls in recent weeks. Collapse 
of the Canadian dollar caused a 
sharp demand of American dol­
lars, France repaid some $300 
million I'n remaining Marshall 
Plan loans. 

However, there Is an end lo 
this.type of onesliot relief. What 
is needed is a cure for the 
causes. Proposed iiiking of in­
terest rates for foreign deposits 
held here is a step in the right 

higii enough to cover 
There is no other way. 

My Personal Solution 
If I were President Kennedy 

I should be honest wilh all na­
tions of the worid and make an 
active effort to increase the sup­
ply of gold. This wouid help 
Canada and also Africa in their 
present difficulties, it also might 

be considered a friendly gesture 
by Russia, which has much gold 
underground. This would lower 
the free market for gold, which 
is what wc should have. 

Then as the supply of gold 
increased, our dollar would bo 
slowly devaluated without hurt­
ing any country, o r course, the 
"silver slates" might put up a 
cry against this. 
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direction — but again it is 
palliative. No matter how much 
we pay foreigners to hold dol 
lars here, it will not prevent 
tlicni from converting to gold 
if they lose confidence in our 
dollar. Wc have got lo cut our 
foreign outlays or build up our

i\ly mother Is 54 and my fa 
tlier is 62. For many years 
llicy have operated a grocery 
store and meat market in the 
iicigliboriiood wiierc my two 
brothers and I grew up. 

i l has been touch and go for 
them since the siiperniaI'kets 
put the little man out of busi­
ness, but Ihcy can manage by 
working long hours lo make a 
living and stay out of debt. My 
mollicr has always worked in 
lhe store right along side of my 
dad. 

For the past year they have 
been talking and planning about 
selling liie stoic and moving lo 
Caiifornia wiiere my oldest bro­
llier lives. Tiiey decided they 
would put lhe store up for sale 
last February, and as soon as 
i l was sold they would leave. 
Then on Christmas Eve my fa 
Iher had a heart attack. It was 
a real bad one and he was in 
Ihe hospilal for six weeks, and 
ecery day the doctor never gave 
my niolher or me one word of 
encouragement. He lold us how 
bad it was and that my father 

could die any time. And to 
make it worse, we know that 
every minute of every day lie 
is living on borrowed time. 

My father is a philosophical 
man witli a lot of religious failh 
and his illness hasn't bothered 
him a lot. He just shrugs it off 
and says that "when the Lord 
is ready He' l l call mc." But-my 
mother Is having a nervous 
breakdown I think. She com­
plains all the time about pains 
in all sorts of places and when 
her doctor tries to help her, he 
finds his hands tied for she re­
acts so badly to all kinds of 
drugs, they make her even 
sicker than she was in the first 
place. She's up half the night 
pacing the floor, or when she's 
not doing that, she keeps wak­
ing my dad up "to see if lie's 
sli l l alive." Yet sometimes she 
can be as clear and as sharp 
as a bell and she's got me com 
ing and going! Everything we 
want to do for her she turns 
down; everything we suggest 
she claims she can't do. She 
won't try to help herself and 
yet keeps insisting that she 
needs help. 

The doctor told her she had 
to sec a psychiatrist and now 
she's furious with him because, 
she says, he thinks she's crazy. 
I don't know about these thuigs 
and I certainly would appreci 
ate your help.

Dear Ernie: 
The difficulty you describe is 

another variant of one with 
which every physician is fa­
miliar. A woman in her 50's 
who has never before reported 
any difficulties, suddenly and 
sometimes causelessly "goes 
all to pieces." 

In your mother's case, the 
illness ot your father, the ever 
present threat of his sudden 
death, and the disappointment 
in her plans to go West lo 
take up life anew arc all pret­
ty obvious preclpltants. Bul 
these unfortunate eireumstanees 
are by no means lo be consider 
ed tile cause for her anxiety. 

Unknown lo others, your mo 
ther has been suffering severe 
emotionardifficulties for many 
years. No doubt she employed 
every source al her command 
to avoid recognizing this fact 
lIerself. One of tliese defensive 
measures was the necessity to 
work long and continuous hours, 
for without her work she should 
have surely fallen overtly i l l 
years ago. Il is as though she 
made a compromising bargain 
with herself and agreed to 
work hard as long as she was 
spared anxiety. 

And once the defense of work 
was removed, then all of her 
psychic energy, so suddenly set 
free, attached ilseif to her un 
derlying problems and brought 
them sharply and dramatically 
into focus. It Is characteristic 
of such unfortunates whose de 
fcnscs have been overwhelmed 
by anxiety to be incapable of 
doing anything to help them-
selves. They often cannot tol­
erate returning to work though 
this would be Ihe very best 
thing for them, 

At every suggestion they find 
in objeclion. They Ijave so far 
•egresscd that, like children, 

they have to be told and order­
ed lo do what would be of great­
est help. You mother, I have no 
doubt, needs hospitalization and 
needs it now and urgently. She 
cannot be successfully treated 
outside of an institution ade­
quately staffed to provide oc-
cupational therapy, recreation­
al therapy, and all of the other 
adjunetivc therapies with which 
every first class mental hos 
pital Is staffed to ^provide for 
the patient. 

After a period of hespilaliza 
tion it will be clearer whether 

not she will I'cquirc a speci­
fic kind of somatic therapy. I 
rather suspect that her psychi­
atrist will recoinincnd electro-
shock therapy, but it Inay be 
possible thai wilh some of the 
newer drugs, this may be 
avoided altogether.

CommuIiity or junior colleges 
have been sharply increasing 
in number throughout the- coun­
try, but Michigan Education As 
sociation officials report many 
people do not know the pui-pose 
or function of the institutions. 

Generally the junior colleges, 
Ijitciehangeably called com: 
munity colleges, are operated by 
municipalilies, school districts, 
special junior college dislricls, 
or as off-campus branches of 
four-year colleges or universi­
ties. . 

The offering at such an In­
stitution Is a post-high school 
educ.ition, usually in a two-
year program of a terminal 
nature or ss prepardton for 
further study at a four-year 
college or university. 

Sludenls at .a typical junior 
college will include high school 
graduates who want two, rath­
er than four, years ot educalion; 
those evontually bound for a 
four-ycar college; housewives 
interested in homemaking, child 
care, general education, or pre­
paration for rc-employment. 

Others will be workers who 
want lo improve their skills, 
prepare for advancement, gain 

vocational experience, or ex­
pand their general education. 
Also studying at such institu­
tions will be young adults who 
did not graduate from high 
school or study part time • to 
earn a college diploma; or sen­
ior citizens seeking new inter­
ests. 

Advantages of a junior col 
lege, both from the standpoint 
of location and curriculum, arc 
many, according to George F . 
Hancin, public relations direc­
tor for the Michigan Educalion 
Association. 

These Include allowing e 
transition from secondary 
school ilo college, eliminating 
the-eniotional strain of leav-
ing family and friends; lower 
costs of education; and good 
choice of courses for persons 
who want to enter one of the 
technical occupations. 
Junior colleges also are at­

tractive institutions - for "late 
bloomers," Hancin said. These 
students with college-level abil 
ilies but low high school grades 
can prove themselves by doing 
well in a junior college and 
thereby win acceptance to 
senior college/ 
. Iiancin "said counseling facil­

ities are usually more adequate 
than "in senior colleges also. 
This is generally true because 
faculhr members at junior col­
leges usually are more readily 
available for counsel and ad­
vice. ' 

"Let the buyer beware." This 
rule of old was never more true 
than In" the'modern world, ac 
cording to Atty. Gen. Frank J , 
Kelley. 

A division of KcUcy's office, 
the Consumer Protection Divi­
sion, was formed about two 
years ago to warn consumers 
about irregular or fraudulent 
business practices being perpe­
trated In .Michigan. 

One of the most recent 
practices bi-qught to the di­
vision's attention Involves 
what officials have termed 
"the shell game." as applied 
to houses. 
"Nothing down, nothing to 

pay untii Oetobei'," marks an 
oft-used sales gimmick in many 
fieids today. To the Consumer 
Protection Division, this sales 
pitch is a warning in itself. 

In the housing sales field, the 

tactic is particularly widespread James M . liare conducts a ser-
when dealing with purchases of 
shell homes. The shell homes 
generally have a finished ex­
terior but unfinished or semi 
finished interior. 

"Many buyers of this in­
creasingly popular type of 
home have found that tho last, 
or 'sudden death' payment, sud­
denly goes sky-high." Kelley 
warned 

One contract noted by the 
Consumer Protection Division 
called for a $5,300 contract to 
be financed by payments of $39. 
The final payment, however 
eame to $3,900 and brought the 
entire contract cost lo $8,470, 
wilh $3,170 of it in interest 
charges. 

Highway safety is a full-time 
.job for many people in the 
state. Police officers, state and 
local safety officials and others 
spend the better part of their 
lives trying to encourage pub 
lie awareness of the need for 
safety.. 

Every year Seeretai'y of Stale 

ies of regional traffic safely con­
ferences on behalf of the Gov­
ernor to empluisi'/.e the need 
for citizen support of safety 
measures. 

The current year death loll 
on Michigan's highwa.ys is 
down somewhat from the lniil 
fatality count, but the number 
of auto accidents and injuries 
has increased. 

"There is lillle doubt in my 
mind that one of the major 
reasons for our declining fatali­
ty toll is our rapidly growing 
freeway sysleiii whicii avoids 
head-on and cross-traffic crash­
es," Hare said. 

This year's regional confer­
ences, scheduled in Grand Hav­
en, Paw Paw, Iron Mnunlain, 
Cheboygan, Mount Pleasant, 
and Birmingham, will eniphu-
size the effect of modern high­
ways on Iraffic accidents. 

Tlie liighways of tomorrow 
can be even heller and safer 
if we determine to make it so 
with an across-the-board aciion 
pi'Ogram," Hare said.

While the arguments between 
lhe property owners are the 
same and are just as strong, 
both faclions agree, as does the 
council, that the paving project 
is necessary and lhal special 
assessments are the only way 
lo go aboul i l . 

The only question which re-> 
mains is llie method of charg­
ing the special assessments. 
This is the only question the 
council left undecided al the 
end ot Monday night's hearing 
— the second of three. 

After voting to order Assess­
or Harold Ackiey to prepare a 
special assessment roll, the 
foiincil set an unofficial date 
of October 1 as the deadline. 

Between now and then, eoun-
eilmen agreed, they will work 
with Ackiey to investigate pos­
sible formulas of special assess­
ment charges to give some re-
lief to cul-de-sac owners with 
out increasing appreciably the 
cost to the olher property own­
ers. 

One possibility is a form-
ula outlined by Councilman 
Donald Young which receiv-
ed general cursory approval 
of the council and? residents 
from bo'Ji sides. ̂  ( 
•He suggested a reduction of' 

about 25 per cent to the cul-de-
sac owners, spreading the ex­
tra cost over the rest of the 
lots. He estimated this would 
mean an increase of only eight -
or nine per cent to the other 
ov/ners. 

Young explained that he feels, 
as did tho council when it first 
finished consideration of the 
matter, that the per-lot assess­
ment is the most fair because 
lhe benefit of the paving im­
pi'ovemcnt is about evenly 
spread throughout the subdi­
vision. 

"The person who lives at the 
end of the street has the ad­
vantage ot a good road to his 
front door," Young pointed out, 
"and the resident who Uves 
near the start ot the road has 
the advantage of nol having 
dusl, stones, road sail and oth­
er nuisances from all the traf­
fic which passes his house to 
reach the end of the slreel." 

Young added, however, that 
it's apparent the cul-de-sac own-
ef's have already paid some­
thing for their paving, and said . 
he feels Ihey should receive 
some relief. 

A member of the audience 
then pointed out lhat per-foot 
costs of inipi'oving the srccts 
vary among the streets because 
each is in a different state of 
condition. He asked why the 
subdivision couldn't be split in­
to two special assessment dis­
tricts. 

CIsrk Mrs. Mable Ash point­
ed out lhat the petitions for. 
the project came from the 
entire subdivision, and to spli ' 
it now would mean going 
through the entire process 
twice more. 
"The village has already 

spent $1,400 on tho project," she 
reported, "and I doubt that 
those who live on cheaper-to-
repair streets would save any­
thing liy the lime the cost ot 
going through the entire pro­
cess again is added to present 
cosls." 

Council President Joseph Cru­
pi pointed out there are sever­
al more ways the assessments 
could bc matlc and suggested 
lhe council's laler considei'a-
lion of each method. 

The Oclober deadline was 
agreed upon after Ackiey point­
ed out that the best time to gel 
bids would be just after the 
first of tho year and that it 
would probably take at least 
two months lo get the request 
through the finance commis-
sion.

These Michigan varieties arc 
excoiiont for fresh eating, can­
ning and freezing. The variety 
you use depends on your per­
sonal preference. 

Select peaches which arc 
bright and fresh in appearance, 
have some blush, and a back­
ground color that is cither yel­
lowish or creamy. Peaches sho­
uld be fairly firm, but not hard. 
Firm, ripe peaches have a mcl 
low texture, a natural peach 
goodness and can be held from 
three to four days for fresh use. 

How many peaches do you 
need to buy lo seI've your fam­
ily? Two pounds of poaches will 
make four 'A cup servings of 
sliced peaches or one 8-inch pic. 

One bushel of peaches will 
yield 32-48 pints, canned or fro­
zen. The number of pints de­
pends on the quality and size 
of peaches, whether the peaches 
are sliced or halved, and 
how closely you pack the peach­
es in the conlainer. If you pay 
$3-$4 a bushel for frosii peaciies 
to can or freeze, each pint will 
cost 15-17 cents.

Bring out Ihc chef's hat for 
Dad because cooking on Ihe 
outdoor rolisserie can be easy 
and fun when a few facts are 
k(\pl in mind. 

Start Iho charcoal fire in ad­
vance — allow 45 minutes for 
lhe coais io become complotely 
gray-hot. 

i''or a fast start, use this 
method to get Ihc fire going: 
Punch large holes in a No. 16 
c;rn, spaced about 1 inch from 
lhe bollom. Remove the bol-
tom and top 6f can. Piace the 
can, bottom edge down, in the 
fire howi. Fi l l the can wllh bri-
(|uets and soak wiih lighting 
fluid, then light the fire. When 
the briquets are covered with 
gray ash, remove with longs. 
Arrange tiie iiriquels at tiie 
rear of the fii-e bowl. Attach 
rod with meat and start mo­
tor. Place drip pan under the. 
meat. 

l ^ r even, moderate cooking, 
start with a small amount of 
charcoal and add more as need­
ed. Tender cuts of meat are 
iiest for rotissorie cooking, 
sucii as: a iamb roiled icg 
roast, smoked liam roil, beef 
rolled rump roast;-rib-eye i-oast, 
pork boneless roast, sparcribs 
or lamb riblets. Frankfurters 
or smoked sausages arc de­
licious when cooked in a tum 
bling basket over a charcoal 
fire. 

For easy turning and even 
cooking on the rotissorie, place 
lhe meal carefully on the I'od. 
For good rosulls with a — 

Roast: Insert rod, length­
wise through center of roast 
and lest for balance by rotat­
ing In palm of hands. Fasten 
the meat securely so that it 
turns only with the rod. 

Ribs: Weave lhe rod in and 
out of ribs (spai-eribs or lamb 
riblets) forming accordion folds 
and keeping ribs in balance for 
smooth turnirjg and oven cook­
ing. Tighten screws with piiers. 

Cooking time will vary. A l ­
low l-l'/a hours for spareribs 
to 3'/:!-5 hours for a large beef 
boneless rib roast. A .meal ther­
mometer is the most accuI-ato 
guide lo doneness. The meat 
will continue to cook after be­
ing removed from tlic heat. Re­

move lhe meat from heat and 
lake off rod when therniome-
ler registers 5 degrees below 
desired doneness. 

Meals cooked on the rotissor­
ie may be basted during the en­
tire cooking time or the last 
half hour of the cooking period. 
When the basting sauce con­
tains sugar, apply during the 
latter part of the cooking time 
to prevent burning.

Lansing — In case you liave 
lhc impi'ession lhal school board 
meetings ai'e boring — full of 
dry discussions of pencil pur 
chasing — it's not so. When you 
.ittend a school board meeting 
yoii may find yourself listening 
to discussions about safety ed­
ucation, a projecled site for a 
new school, or adding a foreign 
ianguage to the cuiTiculum. 

School board meetings are 
personally important to you 
— after all, their decisions 
affect you and your child in 
so many ways. 

The Michigan and National 
Kducation Association.s report 
on -some of the problems lhal 
our modern-day school hoards 
may be asked to solve. 

'Shall wc add lliissian lo the 
curriculum?" 

A school board, deciding whe­
ther lo staI'l foreign language 
study in lhe elementary grades, 
finds that a variety of prob-
lems have lo be solved. What 
age is bc.sl for learning a new 
language? (The board brings in 
experts for advice.) How much 
will lhe program cost? (The 
superintendent reports on the 
experience of other scliool sys­
tems with foreign language pro­
grams.) Are good teachers 
available? (The superintendent 
explores lhe local supply). Will 
it be possible tn continue the 
program thi'ough junior and 
senior high schooi? Board racm 
hers might talk informally with 
individual parents, sot up a cit 
izens' advisory committee, and 
ask parcnt-tcacliers associations 
to discuss the question. When a 
board considers a new idea of 
this kind, the community helps 
them make the decision. 

"You mean three more teach-
ers are leaving?" 

Most school boards and sup­
erintendents devote a large 
amount of lime lo finding and 
keeping personnel and estab­
lishing clear-cut personnel poli­
cies. When tlic teachers arc 
happy, feel secure in their work 
and have opportunities to work 
at a professional level, the 
whole study body benefits. That 
is why you will hear your 

boai'd giving serious considcra-
lion to such items as reduction 
of classroom size, improvement 
of the salary schedule, or lo 
summer employment for leach-
ers. 

"Is a two-story building more 
economical?" 

When a school board is in 
the middio of a school construe-
lion program, you'll jirobably 
hear C|uestians like these around 
the confci-encc lablc: Shall we 
cut cornei-s so we can build 
today, or wait until we have 
more money and u.w materials 
that will lasl longer? Should 
more space be given lo science 
laboi-alories? Do we have a 
good arcbitecl? Is the sile the 
liest one available? Architects, 
builders, school planning ex­
perts, citizens' committees, and 
the professional staff all are 
called ui'ion for advice when a 
school boai-d faces one of Its 
most complicalcd problems — 
how to build schools that wi 
serve the childi-en well and 
give the comnuinity real value 
for its expenditure.

Dependant upon the outcome 
of Monday's vote, taxpayers 
will return to the polls the fol­
lowing week to decide two oth­
er proposals.

Attorneys for the school (iiics-
tioned the legality of the words 
"instead of any additional vot­
ed operating funds." They in­
dicated the elcclion might bo 
upset by Ihc court because 
this wording would lend to dis­
franchise those voting on the 
5-mlll proposal. 

In other words, if the "trans­
fer proposition" carried i l would 
cancel out the voting result on 
the 5-mill proposition even if 
the latter carried by a subslan-
ially larger margin. 

On the other hand, transfer 
proponents wonder if the 5-mill 
proposal will constitute a dis­
franchisement, if the 5-mlll 
projiosition is approved, some 
feci tho second eiectlon will 
serve no useful purpose since 
operational money will be pro­
vided without transfer of funds. 
Others question the wisdom in 
placing both "transfer" pi'o-
posals on the same ballot. 

School officials have stated 
that both will appear on the 
ballot since a petition cannot 
be withdrawn except by per­
mission of each of its signers.

iPaton, University of Michigan 
professor emeritus of account-
^ g and economics. 

Paton suggests rclocaling ur-
baji housing and proddction fa­
cilities' iji critical industries with 
a view to improving our chanc­
es of carryiig on it the event 
of an all-oiit nuclear iiUack in a 
recent issiie of "The Micliigan 
.Quarterly Review." 

"It is not too difficult to en­
visage an entire cily area, in­
cluding transportation approach 
es and thc necessary means of 
movement within the cily, both 
horizontally and yerlically, and 
all necessary services, under-
ground. 

Modern engineering Is fully 
up to thc chore pf designing and 
constructing such an area, as 
evidenced by existing tunnels, 
subway systems, mines, and 
underground plants and storage 
facilities." ' • 

Paten points out that the 
underground city would not 
be paralyzed by hurricane or 
blizzard, 'nor be faced with 
the problem' ef snow removal 
(eircept i t major entrances). 

In geticral, the underground 
city should not exceed three or 
four stories in depth, although 
in special cases a depth of ten 
or more stories may be practi­
cal', Paton believes. 

Problems of design are mini­
mized In the underground bouse 
Paton adds, " F o r the single 
family a striOtly one-floor un­
derground is recommended.

"The roof of the garage could 
be raised above ground level i ^ 
couple of feel and be used as a\ 
sun deck for members of the 
family especially addicted to 
sunliglil. 

"I 'm nol forgetting the pos-
slbilily of tlic family periscbpc 
as a means of taking an oc­
casional peek al the Irees and 
flowers on Ihe surface!" *' 

In conclusion, Paton takes 
note of the psychological and 
other difficulties in the way of 
Ihc development of a widespread 
inlcrest in underground housing 
bul he suggests lhal attiludes 
may cli.ipge and lhat "conceiv­
ably, on llic basis of a modest 
ryoul here and there, the un­

derground home, wilh its many* 
intrinsic advantages, may some 
day become a popular form of 
rciiidence."

They acted promptly to intercept a "gunman" headed 
for Northville.

But the incident focuses atlention on another area 
problem. It look place in Ihe lownshlp, where city police 
are without jurisdiction. 

The officers guessed — and accurately — that young­
sters as 'described in the radio report might go to a drive-
in. After checking in the city limiis, they proceeded to the 
township. They hoped to intercept trouble before it bc-
cinie serious. 

It IS not the first time that local officers have vio­
lated boundary jurisdiction — either by request or emer­
gency. 

It may be time for city and township officials to work 
our some agreement to cover such circumstances. The city 
attorney has wisely pointed out that a matter of liability 
exists. Would local officers be covered in the event of in­
jury or death outside thc jurisdictional limits of their 
duty area.'

rible time. In the last year my 
mother died of cancer, my fa­
ther committed to a mental hos 
pital because he's senile and 
no one can handle him any 
more, and my husband doesn't 
seem to -care for me like he 
once did.' There has never 
been ai-lot-between us, but it 
has been a pretty good mar­
riage and" we've gotten along. 

I feel so much guilt and re­
morse the way I've hurt every­
one. Throe years ago I met a 
man where 1 work. You ean just 
feel sometimes how something 
is going to happen, and it did. 
I went out with him and then 
we started lo have an affaiL I 
thought I had found everything 
that was precious to me in life 
— everything that meant any 
thing to me in this relation­
ship. He was everything I ever 
wanted. 

Then one day a couple of 
weeks ago his wife called me 
and told me there would be no 
divorce; that she was Catholic 
and that she wasn't going to 
give up her religion just so the 
two of us could be happy. Then 
this man told me — I guess \ 
always knew it was coming — 
that he had decided to go back 
lo his church and that our re­
lationship must come to an end. 

I was crushed. I felt a ter­
rible loneliness roll over me 
and I realized I had come to 
the end of the line and there 
was nothing to do but get off. 
My husband doesn't know that 
this was a bed-affair. He thinks 
we were just friends because I 
never stayed away nights with 
this man, but would only see 
him at lunch time, or an hour 
after work, and then we'd be 

together on my day ofL 
I feel a little better since 

am home, but I slii i yearn for 
him and my heart aches. I get 
so nervous and I feel so guilty 
everytime someone calls up to 
ask me how I am. I just can' 
say I had an asthma attack be-
cause people know it was some 
thing more than that. Is there 
any way I can get help for my 
self, because if I ever needed 
it, I need it now.

Dear Virginia: 
It sounds to me that, you 

have been chasing a "wiU-o 
Ihe-wisp" a long time and that 
your discomfort Is presently 
more out of frustration tlian 
anxiety. Undoubtedly you are 
so angry at your paramour' 
decision to finally follow the 
saner dictates of his conscience 
that you could have killed him 

You chose, however, without 
even being aware that such 
choice had been made, to turn 
thc anger resulting from your 
Hiilter frustration and disap 
pointmcnt against yourself. You 
did nol, of course, really want 
to die and, as a matter of 
fact, most suicide attempts fail 
because they were intend­
ed to succeed, and those which 
do succeed do so largely be-
cause of miscalculation or ac 
cident on the part of the person 
who appears to be seeking his 
own destruction. 

I cannot and should not offer 
comment on the morality of 
your behavior. It is evident 
that you are emotionally dis 
turbed and that severe, distor­
tions have occurred in your 
values which permitted you to 
live the double life you have 
for so long a time. Even though 
you are a disturbed person, it 
is not so certain that you can 
be helped by psychiatric treat-
ment. For it seems to me and I 
stand to be corrected, that you 
write more because you are still 
suffering from the recent loss 
you have sustained rather than 
from an inner conviction of the 
need to understand yourself. 

Psychotherapy can be of help 
to people, but only in a partie-
ular and special way of help-
lng people help themselves. It 
makes no demands but only en-
courages each person to define 
his own life and to live his own 
beliefs. 

I noted that you pass ovei; 
and barely mention your hui 
band (except casually). You ig-
nore so completely how he 
might be affected by your scur-
rylng about looking for self 
gratification, but I wonder if 
maybe you aren't missing 
something? It is entirety pes-
sible, you. know, that you have 
been looking outside of your 
marriage for something that 
was to be found a l l along with 
in it. -. - , _ 

In any event, you would be 
well advised to gfet in touch 
with your famiiy physician and 
ask him to recommend a psy-
chotherapist to you.

A part-time Northvijle auxil 
iary police officer shot and kill­
ed his wife early Tuesday morn-
ing, and then turned his gun 
upon himself. 

Found dead in his apartment 
bedroom just seconds after he 
shot himself with ii .410 g.iune 
ihorg'Mi wiis Ernest D. Sandy, 
i l . of l O i North Rogers street. 

Sandy had shot his wife Lor 
ella aboiIt ,an ,h£ii,i; .earlier as 
slie 'vCas • ahoiif' to'''Onter the 
Highland Park drug company 
warehouse in which slie work 
cd. 

Witnesses told Highland Park 
police Sandy had stopped his 
wife in a parking lot al about 
7 a.m. Tuesday. They said he 
grabbed her around the neck, 
shot lior in the chesl and shol 
her again in the "back as she 
fell lo the ground. 

Sandy then turned his .38 
caliber pistol upon himself, in 
flicting a non-fatal wound . in 
the lower chest. He tried ihe 
gun again, but it did not fire, 
so he walked back to his car 
and drove lo Northville. Police 
discovered later the pistol had 
been only partially loaded, aiid 
he had no more ammunition. 

The machinery of police 
detection swung into action, 
and v/h!le Ssndy was return-
ing to Nor hville, officials 
traced his car and notified 
Northville police of the shoot-
ings.

lleinlz, who had talked with 
Santly at about 4 a.m. Tues­
day morning, but had noticed 
no indiealioa of trouble, was 
senl lo the Rogers street ad­
dress al about 7:45, but no 
one was there.
