Emphasis should also be plac-
ed on the importance of the
well-known axiom, “He profits
most who serves hest.” It is
possible to make large profits
without undue risk, the inves-
tor should have for his primary
objective ' the rendering of ser-
vice,

Sandy then turned his .38
caliber pistol upon himself, in-
flicting a non-fatal wound ;in
the lower chest. He tried the
gun again, but it did not fire,
so he walked back to his car
and drove to Northville. Police
discovered later the pistol had
heen only partially loaded, and
ke had no more ammunition,

The machinery of police
detCcetion swung into action,
and while Sandy was. return-
ing to Nor hville, officials
trac®d his car and notified
Northville police of the sheot-
ings, .
