Triiclj traffic tlirougli Nortiiviiie city streets became 
, the subject of discussion for tlie city council Monday niglit. 

Add the longer the conversation continued, the more 
t evident it became that there is no satisfactory solution, 
i There's only one ivay for norlli-soulli truck traffic to 

^ get through Northville. And It isn't likely that thc county 
, will spend the money to allcviale the condilion for many 
'. years. 

Center street is the thoroughfare. And most officials 
. believe that before a north-south by-pass is provided all 

parking will be removed from Center street to permit the 
increasing traffic load to pass more easily. 

Monday night the cily manager sug'gcstcd that Center 
street be design;ited as a "truck route" to prevent south­
bound trucks from turning left on Main street. It w.is also 
proposed that speed control signs should be posted and 
limits enforced. 

But whatever steps the city takes, the noise, congestion 
and confusion created by the huge trucks cannot be reduced. 

We agree willi Ihe manager that left turns onto Main 
street off Noi-ili Ccnler .ire dangerous. It would be an 
Improvement to control traffic where possible on tills 
single sired. 

It should be noted that the truck drivers themselves 
would happily iivoid Northville if a route existed. They 
have a job to perform and our narrow streets, traffic, stop 
lights and hills only make it more difficult. 

A proposal by the Northville planning commission to 
construct a highway connecting South Main street and 
Novi road was rejected by the comity as impractical and 
too expensive. 

It would appear that Norliiville officials would be 
well advised to continue - prodding and suggesting new 
routes.

Just now many families are 

moving to California, which is 
greatly profiting from the de-
fense industry, ineiuding the 
manufacture of missiles, air-
planes, submarines, and eiee 
tronics.

After graduating from high 
school or college, settle in a 
section which has great natural 
resources.

year, nearly 1,250 bills wore in­
troduced, setting a new record.

I belong to the P.T.A., a 
lodge, the Altar Guild, and two 
bridge clubs. My husband's 
work is important and respon 
sible. I keep up my house and 
bring up my children and read 
all the latest books to keep up 
with things. I have my own car 
and charge accounts in more 
places than I can think of. My 
husband loves me, my children 
love mc, but I guess I just 
don't love myself. I feel inade 
quale and ignorant. 

Of late, I've even felt ill at 
ease where before I've been 
comfortable in crowds. I'm. not 
happy and yet I have every­
thing lo be happy about. I feel 
like I am drifting — like I 
have 510 purpose in life. And yet 
I know I am useful and others 
depend upon me and need me. 
Somclimcs I feel nervous and 
anxious about little things or 
about things I don't even know 
about. My husband tried to en-
courage me and he boosts my 
morale a lot, but still l have 
that nagging, dark cloud hang-
ing over ine. Living is just no 
fun for me anymore. ' 

I don't know what troubles 
me. 1 have trouble sleeping at 
night but I don't know why. I 
keep imagining someone is-try 
ing to break into the house at 
night, even ttiough I know this 
can't be so. Do you think tliis 
could be llic menopause I'm 
in? I haven't noticed anything 
different, but I just wonder be-
cause I hear "the girls" talk-
ing about there being an early 
menopause. 

I know there arc lots of other 
women jusl like me, but still 
that doesn't help. You think I 
need lo see my doctor? I 
haven't had a check-up for a 
couple of years.

D'ar Jane: 

lt is not a bad idea to see 
your doctor for a "check-up''. 
But I don't think your doctor 
will be of much help with tlic 
nervous condition you describe, 
although he may give you tran­
quilizers. Some people buy Iran-
quilizcrs over thc counter at 
the drug store, but this is never 
advisable, since you take medi-
calion wilhout a doctor's super-
vision and recommendation and 
Ihis may be dangerous. 

Trnnquilizei-s wiil allay, liul 
nol get to the .source of the dif­
ficulty, and it may be that this 
will be all lliat you desire. But 

the therapeutic quality of the 
psychotherapy practiced by 
those who have neglected to 
have their own probicms iron­
ed out before they attempt to 
clear up the difficultics of oth­
ers. The success of psycho 
therapy is, in great measure, 
dependent not only on the cour-
Bgcous dcterihination of the pa­
tient to get well, but also on 
the knowledgful maturity of the 
doctor. 

You are suffering from a con 
dition common enough in all 
circumstances. In living situa-
tions less pleasant than your 
own it is easy to blame one's 
unhappiness on factors which 
are essentially irrelevant, bul 
nonetheless logical from tlie 
common sense point of view. 
You hit the'nail on tlic head 
when you said you do not love 
yourself. This, after all, is one's 
first obligation, for if you do 
not love, respect, and honor 
yourself, how can you know 
what it is to hold such feelings 
in a full measure towards oth­
ers? 

Something is amiss. Some­
where in your own personal ex 
perienccs, probably when you 
were very young, you began to 
find yourself "bad", or "unde­
sirable" or "missing some­
thing". Oniy in psychotherapy 
can the matter be resolved 
and you but waste your time to 
try other methods or to "do il 
yourself". Despite the fact that 
you demonstrably need such as 
sislance, only you can decide if 
you want such help and to pay 
the cost of it not only in money 
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(psychotherapy is of necessity 
expensive) but also in lime, 
energy, and emotional -wear 
and tear.

"These areas have succeed­
ed, not because they have rail­
roads, or raw materials, but 
because they have had reser­

Muelder contends the univcr-
sities in a state provide much 
of the attraction for research.

The Becl< niad drain. on'.R'n 
ally petitioned for after thr 
completion of the I-9:i express­
way, was ordered dropped bv -
snciii board nf inn'iiry nopo'n'-
ed iiy the Oakland ro'intv .cir­
cuit court nf'cr .sevcrni nro"prtv 
owners in thc area objected to 
th" nrn-"rf. 

As nriginnlly planned, the 
drain would have taken surface 
run-off eolloctini! in the area nf 
Recit road, 12 Mile road and 
Ihc expressway to the Davis 
drain, which flows into the 
Walled Lake basin of the Rouge 
River valley. 

' After the court-apnointed 
board ruled in favor of Ihe ob­
jectors ina!)58, the county.-drain 
commission billed Wixom and 
Novi for a portion of the $13,708 
il says was spent on prelimin­
ary cngineei'ing for the pro­
ject. 

Wixom agreed last winter 
it would pay its bill, but the 
Novi village council balked 
at its »,16S share, and the 
matter is still pending. 

Mayor Wesley McAlee poinl 
ed oul last Thursday llial wilh 
the city's road building pro-
gram, ineiuding llie area of 
Beek road thai i.s localed near 
llie expressway, lliere could ho 
an even grealer water ijrohleni 
if Ihere is no drainage. 

Tlic council ordered the dc­
parlment of public works lo 
look inlo llie possibilily of mak­
ing another start on Iho projecl. 

The council also learned lhal 
the first project undertaken hv 
the I-ecenlly-crealed dcparl­
ment of parks and rccreallnn 
will provide the cily wilh sev-
eral pieces of playground etjuip-
menl.

Figures compiled from prst Labor Day 
iveekends in Michigan reveal that sonic 15 dealiis and 900 injuries involving 3,400 cars 
can be expected over the three-day hoiidav.

A state board of education 
hearing on the request of the 
Echo valley subdivisiiw area to 
transfer from the Novi to the 
Northville school district li.is 
been scheduled for September 7. 

The Echo Valley group's or­
iginal petition ro thc Onkhind. 
Wayne and Washtenaw county 
boards of education for the 
'ransfer was denied at a joint 
nperinn of the County hoards 
IMI" 12. 

The stale level hearing was 
ordered after the group appeal­
ed the ruling of the county 
boards. 

The request tor the transfer 
had been ooposed hy the North­
ville board of education, hut 
Novi board members could nol 
agree on a position. Norlhvillo 
indicated Monday night il will 
communicate ils opposition to 
the slate board. 

Specifically, the group seeks 
lo transfer a strip of land '/.i 
by iVi miles in area that in­
cludes the Echo Valley subdi­
vision. The area is the only 

'portion of Novi school district 
lying south of 10 Mile road and 
west of Novi road. 

Evan D. Henschell, chairman 
of the Echo Valley commitlee 
which has carried on the 
struggle to enter Northville 
school district, said this week 
llie committee is planning a 
considerable change in the 
manner in which jt approaches 
tftc hearing. ' 

He pointed out that at the 
county meeting, the group rest­
ed mainly on the written report 
included in its pelilion. lien-
scheil, as spokesman al the 
counly meeting, merely ans­
wered questions ot the mem­
bers of the three counly boards. 

"This time we're planning 
to give a complete oral pre­
sentation of our reasons for 
making the transfer requs t̂,"' 
he declared. 

"We want to be certain thc 
stale board members under­
stand exactly what we want 
and why." 

The group, which includes 
all 32 resident properly owners 
in the transfer area, contends 
il is seeking lo become part of 
the Northville district to obtain 
for ils ehiidren the "well-
rounded" education Northville 
offers. 

"We're willing to pay for the 
type of education we want our 
children to have," Henschell de­
clared al the comity meeting 
last month. 

He explained that the peti­
tioners would gladly assume 
the additional millage charges 
in the Northville district in or­
der that their children might 
receive some of the education­
al extras which Northville 
schools offer and Novi schools 
don't. 

The group's petition also 
included such reasons for the 
transfer «s: 
—straightening oul school dis 

trict boundaries; 

—simplifying school Iranspor-
tation by eliminating the need 
for both Northville and Novi lo 
route buses in the area; 

—preference far the equal 
opportunities for all students 
found in kindergarten through 
I2th grade programs; 
—establishing a more com-

plele identity witli Northville 
because Norlhville is llie bus 
iness and cultural center of 
their area. 

The Norlhville school board 
listed six reasons in opposing 
Ihe transfer: 

1. The annexation would 
weaken the financial structure 
of the Novi district, and would 
reduce ils ability to develop an 
adequate kindergarten through 
12tli grade program. 

2. It would not straighten 
out the boundary lines of the 
Northville school districL 
3. AcceptaIicc of the area 

could conceivably start a ser­
ies of petitions from other 
aioas whicii couid overcrowd 
Norlhville sehonls. 

4. Addition of lie area lo the 
district would ovtliioad present­
ly crowded transportation sche 
dulcs at a lime wlien North­
ville does nol have funds for 
additional buses. 

5. The building and financial 
plans adopted by Northville five 
years ago did not anticipate the 
addition of new subdivisions or 
acreage, so unanticipated an­
nexation woiIld impose-addition 
al la.xos on the other property 
owners in the Northville dis-
Iriet. 

6. Granting of the petition 
might |ead to eventual dis­
solution of the Novi school 
district. 
Tlie Norlhville board slated 

in ils letter to the county 
boards thai it has been "im­
pressed by Ihe diligence exhibit­
ed by the Echo Valley area in 
presenting this proposal," and 

pointed out that all school dis-
iricls need such residents. 

"Norlhville regrets that, be­
cause of budgetary, space ami 
transportation limitations it 
cannot approve llie petition 
and welcome these fine people 
as members of the Noithville 
school district," the letter add­
ed. . 

Novi school Superintendent 
Tom Cullierl explained to Ihu 
joint boards lhal the Novi board 
had been unable lo agree upon 
a stand on the proposal because 
of split opinions. 

At a regular school beard 
meeting the night before, two 
of Novi's board members 
said th*y approved of the 
proposal, two said they didn't 
and one said he could neith­
er sanction nor oppose the 
transfer. 
Boardmen David Fried and 

Walter Ambinder had main­
tained .that while Novi might 
suffer from the loss of the Echo 
Valley group's school' interest 
and tax base,- they could not 
refuse them the opportunity al 
bettering the education avail-
able lo their youngsters. 

Bul board Members Arthur 
Heslip and Russell Taylor said 
they could not support a meas­
ure which would hurt the Novi 
district even though they might 
sympathize with the Echo Val-̂  
ley residents. . 
.-fioiiW vPresideiit, .John Mac;-
Bride said he understands their 
reasons for wanting fhe trans'-
fer, but can neither support 
nor refuse their request. 

The proposed transfer area 
now sends 32 children to Novi's 
elementary and junior high 
schools, and 15 to Northville 
high school.

followed a foursome of women around a golf course. 

The project was ii country dub for women — wiierc 
men would be welcome only as guests on special, limited 
occasions. 

What's ninrc lhe course ivas ivcli uiidci'iviiy wilii nine 
Iinlcs chnslruclcd nn u 200.aci'c slic alNlnc Mile and Taft 
roads iviicn the dcprossien hil. 

One of the originators of tlie "Women's Country Club 
of Detroit" called me the other day io suggest that Tlie 
Record do a little better job of covering Salem new.s. And 
in tlie course of our conversation she revealed that many 
years ago she had written an article for Tlie Record about 
this women's country club. 

I was fascinaicd liy (he iilca. Iniaginr. a golf courso 
fnr ivnmcn! This kind of scgrcgalisu makes sense. 

But before my thoughts could wander too far afield 
(v.'ith vislon.s of (he confusion on such a cour.sc, or the 
relief that would thus be provided on the courses where 
these women would hi(ve otherwise phiyed) 1 was alerted 
to lhe fact that niy caller had .some definite ideas about golf 
iierself. 

Mrs. Nina M. Shrimplon Brown of Currie road was 
the secreiary of ihe proposed Wonicn's Country Club. And 
tlic biisincsswomen's organizatliui that sponsored the proj­
ect had .such socieiy leaders as Mrs. lid.sel Ford, Mr.s. Walter 
O. iiriggs, Mrs. Fred Ni. Alger, Mrs. Phelps Newberry and 
Mrs. Charles H. liooih as patrone.s.ses of the club. 

Alrliough she has retired from active play, Mrs. Brown 
is an avid golf fan. "I watch every lournaiiient that I can. 
And vou know that many women golfers ate superior to 
meii tod;iy," she pointed out. 

She described the propn.sed lay-out wilh lhe ardor of 
the true golf enthusiast. And she brought publications of 
"The Club Woman" and "Tournament Topics", a golf mag­
azine for women only, in which she had written articles 
about the proposed Northville couniry club for women. 

And as I I'cad, I kneiv ihai liore was a dcicriiilnaiion 
not in he chiillcngcd, J cunuol imagine hoiv Ihe Great 
Depression slond up in ilie ivalie nf ihis effort. 

Mrs. Brown wrote: 
"There ivill be a 27-holc golf course, outdoor swim­

ming pool, bowling green, tennis ctiiirts and bridle paths; 
in fact, ei-cryiliing in the way of outdoor sports for tlie 
tired business woman;" 

"Equal suffrage h.as been far-reaching in its influence 
. . . iind woman luis learned she can compete with men in 
the ancient and honorable game of golf; (but) she soon 
grew tired of being barely tolerated upon these courses 

. and then only on certain days of the week . . . she also 
resented being glared at by tlic highly superior men play­
ers which plainly expressed their utter contempt for the 
silly dubs of women golfers who retarded their important 
progress on the course; 

"And, inevitably, as night follows day, the strictly wo­
men's golf club evolved, where (he obnoxious man would 
not even be tolerated on Saturdiiys — nor on Sundays 
until three o'clock in the afternoon."

M i c h i g a n M i r r o r 

S t a t e B i r t h s D r o p 

Michigan's birth rale has 
been on a steady dcciino for 
the past four years. State Health 
Dcpai'tmcnt officials note. 

Tlic number of births record-
eti in 1961 was 192,230, a drop 
of 2,698 from the 1860 report. 

The state's birth rate has 
been dropping over tlic last 
four years at a rate of 1.2 to 
1.4 per cent annually, said 
State Health Commissioner Al­
bert E. Heustis. 

A highlight of tourism In 
Michigan through last fall is 
Mackinac Island, which this 
year is ceicbrating the 150th 
anniversary of the War of 1812. 
That was tiic year the British 
captured Fort Mackinac in a 
surprise attack on the Ameri 
can garrison. 

The fort museum on the is-
land depicts the original gar-
rison life through various 
years with mannlklns fully 
dressed in the uniform of the 
day. 

While no automobiles arc al­
lowed on the isiand, visitoi's 
may soak in the hisloric atmos­
phere of the tourist .siiot on 
bicycles, horseback. In horse-
driven cabs, or short walks. 

The island fort was built by 
the British in the 1786's after 
they abandoned the old î 'orl 
Miehiliniackinac, at the pre­
sent Mackinaw City on tho 
mainland. 

This icslorcd fort also is a 
highly-regarded tourist attrac 
lion. 

The fort on the island was 
turned over to American forces 
in 1796 but was recaptured by 
lhe British in the War of 1812. 
It ivas turned back to the Amer­
icans m 1815 and remained an 
active army post until 1895. 

State officials turned a ma­
jor portion of the island into 
lhe current tourist attraction 
liy making it a state park de­
velopmenl. 

Mental Health programs have 
increased and improved great­
ly in the past 12 years under 
the direction of Stale Direc­
tor Charles F. Wagg. accord­
ing to the Mental Health Com-, 
mission. 

Wagg recently was nom-
inated by the Commission for 
a national award recognizing 
contributions to the field of 
mental retardation. 

In this specialized field of 
mental health, the Commission 

noted Michigan's homo and 
training school locations in­
creased from five in 1950 to 
nine this year. The facilities 
to accommodate mentally re­
tarded children jumped from 
the care of 2,806 patients to 
16,082 in the same 12-ycar pcri 
od. 

The staff serving in instilu. 
tions for the mentaiiy retarded 
also was increased during the 
12 years, from one slaff mem­
ber for every 3.77 patients in 
1956 to one staffer to every 2.5 
palicnts this ycar. 

Expansion of therapy depart 
ments; improvement of the 
quality as well as number of 
staffers; and extension of clini­
cal services in the operation of 
19 chiid guidance clinics and 
12 branches were also cited as 
major accomplishments during 
the period.

Wagg started' his service 
with the Mental Health Dcpai't­
mcnt 25 years ago and was 
named director in 1949. A ycar 
later he started a long-range 
program of improvement which 
prompted the Commission ci-
lation for service. 

The annual calni of the 
summer has finally arrived 
in the State Capitol. 

The legislative chambers, 
busy for about six months each 
ycar, become almost deathly 
quiet during the summer mon­
ths between sessions. . 

ln an election year partic­
ularly, the interim committees 
named to study various slate 
problems frequontly delay Iheir 
working sessions untii wcli af 
ter lhe August primary. 

Soon to begin, however, arc 
the endless committee meet­
ings on iaws or ideas for laws 
relating to trading stamps, 
state parks,' juvenile delin­
quents, community colleges, & 
scores of other miscellaneous 
subjects.

1961 and 1962 legislative ses-
sions, some 76 committees exist 
cd to study various sections or 
groups of laws. Less than 16 
per cetit of the committees turn­
ed in reports or recommenda­
tions. 

Ot the commiltccs which do 
work on the study assigned, 
however, most present valuable 
recommendations to the Legis 
laturc: either proposing regula 
tion or recommending relcn 
tion of the status quo.

Babson Park, Mass., During waking 
my many years in business, 
the only bad invcslmcnt I have 
made was in the lobsler busi­
ness. This I am now selling 
out at a loss, although the 
company has paid aii debts and 
has some money in the bank to 
distribute to stockholders. This 
company was the largest dis­
tributor of live lobsters in the 
world, selling at one time aboul 
five millioII live lobsters an­
nually. 

Competing with Africa 
Suddenly "lobster tails" be­

gan being imported from South­
ern Africa. I visited tiicre thi'ce 
years ago to learn about Africa. 
Last year over fifteen million 
' lobster tails" came to the 
United States. It was too much 
for our company to compete 
against, with -our antiquated 
plant and high labor costs and 
heavy overhead, and with ves­
sels operating from Ncwfouhd-
land and Nova Scotia. 

Live lobsters will always 
be in demand and small op-
orators can trap lobslers 
near shore, here at home and 
make good menCy; birt expen-
ses must be kept low. . 
If you eat at the very best 

hotel in any city and order 
boiled or stuffed whole lobster, 
it must come from the East 
Coast of New England or Can­
ada and not from Africa; but If 
you order a lobster salad In 
many parts of the United 
Stales, chances are it will be 
made of lobster meat import-
cd from Africa. So much for 
that! 

(1) Lobsters are wonderful, 
bioiogically aiid chemically. If 
a lobster loses a "leg", it can 
grow another — which is some-
thing you cannot do. Lobsters 
go into hiding and.climb out of 
their shell once a year in a 
most i-emarkable manner. Dur 
ing this time the mother lobster 
lays 16,000 eggs. 

(2) Thus far no profitable 
way has been found to dehy­
drate lobsters or to slop their 
spoiling hy any process 
while preserving their delect­
able flavor. The housewife is 
content to buy dead fish — in 
fact this is the only kind she 
can buy — but she will not buy 
dead whole lobsters! 

People wiii bc watching live 
lobsters which have been drop-
ped into liot water turn from 
green to red 106 or more years 
from now, as the New England 
legislalors will try to protect 
the industry by fixing big 
fines for selling "short lob­
sters". 

However, the purpose of this 
column is not to "cry on the 
shoulders" of rcadci's bccau,sc 
I have lost money fi'om lobster 
impoi'ts. Ralhcr, I want to wai'ji 
manufHeturci's all over tho 
U.S. that they may suffer the 
same from African imports. 

Africa has over 200,000,066 
native. Negroes who are just 

up — against only 
2,006,00 whites. The Africans 
have a very low cost of living, 
wanting almost no clothes and 
being content with a mud hut 
to live in. 

Africa is rich in natural re­
sources — gold, copper, iron, 
and all the metals, including 
mountains of uranium. Africa 
has the greatest undeveloped 
waterpowers in the world. Italy, 
which now leads the world In 
the manufacture of plastics and 
synthetics, is teaching the Afri 
can natives to manufacture tex­
tiles and other products to com 
pete with what we arc making 
iiere in the United States. 
African Negroes May Control 

The Unlt«d Nations 
What Africa has done to me 

In forcing me out of the lobster 
business it could do to many 
readers of this column in every 
state of our union. Remember, 
too, that Cecil Rhodes said the 
Negroes would some day con­
trol the world. 

This becomes an even more 
realistic possibility when it is 
recognized that, as the United 
Nations Council is now set up, 
each one of these new small 
African "republics" — 95% 
black — has the same vote on 
the Council as does the United 
States or any other great na­
tion of the world.

not over paid! Whatever siic'-. 
cess tliey Ijave is- diie to' tiieir 

willingness - to- work long and 
arduous hours, 

I think you misinterpreted 
some of the interest the psy­
chiatrist showed in your delay 
in paying him. First, he no 
doulbt wondered if you had had 
some financial reverses which 
would account for your dilatori 
iiess, and he was trying lo fo­
cus attention on an event or a 
transaction that had occurred 
between the two of you. 

He rendered a.bill and you 
had • developed a certain atti 
tude towards it that is not the 
pnc responsible people usually 
display.. toward Uieir obliga­
tions. In fact, you seem insuit 
ed and offended that he shouid 
dare to confront you with this 
matter! 

Perhaps you deal with un 
pleasant things (like bills) in a 
iiharactcrtstie way and pretend 
to yourself that they do not 
exist. He was, no doubt, trying 
to encouriigc you to express 
your feelings, freely and with­
out censorsliip, so that by this 
means he could help you under­
stand the irrationality of your 
anger over his inquiry of a 
long overdue account. 

'Unfortunately, you felt con­
strained, to keep what you have 
writtpn.to.me 10 yourself in his 
'presence.' Il would have been 
so.iIIueh better had. you told 
hiiii right odt the very things 
you have written me! I doubt 
that he was-angry with you. It 
15 niijch more likely that you 
ascribed to-him an anger and 
resenthieht originating within 
yoi^self, but which you arc at 
pains to disclaim and deny. 

I feel confident In .saying this, 
for If tie had been angry rath-

er than curious about the dcla.v 
in paying him, he shouid have 
prompliy put your deiinquent 
account into the hands of a col­
lection agency! Tluj fact that 
he did not do so pretty well 
rules out his being "money 
hungi'y." 

It is difficuit at first to under­
stand how and in what way 
everything a patient says and 
does has an actual or symbolic 
meaning. And it always hap­
pens after a time that the pa-
tient transfers onto the tiicf'a-
pisl feciings and attitudes 
which, dui'ing his infancy and 
childhood, he experienced, of­
ten williout recognizing them, 
toward a pareni or some olher 
PeI'son important lo him.. 

This phenomenon is , called 
"transference" and in psycho­
therapy the understanding that 
develops about the feciings lhal 
arise in the tI'ealment session 
towards the doctor clarifies 
for the patient the coil'perns 
with which he had iiccn iiving 

those years. Tiiere is al-, 
ways resistance to ti'catment 
anti it assumes manifold guis­
es, but always with the saino 
object of avoiding therapy; i.e., 
of avoiding the cncounter with 
earlier painful cxperienecs 
which incvilably occur in any 
successful treatment. 

My liest advice lo you would 
be lo go back to your doctor. 
Let him know now you feel 
about him and his ways. He 
has already, I am sure, lold 
you how to proceed by telling 
iiim what comes to your mind 
in the trealincnt sessions.

Waara .said 
Wixom property owners paid 
ail but two per cent of the 
city's $135,425.53 tax .bill. 

Both treasurers labeled lax 
collections as good.
