One of the originators of tlie "Women's Country Club 
of Detroit" called me the other day io suggest that Tlie 
Record do a little better job of covering Salem new.s. And 
in tlie course of our conversation she revealed that many 
years ago she had written an article for Tlie Record about 
this women's country club. 

I was fascinaicd liy (he iilca. Iniaginr. a golf courso 
fnr ivnmcn! This kind of scgrcgalisu makes sense. 

But before my thoughts could wander too far afield 
(v.'ith vislon.s of (he confusion on such a cour.sc, or the 
relief that would thus be provided on the courses where 
these women would hi(ve otherwise phiyed) 1 was alerted 
to lhe fact that niy caller had .some definite ideas about golf 
iierself. 

Mrs. Nina M. Shrimplon Brown of Currie road was 
the secreiary of ihe proposed Wonicn's Country Club. And 
tlic biisincsswomen's organizatliui that sponsored the proj­
ect had .such socieiy leaders as Mrs. lid.sel Ford, Mr.s. Walter 
O. iiriggs, Mrs. Fred Ni. Alger, Mrs. Phelps Newberry and 
Mrs. Charles H. liooih as patrone.s.ses of the club. 

Alrliough she has retired from active play, Mrs. Brown 
is an avid golf fan. "I watch every lournaiiient that I can. 
And vou know that many women golfers ate superior to 
meii tod;iy," she pointed out. 

She described the propn.sed lay-out wilh lhe ardor of 
the true golf enthusiast. And she brought publications of 
"The Club Woman" and "Tournament Topics", a golf mag­
azine for women only, in which she had written articles 
about the proposed Northville couniry club for women. 

And as I I'cad, I kneiv ihai liore was a dcicriiilnaiion 
not in he chiillcngcd, J cunuol imagine hoiv Ihe Great 
Depression slond up in ilie ivalie nf ihis effort. 

Mrs. Brown wrote: 
"There ivill be a 27-holc golf course, outdoor swim­

ming pool, bowling green, tennis ctiiirts and bridle paths; 
in fact, ei-cryiliing in the way of outdoor sports for tlie 
tired business woman;" 

"Equal suffrage h.as been far-reaching in its influence 
. . . iind woman luis learned she can compete with men in 
the ancient and honorable game of golf; (but) she soon 
grew tired of being barely tolerated upon these courses 

. and then only on certain days of the week . . . she also 
resented being glared at by tlic highly superior men play­
ers which plainly expressed their utter contempt for the 
silly dubs of women golfers who retarded their important 
progress on the course; 

"And, inevitably, as night follows day, the strictly wo­
men's golf club evolved, where (he obnoxious man would 
not even be tolerated on Saturdiiys — nor on Sundays 
until three o'clock in the afternoon."

M i c h i g a n M i r r o r 

S t a t e B i r t h s D r o p 

Michigan's birth rale has 
been on a steady dcciino for 
the past four years. State Health 
Dcpai'tmcnt officials note. 

Tlic number of births record-
eti in 1961 was 192,230, a drop 
of 2,698 from the 1860 report. 

The state's birth rate has 
been dropping over tlic last 
four years at a rate of 1.2 to 
1.4 per cent annually, said 
State Health Commissioner Al­
bert E. Heustis. 

A highlight of tourism In 
Michigan through last fall is 
Mackinac Island, which this 
year is ceicbrating the 150th 
anniversary of the War of 1812. 
That was tiic year the British 
captured Fort Mackinac in a 
surprise attack on the Ameri 
can garrison. 

The fort museum on the is-
land depicts the original gar-
rison life through various 
years with mannlklns fully 
dressed in the uniform of the 
day. 

While no automobiles arc al­
lowed on the isiand, visitoi's 
may soak in the hisloric atmos­
phere of the tourist .siiot on 
bicycles, horseback. In horse-
driven cabs, or short walks. 

The island fort was built by 
the British in the 1786's after 
they abandoned the old î 'orl 
Miehiliniackinac, at the pre­
sent Mackinaw City on tho 
mainland. 

This icslorcd fort also is a 
highly-regarded tourist attrac 
lion. 

The fort on the island was 
turned over to American forces 
in 1796 but was recaptured by 
lhe British in the War of 1812. 
It ivas turned back to the Amer­
icans m 1815 and remained an 
active army post until 1895. 

State officials turned a ma­
jor portion of the island into 
lhe current tourist attraction 
liy making it a state park de­
velopmenl. 

Mental Health programs have 
increased and improved great­
ly in the past 12 years under 
the direction of Stale Direc­
tor Charles F. Wagg. accord­
ing to the Mental Health Com-, 
mission. 

Wagg recently was nom-
inated by the Commission for 
a national award recognizing 
contributions to the field of 
mental retardation. 

In this specialized field of 
mental health, the Commission 

noted Michigan's homo and 
training school locations in­
creased from five in 1950 to 
nine this year. The facilities 
to accommodate mentally re­
tarded children jumped from 
the care of 2,806 patients to 
16,082 in the same 12-ycar pcri 
od. 

The staff serving in instilu. 
tions for the mentaiiy retarded 
also was increased during the 
12 years, from one slaff mem­
ber for every 3.77 patients in 
1956 to one staffer to every 2.5 
palicnts this ycar. 

Expansion of therapy depart 
ments; improvement of the 
quality as well as number of 
staffers; and extension of clini­
cal services in the operation of 
19 chiid guidance clinics and 
12 branches were also cited as 
major accomplishments during 
the period.

Wagg started' his service 
with the Mental Health Dcpai't­
mcnt 25 years ago and was 
named director in 1949. A ycar 
later he started a long-range 
program of improvement which 
prompted the Commission ci-
lation for service. 

The annual calni of the 
summer has finally arrived 
in the State Capitol. 

The legislative chambers, 
busy for about six months each 
ycar, become almost deathly 
quiet during the summer mon­
ths between sessions. . 

ln an election year partic­
ularly, the interim committees 
named to study various slate 
problems frequontly delay Iheir 
working sessions untii wcli af 
ter lhe August primary. 

Soon to begin, however, arc 
the endless committee meet­
ings on iaws or ideas for laws 
relating to trading stamps, 
state parks,' juvenile delin­
quents, community colleges, & 
scores of other miscellaneous 
subjects. 

In the interim between - tlie 
1961 and 1962 legislative ses-
sions, some 76 committees exist 
cd to study various sections or 
groups of laws. Less than 16 
per cetit of the committees turn­
ed in reports or recommenda­
tions. 

Ot the commiltccs which do 
work on the study assigned, 
however, most present valuable 
recommendations to the Legis 
laturc: either proposing regula 
tion or recommending relcn 
tion of the status quo.

Babson Park, Mass., During waking 
my many years in business, 
the only bad invcslmcnt I have 
made was in the lobsler busi­
ness. This I am now selling 
out at a loss, although the 
company has paid aii debts and 
has some money in the bank to 
distribute to stockholders. This 
company was the largest dis­
tributor of live lobsters in the 
world, selling at one time aboul 
five millioII live lobsters an­
nually. 

Competing with Africa 
Suddenly "lobster tails" be­

gan being imported from South­
ern Africa. I visited tiicre thi'ce 
years ago to learn about Africa. 
Last year over fifteen million 
' lobster tails" came to the 
United States. It was too much 
for our company to compete 
against, with -our antiquated 
plant and high labor costs and 
heavy overhead, and with ves­
sels operating from Ncwfouhd-
land and Nova Scotia. 

Live lobsters will always 
be in demand and small op-
orators can trap lobslers 
near shore, here at home and 
make good menCy; birt expen-
ses must be kept low. . 
If you eat at the very best 

hotel in any city and order 
boiled or stuffed whole lobster, 
it must come from the East 
Coast of New England or Can­
ada and not from Africa; but If 
you order a lobster salad In 
many parts of the United 
Stales, chances are it will be 
made of lobster meat import-
cd from Africa. So much for 
that! 

(1) Lobsters are wonderful, 
bioiogically aiid chemically. If 
a lobster loses a "leg", it can 
grow another — which is some-
thing you cannot do. Lobsters 
go into hiding and.climb out of 
their shell once a year in a 
most i-emarkable manner. Dur 
ing this time the mother lobster 
lays 16,000 eggs. 

(2) Thus far no profitable 
way has been found to dehy­
drate lobsters or to slop their 
spoiling hy any process 
while preserving their delect­
able flavor. The housewife is 
content to buy dead fish — in 
fact this is the only kind she 
can buy — but she will not buy 
dead whole lobsters! 

People wiii bc watching live 
lobsters which have been drop-
ped into liot water turn from 
green to red 106 or more years 
from now, as the New England 
legislalors will try to protect 
the industry by fixing big 
fines for selling "short lob­
sters". 

However, the purpose of this 
column is not to "cry on the 
shoulders" of rcadci's bccau,sc 
I have lost money fi'om lobster 
impoi'ts. Ralhcr, I want to wai'ji 
manufHeturci's all over tho 
U.S. that they may suffer the 
same from African imports. 

Africa has over 200,000,066 
native. Negroes who are just 

up — against only 
2,006,00 whites. The Africans 
have a very low cost of living, 
wanting almost no clothes and 
being content with a mud hut 
to live in. 

Africa is rich in natural re­
sources — gold, copper, iron, 
and all the metals, including 
mountains of uranium. Africa 
has the greatest undeveloped 
waterpowers in the world. Italy, 
which now leads the world In 
the manufacture of plastics and 
synthetics, is teaching the Afri 
can natives to manufacture tex­
tiles and other products to com 
pete with what we arc making 
iiere in the United States. 
African Negroes May Control 

The Unlt«d Nations 
What Africa has done to me 

In forcing me out of the lobster 
business it could do to many 
readers of this column in every 
state of our union. Remember, 
too, that Cecil Rhodes said the 
Negroes would some day con­
trol the world. 

This becomes an even more 
realistic possibility when it is 
recognized that, as the United 
Nations Council is now set up, 
each one of these new small 
African "republics" — 95% 
black — has the same vote on 
the Council as does the United 
States or any other great na­
tion of the world.

Wiieii you. con'siffer the many 
years (14 years after iiigh 
school to. become' a diirtified 
psycilIiatrist for, exafiiple," pjus 
the $10,000'or $12,000, a^prijiti-
nlately, it. inay cost for a deep 
psychoanaiysis) physicians,"a're 
not over paid! Whatever siic'-. 
cess tliey Ijave is- diie to' tiieir 

willingness - to- work long and 
arduous hours, 

I think you misinterpreted 
some of the interest the psy­
chiatrist showed in your delay 
in paying him. First, he no 
doulbt wondered if you had had 
some financial reverses which 
would account for your dilatori 
iiess, and he was trying lo fo­
cus attention on an event or a 
transaction that had occurred 
between the two of you. 

He rendered a.bill and you 
had • developed a certain atti 
tude towards it that is not the 
pnc responsible people usually 
display.. toward Uieir obliga­
tions. In fact, you seem insuit 
ed and offended that he shouid 
dare to confront you with this 
matter! 

Perhaps you deal with un 
pleasant things (like bills) in a 
iiharactcrtstie way and pretend 
to yourself that they do not 
exist. He was, no doubt, trying 
to encouriigc you to express 
your feelings, freely and with­
out censorsliip, so that by this 
means he could help you under­
stand the irrationality of your 
anger over his inquiry of a 
long overdue account. 

'Unfortunately, you felt con­
strained, to keep what you have 
writtpn.to.me 10 yourself in his 
'presence.' Il would have been 
so.iIIueh better had. you told 
hiiii right odt the very things 
you have written me! I doubt 
that he was-angry with you. It 
15 niijch more likely that you 
ascribed to-him an anger and 
resenthieht originating within 
yoi^self, but which you arc at 
pains to disclaim and deny. 

I feel confident In .saying this, 
for If tie had been angry rath-

er than curious about the dcla.v 
in paying him, he shouid have 
prompliy put your deiinquent 
account into the hands of a col­
lection agency! Tluj fact that 
he did not do so pretty well 
rules out his being "money 
hungi'y." 

It is difficuit at first to under­
stand how and in what way 
everything a patient says and 
does has an actual or symbolic 
meaning. And it always hap­
pens after a time that the pa-
tient transfers onto the tiicf'a-
pisl feciings and attitudes 
which, dui'ing his infancy and 
childhood, he experienced, of­
ten williout recognizing them, 
toward a pareni or some olher 
PeI'son important lo him.. 

This phenomenon is , called 
"transference" and in psycho­
therapy the understanding that 
develops about the feciings lhal 
arise in the tI'ealment session 
towards the doctor clarifies 
for the patient the coil'perns 
with which he had iiccn iiving 

those years. Tiiere is al-, 
ways resistance to ti'catment 
anti it assumes manifold guis­
es, but always with the saino 
object of avoiding therapy; i.e., 
of avoiding the cncounter with 
earlier painful cxperienecs 
which incvilably occur in any 
successful treatment. 

My liest advice lo you would 
be lo go back to your doctor. 
Let him know now you feel 
about him and his ways. He 
has already, I am sure, lold 
you how to proceed by telling 
iiim what comes to your mind 
in the trealincnt sessions.

AU Michigan judges continue 
to be non-partisan elective of­
ficials and the govenor may 
nol name appointees to fill judi­
cial vacancies. It was the con­
vention's judgment lhal the 
present system wliich permits 
the governor's appointees to 
run for election wilh the in­
cumbency label had an over­
whelming tendency lo result in 
what amounts lo an appointive 
judiciary. 

Under the proposed new con­
stitution, vacancies in the judi­
ciary may be filled by supreme 
courl appointment from among 
retired jurists in the state. 
These appointees would be in-
eligible for election to the posts 
lo which they are temporarily 
named. 

A signilIcant addition to the 
present judicial system is the 
establishment of a nine-mem­
ber inlermediale court of ap­
peals wilh a juI'isdiction im­

mediately below the supreme 
court. Thc new courl is intend­
ed lo speed adminisli-alion of 
justice in the slate. Judges 
would be olcclcd from districts 
and would sit in divisions ot 
three at various locations in the 
stale. 

Justices of the peace and cir­
cuit court commissioners would 
eventually be eliminated by the 
proposed Judicial Article. Their 
offices would continue tor nol 
more than five years after 
adoplion of the new documcni. 

Within this period, the con­
vention reasoned, llie Icgisla-
llIre would be able lo re-evalu-
ate the slate's judicial process­
es and set up by law a system 
of local courts of limited juris­
diction. The Arlicie spocifically 
prohibits judicial compensa­
tion based on court fees. 

Provision is made tor the re. 
duclion ot tho supreme court 
from eight to seven justices. 
Incumbent justices may be­
come candidates for re-election 
by tiling an affidavit of can 
didacy, thereby increasing thc 
stability and political indepen-
clcnce of the court. Present 
practice I-equircs supreme courl 
justices to be re-nominalcd in 
political party conventions. 

The new document requires 
that all judges musl bo atlor-
rieys. An exception is made, 
however, for incumbent non-
lawyer judges of probate who 
rhay be cahdidatcs for re-elec­

tion. Terms tor probate judges 
arc increased from four to six 
years. 

Tho new consliUition makes 
it possible for probate courts 
lo be organized in dislricls lo 
serve more than one counly if 
such a proposal has the ap­
proval of the voters ot each 
counly involved, voting sep­
arately. While there was no 
serious inlcrest in this propos­
al among Ihc smaller counties 
represented at Iho convention, 
delegates fell lhat such latitude 
in tho Judicial Article might be 
useful in years to conic. 

The convention recognized 
the quasi-judicial character of 
the numerous executive agon-
cies ot state government wlio 
are empowered to make de­
cisions affecting private rights 
or licenses. The new conslilu-
lion provides tor direct review 
of such decisions by the courts. 
Excepted from this provision 
are appeals from decisions ot 
the slate lax commission fix­
ing tho value ot properly for 
tax purposes or delerniining an 
appeal from a decision ot a 
counly tax allocation board. 

The new consliluton gives the 
supreme court general super-
intending conlroi over all 
courts in the slate and such 
appellate jurisdiction as llic 
rules of the court shall pre­
scribe. Us powers do not in-
elude, however, the right lo re­
move a judge.

Dear Dr. Mudd: 

My mother lives In Toronto 
I have tried to get her to come 
here and live with me in our 
home, but she keeps putting it 
off and claims I really don' 
want to have her. 

She has some idea that she 
would be a burden on our fam 
ily. I keep telling her how much 
wc love her and want her wilh 
us and how the children enjoy 
having her here, but she still 
fights it OfL She lias been wid­
owed for ten years now. My 
father is about the only person 
she liad and with him gone, 
she has been getting worse. She 
keeps saying she wishes the 
Lord would lake her and that 
she doesn't sec any reason for 
living. She told my husband 
that the only reason she doesn't 
commit suicide is because of 
her religion. 

i know she doesn't cat right. 
Last time wc were there the 
only food I could find was a 
box of crackers on the shelf 
and a partly used bottle of milk 
in the refrigerator. I went to 
all the trouble of buying prop 
er food and cooking a meal for 
her, but then she wouldn't cat 
enough to kc«»p a bird alive. I 
think she looks thin and i know 
she has lost a lot of weight. 

My mother used to be a good 
looking woman but now her 
face is all drawn. She frowns 
all the time and finds fault 
wilh everything. I know there 
is something wrong with her be 
cause she doesn't sleep good at 
night. Last time we were tiiere 
she woke me up at 3 a.m. 
padding around the house, l 
want lo help her, naturally. 

I tried to get her lo go to a 
mental hospital but she won't 
even hear of it because of all 
the shame. She feels she'd nev­
er be able to hold her head up 
if any of her neighbors found 
oul she had to go to what she 
calls "a nut house." Now I've 
got her talked into gouIg to a 
regular hospital where they 
have a ward for mental pa­
tients, but she doesn't want to 
leave Toronto to come here. 
I've even talked to a psychia­
trist who told me he'd put her 
in his hospital for treatment if 
I can get her over here, but 
lhat she couldn't go to a hos­
pital like Northville because 
she doesn't live in Michigan. 

Can you tell me how I can 
get my mother to go to a hos 
pital and get treatment?

lion but that your mother is 
seriously depressed.' She may 
have physical disorders as 
well, but since she refuses to 
avail hcrelf of medical help, 
nothing more can be said of 
these possibilities. 

Not infrequently, depressive 
reactions accompany organic 
diseases and even precede the 
clinical manifestalions-of physi-
cal illness. It is iihportant that 
she be seen by a physician. I 
do not know how any doctor 
could offer lo hospitalize her 
with out first having examined 
her. Hospitalizatioti, might not 
be retjuired at aljj and it is 
possible that her being with her 
family, as you suggested and 
offered, in addilion to one of 
the anti-depressant drugs now 
available to us, would be of 
great help. 

Of immediale concern is gel 
ling her to accept medical help 
— a task which is never easy 
where tho patient balks and 
where responsible family Incm 
bers are too sensitive or too 
concef'ned about hurting feel-
ings or offending. Your mother 
does nol seem capable of cxer 
cising herself In this respect 
she behaves like a child and 
you would be wise to assume 
more spirited and firm atti 
tude with her. 

If she acts like a child, then 
for her own good you must 
take into consideralion the fact 
that she needs your forceful 
ness lo get her to do what 
besl for her. If l were you, 
would get a baby-sitter, drive 
up to Toronto with your bus 
band, and forthwith bring her 
back lo Detroit, l sliouldn't ar 
gue the various issues she wili 
undoubtedly raise. I should sim 
ply act. 

Then I would contact the 
psyehiati-ist you have already 
spoken to and take her to him 
If hospitalization is retfuircd, it 
is best that she be near those 
who care for and love her. Con 
trary lo your fears, she will 
when all is over, be grateful to 
you because you cared enough 
to do what was necessary even 
when she opposed it. 

It takes real maturity for 
child to deal with a sick par­
ent in what appears to be 
callous and unfeeling fashion 
But If you guide your actions 
by the light of the principle of 
doing only that which is best 
for her, no matter what, your 
courage will be repaid many 
times.

J o b O p p o r t u n i t i e s G o o d f o r C o l l e g e G r a d s 

Employment forecasters ear­
ly this year predicted a good 
year for college graduates, es­
pecially those in the engineer­
ing, science, and leaching 
fields. 

If the Michigan State Uni-
versily placement bureau ac­
tivities are any indicator, thc 
forecasts were accurate. 

Jack Kinfiey, MSU placement 
direcior, noted the buieau had 
a record year. More employ-
ers visited the bureau and set 
up more inlervicwing schedules 
than during any previous year. 

There were 1,513 employer 
visits to the MSU placement 
bureau during the l9i1-62 
school year as compared with 
1,162 in the previ us year, 
Kinney said. 

The number of .job interviews 
wilh individual sludenls drop-
ped tp 13,058, slightly below the 
number recorded during the 
1966-61 school year, hc said. 

This was due mainly to the 
fact that students were more 
selective. 

n i e demand for engineering 
and science graduates remain­

ed high and many companies 
fell far short of their quotas," 
Kinney said. "Business grad 
uales also fared well as the 
demand for accountants contin­
ued and there were good op 
portunities for graduates in 
marketing, production adminis­
tration, and hotel, restaurant 
and institutional manage-
ment." 

The economic climate also 
tended to improve the bureau

Babson Park, Mass., Almost 
everything sells for a little 
more today than ever before; 
but there is one marked c)c-
ception. I refer to trips from 
thc United Stiiles to England, 
Ireland, and the Continent. The 
competition of airplane travel 
has raised havoc with the 
steamship companies. Ilence 
tho competition has reduced 
rates and will reduce them fur­
ther this fall and winter. 

Round-The-World Trips 
Clerks and other employees 

with a month's vacalion are 
now buying tickets to go round 
the world as readily as they 
formerly went on a camping 
trip to. our Nalional Parks. 
These tickets can be bought on 
the Installment plan with a 
small down payment 

The cheapest trips are in car-
go steamers, which are limited 
to twdlvc passengers. Such 
trips, however, take sevfjral 
monlhs and do not run on stat 
ed schedules. They do provide 
attractive staterooms and good 
food. Ti'ips around the world by 
air cost about $1600. Those mak-
ing a trip lo South America had 
better not bother with cargo 
ships or airplanes but take one 
of the regular passenger steam 
ships from New York and re 
turn. These lines give excel-
lent service and cost, for 
couple (2 in a stateroom) 
about $2068; and they take 
aboul two months. Remember, 
it is summer In South America 
while it is winter in the United 
States. 

Thc Grace Line sails from 
New York south through the 
Panama Canal and down the 
West Coast to Valparaiso, Chile 
and return. This takes around 
SO days and costs nearly $1666 
per person — two in a state 
room. The Moore-McCormack 
lines sail south from New York 
down the East Coast, including 
Brazil and Argentina. This trip 
does not take so long a time 
and therefore costs less. Per­
sons desiring to do so can go 
south by the Grace Line, cross 
the Andes and, go on to thc 
East Coast by rail, and come 
back by the Moore-McCormack 
lines. Such persons can buy a 
round-trip ticket as the two 
lines work together In a friend-
ly manner. Neither lines goes 
around the Horn.

Last year the blood bank col­

She explained that througl 

the Red Cross comniunity blood 
bank arrangement, Novi is able 
to have a ready supply of blood 
credit whenever it is needed.

Any resident of the com­
munity or employse and im-
mediate family of e cooper-
ating business In the com-
munity is eligible fo receive 
bleed credit from the com-
munity's account. 
When a blood need arises, 

those eligible simply contact 
the community's blood bank 
releasing chairman, wlio then 
arranges wilh the Red Cross 
til reimburse Ihe hospital which 
supplied the blood. 

Novi's I'oleasing chairman is 
village Clerk-Treasurer Mrs. 
Mable Ash, who may be eon-
tacled al the village .offices. 

This blood bank transaction 

may bc carried out throughout 
lhe United States and in nearly 
every country in which the Red 
Cross operates, only by means 
of the bank account credit plan 
could such widespread service 
be provided. 

"Right now, though,'' Mrs. 
oemlng said, "our problem 
is to pay back the Red Cross 
for the amount ef blood we're 
overdrawn and to replenslh 
Our account."

Harold Penn, Northville en­
gineer, was instructed to report 
back to the board in two weeks 
witli cost estimates and propos­
ed ch,\nges in the building to 
make it more comfortable in 
both winter and summer-

Included among items Penn 
is to check arc: 

—the; possibiiity of improving 
the present heating system by 
adding a larger pump at tjie 
school boiler room, which sup­
plies hot-water-forthe build­
ing's radiators; 

—the feasbilily of (:onstruet-
ing a celling in the building 
to provide insulating space 
wiiich would keep tempera­
tures up in winter and down in 
summer; 

—the location and size of a 
storage space addition wiiich 
might also hodse a hot air fur­
nace lo supply additional heat; 

—the condition of the build­
ing's roof. 

The latter inspection was 
suggested by Supervisor Fra­
zer Staman, who reported he 
had been told by a workman 
who Inspected the school 
building roof that the com­
munity building needed roof 
work. 
Penn had proposed, on the 

basis of a casual inspection, 
that a 30-feet long by 13 to 15-
feet wide addition be placed on 
the building to provide storage 

for tables and chairs, as 
as the boiler for a $5-6,i 
heating and ventilating plant, 

Total cost of the heating sys 
tem and addition would 
$8-16,606, Penn said.

The state board also re­
ceived a copy of the North­
ville school board's statement 
to the county boards outlin-
ng Northviile's reasons for 
opposing the transfer. 
The Northville board had ex­

pressed concern that approval 
of llie transfer would weaken 
Novi school district's financiai 
structure, could encourage a 
scries ot annexation moves lo 
the Norlliville district, would 
overload already crowded Irans-
porlation facililics and niighl 
lead lo eventual dissolution of 
the Novi district. 

Also received at the slalc 
hearing was a letter pointing 
oul lhal the Novi "School board 
had nol taken a position on tlic 
transfer because tivo of its 
menibcrs had approved, two 

had disapproved and one could 
not take either stand. 
- Novi board Members David 
Fried and Walter Ambinder 
had said at a meeting just be­
fore tho county hearing that 
l-liey -could not oppose Eciio V a l ­
ley's efforts lo providb their 
children with better schooling 
at an increased cost. 

Members Arthur Heslip 
and Russeii Taylor had de­
clared that while they might 
sympathize with the petition­
ers, they could not support 
a meesure which would In­
jure the school district. 
And board President John 

MacBride said lie could nol op­
pose the group, nor could he 
encourage damage lo the scho­
ol district. 

The Echo Valley group, in­
cluding all 32 resident property 
owners in the proposed V4 by 
I'.-l; miles transfer area, con-
lends approval of thc transfer 
would straighten school district 
boundaries, simplify transporta­
tion schedules, establish a more 
complete idonlily of their area 
with Northville and provide 
their children with the oppor­
tunities of attending tlie same 
sciiool system for kindergarten 
tlirough l2tii grade. 

Tlio group has expressed will­
ingness to accept the addition­
al costs of belonging to thc 
Norlliville district — presently 
about 2.3 more mills of opera­
lional taxes — and lo continue 
assuming its share of the Novi 
district's already established 
indebtedness.

A group of represcnlativcs 
from nine western Oakland 
counly communities met lasl 
Thursday in lhe Novi viilagc 
hall lo discuss plans for an area 
communiiy hospilal. 

The group, constituting the 
board of directors-of thc Huron 
Valley Communiiy hospilal as 
soeialion, is seeking -to iiuild 
a 106-bed hospilal, lo be locaied 
between Milford and Wixom. 

Police Chief Leo BcGolc, who 
I'cpresents Novi on the board 
of direelors, said Thursday's 
meeting was llie third thc 
grotip lias held in its process of 
organizing plans. 

Other communities presently 
reprosenlod on thc board of di­
reelors are Commerce, While 
Lake, Highland, Milford nnd 
Lyon townships, the cities of 
Walled Lake and Wixom and 
the unincorporated communiiy 
of Union Lake, BoGolo said. 

Wixom Mayor Wesley Me-
Aiee represents the city, while 
Milford Municipal Judge Ben . 
Threloff is chairman of the 
board of directors, BeGole 
added. 

He said Tliursday's meeling 
wiis lIeld lo delermine member­
ship policies in the hospilal as-
soeialion, and lo discuss avail-
able pi'operty in tho area in 
which tile iiuspital would be lo­
cated. 

A membership drive, he ex-
plained, will be held to rai^e 
funds for planning and eslab-
lishing the liospital. Present 
pians call for selling life mem­
berships in Ihe association for 
contributions of not less than 
$106. 

He said tiie commillee iiiado 
plans to investigate available 
property and to meet next Tiics-
day at the Highland township 
offices. •
