New Faces Due 
In Legislature 

The compiexion of the Mich 
igan Legislature in 1863 is very 
likely to present a sharp con 
Irast lo that of rcccnl years. 

Nine members of the State 
Senate definitely wili not re-
turn. Seven seats were vacated 
by the incumbents voluntarily 
and two prominent Republican 
n embers, Kalamazoo Son. Carl 
Ion H. Morris and Sen. Charles 
R. Feenstra of Grand Rapids, 
were ousted in primary contests 

In the House, upsets in pri-
mary election races and volun­
tary "retirements"' puts 21 
seats up for grabs by new hope­
fuls. 

Known changes would give 
in the two houses. 
In addition, however, there 

arc still a few districts in the 
state where neither party has 
a tight hold on official positions 
and further upsets of incum-
bents could result. 

ln Oakland and lilacomb 
counties, for example, popula-
lion shifts and various other 
factors have, changed the elec-
tion returns in reccht years. 
Part of Muskegon county also 
is considered in the "swing dis­
trict" category. 

Thc two major parlies are 
watching thc House races par­
ticularly in the current cam­
paign. The few strategic ''swing 
districts" could mean the dif-
ference between control of the 
chamber, which had a SS-5S 
spill when the 1958 votes were 
counted and Republicans held a 
bare 56-54 majority during- the 
last session.

State Highway Depart-

ment officials said ferries car-
rying Iraffic bctwccn lhe two 
cities named SaiiU SL Marie 
were taxed beyond capacity 
during the past several months. 

Dedication of the bridge will 
mark the end of the ferry ser­
vice across the river. Thc ferry 
service just east of the giant 
locks was established in 1888. 

The new gateway linking 
Michigan with Canada is ex-
peeled to draw tourists from liie 
north as well as those seeking 
lo travel in the Canadian pro­
vinces. State Tourist Council of­
ficials said. 

Michigan's other irtcrnation 
al bridges, the Ambassador 
Bridge at Detroit and the Blue 
Waler Bridge jt Port Huron, 
also arc highly regarded for 
their tourist-altractiiIg power. 

Boaters in Michigan next 
summer may find a host of new 
rules and regulations governing 
their activities, depending on 
the success of a new committee 
established by the Legislature. 

The Boating Control Commit­
tee was created lo promote wa­
ter safely through more unifor 
boating regulations. 

Headed by a member of the 
Secretary' of State's office, 
Harold E. Bradshaw, the com­
mittee is authorized to recom­
mend whatever controls seem 
necessary to protect public saf­
ety on local waters. 

The committee is empowered 
to set boat speed limits and 
zones, regulate tlie size and 
horsepower of boat motors, and 
establish hour restrictions on 
motorboats. 

It may also direct thc mark­
ing of special areas to Ieservc 
them for navigation, boating, 
swimming, fishing or other sing 
ie purpose activities. 

Bradshaw. emphasized thc 
law provides lhat all recom-
mcndations of the committee 
are subject to acceptance by lo­
cal units of governnient. En­
forcement of the rcguialions 
will be done liy local authoi'i-
ties. 

Future planniiIs in aviation 
service for Michigan will bc 
patially based on a I'cccnt sur­
vey conducted throughout the 
state under the direction of the 
Dcparlmenl of Aeronautics. 

Aviation Fact Finder" in­
volved thousands of flights and 
plane passengers in Michigan 
in late July. 

Thc airlines kept track of 
passenger origin & destination 
and asked each passenger lo 
fill out an economic information 
post card. Volunteer interview­
ers questioned the pilots of gen­
eral aviation aircraft before 
take-off and after landing. 

James D. Ramsey, slalc aero 
nautics director, said the re­
sults of the survey will not 
be known until tlie end of tho 
ycar. -

"Thc results will bo used to 
provide the statistical basis lo 
enable sound planning here lo 
allow our state to lake advan­
tage of the transportation and 
economic value of aviation in 
thc years to come," he said. 

One typical day during the 
survey, drawn oul of the file 
as a sample, showed 512 Inter-
viewers recorded almost 4,666 
general aviation aircraft opera­
tions. Passenger information 
cards were not fully rclurned 
for the sample day, said Ram­
sey.

We will always have 
some inflation, hut it will do no 
harm If we can avoid World 
War lu . Take out some life in-
surance-straight lite, 20-pay-
mcnl.

lf our dollar declines, you can 
use the low-cost dollars to make 
your payments. So, in the end, 
it will average out. 

Never Endorse a 
Note of Another 

You have friends and neigh 
bors who will ask you lo cn-
doI-sc a note for them, ai-guing 
that siieh action would "cost 
you nothing" but that it would 
bo a' great favor to thc maker 
of the note. I heard a sermon 
once on a text fi'om MattJIcw, 

Chapter 25, Verses :i3-37. ll 
has saved mc much money and 
much lI'ouble. 

When selling property, I 
will warrant the title against 
any "cloud" occurring dur­
ing my ownership; but will 
never give a full warranty 
going back to thc Indiansl 
When you give your own 

note, you can get oul of il by 
paying same, lf you have 
bought something which you 
know is a losing proposition, 
you can sell il and take your 
loss with Uncle Sam. But when 
you endorse a note, thc note 
goes to a bank or to some third 
parly and passes entirely out 
of your conliol. The endorse­
ment may hang over you for 
years. Endorsements have no 
time limiti BewaI-e ot themi 

Buy a Little Stock 
If the stock of the corpora-

tion for wiiich you are going to 
work is listed on the New York 
or the American Stock Ex­
change, buy one share of it 
each month and have il regis­
tered in your name — not in 
your wife's name, lf the stock 
is selling for moi-c lhan you 
can afford to pay each month, 
buy a share once cvei'y other 
montii; but buy il regularly 
and systematically. 

If the stock is not listed, buy 
a share of llic slock of one of 
your local banks each month. 
You can tell the treasurer or 
some other officer of the bank 
that I have advised you lo do 
this; lie will get the stock for 
you. Have this stock issued in 
your name so you will gel thc 

dividends. This system will 
make you a profit; but, more 
important, it will give you a 
good reputation as a subslan 
tial citizen. Bc well thought of 
now and it will give you credit 
later if you want lo start a 
business of your own. 
Be Careful When You Wriie 
l l is a good rule lo be care­

ful always aboul what you put 
into writing. In fact,. it often 
helps to have someone else's 
opinion on your material. Al­
though I have been writing this 
column once a week for many 
years, it is always checked 
very carefully by a most able 
employee of mine. 

So let mc suggest that,

Almost every day 
she comes home in tears be­
cause other children have been 
teasing her unmercifully. We 
do the best we can, but some 
times it is just impossible for 
us to help her "keep up with 
the .Jones's". • 

There are. lols of children 
whose pai-ents arc better fixed 
than wc are, and these arc the 
very ones who tease hcr. One 
of their favorite jibes is "you're 
poor—your fatlier is a church-
mouse." Both my husband and 
I have consoled her and told 
her hot 'to pay any attention 
to the olher children. It doesn't 
do any good..-,. 

Do you think I shouid ask thc 
school to put hcr in another 
class? I worry about her. She 
hasn't any friends and when l 
ask her, site jusl says nobody 
likes iter and then refuses lo 
talk about il. Please answer 
this letter. 

Mrs. S.K.L. 
Deer Mrs. S.K.L: 

What you describe is a not 
unusual situation among chiid­
ren and in more subtle ways is 
discoverable in adult sciely as 
well. Human beings, especially 
when young and only half civil 
ized, can indeed bc cruel and 
heartless and more often than 
not, the weaker and more vul­
nerable tho object of their hos­
tility, thc greater its incisive 
accuracy. 

I tliink it is the task and re­
sponsibility of every pai'ent to 
help tlicir chiidren in their re­
lationships with others, but un­
fortunately, some parenis de­
rive a secret and vicai'ious gra-
tificalion from the aggressive 
behavior of Iheir offspring.Whal 
they cannot in good conscience 
permit tlicmseives to even be 
come aware of, they covertly 
and unknowingly encourage in 
their children. They frequently 
project, for example, their own 
inflated opinions of tliemsolvc.s 
onto their children; encourag­
ing tliem to claim a station and 
virtue not truly theirs. Most 
thoughtful parents are forlun 
ately aware of this and take 
measures not lo exploit their 
children. 

Granted lhat mankind is by 
nature cruel and selfish, it is 
nonetheless possible that your

daughter brings some of this 
leasing down on hcr own head 
liy cither her behavior or at­
titude. And of course it some-
limes happefis lhat thc victim 
of another's aggression may 
have "asked for it." That this 
may be the case is not clearly 
certain from your letter, bul 
it is a factor which needs to be 
kept in mind, especially since 
you say that your daughter 
"has no friends." 

I do not think that as a gen 
eral thing, a difficulty of this 
kind is to be solved by calling 
upon the already burdened scli­
ool authority. Poriiaps instead 
of comforting your little girl, 
you couid try lo infuse in her 
the foriilude to deal directly 
with those children who are be­
having in such a disturbing fas 
hion. lt may bc lhat your child 
even provokes the others; not 
knowingly, but out of an inner 
wish on her part to have ad­
ditional I-cason to seek solace 
in your arms! 

Try to remember lliat this is 
not as catastiophic an event as 
you may feel it to be. Jusl a-
boul everyone lias to learn to 
"take it" in growing up. Child-
hood is usually viewed as a 
pleasurable time by adults who 
have so easily forgotten, but to 
children who are experiencing 
the present diffctiltes of grow 
ing up, it is far from an easy 
task. Not only should your dau­
ghter learn to "take it", but 
she also needs sonic instruction 
in how to "dish it out." 

Siie shouid be encouraged to 
feel pride in what you and your 
husband have accomplished, & 
she sbouid learn cuily in lier 
life that il is tiic relationship 
with one's fellows that makes 
life what it can be and that 
by no sli'etch of tho imagina­
tion can people be compared on 

thc basis of the material things 
they have somehow acquired. 
What you're really after is to 
help your daughter develop the 
moral and spiritual fiber that 
forms the basis qf a mature 
adult life.

Ford to Autolite Division Offices to Wixom 

Now Vacant Wixom Plant Headquarters — To H Duse Ford's Autolite Division Offices 

Ford Motor company offic-
iais confirmed this week lhat 
planning is underway to move 
the company's Eleclric Auto­
lite division offices into the 
now unused Wixom plant 
headquarters building. 

While the date is not def­
inite, a Ford spokesman re­
ported, the move has tenta­
tively been scheduled for No­
vember 1. 

Tom Seripps, public rela­
tions manager of Ford's Au-
tolite division, said tiie move 
of some 266 office and sales 
personnel will be made, and 
a decision on the exact date 

is exiiectcd within the next 
week or two. 

, The three-story Wixom of-
fice building, which covers a 
206,666 square feet area, was 
first occupied in April of 1857. 
U.was closed later that year 
when the Lincoln-Mercury di-
vision of Ford was recreated 

'and its headquarters moved 
to Dearborn. 

Wlxem plant industrial re­
lations Director Joseph Tigue 
said the headquarters build-
ing has been vacant since the 
Lincoln and Merci/ry divisions 
wore r«merfled in the fall of 
1957. 

Seripps said the Autoiilc 
division's occupancy would 
not use all of the Wi.xom 
building. II would, however, 
locate the Autolite division 
headquarters in Wixom, he 
said. 

The move will include sales, 
industrial i-elatlons, advorli.s-
ing, accounting, purcha.sing, 
product planning and similar 
personnel, as well as office 
workers, Seripps said. 

The Autolite offices which 
will move to Wixom are now 
located in the Ford engineer­
ing building at Dearborn, 
where they have been housed 

since Ford purchased Auto-
lite. 

Ford now owns the rights 
to ihe Autolite name and two 
Autolite plants which produce 
batteries and spark plugs. It 
also controls world-wide sales 
under the Autolite name. 

.Seripps said the exact num­
ber of offices wliicli would be 
occupied in lhe Wixoin build­
ing has nol yet boon deter­
mined. This figure and tlic 
amount of floor space they 
would require are included 
in thc problcins wiiich will 
dctcrniine when the move 
will be made, lie said. 

Since thc Autoiilc division 
will nol occupy the entire 
Wixom headquarters building, 
Seripps added, there is a pos­
sibility other small divisions 
of Ford may have saies of­
fices locaied in Wixom. 

Hc saiil these would bc of­
fices for other F.ord interests 
which deal wUh automotive, 
and related asscssoi'ies. 

Seripps added that he knew 
of no definite plans for utiliis-
ing Ihe engineering btiilding 
space to bp vacated iiy the 
Autolite division.

To make opening of thc new 
patient building more efficient, 
Ebling said, patients-will be 
admitted at the rate of about 
25 a month. 

"We "hope to have the btiild­
ing completed by next July so 
that we can start admitting by 
August," he added. 

Site preparations have al 
ready begun on the patient 
building, and construction''will 
start when footings have been 
completed. 

The sorvlce building site 
Is also being readied now, Ett-
ling said, and construction 
ef both-buildings should get 
underway this fall.

Altliougii Mui.si Norrliville officials would probably 
prefer iliat if would waii awhile, tlie subject of Detroit 
water seems bent upon becoming :in issue for decision 
sooner tlian expected. 

And it is certain to stir public interest and some def-
initc CDtiflicting viewpoints. 

It lias been generally expected that eventually this 
area — Novi, Nortliville arul Plynioutli — would buy its 
water from ilie city of Detroit. The plan is to extend 
the present Detroit main westward on Kight Mile to Shel-
don ro.id and then .south to Plyinouth- The line is al-
ready west of Farniington. 

The Detroil w;iter board operates its system as a 
utility and is constantly seeking new customers to supply. 

Its product has definite advaiu.ngcs including adequate 
supply and .softness-

It al.si) has disadvantages to communities already op­
erating their own .systems: cost and lo.ss of cost control. 

T o areas like Novi and Northviilc and Plyinouth 
townslii|is, wliere water systems do not presently exist, 
Detroit appears to be the most logical and economical 
source. 

lint in nrdi'r lo niahc It profitnhic to conslnict lines 
lo tliesc areas fiu! big ivatcr users — the cities of Nnrtli-
ville and I'lvmuuth — must first indicate iviilingness to 
buy. 

I.tist week Detroit water board officials called for 
mcc't:.-.a« with local area officials. It appears that Detroit 
would like some definite answers concerning our inten­
tion:;. Do we w.mt Detroit water and when? 

In a letter to Nortlivillc's city man.igcr it was pointed 
out tiiat water would be ;ivailablc for next summer. The 
proposetl rate wonl<l lie ;iboiit 5-i percent iiigiier tiim 
present.

Nortiiviiie city officiii's an- liappy with their present 
water set-up, but recogni.-:e i l r t ground suppiy is an in-
definite tiling. They don't want to turn their biicks on 
Detniit becaiise it may become a badly needed source of 
supply in just a few short years. 

Further, it lias been argued that soft Detroit water 
could be more economical wiieii one considers cost of 
water softening and soap.s. 

Novi iias'expressed a defini'te interest in obtaining 
Detroit water- 'llie i.ssiic here rests over the cost of pur-
chasing tlie existing .system suppiying Willowbrook sub­
division, wliicli is owned by the developer. 

He's asking .>il5U,()0(). Viiiage officiais beiieve this 
is higii. 

NorLiiville township has iittie demand and no system. 
Officials recognize :i water s-.ippiy wiii be needed some 
day and are no-.v es-abii,sliing commissions tiiat wiii con­
trol and p w i d e niiiintenantc for a townsiiip system.

One Norilivilie officiai expressed a city point of view 
when it was mentioned tiiat Plymoutli township wanted 
the water- "I un.k-rs!:ind their need, but ivhy siiouid tlie 
taxpayers of the tiry wlio ii:ive met and paid for this re-
sponsibiiity wiili tii'.-ir own systems be hurried into buying 
Detroit water to actommi/date an iirea that has waited 
-.ind made no capital iiivestmem." 

If lietfoit would pre.ss Nortliville for an immediate 
answer, the cotincil wouid probably ask for public hearings 
and a compiete airing of aii tlie facts — costs, present 
supply, etc. 

As it stands now, Nortliville wants time. For this the 
council woM.ld probiibiy enter into some contniciurai agree-
ment for the future. 

But, if Detroil says "now, or maybe never" — we 
iiave a .serious consideration.

A HEAVY TURNOVER In 
the State Legislature next year 
nearly precludes prediction of 
the men wiio will hold the lead­
ership posts in at least one 
chamber. 

ln the House of Hepresenla-
lives, a battle is quickly shap 
ing up over the meniber who 
will fiii the Speaker's chair va 
cated when Don K. Pears, Bu­
chanan Republican, stepped 
out. Pears made an unsuccess-
ful bid for the GOP nomina-
tion in the 4th Congressionai 
District. 

AT L E A S T TWO other Re 
publicans have loudly voiced 
interest in replacing Pears on 
the rostrum. These are Rep. 
llobcrt E . Waidron of Grosse 
Pointe and current Majority 
Leader AlJison Green of lCings 
ton. 

Al l ' House members vote In 
the Speaker election although 
the majority party cauciIs us­
ually determines who its "fav-
orlte son" will be. 

If the present 58-54 division 
of the IIouse is maintained af-
ter the November election. 
Democratic votes on the Speak­
er will be very important. 

WALDRON. WHO CHAIRED 
the Labor Committee, was less 
than popular among Democrat­
ic members. His committee rec­
ommended the many unemploy­
ment compensation law chang­
es strongly opposed by Deino-
crats and buried bills introduc­
ed by the minority party. 

Green, as fioor leader, was 
iess than liked by the Demo­
crats but could well emerge as 
the most favorable of the three 

likely candidates for Speaker. 
A dark horse candidate 

among the Republicans migh 
well also be brought oul of any 
lengthy caucus as the parly 
favorite, 

BARRING A GOP SWEEP 
of the - election. Democrats 
maintain hope of gaining con­
trol of the House, which has 
been nearly evenly divided dtir-
ing the last four years. 

In 1959 when a 55-55 split 
occurred Minority Leader Jo­
seph J . Kowalskl of Detroit & 
his assistant, Albert K. Hfrri-
gan of Flint, were the nom 
inces for the Speaker and 
Speaker Pro-Tcm. 

A l l indications are that the 
same two would bc the Demo­
cratic choices for the top lead­
ership again. 

IN THE SENATE, of course, 
the presiding officer will be the 
Lieutenant Governor elected in 
November. 

The President Pro-Tem, how­
ever. Is elected from the ma­
jority party ranks. Sen. Perry

the current session. 

A likely shakeup in the GOP 
ranks of the upper chamber 
presents a strong possibiUty 
that the so-called "moderates'' 
will be in the majority.

My husband and I got mar-

ried when we both were in col-
lege.

Wc lived in a two 
room apartment and both of us 
worked so that wc really didn'.

By the way, lie's 
been working for his Ph.D,. for 
the past ten years and " I've 
been working out of the home 
ali this time. Finally, I told him 
l was through — that if he real 
ly wanted to get that degree 
he'd have to do it himself and 
that I was through supporting 
him. 

Perhaps I acted rashly, but 
my husband is very slow mov-
ing and it takes things like this 
to make him face up to bis 
responsibilities. There are oth 
er things — more intimate 
things there's a great deal of 
trouble with too. l know l can't 
go inlo all the details in a let­
ter that may be published but 
I've done everything I know 
how, but it hasn't helped. He's 
been sleeping in the extra bed-
room for over a year. I guess 
I take out my frustrations by 
getting interested in acting and 
he's always accusing me of be 
ing away from the house. He 
accuses mc of only wanting 
him as a baby-slttcr. Actually, 
I feel it Is the other way around 

it was he who moved out on 
me! 

And now there is this other 
man. I know something could 
come of it so very easily. He is 
so fine and wonderful and he's 
interested in the same things 
l am. I keep thinking to my­
self that I'm getting older and 
that life isn't much fun and 
right here is a chance — some-
thing glorious to take advant­
age of. I know it's wrong to feel 
that way, but you can't imagine 
how embittered I'm becoming 
at my husband's lack of real 
interest and concern of mc. I 
don't think we love each other 
any more. I even wonder If he 
ever did and that maybe we 
didn't start a mess years ago 
for which there is no help. 

I know something Is-wrong 
with him but how can I con­
vince him? I know he can't be 
helped unless he feels tiie need 
for it himself, but how do I 
get 111m to rcaliiSB that ,bis 

trouble just isn't because he 
works too hai-d or some other 
excuse he coines up with? It's 
a wild hope, but I'm going to 
show him. your aiiswer to my 
letter. I really pray that some-
one will get through to him 
and since he reads you every 
week, maybe you'll have an in-
flucnce on him.

Yours is a tragic stoi;y and 

I'm certain there's a' gdo'd deal 
more unhappiness iiI both your 
lives than you can do justice 
to in writing. Yours is also 
story with which I am very 
familiar in general outline 
though the details which make 
it uniquely yours are different 
than any l have heard before. 

You and your husband were 
immature when . you married 
and your compatibility was sus­
tained in large measure be 
cause of interests you both had 
outside yourselves. No doubt 
your mutual interest in micro 
biology not only attracted you 
to one another, but also formed 
a kind of "cement" which has 
kept you together for so long a 
time. Unhappily, neither of you 
matured psychologically to the 
degree that you have physical 
ly. Both of you are still active 
and living like school kids, and 
neither one of you have real 
ly come to grips with reality 
of married life! 

l t is not so easy to write to 
you with stch bliintncss be­
cause my very manner may 
antagonize and serve to keep 
you from seeking the very kind 
of help which would be of 
greatest benefit to you. Rut 
since this is more for your bus 
band's eyes than for yours, I 
want him to see that the diffi-
cullies he has labored under 
are as much appreciated as 
are your own burdens in living 
with him! 

l think dramatics are a won-
derful hobby for you, but your 
husband and children come 
first and foremost. If, after 
they have been taken care of, 
there is still time left — and if 
your husband -agrees witii 
your taking part in i t , , l think 
acting could be a great .enjoy­
ment for both of you. It is es­
sential that there be mutuality 
in a marriage; that each ap-
preciates tlie interest - iind ac-
tivities of the other, not neces­
sarily joining in them but re­
specting each others wishes, I 
don't think either of you have 
even considered, much IcsS 
learned the meaning of mutual, 
appreciative respect. You are 
too much interested in the stage 
and he has his own ends to 
pursue, His foot dragging In ob­
taining his degree is lament-
able. Maybe he isn't good Ph.D 
material, or deep down feels 
unconvinced of the value such 

degree would have for him.

a physician. I do hope that his 
will be of help to your bus 
band. You should contact your 
family physician to get the 
name of a psychiatrist with

Nobody likes to think about 
death, and still one cannot look 
at the daily newspapers with­
out realizing lIow many reach 
an untimely end through auto­
mobile smashups and - other 
hazards of civillzatioii. You may 
iive to a very ripe old age, 
but you might die tomorrow. 
Let me tell you why I think lt 
is all-important lo protect your 
estate by a will , whatever your 
age. 

Select Your Own Executor 
A- wil l gives you the oppor-

tunity of choosing in advance a 
friendly executor rather than 
having some judge appoint an 
acquaintance of his with whom 
you might not. bc satisfied. If 
you die intestate and the court 
lias to disburse your estate, it 
can run up a lot of costs, in-
eluding the necessity for 
bond. 

Most of these costs can be 
avoided by making your will 
and appointing your own execu; 
tor. Under some circumstances, 
your executor can give your 
beneficiaries securities or prop-
erty at a fair value instead of 
cash. 

Your own executor, also, can 
use discretionary powers that 
a court appoihtec would not 
possess. He can, for example, 
decide what property to sell,

He' can do the 
things that you want done in 
the way that you would do 
them yourself, witiIout litiga 
lion fears. 

Your estate may be- saved 
thousands of dollars because 
your executor can be given 
time through your will to 'use 
his best judgment and consult 
with otiier people, and thus 
avoid liquidating your assets 
hurriedly or during a time oi 
depression. ; - ; 

Will* P ' rmi t Special Provisions 
Only' through a will can you 

arrange to leave money in trust 
so that the bereaved can have 
the. full income for life ,and 
then have the principal 'go to 
the children or other' chosen 
people. You can, if you wish, 
distribute your property in un­
equal amounts among your 
heirs where the need of some 
may be greater, than that of 
others.-It should-be clcariy rec­
ognized, too, that it could take 
two:years.or more for a court-
appointed executor to settle 
your affairs, and your heirs 
night have little or nothing to 
live.on during this period, 

An executor can be authoriz­
ed in yoiIr vvill to disburse a 
certain arhount each month to 
your wife, for iiistance; pend­
ing' final setttemeiit. This can 
be increased.if there.is illness 
or unexpected trouble/ Chang­
es in your will can be made by 
you at any time by adding pro­
per coilicils'which your lawyer 
will advise you dn. Y' . • ' 

Most people have 
churches and charities thai 
they intend to remember, hut 
these organizations wiii receivn 
nothing unless there is a wiii 
Hvery man and woman should 
leave something to his or her 
church, especially since Iolig 
ion is still the only hope for our 
unsettled and distrubed world. 
Practically'everything of value 
that we . have — democracy, 
schools, hospitals, personal frop.-
dom — we owe lo the work of 
the church. So don't forget your 
church in your will. 
Reputable Lawyer important 
I urge you not to try to make 

your own will to save a few 
dollars. Find a reputable law­
yer, give him a complete list of 
the. gifts you want to make, and 
ciesignatc whom you want for 
an executor. 

Any good lawyer (he siiouid 
be a resident of your state) will 

favorite lie able to put your wishes inla 
e:car Ic.gal .shape. He will tell 
you to have Iho wiii signed by 
throe wilncssps who watch you 
idfix your .signature; preferaldy 
witnesses should not ineludo 
those mentioned in liio docti-
nient. He wiii explain any tccli-^ 
niealilics to you, parliciilariy 
as lo tiic iaivs in your stale. 

ft is a good idea lo have at 
least three carbon copies ot 
your will .so lhat your suggest­
ed oxcctilor ean familiarize 
liiinself Willi your intentions. 
One can he put in your safe-
deposit box for your own per­
sonal reference, and ono can 
remain wilh your lawyer. Tlni 
original should be left with 
your bank and a receipt .there­
for obtained. Even if you have 
not very imicli money at this 
time, you should make a wiii . 
It wiii turn out to be a fine 
investment for you.

•Chief Frank'Jadzinski, tiic eliief 
received an cmDrgency plume 
eaii from city DPW Dii-ector 
Uobert Trombiey, whose infant 
son had quit breathing. 

-Jad-z-inski sent r'ii'c Chief lto-
bcrt I'otter and a resuscitatof' 

•ei-ew lo Tf-omblcy's home and 
tiien rushed lo a two-way radio, 
wiiicii had been ioaned to him 
for Iriai, io order liie cily pa-

'trul car lo transport tiio ciiiid 
lo lhe hospital. 

Ths council learned laler 
that the quick action had 
helped prevent a tragedy, 
end the Infant had been re-
leased from the hospital after 
treatment. 
The radio measure the coun-

cil had been considering was 
Jadzinski's suggestion the city 
drop its present radio service 
throiigii tho siieriff's depart-
ment and initiate service throu­
gh both Waiied Lake and Mii 
ford. 

The chief expiainod lhat lhc 
cily now pays the sheriff's de­
partment $240 a year to reiay 
phono caiis over the air to Wix­
om patroi cars. 

"But our resitlcnls have to 
pay telephone tolls to Poiitiac," 

he said, "and the service hasn't 
always .been as good as pos­
sible." 

By using Miiford and Walled 
Lake, the chief pointed out, res-
idonts could call without pay 
ing a toll chai'ge, and the ra 
dios wouldn't bc as busy, there 
fore eliminating the delay some 
times experienced with the 
sheriff's department. 

ifc added that the round-thc 
clock radio service provided by 
Milford and Walled Lake may 
even bc cheaper than the coun­
ly charge, Walled Lake - will 
provide' the service for $100 a 
year, he said, adding that'iie 
expects Miiford's charge lo be 
aiiuul the same or a lillle less 

Walled Lake's radio Is 
manned by the fire depart­
ment, he said and Miiford's 
is operated by a police dis-
patcher. 
City Attorney Gene Schnciz 

pointed out that Woiverine Lake 
joined with Waiied Lake some 
lime ago, and has had no com 
plaints about service. He said 
the radio signai is better tilan 
from Pontiac during bad wca 
thcr, and there aren't any de­
lays from the radio being busy. 

'I'hc council decided to hold 
off Its decision on the switch 
until .ladzinski receives letters 
from Walled Lake and Milford 
authorizing the service and de 
tailing t^c costs. 

The chief also asked the coun­
cil to consider purchasing the 
portable two-way radio he us 
od during the meeting to send 
the patrol car to the Tf-ombley 
home.

Phys Ed Program 
Finds Wealc Spot' 

"The need for a physicai ed-
ucation program became ap­
parent as soon as we started it," 
reported Novi junior iiigii 
scfiool's new physical education 
instructors. 

John (^sborne and Miss Flor­
ence Pangborn started their re­
spective boys' and girls' physi 
cai education programs in the 
junior high by giving each Stii 
dent a seven-event pliysical fit 
ness test recommended • as pan 
of President John Kennedy's 
fitness program. 

Compared wilh national 
norins for. the tests, the teach 
iers reported this week'; Novi's 
youngsters rated. from "good" 
to well under par^ with an av­
erage performance just a little 
poorer than the national aver­
age. 

"Most striking," said Miss 
Pangborn, "is the wide varia­
tion in abilities, which probably 
wouldn't exist in a full grade-
school program with training 
in physical activities." 

The physical education in­
structor noted that in her three 
classes, she found only "a hand­
ful of girls who were physically 
fit." She added that few of 
those had developed physical 
skills for games or other activi-
ties. 

Osborne said ' both he and 
Miss Pangborn pian lo recon­
duct tiic tests during the sciiooi 
year to determine the amount 
of prbgress the students have 
made. Both predicted -that bv 
year's end, their students wouid 
be performing as well as tlIc 
nationai norms. 

"And next year," Miss 
Pangborn added, "There 
probably won't be as much 
variation as we found this 
year, because this year's sev­
enth graders Will still be in 
our classes and because 

some of ihe exercises and 
games played this year will 
probably be pic'Ked up by 
elementary students." 
Even more of a boost for fu­

ture years is being provided by 
iMiss Pangborn. She's develop 
ing a set of rules and materials 
for use by elementary teach­
ers to have organized games 
during recess, rattier than the 
"tree piay" types of recess 
activities. 

At present, Novi's junior 
high giris are iearning to piay 
speedbaii for t'he first time. 
Whiie waiting for equipment 
fQI'- tho soccor--iike.game to:-t!r 
rive. Miss Pangborn taught the 
girls some of the basics involv 
ed in touch football. 

"Right now," Osborne said, 
"we're taking as much advan-
lage of the good weather as pos 
siblo, so we're spending more 
time en football and srpeedball 
just because we can go oul-
doors." 

Both teachers plan team 
games in such activities as 
basketball, dodgcball and 
volley ball, as well as relays, 
tumbllt̂ g and other physical 
fitness contests. 
Miss Pangbqrn, a graduate of 

Central Michigan University 
wilh a minor in physical educa 
tion and a major in social' sci­
ence, pointed out that until the 
youngsters become more skill 
ful in physical activities, there's 
not much need for a great deal 
of equipment and a schedule 
packed full of new games ev­
ery week. 

Osborne, a physical educa 
tion graduate from Alma col­
lege, said the real need for 
physical education is to teach 
useful activities for the ever-
increasing amounts of leisure 
time enjoyed in this country. 

"The kids aren't learning pi'o. 

per exercises and uses for this 
time," he said, "and the result 
is that many are turning into 
'flabby Americans'." 

He pointed out that more 
than 26 per cent of the Korean 
conflict draftees were reject­
ed because of poor physical con­
ditions, a much higher figure 
than in the Second World War, 
which drew greater percentages 
of physicai rejections than did 
the First World War. 

While both teachers schedule 
a certain amount of calisthen­
ics into each physical educa­
tion period, they pian to em­
phasize giimes and .activities 
sucii as relays ' and ttImbiing' 
to increase the interest of the 
youngsters. 

"If the kids become inter­
ested/" Osborne noted, "what 
they are taught in class may 
carry over to their adult leis­
ure time, and may everttually 
be used as their recreational 
hobbles." 
Inciudcd in the physical ed­

ucation program initiated at 
Novi this year Is a health ed­
ucation course. When weather 
forces the classes indoors, the 
boys and girls will have alter­
nate iise of the gym. 

Three days a week, one group 
will use the gym while the oth­
er will use it twice. The follow­
ing week the second will oc­
cupy the gym three times and 
the first group twice.' Young­
sters who are not in the gym 
wil l be in health education 
classes. 

Besides the physical-health 
education classes, both teach­
ers spend their mornings teach­
ing two-hour blocks of English 
and geography. The physical 
educatiop and block teaching 
programs were begun this fall 
on the recommendation of cur­
riculum Consultant Tom Stone, 
of Wayne State University.
