The agreements call for the 
county DPW to wrap up all en­
gineering details of a $2.3 mil­
lion sewage disposal system to 
serve the entire city and the 
village area abutting the lake. 

A plan ro c-;iis r;itr a mod 
ern pool for rhe p irposc of 
forming a Northville Swim 
Club will be officially inrro 
diRxd to lhe city planning 
comiiii.ssion 15ecembcr 11 when 
a request for. rezoning a 
acre site comes up for public 
lie;'ring. 

The proiec'- is a private un-
diri.iking. Soliciiiition of mem 
bersliips is already underway 

(. jii'.l p'onio'ei-.i (if rlie plan re 
pnri lii.u i' his reccii'cd excel 
U"" rtsiinnst-

The group hopes to organize 
as soon as possible so Ihat'cnn-
struetitm may begin in the 

• spring and use of the facility 
can start July 4. 

Spocifically, the planners will 
be asked to consitier rezoning a 
2.G acre parcel behind the high 
schooi and adjacent to the 
city's water lower. 

An option io purchase the 
property from the Harold Hart­
leys has been acquired and pre 
iiminary drawings of the pool 
submitted to planners. If i l 
wins planning commission ap 
provai, i l must bo passed by 
the city councii at a subsequent 
hearing. 

Ciiief organizers of the plan 
arc Robert Bogart, . Robert 
Bretz, Charies Aitman, Jr., 
Raymond Jackson and Maurice 
LaPointe, ail Northviiie resi­
dents. 

They propose to construct a 
$100,000 faciiity that wiii in 
ciude an oiympic 'size pooi, 
bath lIouse, wading pool, Ipark-
ing area and eventually tennis 
and shuffle board courts.-

Bogart emphasized that the 
project was a "family affair". 
Some 350 family memberships 
\yill be 'sought with fees tenta­
tively sol at $350 for member­

ship stock and $40 annual dues. 
The group has already ob­

tained the services of Bradford 
Edwards, an architect well 
known in the field of swimming 
pool design. 

It is proposed that the heated 
pool will be 82.5 x 42 feet with 
a 30 33 foot diving bay. A 
pool manager, assistant and life 
guards will be employed, Bo­
gart said. 

In Its , preliminary inquiries 
the group has already obtained 
responses from some 175 fam-
ilios interested in joining the 
club. 

"Other clubs in the area have 
been highly successful. Many 
have waiting lists", Bogart add­
ed. 

Information forms for fami 
lies interested in tlic pool club 
are now available iti Northville 
at the Good TIIrfe Party Store 
and Record office. 

Included in the study will be 
possible methotls for each com­
munity to finance their rcspec-
live shares of the project, and 
preparation ot applications for 
50 percent matching funds from 
the federal governmenL 

The sewage disposal system 
the county estimates will have 
a $2.3 million price tag. l l in­
cludes a chemical trealmsnt 
plant to be located southwest of 
the lake, trunk sewers from the 
plant and lateral lines branch­
ing into the city and around 
the Novi I porifon oi the lake. 

Not included in the estimate 
ed cost are purchase of land 
for the treatment plant and the 
actual cost of connecting prop­
erty to a lateral line passing 
by it. 

Novi's share of the total 
cOst would be $707,800, while 
i/Valled Lake's share would 
amount to $1,517,800. These 
figures do not include an 
$81,951 share originaiiy figur­
ed for the township. 

With an estimated' 800 sewer 
taps available lo the village, live 
per-tap rate would approximate 
$900. The distributed cost, of a 
treatment plant site . and con­
nections to laterals would prob­
ably push the tap-in cost to 
over $1,000. 

Estimated per-tap costs for 
1,340 connections in -Walled 
Lake would be $1,13,'! plus the 
land purchase and connection 
cosL

Tiic coordinator of the drive 
to locate a 100-bed hospital in 
Milford lo serve a 10-township 
area in western Oakland county 
will speak Thursday of next 
week in the Novi viiiage coun­
cii chambers. 

John Ripplinger, of Profes­
sional Faciiities corporation of 
Haze l /Park , will outline the 
need for a hospital in this area, 
and wiii explain the method of 
obtaining a medical facility. He 
wiii aiso answer audience ques­
tions. 
• The speaker has been working 

with the citizen hoard of direct­
ors for the hospital,'.k'iiich will 
be constructed in;-Milford if a 
fund' drive scheduled lb begin 
soon is successful. 

The board of directors of the 
proposed $1.4 million hospital 
earlier this month took an op 
tion on approximately 14 acres 
of iand :inside the Milford vil­
lage limits. 

The land, located.on Atlantic 
avenue, between Mount Eagle 
s t r e e t and the Methodist 

church, has sewer and water 
service available. 

A rolling site, the land pro 
vides sufficient level area for 
a hospital building, and is stab 
le enough for a multi-level 
building, according to Rippling­
er. He said details of the option 
and final purchase price have 
not been worked out as yet. 

Detroit Architect Victor J . 
Basso, selected last month to 
design the building, has ex­
pressed praise for the site. 

The hospital, to be operated 
on' a non-profit basis, would 
service the townships of Novi, 
Lyon, Greeh Oak, Hartland, 
BI'ightoH, Rose, Highland, Mil­
ford, White Lake and Com­
merce. 

It would be open to both doc­
tors of medicine and doctors of 
osteopathy in the area who 
would normally send patients 
to the hospital. Other doctors 
from outlying areas wlio would 
occasionally have patients at 
the facility would also be ad­
mitted to tlie staff.

And ol' Tom shouldn't have 
any kicks, for his lot, like that 
of lire humans he serves, was 
a good deal worse in the past, 
according to' Eight Mile road 
turkey fai'mer Raymond Hon-
singer. 

As recently as-'251 years ago 
the tuI'key often felT'victim to 
numerous diseases; - he- pointed 
out.- But bird loss fr,ojn diseasb 
is almost non-existent now, he 
said. ' .; 1 • : 

'Hnnsingcr.nwho/ has' raised 
turkeys for the'.'past-'35 years, 
noted the relatively easy lives 
the birtls lead. 

From right lo 10 hours ;iftcr 
hiilchim;, wiiieii usuaiiv lakes 
iilucc In file midiiie of May, 
the yoJii;,' pnuits arc iiept 
loustv wmin, dry and clean in 
hr'inder houses. 

Wiien the turkeys reach the 
age of eight wceits, and have 
grown lo about four, pounds, 
they ai-c turned out to range. 
Here, in a fcncetl-in world all 
tlieir own, they spend .the rest 
of their lives nibbling at alfalfa 
and clover shoots and -gourging 
themselves on a plen^ful sup 
ply ol grains. -

HONSINGER, who has I-ais-
ed as many as 2,500 turkeys a 
year, now raises, about 1,000. 
Each spring he purchases fresh-
born poults according to the 
number of birds he plans to 
keep for the ,vcar. 

Andi after New 'year's Day, 
he kills and freezes the few re­
maining birds he hasn't sold. 

The young poults are started 
out on a commercial turkey 
mash, and slowly weaned to 
corn, oais and wiioat as they 
become oidcr. Their principal 
diet as adults consists of such 
grains. 

Honsingcr lias special wood­
en roosting racks for the birds 
(0 sioep on at nighL These arc 
iocateii in a yard separate from 
the daytime range. 

In mid-November, Honsinger 
kiiis liis first birds. From Ihcn 
until Iho end ot December 

there's work every day in the 
shed he uses for preparing tur 
keys for sale. 

, First siep'ui the process is, 
.of com-sC, the kill. The local 
. fiirnier, has special- cone-shap­
ed mcthi containers with open­
ings at the holioni for the 
turkey's iicail. Tiic cones pre-
ven! Pie bird from bruising 
itselL 

A quick jab and siice with a 
sharp knife (which once went 
iiii-ougii Honsinger's finger be­
fore ho realized he was cutting 
himself) brings a fast, quiet 
doatli. 

D E F E A T H E R N G is a rapid 
process, requiring little more 
than a ininulc. A special fur­

nace Honsinger Liuilt heats and 
keeps a Iankful of water at a 
constant 150 degrees. 

A 30-seeond bath loosens fea­
thers for easy removal. After 
stripping off the wing and tail 
fealhei-s, the turkey farmer 
spends another 30 seconds hold­
ing the bird over a "pickin' 
machine" which removes all 
other foatliers. 
• Afler removing the .head and 

feel, Honsinger places the tur­
key in an ice wafer hath until it 
is Ihoroughly chilled. The bird 
is then drawn and tied up for 
sale. 

The modern-day turkey farm­
er's greatest problem is the 
prcdalator, Honsinger said. He 
explained liial whiie diet con­
trol and continuai cleaning have 
eliminated disease, there's al-' 
most no way to prevent losses 
lo foxes and dogs. 

Ifa said iic usiiaily loses 
several birds a year to foxes, 
iiml reciillcd Idsiug 31, in one 
nighl to II dog wlilcii ninniig-
cd to enter tlie I'ange. 

"But our - biggest problem 
now is tiio' two-legged fox, the 
kind that crawls over the fence 
instead of under it," he added. 
"I worry about lliem from now' 
untii New Year's Day." 

Besides his lurkey business, 
Honsinger has an orchard and ^ 
i-aises pigs and race horses.

S t . J o h n P r o p o s e s P o l i c y 

F o r U . S . i n M i d d l e E a s t 
Looking .much, less bushy 

than his photographs, Robert 
St. John begins and ends his 
lectures in the radio broad­
caster's voice which is familiar 
to millions of Americans. 

And although he holds what 
he terms an 'entertainment 
period near the start of his (lis-
cussion of "The Crisis in the 
Middle East", St. John's mes­
sage is deadly serious. 

The SO.year veteran of first­
hand experience at many world 
crises was the second speaker 
in the Our Lady of Victory Al­
tar Society's' Northvilie Town 
Hall lecture series. 

Speaking to a capacity au 
diencd in'the P & A theater last 
Thursday;, St, John pointed out 
many of the problems wiiich 
face the turmoil-ridden Middle 
East. ' ' ' , • • 

He said the Arab world is 
one of sad contrasts,' where 
"wealth beyond the dreams, of 
the richest Texas oilmen" 'is 
mingled with shocking povci'ty. 

The Middle East, a land of 
40,000,000 people is made up of 
a dozen counti'ies, all but one of 
which ai'c either feudal mon­
archies or I'uied by dictators, 
he said, adding: 

"Conditions tliere are very 
primitive — even more so in 
some places than anywhere in 
Afi'ica." 

The lone exception is Israel, 
St. John said. He explained the 
difference by pointing out that 
Israel is a democraticaiiy-crcat-
ed country, born in 1947 by a 
majority vote of the representa-
lives to the United Nations. 

He termed the West's prob­
lem with the Middle East a 
"non-partisan lack of any for­
eign policy at all." 

Ho said that under this lack 
of policy, when King Saude, 
"this man whose eounlry has 
denied it practices slavery for 
years, and then annmineod jusl 
last week it has 'abolished' sla­
very," comes lo Washington, he 
receives rod carpet treatment. 

St. ,Iohn pointed out that al­
though Israel was supported hy 
most of the world's countries, 
Saude has said he would sacri­
fice one million of his people to 
wipe out 'this cancer'. 

"The Jews' only crime is 
bringing a bit of the l^th cen­
tury into; the Middle East," he 
stated. . 

Aitiiough Israel is surrounded 
by enemies, he added, the real 
victims of the situation in the 
Middle East are the primitive 
peoples of the other countries. 

He noted that pea.s'ants of 
Egypt live the same sorl of 
lives depicted by relics of cen­
turies ago found in museums. 

"These peasants used to u.se 
strong tea to deaden the pain 
of parasites eating at their in-
sides," he said. "Now they use 
Coca-cola. The only si,gns of the 
20th cenUiry found in upper 
Egypt are three huge boltiing 
plants." 

St. John listed the causes of 
the Middie Eastern crisis as 
feudaiism and poverty; freg-
nientalion from tiie failure of 
the United Arab Republic; the 
slate of war wilh Israel; and 
the immorality of the great 

powers. 
He then displayed a "sou­

venir" from Israel— a twisted 
fragment of metal from a bomb 
which ho saw Arabs drop' on a 
Jewish orphanage which hous­
ed children whose parents had 
been slaughtered'in Germany. 

"I had Ihis melal analysed — 
it came from a bomb made in 
Great Britain," he declared, 
"and this was a year and a 
half after World War II — a 
war both the U.S. and England 
entered partly because of what 
the Germans were doing to the 
.iews." 

As a solution 'to the Middle 
Eastern crisis, St. .lolin suggest 
cd the U.S. establish a policy 
-— no more aid without condi­
tions. 

He listed these conditions for 
the .'\rabs to meet: 

1. Recogni'ic Israel. 
2. Confirm the recognition 

wilh a peace conference. 
3. A.L'i'ce to settle difference. 
-I, Guarantee the items set-

led by agreement. 
5. Disarm completely. 
(i. Build, using tlie billions of 

dollars saved by disarming 
"What are the objections to 

such a plan?" he asked the au­
dience. "If you don't like it, 
develop one of your own, and 
then use your influence on your 
representatives in Washing­
ton." 

Pointing out that foreign pol­
icy has not been a matter of 
polilies for the past 15 years, 
10 told the audience that "only 

.VOU can stop this lack of any 
foreign policy at all."

And even fewer ihouglir rhe 
lerre Wills family, who lived 
in a siiiall, modesr house ar 
5-52('i(; West Nine Mile road, 
wniikl aoiiiiljy .setrle perniancnt-
Iv rhousiinds of miles frnm the 
rnniforrs and ccmveniences . of 
rheir M'('hi!;an home. 

But unlike many members of 
the now fanious '53'ers' group 
lhat waved gnodljyc to local 
homos and left Miciiigan to pio-
nce'r in Alaska, Iho Wills fam­
ily stuck it- out through that 
first long winter of 1959. And 
loday, still fighting to survive 
hut fully salisfied that the bat­
tle is drawing to a close, they 
are more convinced than ever 
lhat Alaska is imiecd the land 
of opporiunity. 

Area rcsidenls will recall that 
Jerrc and Margie Wills packed 
their worldly possessions in a 
small house trailer and .ioined 
a caravan of Miehiganders for 
the long trip lo Alaska's .Kcnai 
Peninsula. 

With them went their three 
• lillle girls, Cheryl 4, Sus.an 2i/a, 

and Laurie Gelh, just 10 months 
old, 

Tlie Wills' purchased a year's 
supply nf canned and dry foods. 
They hought warm snow suits 
for llie children — and ho.\cs of 
extra clothing and slioes. Lan­
terns, guns, sliovc'ls, knives and 
axes joined the pile of essen­
tials. 

There were moments of ap­
prehension, nf course,' as Ihcy 
prepared lo leave. Most of their 
concern was for Ihcir children, 
who know only that "we're go 
ing on a trip — going lo live in 
the Utile house", and a yet un 
horn child. 

What happened to this de-
t'>rmin''d family matches, and 
in some ways surpasses, those 
adventures and difficulties ex­
perienced by the pioneers of 
this state more th-an 100 years 
ago. 
Soon afler arriving with the 

niain body of pibneors in 'Alas­
ka, the Wills decided to "go il 
alone" and they parted ways 
v.'illi Iheir Michigan friends and 
selllcd on government owned 
land near ICa.silof, on the lonely 
Kcnai Peninsula. 

There, wore no roads, no 
bridges. Just long slrclches oi 
wild counlr.vside, virgin timi)ci', 
and curious wildlife. 

it was ncaring spring and 
rivers were swollen. And the 
frozen Alaskan earth was turn­
ing into a (luagmire of mud 
and water. 

These were the welcoIning 
mats that greeted the family 
as they set up house in their 
trailer on some 130 acres of 
govei'nment land that someday 
will he their own. 

Vet, there were hints of good 
times ahead too. They had their 
own clear lake, appi'opriately 
named Lake Reflection, in which 
fisli waited for catching, snow­
capped mountains stretched sky­
ward in the distance^ and an 
abundance of doer, I'aijhits, and 
bear assured the Wills that 
they at least would not starve. 

Week after week, month after 
month, Jerre and Margie — by 
now the parents of still another 
daughter, Cindy Lynn — attack­
ed the land with vigor. Working 
side by side, they felled trees, 
cleared brush and planted a 
small productive vegetable gar­
den. 

Soon a road stretched back 
to their secluded farm, and 
work was begun on a small log 
house. 

13ut scratching the earth for 
food and shelter was not enough 
to sustain the family. Jerre took 
odd .iobs, traveling gi.'oat dis­
tances for a dollar here and a 
dollar there. For a while he 
worked as a power lineman, and 
he travpled to and from work 
in a company helicopter. 

The house — a real castle in 
this remote setting — was little 
more than four walls and a roof. 
Inside were only a few sticks of 
furniture. A used car seat be­
came their precious Uving room 
sofa. 

Eventually, they built them­
selves a greenhouse to increase 
the short g:'owing season and a 
shed for their cow and chickens. 

For meat, the Wills are de­
pendent a gi-cat deal upon the 
game found on and around their 
property. Fish, venison and 
even bear, arc common table 
meats. Chicken, goose and rab­
bit offset the regularity of the 
gamier meats. 

For recreation, the family 
must depend upon their own 
ingenuities, making up games 
for the children, "swimming and 
fishing in their lake.. 

Two (if the'oldest cljlldren are 
now in school. A..bus, traveling 
along a nei« highway of sand 
and gravel and miid, stops at 
tlic enlranco to the Wills' pri 
vale road to pick' up the chil­
dren for the 'long ride to the 
school. 

Hints of • the heartaches, 
loni^liness'end fhe hopes of 
this pioneering family is best 
sketched in-the letters written 
to pen pals in Northville, Mr. 
and Mrs. Perry Taylor. 
Joy fiiied the pages of a letter 

dated February IG of this year. 

"First of all, wc are in our 
new house! And guess what? 
We have electricity! No kidding 
we've had it two weeks now. 
It's so nice not to have to use 
flat irons again or that smoky 
old lantern. 

..."I'm making bread. It's 
rising now, so if you find any 
flour on the paper tiiat's why.'" 

In March the young mother 
wrote: 

'The iast day of March and 
a very sunshiny day it is. I 
think maybe spring is coming 
to Alaska, although just two 
weeks ago we had two feci of 
snow in two days. 
• . . ."My second oldest, Susie, is 
just getting over the mumps — 
both sides — and we have just 
learned that Cheryl, our oldest, 
has a lioart murmur. We are 
without transportation again 
(the car broke down). 

"Wo bought ourselves a used 
T V set. It's real nice looking. 
We can only get one channel out 
here and it has mostly poor 
shows. But It's soincthing to do 
in the evenings." 

"(JeiTC) will he leaving the 
first of May to go clam digging. 
Then laler he and another fel­
low are going commercial fish­
ing. 

"Our greenhouse roof caved 
in. Boy, what a mess. I'll have 
to rebuild the whole roof again 
and put plastic over the entii'c 
house. That is going to Ifc a 
job. I've sent away for my veg­
etable seeds. They should he 
here soon, .md I'll have to start 
most of them inside." 

Margie wrote a letter May 
30 while her husband was away 
preparing for a fishing expedi­
tion. "It's been raining for al­
most two weeks. My four girls 
are all doivn with measles, l 
hope by the first or second of 
June we can get out. We're out 
of food. We've been eating eggs 
for breakfast and supper every 
day." 

'I haven't heard from Jerre, 
although one of the men who 

have a -small plywood cabin 
and il's rpiitc cozy. The girls 
love it hero and are gaining 
weight and turning tiuile brovvn 
— and so am I. 

"Jerre made $1,400 this 

month so far in catching and 

selling his fish . (salmon). Helcannory. 

sels out four nets. You set the 
nets at G a.m. and pull Ihem up 
iiefore 6 a.m. the following mor­
ning. He has two skiffs, one 
small one for checking his nets 
and a large one for loading the 
fish and taking them to the 

"We also go seal hunfiIig. 

Jerre has gotten two anri I 

one." 

The July letter was the last 
received by the Taylors. But ac­
cording to a brother in Farming-
ton, the Wills are well and. back 
now on their homestead. 

Asked if their Alaskan rela­
tives dread lhc approacliing 
winter and perhaps wish they 
were back in Michigan, the 
Farmingion coupio replied: 
"Not at all. In fact, they're 
trying their iiest lo get us lo 
move to Alaska. But it's a big 
step for a family to take."

"Ice control is extremely cost­
ly," reports one road commis­
sioner who adds that in his 
counly, il often comes to the 
$100,000 figure for the winter. 
Included, of course, is the cost 
of manpower and equipment to 
siircad il, — hul tons and tons 
of salt after each storm add 
up. And costs are increasing. 
County Supervisors' report. 

"It's not that more people 
are Iravelling in all kinds of 
weather, although that's part 
of il. The reason is people. Peo­
ple and the telephone," A road 
Commissioner says. "When the 
firsl flakes fall, people start to 
call. They don't let up until we 
salt Iheir particular stretch of 
road." Shaking his head over 
Ihe problem he added, "When 
we salt every road first we'll 
have this thing licked." 

But far from licked will be 
new problems that increase 
with the saline deposits. The 
noai--ncw ears rusled out, the 
metal signs and road markers 
made illegible - from rust, the 
.mail boxes that dissolve. 

Farmers are particularly 
conscious of the problem. In 
policy session, farm-delegates 
at the Michigan Farm Bureau 
annual meeting wrote: 

"The materials now used to 
remove snow and ice from 
highways, roads and streets, re-
sul in serious rusting, We urge 
an accelerated program of re-
search by chemical companies 
and univei'sitics in the develop-
nient of rust-inhibitors or non-
damaging materials." 

Inteix'slingly, — the money 
spent on salt in most areas in 
any one year could buy and 
operate such truly adequate 
road clearing equipment now 
in common use elsewhere. On­
ly in Michigan, it seems, are 
people conlcnt to let tilings 
"rust in peace" until they rest 
in pieces.

The importance of Michigan's 
recreational and .forest lands 
to the economy of the slale and 
the well-being of its residents is 
given, proper recognition in the 
proposed new state constitu­
tion. 

One of the six sections in 
Article X-'(Property) of the 
new document emphasizes the 
public interest in state-owned 
lands "and reposes in the legis-
laiuPC general' supervisory jur­
isdiction over-them. 

Specifically, Section 5 of Arti­
cle X says that' the legislature 
shall require .annual reports as 
to state-owned lands and pro 
vide for the sale,-lease or dis 
position of such lands. 

Under the terms oif the propos-
ed section, the legislature may, 
by' two-thirds vote, designate 
any part of such lands as 
state land reserve. After being 
so designated these, lands could 
not be removed from the re 
serve, sold, leased or otherwise 
disposed of except hy an act of 
the legislature. 

At the present time, stale rec­
reational and forest lands held 
by the State of Michigan total 
more than 4'/4 million acres — 
nearly 12 per cent of tlie entire 
area of the state. 

In addition, the Federal gov­
ernment holds another 2'/.: mil-
lion acres in national forests — 
an area equal to 7 per cent of 

the state's total acreage, 
Tlie framors of the proposed 

new constitution'fell thai a 
block of recreational and for­
est lands of this.size constiUiles 
a public resource of the first 
magriitudo, Thiiir debalos indi­
cate their belief that the pres­

ervation and proper use of

Federal government 
should persist in the acquisition 
of lands against the wishes of 
the legislature and other state 
agencies, there is nolhing in the 
proposed,language which would 
po?e any conslilulional or legal 
roadblock. However, the lang-
uage might pose a "policy" 
question in such circumstanc­
es and might cause the Federal 
authorities to think twice be­
fore exercising any powers of 
eminent domain they might pos­
sess in a given instance. 

At the very least, the new 
section adds some assurance 
that the appropriation of lands 
in Michigan by the Federal gov­
ernment must be in the public 
and national interest.

In those days there were three scout troops in North­
ville. Usually they'd meet in a temporary 'school building 
behind the Main street high .school (now junior high 
school). The depression was at its worst and W P A proj­
ects were being rushed into being to stimulate the economy-

So Orlmv — and many other community-minded resi-
Jcnts — decided to raise hiilf of the necessary funds hop­
ing the \VI^-\ would do the rest. 

The American Legion owned rhe land where tlie 
building was to be erected. It tr.aded the site to tlic vi l ­
lage for another parcel of land. 

In those days, Orlow recalls, the Legion was the real 
drive behind tlic scout program. Charles Sciiouitz, now of 
Baseline road, George Simmons, the Ten Mile road or­
chard farmer, and the late Harold White, were tlic most 
active l.cgionairc-s in the .scout program. 

"One of oiir fund-raising prr'ccts was a harvest festi­
val." Orlow went mi. He- rer.icmbercd that Dr . I.. W . Snow 
and Dr. A. A . l-lolcomb were working with Orlow in set­
ting up a shooting gallery as a part of the special event 
in an empty builJiiig now occupied by tlie D & C Store. 
Heavy metal plates were erected in the rear of tlie build­
ing as a back-stop for the gallery. 

Naturally, .some of the workers had to practice before 
the gallery opened- Only instead of using the regular .22 
cartridges, .somebody brought in a box of high-powered 
bullets. 

In those days The Record was located behind D & C 
in the building now occupied by the Carrington insurance 
agency. 

Instead of the melai plates stopping ihe shots, they 
mereiy slowed liicni down .and iiicy ivhizzed across the 
nliey tiiroiiitii an open door into the Record printing shop. 

It so Iwppcncd that at this time Editor Baldwin was 
walking about in the shop and stiddenly felt a pain in 
his hack. Returning to his office he turned to one of the 
young ladies employed there and .said, "I think I've been 
shot." 

"Vou IIAVE hccii shot, Mr. lialdivin — you'i-c biced-
inl,'." she sci-oanicd. 

Wli(.-n the ambulance rolled up to Tlie Record, Or-
low suddenly had a strange feeling that it might liave a 
connection with the shooting gallery During rhe excite-
ment of hairing the shooting in the gallery one of tlie 
marksmen .shor himself in the hand — and he, too, was 
rushed to the- clinic where a young, new doctor by the 
name of Russell Atchison was treating liis father-in-law 
for a gun-shot wound. 

Fortun;uc-ly, the other projects to rai.se funds for the 
new scout building were k-ss violent- "We raffled every-
thing imaginable and spnn.sored all kinds of events, in­
cluding boxing matches arrani;c-d by Dr. Snow," Owen 
noted.

THE VICTORY of George 
RomIiey in the Michigan gub­
ernatorial race may weil prove 
to be just a beginning of liis 
contests in state government. 

Many political observers are 
predicting bigger battles lie 
ahead for the new Governor in 
his dealings with the all-Demo, 
eratic State Administrative 
Board and the Legislatui'c. 

Republican gains in the Leg­
islature, however, would seem 
to indicate he will have less 
trouble in this area than antici­
pated. 

THE OTHER state officers, 
all elected on the DcinocraUc 
ticket, have pledged their co 
operation witli the new chief of 
state. Any break in this pledge 
is likely to bring Republican 
legislators into closer sympathy 
with their titular leader than 
might ,be possible if he were 
working with a GOP Adminis­
trative Board. 

Romney will be assured some 
measure of cooperation with 
Democratic Ad Board mem­
bers since he will have consid­
erable power over the budgets 
for their departments being con­
sidered in the Legislature. 

GOP budget-writers who have 
been keeping the purse-strings 
tight for years are not going 
to let up to any great amount 
next year. But the new Gover­
nor is likely to get more ready 
acceptance of his budget rec­
ommendations than his Demo­
cratic predecessor could. 

FORECASTS of a fight over 
a state income lax likely will 
never be borne out. 

The nuisance tax package 
adopted by the Legislature this 
year is in considerable ainounts 
boosting the revenue supply. 
Continuation of the increase in 
revenue during the next fiscal 
year most likely will mean 
Romney won't have to ask for 
a state income tax. 

If he does propose total fis 
cal reform, including a state 
income tax. Democrats In the 
Legislature would be under 
heavy pressure to support it 
since they screamed so loudly 

favor of such a program 
when their party was in power 
in the executive office. 

U N F O R T U N A T E L Y Rom-
ney's strength at the polls was 
not as gicat as Republican 
leadei-s hoped it would be. In 
fact, the ai-eas where he made 
gains were counted Inore as 
Swainson weaknesses than 
Romney strengths. 

In the suburban communities 
around Detroit, Swainson made 
many enemies by vetoing the 
bill to protect the people from 
Detroit's income tax. In the 
Upper Peninsula, people who 
usually voted Democratic were 
unhappy that Swainson support­
ed a Congi-essional I'capportion. 
ment plan that would lessen 
their representation. 

Romney will undoubtedly face 
both these challenges during 
his term. 

CHANGES in lhe Legislature 
as the result of the recent vole 
show little except perhaps how 
few actual "swing districts 
exist in the state. 

Two of the changes reflect 
back to the Democratic losses 
in lhe Upper Peninsula and su 
buiban areas. Republicans pick-
ed tip the seat in Western 
Wayne County formerly held by 
Democratic Rep. Harvey Bead­
le of RedfoI'd, and the U P . 
seat held by DcInocratic Rep. 
James Constantini of Iron 
Mountain. 

In Monroe County, one of four 
districts generally considered 
to be a swing region. Re­
publicans gained the seat iicld 
by the late William' C. Slorling. 
Democrats were the victors in 
the Bay County dislriet whicii 
was represented the last two 
years by Lcs Begick, R-Bay 
City. 

The other two "swing" dis-
ti'icls, in Saginaw and Muske­
gon Counties, remained as be­
fore, with a Republican com­
ing from the out-county Muske­
gon district, and a Democrat 
maintaining the Saginaw seat. 

CLOSED CIRCUIT television 
uses have increased In recent 
years, but a wider use is pre­
dicted for the future. 

Wiiiiin the next two months a 
year-long research project in 
voiving the use of closed cir­
cuit television for traffic con 
trol will come to an end. Find-
iiigs of this research will be 
watched by traffic officials 
throughout the country as well 
as in Michigan. 

The Detroit expressway ex­
periment uses lelevlsion cam 
eras and variable signs to con 
troi traffic speeds and lane use. 
Traffic engineers a short dis­
tance away arc able to ontroi 
traffic on the freeway by keep­
ing an eye on the road condi­
tions and pushing buttons to 
regulate lane use at will. 

WHILE AT first it wou'd ap 
pear closed circuit television 
would be effective only for high 
way use in the cities where traf­
fic is heavy, State Highway 
Commissioner John C. Mackie 
says this is nol the case. 

Mackie believes the experi­
ment will be a major factor in 
future planning of automated 
highways and soon may be af-
feeling rural areas. 

The immediate next step 
may be similar installations on 
some sections of rural freeways 
where monitored earners could 
help spot sirandcd motorists on 
freeways in rural areas," be 
said. "The cameras likely 
would he mounted on drone hel-
IcopteI's patrolling the route." 

THE USES of Ihe electronic 
ighway controls in cities are 

almost unliniiled, Mackie pre­
dicts. "There may come a time 
when most surface slrects will 
bo part of the system. 

A running account of traffic 
loads could he kept on sensing 
devices and the information 
fed lo a central compuler," he 
aid. "Changes could then be 

made automatically and instant­
ly In phasing of traffic lights 
throughout Ihe city 

A stty) beyond this might be 
a .system of lighted symbols 
within a given eommtinily, con 
necled lo a computer and tell 
ing di'ivers the best routes, bas­
ed on eurrcnl traffic conditions.

Babson Park, Mass., Advcr-
tising does not need to be de 
fended against its critics; it 
can defend itself, l am quite 
aware that tremendous sums of 
money have been wasted in ad­
vertising, but think how niucj 
inoney has gone ilown the drain 
in drilling for oil or mining for 
gold. . 

When the right media and 
techniques arc used in adver­
tising, they can bring tremen 
dous rewards, just as can drill­
ing in oil-rich terrain or mining 
in promising lodes. Advertising 
is, of course, a risk, and it 
should be sold as such. 

Chance Worth Taking 
Nevertheless, i l is a risk well 

worth taking. I can think of 
few gambles more likely to pay 
off. It is obvious from the rec­

ord tliat officials of American 
companies agree wilh me on 
this, so their outla.vs must have 
been profitable indeed. When 
the final total is figured for 
1962, I expect that both nation­
al and local advertisers will 
have shelled out about $8 bil 
lion for ads in newspapers and 
magazines. This represents 
most spectacular channeling of 
cash into newspaper advertis 
ing. 

Proof of the success of ad­
vertising is found in its steady 
growth of popularity. Ten yeai-s 
ago, for example, expenditures 
for newspaper and magazine 
advertising totaled only $3V.i b i l 
lion, while they amounted to 
only billion just twenty 
years ago. For some years a 
steadily greater part of corp­

oration costs have been going 
into advertising, and I am cer­
tain that this trend wiil con­
tinue over the years ahead. 

II is interesting to note lhat, 
along the way, those concerns 
doing the greatest amount 
advertising have nearly always 
been at or near the lop in their 
fields. 

Advertising Helps Everybody 

Some labor publications tend 
sometimes to complain that 
companies are putting too 
much money irito this type of 
publlelly. Union officials want 
higher wages for their mem 
bers, and more and more ex­
pensive fringe benefits — and

myself. At firsl we got along 
just fine and I couldn't have 
asked for a more perfect per­
son as a husband. He was kind, 
helpful, and very loving and I 
thought how lucky I was be­
cause I had a perfect marriage. 
But I was young and I guess I 
was a little too simple not to 
realize that things were dif­
ferent than the way I thought 
that they were. 

It seems lhat my husband 
has been running around with 
this woman and lias been do 
ing this for years. You will nev­
er know how much my pride 
has been hurt by this. I faced 
him up to it the minute I found 
out and he openly admitted i l . 
Then he said "What are you 
going to do about i t?" and right 
there I saw a side of his na-
lure I'd never seen before. 

Well, you can imagine how 
this has changed things. He 
keeps telling me he loves me 
but I just can't bear the sight 
of him anymore. I feel disgrac 
ed and ashamed. But I don't 
know what to do, 

I have a 13 year old girl who 
adores her father and it she 
ever found out what is going 
on, she'd die — so I can't let 
her know. But how can I keep 
up the pretense? Why did this 
all have to happen to me? I 
was so happy and so lucky and 
all at once the sky fell in.

Mature love is always recip 
rocal just as immature love is 
often one-sided with the lover 
disregarding or ignoring whcth 
er or not his love is returned 
by the one he adores, l suspect 
you are unfortunate in being 
both immature and naive.

People still want writ­
ten news, and the more they 
pay for a paper the more care­

fully they road both the news 
and llie ads. This means that 
the advcrtiaing space becomes 
moi-o valuable.

Walled Lake school dislricl 
taxpayers in the township will 
pay a rale of 47,76 mills, while 
tile Farmington school district 
area will pay on tlic basis of 
47.71 mills. Northville school 
district residerits will pay the 
higiicst rate in tho township,, 

51.10 mills. 
In Wixom, six different 

school district taxing rates 
are figured in the ?650,67J.69 
to be spread. The Novi dis-
triet portion of the city will 
pay 20-05 mills on the equal-, 
ized property valuation ac-
cording to Assessor John Fin-
iayson. 
In the Walled Lake school 

district portion of Ihe city, pro­
perty owners will pay a total 
of 22.57 mills, while Lyon school 
district properly owners will 
pay 17.49 mills. 

The Huron valley fractional, 
school district taxpayers will 
receive bills lolaling 17.52 mills 
in the Walled Lake area and 
7.07 in the Huron valley area. 

Al l portions of the city will 
pay an additional 5.806-mill 
county and special education 
tax rate. 

Last year, Novi spread a to-
Ial lax of $486,202.88, while 
Wixom's winter taxes amount-

The Wixom city council last 

week held a public hearing on 
a proposed rezoning of laiii 
next to the city hall to permit 
•isc for multiple dwclling.s, but 
•ablcd any decision on the pro 
po.sal until later. 

Seeking to construct a S500,-
000 apartment building com­
plex about a quarter mile eas-
of the city liall property is 
Ralph H . Docksey; of 2376 
Ventura in Wolverine I.akc. 

He previously requested the 
planning commission to rezonc 
for multiple dwellings his 400 
feel deep by 700 feet iong par­
cel, owned jointly with his son 
John, al 48201 Ponliac Trail. 

To avoid 'spot zoning', the 
planning commission recom­
mended lo the council lhat 
Docksoy's land and the several 
parcels between i l and the cily 
hall be i-ezoned lo multiple 
dwellings. 

None nf the other property 
owners nor any neighbors ap 
peared at last Wednesday's 
hearing to complain about the 
proposed rezoning. 

Former Mayor Joseph Stad-
nik, who is a neighbor, did 
however ask the planning 
com mission whether It had 
considered the passible effect 
of the multiple dwelling ion-
ing ori surrounding property, 
Commission i Chairman -Paui 

DePodesla answered that i tiie 
piannors-feel.there.would! be no 
atlvcrse "Cffoctsi,on surrounding 
iand. 

When shown sketches of the 
dozen or so one-level apartment 
buildings Docksey is planning 
to conslruct, Stadnik stated that 
he has no objections to the re­
zoning. 

Docksey told the eoimcil he 
plans lo build one four-unit 
building first, and develop the 
rest of Ihe complex according 
lo the demand for that type of 
housing. , 

He added that he has al­
ready laid footings for the 
first building, but said this 
should not be considered in 

the council's decision. 
The only serious objection to 

the rezoning came after cily 
Attorney Gene Schnelz read the 
list of land uses permissible in 
multiple dwelling areas. 

Speciai permission from the 
piahners and council couid 
mean deveiopment of a traiier 
park in the muilipie dweiiing 
area. 

The city zoning ordinance 
provides that where multiple 
dwelling zoning exists be-
tween a manufacturing area 
and a major thoroughfare, 
trailer parks may be permit-
ted. 
Pontiac Traii serves as a ma­

jor liioroughfare, -and liio prop 
erty along tiie railroad tracks 
is now zoned for light manu­
facturing. 

While tliero would be a strip 
of resitlential-zoned land be­
tween the multiple dwelling and 
the raili'oad, councilman Ray 
Lahti pointed out that there's 
little chance the residential pro­
perty would remain In that type 
of zoning. 

DePodesla, however, said the 
planners are considering place 
ment of a school site or, park in 
the area between the multiple 
dwelling and the railroad prop­
erty. 

He added that the railI-oad is 
now seeking lo rezone some of 
lis land soulh of the tracks to 
heavy manufacturing, but this 
Ixiquost was refused once be­
fore. 

Another planning commission 
member pointed out that plan 
riing eonsultanls Vilican-Leman 
and associates said in a letter 
that there would be no danger 
lo creating tho multiple zon­
ing in that area. 

The council gave no Indica­
tion of which direction its de­
cision on the rezoning would 
lake. II tabled a decision until a 
popy of the planning consul-
lants' letter could be obtained 
and Councilman Howai'd Coe, 
absent last week, could listen 
to a tape recording made of 
llie licaring.

What to do with an over-
Towdcd ninth grade next year 
ietanie a major concern for 
he Northville scliool board as 

reviewed figures supplied 
Monday night by Dr. Kenneth 
MacLeod, assistant superintend-
ent. . 

The student-bulge wil l be of 
ine-year duration only, Mac-
'.eod pointed out, because the 
Movi school district is schedul-
>d to provide its own junior 
'iit'll school facilities beginning 
vith the 196-1-65 school'year. 

Nevertheless, the 1963-64 ninth 
grade enrollment will be so 
heavy that MacLeod recom­
mended adopting a "6-3-3"plan 
next year — six grades in ele­
mentary, three grades in jun­
ior high school, and three, 
gr.ides in high schooL North­
viiie currently has a four-
year high school and seventh 
and eighth grades in the jiinior 
high school. 

Although no definite decision 
was reached, the board indi­
cated agreement with MacLe­
od's conclusions. 

Enrollment figures show that 
under tho proposed "6-3-3" 
plan enrollment in the junior 
high school in 1963-64 would be 
510 and lhe high school 638. 

If tho "6-2-4" plan were to 
be continued, the enrollment 
would be 280 in the junior high' 
school and 868 in the high 
school, MacLeod estimated. 

Board Member Robert Shaf-
er suggested that one solution', 
might he the "splitting'' of the . 
ninth grade. He noted that-
some students were taking a d - ' 
vanced math courses in the-
eighth and proposed that- this 
group might 'be sent to the 
high school for ninth grade aiid 
the others remain at the Junior 
high school building. 

Dr. MacLeod opposed this , 
idea on the basis it would tend 
lo classify student levels. He 
also noted olher problems, par- • 
ticularly in' the field of athle-' 
lies where ninth graders at the' 
junior, high school could not 
pai'ticipate with ninth graders 
at the high school. 

The board aiso discussed the | 
possibiiily of taking Novi stu- ; 
dents on a part lime basis with 
tlie Novi scliool teaching some 
of the ninth grade courses. 

It was noted that the 510 stu­
dents in the junior high school 
would exceed capacity. The 
same holds true of an 868 atten-
dance at llie high scliool. 
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
