chairmen of the session, which could be the first of a 
series.

The line that divides the city and township so far 

as gdvenimeiiial boundaries arc concerned plays no role 
whaisin.ver in the determination of problems that arise 
and must be suhed for orderly and proper developtncnt. 

Tlii'-so are eoinniiiuify problems. And lht:y can iic 
r('e()Siiizi-(| and siilieii inuluuily i'ar hciier ihan iiidivid-
naliy. 

Not all m.itiers, of course, concern both city and 
township — but many were discussed last week that do. 

These incliule planning for recreation areas, school 
sites, sli.;.-.jiing I'.icilities, industrial zones and thorough-
fare ]̂ l;•.ns ii) acecmiintidaic future population. 

The "tDnimuniiy" area as dc-ficribed by planners rough­
ly par.ilkls the school district. It extends northward to 
'Jlj-Mile, '.iinili 111 i'ive Mile and cast and west frotil 
Maggeny tn (Jiiibb. 

It wa.'; noted that a portion of this area lies in Novi, 
Therefore, ii would mean that occasional meetings with 
Novi plauner.-; wotild be beneficial. For altliotigh residents 
of this norihern section would actually reside in Novi, it 
is believed that they would bectmic a part of the North-
ville "community" insofar as .school.s, chtirches, recreation 
and shopping are concerned. The need for coinniunicatinn 
betwei.n liiese s:.par.iie units of government is therefore 
also evid.in. 

N;itur.:!:v. pt'palaiion is the f.actor that makes all 
this pli'.nnii'i. neass.iry. And according to the figures u.sed 
at the joint eiry-iownship meeting we can expect 10-fold 
gn)wth niliiM.uely.

The Novi village council 
Monday night app.'oved village 
participation in establishincnt 
of lour ice'sk'atin'g-Tihks being 
sponsored by the Novi Yotith 
Protective com'tiiittee, and then 
went on to deal quickly with 
a number of pending problerns-

Representatives of the com­
mittee asked the council for 
assistance in transporting grav­
el and sand for making ice 
rinks and use of the fire trucks 
to provide pressure for pump-
ing water to flood the rinks. 
They explained that the com­

mittee hopes to construct rinks 
at both schools, the Echo val­
ley ."lubdivisioji and on the lake 
at the township park site. 
The committee plans a hum-

her of supervised special events 
for the rinks, and is consider­
ing a hockey, league for next 
year, The Echo Vaiiey rink 
wiil bo floodlighted, as will the 
school rinks If possible. 

Turning to other matters, the 
council marched through its 
agenda, setting a record early 
adjournment for recent months. 
Administrative Assistant Har­

old Ackley reported that Gus 
McCreedy, operator of the 
landfill at 10 Mile and Novi 
roads, had a ditch and cul­
vert installed along 10 Mile 
road as required as a part of 
the settlement of the landfill 
Issue. 

But the ditch is poorly de­
signed and incomplete, Ackley 
said, and the culvert is under­
sized. He said he doubts the 
work will pass the county road 
department inspection requii--
ed because 10 Miie is a county 
road. 

The administrallve assistant 
also said the buldozing work 

on landfill slopes along the 
tracks Was partially complet­
ed, but will probably be wash­
ed away because McCreedy 
hasn't sodded the slopes. 

In filling the area, McCre­
edy encroached some 25 feet 
onto the railroad right of 
way, and Ackley said he 
hasn't met the requirements 
of the railroad cempany for 
proper completion of the slop, 
ing. 
Village Attorney Howard 

Bond suggested that McCree­
dy be warned once more that 
all work in finishing the opera­
tion will have to be approved 
by the county road commis­
sion or the railroad before the 
village may release the $10,000 
performance bond it holds for 
the work. 
The council also agreed to 

special joint meeting with the 
planning board for approval of 
the plat for Wiiiowbrook sub­
division number four. The two 
bodies usuaiiy consider plats 
separately. 

Ackley was also instructed 
to seek cost estimates for 
construction plans for Beck 
road. He explained that there 
are a number of ditching and 
grading improvements which 
must be made in the road. 
The council then dlI'ecled 

Ackley lo check with the WIx-
om DPW lo see if arrange­
ments couldn't be made for the 
village to grade the siuall por­
tion ot Wixom road south of 
Grand River that lies in liie 
city. 

In final action, the council 
approved purchase of 50 "no 
pai-king" signs for erection in 
the worst of the narrow streets 
around Walled Lake.

Bi-adner said these peti­
tions wOyid probably never 
be acted upon by the board 
of trustees as things present-
Iy stahd. . .„. . 
He explained that while 

statutes concerning community 
colleges provide for annexatioi 
ot an area to a college district 
there is no provision for the 
annexed area to be taxed to 
support the college. 
The only solution for North 

ville, or any other community 
in a similar position, would be 

change in the statute. Brad-
nor said. He added that bring­
ing the matter to the allenlion 
of the legislature would be the 
job of Northville. 

But Bradner had a word 
of caution about hesitation. 
He said that if Northviiie 
didn't get moving, there's 
chance 't could be rendered 
ineiiglble to send students to 
any community college. 
He explained that the North 

west Wayne County CommunI 
ty College is made up of public 
school districts — including 
Plymouth, Livonia, Garden 
City and Clarenceville. 

No school district may .join 
such a college district unless 
all of it is included, he said 
and no area may bo in two 
community college districts. 
Bradner said the problem is 

that an effort is. being made 
lo establish a community col 
lege district including all ot 
Oakland county. 
The statutes provide that 

community college districts 
may be made up of either an 
entire county or a group of 
public school di.striets. Since 
there can bo no overlapping of 
college disli'iels, a problem 
exists wherever school districts 
such as Noi'thville and Clar­
enceville cross county lines. 

Because Clarenceville belongs 
to the Northwest Wayne Cotin. 
ty Comniunily College district, 
the backers of Iho Oakland 
county college district ai'e seek­
ing legislation lo permit forma 
lion of a county-wide 'disti'ict 
that leaves out only areas al 
ready in another college dis­
trict. . 

Bradner said lhat should 
the Oakland cOunty district 
be formed before Northville 
school district were annexed 
to the Northwest W-iyne dis-
trict, the Oakland portion of 
fha Northvilie district would 
be included, 
Because of taxing pi'oblems, 

he said, Northviilc school dis-
iricl would liien be unaiilo lo 
join iho Noriiiwesl Wayne cotin-
ly Community College disti-ict. 
Only sludenls living in the Oak­
land portion of Northviiie dis-
tricl woulil then be able to at-
lend a community college — 
pi'obably near Pontiac. 
At a inceling of the North­

ville l?-TA community college 
study committee last week, 
Bradner showed slides and ex­
plained building plans of the 
Northwest Wayne County Com­
munity College. 
Tiie campus, to be located on 

the south side of Seven Mile 
road in |Livonia, across Hag-
gerly road frj,ni Northville 
toivnship, will be- opened by 
fall, 1064, vyith four buildings. 
The approximately $4 million 
campus will be designed ulti­
mately lo handle about 3,200 
sttidenls, he said. 

One of Novi's largest and 
longest court battles will swing 
back into action next week 
when the village returns once 
more to court to fight the ef­
forts to locate a giant landfill 
operation on 12 Mile road.

Ftineral services were held Tuesday afternoon for Thomas 

Raymond Carrington, 75, one of NorthvIlle's best known busi 
nessmen and community leaders. ' 

He h.id been ill since August 8 when be suffered a heart 
attack. He died Saturday morning at St. Mary hospital in. Li 
vonia. 

Masonic services were conducted at Casterline Funeral 
Home with the Reverend Lloyd Erasure of the First Presby 

church officiating. In- ~ ~~ ' ~ [ ; 
In addition to his own bus 

iness Mr. Carrington was high 
ly interested in community af-
fairs and served oh numerous 
civic commissions and study 
groups. He was known partic 
ularly for his work on the city 
planning commission and serv 
ed for many years as its chair­
man. He stepped down as chair 
man just two years ago, but 
remained as a member of the 
body. 

Mr. Carringtoti was also 
chairman of the city charter 
commission. 
Although he was active in 

politics and was frequently re 
ferred to as NorthvIlle's "Mr, 
Republican", Mr. Carrington 
never ran for office. He did 
serve as precinct delegate and 
enjoyed attending parly con­
ventions. 
Mr. Carrington was the old­

est living pastmaster of the 
Northville Lodge No. 186 F & 
AM having served as Worship 
ful Master In 1915. He was also 

past, High Priest ot Union 
Chapter No. 55, R.A.M. and 
currtiitly served as treasur 
er. He was a past commander 
of Northviilc Commandery No. 
39 and a member of Eastern 
Star. He was also a member of 
the First Presbyterian church. 

An active Rotarinn, Mr. Car­
rington had a 20-ycar perfect 
attendance record broken only 
by his heart attack in August. 

Mr. Carrington lived at 536 
West Main street. He is sur-
vived by his wife. Rose; two 
sons, Thomas R., Jr.,. of Pilts 
field, Massachusetts, and Char­
les F., of Northville; and four 
grandchildren, Mark, Tom and 
Jane of PUtstield, and Ruth of 
Northviiie. ' 
He was born November 27, 

1887 in Northviiie the son ot 
Stephen W. and Frances Spcn-
cer Carrington.

Mr. Carrington started the 
Carrington insurance agency 
in 1934 and had continued to 
be active in the business until 
his death. His son, Charles, be­
came a partner in the business 
in 1946. Last year Carl John­
son joined the firm as a part­
ner. 

But Mr. Carrington's career 
in Northville business affairs 
started when he was a boy of 
14. 

He attended Northville pub 
lie schools and took a job as a 
clerk in a grocery store. Later 
he sailed the Great Lakes for 
one year operating a news 
stand' on a passenger ship. 
Then lie served as clerk [n the 
post office before joining his 
father in the shoe business. 
For several years he worked 
as an internal revenue agent. 
Mr. Carrington became post-

master in 1928, a position he 
hold întil 1933. 

T. R. Carrington 

handed down a decision that 
the board of appeals had been 
arbitrary and unreasonable in 
refusing the request for a lie-
ense.

Judge Holland's amended 
ruling was that while the 
board of appeals had acted 
arbitrarily, the council still 
had final authority, so he or-
dered that the council review 
the license application. 
The applicants and the 

Wayne Disposal company which 
would operate the proposed 
landfill, filed an appeal lo' the 
State Supreme Court of Judge 
Holland's amended decree, and 
then went ahead with their re­
quest lo the village council. 
• On the basis of information 
not brought out in the board 
of appeals hearing or the or­
iginal circuit court trial, the 
council then refused to grant 
the license. The council issued 
an eight-point statement of rea 
sons tile landfill would be harm 
ful lo the village. 
The main reasons included in 

the statement were that the 
andfill plans would raise the 
level of fill above surrounding 
properties, thus causing 
drainage problem; the fill, in 
places, would be dumped into 
water, possibly creating 
health hazard; the length of 
the operation, estimated at be­
tween seven and 15 years, is 
too long; and bettor uses could 
be made of the property. 

The applicants attempted to 
lake the council's decision lo 
circuit court, but Judge Hol­
land ruled that because of their 
appeal to the Supreme Court, 
he had no jurisdiction in the 
case. 

Last summer, the Supreme 
Court returned the case to 
Judge Holland so that he could 
hear additionar testimony on 
the council decision, which 
had been made after the ap­
peal was originally filed. 
Next 'Thursday's trial will be 

the re.hearing which the Su­
preme Court ordered in its de 
crce.

Court decision, village attorney 
Howard Bond said that the on

He predicted the decision would 
follow within a very short time, 
explaining that Judge Hol­
land is even more familiar with 
the ease than usual because of 
his former connection with it. 
He said the village's defense 

in the case would be that the. 
council had acted reasonably 
because of the facts revealed 
after the original trial. He add­
ed that the new trial will per­
mit the village lo bring these 
facts into court for the first 
lime. 

Should the court rule in fa. 
vor of the village — uphold 
the council's decision to not 
grant the landfili license — 
the applicants would have 
the recourse of appealing 
Once more. 
Should ah appeal be made, 

and the Supreme court uphold 
the favorable ruling. Bond said 
liiere is litlte likelihood any 
landfill operation similar to 
the one proposed could ever 
be starled on the property. 

At Monday night's village 
council meeting, Bond asked 
that anyone who has informa­
tion about the case contact eith­
er'himself or attorney David 
Fried, who represented the 
group of 12 Mile road residents 
and was later retained by the' 
village in the case.

When David Mooch asscmbi-
ed the small, hewn log house, 
.Seven Mile road was no more 
liian a narrow, well-trodden In-

dian trail between Pontiac trail 
and Whitmore Lake. Only the 
most hardy men and women 
dared live hero whei-e white 
man was an uninvite<l guest of 
friendly but suspicious Indians. 

But Mccch built the crude 
house anyway, on a tract of 
land to which he held a title 
from the government. He arid 
iiis famiiy lived here for close to 
15 years until in 1835 he 'sold it 
to Hiram Godfrey. 

For some reason Godficy 
chose to sell the properly and 
house the same year to Hiram 
G. Warren. Warren too sold it 
in 1835 to-James Coniey. 

Since then the house and pro­
perty has exchanged hands 
many times. And over the 
years it 'has served as boih 
home and barn. Smith O'Brien, 
the present co-owner, rccaiis 
that it was used to house pigs 
and sheep. Later, a new floor 
was built and the interior clean­
ed and again it became a dwell­
ing for humans. 

To the original log structure 
was added a frame addition in 
1891 by one of tiic Coniey fam­

iiy. A doorway connected the 
two buildings, making it into a 
one large, conifoI .able home. 

Aithough the" bfiilding (con-
sidcring both noŵ  as a single 
dwelling) was rcli lively low to 
the ground, a stairway led to 
ci-amped attic quaitcrs. The tra-
dillonal stone fir iplaco, gone 
long ago, stood in the log sectioil 
of the building. ' 
' A siied also Was added to 
the original structure. It joined 
the log section at the rear. 

Little is knowî  of the or­
iginal inhablteiits ;«f the IiouM. 
But a deseertd«r»t of Jemei 
Coniey, who pufehased th* 
home in 1835. (tHj lives in this 
area in the pOrsen.Of Edward 
Fitzgerald, Siilem townthip 
clerk. • ' • 
Fitzgerald is a grandson of 

the Conieys. Forhim, the house 
has always been a symbol of 
courage, characteristic of the 
early inhabitants of Michigan 
and the frontiers of the United 
States. 

To Mr. and Mrs. Coniey were 
born five children. All were 
born in the original log section 

of the house. But of'these five 
chiltlren, only one survived to 
adullhood. While living 'in the 
house, four sons died of diph­
theria — a plague that took the 
lives of many early inhabitants 
of this region. - ' 

The surviving child, a daugh­
ter,' was named Catherine. She 
was Fitzgerald's mother. 
• Mrs. Coniey, after the death 

of her husband, later married 
Daiiiel Donovan, a Civil War 
vetet'an who lost an arm in the 
Battle of Antietam. Before her 
second marriage, Mrs. Coniey 
was forced to give up the house 
aild she moved to iive with her 
daughter's family. She lived un­
til- fihortly after the turn of the 
century; dying at the age of 86. 

To Mrs. Fitzgerald was born 
five children, including Edward 
And Ditbiel Fitzgerald (Daniel 
is'Iio longer living), Mrs, Delia 
Fowler and Mrs. D.-N. Maion-
ey. of Toledo, and Mrs, J. S. 
Donovan of Plymouth. 

Mrs. Coniey and her second 
husband, Donovan, had a daugh­
ter, Mary, who later married 
Timothy McCarthy.

The past year saw the Novi Community Schools making progress in 
meeting the changing financiai and curriculum needs of the modern day 
schooi. The citizens of the Novi Community Schooi District approved a 
iVi miii increase in miiiage for operating purposes in June after defeat­
ing a 6 miii increase request in April. 

This increase in local financiai support will permit the Novi School 
to operate in a balanced budget this year and to show some improvement 
in the Junior High Curriculum. Physical Education classes for both boys 
ond girls is being offered to ail Junior High Students this year. In addi-
tion, other extra curricuiar activities such as Chorus, Journaiism Ciub, 
etc. are availabie for those students who wish to participate in such." 

In January, the Board of Education made finai payment on the 80 
acres purchased for a new secondary ĉhooi buiiding. The Board must 
now enter into an immediate buiiding program to solve the problem of 
providing facilities and a program for students beyond grade 8.

Jiieiiigan wiil continue to 

iiave courts of .iurisdiction he-
low the circuit court icvci un­
der the terms of tiie new con­
stitution, oven though the doc­
ument specifically abolishes the 
offices of Justice of tlio Peace 
and Circuit Court Commission­
er within five years after its 
adoption. 

The setting up of a new state 
system of courts of limited jur­
isdiction is left to tlic legisla 
ture ijy provisions of the new 
constitution. If such courts are 
not • designated by the legisla­
ture as "coui'ts of record" 
their judges need n̂ot be law­
yers. 

The new constitution requires 
that ali judges, inciuding those 
in courts of iimited jurisdic­
tion, tie salaried cmpioyees. 
Tlie fee system for tiie com­
pensation of judges is abolish­
ed if the now document is ap­
proved by the people at. the 
polls on April 1, 1963. 

Debates in the judicial com­
mittee and on the floor at the 
Constitutional Convention indi­
cate that the fee sysem of com­
pensation was one of the prin­
cipal objections to the Justice 
of tlic Peace system in Michi­
gan. A majority of the deie-
gstes felt that it was poor 
practice to gauge a judge's pay 
by the voiume of his worlt. Cas 
cs were cited in which compe­
tition among lower coiu-ls ap­
peared to be dolrimcntal to 
pI'oper judicial processes. 
, The proposed constitution 

provides tiie logisiatui'c with a 
five-year period within which 
to rc evaluate the entire .sys­
tem of courts of limited juris­

diction and to develop a lower 
court structure better adapted 
to tiic needs of tiie people and 
the ends of justice. 

Qualifications of judges for 
the iower courts wili be a mat­
ter for icgisiativc determina­
tion, but the framcrs of tiie 
new constitution recognized 
that in some of the more 
sparsely-settled sections of the 
state sufficient lawyers might 
not be avaiiabic to staff neces­
sary judiciai po.sitions. 

The new document provides 
that only iawyers wili lie cii-
giblc for Justices of the Sup­
reme Court and judges of the 
cuui't of appeals and circuit 
courts. New pi-obato judges 
must also be lawyers, but non.-
lawyers serving as probate 
judges at the time of adoption 
of the new constitution may 
sci've the remainder of tiicir 
terms and be eligible for re­
election. 

Another judicial pi'ovision in 
the new constitution would per­
mit the iegisiature to combine 
two or more counties into a 
probate district, if such a pro-

© I 

eedurc is approved iiy a ma-11 
jorlty of the voters in each of 
the counties involved. It alsoll 
permits the legislature to pro-i 
vide for the combination of the I 
office of probate judge with any 
judicial office of a court of 
limited jurisdiction witiiin a|| 
county. 

These permissive provisionsll 
are included to maice possible 
liellcr admini.stralion of these 
courts in Iho smaller counties|[ 
of tiie state. 

Tiie term of office for pro-l 
bale judges is increased from I 
four lo six years under tho|| 
terms of the new document.

Several months ago Tom sat down at bis desk to 
write a hisiory of Nortliville as he remembered it.

Ilahson Park, Mass. ~ 
writc this column for two rea­
sons: First, iis a comment on 
the I'ceent election.

Early Interests in Politics 
This is my story. During 

World War I, l was in Washing­
ton as the head of the Labor 
Department's Information and 
Education Service. I had an 
entire buiiding there with sev­
eral assistants. Shortly after 
the war ended. President Wil­
son was suddenly taken iii; bul 
I continued friendly connec­
tions with the White House and 
I was used by both parties lo 
gol funds from the Appropria­
tions Committee. 

Owing lo Pi-esieent Wilson's 
sickness, the popularity of tlie 
Republican Parly, and the elcc 
tion of President Plarding by a 
Republican landslide, the Dem­
ocratic Parly gradually disin­
tegrated and got very few 
voles. 

Furthermore, this was when 
Vice President Calvin Coolidge 
of Massaciiusclls, who was a' 
Personal friend of mine, be­
came President following liic 
sudden death of President Har--
ding. 

Payment of Rent 
Before I left Washington, I 

caiicd upon my oid friends of 
both parties. I found that the 
Democi-alic Party had a iitlie 
room in the Press Building for 
which they had not paid their 
rent for three months. A letter 
of eviction had just been re­
ceived that morning demand­
ing $120 cash I It happened that 
I was the only one of the crowd 
who could raise the cash lo pay 
the back rent. I gladly gave 
$120 to Ihem. 

Some time afterward I re 
ceivcd an invitation from Al 
Smith, the coming Democratic 
candidate, to attend a dinner 
to help raise some funds. To 
my gi-eat surprise I was intro 
duced iiy thci Chairman as 
'the man wiio saved the Dem­

ocratic Party". 
Naturally, I was Inuch em­

barrassed. (To look back, this 
story seems incredible.) Al 
Smith was nominated in 1028. 
The Republicans, Iiowever, 
won and Herbert Hoover be­
came President. The Stock 
market crasii came in 1929 fol­
lowed by the business panic in 
1931 and 1932. Then the Demo­
crats were again successCui, 
ciecting Frankiin D. Rooscveit 
in 1932. He sei-ved three and a 
fraction terms- and was sue 
ceeded by Harry S. Truman. 
Mr. Truman conciuded Mr. 
Rooseveit's fourth term and 
was ialer ro-eicclcd, followed 
by Dwiglil D. Eisenhower. 

GOP Today 
At the present time, certain 

elements of Uie Republican 
Party feel lhal the Democrats, 
who preach the New Ffonticr 
and the Welfare State, have 
come in lo slay. The young Re­
publicans feci that their par 
ly's old conservative principles 
are outdated. They are trying 
lo imitate the Democrats as 
led by President Ifenncdy and 
his family. 

This story of what happened 
to the DetTioci'ats under the 
Wilson Adminislralion should 
be a lesson to both parties. Pol­
itics ai-e very uncertain. Fur 
Ihcrmore, much depends now 
upon the lite of such men as 
our Mr. Kennedy, Mr. Adcnaur 
of West Germany, dcGaullo of 
France, and especially Khi-usli 
chev of Russia and Mao of 
China, 

Price of Democracy 
Of course, Democracy and 

Freedom zvc liie goal for which 
we all are seeking. Bul my 
coiumn of November 15, 1962 
shows the uncertainly of pro­
gress. It is a slow and tedious 
slruggie. II is much more un­
certain since we have become 
so dependent upon internation­
al conditions. Tiie airplane for 
travei, the wireioss for com­
munications, and now the new 
space deveiopmenls, ai'c mak­
ing even "going lo the moon" 
a matter for businessmen and 

political leaders lo consider. 
When someone asks me whc-

liicr a ianding upon tiie moon 
eouid affect business in this 
country, I repiy, "Not if wc 
find notiiing of value on the 
moon. But, if wc find tiuanlilies 
of gold, or diamonds, or some 
now elements, it could result 
in a great new boom in this 
country like the 'gold rush' in 
1848." 

Wiien we realize tiiat it once 
took Iwo months for siiips to go 
from New York "around the 
Ilorn" to,San Francisco, while 
the astronatus claim it will on­
ly take three or four days lo 
go to the moon, wc should be 
slow to forecast Ihc. future. We 
are living in a different age. 

If such sudden overturns in 
the two great parlies could oc­
cur when We were influenced 
only by conditions in the Unit­
ed States, what couid happen 
today when we are a world 
power, and even seeking the 
moon? Hence, the itiorai of to­
day's column is that Ihe Dem­
ocrats must not be too sure of 
their recent welfare and Cuban 
successes, and the Rcpubli-
cans must not be discouraged 
if conservatism is temporariiy 
unpopular. 

Big changes sometimes come 
SLiddeniy. 

Hare's office is headed by Ro 
bert M. Montgomery, former 
Republican member of the Log-
islature, 

Montgomery and Hare, des 
pile their diffei-ent political 
leanings, usually see eye to eye 
on ways lo impi'ove the elec­
tion system in Michigan. Hare 
prides himself on this biparti-
san cooperation in liic elec­
tions office, one of the most im-
poi'tant in state government. 

ON THE QUESTION of pri­
mary dates, however, the two 
administrators hold opposing 
views. 

I-Iare contands Michigan 
should return lo a September 
pi-imary to cut down the length 
of campaign time required of a 
candidate. He sees it from the 
candidate's point of view pri-
mai'iiy. He points out that with 
the exception of the war years, 
the primaries from 1940 through 
1950 were conducted in mid-
September rather than the ear­
ly August dates now set. 

Montgomery argues tiiat a 
September election, with the 
present number of voters and 
comphcations which couid arise 
from a statewide recount 
would present a hardship to the 
people. His main argument is 
that elections are set lo suit 
the needs of the voting pubHc, 
not the candidates. 

"CANDIDATES, who may be 
worthy, get overexposed in the 
current 90-day campaigns' 
says Hare. "They lose friends 
and fail to influence people 
The campaigns are needlessly 
expensive too, and few candi 
dates can really afford them. 

Montgomei'y arugcs that the 
candidates "should have the 
sense" not to campaign the full 
period. "If they were wise they 
would campaign for thf pri 
mary, then take a brief rest 
after that before starting the 
campaign for the general elec-
tion.

If you want help — if you 
wish lo understand the basis 
for your difficulties, you should 
ask your doctor to send you 
an appropriately trained phy 
sician — a psychiatrist, 
would be my opinion that 
psychoanalyst should be con 
sidercd as Ihe suitable person 
to help you. 

You must understand, 
course, that treatment will be 
long, intensive, and arduous. 
You probably will have to go 
four or five times a week. That 
may .seem surprising to you es 
peciaily since you are "not 
sick" and'may feel that your 
illness doesn't warrant such an 
intensity of treatment. Most of 
the difficulties such as yours, 
as well as all others which one 
encounters, invariably have 
their roots back in early child 
hood. 

It is not necessarily lhat a 
single incident back years ago 
provoked the responses which 
you describe so carefully and 
cautiously, but it may be that 
Ihc everyday living experience 
of your childhood acted as 
traumatic factor. 

Theie is no easy answsr to 
these problems. There is no 
pill, no "shot", no magical 
word which can give relief and 
icstore normalcy. Your happi.

term of Frazer Staman, wiio 
I'csigned in November, began 
cireiiiating pelilions for super-
visor this week. 

diaries G. Goers, appointed 
locetilly lo fill the unexpired 
term of township clerk vacated 
when Dacherl was appointed 
superviior, is also circulating 
nominating petitions. 

Oilier incumbents, for whoin 
petitions arc now circulating 

inciude Treasurer Duane Beli 
and Trustee Frank Walza. 

Trustee Emery Jacques, the 
only present member of the 
board wiiosc term docs not ex­
pire in Aprii, has begun circu-
lating pelilions for the office of 
justice of the peace. 

lie will oppose incumbent 
Justice John T. Meier, who 
said this week iie wiil fiie his 
petitions by next week. Roger 
Curtis, pi'cscntly a township 
constable, is reportedly circu-
lating pelilions for the justice 
of Ihc peace office also, as is 
George Ames, of 41008 Morning-
side. 

Incumbent Constable Leon 
Dochol is eircuiating pelilions 
to name him as a candidate for 
re-election. Also circulating con­
stable petitions is Charles 
(Chuck) Stewart, of 42484 13 
Mile road. 

on Slavin and Downs Execu­
tive Manager John Carlo are 
counting heavily on the switch 
of the 40-night fall meet to 
Nortliviiie Downs. 

But Commissioner Hayes ad­
mits that the proposal is bit­
terly opposed by representa­
tives of the Detroit area's oth­
er two tracks — both thorough-
bred and liarness. 

Hayes had been conducting 
private hearings with racing 
representatives in an effort to 
reach a decision. 

Proponents of the move from 
Jackson to Northville say that 
they were given strong indica 
lions last year that the move 
wouid be approved. Slavin had 
asked for Northville dates 'in 
1962 but was refused. The ac 
tioji was not challenged in the 
courts when it was indicated 
that approval would be gained 
for the 1963 season, spokesmen 
for Downs and Jackson claim. 

But If this year's bid is 
lost, there's eOrtaln to be a 
court fight. 
According to Commissioner 

Hayes, representatives of De­
troit's other two harness tracks 
contend that the dates should 
be divided if moved to the met­
ropolian area. "They say their 
facilities are better than North 
ville and they should share in 
the additional dates", Hayes 
staled this week. 

He said that thoroughbred 
racing (runners) representa 
lives contend that their meets 
attract the biggest crowds and 
largest mutuel handle, 'tlicre-
fore if racing is to be increased 
in the metropolitan area it 
should be runners, iiot trot-
tei's. 

Manager Carlo does a alow 
burn when he h»ars th«se ar­
guments-
"First of all, the other tracks 

are not superior to Northville 
tor harness racing". Carlo 
states. He pointfVput that none 
of the other traclu have cnilos-

ed paddocks (now being con-
structed at Northviiie). He fur-
ther notes that 90 per cent of 
Northville's barns are winter­
ized, while the other tracks 
have shed barns. 

"This is important when you 
consider the Jackson nieet is 
run in October and Novem­
ber", Carlo points out. Further, 
he promises that Northville 
Downs will have infra-red heat­
ed grandstands Tiy next fall if 
the Jackson switch were ap 
proved. 

The thorny question of who 
is responsible for maintenance 
of the Novi community build­
ing popped through tlie gauzy 
shield of memory tliis week 
when the township board re 
jected a proposal the township 
join the school district in pay­
ing for a repair of tlie Novi 
school boiler. 

School Siipetintendcnt Tom 
Culbert, pointing out that the 
boiler provides hot water for 
both the community building 
and the school, suggested the 
board ,consider assisting in the 
solution of a leak problem. 

He said a trap on the return 
system to the boiler loses 
about 20 gallons of hot water a 
day because it was not design 
ed and installed corrcclly. 

Culbert said the result of the 
loss of hot water is a decrease 
in efficiency of tlie system. 

The repair, suggested by a 
heat'ng man the township has 
emplOyOd to improve the 
commun'ty building heating 
system, wOuid cost about 
$460. 
Township Trustee Frank Wat-

za brought up the question of 
responsibility when he pointed 
out that tiie townsiiip is now 
spending about $3,400 to im­
prove the community buiiding 
heating system, aiong with 
nearly $1,000 for roof insulation 
to reduce heat loss. 

"I feel the township has car 
nied its siiaro — and part of 
the scliool's siiare — in liie 
community buiiding aiTange-
ment," he declared. 

He pointed out lhat the com­
munity buiiding was placed 
next to tiie school to provide a 
generai .purpose room needed 

in oi'iler lo conslniet an addi­
tion for classrooms. 

Walza explained that prjccs 
had risen so drastically be­
tween the lime voters approv­
ed a bond issue for conslniclion 
of the addition and the time 
bontls were let lhal llicre wasn't 
sufficient money for an all-
purpose room included in the 
proposal. 

'The bonding attorneys rui-
ed the .addition couldn't be 
built without the all-purpese 
i-oom," he said, "so ihe town-
ship agroed to the school 
board's proposal to locate the 
community buiiding at the 
school if the schools would 
maintain it." 
He said tiie community buiid­

ing was then being planned for 
construction next to the town 
ship haii, which had been de­
signed with 'thousands of dol­
lars' worth of extra fixtures, 
such as a large well and heat­
ing plant, to service the com­
munity building. 

Trustee Emery Jacques not­
ed tliat the township had two 
heating engineers examine the 
community buiiding — school 
heating system to determine 
what Is needed to impi'ove the 
heat in the community buiid­
ing. 

"We're now spending several 
thousand dollars lo make the 
improvements they said would 
solve our problem," he said, 
"and l therefore doubt we 
wouid consider any more cx-
ponditu'res at this lime." 

"And the schools pay the heat 
bill, so the roof insulation will 
save you money," Walza said, 
adding that tiie improvement 
of the boiier efficiency should 

he handled hy the schopis. 
Aiso coneeiTing lire communi­

ty building was a letter from 
Eni'lneer Harold Ponn, of 
Northville, apologizing for mis-' 
takes made in estimating the 
costs of the improvements now 
being made on the building. 

The letter said there would 
be no charges for inspections 
made during tlie work, and 
the engineering fecs are less 
than the maximum estimate. 
Penn's bili was for $853.50. 

The board also received a 
$3,488.99 bili for parlial pay­
ment on Ihe addition and roof 
repairs being made by Paul 
Palmer construction company. 
The latter is about half tiic to-
tai cost for Palmer's work. 

Biiis caused further discus­
sion when the board learned of 
a $400 charge fi'om Mrs. Vioia 
Staman for preparing tax bills. 
The boai'd had allotted $300 for 
the job, and voted Monday lo 
pay only $300. 

Jacques reported that he had 
informed fornier township Sup-
crvisor Frazer Staman, who 
resigned in Novemlier but pro­
mised lo finish the tax bills for 
this year, that Ihe bqard had 
agreed lo pay $300 for the job. 

He said he ield Staman to 
not go faSyOnd S300 unless he 
brought the matter to the 
board first. 
Township Treasurer Duane 

Bcii said the increase over iast 
year's $M0 biii was probabiy 
due in part lo a mistake made 
by the biliiiig machine on the 
Walled Lake school district 
bills. He said Iho 1,500 or so 
bills had lo be corrected by 
band.

C o u l d D r o p 
Novi township treasurer Du 

ane Bell announced Monday 
that the township will probab 
ly be a little short on its rev-
enue this year because of a 
mistaken rate former Super-
visor Frazer Staman used in 
figuring the bills for the Novi 
school district portion of the 
township. 

He explained that the town 
ship usually has about $2,000 in 
excess of roll receipts created 
when fractional tax bills are 
raised to the next full cent lo 
make them payable. 

But because of the mistake. 
Bell said, the township will 
have no excess of roll — usually 
used to take care of normal 
small mistakes — and will have 
to pay about $280 to meet the 
Novi school district's full tax 
payment. 

Bell said the matter isn't 
gravely.serious, but added that 
if he is treasurer next year 
(his present term expires next 
spring), he will take the pre-
caution of having the tax book 
and bills audited against the 
tax warrant before, releasing 
the bills. He said Staman didn't 
have the audit made' this year.
