Undil his illness
Tom had not missed a Rotary meeting in 20 years. And
although he had given up the chairmanship of the city's
planning commission, he still atended meetings regularly
as an active member,

Tom Carrington was not a complex man, He neicher
drank nor smoked. He knew what he liked and what he
did not like. Yer he did not antagonize those with whom
he did not agree.

He was 1 Republican who supported his chosen party
and it candidates.
