About one-third of the 2,100 patients at Northville 
State Hospital go home for Christmas. 

It's a big project planning Chrisrmas for this many — 
and it starts in October. Each patient is asked to list his 
choice of gift in the SI-50 to •S2.0(l range. If relatives do 
not respond, then the names are given to area organiza­
tions and bv the seaaid week in December the gift list is 
filled. 

Ninneroiis organizations help patients at Northville 
.'-.taie Hospital in many ways. Some adopt "w.irds" and 
pr(ivide a r.ulio .television or card tables for that ward. 
One ch.irch group bought thcrmo socks for elderly patients 
this ye.ir. Others jirovide money for shoes and a personal 
shopper then buys for the individual needy patients.

Mr. Edison had then only 
just invented his incandescent 
bulb lamps so common today. 
There was a "Gloucester Elec­
tric Co." which had a dynamo 
in the rear of a machine shop. 
II had strung wires to promi­
nent street corners where a 
carbon lamp hung lo light the 
square. This lamp consisted of 
two round carbon "rods" which 
were renewed each morning by 
lhe one employee of lhe little 
"company". 

1 then developed a tiny busi 
ness of instaiiing eieclric door 
bells, working only on Satur­
days. 1 used two "wet" bat­
teries, which I located in the 
cellar of the home. There wore 
no "dry" balleries, or any kind 
of electrical appliances such as 
washing - machines or eieclric 
irons. Radio and TV had not 
been even dreamed oL 

present grijal Electrical Age), 
only one-eighth inch wide. The 
other bands are useful in lhe 
Electronic Age which we are 
just entering. 

Below is a band lhal I'cpre-
scnts the Infra-Rocl Rays, which 
are used lo iicip those suffer­
ing from arthritis and similar 
pains. Then wo come lo two 
more important bands, each 
about inch wide. Following 
these is the Radar band, which 
is about H i inches wide, al­
though we never heard of I'a 
dar before World War II. This 
gives us nine hands using a to­
tal of 8 one-eightli inches, of 
which only one-eighth inch was 
used before World War II.

Looking into ihe Future 

"Wireless" was Unknewn 

The greatcsl invention in my 
youth was Mr. Marconi's send­
ing of a message, or signal, 
without wires. This we read of 
in our daily newspaper, "The 
Gloucester Breeze". In 1802 the 
electric company created by 
Mr. Edison joined with lhal of 
Mr. Houston, starling the Gen­
eral Electric company in an 
old bowling alley al Lynn, Mas­
sachusetts. This company was 
then making dynamos and olh­
er cnuipmont for the new elec­
tric light plants starting all ov­
er the United Stales. 

These plants used only direct 
electric current; alternatinglifTliis 'wouid give free power 
current had not been invented m every farmer while the hy-
for use in transmission. My 
humpback friend, Charles 
SteinmeU, was the first lo 
make this useful for transform­
ers. Only then did the Electri­
cal Age, which has since de­
veloped so tremendously, grow. 

.lust as radio has brought 
talking and television brings 
pictures into your home, the 
Electronic Age will bring heal, 
light, taste, smell, and per­
haps memory and many olher 
things. Coal, oil, gas, and olher 
Tialural resources will be used 
for more vahiablt pui'poscs in-
s lMd of being burned up. Tre­
mendous changes are coming. 
We arc as backward as when 
1 was a boy with only electric 
door bells! 

Furthermore, I realize lhal I 
have not mentioned the possi 
bilities of atomic power and 
the wonderful lal-ont wealth in 
uranium oxide. Nor gravity, be­
ing sludiod al New Boston, N . 

T H E YEAR-LONG battle 
blamed by many for causing 
Ihe election loss by Gov. John 
B. Swainson, will be renewed 
in 1963 but could lake on a 
considerably diffcrenl form. 
, Rep. ,John T. Bowman, Rose 

ville Democrat, will he a mem­
ber of the Slate Senate nexl 
year. He promises lo re-inlro 
duce his bill lo prohibit cities 
from levying an income lax on 
non-residents wiio work in the 
cities. 

A citizen niovcnicnl, spark­
ed liy the mayors of suburban 
Delroil commiinilics, is slill 
gaining sli'cnglh also in the 
form of petitions lo the Legisla­
ture. 

BOWMAN'S BILL, which was 
vetoed by Swainson this yeai', 
would most likely pass wilh a 
good sized margin as i l did in 
the current session. This would 
put i l squareiy on Governor-
ciecl George Romnoy's desk 
for the same ma.jor decision 
which Swainson faced. 

The petitions lo be present­
ed to the 19G3 LcgisiaUire iiy 
the Vigilance Tax Committee 
could seem to be a mandate lo 
pass Bowman's bill. 

On the other hand, lack of 
legislative action could make 
the politions lake on the form 
of a mandate lo put the ques 
lion of taxing iion-residonis on 
the ballot as a referendum. In 
this way, the people could pass 
the law without. having i l go 
through the Governor's hands. 

W H E T H E R R O M N E Y 'plans 
to introduce a lotaL fiscal re­
form program, which presum­
ably would include a statewide 
income tax, Is slill unanswer­
ed. 

Republican strength for such 
proposal, as part of a lax 

revision program, reportedly 
has gained since the 1902 ses­
sion unofficially closed ils 
doors. 

As one Republican Senator 

from Central Michigan puts i l ; 
"It's something the people are 
going to have to face. Either 
every major cily is going lo be 
passing an income la.x, and 
then the smaller cities will fol­
low suit until we are all pay­
ing such a levy, or the stale is 
going lo do it befoi-e the pattern 
becomes loo complicated." 

T H E R E C E N T months have 
seen constantly incI-easing rev­
enues pouring in, largely be­
cause of the "nuisance lax" 
package passed this year. 

It could well he both the neiv 
Governor and his Republican 
backers will decide to let the 
slDle I'ide for a full year on the 
benefits of the added revenues 
before tackling the touchy prob-
iom of an income tax in liie 
Senate again. 

The House, of course, never 
reaeiied a test on the income 
lax question this year. Demo­
crats supposedly were fully be­
hind Swainson in his fiscal I'c-
form prograin. Al l indications 
from Democratic "off the rec­
ord" comments were there 
would have been some who 
would have been conveniently 
absent if such a vote were tak­
en this year. 

If a Republican governor pro-
Doscd such a lax, Ihcy wotild 
be even more inclined to ab 
slain or openly oppose the leg­
islation. 

MICHIGAN'S freeway sys 
lem, now past the 1,000-miie 
mark, has a relatively brief 
history. 

The first mile of freeway was 
opened to traffic July 1, 1942 
as part of what then was known 
as the Willow Run E.xpress-
way, now part of Interstate 94. 

Just two years ago, the SOOlh 
mile of freeway was opened be­
tween Ann Arbor and Jackson. 
This stretch was part of the 
final seclion of 1-94 between De­
troit and Lake Michigan. 

NOW T H E 1,000th mile, lo-

eated somewhere between Bri­
ghton and Lansing, marks the 
completion of the 1-96 freeway 
beiween Detroit and Muske­
gon. 

This milestone in highway 
construction also gave the slale 
its third bordor-lo border high 
speed route. 

Tile first was the 1-94 route 
near the southern state border. 
Then, just over a month ago 
the final link of the Ohio-lo-
Mackinac Bridge freeway was 
added lo lhe road sy-toni. 

Now motorists can cut in half 
the time consumed in driving 
from Detroit lo Muskegon as 
compared lo the travel lime of 
about five years ago. 

THE IMPROVED employ­
ment picture in Michigan in 
the last several months broughl 
wilh it the almost inevitable 
increase in industrial accidents, 
according lo the Michigan In­
surance Information Service. 

During the past year, through 
Sept. 30, the total compensable 
work injuries reported lo the 
State Workmen's Compensa­
tion Department was 31,232. 
This represented an increase of, 
626 over last year. 

Last year, however, when 
employment was down compar­
ed to 1962, the injury rale sliow 
ed a decrease of 2,513 from 
the previous 12-monlh period. 

ONE BRIGHT note showed 
in the Department's annual re 
port, however, in the break­
down of the injuries. The 31,232 
total included 183 deaths, 2 per­
manent total disabilities, and 
882 permanent partial disabili­
ties. 

This showed fatalities were 
down from 1961 by 59; total 
disabiiities by 1, and partial 
Jisabililies by 57. 

Workmen's Compensation of­
ficials credit the change in scv-
:irity of industrial aocidenls lo 
"i..tensive concentration upon 
job safely."

1 finally decided lhal I should 
look inlo this thing and give it 
a chance. Maybe a psychiatrist 
can tell me what the trouble 

which would favor your gefliii!.; 
benefit from seeing a psychia­
trist. Just because you are un­
able to "see" a relationship be­
tween your current difficulty 
and your past life does not 
mean lhaf such a relationship 
does not exist or can' be ruled 
out. 

Indeed, the very fad lhal 
you can recall nothing of your 
"happy childhood" suggests 
lhal insofar as you experienc­
ed 11, things were far from 
Dleasanl for you.' To draw the 
inference that i l must have 
been happy is indeed naive and 
points up immodialely another 
of the ways which you have 
developed for avoiding tension 
and inner uneasiness. 

Besides managing to "for­
get" unhappy circumstances, 
yo u generalize and thereby 
skillfully avoid painful particu­
lars of your experience. Cer­
tainly I must agree with you 
lhal the connection between 
childhood experiences and pre­
sent day anxiety is far from 
self-evident. Some people in­
tuitively grasp the fact of such 
a relationship and in this re­
gard they are fortunate. For if 
they seek therapy, the path to 
the establishment of -full ma­

turity is made more readiiy be­
cause of their insights. 

You, on tile oliier hand, muHl 
come lo iearn liow the relation 
ships established during child 
hood arc related lo anxiely and 
symptoms. Of course you must 
have more willingness lo 
inslrucled in these' inattcrs 
than that required just to see 
the doctor 1 

Actually, your rc.sialanco 
the idea of doing anything whic! 
might succeed in being of rea 
help lo you is rather great. Yo 
i'ave come 10 a comiiromis-
wilh your symploms. Discom 
fort and anxiety have bccoiii 
a kind of way of life for yo 
and I doubt that, as uncom 
fortable as you may feel, lha 
the suffering you experience 
of sufficient intensity to pro 
vide the push you seem to re 
quire to lake definitive steps 
leading to therapy.

The above comment refers 
primarily to industrial stocks. 

forecast that, bqth the gross 
and net earnings of utility 
stocks will qdvance during 
1963 and for soine. years llicrp-; 
after. The utility cumulative 
nreferreds have reached a point 
whereby they will closely fol­
low inleresl rales as determin­
ed by the Federal Reserve 
Banks, ^hc utility common 
stocks should slowly rise in 
orice provided they tire not un-
iuslly limited hy icgislation or 
by slate and federal regulatory 
commissions. 

As for the railroad slocks, I 
'lencraily feel bearish. A war 
with Cuba or a world nuclear 
war breaking oul anywhei'e 
eould cause the stocks of all 
our transcontinenlal rniiroads 
lo go up sharpiy in price; but 
down they would come again.

Regarding bonds I urn not 
pessimistic for 1963. Certainly, 
the non-taxable bonds will sell 
higiier during 1963. Also, good 
short-term corporation and gov-
ernmeiil bonds will be safest 
to hold. Long-lerm corporation 
and government bonds may 
sell for less sonietime during 
1963. Long-lerm bond prices 
vary wjth interest rates and 
the pi'obability of inflation. 
BUILDING & R E A L ESTATE 

There may ho some decline 
in I'csidcnlinl building In 1963; 

and shopping centers ih many 
suburban developments may 
remain at a standstill for l 
while. However, so much moIi-
ey is piling up in savings banks 
wiiich must be invested, it 
seems that by 1964 many more 
new homes will be built. 

When constructing new frame 
houses, build either single 
homes or houses wilh only two 
apartments on the ground floor.

BeGoie said iater investiga­
tions determined that Gostlin 
had been drinking beer and 
wine throughout the day Wed­
nesday and had spent most of 
the evening in a Farmington 
bar. 

He added, however, that wit­
nesses who saw Gostlin aboul 
an hour before the rampage 
began described him as "clear 
headed" and said he did not ap­
pear lo be drunk.

Skiing can be a I'cal wintcr-

' It takes some money, some 
know-how, and some precau-
lions to have a beginner's en-
joyment with ' this swisher 
sport. But skiing should not be 
overlooked as a fun possibility 
by either the young or not-
loo-old, the cautious or heii-
bent.

The most important item for 
beginners is a proper pair of 
boots. If your feet chill easily, 
plan to wear two pair of .socks, 
a light pair underneath, ami a 
wanner pair on top. 

When wearing two pair, the 
boots should fit lightly enough 
so your heel can't slide up and 
down inside. Many boiler 
types of boots are equipped 
with pads which hold the liool 
snugly against the vertical 
Achilles tendon .iust back of the 
ankle bone. 

The biggest problem in elinico 
of skis is deciding the lenjtlli 
you need.

Don't - ti'ust the' -old ruL'̂ f̂-
thumb that y9ur skis sliouki 
reach iii length to |tlie jioel o'f 
your hand when your arm is 
stretched above your head. Re-
Ihembijr', ' ijhe ^ feho'rt'ei^ the ski, 
the slower and Inore controll­
able it is; longer- skis,' In'ea-n-
while, are faster but more dif-

With this In mind, a begin­
ner will probably find it saf­
er and mere fun io choose a 
sliOi-ler length ski. 
Bindings on .skis vary wide­

ly in quality and price. The 
best arc tho.so which have safe­
ly releases both al toe and 
heel. In addition, a safely strap, 
commonly called an "Arlbcrg 
Strap" should be attached 
from your boot lo the ski bind 
in.i.'. lis purpose is lo prevent 
a ski from scooting off down­
hill after you fall. 

I'olo Icnglh varies, loo, with 
Ihc individuai. Witii the point 
of tiie pole stuck in snow, and 
the hask-?l part flat on Ihe top 
of the snow, the pole should at 
least reach your elbow. It can 
bo longer than this, but should 
nol be shorter. 

So far as wax for skis is con­
cerned, there is very little rea­
son for novice skiers to use any 
wax al all, unless planning to 
ski on very damp, sticky snow. 

Clothing should be close 
.fitilng. If you don'f care to 
invest 'n a pair of standard 
ski' pants untii you arc sure 
you plan to stick with the 
rp.opt, fh<=n use any pair of 
long warm pants. 

Socks should be pulled up in­
side pants, pants should be 
tucked down in boots, and 
ijools should be laced up liRht. 
This keeps tlie snow out iind 
feet comfortable. 

So far as olhcr clothing 
goes, don't wear long dangling 
scarves or lies or anything 
that's liable lo get entangled in 
a rope low. 

So much for equipment. Ac­
tual skiing instruction starts at 
home, and rcciuircs some reg­
ular exercises to strcngUien 
ieg, knee and ankle muscles. 

Flat-footed knee bends three 
limos a day will soon Icl you 
know there are mu.scles clown 
there which haven't been used 
for a long lime. Twisting Iho 
whole body far right and then 
back far left whiie iioiding Ihc 
feel paraiiei and fiat on llio 
floor is another good exerci.se. 

Sonietime during this first 
two weeks of exercise, you 
should begin dry land ivork-
with a qualified ski instructor 
or an experienced skier. The 
people will tell .vou how to fall, 
how lo stop, how to tui-n: wii.il 
to e.vpecl when you head down 
that first gentle slopV, ilibw io 
get up after falling, and how 
to keep your feet parallel.

In Ciidillac I remember the time someone got the

scliool, you should know many 
of the classes arc of record or 
near record size throughout the 
stale. If not, this year's enroll­
ment figures can demonstrate 
the impact of the post-World 
War II "bumper crop" of ba­
bies. 

Superintendent of Public In 
struetion Lynn M. Bartletl 
said the fall enrollment figures 
showed a startling rise, even 
though the hike was expected. 
During the past three years 
alone; Michigan's school en­
rollment has seen almost a 
2,606 per cent incIxiase, Bart-
lett said. 

This fall's hike was 42,171 
students in the secondary 
schools, practically double the 
increase noted last year, and 
it brought the total high school 
population to a record 441,568. 

"THE TRUE picture emerg­
es only when you consider that 
the 1966 increase over 1959 was 
only 2,376 students," Bartlett 
said. 

The state spokesman said the 
jump in attendance during the 
past two years will probably 
be the largest Michigan will ex­
perience, but the spiraling en­
rollments have not yet ended. 

"This merely inarks the be-
gmning of a tremendous up­
surge in population, and Mich-
igan must continue to plan 
ahead in building programs 
and financial measures If we 
arc to keep pace," said Bart­
lett. 

BATTLE LINES are drawn 
for the Spring vote on tlie pro­
posed new State Constitution. 

A committee of delegates to 
the recent Constitutional Con-
vcnion has been actively work­
ing for more than a month 

planning tlie campaign to urge 
appi-oval of their product in 
the April election. Most of the 
members of tlie group were Re­
publican delegates, but a few 
termed themselves indepen­
dents who ran on the Demo­
cratic ticket. 

Now the "Democratic Slate 
Central Committee has hired 
former member of Gov. John 
B. Swainson's staff to prepare 
campaign literature pointing 
out what party leaders con 
tend are defects in tlIc propos 
ed document. 

DEMOCRATIC members of 
the State Administrative Boijrd 
also have served official notice 
to incoming Gov. George Rom-
ney that they plan to campaign 
against the ballot proposal as 
hard as he wiil urge its ap-
proval. 

As chief of state and a form­
er delegate to the Con-Con, of 
which he was a vice president, 
Romncy will have a more im­
pressive platform from which 
to speak. 

His contention has been and 
remains that the ballot vole 
should not be argued on a par­
tisan basis. 
....THE DEMOCRATS, however 
speak primarily as party mem­
bers. They say, as they did 
recenlly in a letter informing 
Romncy of their plans to cam­
paign on the Con-Con issue, 
that It will "weaken the execu­
tive, impair the judiciary, en 
danger school and highway 
funds, and set up now Icgisla-
tui'c inequities." 

Republican party officials 
generally have expressed fa­
vor wilh the document although 
no formal stand has been tak­
en by them as a gi'oup. 

The spring party conventions 
undoubtedly will put both par-
tics on record abou'' the docu­
ment. 

With this the case, success 
or failure of the proposed Con-
stitution at the polls wiii iarge 
Jy depend on which party gets 
out the most voters in Aprii 
RcpubUcans generally have 
been more successful in turn 
ing out support in off-year elec­
tions. 

NEARLY ONE in every 160 
Miciiigan citizens came into 
contact with faciUtics design­
ed to care for those with ment­
al disorders during the last 
complete fiscal year. 

This amounted to about 
70,560 during the fiscal year 
1961-62, State Mental Heallh 
Director Charles F. Wagg said 

"Providing this treatment 
was not a simple accomplish­
ment," Wagg noted. "It requir­
ed the services of approxi­
mately 10,500 employes and 
cost about $74 million." 
. .THE SPECTRUM of service 
ranged from a single interview 
in a psychiatric clinic, to com­
plete residential treatment in a 
state hospital. "All of it was 
the most adequate treatmen 
the sae could realisically pro­
vide appropriate to the needs 
of each of the patients involv 
ed," Wagg said. 

"In spite of the extensive vol­
ume of service provided last 
year," Wagg said, "there were 
many people in need of help 
who simply could not be reach­
ed without a long period of 
waiting." 

The Mental Health Director 
said the "deficits" shown by 
waiting lists centered largely 
around services for childi-en.

Labor should begin to real 
ize in 1963 that wages finally 
depend upon the employer's 
margin of profit. The year 1962 
has seen many employers close 
down because of their slight 
margin. Small businessmen — 
both manufacturers and retail-
ers — must have a larger mar-
gin of profit In order to exist. 
There arc too many mergers 
into bigger units and too many 
failures of worthy employers 
Labor leaders are largely re 
sponsible for this unfortunate 
development and are slowly 
pricing themselves out of bus-
iness.

COMMODITY, PRICES 
Nineteen-sixty-thrce will see 

many basic commodities sell 
for lower prices. Despite do-
mestic production cutbacks for 
many raw materials, world sup 
plies will continue their up­
trend. These surpluses in world 
markets will place additional 
downward pressure on commo 
dity prices in the U.S. There 
will be exceptions in hybrid 
corn, Idaho seed potatoes, and 
other selected crops. Much de 
pcnds upon the weather and 
the ability to hold over surplus­
es. 

Prices of peaches, apples, 
citrus and other fruits depend 
principally upon the weather. 
Improvements in canning, fre-
ezing, and storage have been 
greatly advanced, while the big 
supermarkets have been bene­
ficial in stabilizIIig prices. The 
hope (jf the fruit growers rests 
in co-operative advertisements 
in newspapers and other med­
ia. 

Certain basic chemicals will 
surely decline in price due to 
overproduction and competition 
from imports. The U.S. Justice 
Department claims, to be work 
ing for consumers in its fights 
with many companies such as 
the dairy concerns, but in the 
end supply and demand will 
detcrminp the result and not 
legislation or court decisions.

or more inflation. Neither, how 
ever, need come in 1963. The 
stock market may discount the 
expected inflation by temporar­
ily continuing above 606 on the 
Dow-Jones Industrial Average, 
The November elections indi 
catc that the voters want 
"welfare state" and I believe 
this means more inflation rath 
cr than more taxes. 

The old saying, "We cannot 
have our cake and eat it too,'' 
is certainly true today. The 
elections referred to above in 
dieate that the majority of vot 
ers really believe they can 
have all these temporal bene 
fits such as medical care for 
the aged, medical and hospital 
payments, more social security, 
etc., without having to p̂ ay the 
bill cither through' increased 
taxes or through inflation. 

With all that is promised to 
young people in the form of 
free education, college scholar, 
ships, etc., in addition to the 
above-mentioned help, this 
means that the employed peo 
pie, from ages 25 to 65, must 
carry the entire burden. Some­
time they will rebel, but it will 
not be in 1963 although it might 
come at the next presidential 
election. Certainly the enact-
mejit of a "real" ali-uiclusive 
tax cut is no sure thing. It may 
look good to tlie "working 
man'' but not to investors or 
employers. 

U-S. DOLLAR AND COLO 
The purchasing power of our 

dollar will gradually be less, 
but this statement applies al 
so to the currency of all coun-
tries. If our dollar declines in 
value it will be the same for 
every nation. If we devalue the 
dollar or temporarily look 
prosperous by phony bookkeep 
ing, the other nations will grad-
ually follow .suit and we will 
all wind up where we stdrted. 

The dollar will not be deval-
ued in 1963, although the WaU 
Street and Lombard Street bro­
kers will put out propaganda to 
the contrary. 

Now, a final word with re 
gard to gold. The United Stats 
wili continue to lose gold on 
balance durhig 1963. The only 
way to prevent it in 1963 is for 
us to export morev goods and 
mport less. This would require 

certain sacrifice on the part of 
our people. 

Since my trip to Africa, I 
have concluded that the answer 
is in producing more gold rath­
er than leaving it underground. 

If gold had a free market, its 
production would increase nat-
urally and it would then rep-
resent one of the safest and 
most profitable investments 
available today. Another one 
may be uranium oxide. 

Of course, large, quantities of 
gold may be found on the sur­
face . of the moon — which 
brings me lo my final subject, 
which I hope readers will take 
seriously. 

GOING TO THE MOON 
Nobody wili reach the moon 

in 1963 or in 1964, but you will 
see more and more about it in 
the newspapers during 1964 — 
or 1965. Do not think that the 
United States will be the only 
country preparing for Ihis trip. 
Russia, England, Fi-ancc, Ger­
many, and possibly China are 
preparing today to go to the 
moon. With labor getting 15 
cents for a twelve-hour day in 
China and with booster engines 
purchasable abroad, China may 
be the first to get lo the moon. 
China docs not need to be a 
member of the United Nations 
in order to send a rocket and 
three men to the moon and re­
turn. China's trip to the moon 
may be financed by foreign 
capital. China will win. the ter­
ritory it wants in India and ul­

timately get Burma. 
Buying of "going to the 

moon" stocks may become a 
very active speculation. The 
original boosters will be paid 
for by some government, but 
their operation will be left for 
profit. The situation may com­
pare with our gi-eat "gold 
rush" in 1849. However, it '//ill 
not be limited to gold, but will 
also include diamonds, plati­
num, and perhaps other cle-
ments which are not yet in our 
chemistry books. My great-
grandparents were all seafar­
ing men taking people from 
New England down thf: East 
Coast of South America around 
the Horn and up the Pacific 
Coast — a trip of two months. 
The astronauts say that they 
can make the trip to the moon 
easily in less than four days-
One final thought: if the Ken­
nedy Administration gels into 
loo much of a jam between 
taxes and inflation, the pro­
motion of trips to the moon 
may pull them out of their trftu-
bics. By enticing private capI-
tal which is now in need of 
some attractive speculative in­
vestments, this might even 
bring about- another big stock 
market boom in the late Six­
ties.

If, for oxnmplc, he Is 8 or 9 
years old, that is one thing, 
but if he is IB or 17, these 
events take on a different 
meaning and signiticance.

you have been working. Is it of 
recent date?

I urge that you act promp 
tly to have him examined by a 
physician, especially trained in 
psychiatry, as soon as possible.
