E F F O R T S by the Slate Ec­
onomic Development Depart­
ment to inform community 
leaders how to seek federal 
funds under the accelerated 
public works program arc gel 
ling results. 

Ropoi'ts from Washington in­
dicate Michigan communities 
have applied for more than 
twice the maximum sum the 
state could receive under tlie 
pi'ogram. The maximum Mich­
igan share of tlie program 
would be S40 million under the 
Congressional act. 

Tlie state already lias boon 
given $15.1 million in grants 
from the Community Facilities 
Administration, Department of 
Health, Education and Welfare 
and National Forest Service 
under the program. 

MICHIGAN applicants were 
praised for their complete pre­
paration of requests for funds 
by Sidney Woolner, Communi­
ty Facilities Administration 
commissioner. Woolner is a 
former Michigan resident. He 
served as executive secretary 
to former Gov. G. Mcnnen Wil­
liams. 

The State Economic Develop­
ment Department spent much 
time and effort familiarizing 
communities with the t,vpcs of 
projects which could qualify 
for tlie accelerated program 
grants. 

The total amount sought in 
some 300 applications sent to 
Washington agencies through 
late December was reported at 
more than $81.5 million.

G R O W T H of the institutions 
known as savings and loan as­
sociations has been steady and 
strong dui'ing the 75 years since 
the first law was enacted lo 
permit their operation in Mich 
igan. 

Seci-etary of State James M . 
Hare, wiiose office oversees the 
operations of the associations 
and receives their financial re­
ports, notes "commendable fi­
nancial stability" in the Michi­
gan groups. 

'Michigan citizens can be 
sure that these institutions are 
sound," said Hare when he re­
ported assets totaling more 
than $734 million in savings and 
loan associations in Michigan. 

A M O N G the 35 institutions of 
this type at last report a De­
troit association counted as the 
largest. This one listed assets 
of $132 million. 

'At the end of the iast fiscai 
year there were no associations 
in liquidation, dissolution, or in-' 
active status," Hare said. 

The Secretary of State cred­
its the associations with "per­
forming an increasingly impor­
tant dual function to the public 
by providing safe and conven 
lent savings and investment 
plans, and long-term, monthly 
payment home loans to fami­
lies seeking to purchase, build, 
or repair their homes."

In recent years, iiowevcr, 
new types of ice melting chem­
icals using large quanlilies ot 
ammonium .sulphate or ammon­
ium nitrate have appeared on 
the market. 

Martin .said t'.-.sls shewed 
these substances are extremely 
corrosive lo even llie best qual­
ity concrele. 

MARTIN'S advice is to select 
ice mcilcrs which will nnl 
harm the concrele, if you want 
lo avoid replacing your side­
walk or driveway next spring 
or summer. 

This prceaulion will in.volvc 
reading Ihe contents listed on 
the package before you buy, 
and avoiding the de-icers wiiich 
contain aninioniuni sulplialc or 
ammonium nilrale. 

The old slandliys sodium 
chloride or calcium chloride arc 
just as effective as the new 

chemicals, according to the in. 
diistry spokesman, but do not 
carry the harmful effects of 
Ihe new products. 

DID Y O U E V E R have the 
difficulty while house-bunting 
or trying lo find a residence to 
buy or rent within your price 
ran.gc'? AlmosI everyone has. 

Consider then the plight of 
George Romney and bis wife, 
Lcnorc, who recently found an 
ll-room homo in Lansing to 
rent during his coming two 
years as Governor of Michigan. 

The Capitol City and evirons 
have a number ot large homes, 
many of whicii can be rented 
on lease agroemenis if you 
have the finances.

It was tlie view of a majori­
ty of the delegates thai a con 
slilulional statement of bound­
aries would be prejudiced and 
have no legal status in any in 
tcrstatc controversy. It was 
also pointed oul that the bound-
aries set down in the 1008 doc­
ument arc not entirely accur­
ate.

Anoliicr sizeable deiolion of 
language came about through 
the elimination of tlie present 
Ai-liele X V which deals with 
the stale militia. Subsiluting 
for the three detailed sections 
of Ibis Article is a 12-word sec­
tion in Article HI of the new 
document which states: "The

Other big chunks of language 
were eliminated from sections 
in Article IH of the present con­
stitution wiiich has lo do with 
the elcclivo franchise. Tiie con 
vcntion found that a Inass of 
legislatiic matter has accumu-
lated in the constitution since 
the Article on Elections was 
first written back in 1835. 

Much of this detail, it was 
decided, is better left to Icgis. 
lalive determination. This 
particularly true in the mailer 
of defining residence for vo. 
ting purposes. Delegates felt 
that they wci-e in no position 
to sot down residence require 
ments which would offer any 
assui-ance of future adequacy 
and tlieifforc left the matter 
to the legislatui'c, as one of its 
conlinuing responsibilities in 
the field of elections.

Rozonad ' were a 350 feet 
square area on tiic northwest 
porncr ot Wixom and 10 Mile 
i-oad and 38 lots in the Meadow-
brook Lake subdivision. 

The corner rezoning was 

made at tiic request of owners 
Mr. and Mrs. Clements J . . Pliil-
ipski, who revealed Tuesday 
night they plan to,locate a pet 
and yard .supplies store Sn the 
properly. It was changed from 
agricultural zoning to local 
commercial zoning. 

Only two objections were rais­
ed about the change, and both 
were made by letter. Pianning 
Consultant W. C. Johnson wrote 
that there had been no develop-

As Chrislian ai'l d-eveloped 
lo meet the needs of the ex­
panding church new forms of 
areliitccture made room for 
new art expressions, Mudi of 
this art was influenced by By-
zanline infiltralion and many 
of the new building were en-
cruslcd with mosaics. These 
mosaics, glowing gold, blue 
and rod, wore made with bun-
drcds of small hand-pressed 
cubes of glass, some of them 
inlaid with silver and goid leaf. 
Because of llio more rigid tech­
nique involved the style of mo­
saics is classically decorative, 
two rather lhan three dimen­
sional. Figures are stiff, monu­
mental, stylized, unmoving, but 
grand. 

Prime examples of Byzan­
tine mosaics arc sliil lo be 
seen in the churches of Raven­
na, Ilaly, Here in San Vilale 
are groups representing the 
Empci'or .histinian wilh alien 
dant clergy, and the Empress 
Theodora and her court. They 
rim the building in impressive 
simplicity, in luminous colors, 
against blue or gold back­
grounds, in reverent and 
charming beauty. 

In Constantinople, also. Chris­
tian churches wei'c being built 
using mosaics lavishly in their 
interior decorations. One of the 
earliest of these. Saint Sophia, 
built in the Sixth Century, stiM 
remains one of the most effec­
tive expressions of Byzantine 
art, though some of the original 
figures are now covered willi 
Turkish plaster and paint. 

Though an expensive form of 
mural painting, mosaics con­
tinued to tc applied to the 
walls of Christian cliurclies as 
late as the Thirteenth Century, 
but because of mounting cost, 
wei-e largely supplanted by 
quicker, cheaper, more three-

art in the form of wall hang­
ings, and anylliing that can br 
glued is now being employed 
in Hie making of attractivi 
mosaics. Broken glass, stones, 
slate, seeds, bi'ol<en dishes 
cruslied rocks, as well aŝ  tho 
more tradiUonal Italian glass 
or ceramic tiles are only some 
of the materials being used in 
modern mosaics. Still mainly 
decorative rathor lhan piclor-
iai, a good mosaic mainlainr 
the tradition of simple, slyiizcd. 
form, Willi glowing color. 

Some modern examples of 
mosaics may be seen in the 
Dunning-Hough Library in Ply­
mouth where work of Ihe higli 
school students is on display 
or at the Hartley-Powers Gal­
lery in Norihviiie where some 
examples of mosaics in tile 
and pottery are being shown.

A Gothic revival in tlie Nine­
teenth century brought a I'c-
newed interest in mosaic and 
they have again inci'eased in 
popularity lo tho present use in 
exterior walls of buildings in 
shopping centers.

Northviilc's pioneering Alas, 
kan family tame back to Mich­
igan during the holidays — but 
a. pack of wild animals couldn't 
prevent iliem from returning to 
the '19tli state. 

That's the feeling .irea resi­
dents come away with after 
speaking to Mr. and Mrs. Jerre 
Wills, former West Nine Mile 
road residents, who are enjoy­
ing a visit with his parents in 
Livonia. 

Suspicions that. the young 
couple and their four small 
daughters might, be' ready to 
admit defeat and start life 
anew in Michigan are quickly 
dispelled. In fact, they fill their 
dlscriptions of Alaska with so 
many complimentary adjec­
tives that they're apt to start 
a new movement nortliward if 
they don't leave soon. 

The Wills arrived here shor-
ly before Christmas — nearly 
four years after their depar­
ture for Alaska with, tlic now 
famous '59'ers' group. They 
plan to return late this week or 
early next. 

Actually, the Wills have been 
surprised by the great amount 
of concern about their welfare 
shown by area residents. They 
qdickly point out that they 
have not been starving, they 
are not worn out by heavy 
work, and tiiat, above all, they 
are perfectly content and ex­
tremely happy with Alaskan 
life. 

They admit that-pioneering 
in Alaska has meant plenty of 
hard work and that they've had 
their shai'c of discourage 
ments and anxieties ---- but, 
according to Jerre, the assets 
of Alaskan living far outweigh 
the heartaches. 

Asked what they like most 
about living in Alaska, Jerre 
replies: '"Tlie feeling of ac­

complishment — of having done 
something ourselve^ some-
thing that would have talten ,us 
a life-time to do. here.''' "Apd 
the beauty," addsi his wife 
Marge, "you just, jcan't des 
ci'ibe it." 

Jerre explains whi t he meiint 
by accomplishihent In less 
than four years they have 
iiomcsteadcd apd-become .qwn 
ers of 120 acres of choice laiid 
that ineludes a large beautiful 
lake, they hav^'.bull and .wired 
a comfortiIble, si|-ropii)^ log 
house, they havp. l dk several 
otiier buildhigs ---- ndiiding 
grecnhoiisc, they h ve c\w.6i 
11 acres and plml^ i ^»^d 
in which they rais? the ,veee-
tables that they eatj they have 
purchased two ..fishing, ski^s, 
motors afid nets, and hayc he-
come commcI:cial 'fi^tlermeil. 

Besides raising i their, own 
vegetables, the .Wills have .i'no 
difficulty supplyijig. I their, table 
with meat. Gamo.:tind fish arc 
plentiful. So plentiful, in fact, 
that moose eat bark Stom their 
log house.

Epilepsy is a brain disorder 
usually cliaraeterized by some 
type of seizure or convulsion. 

There are many causes; all 
associated with damage to the 
brain. There is no "cure" but 
complete or almost complete 
control can be obtained in half 
of all patients and another 30 
per cent can obtain partial con­
trol of the seizures with proper 
medical diagnosis and treat-
ment. There are a number of 
anti-convulsant drugs now 
available that are safe and 
non-habit forming which may 
be prescribed by a physician 

The American Medical As 
sociation points out that most 
people with epilepsy can lead 
normal lives; attend school 
participate in sports and 
games, get and hold job. 

Should someone near you 
have an epileptic seizure, keep 
calm. The patient usually isn't 
suffering or in danger. Help 
him to a. safe place but do nol 
restrain his movements. Loos­
en tight clothing and turn him 
on his side. 

United Stales. 

If someone in your family 
has epilepsy; be sure he sees 
a doctor according to schedule. 
The anti-convulsant drugs like­
ly will- enable the patient to 
lead a relatively normal life. 

Do not attempt to force 
hard object between his teeth 
and do not give him anything 
to drink. Stand by until the pa­
tient has fully recovered con­
sciousness and from the con­
fusion which usually follows a 
seizure. Assure him all is well 
and encourage him to rest a 
bit before going about his reg­
ular activities. 

An epileptic seizure is a 
frightening experience to those 
who arc unfamiliar with the 
condition and its manifesta­
tions. But the patient usually 
recovers with li l l le or no harm. 

Epilepsy is a widespread con­
dition. Some authorities esti­
mate that 1 in 160 persons suf­
fer from seizures of varying de­
gree which would mean al­
most 2,000,000 individuals in the

R E C R E A T I O N LANDS arc in 
BI-eat demand In Michigan and 
most nalurai resource enlhus-
iasls agree that scarcity of 
iand will be a critical situation 
soon, if it is not such aiready. 

Slate parks and reerealion 
areas boar a heavier load of 
campers, swimmers and pick-
nieking groups every year. 
Where will additional land fur 
Michigan people and out-of-
state tourists come from in the 
future? 

One idea man, eomplclcly 
outside the Conseivalion De­
partment, has a uni(|uo idea 
where one hatch of new rcc-
reational lands can be crcalcd. 

P A U L L U T Z E I E R , aide lo 
Secretary of Stale James M. 
Hare, suggests Lake SI. Clair 
offers great potential for new 
recItiation facilities. 

The lake, particularly in Ihe 
shallow areas near Haisen's 
Island, is a natural for man-
made islands linked logctlicr in 
tho same way the Florida Keys 
are joined. Liilzeicr says this 
unique project would he "one 
dramalic, yet relatively inex­
pensive solution, to llie press­
ing problem of providing rec­
reation lands," 

Conservation officials arc 
considering Lutzcier's proposal 
for a pilot study of llie island 
idea. Charles E . Millar, head 
of the department's lands di­
vision, said the idea definilely 
'has some merit," 

T H E LOCATION prnpo.sed 
for the island-making project is 
an area where Lake SI. Clair 
ranges in depth between 2 and 
12 feet, Lutzeier suggested that 
material periodically dredged 
from the shipping channoi in 
the lake and industrial waste 
from the Detroit metropolitan 
area could be used as raw 
materials for the islands. 

Because of the population 
concentration in the Soulheasl 
Michigan area, the chain of 
20 islands proposed by Lutzeier 
would provide recreation op-
portuiIities for tiie hundrccis of 
thousands who live within 50 
miles of Lake St. Clair. 

Lutzeier, who tilso worked 
wilh Hare in planning the now 
annual International Freedom 
Festival in cooperation witii 
Windsor, Out, officials, sees 
Lake SI. Clair as "an acre of 
diamonds. It lias the greatest 
recreational potential in Mich­
igan because of the population 
surrounding i l ." 

WHAT'S A H E A D in IMIi? For 
one thing, tiic job outlook is 
good, according to Mieiijgan 
State University economist Ro­
ger L . Bowiby. 

Wieliigaii's tuiciiipkiynient 
rale has been steadily dropping 
and llio frond seems fo bo con­
tinuing, Kowlliy said. "For tiie 
firsl lime since early IDSfi, 
.Aiieliigaii's rale of unemploy-
nieiil ii;is dropped below the 
national average," he said.

Babson Park, Mass. — The 
Ixicent freeze was very severe 
Tiic newspapers say "worst in 
the century". Statistics siiow 
that a similar freeze came in 
18'J!). Then nearly all citrus 
trees iiorlli of Orlando, Florida 
were killed. 

This latest freeze hit the cit­
rus belt or the central portion 
hard; but also, the soiitliern 
portion wlierc Inany of the veg 
clalilos arc grown likewise had 
crops wiped out. The northern 
seelion of Florida, where the 
celery and other hardy ei'ops 
are raised, suffers less damage 
from freezes. 

There was no mistake on the 
part of the Weather Bureau 
for three days it had warned 
Florida of the vcI-y cold air 
coming down from the Arctic 
regions. But what could the 
fruit and vcRclablc growers of 
Florida do about it? Only the 
Indian River area escaped. 

The early crops had been 
picked. The second crop, in. 
eluding the Valencia oranges, 
were not ready to harvest 
Many growers built fires; but 
these raised .the temperature 
only 2 or 3 degrees. Growers 
who had adopted n^w schemes 
of spraying with water saw the 
spray itself freeze. 

The loss has come not only 
to the growers; but lo all the 
the teamsters. It has thrown 
over a million out ot worit-and 
thereby affectei;! all the mer-
chants and storekeepers. Worst 
of all, it came at the Christ.

N e w C o n s t i t u t i o n P r o v i d e s 

P r o t e c t i o n A g a i n s t P o w e r 

EDITOR'S N O T E : This is ano­
ther In a series about the pro­
posed liew Michigan consti­
tution. Additional articles will 
appear In subsciiuent weeks. 

In at least''three instances 
the proposed new Michigan 
constitution recognizes the 
growing 'poyier of executive 
and admi'nlstriitive agencies in 
state government and provides 
safeguaI-ds for the people 
against unreasonable enforce 
ment of their regulations. 

A section ot the Declaration 
of Rights includes new Ian 
iguage which reads: "The right 
of all individuals, firms, corp­
orations and voluntary associa­
tions to fair and just treatment 
in tlie course of legislative and 
executive investlgations and 
hearings shall not be infring­
ed." 

This declaration was inter-
preted by the convention to im-
pose upon the executive depart­
ment, the legislature and the 
cours the task of developing 
fair rules of procedure approp­
riate to investigations and to 
guarantee fair and just treat-
ment In such maters. 

A nc;^' section in tho Legis­
lative Article permits the leg­
islature to set up a joint com 
mittee, to act between sessions 
and to suspend until the end of 
the next regular legislative ses 
sion any rule or regulation ot 
an administrative agency pro 
mulgated when the legislature 
is .not in.regular session. 

In the interest ot individual 
rights, the section provides a 
legislative check on the rule 
making authority of administra 
tive agencies during periods 
when legislators arc not in ses­
sion. 

Another new section relating 
to decisions ot administrative 

gencics is made a part ot the 
Judicial Article. It de'clarcs; 

'All final decisions, findings, 
rulings and orders of any ad­
ministrative officer or agency 

which are judicial or quasi 
judicial and affect private rights 
or licenses, shall be subject to 
direct review by the courts...'' 

The section continues: "This 
review shall include, as a mini-
muni, the deterniination wheth­
er, such final decisions ... are 
authorized by law; and, in cas­
es in whiiih a hearing is requir­
ed, whether the same are sup­
ported by competent, material 
and substantial evidence on the' 

whole record." 
In proposing this seciion the 

convention recognized the in 
creased significance assumed 
by administrative law in the 
legal system of the state. A 
majority of delegates were of 
the opinion that opportunity for 
judicial review should be pro­
vided for those affected by the 
decisions of administrative of­
ficers or agencies. 

Excepted from the mandate 
contained in the seciion are 
findings of fact in workmen's 
compensation proceedings and 

appeals of certain decisions of 
agencies dealing with adminis-
Iration of property tax laws. 

Findings in workmen's com-
pensation cases would be con­
clusive in the absence of fraud, 
unless otherwise provided by 
law. 

Similarly, findings of state 
agencies and local boards hav­
ing to do with property tax 
matters are excepted in the 
absence of fraud, error of law 
or the adoption of wrong princi­
ples.

But those tliat do musi con 
vince them", he stated, add­
ing that everyone should real 
ize that the sewer project wiii 
benefit the entire community 
by providing for industrial de 
veiopmcn . 

In a report given to tiie coun-
cil iast month by Hubbell, Roth 
& Clark, Inc., consulting cn-
glneei-s, it was learned that the 
proposed sewer project could 
cost $2.8 .million. The estimate 
included an interceptor sewer 
system and treatment plant to 
serve the entire city. 

The system would consist of 
nearly 120,000 feet of lines rang­
ing in size from 12 to 42 inches 
in diameter. Proposed method 
of treatment is a $150,000 la 
goon-type plant which would 
store raw sewage until it is 
partially decomposed and could 
be placed into the Norton drain 
in early spring and late fall. 

The proposed liigoon treat­
ment plant would be used only 
until Oakland county builds 
lai'gc interceptor sewers to 
serve the Wixom area — prob­
ably by 1980. The lines' of the 
system itself eould handle Wlx­
om's ultimate population of 
4a,000, the engineers' report 
stated.

Preliminary plans for a S1.3 million junior-senior liigh 
school on the Novi school system's 80-acre secondary site at 
Tnft and 11 Miie roads were presented to tlie school board last 
Wednesday night. 

The board was to meet List night (Wednesday) for furth­
er consideratidn of the plans, which wcire presented by a rep­
resentative of the Walter Anicka & Associates arcliitectural 
firm of Ann Arbor. 
The plans ai'e for a two 

stage development in whicii the 
junior high wing, haif the siiop 
and science facilities and the 
entire kitchen-cafeteria, gym 
nasium, library and adminis­
tration areas would be built 
first. 

When and if a senior high 
school wing is added, the shop 
areas wouid be doubled. 

The design calls for the 
school to face 11 Mile road 
with the gumnasium placed in 
the front and center of the 
buildhig. 

Flanking the gym would be 
II kitchen-cafeteria wing on the 
side toward Taft road, and 
library-counsellor office wing on 
tlie other side.

Both the junior high and sen 
lor high classroom wings would 
extend out from these latter 
two sections, in line with the 
administration area which 
would be located in back of the 
gumnasium.

Running along the back ol 
the building, between the two 
classroom wings would be 
rooms for science, shop, mus­
ic, homema'king and art. These 
would be cloubled when the sen­
ior high is added. 

Locker rooms for the gym­
nasium and athletic areas lo 
cated behind the school would 
be built beneath the ground 
level, and would extend under 
the adminisi ration area and 
the kitchen and library wings. 
Ramps would lead from the 
locker rooms to the corridors 
opening onto the athletic fields, 
while stairs would lead to the 
gymnasium. 

The gymnasium would be de­
signed to house a regulation 
high school basketball court, 
and would feature fold-away 
bleachers and a stage. 

Cost of constructing the firsl 
stage — including junior high, 
kitchen-cafeteria and library 
wings, the gyihnasium and the 
first row of science, shop, home-
making, music and art rooms 
was estimated at $900,000. 

ADOITION of the senior high 
wing and doubling the science, 
shop, homomaking, music and 
art facilities would cost an es­
timated $380,500. 

Construction of the main lev 
el of the first stage was esti­
mated at costing $730,600, The 
locker room area would cost 
$60,000, while equipment would 
cost $80,000, well and septic 
tank would add $10,000, site im 
provement would run $150,000, 
architectural and engineering 
fees would total $40,000 and a 
contingency fund for bonding 
service and legal ices would be 
$25,000. 

The senior liigh wing would 
cost an estimated $310,000, while 
a bus loading area in front of 
the gymnasium would cost 
$18,000, equipment would run 
$36,000 and architectural and 
engineering costs would be 
$16,500. 

Total cost for developing both 
stages was estimated at 
$1,340,500. Tlic ai'chilect esti-
mated that roughly 10 per cent 
of this latter figure could be 
saved by building the entire 
school at once. He added that 
in building over 250 schools, 
the Ann Arbor firm has gone 
over its estimate only five 
times. 

School board m*mbert had 
little to say about the archi­
tect's presentation. They do-
elded to study the proposals 
for a week and meet last 
night for further consMera-
tion of the plans. 
Turni'ng to otlior matters, the 

board passed a resolution ap-
plying lo the Michigan munici-
pai finance commission for pel'-
mission to borrow $68,000 in 
anticipation of next year's tax 
receipts. 

Superintendent Tom Culbert 
explained to the board that in 
^pril -, the., schools will have 
aboiit. $233,000 in. tuiliohi.and 
loan repayment obligations to 
meet. He said this would 
amount to $27,000 more than 
revenue by that time. 

E X P E N S E S in April and May 
will be about $9,500, and in June 
the schools will need about 
$50,000 to cover salaries paid 
next summer but ineludeil in 
this fiscal year's obligations. 

In all, Culbert said, the 
schoois wiii need $43,000 more 
than the I'evenuc for this year 
to meet aii obligations. He said 
this is the amount of tlIe an-
nual deficit the school system 
is now carrying. 

In addition, he pointed out, 
the schools will need $25,000 
to carry over until next year's 
revenues start coming in from 
the state and from winter tax­
es. The latter two figures add -
up to the $68,000 Culbert said 
tile schools need to borrow now.'.

—learned from Clubert the 
expenditures and revenues tor; 
the year are about on schedule 
as anticipated. Hc said the bud­
get ;had predicted ievenue of 
just over $70,000, and to date tho -
schools have received $74,000. 
Ejjpcnditiires were anticipated, 
to be $100,400, and -so far have , 
been $100,250; 

—also learned that a minor 
explosion had occurred in the 
Novi school boiler over Christ­
mas vacation when a wire to 
the fuel ignition nozzel had 
apparently burned and short-.. 
ed out. lie said lhc wire was 
replaced, and the board in-; 
strucled him to determine costs ̂ -
of a now ignition system; 

—heard that Walled Laki! 
and Farminglon schools will' 
not know until next spring whe­
ther they will be able lo help 
educate part of Novi's nintil 
graders next fall. Northville, 
which has traditionally handl­
ed Novi ninth grade classes, 
plans to discontinue the prac­
tice in 1964, and has indiated ' 
inability to take liic entire 
class next fall. Walled Lake 
and Farmlngton are both in the 
process of constructhig new 
buildings. 
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
