That's c.vactly what happened at the 95th annual 
convention of ilic Michigan Press Association last week 
end at Kellogg Center in East Lansing. 

Rciircscuialivos of MPA's 208 weekly members and 
ilie 54 djiily incuihers look over ihe MSU campus hold — 
locli, .stocl, and sofa bed. R ivas (he higgcst lurn-out ever. 

Capp, of cour.sc, is the creator of the hero of Dog-
patch, "l.i'l Abner"; .Salinger is JPICs highly regarded 
]3ress .sccret;iry; ;uni NfcFarland carries the title as "Ameri­
ca's number one public .spc.iker". 

Pretty fast company — even for a bright young man 
who saved an automobile company by introducing the 
compact ;mil later defied modern history by winning elec­
tion to the governorship of Michigan on the Republican 
ticket. 

Governor Romney's ability .is a public speaker w.is 
unknown to me uniil l.ist Saturday noon. His address 
caused ni)' ;idmiration for this man to climb to new 
hcigiiis. T i l me, Romney's address was the high point of 
the convention. 

George Romncy was burning with a message for the 
people. His convictions, sincerity and knowledge of the 
subject matter were so real they penetrated the aiL His 
appeal fairly burst out for help. 

lie ivinifs Ihe people of Michigan fo vole "'VES" for 
adoption of liic m-iv consiiiuiiou. 

Romncy is completely devoted to this task. He's like 
Billy Graham on a crusade. At the conclusion of his 
speech Saturday 1 was ready to run out and grab the first 
voter 1 could find and tell him how important his vote 
on the proposed constitution is to the state of IVfichigan. 

The governor emphasized the importance of fully 
informing the public on the new constitution so that they 
Inay decide on the basis of all the facts. 

He called the April 1 vote "the most important citi-
;;ensliip decision that most of us will make in our life­
times." 

Romncy liitterly ntlachcd opponents ivho would liavc 
us "vote no if you don't knoiv" — a decision that ivould 
hc far worse iliaii uol voiing al all. If you don't knoiv. 

The governor pointed to four lines of attack being 
followed by opponents i.f ili'.- proposed constitution: 
1. Ignorance and misunderstanding; 2. Half-truths and 
distortion; 3. Prejudice and special interest; and A. Ex­
cessive partisanship. 

To me, the most fearful of these is the last. It is 
serious enough for a person to vote. "no" because he is 
uninformed, prejudice or fighting for his own private in­
terest raiher than what is best for the majority; but when 
he votes against his own conviction to conform with di­
rectives of parry hierarchy, he sacrifices precious freedoms. 

Sadly, excessive partisanship in modern American 
poiltics is evident in hoth major parties. 

i agre(.- with Governor Romncy that the delegates to 
lhc consiitutional convention wrote the best document pos­
sible under the e.\istiiig conditions. It is not the best docu­
ment possible for the Republican party or for tiic Demo­
cratic party — but it is the best constitution possible for 
Michigan. 

The governor talked about obstructionism — of a 
type that's difficult to detect. 

We all recognize obstructionism as demonstrated by 
Southern Dcniocratics and conservative Republicans. 

But what about those who would oppose the possi­
ble on the basis that they want something tliey believe 
to be berteL when tlicy know full well it is impossible 
to attain/ 

This, ioo, is olistriictionism of a far more refined 
degree. 

It was the governor's conclusion that the real issue of 
the proposed constitution was apportionment. Other ar-
gumems may be advanced, but they are merely camou­
flage. 

He pointed out that the new apportionment section 
is completely legal today - and would give the state one 
of the most representative legislatures in the country, plus 
vastly improving the static Senate system. 

But as a clincheL it must surely be realized tliat 
when the United States Supreme Court sets forth its de­
cision on apponiomnent, Michigan must comply regard­
less of the diciates of its own constitution. 

In a state where harmony at high-government levels 
is so dc.sper;itelv needed it is a tragedy that a new gov­
ernor must take on as his first assignment a fight with 
his administrative board and many (but not all) of the 
leaders of the opposing party. 

It could kill iiopes for harmony before the first note 
is sung. 

Rui fo lose ihe hatlle fnr ihc consiituiion ivould be 
far ioo iiigli a price io pay for harmony. 

Therefore, George Romney announced Saturday noon 
CO tlie press tli;it "my coat is off . . . my sleeves are 
rolled up . . . the campaign is on." 
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Babson Park, January 31 —

Tills enables those v.-ith only 

few dollars to .siicculatc. 
These office workers, etc., buy 

few shares today and sell to­
morrow. 

Holders of older dividend-
paying stocks do not want to 
sell. The Dow-Joncs Average 
is largely made up of the older 
dividend-paying sliai-cs. They 
arc mostly in the safe deposit 
boxes of their owners who do 
nol want lo bo boliicrcd wilii 
going to get tiicm. ilence, dur­
ing 1902, the demand for Ihosc 
Dow-Joncs stocks exceeded the 
supply, insofar as llie market 
was"̂  concerned. 

There ai'c currently 2,500,000 
civilian employees on the fed­
eral payroll, whom, I eslimate, 
received $15 billion during 
19C2. This is included in the 
total $300-billion salary and 
wage portion of the personal in-
come figure. Also, during lhc 
year, their savings accounts 
were being increased and their 
debts were being decreased. 

The above figures arc for civ­
ilians in the government cm 
ploy. .Along wilh these should 
be considered the 2!a million 
mon in uniform throughout the 
world, — over 1 million in the 
army, 666,000 in tlic navy, 
884,000 in the air force, and 
191,000 marines. It is estimated 
that the pay received by them 
is spenl and saved largely hy 
nearly a million U.S. families. 

l estimate that these fami­
lies receive $11 billion annual­
ly. All the above means that 
the Kennedy Administration 
pays aboul $40 billion per year 
direct to U S . voters. If lo thi.s 
amount wc add the wages pain 
by the contractors engaged in 
defense contracts, we reach ;i 
conseI'vative figure of $50 bil­
lion in cash whicii is paid out 
in Washington annually lo U.S. 
people. 

I am nol saying that the 
stock mai-kct will not continue 
to go up and down, lloucver. 
Wall Street's stock market may 
today have a far better founda­
tion, which makes it safer than 
in 1929. Then, the l-'ederal pay­
roll was comparatively small; 
and very lillle ivas going into 
pension funds, mutual and oth­
er funds. 

We know that the American 
people increase their savings 

about .$3 billion annually. Add­
ing this lo Iheir earnings makes 
a tojal of over $50 billion. 
i\Iuch ot llicse savings were 
used to buy slocks in New 
•yori;. I, however, believe that 
at least 20',;, was savings de­
posits which banks loaned to 
the public to build homes and 
make improvements lo homes 
already constructed. This 
slioivs approximately where $10 
billion went from the U.S. 
Treasury. 

The ahove figures leave aboul 
$40 billion for mcreliandise, 
services, taxes, insurance, and 
other householtl expenses. Now 
l guess lhat 10'; of this $40 bil­
lion rcnchos Wall Slrcel. This 
means that our Federal Gov 
crnment is supplying annually 
$4 billion /or Wall Street. 

During 1962 the average of 
daily transactions on the Now 
York Slock Exchange was 
aboul 3,500,000 shares. ]f an 
average price per share is as­
sumed to be $30, this means 
that $100,000,000 was needed to 
buy said daily total; but prob­
ably only about 10'.; represent­
ed new commitments, on bal­
ance. That is, on an average 
day, only $10 million of new 
money was needed to keep Wall 
Street rolling. Multiply this liy 
250 days, and we have $2.5 
billion of new money needed 
each ycaL 

From ivliero does it come? 
Of course it comes from a 
great many sources, mostly 
from "larger" individual in­
vestors, pension funds, trust 
funds, and investment or mu­
tual funds. But if to this is add­
ed 8'; of the Federal Govern­
ment payroll, eslinialcd above 
at $50 billion, liiis means thai 

substantial amount would be 
coming basically from Wash­
ington. Furthermoie, an in­
crease in these Goviirnmenl 
employees of only I'l would 
add S50 million annually to the 
above. Jlcncc, to answer my 
(|ueslion, the needed money to 
buy slocks comes largely from 
Wasliinglon. 

The constant 
prove farm products goes on 
llirougliout Michigan day in 
and day oul nnd new and bet­
ter food continues lo reach the 
consumer's table. 

Each year one dinner at 
Michigan • State University 
brings to a group of citizens 
the latest improvements in ag-
rieultural faro. This is the an­
nual "All Michigan" dinner 
.served at the conclusion of the 
i\iicliigan Press Association con­
vention in iatc -lanuary. 

In past yeai'S editors and 
piiiilishors from throughout the 
state have been treated lo a 
new apple juice concentrate, 
polalo flakes before lliey were 
placed on the public market-
place, a .lellied cherry sauce, 
pre-cooked Michigan navy 
beans, and a turkey roll. 

This year's innovation com­
petes wilh the Idaho baking 
potato, called the Arenac, top-
pod the menu at the dinner, at 
which all food served is made 
in Mieliig.an. 

Another fii'St being marked 
this year is the introduction of 
cherry nuggets, dried red tart 
cherries. II is a well-known fact 
that Michigan has produced 
more than half of Iho total na­
tional cherry crop for several 
years. 

The menu for tho annual 
event, ifnw in its 22nd year, al­
so brought forth a first for the 
cherries, l l is a well-known fact 
MPA dinncL In addition to the 
lengUiy description of the bene­
fits of Michigan agriculture be­
ing served, this year's menu 
was printed on paper made in 
the state. 

Also unusual, although not 
quite a fii-st at this year's an­
nual gathering of newsmen, 
was a tossed salad containing 
Michigan greenhouse tomatoes 
and two kinds of greenhouse 
lettuce. A January harvest of 
greenhouse tomatoes is a suc­
cess only recently recorded in 
the annals of Michigan agricul­
ture, bul state officials said 
the first serving of the choice 
crop look place at an earlier 
event this year. 

Rounding out the menu at 
the unusual event previewing 
farm products was prime ribs 
of beef, apple juice, crackers, 
asparagus, cherry pie, radish­
es, pickles, celery, cottage 
cheese and other dairy pro­
ducts, all of which bear the 
"Michigan made" label. 

The wide diversity of the 
stale's farm crops, which last 
year, brought Miciiigan farm­
ers a whopping $756,000,000, 
gets a wide array of attention 
and a hearty welcome at the 

search to Im-'annual session of editors and 
publishers. 

Litter, eyesore at Michigan 
beaches, parks and roadsides, 
may be the object of a con 
tinued attack under Michigan's 
new governor. 

Former Gov. John B. Swain-
son last year appointed a com-
mittee, which appropriately 
called itself the Ifeep Michigan 
Beautiful Committee, to sug­
gest ways to cut down on the 
litter problems in the state. 

One of Swainson's recom­
mendations' was that the efforts 
of the committee be continued. 
He called the initial work of 
the group, which was headed 
by State Police Commissioner 
Joseph A. Childs, "one of the 

most satisfying and necessary 
efforts of citizen action for the 
public welfare during my ad­
ministration." 

Gov. George Romney indi­
cated the Keep Michigan Beati-
liful Committee will be one of 
those formed under his pre­
decessor which will be kept in 
use during the new adminis­
tration. 

"I am studying the work of 
all the former govei'nor's com­
mittees and commissions and 
will soon make a decision on 
whether to retain them or whe­
ther their purpose has been 
accomplished," Romney said. 

He indicated the anti-litter 
group still had work to bo done 
and that he thought it impor­

tant enough work to continue 
it as a group. 

Something new under the 
sun seems lo be the theme of 
the people who plan the an­
nual Michigan Week, tlie per­
iod set aside each year for 
state residents to brag about 
themselves to each other and 
outsiders. 

This year, the annual event 
will add a new award for stale-
wide competition, ln addition to 
the "Product of the Year' 
award initialed wilh the Mich­
igan Week observance, and liie 

Achievement of liie Year" ci­
tation which was added last 
year, a presentation will be 
made for the "Agricultural Con­
tribution of the Year."

Four presently elective state 
administrative offices would be­
come appointive positions if 
the proposed new Michigan con-
stitution is approved by the 
voters at the April 1, 1363, elec 
tion. 

Four other principal state of­
ficers would remain elective. 
They arc: governor, lieutenant 
governor, attorney general and 
secretary of state. 

Those offices which would 
become appointive are; state 
treasurer, auditor general, sup 
crintendent of- public instruc­
tion and state liighway com­
missioner. 

The treasurer would be nam­
ed by the governor and the 
auditor general by the state 
legislature. The state school 
chief would be chosen by an 
enlarged cight-member state 
board of education. The high­
way commissioner's appoint-
ment would be the responslbii-
ity of a new four-man biparti-
san state highway commission. 

Tliis equal division between 
appointive and elective slate 
giiiicials was adopted by the 
Constitutional Convention after 
lengthy hearings, committee 

sessions and floor debate. It 
represents a compromise be-
tween those who favored popu­
lar election of only one or two 
officials — the governor and 
lieutenant governor — and 
those who were of the opinion 
that all state administrative of­
ficials should continue to be 
elective officers. 

In their testimony before 
committees, former governors 
of Michigan of both political 
faiths appeared to favor a sys­
tem which would provide few­
er elected state administra­
tive officials. It was their con-
tention that this would result 
in a slrongeL more effective 
and better coordinated execu­
tive department of state gov­
ernment. 

The auditor general would be 
named by majority vote of the 
legislature. The constitution 
requires that he be a certified 
public accountant licensed to 
practice In the state and that 
he be appointed for a term of 
eight years. He would be ineli­
gible for appointment or elec­
tion to any other paid pubhc 
office in the state while serv­
ing as auditor general and for 
two years thereafter. 

In changing the method of 
selection of the auditor gener­
al, the proposed constitution 
makes him primarily responsi­

ble to the legislative rather 
than to the executive branch 
of state government. The con 
vonlion viewed his principal 
function as one of seeing lo il 
that legislative appropriations 
are spent in the manner intend 
cd by the legislature. 

The superintendent of pub 
lie instruction would continue 
to be the principal executive 
officer of tho state department 
of educalion, but would be ap­
pointed by and have his term 
of office fixed by the new stale 
board of education. The board's 
eight members would be elect­
ed by popular vote for over­
lapping eight-year terms. 

The new constitution propos­
es lhat the state board of ed­
ucation be the unifying and co­
ordinating force for educalion 
within tho stale and receive in-
formalion from all of the vari. 
ous levels of public education. 
Such information would be con­
sidered by the board in deter­
mining advice to local school 
boards, governing hoards of 
colleges and universities and 
the legislaluI'e as to the -total 
needs of education in the state. 

In recommending the change 
in tho elective status of tho 
slate highway commissioner, 
the Constitutional Convention 
recognized lhat Michigan is the 
only one of the 50 U.S. slates 
which elects its highway chief. 

As is the case with the pro-
duct and achievement awards, 
the agricultural contribution ci-
tation will be designed for pre­
sentation to an industrial eon-
ecI'n, community, civic or ser-
vice group. It will be based on 
the firm's or group's contribii-
tion to agricultural improve­
ment in the state. 

T'he three awards, in addi­
tion lo the "Frontier Awards" 
given to outstanding Individ-
uals, present top compeltion 
throughout the state. 

Milton Kendrlck, Dctroiter 
who is heading the awards 
committee of the Michigan 
Week business and products 
promotion board, said the elim­
inations al the county level 
would be completed by late 
March. 

Early in April regional elim­
inations will be held in the 16 
various geographic sections of 
the state. By May 1, the final 
winners wUi be selected and 
their products or records of 
the victorious efforts will be 
placed on display in Detroit 
during the May 19-25 obser­
vance.

officials of Northville Downs 
and the Northville Driving 
Club huddled witb Jackson 
Trotting Association owners 
Wednesday to determine the 
advisability of joining in 
state supreme court suit seek­
ing an order to switch the 
Jackson harness race meet to 

, Niirlliville. 

Tlie Jackson racing interests 
filed their pelition last week 
asking the court to order Rac­
ing Commissioner l-dgar Hayes 
to .set Jackson's 42-night meet-
inn "t Northville. 

Driving Club AUorney Clif­
ton D. Hill noted this week that 
both llie Driving Club (owners 
of the track facilities in North-
ville) and Northville Downs (op­
erators of the racing ineet) 
had sti'ong financial interests 
in the outcome of the race. 

,i He pointed out that extensive 
linprovcmenls have been made 
at the Downs based on the be­
lief that the fall Jackson meet 
ivould h,c transferred lo North­
ville. He said the Di'lving Club 
had joined with the Downs in 
financing the impIovcinents. 

ln a slronger statement Hill 
claims that Commissioner 
liuycs "assui'cd officers of the 
Doivns and Driving Club that 
the local track would bo Issued 
Jackson dates this yooL" Hill 
Bald Hayes made these assur-
onces lasl June 1 ivhen he 
visited Northville. 

The supreme court is schedul­
ed lo hear ai'guments in the 

i'ease next Tuesday befoi-e mak-
ig a decision. 
'i'lic Jackson petition con-

ends that it has suffei'ed hea-
•y financial losses at the Jack-

il truck — -and also points 

out that Hayes agreed to a 
transfer to NortiiviUe. 

Commissioner Hayes denies 
this, saying hc agreed only to 
"keep an open mind" on the 
issue. 

Although Jackson race offic­
ials had applied for Northville 
Downs dates — and not Jack­
son — Hayes awarded a 42 
night season beginning in late 
September at the Jackson. He 
then informed the Jackson rac­
ing association that its request 
to transfer to Nof'thville was 
denied. 

Attorneys for Jackson claim 
that Hayes had no power to 
issue racing dates for Jackson 
because the application was 
made tor Northville. 

Downs Executive Manager 
John Carlo, un attorney, sup­
ports the Jackson contention. 
He maintains that racing law 
stipulates that dates can be 
granted only when applied for 
at a certain location and for a 
certain time. 

From tho outset it appeared 
that Commissioner Hayes was 
headed for court regardless of 
what decision hc made on the 
Jackson dates. Opposition from 
both Wolverine Raceway and 
Hazel Park Raceway to the 
move lo Northville has been 
voiced. 

If the additional dates are to 
bo moved lo the metropolitan 
ai'eu, they should be tlivided 
between the three tracks, these 
officials have argued. 

Carlo points out Uiut the oth­
er two Detroit area tracks al­
ready have two meets — run­
ners and trotters.

With one Oakland county 
"sniper" in custody, police arc 
continuing to comb tlic area in 
search of the "other sniper" 
who shot at a Novi housewife 
last Wednesday niglu. 

The Novi sniping incident, 
involving Mts. Gerald Race of 
2,SI)00 Dixon, occurred just five 
days after Mrs. Mary Godfrey 
was killed in her Bloomfield 
lownsliip home. 

Now, Mrs. Godfrey's slayer 
has been apprehended. Late 
Tuesday, I5-ycar-old Douglas 
Godfrey confessed that ho had 
dciibcrateiy shot and kiiicd his 
38-year-oid mothcL 

The boy also confessed that 
he had planned his mother's 
death for about two weeks, 
shooting at lighted windows in 
neighborhood homos to "estab­
lish the reputation for a sniper 
being around." 

' The boy explained lhat he 
killed Ills mother January 25 to 
"get even" because she was 
always "bawling me out." 

Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole 
said he never thought lhat the 
same person was involved in 
both the Bloomfield township 
and Novi sniping cases, but 
that this was a theory which 
"eould not be discounted." 

Thus, the search for the Novi 
sniper continues. 

Chief BeGole said his offic­
ers have confiscated several 
.22 caliber rifles from the 
nelghborlIood around MI's. 
Race's home. The weapons 
have been sent to the slate po 
lice crime laboratory in Easl 
Lansing, but, so far, none have 
checked out as being the weap-
or used in the Novi sniping in­
cident. 

Chief BeGole has issued a 
warning to area parents lo 
watch youngsters carefully 
since "a lot of otherwise nor­
mal kids" may want to get in 
on the sniping act. He also 
warned that any person having 
information about the Novi 
"sniper" and withholding it may 
be prosecuted. 

At the time Mrs. Race was 
fired upon last week, she said 
she was lying across her bed 
reading a newspaper. A .22 cal 
ibcr bullet whizzed through her 
bedroom window, ricocheting 
off a wall above her head. 

"I heard the pop," she said 
"and then my husband yelled 
— what il is?" 

'All I could think of was 
that an electric plug had ex­
ploded and shot across the 
room like one did once before 
in an electric storm," Mrs 
Race explained. "It just wasn' 
a sound like the gunshots you 
hear on television." 

Prior to the sniping, Mrs 
Race had been playing in iier 
lighted bedroom with her sev­
en-year-old son, Ronny. Ronny, 
she said, had been jumping up 
and down on the bed. 

Chief BeGole theorizes thai 
the sniper probably didn't see 
Mrs. Race on the bed, but rath­
er was attracted to the lighted 
window by the sight of Ronny 
jumping up and down on the 
bed. "After Ronny left the 
room," tlie chief said, "the 
sniper may have decided to 
fire into the room just for fun." 

Chief BeGole noted that the 
sniper's bullet hit the wall just 
about where Ronny's head 
would have been if hc were in 
the room. 

Police later found a .22 cali­
ber shell casing in Ihe middle 
of Dixon load. Apparently, the 
bullet was fired into the. bed 
i'oom at an angle from, the 
northeast. 

With the apprehension of one 
sniper, "jitters" throughout tlie 
county . have lessened, Lasl 
week, the uneasiness of Oak-
lond county residents was man­
ifested by everything from calls 
reporting noises to "tips," 

However, Captain Leo linzen 
of the Oakland county sheriff's 
department, noled that the 
worst case of jitters in. the 
couniy took place in Bloomfield 
last week. "It was damp theie 
and the electric wires began 
popping and snapping," he said.

When Novi townsiiIp voters 
go to tlic polls April 1, tliey'li 
find a library millagc proposi­
tion on tlie ballot. 

Tlie library board of directors 
last week successfully petition 
ed the township board to add 
a two-pronged resolution to the 
April ballot for county officers. 

The resolution, if passed, 
would give Novi township au 
tliority to establish a library 
and to levy a one-half mill tax 
to support the library. 

if voters approve the resolu­
tion, control of the tivo-year. 
old library wodid pass from 
the pixjsent board of directors 
to a board appointed hy town 
ship officials. 

If the library obtains one-
half mill of township tax sup 
port, approximalely $8,000 
would flow into its now almost-
empty coffers next January 
and for three years afterwards. 
At the end of four years, town­
ship voters would have to re­
new the librai-y's millagc sup 
port, 

Mrs, 'William Paquettc, head 
librarian, noled that the librai'y 
currently has only enough funds 
to operate through May. Until 
next year, at least, the town­
ship will continue to provide 
the building, fuel oil and elec­
tricity. Where the $120 to $lS0 

month operating expenses 
will come from for the rest of 
1963 is a mystery to library of­
ficials, Mrs, Paquettc said. 

Even if the library passes in. 
township hands, township 

funds could not be voted to 
support the library for this 
year. 

The Novi library, wliicli of­
ficially o|iened September 25, 
1960, has barely managed lo 
scrape up operating funds ever 
since then.

To tiic Editor: 
After reading the article con 

eerning the chiidi'cn's guidance 
clinic in the January 31, Record, 
I fell this pi'oposai for meet-
ing the needs of the emotional­
ly disturbed child was being 
grossly ovci'sinipiificd. 

Certainty the need for a gui­
dance ciinic in tiio Northwest 
Wayne County area is evident. 
Existing guidance clinics and 
other diagnostic and treatment 
centers are extremely pressed 
to meet the demands made on 
tiicm by parents, physicians, 
and sciiools. One more guidance 
clinic wiii not greatiy aiievi-
ate the problem; particularly 
one that according to the pro­
posal will be inadequately staff­
ed and operated on a very 
iimiicd budget. Communities 
without tiie benefit of yearly 
State support wiii have difficul­
ty providing the operating funds 
to maintain an effcient sor­
vice. 

Furtiiermore, tiie primary re-
sponsibiiity in identifying • and 
planning for emotionaiiy dis­
turbed chiidren lies with the 

individual school system. Each 
school system Involved in the 
proposed ciinic plan should 
have Its speciai service staff 
including a consulting, psychol-
ogist or psychiatrisL diagnos-
ticIan, schooi social worker 
and special education teacher. 
(A large portion of the cost to 
the school system for these ser­
vices is reimbursed by the 
State.) One reason that Livonia 
and Garden City possibly feel 
no need to join the guidance 
clinic plan is that both systems 
offer rather complete special 
services. The Livonia system 
in particular has gone as far 
as providing special ciassrooms 
and highly trained teachers for

thsir emotionally disturbed chi 
dren. Those children who can 
not benefit entirely from the 
schooi program and who need 
additionai professional help are 
referred lo a guidance ciinic 
or diagnostic treatment center, 
(Two nationaiiy known diag 
nostic treatment centers are 
available to this area; Chil­
dren's Psychiali'ic Hospital in 
Ann Arbor and Hawthorn Cent­
er on Haggerty road. These lwo 
centers have facilities and staff 
not ordinariiy found in a gui 
dance ciinic and their services 
cost the sciiool system nothing). 

The proposed guidance clinic 
will be suceessfui oniy if the 
school systems invoived pro­
vide speciai services them­
selves. If every child who pre­
sented a problem were refer­
red to the ciinic, tiie caseload 
wouid be overwhelming. The 
guidance clinic wouid be mosl 
successful if the preliminary 
diagnostic work-up were to be 
done in the school. Also, the 
school must have the personnel 
and facilities to carry through 
the guidance clinic's recom­
mendations. Guidance clinics do 
not offer a total treatment pro­
gram, but diagnostic evalua­
tions and psychotherapy when 
indicated once or twice a week. 

The "reasonable length of 
l ime accessibility of the clinic' 
expected by the Northviiie 
board is at present unreason­
able since clinics of this type 
frequentiy are solidly schedul­
ed for a year or more. The ac-
ceptanee of "emergency" cas­
es by the clinic is unreasonabhi 
also, for the guidance clinic 
is not equipped to handle the 
"emergency" cases to whom 
this term is gejIeraiiy applied 

The purpose of this letter in 
not to discourage the organiz-
ing of a guidance ciinic, but to 
point out some limitations of 
such a clinic and the need foi 
schooi personnel aIid othei 
agencies to work togetiier co 
oporativcly to makejt worlt;.|rt 
maximum efficiency" by Hinir 
ing. through caI'cful sclectitir 
the number of children refer­
red to it. Most important to 
point out, • however, is that 
niereiy by having such a ciinic 
does not end the community's 
responsibility.

Community Colleges, long 
subject close to the iiearts of 
those In our district, are get-
ting a good share of attention 
in the early days of the iegisla-
live session. 

Governor Romney, in his bud­
get message, singled them out 
for increased approriations, a 
notable exception to a budget 
which is "hold the line" in 
most respects. 

Romney is asking for 
$506,600 in "immediate effect 
appropriations to help with 
Community College construcr 
tion. 

Another controversial matter 
involves a proposal by the Uni­
versity of Miciiigan to take ov­
er a community college (Delta 
by name) in the Saginaw Val­
ley area; lurn it into a four 
year, rather two year, schooi; 
make it another U of M . 
"branch." 

This proposal was debated 
for 96 minutes in the House 
educatioiI committee last week 
and the committee generally Is 
opposed to the U . of M . taking 
over Delta. • 

Such an action would be In 
direct viointion of the Com-
munity Coiiege principal, whicii 
is to provide two years of col-
lege education at relatively 
low cost; feed the big universi­
ties with students seeking jun­
ior, senior and advanced work; 
maintain local control of policy 
nnd finance; provide techuIcal 
and trade training; and offer 
enlarged adult education. 

Another "chain store branch" 
of tho U . of M . , in essence a 
small, lour year college, would 
lose sight of most of liie fore-
going objectives and would trig, 
ger another competitive race 
for "branches'' among the three 
big. universities. 

I'm going to resist tlie U of 
Î t. plan all tlic way.

Babson Parlt, Mass., — There 
are four different "averages" 
reported In most newspapers 
and via radio and T V . "They 
are the Dow-Jones, the Assoc­
iated Press, the Standard & 
Poor's, and tiic New 'York 
Times. They aii teii about tiic 
same story; namely, whether 
the market went up or down 
during the day, and approxi 
mately how much. They are rc 
ported shortly after 3:36 p.m 
each day except Saturdays 
Sundays, and holidays. 

T H E D-J has three groups 
(l) The industriais totaling 36 
stocks; (2) the Railroads, wilh 
20 slocks ;(3) the Utilities, wilh 
25 slocks. The pubiic follows 
the Industrial Group chiefly, as 
the movement of the other lwo 
groups is small and usuaiiy foi. 
iows the direction of the Indus 
trials. 

Unfortunalciy, it seems nec 
essary to add or cut out cer­
tain stocks at certain times. 
Furtiiermore, stock dividends, 
stock spiits and other changes 
make adjustments necessary 
Aiso, as these coverages go 
back, tiie adjustments show up 
more. For instance, General 
Electric is quoted today at 
about 86; going hack 16 years 
it was also quoted at about 86 
(not allowing for stock spiit). 
This gives Ihe reader no real­
ization that if he had invested 
$106 in one share of General 
Electric stock 36 years ago, 
this one share ivouid since have 
become worth about $1800. 

NO O N E knows what the 
stock market will do next week 
or even tomorrow, but my as 
sociates may make an intelli 
gent guess as lo the market's 
movement during the next 30 
days. The real fortuntcs ivhich 
have been made in the stock 
market have been made by foi­
iowing tiie long swings, buying 
when prices were iow and seii­
ing when high. These iong 
swings vary in icngtii from 5 lo 
16 years. One complcic cycle 
sometimes takes 20 years. 

When the Dow-Jones Indus­
trial Index was started, it con­
sisted of oniy 12 stocks. The 
prices of tiicse 12 were added 
and tiie lolal divided by 12. 
This was simple, and not doc­
tored. It was a real average; 
but as I mentioned above, the 
stock dividends, stock splits, 
etc. made it advisable to 
change tiic system. When I be­
gan to write this weekly column, 
the number of slocks, as l re­
member, was 20; then in 1928, 
it was increased to 30 stocks. 
There also were some chang­
es or substitutes. The market 
was very active, culminating 
in the panic and collapse of the 
market in 1929. This was fol­
lowed by an almost continuous 
decline through 1936-1931 and 
the fii'st half of 1932. Then the 
market turned upward for 4 
years. 

Here I might remark that 
after every violent decline and 
an upward I'ccovcry there us­
ually is a second reaction. Tho 
big break which came on May 
28, 1S62 may prove (In excep­

tion lo this rule; but a second­
ary break from present prices 
would not be surprising. The 
market has recovered a little 
more than half way. Wall 
Street is divided as to whether 
wc wiil now see another de­
cline ~ perhaps lower than the 
last, or whether another bull 
market is on the way. 

IN 1928 the market became 
so active that a new method of 
computing the D-J was devised; 
instead of merely adding the 
prices of the 30 stocks and di­
viding by 30, a divisor was de-
veioped. The devisor now stands 
arbitrarily at 2.988. I iiave nev­
er approved of this melhod, as 
we now cannot figure a dollar 
value lo the Index. In fact, il 
truly is no ionger an Average 
but purely an artificial "In­
dex". However, it at least shows 
which way the market is going 
compared ivith the previous 
day, which suits most people. 

Statisticians in brokerage of­
fices will tell you that a one-
point change in the Dow-Jones 
Industrial Index today means 

a tlicoretieai change of about 
ten cents in the dollar value of 
the 36 stocks now covered by 
this D-J Indusliral Average. 

The Dow-Jones Bond .Aver­
age is a true mathematical av­
erage of 16 industrial bonds, 10 
high-grade railroads bonds, 10 
second-grade railraod bonds, 
and 16 public utility bonds. 

In concluding this column, I 
will refer to two other figures 
given out each day by the New 
York Stock Exchange. One is 
the Odd-Lot transactions, and 
tho other is the reported Short 
Interest. If the Odd-Lot pur­
chases are continuously in­
creasing, il is a bearish sign 
lo me because it means that 
"litlle people" ai-e getting into 
Ihe market and they are gen­
erally too late or wrong. 

Of course, an increase in the 
Short Sales should be inthca-
tive of important news tp those 
brokers ivho are closely watch 
ing the market. If these short 
sales are legitimate, it should 
mean that the "big people" are 
getting bearish.

EDITOR'S N O T E : This is 

another in a series about the 
proposed new Michigan con­
slilulion. Additional articles 
will appear in subsequent 
weeks. 

Four year terms for four 
principal stale eleclivc officers 
are provided hy the proposed 
new Michigan constitution 
which voters will bc asked to 
pass judgment upon at the 
April 1, 1963, election. 

The longer terms would be­
come effective for those elect­
ed in 19G6 as governor, lieute­
nant governor, secretary of 
state and attorney general. 
Tiiese officers presently serve 
two-year terms. 

In acting to increase tiie 
t--rnis of these officials, the 
Constitutional Convention fol­
lowed the advice of former 
state executives and conform­
ed to policies wiiich liave been 
adopted by many U.S. state 
governments. 

Although the new constilu­
tion docs not specifically so re-
quire it is presumed that the 
legislature ivill continue party 
primaries for the nomination 
of candidates for governor. 
Candidates for lieutenant gov­
ernor, secretary of state and 
allorney general would be nom­
inated at party conventions. 

The new document provides 
lhat the nominees for governor 
and lieutenant governor of each 
party run as a team, with votes 
for the governor to be also cast 
for the lieutenant governor in 
the same manners as with the 
president and vice president of 
Ihc U.S. This would ehminate 
dcvisive situations in state gov-
ornnicnt when the governor and 
lieulenant governor are from 
opposing political parties. 

The line of succession to the 
governorsiiip ln tlIc new con­
stitution is lieutenant governor, 
secretary of state and attorney 
general. The matter of further 

two-year incombency provides 
too short a time for an admin-
istrator to become properly ac­
quainted with his job. They felt, 
too, that an official's efficiency 
is impaired when he is obliged 
to campagn for re-election as 
often as every two years. 

Terms for members of the 
state senate are also increased 
to four years by llie new con­
stitution, but members of the 
house of representatives con­
tinue to serve only tivo years. 

Those elected for four-year 
terms in state office ivouid bc 
chosen in balloting in alternate 
even-numbered years begin­
ning in 1966, so as not to con­
flict with national presidential 
elections.

A clear distinction is made 
for Ihe firsl time between tem­
porary succession to the gover­
norship, such as during his ab­
sence from tlie state, pcrman 
cnt succession due to his in-
abilily to perform his duties. A 
melhod of using the supreme 
court to delerminc when such 
inability exists, and when it 
ends, is also provided for the 
first time. 

Another new provision of the 
long-felt need.

This is something that the 
incumbent has not been able to 
do as the village of Novi has 
only assigned to him two traf­
fic cases in the four years that 
he has been in office. TheI-e is 
no evidence that this will 
change if he is re-elected. 

"I ask you\ to I'emcmber the 
above three factors when con-
sidci'ing the other candidates. 
If you do so, I am confident 
that you will vote for me on 
February 18." 

Anotlicr cliiiptcr in one of 
Novi's • longest court b.utles 
ended last Tliiirsdiiy when the 
.circuit court ruled'that the vil­
lage council was "justified" in 
refusing to grant a license for 
a giant landfill opcr.ition on 12 
M'ilc road. 

OakianO .vjunty circuit court 
Fudge p.usscll Holland handed 
down a decision saying the 
font major reasons set down by 
rhc village council in refusing 
10 approve a landfiii liccn.se 
'.verc valid. 

The council's reasons as up 
held bv Tiidyc Holland were: 

—Health and pollution prob­
lems which might arise from 
the proposed landfill opera 
tion; 

—Devaluation of surround­
ing property and the effect ol 
the l5-year operation; 

—The gross adverse effect 
upon the property of Dr. Bever­
ly Anderson which would bo 
surrounded on three sides by 
the proposed landfill; 

—The property in question is 
adaptable to a useful purpose 
other than a landfill, operation. 

The case first went to court 
in November of 1959 when Mr. 
and Mrs. David Kenny and M r 
and Mrs. Leo Russell began 
suit after the village board of 
appeais I-cfiiscd to approve 
iandfiii iicense for their joint 9:i 
acres of land located south of 
12 Miie road, a quarter mile 
east of Novi road. 

In 1966, Judge Holland hand 
ed down a decision saying the 
board of appeals had been ar­
bitrary and unreasonable in 
tiieir refusal. He ordered that 
the license be granted. 

When area residents pointed 
out two-monlhs later that .the 
village landfill ordinance gives 
final authority for granting 
licenses to the council, Judge 
Holland amended his ruling. He 

said that while tho board of 
appcal.s had acted arbitrarily, 
the council still had final au­
thority lor granting licenses. 

The license applicants and 
the Wayne Disposai company 
which would operate the propos­
ed landfill filed an appeal, to 
Judge Holland's amended de­
cree. They then proceeded to 
ask Ihe village council to grant 
lliem a license. 

While the appeal ivas before 
the Supreme Court, the council 
received new informalion about 
the landfill and proceeded to 
refuse the Wayne Disposal com­
pany a license. The council, 
gave such reasons as pollution 
and devaluation of surrounding 
property in refusing to approve 
the license. 

Last summer, the Supreme 
Court returned the case to 
Judge Holland so lhat he could 
hear additional testimony on 
the council decision which had 
been made after the appeal

For, lie said, they "seek lo 
justify the granting of a license 
on the grounds that thcy will 
confoi'in to any rcquiremcnis 
made by the village council or 
more particularly wiil abide 
by any conditions imposed by 
any supervising court. 

"Again plaintiffs ur.go lhat 
they should be given a permit 
to operate under the supervis­
ion of the court because if any 
imposed conditions were violat­
ed, they could be stopped hy 
an injunction." 

All of this IS no answer to the 
fact that the village council 
has the "right to know in ad­
vance the plans, methods and 
conditions of operation" so that 
they may be evaluated ivith re­
lation lo the possible effects 
on other property. Judge Hol­
land said. 

"Tho village council may not 
say to the plaintiff corporation 
— you may have a license for 
a landfill subject to any need­
ed and necessary protective 
conditions which are to be im­
posed by the 'long arm' of a 
chancellor," Judge Holland eon 
eluded:! '

"over and over it" and said: 
"I want to surrender as tlie 
person who did the shooting in 
Novi." 

After shooting at Mrs. Ger. 
aid Race of 28000 Dixon Jan­
uary 30, Goodtum — wlio 

• studied a year for the Baptist 
ministry — said, "I realized 
what I had done. It was 
wronc." 

Goodrum appeared before 
Novi Justice of the Peace Ro-

Goodrum said. He said the gun 
had been given to him three 
years ago. 

When he arrived at the Race 
iiouse, Goodrum said he shot 

as close as I could to her 
(Mrs. Race's) head without 
hitting her. 

"My first -impulse to kill 
came ivhen I saw M r . Race's 
head in the window. He moved 
from side to side, but I had 
him in my sights," Goodrum 
said. 

He added that he decided not 
to kill Race when he realized 
that Race could not possibly 
see either him or his car clear-
ly enough to later make an 
identification. 

Goodrum usually worked for 
his father, Alva, a landscape

The Bioomfieid "sniper," 
Douglas C. Godfrey, 15, toid 
poiiee Tuesday that it was iie 
who had kiiied his motiier, Mrs. 
Mary Godfrey, January 25. 
Young Godfrey aiso confessed 
that he had shot twice at iight-
ed windows in his neighboriiood 
to create tfic beiief that 
"sniper" was at work in the 
area. 

Whiie Godfrey shot at ills 
mother because, lie said, she 
was always "bawling me out," 
Goodrum offered no reason for 
shooting at Mrs. Race. 

He said he picked tlie Race 
home simply because it was 
near a main road — the bed 
room window Goodrum shot 
through faces on Twelve Mile. 
He also admitted that he had 
worked in the area as a' car­
penter's helper and that he had 
at one time used a nearby rifle 
range for praclice shots. 

Goodrum explained that lie 
went home "lired and depress­
ed" January 36 after spending 
the day at the Baptist church 
near his home, helping fix up 
the pastor's study. He said lie 
"took a codeine tablet to re-
licve my physical tiredness 
and it helped, but I was still 
depressed. 

"The first thing I knew, I 
was in my car with the rifle," 

at first ivouid not believe his 
son was the Novi "sniper". 
Even after poiiee reports con­
firmed tiiat his son's gun fired 
tiie .22 caiiber slug recovered 
from the Race house, the sen­
ior Goodrum continued to say, 
"Gary is a wonderful boy. 

"H(j 'doesn't smoke or drink 
and he attends church every 
Sunday. We've had no trouble 
with him at all," Goodrum said. 

Meanwhile, two married wo­
men confessed they had fired 
in the direction of a Novi man 
and his nine-year-old daughter 
who were out pedaling bicycles 
Sunday on Howard road. 

The pair said they were 
"road hunting" from a car at 
the time and "shot at a phcas-
ant," not knowing people were 
in the area. 

Tiic bullet fired by the pair 
whizzed over the father's licad, 
injuring no one. 

Tiie two women were Mrs. 
Ruby J . Gwinn of 9368 Shoe­
maker, Detroit, and Mrs. Fios-
sic L. Combs of 41744 Thirteen 
Mile, Walled Lake. Thcy have 
been released on $166 bond and : 
will appear in Novi Justice
