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About 50 Northville township voters turned out Mouday 
night to see and hear the Republican slate of candidates run­
ning in next Monday's primary election. 

As most followers of township affairs know, the only com­
pclilion on the ballot appears wilhin the GOP ranks for the 
offices of supervisor and trustee. 

The sc.ssion didn't advance hcyond iiie st.-igc of polite 
exchnuges — as political discussions arc often ivont io d o -
but a fciv sensillvc iircas ivere opened for Inspection. 

For example — Elsie Price, candidate for supervisor, 
spoke oul against the proposed salary hikes for supervisor, 
clerk and treasurer on the basis that they are excessive in 
relation to additional township services. 

Wilson Tyler, trustee candidate, supported this viewpoint, 
adding that "part of the -pay is in the -personal satisfaction 
one gets in .serving his community." 

Clcrl; Murgucfitc Northup Young upheld the proposed 
raises und cited a iong iist of cierk duties ie justify the lilkc. 

She was supported by Treasurer Alex Lawrence and Dan­
iel Brown, tni.stee candidate. 

Trustee A. M . Merriam, candidate for supervisor, didn't 
voice an opinion. Instead he said it was a matter for the-
peopie to decide al tiie annual meeting. 

In our opinion, lie's riglit. The- board should be prepared 
to support its recommendations at the public meeting. 

The pay liikes ni.ay then be upheld, reduced or blocked 
at the annual meeting — which this year is scheduled tivo 
days before the April l election — on Saturday, March 30. 

The proposed increases — as reported in a pago one 
Record story ou December 6 — would boost the supervisor 
from $4,000 lo $4,1100, the clerk froni $3,200 to $4,200 and the 
treasurer from $3,200 to $4,000 annually. 

The sensitive subject of landfills also arose. Everyone 
agreed that eventually the holes created by gravel mining in 
the tov.-n.siiip must be fiiied, converting the areas to usabie, 
taxable iand. 

But no one iva.s prepared to suggest ineans for fiiiing 
aside iroiii the use of a comhiuation of trash and liirl cover. 

Candidate Price called for a -study to determine policy 
and reclamation "on our terms." 

Candidate Merriam (who pointed out his residence is 
surrounded by gravel mining operations) noted the urgency 
of maiutainin,'; proper controls — and not forcing court action 
that might evontual.'y strip the township of these controls. 

Brown and Tyler follov.pd similar lines of reasoning, but 
the latter stressed Ihe need fer ''better communication" with 
the pccide—a point he referred to as a plank in his platform. 

Tyler would like advance agendas published in the news­
paper I'.lus folloiv-iips of the business results. 

This is an area where we're sensitive. But we'll admit 
there's ronni for improvement — at the township level. Some­
times ve fc'l like we're on the outside looking in the window 
of townsliip affairs, many of which develop outside the offi­
cial meetiuL's. 

This E.mn- condition docs not exist in the city — due in 
great part to fre(|uency of meetings and heavier amounts of 
liusinc.ss t'-. rc.nort. 

In fairness, i i shculd he sl;ded fiial strong efforts iiavc 
lieeii made hy Supervisor George Clark te improve the fluiv 
cf piihlie infiiniintlnn througii the press. 

But, it's an area that requires constant attention —,by the 
public and electc:! officials, as well as tlie press itself. And 
it's important to add (froni a neivspaper standpoint) that 
we're net lockir..? for publicity hand-outs — just the facts. 

Noiv for sonic conclusions. I like lo feel that a newspaper 
editor- luns a respnnsibilily to his readers to recommend a 
candidate, or a i.-csition on an issue, based on his oivn ob­
servations and close contact with local affairs. 

If I ivere cjisting my vote In tlie tnivnslilp, I would choose 
lilerriiiiii and Tyler. But It would be a difficult choice, 
indeed. 

MLS. Price is waging a spirited campaign. She's intelli­
gent, industrious and an independent thinker. What's more, 
she's vitally interested in her toivnship and informed on its 
affairs — and few toivnship citizens can boast these charac­
teristics. 

But Merriani is the solid choice. He has experience that 
ivili be important to the immediate future. And I sincerely 
believe he will grow in the job once he is rid of the respon­
sibilities of his cDuiity enKineering -post. 

Why Tyler'.' I don't reallv iinow. Ills erliicism is often 
caiistie, i)ui his ijuaiiifcaiinns cannot hc ignored. 

I iiko and respect Brown. He is weii quaiified. 
But he is the "inside" choice. 
Cifiueiliieiilly. it is most iikciy that hc wiii be elected, 

despite Ihcsc ojiiuions. 
Personally, I'd like lo .see an "outsider" on the township 

board. One who has not been handpicked. 
And in my opinion, Tyler would be a good starter — one 

who could become a valuable asset to the township board.

A I'ccont example of a dis­
pute over pride of accomplish­
ment came when Gov. George 
Romney presented bis budget 
message to the Legislature, lie 
said some $34.6 million surplus 
would result at the end of lhc 
current fiscal year Some S3-i 
million of tliis, lie proposed, 
should be applied to the slate's 
current deficit. 

Gov. John B. Swainson made 
a similar pi'onounccmcnt a feiv 
weeks before the end of his 
two-ycar term. Citing savings 
accomplished under his admin­
istration, Swainson then esti­
mated the surplus al $35 mil­
lion. 

THE DEMOCRATS now 
without the attractive public 
forum automatically provided 

to the party which holds the 
executive office, ivouk! very 
much like lo take credit for 
reducing tlie deficit. 

Ever since 1059 when the fis­
cal crisis of a "payle.ss pay-
day" brought national atten­
tion to Michigan's problems, 
tlic Democrats were largely 
given the blame for creating 
the deficit. Their voices were 
tempted to shift the blame to 
the Republican controlled Leg­
islaluI'e. 

T H E R E IS no doubt that the 
surplus to be counted on July 
1 will be a remainder from the 
Swainson administration, since 
his budget runs through the 
end of llie current fiscal ycar. 

The likelihood of his parly 
getting credit for crealiiig the 
surplus is very small, hoivcver.

By 1960 this "village" had be 
come a booming city of 261,685 
lieople. 

IN 1904 Oklahoma had only 
1,123 manufacturing establish 
ments which employed 7,456. By 
1953 'the census credited the 
state with 2,387 industrial 
plants employing 92,933 people. 
Petroleum products output 
greiv from a few barrels in 
1902 to over 200 million barrels 
of oil and nearly 700 billion 
cubic feel of natural gas last 
yeaL 

ln 1870, Kansas' largest city 
ivas Leavenworth (pop. 17,873), 
Wichita ivas just being found­
ed and Topeka ivas credited 
ii'ith 5,700 population. Indian 
I'aids ivere still frc'iucnl. In 
1870, the entire stale reported 
233 gi'isl mills, 123 sawmills, 30 
furniture shops, and 12 found­
ries. Total employment wa.-: 
6,844 people. 

IN IOWA, Des Moines was 

10 years old in 1870 and had 
only 5,241 people. Sioux Cily 
had 3,-101. Some 9,803,184 acres 
of loiva land ivas then classed 
as untillable. ln 1870 the cily 
of Lincoln, Nebraska had only 
2,441 residents. Today i l has 
over 128,000. Omaha had only 
16,083 people when I was a boy 
and visited my uncle thci:!. 
but by 1900 l l had 102,555 resi­
dents, and now has over 
300,000. 

Kansas City was a slraiigling 
village of about 5,000, but soon

nausea and smarting eyes 
which aI'c common symptoms 
of exposure to tlic fumes. 

Because of the high incidence 
of carbon monoxide deaths 
among young couples in park­
ed cars, Hcustis has issued a 
special I'cquest for parents to 
impress upon their children 
the danger of such a praclioe. 

"The best way to prevent ac­
cidental carbon monoxide ex­
posure in a ear is simply nev­
er to sit in one wilh the Inotor 
running and all the windows 
closed," said Heustis.

for test boring. 

Rather tlian tic up monies

'''work, the council voted to ta­
ble the matter pendini; invcsti-
jjation by the mayor as ro the 
possibility of limiting the 
amount of boring and thereby 
piissibly reducing the cost. 

Mayor Wesley iMcAllee and 
Accountant Robert Clark su.g-
gested the cost of the boring 
be financed from a special road 
account, ivhich reportedly still 
contains S9,800. He rcennimond-
ed that $4,000 be allocated for 
this purpose. 

However, councilmen pninl-
ed out lhat the money may be 

I needed this spring in the event 
that spring tliaivs "break-up" 
Wixom roads. Robert Tromb­
ley, DPW head, agreed that 
the money might iio necessary 
for tills purpose, but he was un­
able to estimate how much 
might be needed. 

Althougli McAttee and Coun­
cilman Howard Coe abvinusly 
favored contracting for tho test 
boring, both readily consented 

lo Ihe postponement. 
The mayor is to contact en 

ginecrs and the drilling cam-
jiany lo learn whelher or nol 
the cost of the borings can he 
rediiced by limiUng the num­
ber of borings. 

.Another factor in the post­
ponement was the uncertainty 
as to Ihe cost for supervision of 
borings . by the engineering 
firm, Hubbell, Roth & Clark, 
Inc. According to the mayor, 

representative of the consult­
ing engineering firm had on 
several occasions verbally 
agreed that his firm would sup­
ervise boring — ivilhout addi­
tional cost — as part of its 
original sewer study contract-

However, Councilman Ray 
Lalili questioned the ivisdom 
of placing the burden of proof 
for the acceptability of drilling 
upon the consulting cngincei's 
ivho have no legal status in 
the city. Hc pointed out that 
Herbert Munzel of Green Oak 
is tlie city's official engineer. 

In reply, the mayor noted 
that the consulting engineers 
had, in their sewer study for 
the eity, recommended lhal bor­
ings be taken. Furthermore, he 
pointed out that by obtaining 
specific data concerning depth 
of muck along proposed sewer 
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Iriinklinos, the total cost of a 
sewer project could be reduced 
considerably. 

Allorney .Gone Schnelz added 
iveiglil lo the Importance of re. 
duciiig the total sewer project 
cost in his seiver financing re­
port to the council. He noted 
that the total cost would be pro 
hibitive in view of tl'e city's 
present equalized valuation.

An old sore was opened last 
week when the Wixom eity 
council learned lhat Vernon 
Spencer is again attempting to 
have his property disconnected 
from tlic city. 

City Attorney Gene Schnelz 
Informed councilmen Thursday 
that Spencer had filed suit, but 
that he (Schnelz) ivas not yet 
acquainted with the details. 

Saying only that it was a 
"bad case" from the city's 
point of view, Schnelz suggest­
ed that Councilman *Ray Lahti,

' Schnelz said he suspected 
that Spencer, who in 1959 filed 
a similar suit in circuit court, 
iiad since divided hip farm 
property so tliat it may not now 
be included as part of the Spen­
cer Air Strip on Pontiac trail. 

In September of 1959, Attor­
ney Howard Bond, represent­
ing Spencer, withdrew the peti­
tion and the case was dismiss­
ed "without prejudice" by Cir­
cuit Court Judge William Beers. 

Bond's action in voluntarily 
withdrawing the petition gave 
him a righl, under the law, to 

bring a new petition into court 
at a later date. Presumably, 
any new petition ivould exclude 
the air strip property because 
Judge Beers had indicated at 
the time that it was a deciding 
factor against secession. 

Spencer attempted to with­
draw his property from tlIe cily 
of Wixom under an old but lo­
cally ivell known agricultural 
statute .

Cady is a gal with a culinary 
problem: ncilher her husband 
or her three sons ivill eat foods 
"mixed up." 

In fact, Mrs. Kolis says, " A 
couple of my boys eat one thinig 
at a time from their plates — 
firsl, the meat; then, the pota­
toes; then, the vegetable," 

Since, she adds, "ray family 
is ctinvinced that a meal's not a 
meal without meat and some­
thing like potatoes, it's often 
hard for me to vary our diet." 

Over the years, Mr. ICohs re 
ports, she's found that chang­
ing the starchy dish is one of 
the easier ways of making 
"plain old dinners" appear dif­
ferent. 

Mrs, lCohs says she often 
serves fried noodles, rice or 
sometimes even squash as the 
major starchy dish wilh per­
haps another vegetable. But 
tivo of her favorite ways of 
'eliminating potatoes" arc by 

serving either banana nut bread 
or corn fritters. Here's how she 
makes them:

1 C. butter or shortening 
2 C. sugar 
4 eggs 
6 crushed bananas, kind of,ripe 

4 C. flour 
2 tsp. baking soda. 

Cream butter or shortening, 
add other ingredients one by 
one. Bake in a 466 degree oven 
for five minutes; then, turn ov­
en to 356 degrees and bake for 
one hour.

2 C. cooked corn either kernel 

or cream style. 
1'/:! c. flour 

tsp. salt 
one-third tsp. pepper 
2 tsp. baking powder 
1 Tsp. melted shortening 
3 eggs 

Add milk to corn; then, add 
flour salt, pepper and - baking 
powder. Mix in shortening and 
well beaten eggs. Drop by 
spoonfuls on a hot greased 
griddle or into a frying pan. If 
using a deep fat fryer, stiffen 
the batter a httle by jidding Vi 
e. flour and 1 tsp. baking pow 
der.

refuse over a phone than it is 
if the applicant can look the 
other felloiv straight in the eye 
and demand an ansiver, he 
said. 

Councilmen agreed the direct 
approach probably ivould be 
more successful, but some nev­
ertheless, ivere reluctant to 
authorize the trip until they 
knew approximately how much 
it ivould cost. McAtce then ivon 
unanimous approval ivhen he 
said $300 would be sufficient. 

The money is to be provided 
from a contingent road fund, 
called "Road Account Other,' 
ivhich reportedly contains 
$9,800. 

Councilman Ray Lahti draft­
ed the resolution carried to 
Washington. 

I3oth McAfee and Schnelz 
traveled to Chicago last Octo 
ber to personally submit the 
city's application for $75,000 to 
the Housing and Home Finance 
Agency, ivhich is administer­
ing part of the $400,000,000 fund 
appropriated hy Congress un­
der the Public Works AccelcI'a-
tion Act. 

Under this act, the govern­
ment is authorized to grant 
half of tlie cost of municipal 
projects in excess of normal 
expenditures to spur national 
employment. 

If the grant is authorized for 
Wixoni, tho $75,000 will be coup­
led ivith an equal aî ount rais­
ed locally to pay for paving of 
Beck, West and Loon Lake 
I-oads, and for paving of Potter 
road, ivhich ivas rebuilt and

Five one-room sclioolhouscs 
are still hanging on in Salem 
toivnship and, as one school 
board member put it, "are 
good for al least another hun­
dred years." 

George Selimcman, secretary 
of the Stone school's board, 
maintains thai the one-room 

(.schoolhousc on Curtis and 
Nortll Territorial is "more like 
a private school than a puhlic 
school. 

"As long as we can provide 
youngsters ivith a good teach­
er, they'll gel a good educa­
tion," Schmcman said. "In a 
little school, a pupil in the 
third grade is gelling reviewed 
all tho time liy hearing the 
second and first graders. 

"If the sameilhird grade pu­
pil is ahead of his class, then 
he can advance with the next 

class," Schmcman noled, 
Praises of the one-room 

sehoolhouse, serving anywhere 
from 13 to 34 kindergarten 
through sixth grade youngsters, 
continue to be sung by mem­
bers of three other school 
boards. 

As Leo Kubik, a member of 
the Geer School board, sees 
it, the one-room school will 
continue fiir awhile." He nol­

ed that nol only do "'the young­
er ones pick up from the older 
ones," bul that "alivays the 
biggest share of our young 
sters are on the honor roll when 
they Iransfer to junior liigh 
elsewhere." 

Mrs. Hoivard Dunn, speaking 
for the Toivnline school board, 
reported that "some of our 
younger folks said something 
about ivhen were we going to 
annex. 

"But mostly only one turns 
up at the annual school board 
meeting," she continued. "With 
me, still the children arc bet­
ter off in the rural school 
ivhere lliey have more atten­
tion. 

"In some grades, there's on­
ly one child," she noted. That's 
not so good. With tivo in a 
grade, one's ahvays ivorking to 
gel ahead of the other and," 
Mrs. Dunn added, "that's bet-
teL" 

Floyd Taylor, president of 
the board governing Wash-Oak 
school, said that "the citizenry 
seems lo want lo keep llic 
small school indefinitely." He 
noted thai "as long as junior 
high school students can be 
placed," the Wash-Oak school 
iviil be operating. 

Under no circumstances, he 

said, could tho school have a 
junior high ciirrieuluiii. The 
kids ivould just miss oul on loo 
much, Taylor adilcd. "Bul 
ive'll have no problems as Ion 
as ive send the youngslei-s to 
Northville higli school at the 
junior high level ivhen ivc're 
told they're very capable." 

Within the Wash-Oak dis­
trict, still another opinion ex­
ists , — that expressed hy a 
former board president, Louis 
WallenmaieL He notcti lhat tlie 
one-roomers "can't exist any 
more." They're "obsolele," he 
said, "and run on the old 
farm philosophy of years ago 
where it ivas all right to pump 
ivatcr Iiy hand and cany it 
inlo the house." 

Part of Lapham school dis­
trict is echoing Wallenmaier's 
beliefs noiv, tliroiving llie dis 

trict into a smoldering contro­
versy over annexation. 

Some residents note that it's 
only "a matter of time" until 
the one-room school on Brook-
field road disappears. Russell 
Knight, a school board mem­
ber, reported thai the "majori­
ty of tiie ncigiiborliood fcols 
we ought to go into a system 
as soon as feasible. Most peo­
ple think they'd like more mod­
ern education." 

Mrs. Wiiiiam TaR, a motiicr 
in the district, pointed oul lhal 
noiv is a lime of "great prob­
lems" for Lapham school. 
'We're reduced to half-day ses­

sions which is pretty bad." 
What eventually will push 

these one-room schools out of 
existence? Mrs. Dunn prophe-
sizes: "further education. We'll 
be forced lo consolidate to get 
our kids into high school." 

Wixom area were abandoned 
The last one-room school house 
to disappear in Novi was the 
Stone school at Ten Mile and 
Napier which then became an 
Episcopal church mission. In 
Northville, the Baseline school 
on Eight Mile ivest of Beck 
road hung on until 1952. 

What's a day like in a one-
room school house in 1963. 

Let's take, for example, the 
Stone school at Curtis and 
North Territorial. There, some 
22 youngsters learn about "read­
ing, ivriting and arithmetic 
plus" each day under the direc­
tion of Mrs. Roberta Schicdler. 

Like other elementary scho­
ols, this one offers music les­
sons — courtesy of lhe Uni­
versity of Michigan via radio. 
Tlic one "stumbling block" as 
Mrs. Schicdler sees it, is art. 
"We just can't afford the same 

If a youngster needs an ex­
tra class in reading then I let 
him read ivith the class before 
as ivell as his own," she e.\-
plained. 

When asked what kinds of 
disadvantages she sees to one-
roomers, Mrs. Schicdler poini 
cd out that it's often difficult 
for a youngster to go from the 
smallness of the one-room scho­
ol to the complexity of a con­
solidated school. "Just so, it's 
liard ivhen we get a youngster 
from a large school. 

"Would I give up teaching 
here?," Mrs. Schicdler echoed. 
"I don't think so. You sec, I 
ivas educated in a one-room 
sehoolhouse and I love having 
something differcnl happening 
every minute."

Loyally lo Christ 
In fhe Bilile we read that 

all forsook Christ and fled, 
ln the dark hour of fixion 
no one was loyal lo Him. 

It Is true that Mary, the 
mother of Jesus, ivith other 
women and the disciples 
stood near the foot of His 
cross ns He died, and Peter 
had been ready to lay down 
his life in the Garden for 
his Lord. But lhat type of 
loyally to Jesus is not the 
loyalty needed in order to 
establish Christ's kingdom 
in tills world. 

To do that wo must have 
a loyalty lo Christ that is 
born from above — a loyalty 
that is not horn of the iviil of 
the flesh, nor of the ivili of 
man but of God. 

Before Peter possessed 
lhat type of Loyalty he had 
to be converte<l from living 
after the working of his own 
mind as others in this world 
lived .so that ho ivould be-
gin to live in a neiv ivay — 
afler the working of God's 
mind. 

I do not believe that Na-
polcon had a more loyal 
soldier in all his army than 

Jesus had in Peter there in 
the Garden before His ar-
rest; and I believe that God 
appreciates and recognizes 
tiiat type or loyalty for what 
it is but it is not a loyalty 
that results from being born 
into the family of God ivhich 
builds the kingdom of God. 
It is the type of loyalth that 
has built nations, religions, 
denominations, lodges and 
every type and form of or­
ganization known to man. 

God does not build His 
kingdom on such a founda-
tion. TlIe new Jerusalem 
comes down from above. 
We must be translated out 
of the kingdom of Satan ----
"the mind realm," into fhe 
kingdom of God's dear Son. 
Our loyalty to Christ must 
be heaven born. 

This loyalty is a thing of 
the Spirit of God which is 
not discerned by the natural 
man, neither can he know it. 
You must experience it in 
order to know it. It is a ioy-
ally that abides when every-
thing else has been taken 
away. 

This loyalty does not de­
pend on nor draw its streng­

th from reason, logic or any 
type of emotion known to 
man in the mind realm. It is 
a loyalty that results from 
the new birth, a spring that 
cannot be plugged up, an 
eternal river that originates 
in God and flows on and on 
into eternity. 

A mother's love for her 
son is a wonderful emotion. 
It has produced many forma 
of sacrifice ond devotion in 
its expression; but a moth­
er's loyalty to her son is not 
to be compared with -this 
loyalty to Christ of ivhich 
we speak. 

Oh God, it is so difficult 
to explain this Divine, iiving 
reality because it is to little 
knoivn among men, because 
it is so like tlie wind. You 
hear the sound thereof but 
cannot tell from whence it 
comcth, nor whither it go-
eth. 

How many o{ tliose wlio 
ealher together to worship 
can truly say that lbey pos-
scss such a loyalty lii 
Christ? Our answer to bp 
true must be in deinonstra-
tion of spirit and power.

LANSING — When one con­
siders the number of laws 
which already rest oI; the books 
it is astounding to consider how 
many neiv ones, and amend­
ments, are proposed in a sin­
gle session of the Legislature. 

•Thus far, almost 40O bills 
have been mtroduced in the 

1 House. Before the deadline Fri ­
day, the total will have reach­
ed 700. Another big batch iviil 
appear in the Senate. 

Traditionally, all will disap­
pear permanently from sight 
within the committees to which 
they arc referi'cd, except for 
about 26 percent. 'The Commit­
tees prdvide a tough, light fil­
ter, being dominated in most 
cases by chairmen ivho have 
been in Lansing several years 
and areiI't easily Impressed by 
new ideas or change just for 
change's sake. Possibly 150 
bills ivlll escape from Commit­
tee in the House this Spring. 

Yet every bill which appears 
has special importance and vi­
tal meaning to the introducer 
and to somebody or some 
group with special problems 
whiclI to them are urgently in 
need of legislative help. 

Once out of Committee, the 
bills still must receive the ap­
proval of the full House, tlie 
Senate and the Governor be­
fore they can become law. 

» 4 * 
Receiving tlie cold gaze of 

the committees right noiv are a 
dozen bills of my oivn. Much 
of my own time at this point, 
therefore, is being spent in lob­
bying their merits to the vari­
ous members of the commit­
tees who hold their fate. This 
is an old-fashioned "selling" 
job which is done formaily, in­
formally, at the desk, at lunch, 
in the lobby, and ivheneveL 

The last two of my own bills 
to be introduced and get an of-
ficiai House number were: 

1. One which would abolish 
tlie office of Drain Commis­
sioner in Wayne County and 
give his duties to the Road 
Commission. Both Belleville 
and Plymouth have passed for­
mal resolutions urging this 
change, and the bill is in re­
sponse to their desires. 

2. One which ivould permit 
Townships, by vote of the peo-
pie, to adopt complete employe 
civil service systems. Today 
the law provides only for Fire 
and Police to be under civil ser-
vice in townships. Some com­
munities (Redford is one) de­
sire to put DPW, Water, Office 
and other employes under the 
merit plan and rid themselves 
of patronage contests. 

Coming soon out of the bill-
writing bureau is one l 'm spon­
soring which would set up a 
county assessment department 

Any groups or classes who 
wish to visit the Capitol can 
write me, in care of the House, 
and I ' l l arrange for them to be 
guided, visit the Governor's of­
fice, etc. Tho Legislature is in 
session on Monday evenings; 
in the afternoons of Tuesday, 
Wednesday and Tliursday; and 
on Friday mornings.

Tomorroiv the nation wiil recall the birtlIdate of 
Gcorige \Vashint;con, the leather of our Country. 

.Aiitl in .so doing, tlic words of John Adams, second 
president of the United .States, stand out as prophetic. 
Adams jx-nned these words 163 years .igo shortly .after 
tlie death of \V;isliington; 

"lIi.s example is noiv complcic, and It ivllI leach tvIs-
dcni and virtue to Magistrates, Citizens and men, not 
oniy in the present age, but In future generations, as long 
as our JIislory shiiil bc read." 

Wasliington was born February 22, 1732 and died 
67 years later on December 14, 1799. 

Tiic accomplishments of his life during the very be­
ginning of our history seem more real and impressive 
wiien read in a newspaper of that day. 

Such a newspaper was discovered recently by M L 
and Mrs. Charles Viles of South Lyon. It is a clearly legi. 
bic edition nf the Ulster County (Neiv York) (Sazctte 
dated January ' i , iSOO. 

In addition to the words of President Adams, the 
blnck-bordcrtd edition carries a letter from the U.S. Sen­
ate to Adams ii'hich reflects the feeling held by men who 
hnrli favored and opposed Washington during his final 
•idmiiiistration. 

It seems appropriate on the eve of Washington's 
birthday lo quote this letter: 

"The Senate of the United States respectfully takes 
leave, .sir. to express to you their deep regret for the loss 
their country has sustained in the death of General George 
\Vashini;ti)n. This event, .so distressing to all our fellow 
citizens, must be peculiarly heavy ni you, who have long 
been as.sociared iviili him in deeds of patriotism. Permit us, 
sir, to iiiinule our tears with yours; on this occasion it is 
manly to wi-tp. To lose .such a man at such a crisis, is no 
coiiimiin c.ihuiiiiv to the world; our country mourns her 
Father. Tlic Almighty Disposer of human events has taken 
from us (Hit greatest Benefactor and ornament. It becomes 
us to submit with reverence to him, who 'm.aketh darknes 
his P.iviliiin.' 

" W i l l i patriotic pride, we rcvieiv the life of our 
Wasliini:ioii, .uul coiiip.ire him with those of other coun­
tries who h.ivf been pre-eminent in fame. Ancient .ind 
modern f.uiics are diminished before him. Greatness and 
guilt ha\L toil often been allied, but his fame is whiter 
th.in il is brilliant. Tlic destroyers of nations stood abash­
ed at the- maje-sty of his virtue. It reproved tlie temperance 
of their ambition, and darkened the splendor of victory. 
The scenes closed and we arc n-) longer anxious lest mis­
fortune .should sully his glory; he h.is travelled on to the 
end of his journey, and carried with him an increasing 
weight of honour; he has deposited it safely, where mis-
fortune cannot tarnish it — where malice cannot blast It. 
Favoured of Heaven, he departed without exhibiting the 
ivcakncss of humanity; maganimous in death, the dark-
ness nf the grave could not obscure his brightness. 

"Such was the man whom ive deplore. Thanks to 
God, his glory is consummated. Washington yet lives on 
earth in his spotless example — his spirit is in Heaven. 

"Let his countrymen consccr.itc tiie memory of the 
heroic General, ihe patriotic Statesman, and the virtuous 
Sage; le-t them teach their children never to forget that 
the fruits of his labours, and his example are their Inheri-
tance."

Babson Park, Mass., — For 
some t i m e ' I have written a 
weekly column for this newspa­
per. My group of papers start­
ed with a handful and tliey noiv 
exceed 466. Altogether this is 
the 2,6B9th weeltly column. I 
have a iibrary in my winter 
home containing over 6,600 
books. If I couid ketfp oniy 
tiiree of tiicm, I bciieve I ivouid 
choose a good coiiege diction-
ai-y, a copy of the Revised B i ­
ble ivith concoi-dance, and the 
World Almanac. This latter 
book iias been pubiisiied an-
nuaiiy for 78 years by the New 
York World-Teiegram & The 
Sun. 

It is regarding this last book 
that I ivant to devote this 
week's column. You can buy all 
three — Dictionary, Bible, and 
Almanac from your local book 
store for less than five dollars. 

Many of the greatest leaders 
of our educational, - scientific, 
business, and political world 
never attended a conventional 
college. A l l of them, however, 
were great readers of Facts. 
Psychologists lell me that we 
each use less than 5';i of our 
brain and that we arc probably 
rated by our memories. Yet 
our memory may be trained 
ivithout any college, or even 
high school, educalion. 

It is a most wonderful mir­
acle how a fact is turned into a 
light wave which enters your 
eye. This electric wave is then 
deposited in one of the million 
storage "record holders" in 
your brain ivliielI can bc called 
upon to "come forth" and tell 
you ivhat it Is. How I wish I 
were young and could devote 
my life to God's greatest gift, 
the human brain. 

the latest edition, your public 
library must keep a file. If nol, 

am sure every newspaper I 
carrying this weekly column 
has copies in its iibrary. 

When I look up Facts in this 
book I am gIxially impressed 
by the opportunity such a book 
offers lo a young person to get 

self-made education. If you 
cannot go to college, or even 
to high school you should sys­
tem atieally study this hook. 
Try absorbing Ihree pages 
each evening (perhaps ivhilc 
"baby sitting") and .vou can 
finish the book in twelve mon­
lhs. Each year you could cover 
this same amount in less time. 

One final suggestion: When 

applying for a position and fill­
ing out the blank covering your 
education, experience, etc., 
insert the words, "Please see 
below." 

Then write frankly someivhat 
as follows: "I eouM not afford 
a coiiege educalion but I have 
spent every evening studying 
the World Almanac. I am will­
ing lo compete in an examina-
lion with others in your employ 
and have my IQ taken. Please 
give me an inlcrvieiv and see if 
I can bc of value to you and 
help you quickly increase your 
business. I ivill ivork for no­
thing for three months and trust 
you to then pay me ivhat I am 
ivorth to you."

Let mc now get back to a 
book to which I want you all to 
know. It is edited by Harry 
Hansen, ivhom I have never 
met.

D i g e s t o f N e w C o n s t i t u t i o n 

EDITOR'S N O T E : This is 
another in a scries about 
the proposed new Michigan 
constitution.

A most effective tool for stu­
dy of the proposed new Michi­
gan constitution has been issu 
ed in recent iveeks by the Cit-
zcns Research acouncil of Mich 
igan and is now available with­
out charge to interested indivi­
duals and study groups. 

The 46-page pubiicalion is 
tilled, " A Digest of liie Pro­
posed Constitution," and may 
be procured by addressing a 
request lo the Citizens Re­
search Council in Detroit (.1526 
David Stotl Building) or Lan­
sing (204 Bauch Building). 

Tlie Council is a private, 
non-profit organization ivhich 
research inlo public affairs 
and governmental problems at 
the stale and local level. 

The group never takes stands 
on ballot issues and never at­
tempts to lell people hoiv to 
vote. It finds and publicizes un­
biased and non-political facts 
on the basis of which citizens 
can then make their oivn de­
cisions on the course of public 
affairs. 

Michigan voters arc being 
asked to accept or reject an 
entire neiv slate constitution al 
the Api-il 1, 1963, election. The 
CRC pubhcation answers pos­
sible objections to this "pack-
age" approach by poinling out 
that voting on the neiv consti­
tution as a unit avoids "the 
iikeliiiood of introducing con 

flicting or inconsistent provi 
new and old language." 

It points out further that, 
"like the present constitution, 
the provisions of the proposed 
document can be altered, 
amended or revised as time 
goes by." 

In addilion to discussion of 
changes proposed in the neiv 
constitution, the Councii pub 
lication devotes space to a re­
view of those provisions of the 
document which retain tradi­
tional Michigan practices. 

Among such fiscal provisions 
continued are listed: the IS 
mill limit, earmarking of gas­
oline and iveight taxes for high­
way purposes, the present four-
cent limit on sales tax, car-
marking of sales tax for scho­
ols and local units, slale loans 
to school districts, and restrie-
tin of voting on bond issues to 
property owners and their 

spouses. 
Present political provisions 

retained without basic change 
include the initiative, referen­
dum and recall; home rule for 
cities and villages; traditional 
forms of local government; and 
the state's duties and responsi­
bilities in the fieid of educa­
tion. 

Also continued, says the pub 
lication, is "the Michigan prin­
ciple of a separate, strong, self-
financed, constitutional coiitriil 
of the civil service and merit 
system for state einployees."

If the zoning request is gi-anl-
ed, Markey told this newspa­

Superintendent of Schools 
Russell Amerman proposed 
that the ninth grade be split 
next year — one-third going to 
the junior high school, two-
thjrds to the senior high sehool. 

The board tacitly agreed to 
such a solution. 

Board Member James Kip­
fer suggested that such a split 
could serve as ' 'a shake-down 
cruise" - for the junior high 
school principal. 

Such a split, Kipfer said, 
would give the principal a 
chance to "get the feel of an 
extra class" and the 6-3-3 
grade system proposed for 
1964-65. The 6-3-3 system would 
provide for six grades in the 
elementary schools, three in, 
the junior high schooi and 
three ill the high school. 

Amerman stressed that both 
college preparatory and non 
college preparatory courses 
would be offered for ninth 
graders hi bolh the junior liigh 
school and high school next 
year. 

He said subjects offered in 
junior high would include a i 
gebra, English, general shop, 
life science, physical educa­
tion and world history. 

Subjects which ninth graders 
could obtam only if they at 
tended the high school would 
include, Amerman said, for­
eign languages, other sciences 
such as biology and special 
mathematics, such as geome­
try. 

Fred StefanskI, high school 
principal, said the ninth grad-
ei's housed in the junior high 
school "would be considered 
part of us socially." He noted 
that they would be invited to 
attend dances and use specta­
tor buses to out-of-town varsi­
ty games. 

There was some doubt at 
the meeting as to whether ninth 
graders housetĵ  in the junior 
high school would be consider­
ed "eligible'' to participate in 
junior varsity football or bas­
ketball at the high school. 

Amerman declared that tlie 
administration had no thought 
of "segregation accordiiig to 
ability." 

Bpard members assured No­
vi Superintendent of Schools 
Tom Culbert that Novl ninth 
graders would not be put en­
tirely in either sciiool, but lhat 
some would go to each school. 

Board Member Donald Law­
rence said the board must 
"avoid any stigma attached to 
going one place ov another." 

Amerman said the schools 
"must face up to the prob­
lem. ' ' He noted that he saw 
few problems in splitting the 
ninth grade nnd added that 
during registration, a quite nat­
ural split might become ap­
parent. 

After the Northviile school 
board agreed to take Novi's 
ninth graders for the coming 
year, they reaffirmed an ear­

lier resolution not to lake the 
ninth gi-aders for the 1964-65 
school year. 

Pushing the Norlhville board 
into accepting the ninth grad­
ers for the 1963-64 school year 
were financial considerations. 
Currently, the Norlhville sys­
tem has 252 tuition pupils 
from Novi. These pupils — 
ninth through twelfth graders 
— bring the Northviiie system 
$88,568 in tuition payments and 
$42,840 in slale aid. 

If Northviile school district 
had to refuse to take the Novi 
ninth graders for the coming 
year, this would have meant 
approximately a $26,595 loss in 
tuition payments lo school cof­
fers. 

Northville's ' school board 
had told Novi last September 
that it might not be able lo 
take their ninth graders this 
coming September because of 
the pupil "squeeze." 

Last September, Norlhville 
school administrators discov­
ered that if all Novi-Northville 
ninth grade students were sent 
to the Northviile high school, 
the enrollment there would to­
tal 868 — which they consider­
ed too crowded. 

l f all ninth graders were to 
be kept In the junior high 
school, the enrollment would 
tolal SlO — again too crowded. 

Thus, school administrators 
proposed Monday night lhat 

the ninth grade be split — two-
thirds going lo the high school, 
one-third to the junior high. 

With Novi planning to open 
its own junior high school for 
the 1964-65 school year, the 
"pressure" on tiie Northviile 
school system will be remoV-
ed afler the 1963-64 year. 
Northville's school board ex-
peels lhat Northviile high 
school can continue to take 
Novi's tenth, eleventh and 
twelfth graders for several 
years to come. 

When it became^ apparent 
last September that high ninth 
grade emollmenls would cause 
overcrowding in the Northviile 
schools during the comhlg 
school year, the Northviile 
boai-d requested that the Novi 
board — if possible — find an-
other place for their pupils for 
the school year 1963-64. 

Just last week, Novi learned 
that the Farmington school 
board would accept thch' pu-
pils on a onc-ycar basis If 
Norlhville would not take the 
pupils. 

However, throughout the ne-
goliations, the Novi school 
board expressed a preference 
for retaining their ninth grade 
students in the Norlhville 
school system since the stu-
dents obtain their high school 
education in Northviile.
