Tomorroiv the nation wiil recall the birtlIdate of 
Gcorige \Vashint;con, the leather of our Country. 

.Aiitl in .so doing, tlic words of John Adams, second 
president of the United .States, stand out as prophetic. 
Adams jx-nned these words 163 years .igo shortly .after 
tlie death of \V;isliington; 

"lIi.s example is noiv complcic, and It ivllI leach tvIs-
dcni and virtue to Magistrates, Citizens and men, not 
oniy in the present age, but In future generations, as long 
as our JIislory shiiil bc read." 

Wasliington was born February 22, 1732 and died 
67 years later on December 14, 1799. 

Tiic accomplishments of his life during the very be­
ginning of our history seem more real and impressive 
wiien read in a newspaper of that day. 

Such a newspaper was discovered recently by M L 
and Mrs. Charles Viles of South Lyon. It is a clearly legi. 
bic edition nf the Ulster County (Neiv York) (Sazctte 
dated January ' i , iSOO. 

In addition to the words of President Adams, the 
blnck-bordcrtd edition carries a letter from the U.S. Sen­
ate to Adams ii'hich reflects the feeling held by men who 
hnrli favored and opposed Washington during his final 
•idmiiiistration. 

It seems appropriate on the eve of Washington's 
birthday lo quote this letter: 

"The Senate of the United States respectfully takes 
leave, .sir. to express to you their deep regret for the loss 
their country has sustained in the death of General George 
\Vashini;ti)n. This event, .so distressing to all our fellow 
citizens, must be peculiarly heavy ni you, who have long 
been as.sociared iviili him in deeds of patriotism. Permit us, 
sir, to iiiinule our tears with yours; on this occasion it is 
manly to wi-tp. To lose .such a man at such a crisis, is no 
coiiimiin c.ihuiiiiv to the world; our country mourns her 
Father. Tlic Almighty Disposer of human events has taken 
from us (Hit greatest Benefactor and ornament. It becomes 
us to submit with reverence to him, who 'm.aketh darknes 
his P.iviliiin.' 

" W i l l i patriotic pride, we rcvieiv the life of our 
Wasliini:ioii, .uul coiiip.ire him with those of other coun­
tries who h.ivf been pre-eminent in fame. Ancient .ind 
modern f.uiics are diminished before him. Greatness and 
guilt ha\L toil often been allied, but his fame is whiter 
th.in il is brilliant. Tlic destroyers of nations stood abash­
ed at the- maje-sty of his virtue. It reproved tlie temperance 
of their ambition, and darkened the splendor of victory. 
The scenes closed and we arc n-) longer anxious lest mis­
fortune .should sully his glory; he h.is travelled on to the 
end of his journey, and carried with him an increasing 
weight of honour; he has deposited it safely, where mis-
fortune cannot tarnish it — where malice cannot blast It. 
Favoured of Heaven, he departed without exhibiting the 
ivcakncss of humanity; maganimous in death, the dark-
ness nf the grave could not obscure his brightness. 

"Such was the man whom ive deplore. Thanks to 
God, his glory is consummated. Washington yet lives on 
earth in his spotless example — his spirit is in Heaven. 

"Let his countrymen consccr.itc tiie memory of the 
heroic General, ihe patriotic Statesman, and the virtuous 
Sage; le-t them teach their children never to forget that 
the fruits of his labours, and his example are their Inheri-
tance."

Babson Park, Mass., — For 
some t i m e ' I have written a 
weekly column for this newspa­
per. My group of papers start­
ed with a handful and tliey noiv 
exceed 466. Altogether this is 
the 2,6B9th weeltly column. I 
have a iibrary in my winter 
home containing over 6,600 
books. If I couid ketfp oniy 
tiiree of tiicm, I bciieve I ivouid 
choose a good coiiege diction-
ai-y, a copy of the Revised B i ­
ble ivith concoi-dance, and the 
World Almanac. This latter 
book iias been pubiisiied an-
nuaiiy for 78 years by the New 
York World-Teiegram & The 
Sun. 

It is regarding this last book 
that I ivant to devote this 
week's column. You can buy all 
three — Dictionary, Bible, and 
Almanac from your local book 
store for less than five dollars. 

Many of the greatest leaders 
of our educational, - scientific, 
business, and political world 
never attended a conventional 
college. A l l of them, however, 
were great readers of Facts. 
Psychologists lell me that we 
each use less than 5';i of our 
brain and that we arc probably 
rated by our memories. Yet 
our memory may be trained 
ivithout any college, or even 
high school, educalion. 

It is a most wonderful mir­
acle how a fact is turned into a 
light wave which enters your 
eye. This electric wave is then 
deposited in one of the million 
storage "record holders" in 
your brain ivliielI can bc called 
upon to "come forth" and tell 
you ivhat it Is. How I wish I 
were young and could devote 
my life to God's greatest gift, 
the human brain. 

the latest edition, your public 
library must keep a file. If nol, 

am sure every newspaper I 
carrying this weekly column 
has copies in its iibrary. 

When I look up Facts in this 
book I am gIxially impressed 
by the opportunity such a book 
offers lo a young person to get 

self-made education. If you 
cannot go to college, or even 
to high school you should sys­
tem atieally study this hook. 
Try absorbing Ihree pages 
each evening (perhaps ivhilc 
"baby sitting") and .vou can 
finish the book in twelve mon­
lhs. Each year you could cover 
this same amount in less time. 

One final suggestion: When 

applying for a position and fill­
ing out the blank covering your 
education, experience, etc., 
insert the words, "Please see 
below." 

Then write frankly someivhat 
as follows: "I eouM not afford 
a coiiege educalion but I have 
spent every evening studying 
the World Almanac. I am will­
ing lo compete in an examina-
lion with others in your employ 
and have my IQ taken. Please 
give me an inlcrvieiv and see if 
I can bc of value to you and 
help you quickly increase your 
business. I ivill ivork for no­
thing for three months and trust 
you to then pay me ivhat I am 
ivorth to you." 

Multiply this by the number 
ol non-resident students at the 
three universities and the con 
tribulion to the state is con. 
siderable. 

TUITION AT MSU is $786 
per year, for the nine-month 
school year, to non-residents. 
During the most recent com-
plete school term M S U record 
cd 5,421 outrof-state students at 
East Lansing and another 77 
at its Oakland branch. 

The University of Michigan 
$966 during tlie first two years, 
and $966 for the upper class 
years. The Ann Arixir institu-
tion leads the state colleges in 
non-resident enrollments with 
7,748 out-of-state sludents reg­
istered last fall. 

Witli the exception of one or 
two universities, MSU and U . 
of M . charge the lIighest non. 
resident rates In the nation.

Let mc now get back to a 
book to which I want you all to 
know. It is edited by Harry 
Hansen, ivhom I have never 
met. The Seripps-IIoward peo­
ple are the owners; but I have 
never heard from them and 
have ever even hinted to them 
or anyone that I am mention­
ing the book in this column. 
The book has nearly 966 pages 
of fine print (too fine) ami cov­
ers about 12,660 subjects. 

Counting about 260 words lo 
the inch and 900 pages seven 
and a half inches long gives 
me an estimate close to 
1,500,666 ivords, inclutling an ex-
cellent index. Although the 
book has been published each 
year in January since the Civil 
War, a reader can be satisfied 
with the last edition. Tho book 
is largely cumulative and each 
volume carries information for 
some years back. 

As the cost is only $2.56 for a 
ciothbound copy (less for a pa-
peI'back) every reader's home 
can afford a new volume. If

R e s e a r c h C o u n c i l O f f e r s 

D i g e s t o f N e w C o n s t i t u t i o n 

EDITOR'S N O T E : This is 
another in a scries about 
the proposed new Michigan 
constitution. Additional arti­
cles ivill appear in subsequent 
weeks. 

A most effective tool for stu­
dy of the proposed new Michi­
gan constitution has been issu 
ed in recent iveeks by the Cit-
zcns Research acouncil of Mich 
igan and is now available with­
out charge to interested indivi­
duals and study groups. 

The 46-page pubiicalion is 
tilled, " A Digest of liie Pro­
posed Constitution," and may 
be procured by addressing a 
request lo the Citizens Re­
search Council in Detroit (.1526 
David Stotl Building) or Lan­
sing (204 Bauch Building). 

Tlie Council is a private, 
non-profit organization ivhich 
research inlo public affairs 
and governmental problems at 
the stale and local level. 

The group never takes stands 
on ballot issues and never at­
tempts to lell people hoiv to 
vote. It finds and publicizes un­
biased and non-political facts 
on the basis of which citizens 
can then make their oivn de­
cisions on the course of public 
affairs. 

Michigan voters arc being 
asked to accept or reject an 
entire neiv slate constitution al 
the Api-il 1, 1963, election. The 
CRC pubhcation answers pos­
sible objections to this "pack-
age" approach by poinling out 
that voting on the neiv consti­
tution as a unit avoids "the 
iikeliiiood of introducing con 

flicting or inconsistent provi 
new and old language." 

It points out further that, 
"like the present constitution, 
the provisions of the proposed 
document can be altered, 
amended or revised as time 
goes by." 

In addilion to discussion of 
changes proposed in the neiv 
constitution, the Councii pub 
lication devotes space to a re­
view of those provisions of the 
document which retain tradi­
tional Michigan practices. 

Among such fiscal provisions 
continued are listed: the IS 
mill limit, earmarking of gas­
oline and iveight taxes for high­
way purposes, the present four-
cent limit on sales tax, car-
marking of sales tax for scho­
ols and local units, slale loans 
to school districts, and restrie-
tin of voting on bond issues to 
property owners and their 

spouses. 
Present political provisions 

retained without basic change 
include the initiative, referen­
dum and recall; home rule for 
cities and villages; traditional 
forms of local government; and 
the state's duties and responsi­
bilities in the fieid of educa­
tion. 

Also continued, says the pub 
lication, is "the Michigan prin­
ciple of a separate, strong, self-
financed, constitutional coiitriil 
of the civil service and merit 
system for state einployees." 

The concluding pages of the 
Digest contain a 166-(3uestion 
Quiz ivhich has been prepared 
as a basis for an intensive stu­
dy of the contents of the book: 
let. 

The Council has published 
75,606 copies of the Digest and 
reports an unprecedented num­
ber of inquiries from citizens 
throughout the state. 

it on the freeways. 
Begick's proposal has the full

T H E E X P E R T S contend that 
many freeway accidents, mosl 
of Which involve' rear-end 
crashes, are caused by motor­
ists di-iving too slow rather 
than by those who exceed the 
maximum speed limits. 

The principle objective of 
speed control is to acliieve as 
much uniform movement of 
cars on the highway as pos­
sible," says Commissioner John 
C. Mackie. "The slowpoke is a 
highway menace, especially on 
freeways. 

The slow driver impedes 
the normal movement of traf­
fic and is a hazard to motor­
ists who are traveling at the 
maximum speed. It is hazar­
dous to allow one driver to go 
70 while another is daivdling 
along at 15 or 26 miles per 
iiour." 

BUls setting the frceivay min­
imum .speed at 45 miles died in 
legislative committees last 
year. 

I N ADDITION to the vohimi 
nous supply of librai'y litera­
ture on the proposed Constitu 
tion, there is also a heallhy-
sized speakers' bureau await 
ing invitations to speak on the 
new document throughout the 
state. 

The Democratic Party, one 
of the chief opponents of the 
April 1 ballot question, is of-
fering to make speakers avail-
able to groups interested in 
iKJaring the "con" arguments 
on the document. 

tributed something to the en­
joyment of future generations,:'

NOW THE plan for using the 
shalloiv lakc channel for filling 
in Islands ivill be presented for­
mally to the Michigan Legisa-
ture. The Conservation Com­
mission has given Conserva­
tion Director Gerad E . Eddy 
the go-ahead lo ask for $160,606 
for tiie Initial study of the Lut. 
zeier proposal. 

Legislators interested in rec­
reation have already heard 
much ot the plan. 

Since the number of tourist 
and recreation-minded Iegisla 
tors has been increasing steadi­
ly for several years, the study 
proposal is very likely lo get 
a sympathetic hearing. 

Whether $160,060 will be found 
for the proposed study remains 
to be seen, but even a lesser 
amount appropriated soon 
ivouid give the Lutzeier plan 
a faster start than its author 
anticipated.

Cities on both sides of Novi 
received welcome news this 
week. 

Wixom learned its applica­
tion for a fedei-al grant of 
$75,000 for paving of Beck, 
West, Loon Lake and Potter 
roads had been approved. 

Northviiie received similar 
news. Its request for $137,000 
to build a new city hall-library-
fire and police department was 

ahso ok'ed. 
The grants were made un­

der tho federal government's 
new Public Works Accelera­
tion Act. Both grants must be 
matched by the municipalities, 
but Ihe federal monies are out­
right grants wilh no repay--
ment pi'ovision. 

Purpose of the program is lo 
stimulate the economy so that 
municipal improvement pro­

jects that might otherwise be 
delayed by lack of funds can 
be undei-laken immediately. 

Wixom Mayor Wesley Mc-
Atee greeted the news enthus­
iastically. The Wixom mayor 
and City Allorney Gene Schnelz 
had journeyed to Washington, 
D. C , just last iveek to urge 
action on the request. ^Iayor 
McAtee was notified Monday 
by telephone calls from the 

offices of Senators Piilrick V. 
McNamara and Philip A, Marl 
that the gi-ant had been ap-
pi-oved. 

"I honestly feel our visit io 
Wa.shiiigtoH helped," said Me-
Alee. "At any rale I'm awfully 
happy lhat the project has 
been authorized." 

The Wixom mayor had call­
ed the opporlunily to acquire

The building will bc con-
slriicted on the same she as 
the present Nortiiviile city 
hall. Main and Wing streets. 

II poses another problem for 
Northviile. Now it must find 
temporary city hall quarters. 
Th'i federal grant stipulates 
lhat eonslruclion must begin 
by May I. 

In olher area communities 
Plymoulh won I ?255,500 grant 
for a new city hall and Livonia 
received $86,500 for extending 
sewers and $25,000 for street 
paving.

ing to make tlie property more 
attractive to future develop­
ers. The latter, however, in­
cludes plans for the establish­
ment of a "One-Slop Travel 
Complex" by the Pui'c Oil 
company, which reportedly 
Will mean an initial investment 
olf close to $100,000. ^ i 

According to James L . Mar-
key, real estate representative 
for tlie Pure Oil coinpany, 
plans call for the immediate 
construction of a large, modern 
restaurant and a Pure Oil scr-
vice station on the lO-acre site. 
In addition, long-range plans 
call for construction of a mo­
tel complex on the same site. 

If the zoning request is gi-anl-
ed, Markey told this newspa­
per, construction of the res­

taurant and Ihe service station 
probably will begin in April or 
May. Construction dales for 
the motel are dependent, he 
added, upon the financial suc­
cess of the initial develop­
ment. 

Called a 'TouREST' complex, 
Pure's registered trade name 
for the installation, the de­
velopment is but one of 80 
such projects planned along 
the newv inteI-state highway 

system involving four major 
corporations, Markey explain­
ed. 

R. P. Farnsw6rth & Com­
pany, the international con­
struction firm of New York 
and New Orleans, is lo con­
struct and operate the com­
plexes; Quaker Oats company 
will provide its fast-growing 
Aunl Jemima Kitchens; and 
TraveLodge Corporation will 
provide the motels.

Although complete detailed 
plans for the .Wixom facility 
have not yet been completed, 
Markey emphasized that the 
i-eslaurant will be similar lo 
those operated by Howard 
Johnson — "only belter.", 

Initial plans for the restau-
i-ant, he said, have already 
been changed, enlai-ging the 
proposed restaurant from 
some 3300 square feet lo GGOO 
square feel of space. The ser­
vice station, which reportedly 
will differ in style from con­
ventional stations, will meas­
ure approximately 20 x 50, 
wilh 1400 square feet of space. 

Both the restaurant and the 
slalion will be of colonial ar-
chitccture as will the pi'oposed 
motel, he said.

Novi Superintendent of 

Schools Tom Culbert and a 
repi-csentalive of O'Dell, Hew­
lell and Luckenbach associ­
ates of Birmingham will be 
guests of the Novi P-TA at a 
mceling Tuesday at 8 p.m. in 
the Oi-chai-d Hills elemenlary 
school. 

Superintendent Culbert will 
discuss the school district's 
millage renewal, proposition 
scheduled lo come up before 
the volei-s April I. The school 
district is asking for renewal 
of lwo and a half mills of op­
erating taxes which expired 
December 31, 1962. 

The representative of the 
Birmingham architects will 
oiilline preliminary plans for 
Novi's proposed new junior 
high school. 

Northville's board of educa 
tion agreed Monday night to 
accept Novi's 70 lo 80 ninth 
grade pupils for the school 
year 1963-64. 

After making Ihis decision, 
the board turned to the prob­
lem of where to house the 
ninth grade students. 

Superintendent of Schools 
Russell Amerman proposed 
that the ninth grade be split 
next year — one-third going to 
the junior high school, two-
thjrds to the senior high sehool. 

The board tacitly agreed to 
such a solution. 

Board Member James Kip­
fer suggested that such a split 
could serve as ' 'a shake-down 
cruise" - for the junior high 
school principal. 

Such a split, Kipfer said, 
would give the principal a 
chance to "get the feel of an 
extra class" and the 6-3-3 
grade system proposed for 
1964-65. The 6-3-3 system would 
provide for six grades in the 
elementary schools, three in, 
the junior high schooi and 
three ill the high school. 

Amerman stressed that both 
college preparatory and non 
college preparatory courses 
would be offered for ninth 
graders hi bolh the junior liigh 
school and high school next 
year. 

He said subjects offered in 
junior high would include a i 
gebra, English, general shop, 
life science, physical educa­
tion and world history. 

Subjects which ninth graders 
could obtam only if they at 
tended the high school would 
include, Amerman said, for­
eign languages, other sciences 
such as biology and special 
mathematics, such as geome­
try. 

Fred StefanskI, high school 
principal, said the ninth grad-
ei's housed in the junior high 
school "would be considered 
part of us socially." He noted 
that they would be invited to 
attend dances and use specta­
tor buses to out-of-town varsi­
ty games. 

There was some doubt at 
the meeting as to whether ninth 
graders housetĵ  in the junior 
high school would be consider­
ed "eligible'' to participate in 
junior varsity football or bas­
ketball at the high school. 

Amerman declared that tlie 
administration had no thought 
of "segregation accordiiig to 
ability." 

Bpard members assured No­
vi Superintendent of Schools 
Tom Culbert that Novl ninth 
graders would not be put en­
tirely in either sciiool, but lhat 
some would go to each school. 

Board Member Donald Law­
rence said the board must 
"avoid any stigma attached to 
going one place ov another." 

Amerman said the schools 
"must face up to the prob­
lem. ' ' He noted that he saw 
few problems in splitting the 
ninth grade nnd added that 
during registration, a quite nat­
ural split might become ap­
parent. 

After the Northviile school 
board agreed to take Novi's 
ninth graders for the coming 
year, they reaffirmed an ear­

lier resolution not to lake the 
ninth gi-aders for the 1964-65 
school year. 

Pushing the Norlhville board 
into accepting the ninth grad­
ers for the 1963-64 school year 
were financial considerations. 
Currently, the Norlhville sys­
tem has 252 tuition pupils 
from Novi. These pupils — 
ninth through twelfth graders 
— bring the Northviiie system 
$88,568 in tuition payments and 
$42,840 in slale aid. 

If Northviile school district 
had to refuse to take the Novi 
ninth graders for the coming 
year, this would have meant 
approximately a $26,595 loss in 
tuition payments lo school cof­
fers. 

Northville's ' school board 
had told Novi last September 
that it might not be able lo 
take their ninth graders this 
coming September because of 
the pupil "squeeze." 

Last September, Norlhville 
school administrators discov­
ered that if all Novi-Northville 
ninth grade students were sent 
to the Northviile high school, 
the enrollment there would to­
tal 868 — which they consider­
ed too crowded. 

l f all ninth graders were to 
be kept In the junior high 
school, the enrollment would 
tolal SlO — again too crowded. 

Thus, school administrators 
proposed Monday night lhat 

the ninth grade be split — two-
thirds going lo the high school, 
one-third to the junior high. 

With Novi planning to open 
its own junior high school for 
the 1964-65 school year, the 
"pressure" on tiie Northviile 
school system will be remoV-
ed afler the 1963-64 year. 
Northville's school board ex-
peels lhat Northviile high 
school can continue to take 
Novi's tenth, eleventh and 
twelfth graders for several 
years to come. 

When it became^ apparent 
last September that high ninth 
grade emollmenls would cause 
overcrowding in the Northviile 
schools during the comhlg 
school year, the Northviile 
boai-d requested that the Novi 
board — if possible — find an-
other place for their pupils for 
the school year 1963-64. 

Just last week, Novi learned 
that the Farmington school 
board would accept thch' pu-
pils on a onc-ycar basis If 
Norlhville would not take the 
pupils. 

However, throughout the ne-
goliations, the Novi school 
board expressed a preference 
for retaining their ninth grade 
students in the Norlhville 
school system since the stu-
dents obtain their high school 
education in Northviile.

Eleanor Lansing Duller iast 
week praised her brother's 
career as U.S. secretaI-y of 
slate, declared she caI'es "vei-y 
much" that people believe this 
counti-y has a foreign policy 
and begged for cili'/.cn c r i l i 
cism "coupled wilh toler­
ance." 

Mrs. Dulles, the last mem­
ber of the famous political 
family in government, main­
tained that the outline of Unit­
ed States foreign policy has 
been "perfectly clear" since 
the counti'y's founding. 

"Executing l'orcigii policy," 
she declared, "is difficult, 
liowcvcr. It'.s like bringing up 
a child or conqifcring disease. 

"Other people aren't always 
in step; other people do the 
wrong things — they shoot 
each qthei', disagree in con­
ferences." 

Mrs. Dulles, who's served 
wUl» the U.S. stale department 
for two decades, spoke last 
week at the Northville Town 
Hall lecture series in the 
P&A theatre. Her topic was 
"The Making of Foreign Pol­
icy." 

Mrs. Dulles noted lhat the 
state department has "a moun­
tain of papers filed away!" The 
papers, she,said, are "written 
up by people like- me" and 
contain a myriad of informa­
tion about every counti'y in the 
world. 

These papers, she explain­
ed, outline U S . position, not­
ing that this is what we can 
do today, tomorroiv or the next 
day. 

"Now, I know what I 'd lilce 
to do in a country like Mal i , 
but l can't," she said. "The 
foreign policy of the United 
States is too serious a matter 
to leave to one or two people." 

The President of these Unit­
ed States "cannot execute for-, 
eign policy with clarity and 
vigor unless he has the full co­
operation of the entire state 
department," Mrs . Dulles de­
clared. 

"Never has there been in 
i'ecorded history a relation be­
tween a president and a sec­
retary of state Ulfit corapai'es 
with that of my brother (the 
late John Foster Dulles) and 
President Eisenhower. 

"The contacts between my 
bi'other and the President were 
daily and sometimes hourly. 
So great was the mutual un­
derstanding of the men and so 
smooth their contacts that of­
ten no one knew a problem 
existed or a contact had been 
inade," she said. 

"Smoothness iu time of cris­
es is foreign policy at its best, 
Mrs. Dnllcs noted. 

Mrs. Dulles, who worked for 
eight years in the reconslruc-
tlon of Berlin, explained how 
the foreign policy surrounding 
Berlin was translated into a 
program. 

Once the decision had been 
made "to stick by Berlin- as a 
matter of policy," we could be 
gin thinking of what the wes 
tern sector needed and then 
we could start on the very 
grubby quest for money. 

"It's easier," Mrs. Dulles 
observed, "to get the money 
out of you taxpayers than to 
get money out of the Washing­
ton budget bul-eau." 

We had to prove to the bud-

get bureau, Mi's. Dulles said, 
that one of our piojecis, n pro­
posed medical center, ivas 
"feasible and ilcce.s.sary to 
strenghlhen Bci'linors' mor­
ale." 

llarder yet, Mrs. Didles .';aid, 
ivas "convincing ihc building 
eominissioners in Berlin Ihii't 
lhc biiilding would be gooti fur 
Ihein. 

"The German bureaucracy 
can develop i-ed lape faster 
than Washington," Mrs. Dul­
les said. "They have a build­
ing code that even diciates the 
size of windows and doors for 
new consli'uclion." 

By the time ive got our­
selves straighlrned ai'ound 
with the Berlin bulldlii.t,' com­
missioners, we found our nion-^ 
ey had been taken av.'tiy from' 
us while ive were tihseiU frijin 
Washington, she recalled. 

We got it back, bul only be­
cause of a .sti'iiy iinrccoi'detl 
remark Klirushcliev once \ 
made lo Hubert Humphrey: 
"Berlin is a bono in my lliroat' 
— there, democracy, even i i i i - | 
der difficult circuinsianc.s, i:,.; 
building somclh.'ng very fine,"' 
MLs. Dulles recounlod. 

Berlin is Ihe story of "a vi­
tal, raiher conspicuously gla­
morous program," Mrs. Dulles 
said. "But it's a program 
which has come about with no 

ba.sic cliange in foreign pol­
icy." 

i'^oreign policy does some-
limes chaiuje, Mrs. Dulles 
pointed nut. .Slio lui'ned lo llie 
LelJiiiKin eri.'iis in 11158. Basic-
allv, i'.hen ive sent Uiiiteil 
Stales Marines lo Lebanon dur­
ing a period of iiitemal con­
troversy, wc were executing a 
prngi'am based on Ihe I'ecciitly-,^ 
is:,ucd Iv.scnliower doclrino, 
.')hc explained. 

Sometimes, she continued, 
ovt'ii lliuiiijli policy lias been 
piniiiiod and planned — things 
go amiss. For example, "we 
lailcd dramatically in Hungary. 

"As I ;:cr. it, we failed in 
Hungary no! iiocnise of a lacl; 
of undcrslancling of is.sues, but 
beciiiiso Ihe geogL-iphic-al loca­
tion ui llio ci;iiiilry didn't per­
mit lhe lancliii.f,' of a sevcniii 
l i e d . " she sad. 

"Where there's no water ac­
cess to-an arc,'!, we're stymied. 
A' l - acc:s'; bi'iiigs on llio mos t / 
dire iHijsibi'itie.-., and we know 
ihal lh:!'i: ;:ro certain provoca­
tion..; wliich ivili reli-n.so Ihe 
I'elalively tmcoiilrollalile litis-
si;in forces."

Tho flu bug has skirled the 
Norlhville - is'ovi-Wixom area 
su I'nr. 

While tho epidemic of Asian 
influenza prcdicled l;ist fall 
has established ilself in Mich­
igan, area ph.s;ci:iiis report 
'•no more business lhan us-
ual." 

Dr. R. M . Alchison of Norlh­
ville reported lhal not only did 
the clinic S(;em lo be getting 
only Ihe usual number uf in­
fluenza cases, "hul it doesn't 
seem to be building up too 
much right now." 

He noted that more cases of 
strep thi-oat lhan anything else 
are currently appearing. 

"It seems that a number of 
people are becoming confus­
ed," Dr. Atchison said. "They 
believe if they're sick now lhat 
they must have Ihe flu. Thus, 
they neglect calling a doctor 
and just go home lo bed." 

Dr. Alchison pointed out 
lhal by the time Ihose people 
realize lhat they don't "just 
have the f lu," they're exceed­
ingly sick. He advised resi­
dents to call a physician as 
soon as the combination symp­
toms of flu and sore throat 
appeal' — general aches and 
pains, cough, fever an(l chills. 

The current influenza epi­
demic, which started on the 
east coast and spread wes-
ward across the country, be­

gan showing up in Michigan 
about two weeks ago. 

Dr. Charles P. Anderson, di­
reclor of the Detroit city 
health department, said that 
he would conservatively esti­
mate Ihe caseload at about 
15,000 per day and that ab­
senteeism in schools and in­
dustry is "significantly high-
er" than usual. 

So far, however, attendance 
at Norlhville, Novi and Wixom 
schools has not been seriously 
affected by influenza. But 
Northviile Superintendent of 
Schools Russell Amerman not­
ed that Northviile schools 
"may soon be in trouble." He 
said that last Friday absentee­
ism rose to 10.6 percent of the 
pupil population. 

Although Asian influenza is 
not itself dangerous, often it 
can lead to severe complica­
tions, such as pneumonia. For 
this reason, the state depart­
ment of health last fall recom­
mended two immunization 
shots in a two-month period 
for all citizens. 

Since it is now too late for 
immunization, health depart­
ment officials are urging 
everyone tp observe the usual 
precautions against flu attacks 
— plenty of rest, a balanced 
diet, an avoidance of over­
fatigue, unnecessary exposure 
to sick persons and large 
groups of people.

A r t of H is tory and T o d a y 

B y J e s s i e Hucdson 

Giotto (jotto), mentioned 
briefly last iveek, is considei'­
ed by most art historians to be 
one of the .first painters of the 
early Renaissance in thirteenth 
century Florence. He depart­
ed fro mtradilional Byzantine 
style by observing and paint­
ing the world around him in­
stead of following conventional 
backgrounds. In addition to 
being a painter of frescoes, 
Giotto was . an architect and 
is given credit for designing 
the campanile (or bell-lower) 
of the Cathedral of Florence. 
His work in architecture influ­
enced his manner of painting 
figures; he gave them monu­
mental form. They were solid 
citizens, not two-dimensional 
cut-outs as in paintings of the 
previous periods. He was also 
one of the first to use natural­
istic light and shadow. As head 
architect (capomaeslro) for 
the City ot Florence, he was 
a figure of some importance 
and wielded a great deal of 
influence in the paintei-s' 
guilds. He had many appren­
tices and pupils who carried 
on the work which he intro­
duced. 

• A contemporary painter, 
Duccio (doochio) of Siena is 
considered the leader of a 
quile different style than Giot­
to's Flof-entine school. The Si-
enese style kept to tlie tradi­
tional Byzantine conventions 
but added some grace and 
movemcnl. Duccio's figui'es 
are arislocratic, remote, for­
mal. He included a great 
many small details' in his tem­
pera paintings, whereas Giot­
to did huge, sweeping frescoes 
with very liltie fussy detail. 
Duccio also kept lo the con­
ventional gold-leaf back­
grounds and rich reds and 
blues. 

Simone Martini Seemoan) 
developed the Slenese-Byzan-
tine-Gothic temperas into a so-
called international style. His 
attendance at the Papal court 
at Avignon in France and at 
what was then the Kingdom of 
Naples spread the influence of 
the Siena School to these 
"foreign" parts. 

The true Renaissance in art 
began in . the fifteenth century 
in Italy. The word "renais-
sance" means rebirth and 
when capitalized is meant to 
cover there birth of interest in 
learning and a return to tile 
classics of antiquity. It sprang 
out of a period of decay in the 
church, from the dissolution 
of the Empire, and at the be­
ginning of the rise of national­
ism when a growing humanism 
put Man at the center rather 
than religion. An avid interest 
in other countries was spurred 
by increased international 
trade. A l l of these were im-
portant factors in bringing 
about The Renaissance, a per-
lod in the history of art which 
is still considered ils ''Golden 
Age."

Twenty-two men on Seven 
Mile road are looking for 
work. 

Only trouble is, they can't 
come to town to go job shop­
ping. .They're bound by TB 
and the walls of Maybui'y san­
atorium. 

Their more fortunate tuber-
.cular brothers — some six of 
them — I joined the ranks of 
the "employed" last week and 
are now working each day 
from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. in 
a remote building on sana­
torium grounds. 

For at least six monlhs. 

these six men will be working 
daily at the sanatorium in a 
sheltered workshop sponsored 
by the Detroit League for the 
Handicapped. 

No one knows now whether 
the end of the six-month trial 
period will bring expansion of 
the workshop into a communi­
ty effort or the squelching of 
the hopes of some 22 other TB 
patients eager for work. 

These patients, the select 
few among the sanatorium's 
554 who are considered medi­
cally-fit and able to participate 

in a "work tolerance pro­
gram," have been more or 
less wilhout hope since Good 
will Industries discontinued its 
sanatorium shop last May. 

"Everything depciids," says 
sanatorium Superintendent Dr. 
W. L, Howard, "on whether 
the newly-opened workshop 
can be made into a paying 
proposition." 

He noted lhat the workshop, 
if it's to continue, must be­
come financially solvent be-
cause the league has no finan-
cial support other than that

derived from ils own activi-
ties. 

Basically, the workshop's 
problems are as old as indus­
try ilself — those of transpor­
tation and contracts. 

•Currently, the Detroit League 
for the Handicapped is sending 
a station wagon full of work to 
Northviile each week for the 
six men in the workshop. The 
work consists of packaging au­
tomobile license tabs for Am-
erican Motors company. 

John Sullivan, direclor of 
sheltered work at the league 
offices in Detroit, explained 
'we can't send more work 
from here to Northviile. 

"It we did, we'd leave some 
of our 140 woi'kers here un­
employed," he continued. "We 
can't employ more until we 
obtain more contracts," he 
said, even though we have the 
people to supervise and run a 
larger workshoD. 

Meanwhile, Or. Howard is 
hoping the community will feel 
a desire to join forces with the 
sanatorium and lhc league in 
expaiiding the project. 

"We'd like to see small in­
dustries in the area which 
have conlracts to farm out 
give the league, this shop, an 
opportunity to bid for those 
contracts," Dr. Howard said. 

He stressed that, if at all 
possible, the workshop will 
eventually be enlarged so that 
it may be used for vocational 
rehabilitation of handicapped 
people throughout the western 
Wayne county area. 

"We don't want the work­
shop, to die out," he said, as 
the necessity for TB rehabili­
tation lessens over the years. 

From Dr. Howard's stand­
point, the important thing is 
"getting more and more pa­
tients back inlo the work ha­
bit." Or, as the case may be, 
developing the ivork habit in 
patients, he added. 

Then, he eiiplained, medical-
ly-fit patients with "work tol-
erance" are ready to step 
back into society as useful 
members. 
" I - can't help boing enthus-. 
ed" abotit stiph,v.a....Brogram; 
Dr; Howard- s k i d . " ! can see 
many times that if our pa­

tients had not had vocational 
training here,-they would have 
stepped out of the sanatorium 
into the welfare office, 

"It's gratifying,.' he said, to 
see men who "knew nothing 
other than dish washing or bill 
peddling given a chance to 
learn a trade. 

"I've seen some of these pa 
tients blossom out, go out of 
here with ainbltipn and make 
their own livelUiood," he re­
ported. 

For exampte, he said, I re-' 
member three pien who came 
here some years ago without 
a trade. "When(, they left, they 
not only knew enough to start 
a Mr. Fixit shcip, but they also 
had Ihe desire to keep it go-
ing." . 

While Dr. Howard stressed' 
that not all of-the sanatorium's 
patients are without trades, he 
pointed out that the vocation­
al ivorkshop is valuable in still 
another respect. 

"It helps improve the mor­
ale of our patients," he ex­
plained. "For, it gives our pa 
tients something: to look for­
ward to, sometljing to help 
blot out their bqrddora with." 

He noted that after the Good­
will .Industries' workshop was 
discontinued at the sanatorium 
last May, many prospective 
workshop employes became 
discouraged.-

Luckily, D r . , Howard said, 
the sanatoriuma began looking 
for a new workshop sponsor 
.last fall justr.as the Detroit 
League for tiiie Handicapped 
was th'nking oftsettiilg up such 
a workshop iiviwestem Wayne 
county. "Things fell together 
just like a nevyjset of gears," 
Dr. Howard ctanmentcd. 

He added, --JntJriBover, that 
he feels tile new; league work­
shop has "a better approach" 
than the old shop'provided by 
Goodwill InduatTles. . 

"Goodwill In^ijstries concen­
trated on training our patients 
whereas the league operates 
a shop on the, basis of work 
taken m. This' ;gives the shop 
a more stablqj foundation —, 
and makes lt-i^ore like an in-
aiJistry. outside *' the>.siinatori:: 
u i i i , " he added. 

Dr. Howard said he's con­

vinced a complete vocational 
rehabilitation program is "a 
necessary part" of tuberculos­
is treatment. Eventually, he 
said, he hopes the sheltered 
workshop can handle several 
different kinds of projects. 

Dr. Howard maintains that 
It's no good just being "well 
from T B . " Former tubercular 
patients have "a good chance 
of breaking down again" un­
less they have "something to 
do, something to care about," 
he said. 

. " T h i s sheltered workshop is 
the first step in helping these 
men find a job — and eventual­
ly,, we hope, helping other 
handicapped members of the 
community find jobs," he con­
cluded.

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Since the latter bill has at­
tracted considerable publicity, 
here is some background. 

Tickets to Detroit Lions 
games have become a rea 
luxui-y item. Something like 70 
peixcnt of the seats (and a l l 
the good seats) are sold as 
season tickets. This requires 
having $7r or 80 available to 
purchase a pair of tickets, and 
there aren't many "average" 
fans who are in any position 
to shell out that much money 
at one time. As a practical 
matter, the choice seats never 
are available, at any price: 
Big companies and prominent 
individuals have them reserv­
ed on a perpetual basis. 

In terms of taxation, I re­
gard the tickets as a genuine 
luxury item and a more logi­
cal source of tax revenue than 
taxes on food, telephones, cig-
ai'cttes, and many other things 
which bear taxes now. 

Despite the fact that seats 
arc expensive and hard to 
find, the Lions for some time 
have imposed a television 
blackout over a wide area. 
Their reasoning is lhat they 
would be unable to sell as 
many bleachei seats, and the 
less desirable seats which are 
available, if the games were 
carried on T V . In olher words, 
Ihey argue that T V would cost 
them money at the box office. 

Under my new bill, the ad­
mission tax would be waived 
whenever the game is televis­
ed. In effect, the taxpayers 
thus ivouid be helpuig the Lions 
recover whatever losses they 
think they might suffer be-
cause of television. 

Boiling it down, the bill ac­
complishes two things: it im­
poses a tax which is fair and 
reasonable and heretofore ov­
erlooked; and it provides an 
incentive to televise pro foot­
ball games.

Two l5-year-old NorthviUe 
boys can boast of having one 
of the strangest pets in town 
— a i-ed-tailed hawk. 

And the hawk — triple-nam­
ed George, Pegleg and Hawk-

eye by his young friends — 
can thank them for his life. 

Kent Hunter and Tom Bo­
gart, sons of the Robert Hunt­
ers and Robert Bogarts of 
West Main street, spotted the 

hawk one cold Friday afler-
noon about a month ago lying 
in the snow. 

"It was too weak to fly and 
hardly able to move," recalls 
Kent. ".Wc walked over, cau.

Now he's using 
the leg more and more," Kent 
said. 

They're kept busy feeding 
Pegleg. "We feed him raw 
hamburger and after school 
we look for mice to feed to 

him. He eats a lot." 

When asked If the hawk had 
hurt Ihem, the boys joined Tn 
ivith an emphatic 'no'. "He's 
so tame he won't bile or claw 
plii-poseiy. Sometimes he scrat­
ches us, but it's an accident. 
He's just trying to hold on to 
our arm so he won't fall oft." 

Although the hawk ivill not 
hurt the boys, it is its own 
worst enemy. Kent explained, 
"We've got a big window in 
the basement, and Hawkeye 

will crash into it, not realizing 
that there's a ivindow there. 
He just doesn't seem to learn, 
so we have to be on guard." 

Tlic hawk may desire his 
freedom, but Tom and Kent 
feci he isn't ready yet.

Bur then onc toivn stood still at a population of about 
1,000; the other became a thriving little metropolis of some 
12,000 people and ivas a inodern, pretty and progressive 
city. 

Tiic sncioingist ivns curious. Why. Iiad onc of (hcsc 
tivo iiltniisl idontic.al towns prospered wiiiic the other 
fiiiicil? 

iToni ill's study he concluded that the town that had 
grown and prospered had about 15 or 20 people ivho were 
loyal, progressive and community-minded enough to give 
their time and talent to help build their community. 

The Olher town didn't have these people. Nothing 
toniplicued about ihe ansvi'er — just people wlio care and 
are p(:sse.s.sed iif the foresight, ability and patience it re-
i|uires to plan for the future. That's the difference between 
success and failure. 

Work and planning, then, would appear to be the 
key to .r.ictess for any community. 

And in Niirthville it is obvious that someone has been 
lihiiuiiui^. Vi'e tan p:)iiit to a great many assets in our com-
I'Tuiiiy lhal are the direct result of good planning — our 
stliod's. retreaiinn, fine area homes, water system and sup-
pi;,', stiver system, street improvements, etc. 

But pluuning never stops. Anil wiiat will happen to 
.N'orihvillc in five years? 

This question was brought vividly to mind last week 
at a meeling of the economic development committee. 

A "professional" in ihe fie'd of industrial and shop­
ping tenter development was talking. 

"Ncrlhviilc's prehn!,ly tive years aivay from having a 
shopping ccnler on lis borders," he casually observed. 
And ky hcrdcrs lie indicated within Six Mile read area. 

Ml- hadn't attended the meeting to discuss shopping 
cen-f-rs. Niirtiiville's economic development committee is 
dei'o;e<l i . i ind'istri.il <levelopment and preservation, im­
provement and expansion of the existing shopping district. 

His ivords left a definite impression on the local group. 

Some of these members have been trying for years to 
.'mprtss upon the business interests of the community tlie 
serio'.is'iess of the situation. 

What ivould happen to our local business district if 
a in:;ilern shopping center plunked itself in the toivnship? 

One of the committee members declared that local 
h-.'s.'iit.ssnien "didn't care." "If they did, they'd do some-
tiling — at least show an interest in what the planners 
are trying to do." 

He v.'.is referring to the Northville planning commis­
sion's p.i..sitr plan for creating a central business district. 

This is, of course, tile ansiver to tiie tiireat cf a shop-
l)iug ccnler — io croaic onc ourselves. 

Rut ivho must carry out the planning?

Saginaw Valley will have a 
four-year institution of higher 
education if a group of legisla­
tors get their way this ycar, 
but thei'c is at least one stum­
bling block In the offing. 

The group, headed by Sen. 
Lester 0. Begick, Bay City, 
Republican serving his fii'st 
term in the Senate after two 
years in t-he House, has pro­
posed a bill under which the 
state would establish a junior-
senior year Institution in the 
area now served on the fresh­
man-sophomore level by Delta 
College. 

Begick in the Senate and 
Rep. Russell H . Stranger, R-
Clare, in the other chamber 
are hoping Sen. Stanley Thay­
er, Ann Arbor Republican, will 
go along with their proposal. 

Thayer, rcprcseniing the 
home city of the University 
of MiclIlgaii, has sonictliing of 
a c|Oiiflict where the bill is coii-
cerned. 

University of Michigan of-
ficials have expressed an in­
terest in supporting aii upper-
level two year institution in 
the Delta College area. The 
plans have not progressed yet 
to the point where the Uni 
versity is ready to ask for 
slate funds to establish the 
unit. 

Residents in the Delta Col­
lege area have been pushing 
for the creation of the full 
four years of higher educa­
tion to be established in tlieir 
area for several years now. 
Begick and Strange, along 
with a number of others who 
conducted a study last sum­
mer of the possibilities for of­
fering the service, are anxious 

for action this year. 
As IIiiijority caucus leader 

in the Senate, hoivcver, Thay­
er's voice is powerful. His ties 
with the U-M could pose a 
threat to the possibility of leg­
islative action if Ihe Universi­
ty maintains its Iiopes of es­
tablishing a two-year branch 
in the Valley aI'ea. 

Some legislators, however, 
don't want to see U-M and oth­
er existing colleges start creat­
ing a "chain store" or "piggy 
back" system of branches 
throughout the state. A num 
ber of these are afraid the Leg­
islature would lo.se what little 
control it has over the institu­
tions if this were to occur. 

On the other hand, there is 
keen competition within the 
universities to continue their 
growth and the "chain store" 
approach is seen as one of the 
few ways future growth can 
be assured. 

Gov. George Romncy has 
declined lo express speciflcal-
ly his views on the U-M pro-
posal {is opposed to the legis­
lative measure in the House. 

"This is one of the policy 
questions in higher education 
which should be determined 
quickly," Romney said. 

The Governor proposes to 
establish an advisoi'y group, 
composed of between 40 and 
50 persons, to determine what 
methods should be folloived to, 
best meet future needs of high­
er education. He said the group, 
to be appointed within a' 
month, would take into con­
sideration the facilities avail­
able in both public and private 
institutions. 

Michigan teachers who seek 

oveI'seas assignments ivith the 
idea they ivili find an ideal 
situation might got a sur-
prise, accoi'ding to those who 
knoiv in the educational field. 

it is true that assignments 
in the Overseas Dependent 
Schools operated by the De-
fetise Department offer wonder­
ful opportunities for teachers 
who ivant to travel in their 
spare time. 

On the job, hoivcver, condi-
tions are far from idcal, ac-
cording to National Education 
Association Information circu-
lating lo state affiliates. 

"The schools attended by 

children of military fam­
ilies are, 'in the horse-and-
buggy era, while the military 
establishment is geared to an 
age of space exploration," said 
N E A Executive Secretary Wil­
liam G. Carr on the basis of a 
survey of the schools. 

The survey disclosed short-
ages of supplies and current 
textbooks, lack of needed spec­
ialist personnel, an excessive 
teacher turnover rate, inade­
quate facilities in many loca­
tions, unsuitable housing at 
some posts, and unprofessional 
salaries.

Barllett, Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction, was 
among a group of six persons 
who toured the overseas sys­
tems iast fall and wrote the 
report on which Carr based 
his warning to lower the teach­
er's dream of ideal conditions 
to reality.

I had lunch today with a 
government, expert'of the Ag­
ricultural Department. I ask­
ed him what caused the dif­
ference in the size and color 
of these snapdragon blossotns.

but that fundamentally it 'was 
a question of inheritance.. 

We agreed lhat the different 
stalks of the snapdragons 
might be compared with young 
people going to school., For 
some while at school they may 
not shoiv their different ten­
dencies. However, one child 
may be smarter .than another, 
just as one- stalk appears to 
grow more' than another. He 
stated lhat life is basic, wlieth-
er in the tiny snapdragon seed 
or in the "seed" entering the 
mother's womb and fertilized 
by the father. 

The basic elements, wheth-
er of a plant or of a human 
being, are lalown as DNA and 
RNA, which are abbreviations 
for the life-giving chemicals.

The Michigan Farm Bureau, 

voice o f more than 70,000 
Michigan farm families, put 
its official endorsement on the 
proposed new constitution in a 
restjution adopted at its re­
cent state convention. The 
farm group's convention action 
followed approval of the new 
constitution by a majority of 
county Farm Bureaus in the 
state at their local sessions. 

The resolution favoring the 
new document reads, in part: 

"We believe the proposed 
new Michigan constitution 
which will be submitted to the 
voters for approval next April 
l is a definite improvement 
over our present document. 
It retains precious liberties. 
A l l of its provisions have been 
carefully reviewed and updat­
ed. The result is a much short­
er, better worded, better ar­
ranged and more understand­
able constitution for Michi­
gan. 

"We believe lhat the propos­
ed plan of legislative district­
ing would stand the test of 
either State or Federal Sup-
i-eme Court action, while at the 
same.time it would give pro­
tection to rural areas. 

" A number of safeguards 
and improvements were in­
corporated in the proposed doc­
ument, such as: retention and 
strengthening of the 15 mill 
limitation on general property 
taxes; restricting the vote on 
miUage increases for more 
than five years to property 

owners; and limitation of the 
rate of assessment and equal­
ization of property for tax pur­
poses to not to exceed 50 of 
cash value (presently 100':'c). 

"We approve the ending of 
the present system which per­
mits 'packing' the state Sup­
reme Court through appoint­
ments by the governor to fill 
vacancies. 

"We look with favor upon the 
proposed enlarged Slate Board 
of Education and provsion for 
a legislative auditor to pro­
vide fiscal information for tho 
legislature. There are greatly 
improved provisions relative 
to budget preparation and con 
sideration and for executive 
and legislative control over 
state spending. 

"There is also a requirement 
for combining and reorganiz­
ing the present 126 state agen­
cies into not to exceed 20 prin 
cipal departments, each head­
ed by a director or commis­
sion directly responsible to the 
governor. Existing earmark-
ings ot sales tax revenues for 
schools and for local units of 
government, and of weight and 
gas tax revenue for highway 
construction and maintenance 
purposes have been retained. 

"Local government has been 
maintained while at the same 
time new problems in this 
field have been recognized. 
Bureaucratic powers have 
been curbed and the people's 
voice in government he.s been 
preserved and strengthened. 

"The neiv document contains 
the most comprellensive Bil l 
of Rights of any constilulion 
in our land. Civil Rights for 
all individuals and groups ai'e 
spelled out and protected to 
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an unpretiedented degree. 
There is an equal protection 
clause implemented by the 
creation of a bipartisan Civil 
Rights Commission. 

"These are only a few of 
the reasons why we believe 
the new constitution is excel-
lent and ivorthy of the support 
of all Michigan voters. We be­
lieve that its adoption at the 
polls next April l will repre­
sent progress for Michigan."

"Except for dialing ' l ' before 
each direct dialed long dis­
tance call, nothing is chang­
ed," said Hazen J .

"Local calls will be dialed as 
they now are by just dialing 
the telephone number." 

The numeral " l " is known 
as an "access code" which, 
when dialed first, connects call­
ers directly to the long dis­
tance network. The access code 
will prevent mlsdialed local 
calls from becoming uninten-
tional long distance calls. 

Wilson cited an example of a 
mlsdialed call.

until his next telephone bill 
showed a charge for the long 
distance cal l ."

" A wrong number long dis 
laiice call Is an inconvenience 
to the caller and tlic surprised 
answering party," be said.

Preliminary drilling lo deter­
mine water table depths in 
Wixom's 25-acre central b'usi-
ness district for the city's pro-
posed $800,000 downtown sew­
age system will begin this 
week. 

The $800,000 project is part 
of a $2.8 million master plan 
for an eventual cilywide sew-
age system. The downtown 
project is destgned to elimi­
nate a State Public Health de­
partment criticism lhat Wix-
om's downtown area is "a dis­
tress area" because of sewer 
contamination. 

The Wixom council voted 
Thursday night 4-l in favor of 
authorizing Mayor Wesley E . 
McAfee to cn^er Into contract 
with Michigan Drilling com 
pany to perform preliminary 
drilling in sections 2 and 3 and 
parts of 4 and 5. The expendi­
ture is to be limited to $3,000. 

Sect ionswhere preliminary 
drilling will be begun this week 
start at the north end of the 
city and run to the center and 
south through the industrial 
area. 

Preliminary drilling is now 
being undertaken because of 
an earlier report by Hubbell, 
Roth & Clark, consulting engi­
neers. Therein, - -they pointed 
out that approximalely 16 per­
cent of the city consists of 
muck land,'most of which is 
unsuitable for any type of de­
velopment.. 

They recommended that the 
city retain a boring company 
to determine tlie depth and ex-
tent of the muck along the pro-
posed lines for the sewer. They 
said it might be possible to re-
duce the estimate of $170,000 
which would have to be spent 
on support piling in lhe muck 
areas when the boring com­
pany completed its study. 

The council Thursday night 
transferred the money for drill-
ing, "a sum not to exceed 
$3,000," from a road contract 
account to the sewer account. 

Councilwoman Mrs. Lottie 
Chambers voiced the one dis-
senting vote to contracting for 
preliminary drilling. She ar­
gued that this was an approp­
riation and thus required five 
affirmative votes tor approval 
under the city charter. 

She called the drilling ex-
pcnditurc a cost for which 
there was no appropriation In 
the budget. 

City Attorney Gene Schnelz 
agreed that appropriations re­
quire the affirmative vote ot 
five councilmen, but pointed 
out that the council ' 'may 
transfer any unencumbered ba­
lance from one account lo an­
other. 

You are merely shifting 
from one department to anoth­
er," he said, adding thai such 

a shift requires only four fav­
orable votes. 

Earlier in the meeting, 
Frank Barnes of Hubbel, Roth 
and Clark Inc., estimated the 
cost of establishing a system 
in the downtown area — which 
contains 25 homes and 14 bus­
inesses. 

Barnes said such a system 
would cost approximately 
$750,000 for the interceptor sys­
tem and an additional $52,000 
for laterals. 

The cost of the laterals fig-
ures out to $1,000 per parcel 
of properly, he said, which 
could either be borne by the 
home owners or be paid by the 
city from general funds.

The entire sewer syslera ^ 
estimated at $2,8 million — 
ivould include an ' Interccptoi' 
sewer systein and treatmeiit 
plant to serve all ot Wixom. 

The system would consist (if 
nearly 120,000 feet ot l inM 
ranging in size from 12 to 
inches in diameter. Proposal 
method of treatment is a

spring and late tall.
