For more than 30 years (no one knows exactly hoiv 
loni;) fo:ir toivnship residences between Main and Neeson 
on (he ivcst .side of Clement have been tapped to the city 
ivater system. 

Al l four h()u.scs are served by a single three-quarter 
inch line. And service stopped when the line froze recently. 
City D P W workers dug holes to thaw tht line out and had 
to u.se smudge pots to' keep it open. 

Thc city has been aivarc that these houses use city 
ivaier. i\nA like the 22 township customers in Bloomcrest 
siihdiiisioii and tivo cttstomers on Fairbrook, tlicy pay dou­
ble rates for the privilege. 

But how thc line came into being, wlio installed it, 
and ivith ivhat authority, no one knows. 

The prohleni, of course, is ivho pays for instalInilon 
ol a prniu'r sysicin for tlic area. 

City Man.igcr Potthoff points out that the line is 
under-sized and should bc "looped" into the city system 
for proper circulaiion and .service. The answer would be 
10 run tht lint doivn Clement to Fairbrook connecting to 
lhe city .system at that point. I:stiinated cost of the proj-
ttt is SI3,000. 

But the service must bc paid by the users — and they 
live in the toivnship, where the city has no power to assess, 

lilnch tlic sainc prohlcin exists so far ni service to the 
Bluoincrc.st area is concerned. This line, too, needs rc-
placing. 

But if such a project were to bc undertaken it would 
require tiiy-toivnship cooperation plus water customer 
consent. 

Apparently it could be accomplished by the toivnship 
creating ;i special assessment tlistricL Thc result would be 
better ivater .service for thc township users — and possibly 
a ncw look at the city's policy of no new water customers 
outside the city limits.

law by lhe Governor is a mo­
mentous occasion for vai-ying 
numbers of people. 

When a measure affects the 
entii-e stale this impact is of­
ten lost in the shuffle of the 
year's activity. When it is a 
bill aimed at a smaller seg­
ment of the population, hoiv­
cver, greater note is usually 
made. 

Such was the case this year 
when Gov. George Romney 
signed his first bill inlo law. 
Romney's signature making 
the first bill law ivent onto a 
measure sponsored by Sen. 
Farrell Roberts, Poniiac Re­
publican, lo alleviate some lo­
cal problems in the Oakland 
County area. 

For Roberts the signing 
cei'emonv was significant be­
cause lie had accomplished 
something for his constituents. 
Tlie Governor used Roberts' 
pen to note the date of the 
signing on the measure, which 
became effective as soon as 
the date was affixed. 

Sen. Milton Zaagman, R-
Grand Rapids, also provided 
the governor with a pen during 
the ceremony. The "George" 
ivas affixed to the measure 
willi this pen. This was the 
first bill Zaagman, a fresh­
man Senator, saw go Ihrough 
the legislative process as part 
of his doing. He chaired the 
Senate committee which con­
sidered it. 

And for the governor, who 
used House Commillee Chair­
man Roy Brigham's pen lo 
sign "Romney" lo the measure, 
it also was a memorable occa­
sion. "I've never signed some­
thing thai was lo become a 
law," he said. "This is historic 
for me if not for anybody 
else." 

Thc coiitroversy had to 
coiIie. Diiriiig thc 1962 Lcgis-
laturc, many observers com-
inciitcd about thc unusual lack 
of floor debate on thc bill 
which came to bc known as 
Ihc Sunday Closing act. 

Former Rep. Chester Woz-
niak, Hamtramck Democrat 
who sponsored the legislation 
and ushered it smoothly 
Ihrough both houses, is no 
longer in the House. 

The law, which allows 
boards of supervisors lo vote 
against its effectiveness in 
llieir county, does nol take ef­
fect until the end of lhis month 
but already a number of coun­
ties have decided not to cofhe 
under the complicated act. 

And now. Rep. Russell H. 
Strange, R-Clare, has started 
a move to repeal the law as 
soon as it is scheduled to take 
effect. 

Designed to please every-
one, the measure provided 
lhat most stores would have 
to close one day oul of every 
seven: either Saturday or Sun­
dav-

State administrative officials 
called it a "nightmare to en­
force or administer" since it 
contained no definite pro­
visions for enforcement. 

Exemptions to lhe sevefilh-
day closing were many as the 
supporters of the measure at­
tempted to encourage the tour­
ist industry, allow small in­
dependent businesses to re-
iTlain open, and provide for the 
availability of emergency 
needs all seven days. 

"The passage of the bill last 
year was .surrounded by a 
great deal of emotional con­
troversy," said Strange in in­
troducing his repealer. 

" M y proposal lo repeal the 
act is designed to eliminate 
unnecessary legislative entan­
glements at the local level of 
government and clear the air 
of costly legal and enforce­
ment actions," Ile said.

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Babson Park, Mass.,—Many 
investors in stocks are hold­
ing them in belief of coming 
inflation.

Despile the plight of the rail-
road industry, the outlook is 
far fi'om bleak for some of the 
major roads. Better earnings 
are showing up with elimina­
tion of unprofitable passenger 
business, increased efficiency, 
cultivation of new business, 
and gradual exploration and 
deveiopmenl of large land hold­
ings. 

Atchison, Topeka & Santa 
Fe is the largest railroad sys­
tem in the United States. It is 
no longer heavily dependent 
upon agriculliiral freight. Land 
holdings produce earnings 
from oil, lumber, coal and me­
tals. 

Union Pacific supplements 
its revenues from its well-
balanced rail freight business 
with income from oil and gas 
production, and dividends 
from extensive investments — 
both rail and non-rail. Numer 
ous parcels of land are owned 
in Galifornia, Colorado, Wy 
oming, and elsewhere. 

Northern Pacific serves the 
Pacific Northwest and the 
northern tier of slates. Freight 
is diversified among manufac­
tured goods, crops, forest pro­
ducts, oils, minerals. Land 
grants total over 2 million 
acres. 

Canadian Pacific Railway 
combines a vast transporta­
tion empire with a virtual 
kingdom of nalurai resoui-ces. 

Its transportation system 
spans from Asia to Europe, 
and includes steamship, air, 
and truck lines; plus hotels 
and a telecommunication sys­
tem. 

Its natural resources include 
51% control of Consolidated 
Mining & Smelting Company, 
ownership of 1 million acres 
of land, and mineral rights to 
about another 10 million acres, 
mostly in Alberta. 

Thc steel industry also is 
under tlie pressure ot rising 
labor costs. Nevertheless, tlic 
fiindamcntal nature, ot tliis in­
dustry enables stccl compan-
ics to Increase their earnings. 

The largest steel producer 
in the world is U.S. Steel. Tile 
scope ot its activities extends 
into mining, shipping, metals 
fabrication, and the produclion 
and distribution of cement and 
nitrogenous chemicals. Oilier 
properties provide manganese. 

coai, and limestone. Increas­
ing emphasis is being placed 
upon taconitc mining and fa­
cilities. 

Estimated domestic iron ore 
reserves are close lo 1 billion 
tons in the Lake Superior re­
gion and in Alabama and Utah. 
Company holds foreign re­
serves ot over l billion tons in 
Canada and Venezuela. 

Republic Steel is another 
domestic steel producer, spec 
ializing in alloys and stain­
less steel. Reserves of iron ore 
and coal are sizeable. Repub­
lic owns 50"; of Reserve Min­
ing Compaiiy, which supplies 
a large porlion of iis iron oi-c 
needs in the form of lacijnile 
pellets. It also holds an inter­
est in Iron Ore Company of 
C a n a d a . A considerable 
amount of money is .spent for 
research, emphasizing heat-
resistant hjgh-tenaetity steel 
products for missiles and rock 
els. 

Bethlehem Steel Corporation 
constitutes the nation's sec­
ond largest integrated steel 
producer. In 1952 ingol produc­
tion came to 14.7 million tons, 
or about Vi% of the industry 
output. Light steel products re­
cently accounted for about 
BS'.;- of sales. Company is also 
the largest U.S. shipbuilder. 

Capital expenditures in 1962 
amounted lo $193 million, with 
$373 million additional author­
ized on December 31, 1962 and 
about as much again schedul 
ed through 1965. Company has 
increased output of pelletized 
high-grade ores • and has ex 
tensive ii-on ore, coal, and 
limestone reserves. 

Cleveland Cliff Iron Mines 
should also be included in my 
list. In addition to its own 
properties it has large intei'-
esls in other steel companies, 
and railroad and fleet trans­
portation connections. 

and June in many communi-
ties will provide safely checks 
for molorists largely as a self-
pi'otection measure.

The Michigan Retailers As-
sociation has added its voice 
to the growing number ot non­
partisan Michigan g r o u p s 
which endorse the passage ot 
the proposed new stale consti­
tution al the April 1 election. 

Richard 0. Cook, executive 
vice president of the organiza­
tion, reported that 94 per cent 
ot the voting members had ap­
proved the document in a poll 
taken by mail. 

"We have lurned our or­
ganization efforts to carrying 
oul the diciates of the mem-
hership," Cook said. "We are 
woi'king with all other interest­
ed groups and individuals to 
assure knowledgeable voter 
participation in the spring elec 
tion." 

The retail association has 
3,600 member stores spread 
around the state. Its poll was 
taken after a special commit-
lee appointed by President 
Paul C. Wagner, ot Ann Ar­
bor, studied the new basic law 
foi'mulated by the recent Con-
stitulional Convention. 

The MRA membership ex­
pressed itself on a proposed 
"policy declaration" which 
needed a two-thirds vote tor 
approval. Executive Vice Pres 
idenl Cook said 74 per cent ot 
the eligible voting membership 
— 20 per cent above normal — 
registered its opinion. 

"We consider this an excel­
lent return that clearly indl 
cates thc interest of Michigan 
retailers in this most vital 
subject," Cook said. 

The policy declaration says 
lhat the proposed constitution 
is "structurally capable of pro­
viding the basic system of gov­
ernment for the citizens ot a 
growing Michigan." 

"The new constitution, as 
supported by a majority of 
the delegates to the Michigan 
Constitutional Convention, is 
such a capable document and 
deserves the full support ot all 
Michigan citizens. 

"The Michigan Retailers As­
sociation therefore strongly 
urges the adoption of the new 
constitution in Apri l , 1963, by 
the voters of this state. 

"Further, the association 
urges all members to active-' 
ly participate in programs de-
signed to acquaint citizens

Three emergency rezoning 
amendments, including one 
ivhich will pei'mit construc­
tion of a proposed $100,000 de­
velopment, wei'e unanimously 
approved by Wixom's city 
council last Thui'sday night 
and will go inlo effect April 5. 

Specifically, the amendments 
permit: 

—Rezoning of C&O railroad 
properly except the north 200 
feet, located at Wixom road 
and the C&O spur track, from 
lighl lo heavy indusliy. 

—Rezoning of lhe Ashley 
Brothers and Dcti-oit Edison 
properly, except the easl COO 
feet, located al the corner of 
Wixom and West roads, from 
lighl industry and single tarn, 
ily lo heavy industry. 

—Rezoning ot the Pure Oil 
property, 10 acres located be­
tween US-16 and Old Grand 
River on the ivest side ot Wix­
om road, from local business 
and single family lo general 
business. 

Wixom's council also sched­
uled a public hearing prior lo 
the council meeting pril 11 
prior to the April 11 8 p.m. 
council meeting lo consider a 
request for rezoning the east 
600 feet of the Ashley Brothers 
property from single family to 
light industry.

Construction of the pi'opos-
ed new tourist complex in Wix 

' om is tentatively slated to get 
underway eai'ly in May, PuI'e 
Oil company utficials said lhis 
wcekl 

The announcement followed 
the City CoiincH's uilamimous 
decisi'oh' to reisone the complex 
site at a public hearing on 
Mai'ch 8. 

Two other requests for 'zoii-
iiig chaiigcs iieard at thc piib-
lie meeting wcrc subscqiicntly 
approved at a council miictlng 
lust Tliursday cvcniiig. 

According to Pure Oil, which 
sought and received rezoning 
of 10 acres of property, located 
between US-16 and Old Grand 
River on tlie west side ot Wix­
om road, from B-1 aiid I-'A-3 to 
Business 3, construction of the 
complex will take about tour 
months to complete. 

"We hope to complete It be­
fore tile end ot summer," said 

Vii'gel Mooney, Ptire Oil en 
gineer, "so thai we can estab 
lish a good tourist trade for 
the folloving year." 

The complex development 
will include a large restaurant 
and service station at the out­
set with eventual establish­
ment of a large motel. A l l ot 
the facilities will be of a co­
lonial motif. 

The proposed restaurant, 
which will be considerably 
larger than originally planned, 
will be approximalely 90 feet 
by 90 feet in size. It will in­
clude tlirec separate dining 
rooms within the same build­
ing wilh a combined maxi-
muin seating capacity ot 160 
people. 

According to Mooney, both 
tile restaurant and the service 
stalion — as well as the future 
miitel — will be built ot con­
crete, brick and wood, lilie 
face brick probably will be 

red and the wood white to pro 
duce the colonial effect. 

Names tor the dining rooms 
will be the Colonial room, the 
Garden room and the Bay 
room, hc said. 

Connecting the service sta 
tion and the restaurant will be 
a covered walkway. 

Some two acres of Ihc 10-
acre site will he covered with 
asphalt paviiig to accomodate 
a large nuinbcr of parked curs 
Mooney said. 

The station and the reslau-
rant will be situated near the 
Interchange, ,with entrance oft 
Wixom road. The ljulldings 
themselves will be situated on 
an angle ou the property, witll 
the slalion ravoring tile Wixom 
road frontage and the restau­
rant favoring cast bound traf­
fic of thi? expressway. 

Earlier, Pure Oil representa­
tives estimated that the two 
facilities will cost close to 

$100,000. Construction ot the 
motel, representatives said, 
will depend upon the financial 
success of the inilial develop­
ment. 

Currently, Pure Oil has 
plans for three other similar 
"TourREST" complexes in 
southeastern Michigan. 

The two rezoning requests 
granted by the council last 
Thursday included the C&O 
property and the Ashley Broth­
ers and Edison property.. 

The former, located at Wix­
om road and the C&O spur 
track, was rezoned from M-1 
to M-2, and the latter, located 
at the corner ot Wixom ^nd 
West i'oads, was rezoiied from 
M-1 and RA-3 to M-2. Neither 
of these two requests involved 
specific development plans. 
Tlie requests were inade pri­
marily to make the properly 
more attractive to future de-
velopment. 

. But he explained, "Our iriin-
imum needs are $̂200 a month 
for operating expenses which 
include salaries at $1 an hour, 
insurance, telephone bills, pos­
tage, money for book losses 
and renewal ot six magazine 
subscriptions." 

Currently, the township pro-
vides the building, fuel oil, 
electricity and ' janitorial ser­
vice for the library.

One-halt mill of township 
lax support would mean that 
approximately $8,000 would 
flow into the library's now al­
most-empty coffers next Jan-
uary and for three years af 
terwards. At the end of four 
years, township voters ivould 
iiave to renew the library's 
millage support. 

With township millage sup­
port, the libi-ai-y would have a 
sound financial base for the 
fii'st time since i l opened in 
September, 1960. 

Hopefully, GroenenbeI'g said 
the library would not only be 
able lo meet operating expens­
es, but would also be able to 
purchase a few new books and 
magazines. "Perhaps, our 
dream of expanding the library 
to include a reading I'oom, 
some reference works, could 
be realized," he said. 

It Ihe Api'il 1 proposition is 
defeated, Groenenberg said 
the library would continue op­
eraling until "we run oul ot 
funds and then we'll be forced 
to close the doors." 

The llbi'ai'y, he said, has 
had "mediocre success" in 
i'aising funds over the past 
two years on a voluntary bas­
is. "Our only source ot i'ev-
enue is drying up," he con 
tinued. 

"However, support as tar as 
use of the library goes has 
been more popular," he add­
ed. Circulation last year was 
7,500 books witll 5,000 of these 
going to childi'en, Groenen­
berg reported. 

Approximately G,000 books 
were cii'culaled during the l i ­
brary's first year ot opera-
lion, he said.

State law provides thai the 
board of education of a fourth 
class school dislrict hlust bb-
tain approval from the majori-
ty of the school electors before 
establishing an educational pr()-
gram beyond the eighth grade. 

Approval of the proposal to 
establish a high school would 
not mean Novi would imme-
diatcly have lo institute a high 
school program, Culbert 
stressed. 

Culbert noted that the Novl 
board of education unanimous­
ly approved a resolution call­
ing for the development of a 
secondary school facility in two 
stages on October lO, l962. 

Motivating the board's de­
cision was a Northville school 
board notification that Novl 
ninth graders would not be ac­
cepted in the Northville system 
beginning September, 1964. 

The .first stage of Novi's .sec-
dndary- school win house the 
majority of the central facili-
ties which will be used by bolh 
junior and senior high school 
students. Also housed In this 
building will be academic ciass 
rooms for grades seven through 
nine. 

The second stage would in-
elude an addition of academic 
classrooms for grades 10 
through 12 and an expansion of 
shop, science and homemaking 
facilities. 

Total cost of the first aeage 
is estimated at $985,000 with 
$742,000 of this going for build­
ing construction costs. - Other 
expenses are tentatively esti­
mated at $74,000 site develop­
ment for such rooms as the 
library and shop; $46,000, arc^i 
teds' fee; $10,000, furnishings, 
and $10,000 for legal fees, sur-
veying fees and qualification o£ 
bonds. 

Renewal ot the 2'.̂ i mills, 
which expired December il, 
1962, represents approximately 
$30,000 in operating revenue. 
Without this money, according 
to Culbert, the present pro-
gram cannot be retained.

The wheels of learning are 
turning in Novi these days. 

Rotating the wheels — or 
small, cardboard teaching de­
vices — are a group of young­
sters in grades five through 
eight. 

Meanwhile, other youngsters 
,are playing "card games" 
something like the good old 
standby. Showdown. Others are 
taking test upon lest to find out 
if they're "a pui'ple," "an 
aqua" or "a gold." 

It's all part of Novi school's 
"big push" to improve read 
ing and spelling skills at the 
elementary and junior high lev­
els. 

Reading is "the most impor­
tant skill taught" since "most 
of the other things a student 
learns involve reading," de­
clares Novi Principal Sam Ste­
wart. 

, Moreover, Stewart main­
tains, i'eading is becoming "in­
creasingly important" because 
of the "fanlaslic" multiplica-
tion in reading matter. 

"Let's imagine we could put 
all tile knowledge recorded 
from the beginning of time lo 
the present into two equal 
stacks," he said. "The books 
and pamphlets recorded from 
the beginning of time to 1957 
would be equal in size to those 
written from 1957 to 1963. 

"And the two stacks togeth­

er will equal the stack produc-
ed in the next three years," he 
predicted. 

Is it any wonder tliat we 
teachers consider it " a great 
challenge" to develop people 
who arc able to read, Stewart 
queried. 

To meet this challenge, Novi 
school is now in the process of 
adding a supplementary read 
ing and spelling program for 
all youngsters beyond the third 
grade. One facet of this pro-
gram is individualized learning 
kits. 

With funds supplied by the 
Novi Mothers club, the school 
has bought several such kits 
produced by Scientific Re­
search associates. 

The approach SRA — and 
Novi school — takes is that a 
child must proceed at his own 
rate. 

Stewart echos this idea when 
he explains lhat for effective 
learning to take place, 'ihc ap-
proach has to be individualiz­
ed. 

"Children are on different 
levels," he says. "If we can 
find the level, we can help 
each child improve." 

"The interesting thing is that 
on the school playground, dif­
ferences in physical charac-
terists and athletic ability are 
recognized," Stewart observ-
ed. "In the classroom, we

sometimes forget there is a dif­
ference in reading ability." 

"Somehow, we seem to be­
lieve lhat third graders' learn 
this, fourth graders thiit — per 
iod," Stewart said. ' 

Thus, Novi teachers 'began 
introducing the kits — includ­
ing word attack games, read­
ing brochures and spelling im 
provement ivheels — to classes 
by reminding youngsters of dif 
ferences. 

Next, each youngster was 
tested to determine his reading 
level — be it represented by 
purple, aqua, gold or any olh 
er onc of a rainbow of colors. 

Then, the youngsters began 
settling down to master the 
tools or basic skills which en-
able one to read. One skill be 
ing stressed by teachers is that 
of analysis: i.e., asking such 
questions while reading as 
could this story be true or have 
I ever seen anything like this. 

Each youngster- is given in­
creasingly difficult materials 
to work with at his level and 
keeps charts showing his pro­
gress. 

No matter which part ot the 
kit a child is working with, 
"lie's allowed to see his mis­
takes immediately," Stewart 
explained. "His reaction usual­
ly is — Yah, I missed it and I 
see why. And he learns." 

The children's feelings about 
the program? Most are enthus­
ed and interested, Stewart re­
ports. " A seventh grader with 

a high interest level and a low 
i'eading ability doesn't want to 
read the fourth grade tale of 
Cowboy Sam," he says, "and 

now the seventh grader doesn't 
have to." 

Instead, Stewart says, this 
sevenlh grader can enjoy, cour-

lesy of SRA, reading about the 
world of space, Tiii: at a level 
ho can undei-stand. 

Or, our seventh grader can 
learn about voivel sounds by 
playing a word attack game, 
something like Showdown, with 
another youngster. In the 
game, a group of words such 
as apple, elephant, Indian, ox 
and umbrella are shown on an 
envelope cover. 

One youngster picks a word 
card out of the envelope and 
matches the sound in that word 
with the appropriate word on 
the envelope. For example, the 
youngster might draw the 
woi-d le^ which he would then 
match Willi the word elephant, 
saying the shoi't "e" sound 
found in both words. 

His opponent takes another, 
matches it. Should his opponent 
draw a card with a similar 
sound as his, mimic the sound 
correctly — his opponent gels 
his carils. And so on until all 
the cards in the envelope have 
been played and the youngster 
with the most on his side can 
claim himself victoL 

"The program's something 
extra for the student and a way 
of preparing him to select the 
materials he needs for answer­
ing his questions," Stewart 
says. "It's also a way of pre­
paring him to eventually ab­
sorb just a few of the 40,000 
new books that pour into the 
Libi'ary of Congress each 
week."

A concentrated biparlisan ef­
fort is under way in the Legis­
lature lo enact a Iaiv lo give 
.slate backing to economic de­
velopment projecls. 

The proposal to create a 
Greater Michigan Authority 
would allow loans of up lo ,30 
percent of the cost of local 
indusli-ial projecls. The Authoi'-
ily would be empowered lo lend 
lis funds to community indus­
trial development corporalions, 
ivilh a second mortgage by the 
local unit as security for the 
loan. 

Dr. Harold T. Smilh of the 
Upjohn Institute at Kalamazoo 
told House members recently 
lhe Authority would provide 
lhe type of program "best suit­
ed to Michigan's economic 
needs." 

"The Greater Michigan bill 
in its present form is designed 
primarily to assist redevelop­
ment of depressed areas hav­
ing labor surpluses and other 
unused resources," Smith said. 

Economic development activ­
ity bas been listed by Gov. 
Gcorgc Romney as a priority 
need in tlie current short ses­
sion. 

Bills similar to this year's 
Greater Michigan measure 
have been introduced during 
the past several years to coril-
bat the efforts of some South­
ern stales in drawing industry, 
some of which has been taken 
from Michigan. 

Smilh noled 19 slates have 
some kind of statewide develop­
ment credit corporation simi­
lar to lhat proposed in the 
Greater Michigan bill . 

Some 125 communities in the 
slate have local indusirial de­
velopment corporations, the 
Upjohn spokesman said, bul 
they do not have sufficient pow­
er without slate backing. 

"Because Michigan does not 
have any industrial develop, 
ment tools, it seems especially 
important that a- Michigan in 
dustrial authority along the 
lines of the Greater Michigan 
Authority, be established." 

Local efforts by school dis­
tricts to meet the growing 
needs of the population are 
seen in a report by Superinten­
dent of Public Inslruclion Lynn 
M . Bartlett. 

Barllett notes that with four 
months remaining in the cur­
rent fiscal year, schools have 
received approval for aboul 
$400,000 more in bonds lhan 
were authorized throughout last 
year. '.i/,t^ 

At the Superintendent's re-
port, school districts had re-
ceived authority to issue about 
$85.1 million in bonds. Last 
year the total bonding requests 

approved was $84.7 million. 
Bartlett called Ihe eiirrcni 

year boniling requests "one of 
the most encouraging signs in 
Michigan education. 

"The new bonding program 
(started lasl July) has broughi 
a vigor lo public school con­
struction that shows Michigan 
is definilely starling lo make 
inroads in providing the addi­
tional classrooms vilal lo ed­
ucation in this stale," he said. 

Current estimates are lhal 
Michigan will need about 16,500 
new classrooms by 1967. These 
would replace currently out­
dated facilities and meet the 
needs imposed by the growing 
population. 

In an attempt to meet the 
needs of hospilai employment, 
the Michigan Department of 
Heallh has been sponsoring 
training programs for nurses' 
aides since the fall of 1961. 

During the less than two 
years of the programs. Health 
Commissioner Albert E . Heus­
tis said nearly 700 women 
have been trained for employ­
ment in medical care facilities 
for the chronically i l l and aged. 
More than 400 of these were 
not working in medical or al­
lied fields when they took the 
three-week training cour.'-.e. 

Trainees have been encour­
aged lo seek employment ir. 
nursing homes, ivhere lhe 
needs for help are groalest. 
but Heuslis said 30 per cciil of 
the "graduates" who have 
found employment are working 
in general hospitals. 

Michigan teachers received 
another boost in Ihclr average 
pay this ycar, according to thc 
Michigan Education Associa­
tion. 

Robert Ferguson, M E A field 
services representative for the 
Upper Peninsula, noles the 
average salary for instruction­
al personnel during the current 
school year is $6,544. This ivas 
a raise ot.$249 fi'om the 1961-
62 average salary among ed­
ucators. 

First-year teachers aiso show­
ed an increase over the starl­
ing pay in the fall o[ the pre­
vious year, Fei'guson said. 

The M E A already predicts 
additional hikes for teachers 
starling their work this com­
ing fall. Fei'guson said if the 
increases of llie past four years 
continue, this June's graduates 
of the education schools should 
receive between $125 and $2D0 
more than fhe leachei's ivho 
went inlo the field in the fall 
of 1962. 

Some progress also is noted 
in the Association's goal of a 
$4,800 annual minimum salary.

Masonile Corporation is the 

largest donlesllc producer of 
hardwood. It has large limber 
holdings in Mississippi and 
California. Company also de­
rives oil revenues ff'om its pro­
perlies. 

Diamond National Corpora-
lien produces paperboard, fold-
iiig cartons, containers, match­
es, and ivooden ware.

Tho coal industry has been 
Riibjcctcd to a long shakedown. 
Eliminalion of marginal pro­
ducers and the shift to me­
chanical mining has enabled 
Ihe surviving companies to 
emerge in a sti'onger poailion 
to benefit from the growth in 
coal consumption by steel and 
elcclric power plants.

The church council has en­
dorsed llu^ Kivised dDciimenl 
which Miehi;,'an voleLs will be 
asked lo approve al the polls 
Monday , April 1. Harold C. 
McKinney, .Ir., direclor of gen­
eral operations for the council, 
said in releasing tbe rcjiorl: 

"C iv i l ri&li'is have ahvays 
been an hisioric concern in 
Michigan churches. Hero is an 
important conlribution lo an 
understanding of the solid 
achievement., in thc proposed 
Constitution. It should help peo­
ple see the slrong moral con­
tent of the d-ocument." 

Aulliors of the I'eport dis-
ti'ibuled by Ihe council include 
.lames K. Pollock, U . of M . po­
litical scientist ivho headed 
Con Con'.s Commillee on 
Rights. aii:l .Michigan Stale Un­
iversity Fi'csident John A. Han­
nah, chairman of the U. S. 
Civil Righis Commission. Sev­
en other Con Con delegates, 
both Repuliiicans and Demo­
crats, joined in ivriting the 
analysis. 

Tho dek'i^ates made these 
poinls: 

1. All Iradiiiona! righis of 
individuals in Iho present con-
sliUilioii aro retained, includ­
ing freedom of speech, wor­
ship, assembly and press. 

2. A neiv clause giiaranlecing 
equal proicclion of laivs and 
enjoyment of civil rights, ivitli­
out diseriininalion because of 
religion, race, color or national 
origin, is "Ihc most important 
atUlilidn." ^ 

3. Olher new or expanded 

rights give the individual the 
right to petition "the govern-
ment", not just the Legisia-
lure; to be assured of fair 
treatment in legislative or ex­
ecutive investigations; and to 
be guaranteed an appeal as a 
matter of right in a criminal 
case. 

4. Citizens also are protected 
against discrimination in state 
civil service, not only as to de­
motions or removals but also 
on appointments or promotions 

5. "New political rights" give 
citizens "the right to Imow 
how legislators vote in commit 
lee and on final passage of bills 
and resolutions", when hear­
ings are to be held and how 
public money is spent. 

6. Citizens will be protected 
against arbitrary rules or de-
cisions of an administrative 
agency. 

7. A civil rights commission, 
bipartisan and with eight mem-
bers, would be created with 
the 'permanence and prestige' 
its constitutional origin would 
give. 

"Nothing would be gained 
and much would bc lost with 
respect to individual rights If 
ihe ncw constltutioii were re­
jected," tlie delegates wrote. 

" A l l the new and expanded 
righis, including the equal pro 
lection and nondiscrimination 
clause, would be lost". 

The report said Michigan 
could lead the way for other 
stales with the new provisions 
and be the first to create

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An Editorial: Novi Faces 'Day of Decision'

Trai/oling the road called 
progress has nol been parlicu 
lariy easy for Novi the past 
few years. 

SetbacliS have been man,i'. 
But citizen responsibilily and 
pride have each limc manag­
ed lo turn the tide in favor ol 
growth. 

Monday will be what many 
citizens in Ihe community 
have; termed a "Day of Decis­
ion" Tor Novi. 

Then, voters will be asked 
to: 

—approve conslruclion of a 
new secondary .school; 

'—establish a lownship l i ­
brary; 

—reneiv 2'/i mills for school 
operating expenses. 

Essentially, voters ivHl bc 
asked lo cast a ballot for pro­

gress. 
If Novi is lo grow, lo attract 

iiew residents and new busi­
ness, it .socnis apparent thai 
the communiiy must provide 
a sccondai'y school and should 
bo willing lo support a libi'ary. 

Moreover, if funds for the 
proposed secondary school are 
nol forlheoming now, lhe com-
muiiily's Olh grade students 
will pay Iho price, beginning 
September, 11)64. 

If the new school is not 
ready lo house these Olh grade 
students, Ihey — no longer 
able lo attend Northville scho­
ols — will then be pushed into 
Novi's prescnl facilities, caus­
ing overcrowding. 

Tho library slory doesn't ac­
tually differ much. 

Currently, Novi's Free Pub­

lic Library has $300 of its own, 
.'ji'aOO willed to it by tho village 
council. Or, enough money lo 
limp along through July, moot 
ing operating expenses, but 
with no funds lefl over lor 
buying books or magazines. 

After lhat, the library direc­
lors expect to close the doors 
of the 2i.-'.i-year-old library. Un­
less, thai is, loivn.ship volers 
can see their way clear lo give 
lhe lownship control of Ihe l i ­
brary and funds lo operalo it. 

The library, one of the few 
privately operated in the coun­
try, has exhausted sources of 
volunleor contributions. 

Resides, it's just about come 
lo lhe end of thc line as far as 
slale aid goes. 

Since opening, the slalc has 
loaned the library about 1,000 

books a year. However, this 
lime around, the word ivas — 
'gel help from a government­
al unit or we may have to dis­
continue the service.' 

Contemplating closing of the 
library's doors ivould not be 
(|uite so alarming ivere the l i ­
brary a failure. 

Ye l , how can we call a l i ­
brary ivhose cif'culalion last 
year reached 7,500 a "failure". 
Especially, when such a cir­
culation reflects a 1,500 in-
crease in book loans over the 
prior year. 

Checking out most of the 
books last year were young­
sters. Which brings us lo our 
next point: if the library to­
day is a success wilh the 
youngsters, hoiv much more 
valuable might one be 10 years 

hence when thc community is 
filled wilh still more young 
sters — perhaps even a com­
plete high school. 

The day is coming, perhaps 
even within the next five years 
when Northville will no longer 
lake Novi's iOfh, l l l h and 12lh 
graders. 

When that day arrives, Novi 
will be forced lo educate its 
high school sludeiils wilhiii 
lhc community. 

The Novi school hoard and 
adminislralors have set forlh a 
flexible, but still conservative, 
plan for meeting the current 
Olh grade crisis and the as-
yet-unrealized one. 

They've proposed n two-
stage secondary school. Build 
the academic facilities for the 
7th, 8th and Oth grades and 

special facilities i'or all second­
ary students noiv; later, when 
needed, add academic ivings 
for the upper three grades. 

From ivhere ivc're siUing, i l 
looks as though Novi school 
board membei's Iiave proposed 
a sound, forosighled ansiver lo 
thc district's tangled scliool 
problem. 

Now, they're asking school 
dislrict voters lo lend a hand 
in keeping the prescnl pro­
gram in operation. The board 
needs renewal of 2',i mills of 
operating revenue, ivhich ex­
pired lasl December. 

Without this money — ap­
proximately IjISO.OOO — lhe No­
vi school board will be forced 
to cul some program out. 

In the final analysis, no 
one's trying to say a neiv sec­

ondary school and a township 
library won't cost taxpayers 
something. They will. 

Passage of bolh proposals 
would mean the average Novi 
taxpayer could look for a 
.?15.96 increase in his tax bill 
this December - $12.06 for the 
secondary school and $3.00 for 
the library. 

Some ivili say it's too 
"steep." Others will maintain 
— we don't use the library, 
our kids don't go to school so 
why should we pay more tax­
es. Still others may accuse this 
newspaper ot meddling. 

Many more, we hope, will 
stand up and be counted for 
progress, declaring — it's a 
small price lo pay for the 
right lo say "We lake care of 
our own."

Portions of six Novi land 
parcels located belween 
Grand River avenue and 1-96 
ivere rezoned at a joint plan­
ning board-village council 
meeting Monday night. 

Rezoning of the area — 
bounded on the west by. Beck 
road and running east nearly 
to Novi road — was. earlier 
suggested by the planning 
board. The board's-suggestion 
was made in an attempt to 
make the area's zoliing more 
uniform. 

Monday night, the portions 
of the parcels facing I-'JC were 
changed to light manufactur­
ing, .,res,tricted manufacturing 
and ihoroughfare commercial 
districts. 

When several Novi residenls 
objected to complele rezoning 
of the parcels, Novi officials 
decided to leave a 350 foot 
stretch of land from the cent­
er of (jrand River zoned for 
general commercial business.

Wixom Councilwoman Lottie 
Chambers has promised she'll 
continue her fight against a 
$3,000 preliminary sewage drill­

At the last two council meet­
ings, Councilwoman Chambers 
has contended that a council 
majority could not approve a 
preliminary drilling expendi­
ture. 

She argued this was an ap­
propriation nnd required five 
affirmative votes for approv­
al undcr the eity charter. 

But she was, overruled by 
Cily Attorney Gene Schnelz 
who said a majority may trans­
fer any unencumbered balance 
from one account lo another. 

She cast the one vole against 
a preliminary drilling project 
and transferring money to pay 
for it from a road fund. 

Armed with an unofficial 
opinion from the attorney gen­
eral's office and the opinion 
of a former city attorney, 
Councilwoman Chambers will 
take her argumeni back to the 
council tonight.

Dscovery lhat a new school 
could be constructed wilh an 
increased lax of 4, rather lhan 
5',-;: mills, came two weeks ago 
at a school board meeting. 

Then, .Superintendent of 
Schcnb Tom Culbert lold tho 
board lhal there are now si.if-
f'cienl funds in Ihe debt retire­
ment fund lo complele pay­
ment on the bonds issued to 
build the 1955 addition to the 
Novi school. 

This ,$60,000 in hand, the 
beard ean d'scontimie levying 
a Ti mill tax for the 1955 
bond issue. Thus, an actual 
levy ot 4 mills should be suf­
ficient lo meet the payment^ 
of principal and interest on 
$985,000 for the. new school, 
Culbert told the board: 

Culbert stressed that even 
though 25-year bonds would be 
issued, the new S'/ij-mill lax 
would nol necessarily be lev­
ied for 25 years. As the state 
eqOalized property value in­
creases, the tax levied may de­
crease, he explained. 

Culbert said Monday that 
an analysis of the inilial op­
eration of the new secondary 
school does not indicate that 
this "in itself" will impose a 
major financial problem on the 
school dislrict. 

He reported that Novi pre­
sently has two-thirds of the ne­
cessary teachers for the new 
building in those teachers now 
assigned lo grades 7 and 8 in 
the Novi junior high. 

This staff, he said, will be 
transferred to the new build­
ing and three or four more 
teachers employed to handle 
the addition, of the 9th grade 
class. 

Culbert reported that approx­
imately $25,000 is ' presently 
spent for NorlhvllIc tuition 

payments for Olh graders.

Since these children will be 
educated in our new building, 
tho $25,000 becomes available 
to hire additional staff and op­
erate lhe building," he said. 

As Novi goes into the second 
stage of the secondary school 
program and builds academic 
facilities for a complete high 
school, more operating reven-
ue will have to be made avail-
able, Culbert noted. 

"This ean come from an in­
crease in the total tax base if 
we are allowed to delay until 
Novi experiences more growth 
or it may mean additional op­
eraling millage." 

Culbert said one of the rea­
sons for delaying, the operation 
of a program for grades 10 
through 12 is to allow lime 
io r an increase in Novi's total 
tax base tiirough community 
growth. 

"General inflationary costs 
of education will continue to 
press the problem of adequate 
revenue," Culbert continued. 
"Unless state aid revenue for 
Novi can be increased, the lo­
cal lax base in years ahead 
will be asked lo meet the in­
creased costs," he conclud­
ed. 

To hold the line as far as 
existing school programs, the 
school board is asking voters 
Monday to renew a mill 
levy for five years for operat­
ing revenue. 

Renewal of the 2'/j mills, 
which expired December 31, 
1962, represents approximale­
ly $30,000 in operating revenue. 
Wilhout this money, Culbert 
told the board in an earlier 
statement, the present pro­
gram cannol be retained. 

Appearance of a proposal on 
thc ballot lo establish a high 
school Is a matter of form. 

State law provides that the 
board of education of a fourth 
class school district must ob­
tain approval from the majori­
ty of the school electors be­
fore establishing an education­
al program beyond grade 8. 

Approval of the proposal lo 
establish a high school would 
not me^n Novi would imme­
diately have to institute a high 
school program. Furthermore, 
there is no time limit within 
which a total program must 
be established. 

The Novi board of education 
unanimously approved a res­
olution calling for the develop­
ment of a secondary school fa­
cility in two stages on Octo­
ber 10, 1962. 

The first stage of Novi's 
secondary school would house 
the majority of the centi'al 
facilities which will be used 
by both junior and senior high 
school sludenls. Also housed 
in this building will be aca­
demic classi'ooms for grades 
7 Ihrough 9. 

The second stage would in­
clude an addition of academic 
classrooms for grades 10 throu­
gh 12 and an expansion of 
shop, science and homemak­
ing facilities. 

Tolal cost of tlie first slage 
is estimated at $985,000 wilh 
$742,000 of Ihis going for build­
ing conslruclion costs. • 

Olher expenses are tenta­
tively estimated at $74,000, 
site' development; $103,000, 
built-in equipment; $46,000, ar­
chitects' fees; $10,000, furnish­
ings, and $10,000, legal fees 
and surveying fees and qualifi­
cation 0t boilds.
