It's lieconi-
ing more popular .so far as book circulation is concerneti, 
but keeping its head above the troubled financial waters is 
another matten ' 

April 1, Nov i township voters will be a.skc(l tn ap­
prove a one-half mill levy for support of the library. This 
could give the library up to SS,O0O annually. 

I.ibmry Board Chairman Dirk Groenenberg is hopeful 
that voters will approve — and Novi may even buy neiv 
books and magazines fnr its library. 

llc fears Hull if Ulc proposal fails, tlic hallic lo remain 
opcn may soon hc iosl. 

Mill.age requests are alivays unpopular — and Novi 
voters have sever:il such measures to consider Apr i l 1 (two 
for schools). 

But fifty cents per S 1,000 of valuation, or about S3 
annually for the average Novi taxp.iyeL seems like a sinall 
price to pay for the right to say, "wc have a library in 
Novi" . Even for those ivho don't use it. 

Attorney Cliff H i l l is a mighty cagey fellow. 

As some readers may knoiv, he's onc of the owners of 
Travel Plans, inc. And he's afraid there arc some people 
who don't realize that they can have their entire travel 
itinerary planned and tickets delivered right here at his N . 
Center street agency with absolutely no additional charge.

Besides that, I knoiv very ivell that subscribers read

And ivhile on the subject of business, ive should add 
a few more "plugs" — to the Old M i l l restaurant for its 
remodeling; Ely's l.awn and Garden Center for its modern­
ization currently underivay; Tewksbiiry Jewelers, now re­
modeling; Northville Restaurant, interior decorating; Cot­
tage Restaurant, neiv owners and new look; E-Jay Lumber 
Mart for its neiv building now underway; D ,& C Stores, 
planning to move into the pre.sent E-Jay building after ex­
tensive expansion and remtideling. 

And with a neiv recreation building nearly complete, 
;<'l city hall and library on the drawing boards and a new 
.post (iffice .1 good possibility — who can s.iy that North­
ville is not marching forward? 
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A concentrated biparlisan ef­
fort is under way in the Legis­
lature lo enact a Iaiv lo give 
.slate backing to economic de­
velopment projecls. 

The proposal to create a 
Greater Michigan Authority 
would allow loans of up lo ,30 
percent of the cost of local 
indusli-ial projecls. The Authoi'-
ily would be empowered lo lend 
lis funds to community indus­
trial development corporalions, 
ivilh a second mortgage by the 
local unit as security for the 
loan. 

Dr. Harold T. Smilh of the 
Upjohn Institute at Kalamazoo 
told House members recently 
lhe Authority would provide 
lhe type of program "best suit­
ed to Michigan's economic 
needs." 

"The Greater Michigan bill 
in its present form is designed 
primarily to assist redevelop­
ment of depressed areas hav­
ing labor surpluses and other 
unused resources," Smith said. 

Economic development activ­
ity bas been listed by Gov. 
Gcorgc Romney as a priority 
need in tlie current short ses­
sion. 

Bills similar to this year's 
Greater Michigan measure 
have been introduced during 
the past several years to coril-
bat the efforts of some South­
ern stales in drawing industry, 
some of which has been taken 
from Michigan. 

Smilh noled 19 slates have 
some kind of statewide develop­
ment credit corporation simi­
lar to lhat proposed in the 
Greater Michigan bill . 

Some 125 communities in the 
slate have local indusirial de­
velopment corporations, the 
Upjohn spokesman said, bul 
they do not have sufficient pow­
er without slate backing. 

"Because Michigan does not 
have any industrial develop, 
ment tools, it seems especially 
important that a- Michigan in 
dustrial authority along the 
lines of the Greater Michigan 
Authority, be established." 

Local efforts by school dis­
tricts to meet the growing 
needs of the population are 
seen in a report by Superinten­
dent of Public Inslruclion Lynn 
M . Bartlett. 

Barllett notes that with four 
months remaining in the cur­
rent fiscal year, schools have 
received approval for aboul 
$400,000 more in bonds lhan 
were authorized throughout last 
year. '.i/,t^ 

At the Superintendent's re-
port, school districts had re-
ceived authority to issue about 
$85.1 million in bonds. Last 
year the total bonding requests 

approved was $84.7 million. 
Bartlett called Ihe eiirrcni 

year boniling requests "one of 
the most encouraging signs in 
Michigan education. 

"The new bonding program 
(started lasl July) has broughi 
a vigor lo public school con­
struction that shows Michigan 
is definilely starling lo make 
inroads in providing the addi­
tional classrooms vilal lo ed­
ucation in this stale," he said. 

Current estimates are lhal 
Michigan will need about 16,500 
new classrooms by 1967. These 
would replace currently out­
dated facilities and meet the 
needs imposed by the growing 
population. 

In an attempt to meet the 
needs of hospilai employment, 
the Michigan Department of 
Heallh has been sponsoring 
training programs for nurses' 
aides since the fall of 1961. 

During the less than two 
years of the programs. Health 
Commissioner Albert E . Heus­
tis said nearly 700 women 
have been trained for employ­
ment in medical care facilities 
for the chronically i l l and aged. 
More than 400 of these were 
not working in medical or al­
lied fields when they took the 
three-week training cour.'-.e. 

Trainees have been encour­
aged lo seek employment ir. 
nursing homes, ivhere lhe 
needs for help are groalest. 
but Heuslis said 30 per cciil of 
the "graduates" who have 
found employment are working 
in general hospitals. 

Michigan teachers received 
another boost in Ihclr average 
pay this ycar, according to thc 
Michigan Education Associa­
tion. 

Robert Ferguson, M E A field 
services representative for the 
Upper Peninsula, noles the 
average salary for instruction­
al personnel during the current 
school year is $6,544. This ivas 
a raise ot.$249 fi'om the 1961-
62 average salary among ed­
ucators. 

First-year teachers aiso show­
ed an increase over the starl­
ing pay in the fall o[ the pre­
vious year, Fei'guson said. 

The M E A already predicts 
additional hikes for teachers 
starling their work this com­
ing fall. Fei'guson said if the 
increases of llie past four years 
continue, this June's graduates 
of the education schools should 
receive between $125 and $2D0 
more than fhe leachei's ivho 
went inlo the field in the fall 
of 1962. 

Some progress also is noted 
in the Association's goal of a 
$4,800 annual minimum salary.

S. Gypcuin is lhe Largest 
company in its field; it sup­
plies half tlie (lanicslic rcquirc-
mctils of gypsum \v:illhoard 
and plaster, and also 20'-'' 
of Iho building indiislry's met­
al lalb needs. The company al­
so pI-oduccs rooriiif,' material, 
siding, insulaliiig inalerial and 
paints. Its properlies include 
strategically located quarries 

and acreage. 
Masonile Corporation is the 

largest donlesllc producer of 
hardwood. It has large limber 
holdings in Mississippi and 
California. Company also de­
rives oil revenues ff'om its pro­
perlies. 

Diamond National Corpora-
lien produces paperboard, fold-
iiig cartons, containers, match­
es, and ivooden ware. It also 
sells lumber and building ma­
terials. Company oivns 500,000 
acres of timberland. 

Tho coal industry has been 
Riibjcctcd to a long shakedown. 
Eliminalion of marginal pro­
ducers and the shift to me­
chanical mining has enabled 
Ihe surviving companies to 
emerge in a sti'onger poailion 
to benefit from the growth in 
coal consumption by steel and 
elcclric power plants. Also, re­
search being conducted could 
load lo discovery of new uses 
for coal. In addition, many 
companies are diversifying in­
lo olher fields. 

Consolidation Coal is the larg­
est domestic producer of bitu­
minous coal, and has substan­
tial coal reserves. The com­
pany is a joint owner — with 
Freeporl Sulphur — in a potash 
mining venture. 

Eastern Gas and Fuel As­
sociates is a large bituminous 
coal producer, rapidly becom­
ing a gas utility. Its wholly 
owned Boston Consolidated Gas 
is a consistently important con­
tributor to profits. Company 
just recently exchanged its 

holdings in Norfolk antl Wes­
tern railway (dividends from 
which had provided about half 
of Eastern's earnings in late 
years) for its own sliai'es, and 
also called some of its bonds. 
This reduced Eastern's num­
ber of outstanding common 
shares and simplified its cap­
italization.' Insofar as future 
income is concerned, the com­
pany's coal, river barge, and 
other operations ivili frtim 
now on become far more sig­
nificant than in the past. 

Columbia Gas System is one 
of the largest gas utility sys­
tems in the counlry, serving 
the Easiern, Central, and Mid-
Atlantic regions. It owns over 
400,000 acres of land in the At­
lantic-Appalachian region ivhich 
conlain large coal, oil , and gas 
reserves. 

Chemical Companies - - I be­
lieve American Agricultural 
Chemical is one of the oldest 
and largest producers and dis-
Iributors of fertilizers. It also 
manufactures phosphoric and 
sulphuric acids, phosphates, 
and fluorides. The company 
owns 60,000 acres of land in 
Florida, underlaid by beds of 
phosphate rock sufficient to 
sustain production for 60 years. 

International Minerals and 
Chemical is an important pro­
ducer of mixed fertilizer, and a 
major producer of phosphate 
rock. It also produces potash 
and phosphate-based indusirial 
chemicals. Extensive mineral 
and land holdings are located 
in Florida, Tennessee, Idaho, 
New Mexico and Canada.

The church council has en­
dorsed llu^ Kivised dDciimenl 
which Miehi;,'an voleLs will be 
asked lo approve al the polls 
Monday , April 1. Harold C. 
McKinney, .Ir., direclor of gen­
eral operations for the council, 
said in releasing tbe rcjiorl: 

"C iv i l ri&li'is have ahvays 
been an hisioric concern in 
Michigan churches. Hero is an 
important conlribution lo an 
understanding of the solid 
achievement., in thc proposed 
Constitution. It should help peo­
ple see the slrong moral con­
tent of the d-ocument." 

Aulliors of the I'eport dis-
ti'ibuled by Ihe council include 
.lames K. Pollock, U . of M . po­
litical scientist ivho headed 
Con Con'.s Commillee on 
Rights. aii:l .Michigan Stale Un­
iversity Fi'csident John A. Han­
nah, chairman of the U. S. 
Civil Righis Commission. Sev­
en other Con Con delegates, 
both Repuliiicans and Demo­
crats, joined in ivriting the 
analysis. 

Tho dek'i^ates made these 
poinls: 

1. All Iradiiiona! righis of 
individuals in Iho present con-
sliUilioii aro retained, includ­
ing freedom of speech, wor­
ship, assembly and press. 

2. A neiv clause giiaranlecing 
equal proicclion of laivs and 
enjoyment of civil rights, ivitli­
out diseriininalion because of 
religion, race, color or national 
origin, is "Ihc most important 
atUlilidn." ^ 

3. Olher new or expanded 

rights give the individual the 
right to petition "the govern-
ment", not just the Legisia-
lure; to be assured of fair 
treatment in legislative or ex­
ecutive investigations; and to 
be guaranteed an appeal as a 
matter of right in a criminal 
case. 

4. Citizens also are protected 
against discrimination in state 
civil service, not only as to de­
motions or removals but also 
on appointments or promotions 

5. "New political rights" give 
citizens "the right to Imow 
how legislators vote in commit 
lee and on final passage of bills 
and resolutions", when hear­
ings are to be held and how 
public money is spent. 

6. Citizens will be protected 
against arbitrary rules or de-
cisions of an administrative 
agency. 

7. A civil rights commission, 
bipartisan and with eight mem-
bers, would be created with 
the 'permanence and prestige' 
its constitutional origin would 
give. 

"Nothing would be gained 
and much would bc lost with 
respect to individual rights If 
ihe ncw constltutioii were re­
jected," tlie delegates wrote. 

" A l l the new and expanded 
righis, including the equal pro 
lection and nondiscrimination 
clause, would be lost". 

The report said Michigan 
could lead the way for other 
stales with the new provisions

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An Editorial: Novi Faces 'Day of Decision'

Trai/oling the road called 
progress has nol been parlicu 
lariy easy for Novi the past 
few years. 

SetbacliS have been man,i'. 
But citizen responsibilily and 
pride have each limc manag­
ed lo turn the tide in favor ol 
growth. 

Monday will be what many 
citizens in Ihe community 
have; termed a "Day of Decis­
ion" Tor Novi. 

Then, voters will be asked 
to: 

—approve conslruclion of a 
new secondary .school; 

'—establish a lownship l i ­
brary; 

—reneiv 2'/i mills for school 
operating expenses. 

Essentially, voters ivHl bc 
asked lo cast a ballot for pro­

gress. 
If Novi is lo grow, lo attract 

iiew residents and new busi­
ness, it .socnis apparent thai 
the communiiy must provide 
a sccondai'y school and should 
bo willing lo support a libi'ary. 

Moreover, if funds for the 
proposed secondary school are 
nol forlheoming now, lhe com-
muiiily's Olh grade students 
will pay Iho price, beginning 
September, 11)64. 

If the new school is not 
ready lo house these Olh grade 
students, Ihey — no longer 
able lo attend Northville scho­
ols — will then be pushed into 
Novi's prescnl facilities, caus­
ing overcrowding. 

Tho library slory doesn't ac­
tually differ much. 

Currently, Novi's Free Pub­

lic Library has $300 of its own, 
.'ji'aOO willed to it by tho village 
council. Or, enough money lo 
limp along through July, moot 
ing operating expenses, but 
with no funds lefl over lor 
buying books or magazines. 

After lhat, the library direc­
lors expect to close the doors 
of the 2i.-'.i-year-old library. Un­
less, thai is, loivn.ship volers 
can see their way clear lo give 
lhe lownship control of Ihe l i ­
brary and funds lo operalo it. 

The library, one of the few 
privately operated in the coun­
try, has exhausted sources of 
volunleor contributions. 

Resides, it's just about come 
lo lhe end of thc line as far as 
slale aid goes. 

Since opening, the slalc has 
loaned the library about 1,000 

books a year. However, this 
lime around, the word ivas — 
'gel help from a government­
al unit or we may have to dis­
continue the service.' 

Contemplating closing of the 
library's doors ivould not be 
(|uite so alarming ivere the l i ­
brary a failure. 

Ye l , how can we call a l i ­
brary ivhose cif'culalion last 
year reached 7,500 a "failure". 
Especially, when such a cir­
culation reflects a 1,500 in-
crease in book loans over the 
prior year. 

Checking out most of the 
books last year were young­
sters. Which brings us lo our 
next point: if the library to­
day is a success wilh the 
youngsters, hoiv much more 
valuable might one be 10 years 

hence when thc community is 
filled wilh still more young 
sters — perhaps even a com­
plete high school. 

The day is coming, perhaps 
even within the next five years 
when Northville will no longer 
lake Novi's iOfh, l l l h and 12lh 
graders. 

When that day arrives, Novi 
will be forced lo educate its 
high school sludeiils wilhiii 
lhc community. 

The Novi school hoard and 
adminislralors have set forlh a 
flexible, but still conservative, 
plan for meeting the current 
Olh grade crisis and the as-
yet-unrealized one. 

They've proposed n two-
stage secondary school. Build 
the academic facilities for the 
7th, 8th and Oth grades and

Now, they're asking school 
dislrict voters lo lend a hand 
in keeping the prescnl pro­
gram in operation. The board 
needs renewal of 2',i mills of 
operating revenue, ivhich ex­
pired lasl December. 

Without this money — ap­
proximately IjISO.OOO — lhe No­
vi school board will be forced 
to cul some program out. 

In the final analysis, no 
one's trying to say a neiv sec­

ondary school and a township 
library won't cost taxpayers 
something. They will. 

Passage of bolh proposals 
would mean the average Novi 
taxpayer could look for a 
.?15.96 increase in his tax bill 
this December - $12.06 for the 
secondary school and $3.00 for 
the library. 

Some ivili say it's too 
"steep." Others will maintain 
— we don't use the library, 
our kids don't go to school so 
why should we pay more tax­
es. Still others may accuse this 
newspaper ot meddling. 

Many more, we hope, will 
stand up and be counted for 
progress, declaring — it's a 
small price lo pay for the 
right lo say "We lake care of 
our own."

Wixom Councilwoman Lottie 
Chambers has promised she'll 
continue her fight against a 
$3,000 preliminary sewage drill­

At the last two council meet­
ings, Councilwoman Chambers 
has contended that a council 
majority could not approve a 
preliminary drilling expendi­
ture. 

She argued this was an ap­
propriation nnd required five 
affirmative votes for approv­
al undcr the eity charter. 

But she was, overruled by 
Cily Attorney Gene Schnelz 
who said a majority may trans­
fer any unencumbered balance 
from one account lo another. 

She cast the one vole against 
a preliminary drilling project 
and transferring money to pay 
for it from a road fund. 

Armed with an unofficial 
opinion from the attorney gen­
eral's office and the opinion 
of a former city attorney, 
Councilwoman Chambers will 
take her argumeni back to the 
council tonight.

Thus, an actual 
levy ot 4 mills should be suf­
ficient lo meet the payment^ 
of principal and interest on 
$985,000 for the. new school, 
Culbert told the board: 

Culbert stressed that even 
though 25-year bonds would be 
issued, the new S'/ij-mill lax 
would nol necessarily be lev­
ied for 25 years. As the state 
eqOalized property value in­
creases, the tax levied may de­
crease, he explained. 

Culbert said Monday that 
an analysis of the inilial op­
eration of the new secondary 
school does not indicate that 
this "in itself" will impose a 
major financial problem on the 
school dislrict. 

He reported that Novi pre­
sently has two-thirds of the ne­
cessary teachers for the new 
building in those teachers now 
assigned lo grades 7 and 8 in 
the Novi junior high. 

This staff, he said, will be 
transferred to the new build­
ing and three or four more 
teachers employed to handle 
the addition, of the 9th grade 
class.

As Novi goes into the second 
stage of the secondary school 
program and builds academic 
facilities for a complete high 
school, more operating reven-
ue will have to be made avail-
able, Culbert noted. 

"This ean come from an in­
crease in the total tax base if 
we are allowed to delay until 
Novi experiences more growth 
or it may mean additional op­
eraling millage." 

Culbert said one of the rea­
sons for delaying, the operation 
of a program for grades 10 
through 12 is to allow lime 
io r an increase in Novi's total 
tax base tiirough community 
growth. 

"General inflationary costs 
of education will continue to 
press the problem of adequate 
revenue," Culbert continued. 
"Unless state aid revenue for 
Novi can be increased, the lo­
cal lax base in years ahead 
will be asked lo meet the in­
creased costs," he conclud­
ed. 

To hold the line as far as 
existing school programs, the 
school board is asking voters 
Monday to renew a mill 
levy for five years for operat­
ing revenue. 

Renewal of the 2'/j mills, 
which expired December 31, 
1962, represents approximale­
ly $30,000 in operating revenue. 
Wilhout this money, Culbert 
told the board in an earlier 
statement, the present pro­
gram cannol be retained. 

Appearance of a proposal on 
thc ballot lo establish a high 
school Is a matter of form. 

State law provides that the 
board of education of a fourth 
class school district must ob­
tain approval from the majori­
ty of the school electors be­
fore establishing an education­
al program beyond grade 8. 

Approval of the proposal lo 
establish a high school would 
not me^n Novi would imme­
diately have to institute a high 
school program. Furthermore, 
there is no time limit within 
which a total program must 
be established. 

The Novi board of education 
unanimously approved a res­
olution calling for the develop­
ment of a secondary school fa­
cility in two stages on Octo­
ber 10, 1962. 

The first stage of Novi's 
secondary school would house 
the majority of the centi'al 
facilities which will be used 
by both junior and senior high 
school sludenls. Also housed 
in this building will be aca­
demic classi'ooms for grades 
7 Ihrough 9. 

The second stage would in­
clude an addition of academic 
classrooms for grades 10 throu­
gh 12 and an expansion of 
shop, science and homemak­
ing facilities. 

Tolal cost of tlie first slage 
is estimated at $985,000 wilh 
$742,000 of Ihis going for build­
ing conslruclion costs. • 

Olher expenses are tenta­
tively estimated at $74,000, 
site' development; $103,000, 
built-in equipment; $46,000, ar­
chitects' fees; $10,000, furnish­
ings, and $10,000, legal fees 
and surveying fees and qualifi­
cation 0t boilds.

The clinic, a branch of Chil­
dren's center of Wayne county 
is scheduled to open this Sep­
tember, according to Mrs.

It is estimated, she reports, 
that more than 900 children 
enrolled in public schools need 
chile) guidance in the north-
ivestern portion of Wayne coun­
ty.

Why 
would not Blue Cross partici­
pate? Why did the Chief of 
Slaff let the hospital gel in a 
posilion to not be approved by 
Blue Cross when that is part 
of his job, to know what the 
requirements for Blue Cross 
should be? Why and how Could 
the hospital be in a spot of 
trying to operate wilh a high 
rental, and if so, then who was 
suffering? Was it the owners 
with low salaries could not 
live on it? Was it unqualified 
employees who could not as-
sume the proper responsibili­
ties, or not enough of qualified 
employees? Was i l lack of em­
ployees altogether to maintain 
a hospital lhat is Clean and 
well organized? Or were the 
patients themselves suffering, 
by not getting the proper 
care? When there is not 
enough money to go around, 
something or someone must 
suffer. Was it possible this is 
what Blue Cross means it will 
not participate in a privately 
owned hospilal?

What good could 
that hospital do for your com­
munity, if your oivn doctors 
would nol use il? Any hospital 
is only as good as the doctors 
lhat use i l . 

As a newcomer lo this area,

"Let no one make trou­
ble for mc, for I hear llio 
marks of Jesus branded on 
my body" Galatians 6:17 

Paul the Apostle can be 
called Ihe Hercules ot our 
Christian faith. Afler we 
have read the list of perils, 
pains, and perseculions he 
can see lhal, in effect, he 
says to his critics, "Don't 
try to worry me!" Paul 
was very good at arguing 
questions, but when i l came 
lo the question of his loyal-
to Christ, he simply said, 
" l bear the marks of Jesus 
branded on my body." 

The Greek word for 
"marks" is stigmata. From 
this word we Iiave the Eng­
lish word, stigma. "Stigma" 
has the suggestion ,of in­
famy or disgrace about it, 
but originally i l meant the 
cut of a shai'p instrument 
or the burn of a hot iron. 
Branding and Irademai'king 
is very old, dating from an­
tiquity. Slaves were brand­
ed. Paul knew lhal Onesi-
mus was Philemon's slave 
by the mark that Onesimus 
bore. Paul spoke graphical­
ly to his enemies wlicn he 
said, " l am the slave of 
Jesus Christ; for I carry 
the marks of his ownersliip 
on my body." i 

! In effect,. Paul could say, 
"If any man asks for proof 
of my aposllcship, I have 
no parchments to show, no 
diploma from the Universi­
ty of Jerusalem, no testi­
monials from Peter or 

I John, no recommendations 
\ whatever. I was not an eye-
, witness of the mighty works 
,of Jesus. I was not eiecled 
lo the college of apostles, 
as ivas Matthias. I was 
born, as it were oul of due 
season. No, I cannot point 
to any of these things." 

Three things lo which 
Paul did point were, (1) his 
call lo preach, (2) his con­
version on the way lo Da­
mascus, and (3) the suffer­
ing that he endured for 
Christ's sake. Behind the 
scars in the flesh were 
Paul's spii'it of dedication 
and tile works thereof. The 
brands he boi'e in his body 
gave testimony to the 
marks of the Masler which 
he bore in his soul. There­
fore, these fleshly brands 
were dearer to him lhan 
any honor man could be­
stow upon him; for they 
identified him as the ser­
vant of Chi-ist. 

We may never be called 
upon lo bear the marks of 

physical persecution, as did 
Jesus and Paul and count­
less known and unknown 
others down through - the 
centuries. Be that as it 
may, every one of us must 
exhibit those qualities of 
life and character lhat will 
identify us wilh Christ. 

A great religious teacher 
was preaching a series of 
sermons on apologetics, a 
reasoned defense of the 
Christian faith. At the close 
of the series, a man came 
forward and complimented 
the preacher. The man then 
said, "I think I can tell you 
in a much simpler way how 
I became a Christian?" 
"How?" inquired the prea­
cher. " I saw Christ in my 
mother,': was the reply. 

Is there a mark or a 
brand that has come to 
you? If you bear no scars 
for the sake ot Jesus, do 
you bear His mark on your 
soul and upon your person­
ality? It was said of a 
group of hearers who tiirn-
ed into learners and then 
to lovers of The Way, 
"They took knowledge of 
them that they had been 
with Jesus.'' Who are the 
them? They are those who 
bore the marks of Jesus.

The honeymoon between 
Gov. George Roinney and the 
Republican-dominated Legisla­
ture is lasting longer than 
many thought possible. 

As expected, the Governor 
meets his biggest probleiils in 
the'House of Representatives, 
but difficulties also have Crop-
ped up in the Seiiate where 
his party holds a 23-11 mar-
gin. 

Despite the problems, how­
ever, Romney's tactics of ex­
tensive personal Contacts with 
the Legislature have worked 
to his advantage. The biggest 
question now is how much 
longer can he win his battles. 

Romney lost a liltie ground 
when his bills to further Olym­
pic bid chances reached the 
house. The more conservative 
GOP spokesmen there insist 
ed on some safety measures 
which he had not expected. He 
wanted the measure to pass 
without Ch|?nge, but gave In 
when the conservative voice 
indicated it would not retreat. 

Tlie changes would not hurt 
the bills, he decided, but his 
further insistesice on no 
change might hurt him. 

ln the Senate, his toughest 
battle, came on the long-con­
troversial proposal to put 
Michigan under Aid to Depen­
dent Children of the Unem­
ployed: the ADC-U question. 
He made it very clear in his 
Slate of the State message and 
another special request to the 
Legislature that passage of 
this legislation was an impor­
tant part of his progr£jm. 

The GOP majority in both 
houses had been fighting such 
legislation for two years, ever 
since the Federal program 
started. House members 
switched positions quietly with 
the justification that now many 
other states were in the pro­
gram and passage here would 
not cause widespread attention 
to Michigan as a welfare state. 

In thc Senate, however, tbe 
program was temporarily 
blocked by a quirk. Thcrc 
were chough "Old Guard" 
Republicans who remained op­
posed to the program that the 
GOP badly needed Democratic 
votes to pass it. 

The II Democrats attacked 
Romney's ADC-U proposal as 
too restrictive and too "water­
ed down" from the version 
former Gov. John B. Swain-
son wanted during his term of 
office. They said they would 
withhold their votes entirely. 

With these two pieces of leg­
islation counted as Romney 
victories, the future battles 
likely will appear as oniy min 
or skirmishes. So far, however, 
the new governor has disprov­
ed the theory that you can't 
win them all.

Bernard A. Kalahar of Cent­

Michigan teachers may soon 
be required to have more ex­
tensive training in tlIcir field 
to bc licensed by the state. 

A proposed revision to the 
Michigan Teacher Certidca-
tion Code has been in the 
woi'ks for about six years. The 
Commission on Teacher Ed 
ucation and Certification con­
sulted nearly 1,000 profession­
al people and educational or­
ganizations in draiving its rec­
ommendations for code chang­
es. 

"The proposed code is def­
initely a compromise measure 
i-epresenting as best it can all 
the beliefs and convictions of 
the hundreds of people in 
Michigan who are striving to 
improve the quality of educa­
tion," said Slale Board of Ed­
ucalion President Chris H . 
Magnusson. 

Revision of the code was 
proposed because it was felt 
the present regulations, writ­
ten in 1938, could hardly sel 
the minimum qualifications 
for leachei's nearly a quarter-
century later, said the Boai'd 
President. 

"The vast explosion pf know­
ledge since then; the enor­
mous increase in our popula­
tion; public pressure to edu­
cate everyone to his limit of 
leauiing, and the realization 
that the continuation of a free 
society will depend on a total­
ly educated populace demand 
a concerted effort to keep our 
standards for teaching at the 
highest possible level." 

ln addilion to raising the 
educational requirements in 
fields related to teaching, the 
proposed revision would re­
quire administrative school 
personnel to be certified.

Bipartisan support for the 
neiv document has become in 
ci'casingly evident as Election 
Day approaches. Not only 
have nioI'c than a score of 
nonpai'tisan organizations in 
the slate endoi'scd the propos­
al, but ill recenl weeks leadei's 
in bolh political parlies have 
been oulspoken in their sup­
port. 

Early tills month Prentiss 
M . Brown, Democratic elder 
statesman and foriner U . S. 
Senator, announced his inlen-
tion to vote for Ihc new con-
stilution. Dr. Connor D. Smith, 
Democratic chairman of the 
Michigan State University 
board,of truslccs, had pre-
viously announced Ills support. 

William Palmer, a Demo­
cratic appointee to Michigan's 
original Civil Siirvice Com­
mission, has also announced 
his approval of the new Con­
stitution, " l t will keep the 
merit system and keep career 
people in state service," he 
said. "Some of the proposed 
changes, I believe, will also 
improve the relations of civi l 
service with other branches of 
government." 

At least 70 inajor changes 
from the 1908 slate constitu­
tion are incorporated in the 
proposed document and 75 per 
cent of them received the unan­
imous or near-unanimous vole 
of the 144 delegates to the 
Conslituliinal Convention. No 
decisions at the convention 
were made on a strictly parti­
san basis and all sections of 
the documcni passed by the 
delegates had bipartisan sup­
port. 

Among thc significant im­
provements over, llie 11108 con-
slilulitui urc: 

1. Abolition of Spring elec­
tions, saving an estimated. .$1 
million each two years. 

2. Four-year terms for elect­
ed slate administi'ative offic­
ials permitting (he time need­
ed lo eslablish a program. 

3. Reorganization of Michi­
gan's hodge-podge of 126 
boards, bureaus and commis­
sions inlo nol more than '20 de­
partments. 

4. Tools lo help the legisla­
ture solve the problems of 
mushrooming urban areas. 

5. Co-ordination of the stale's 
educational system Ihrough an 
enlarged 8-mcmber stale 
board of education who would 
have authority to appoint the 
superinlendent of public in­
slruclion. 

C. Expanded provisions on 
civil rights, including a new 
anli-di.scriminalion clause whl 
ch is lo he enforced by the 
nation's first conslitutionally-
cslablished .slate civil rights 

commission. 
7. Legislative apportionment 

formulas which will guarantee 
to Michigan citizens a truly 
"balanced" legislature. 

8. Improved basic enact­
ments on finance and taxation 
which will permit short-term 

borrowing of substantial 
amounts of money at periods 
during the year when Ihe slale 
traditionally experiences loiv-
er monthly revenues. 

No significant changes arc 
made in people's right to 
amend thc new documeiiL Thc 

process will bc suhslaiitially 
tlie same as in the present 
constitution. 

The question lo he submitted 
to the voters at Monday's elec­
tion is a simple one — 'Shall 
the revised Constitution be 
adopted?" 

If the proposal- receives a 
favorable majority, the new 
document would become effec­
live on Januai-y 1, 1964. The 
first 'election for four-year 
terms undei' the new constitu­
tion would be in November of 
1906.

The major Copper mines also 
hold merit fof investors inllr-
ested in underground mineral 
deposits. Kennecotl Copper is 
the world's largest copper min-
ing Company. Its Ulali and 
Chile operations are exception­
ally low-cosL Ore reserves of 
the company are substantial. 
Kennecotl's investments in­
clude a 67';!' ownership of Que­
bec Iron & Titanium and a 
13 interest in Kaiser Alumi­
num. 

The world's . second-largest 
copper producer is Anaconda. 
More than two-thirds of ils cop­
per is mined in Chile. In addi­
tion, it has mines in Montana 
and Nevada, and in Mexico. 
Anaconda is also a leading 

fabricator' of copper, and pro-
cesses uranium and alumi­
num. Operating costs of ils for­
eign mines are low. 

Second-largest domestic cop­
per producer is Pllelps Dodge, 
which is a favorite of mine. 
Nearly all of its ore output, 
the bulk of ivhich is mined in 
Arizona, is used by its fabri­
cating plants. It has a 16% 
interest in Southern Peru Cop­
per, and sizeable investments 
in Amerada Peeroieum, Amer­
ican Metal Climax, and New 
ersey Zinc. A very interest­
ing article on Arizona appears 
in the March National Geogra­
phic. 

Copper Range is an impor­
tant copper proiluccr in the 
Lakc Superior region. Though it 
is medium sized and a rcla-
lively high Cost producer, it is 
fully mtcgratcd from mines to 
maritet. 

Turning to the base metals. 
United States Smelting, Refin­
ing and Mining Company is a 
leading producer of lead, zinc, 
copper, silver, gold, and even 
Coal. Most of its mining prop-
eriles are in New Mexico and 
Utah. Company is increasing 
its emphasis on oil and gas de-
velopmenl.

They are excellent as living 
fences and landscape dccoiia-
lion. Floribundas aro more 
plenliful than ever Ihis year 
and because of their quanlity 
ot bloom are always a bar­
gain. 

3. Climbing roses grow vig­
orously againsi a post, fence, 
arbor, porch, garage and sim­
ilar supporting struclurcs. 

Polyanlnas are knoivn as 
ramblers. They bear Clustei-s 
of small flowers and they 
bloom profusely. They are col­
orful when massed in beds. 

Tree roses are usually spec 
imen plants used lo sel off a 
walk, porch or some particu 
lar spot on Ihe home grounds 
that may need a litlle "dress­
ing up." Tliey usually are 
around four to five feel in 
height, giving the effect of bou­
quets of lovely roses as gucMs 
walk between them to the 
front door, or elsewhere on 
the property.

Tlie "Master P lan" Approach 

Homeowners contemplating 
exlciisivo remodeling should 
adopt thc "master plan" ap-
proncli uscd by city planners, 
advi.ses the New York Chap­
ter of the Ameriean Inslilule 
of Areliilecls. 

The basis for lhis technique 
is lo create a ivell-iiilcgraled 
overall plan ivhich meets fu­
lure as ivell as present needs. 
Wilhout i l , remodeling can be­
come a liiecemcal project, 
cosily in Icrms of bolh money 
and lime. 

A master plan should have 
as much individuality as Ihc 
family which makes it. 

Fnr example, is Iherc-
enough space to accommodate 
a family's growth and increas­
ing possessions? If nol, it may 
be possible lo convert the base­
ment by gradual stages inlo a 
storage area and recreation 
space. 

The growing family tliat ex-
pecls lo do more entertaining 
in the fulure should pay par­
ticular allention to ils living 
room. Before investing money 
in short-term decorating, the 
possibility of removing a ivall 
to provide more space for en. 
terlaiiimenl- should be investi-
galod. 
Consider Existing Structure 

Tn addition to individual 
lasles and needs, the nalure of 
the existing structure must be 
considered in creating a mas­
ter plan. 

For example, basements 
should be investigated for e\-
cessive- moisture before remo­
deling them inlo living or stor­
age space. The usual indica­
tions of dampness are dark 
stains on the cellar ivalls and 
floo!' and flaking cement on 
ceiling beams and mildeivcd 
structure are also danger 
signs. These conditions .should 
be corrected before a base 
menl remodeling projecl is 
launched. 

It is ivell lo consult au arclii-
tccl in Ihe early stages of cre­
ating'a masler plan. 

He will make a thorough in­
vestigation of the house lo de-
advise the best methods of do­
ing it and give an estimate of 
the cost. 

In planning major remodel­
ing or modernization, it is also 
important lo determine how 
much you can spend on what 
improvements to have Ihe re-
.sale value of your home in­
crease by at least an equal 
amount.

And keep tlic cost withiii 
logical bounds. 

What are the "right sort" of 
improvements? Basically, thcy 
must substantially protect or 
improve the basic livabillty or 
uiiliiy ot your home, must 
have a readily-apparent use 
or w6r:ih to a . prospective 
homebuyer. 

Now what is meant by keep­
ing the cost of your improve­
ments within logical bounds? 
Just this; oi'dinarily people 
will not spend a great deal 
more for a home lhan others 
means, for example, that • if 
you own a $20,000 home in a 
neighborhood' of comparable 
Values, you would do well to 
keep your improvement cosls 
within $5,000, if you hope to 
get your money back, should 
you ever sell.

Even though the buds may 
open and new growth start, 
the piant is apt lo die within a 
few weeks unless the flow of 
sap can successfully bridge 
the gap in its normal circula­
tion path between root and 
leaves. In some instances, the 
planl may not be completely 
girdled or the band may not 
be wide enough to seriously 
impair the flow of sap. The 
treatment for this is to paint 
the injured area with a tree 
pruning compound (obtainable 
at hardwares, nurseries or 
garden centers) and prune the 
planl back severely, thereby 
enabling available energy to 
heal the wound. 

The needles on many ever­
greens may burn and turn a 
brownish Color indicating a 
drying condilion. This type of 
damage is especially serious 
this year due to the roots be­
ing froslloCked and replace­
ment of moisture to the leaves 
or needles does nol occur as 
fast as it is lost lo the wind 
and the sun. Protection from 
the wind and warm sun ot 
plants in exposed areas is de­
sirable and can be accomplish­
ed with the use of burlap wrap 
ped around the foliage in the 

smaller plants and left on unlil 
the frost is oul of the ground. 
It is reportedly three lo five 
feet deep al the preseni lime 
and will likely lake from two 
to four weeks to completely 
dissipate. 

Tlic winter brought sucli low 
temperatures and stayed so 
long that maiiy of thc morc 
lender plants may suffer from 
winter Injury iii llic iorm of 
freezing back, some perman­
ently. ' 

We have enjoyed this mosl 
beautiful of winters. However, 
we have had quite enough of it 
and will be, oh, so glad to pul 
up with the trials and tribula­
tions that invariably accom­
pany spring. We are marvel­
ing at Ihe plucky daffodils 
pushing their dainty heads 
Ihrough the snow — how could 
they have survived these past 
two months? We are grateful 
for them and for all of the 
wonderful things that will hap­
pen in the next few weeks in 
all gardens, despite a few loss­
es notwithstanding.

Inspect Siding 

Siding should be closely in­
spected for cracks and splits 
or decay, and the decayecj or 
rolten boards replaced, ivhere 
practical. The homeoivnor al­
so might consider re-siding 
with asbestos cement siding 
shingles that are virtually 
maintenance-free. 

Roofing should be cheeked 
for loose or curled shingles, 
should be replaced. Condilion 
of morlar in lhe chimney 
covered wilh roofing cement, 
and these should be renailed 
in place.

To Ihe Edilor: 
Like many olher local resi 

dents, I basked in complacen­
cy as communiiy after com­
muniiy in the meti'opolilan De-
troll area began to have walcr 
shortages. Cerlainly Northville 
ivilh its smaller population 
and numerous streams would 
never experience such difficul­
ties. Now, suddenly, there is 
no room for complacency. As 
the summer months approach, 
Norlbville loo may well be on 
a brink of a serious ivater 
shortage. 

The situation here only re­
flects what is rapidly becom­
ing a nationwide problem. 13e-
cause of the lessons taught us 
in the 1930's, land and forest 
conservation have taken greal 
strides. Yet conservation of 
ivater and air is practically 
non-existent. Although Mr . A. 
H. lkemier, chief climalologist 
for the state, recently I'eporl-
cd lhal rainfall for lhc last 
Ihirleen monlhs has been 40% 

beloiv normal, i l begins to look 
as if there would have been 
Utile reserve walcr even dui--
ing a year of nuI'mal rainfall. 
A neiv University of Michi­
gan study tells us lhat even 
those seemingly inexhaustible 
sources of fresh water, the 
Great Lakes, are in danger of 
serious pollution. Despite these 
vvarnings and many others of 
a similar nature, we still tend 
to lake our water too much 
for granted. I believe the long 
range ansiver lies in a strict 
conservation of Ihe ivater we 
have. The time when we could 
lurn our wastes inlo the local 
streams or leave the lawn 
sprinkler on during a .summer 
shower is now pasl, 

Unlike the dollai' debt we 
hear so much about, indiscrim­
inately used water I'csources 
may well turn oul lo be caus­
ing a national debt which we 
can never repay to future gen­
erations.

Hear Report 
On Sewers 

Donald W. Ringler, deputy 
director of Oakland county's 
DPW told Novi last week that 
the preliminary plant design 
for a sewer to serve the Vil­
lage around Walled Lake will 
be completed in Mid-April. 

Ringler said that as of Mar­
ch 15, the Oakland county 
DPW had spent $2,841 in the 
survey. He estimated that the 
preliminary plant design would 
cost an e.\lra $6,120 and be 
completed by July. He said 
the final plant design and 
trunk survey would cost ap-
proximately $12,240. 

The Novi village council lasl 
November approved an agree-
ment with the county DPW for 
a $14,000 engineering and fi-
nanciai sludy for a sewer to 
serve the Walled Lake area. 

At Ihe saine time, thc Wall-
ed Lake couiicil approved a 
similar agreement lor .$24,000. 

The agreements call for the 
county DPW lo wrap up all 
engineering details of a $2.3 
million sewage disposal sys-
tern lo serve the entire cily of 
Walled Lake and the village 
area abutting the lake. 

Included in the disposal sys­
tem would be a chemical treat­
ment plant to be located south­
west of Ihe lake, trunk sew­
ers from lhe plant and latei-al 
lines branching Into the city 
and around lhe Novi porlion 
of the lake. 

The Novi council approved 
Ihe original agreement on Ihe 
basis lhal even Ihougll imme­
diate initiation of the project 
may be impossible without fed­
eral assistance, the study will 
be coinpleled and ready for 
use whenever possible. 

Discussion of the planned 
widening of Pontiac trail in 
the Wixom business district 
and the possibility that it might 
eliminate existing customer 
parking highlighted last Thurs­
day's Wixom city council meet­
ing. 

Widening of the trail Ihrough 
the central business district. 
Mayor Wesley McAlee said 
Monday, is a state project 
which iviil be turned over lo 
the county upon completion. 

He said Wixom has received 
a set of plans and lhat bids 
for the project should be 
awarded within a week or 10 
days. 

lloivard Hendrian, local bus­
inessman and president pro-
tem of the chamber of com­
merce, told the council that 
unless parking provisions are 
made on the improved trail, 
the possibility exists thai Wix­
om businesses will be destroy­
ed. 

The local concern has aris­
en from reports lhat the pro-
posed four4ane road will util­
ize all of the parking area 
now available along the store 
fronts in Wixom, leaving bus­
inesses 'stranded' from their 
customers. 

Also adding to the concei-n 
have been numerous rumors 
to the effect that the county 
and state are unwilling to take 
Wixom's case under consid­
eration. 

Specifically, Hendrian and 
several other citizens asked 
for the councils official back­
ing if they as a gi'oup and the 
chamber of commei'ce i'aised 
a "hew and cry" to gain slate 
and (iounly attention for the 
Wixom problem. 

The council sympathized 
with llie complainants, but i'e-
frained from ruling officially 
because ns yet no clear-cut 
plan for Wixom parking has 
been formulated. 

Mayor Wesley McAfee also 
assured citizens of his support, 
pointing out lhat when a ivoi'k-
able alternative to the road 
limitations was drafted the 
city officials would be in a 
posilion lo inake an official 
statement. 

Willi Alloriiey Gene Schnelz, 
McAlcc expressed the opinion 

Ihat only tiirough a large uni 
fied voice could Ihe. county be 
made aivarc of Wixom's plight. 

They pointed out that the 
viewpoint of highway planners 
was relatively remote from lhat 
of individilal settlements 
along the route, but lhat they 
were not completely adamant. 

Businessmen quickly point­
ed out that it is only during a 
few hours in the morning and 
afternoon that the amount of 
traffic on Pontiac trail war­
rants multiple lane right-of-
way. 

They also questioned the 
soundness of building a four-
lane road Ihrough lhe heart of 
the Wixom business dislrict, 
only to narrow it again lo two-
lanes at the railroad crossing. 

On the point of li'affic load, 
Ihe concerned parties suggest­
ed two alternate ideas that 
might be used in place of a 
four-lane permanent highway. 

— Coilstruct a three-lane 
road and I'cgulate il lo pro­
vide two lanes one way and 
one lhe other at lhe approp­
riate times of day. 

— Ask the county lo consitl-
er allowing pai'king on a por­
tion of Pontiac Trail during the 
lessei' li'aveled hours. 

The latter alternative was 
nominally supported by coun­
cil members althougli the coun­
cil itself made no official slale-
ment. 

Anolher possible solution to 
the problem was brought up 
by Attorney Schnelz. He said 
that officials might Ihink about 
acquiring land directly behind 
Wixom stores for parking. 

He emphasized that in mak­
ing the suggestion he could not 
say whether or not it was pos­
sible. "I 'm merely dirowing it 
out for your considei'alion as 
you work on this thing," hc 
said.
