To the Editor:

Like many other local resi-
dents, I basked in complacen-
¢y as communily after com-
munity” in the metropolitan De-
troit area hegan to have waler
shortages. Certainly Northville
with its smaller population
and numerous streams would
never experience such difficul-
ties. Now, suddenly, there is
no room for complacency. As
the summer months approach,
Northville too may well be on
a brink of a serious water
shortage.

The situation here only re-
flects whatl is rapidly becom-
ing a nationwide problem. Be-
cause of the lessons taught us
in the 1930's, land and forest
conservation have taken greal
strides. Yet conservation of
water and air is practically
non-existent, Although Mr. A.
H. Ikemier, chief climatologist
for the state, recently reporl-
cd that rainfall for the last
{hirteen months has been 40%

below normal, it hegins to look
as if there would have heen
little reserve waler even dur-
ing a year of normal rainfall.
A new University of Michi-
gan study tells us that cven
those seemingly inexhaustible
sources of fresh water, the
Great Lakes, are in danger of
serious pollution. Despite these
warnings and many others of
a similar nature, we still tend
to take our water too much
for granted. I believe the long
range answer lies in a strict
conservation of the water we
have., The time when we could
turn our wastes into the local
streams or leave the lawn
sprinkler on during a summer
shower is now past.

Unlike the dollar debt we
hear so much ahout, indiscrim-
inately used water resources
may well turn out to be caus-
ing a national debt which we
can never repay to future gen-
crations,

Hear Report
On Sewers

Donald W. Ringler, deputy
director of Oakland county's
DPW told Novi last week that
the preliminary plant design
for a sewer to serve the vil-
lage around Walled Lake will
be completed in Mid-April.

Ringler said that as of Mar-
ch 15, the Oakland county
DPW had spent $2,841 in the
survey. He estimated that the
preliminary plant design would

cost an extra $6,120 and be ed

completed by July. He said
the final plant design and
trunk survey would cost ap-
proximately $12,240.

The Novi village council last
November approved an agree-
ment with the county DPW for
a $14,000 engineering and fi-
nancial study for a sewer to
serve the Walled Lake area,

At the same time, the Wall-
ed Lake council approved a
similar agreement for $24,000,

The agreements call for the
county DPW to wrap up all
engineering details of a $2.3
million sewage disposal sys-
tem to serve the entire city of
Walled Lake and the village
area abutting the lake.

Included in the disposal sys-
tem would be a chemical treat-
ment plant to be Jocated south-
west of the lake, trunk sew-
ers from the plant and lateral
lines branching into the city
and around the Novi portion
of the lake.

The Novi council approved
the original agreement on the
basis that even though imme-
diate initiation of the project
may be impossible without fed-
eral assistance, the study will

Wixom Merchants

Fear Parking Loss

Discussion of the planned
widening of Pontiac trail in
the Wixom business district
and the possibility that it might
eliminate existing customer
parking highlighted last Thurs-
day’s Wixom city council meet-
ing.

Widening of the trail through
the central business district,
Mayor Wesley McAtee said
Monday, is a -state project
which will be turned over to
the county upon completion.

He said Wixom has received
a set of plans and that bids
for the project should be
awarded within a week or 10
days.

Howard Hendrian, local bus-
inessman and president pro-
tem of the chamber of com-
merce, told the council that
unless parking provisions are
made on the improved trail,
the possibility exists thal Wix-
om businesses will be destroy-

The local concern has aris-
en from reports that the pro-
posed four-lane road will util-
ize all of the parking area
now available along the store
fronts in Wixom, leaving bus-
inesses ‘stranded’ from their
customers.

Also adding to the concern
have been numerous rumors
to the effect that the county
and state are unwilling to take
Wixom's case under consid-
eration,

Specifically, Hendrian and
several other citizens asked
for the councils official back-
ing il they as a group and the
chamber of commerce raised
a “hew and cry” to gain state
and county attention [or the
Wixom problem,

The council sympathized
with the complainants, but ve-
frained from tuling officially
because as yet no clear-cut
plan for Wixom parking has
been formulated.

Mayor Wesley McAtee also
assured citizens of his support,
pointing out that when a work-

able alternative o the road|

limitations was drafted the
city officials would be in a
position to make an official
statement.

With Attorney Gene Schnelz,

MeAtee expressed’ the opinion

that only through a large uni-
fied voice could the county be
made aware of Wixom’s plight.

They pointed out that the
viewpoint of highway planners
was relatively remote from that
of individial  settlements
along the route, but that they
were not completely adamant.

Businessmen quickly point-
ed out that it is only during a
few hours in the morning and
afternoon that the amount of
traffic on Pontiac trail war-
rants multiple lane right-of-
way.

They also questioned the
soundness of building a four-
lane road through the heart of
the Wixom business district,
only to narrow it again to two-
lanes at the railroad crossing.

On the point of traffic load,
the concerned parties suggest-
ed two alternate ideas that
might be used in place of a
four-lane permanent highway.

~ Construct a three-lane
road and regulate it to pro-
vide two lanes one way and
one the other at the approp-
riate times of day.

—~ Ask the county to consid-
er allowing parking on a por-
tion of Pontiac Trail during the
lesser traveled hours,

The latter alternative was
nominally supported by coun-
cil members although the coun-
cil itsell made no official state-
ment.

Another possible solution lo
the problem was brought up
by Attorney Schnelz, He said
that officials might think about
acquiring land directly behind
Wixom stores for parking.

He emphasized that in mak-
ing the suggestion he could not
say whether or not it was pos-
sible. “I'm merely throwing it
out for your consideralion as
you work on this thing,” he
said.

Fulbright scholars to foreign
homes for six weeks prior to
the opening of term to learn
the language, she pointed out.

Miss Kimbrough turned to
Supreme Court Justice Wil-
liam O. Douglas’ account of . a
recent journey to the Far
East. There, he said he found
several industrial plants op-
erated by the US.S.R. and the
U.S.A.

Physically, he said “:they
were equal. But, she continu-
ed Mr. Douglas said they *‘dif-
fered vastly for there was not
one person in the American
plant who could speak -the
language of the area..

The - result, Mr. Douglas
said, was that the Russians
lost no opportunity to spread
their ideology while the Ameri-
cans stood “dumb and mute,”

Gov. George Romney kept
relatively silent on the meas-
ure although he Indicated
when it was introduced he con-
sidered it “a reasonahle idea”
to provide equal services for
all schoo! children if the ser-
vice did not cost the state loo
much.

During his campaign last
year, however, Romney re-
portedly gained considerable
support from selected church

Surprisingly some of the
strongest opposition, at least
from outside the legislative
halls, comes from church
groups which would stand to
gain considerably if the bill
was enacted into law.

The Seventh Day Adventist $
Church emphatically opposed
the measure as a violation of
the guarantees in the Federal
Constitution of the separation
of Church and State.

— Let
me repeat: Inflation is a very
tricky word. Most natural re-
sources which 1 have mention-
ed in this column the past
few weeks are helped by in-
flation. However, most rail-
roads, public utilitics, and cor-
porations whose income s
largely fixed by government
and state comimissions are
handicapped: by inflation
Therefore, wise  investors
should balance their portfolios
so they will not he hurl —
whether inflation comes or not.

Personally, with the con-
stantly growing government
debt, I think the U.S. is head-
ed for inflation; but it will
come aboul gradually.

‘Screening’ Plan

A group of Novi teachers
and parents met with the
school board ilast week to urge
adoption of a screening pro-
gram for children who will be
five years old between Sep-
tember | and December 1,

Purpose of the program, ac-
cording to Chairman Mrs. Lor-
etta Kraus, a fifth grade Or-
chard Hills' teacher, is to ‘‘de-
termine individual readiness
for school,” and to give those
not mature enough for school
another year at home,

The program, as outlined to
the board, would provide one
week of observation and test-
ing for pre-kindergarten chil-
dren under the direction of two
qualified teachers,

After that period, the teach-
ers would make a recommend-
ation; the parent, the decision
as to whether or not the child
should enter school. Under ex-
isting Novi policy, all children
who ‘are five before Decem-
ber 1 are accepted in the sys-

prepared for submission to the
Oakland  county  allocation
board. Final approval cannot
be given the budget until the
allocation board determines
the share of county and school
taxes Novi-is to receive next
year.

The budget was submitted
to the board by Superinten-
dent of Schools Tom Culbert
who called it “a realistic pic-
ture of revenue and expendi-
tures.”

Only school board additions
to the budget were $1,800 to
$1,850 for secretarial, custodial
and bus driver pay hikes and
$2,500 for purchase of a new
-school bus.
