Philip Anderson, Novi village councilman and well 
known apple grower, .sroppcd by last week with one of tlic 
oldest and best-preserved copies of a Northville Record that 
^'Ve ever seen. 

It's exactly 92 years old. The four-page, six-coluInn 
newspaper is dated Ajiril 1, 1371. 

Unlike tiic original publication of fiie Record that 
we have framed and hanging in our offices, it's published 
under the name of "The Northville Record". 

The July 15, 1869 first edition was called "The Wayne 
County Recofd". 

Tlie "editor and proprietor" was Samuel H. Little. 
And under the newspiiper's masthead are the words: "Our 
Aim — The People's Welfare". 

Every word of the fine-type publication is clearly 
readable, which is amazing wheii one considers that An-
derson found the newspaper "lying in the bottom of a 
bureau drawer." 

Tlie entire front page is devoted to poetry and a short 
story entitled "One Night". 

Inside are many familiar names — an attorney, I;. S. 
Woodinan of Novi advertises his services and offers iis 
reference William P. Yerkes of Northville; Hutton & 
Bradford advertise wagon and carriage manufacturifig and 
repair; A. S. Lapham & Co. Bankers; Lipham & Swift Dry 
Goods; Jackson & Horton, dealers in drugs, medicines, win-
dow glass, putty, wallpaper and wines and liquors; V. O. 
Whipple Harness & Saddle Repository; and F. R. Deal & 

• Go., general hardware. 
Tlie Nortliville Union School announces lis sixth on-

Oiie of the most potentially 
controversial pieces of legis­
lation proposed in the current 
session received only limited 
debate. 

Some 27 Senators signed as 
co-sponsors of a measure to 
require school districts which 
provide bus transportation to 
public school students to offer 
the saine service to students 
lii non-publlc institutions. 

Fast becoming known as the 
parochial school aid bus bill" 

the measure faced little oppos­
ition In the Senate since it is 
rare when a member signs as 
co-sponsor unless he plans to 
support a bill. 

One Senator described the 
probable action on the bill as 
a parallel to the controversial 
Saturday-Sunday closing law 
enacted last year with almost 
no floor debate. This measure 
now Is being sharply challeng-
cd in the courts. 

Discussion about Ihe school 
bill is expected to be limited 
in tbc House with the main 
opposition built upon the finan 
cial aspect. 

Gov. George Romney kept 
relatively silent on the meas­
ure although he Indicated 
when it was introduced he con 
sidercd it "n reasonable idea" 
to provide equal services for 
all school children If the ser­
vice did not cost the state too 
much. 

During his campaign last 
year, however, Romney re 
portedly gained considerable 
support from selected church 
units by saying he would en 
dorse such a proposal. 

Surprisingly some of the 
strongest opposition, at least 
from outside the legislative 
halls, comes from church 
groups which would stand to 
gain considerably if the bill 
was enacted into law. 

The Seventh Day Adventist 
Church emphatically opposed 
the measure as a violation of 
the guarantees in the Federal 
Constitution of the separation 
of Church and State. 

The Michigan Council of 
Churches' board ot directors 
took a similar stand on the 
proposal. 

We are committed to the 
principle that the choice of 
schools for children should be 
determined by their parents," 
the Council board said. "We 
feel also that non-public 
schools and Ihe parents involv­

ed must underwrite the cost 
of such institutions."

Initiated in 19G1, five teams 
are now assigned to depart 
ment posts at East Lansing, 
Ionia, Jackson, Houghton Lake 
and Marquette. 

Commissioner Joseph A. 
Childs said the decision to ex­
pand the dog unit program 
was made because of the ex­
tremely high rate of success 
in using the officcr-dog teams 
for searches.

Did you ever wonder how 
much the roads on which you 
drive cost? The Slate Highway 
Department has ihe answer, 
but it is much more complicat­
ed and difficult than the ques­
tion might imply. 

The iiiost expensive roads in 
Michigan costs about llio times 
as much as the least expen­
sive. The most expensive, of 
course, are Ihe freeways 
IIIrough cities. In downtown 
Detroit, for example, a free­
way will cost up to $15 million 
per mile. 

On the other end of Ihe scale 
is Ihe two lane route out in 
the country, which costs about 
$100,000 a mile. 

In terms of cost, however, 
the per-mile figure does not 
always compare on two dif­
ferent routes. Highway Depart­
ment spokesmen note that in 
terms of moving people, Ihe 
most expensive roads are fre­
quently the cheapest. 

The $15 million ff-eeway 
mile in Deti'oit carries about 
125,000 vehicles daily, meaning 
the section cost $l22-a-mile per 
car. Applying the same formu 
la to the $100,000 two-lane 
stretch in a rural af-ea, which 
may only carry 200 cars a day 
provides a per-car cost of 
about $500. 

Department officials are 
quick to point out that these 
figures in themselves are 
rather mcaninglfess, but the 
4-1 ratio is an important fig-
ui'e. Current depaf-tment esti­
mates arc that every dollar 
spent on a heavily traveled 
freeway gives about four times 
as much service as a dollar 
spent on a lightly used rural 
i'oute. 

— Let 
me j-epeat: Inflalion is a vef'y 
ti'icky word. MosI natural i-e-
sources which 1 have mcnlion-
cd in this column the past 
few weeks ai'e helped by in-
nation. Howevei-, most rail­
roads, public uliiilies, and cor-
poi-ations whose income is 
largely fixed by government 
and slate commissions are 
handicapped • by inflation 
Therefore, wise investors 
should balance their portfolios 
so Ihey will not be hurt — 
wllcthei- inflation comes or not. 

Pui'sonally, wilh the eon-
slantly growing govei-nmcnt 
debt, I think the U.S. is head-
ed for inflalion; but it will 
come about gi-adually. If, how 
ever, speculators temporarily 
run up slock prices too soon 
in advance, beware of a mar­
ket collapse to follow. Also, 
readei's sliould remember cost 
of taxes when buying timber 
or other I'cal estate. 

The pi-imai-y asset ot the 
paper industi'y is the millions 
of acres of land and growing 
timber Ihey own. Most of the 
timber properties lie in remote 
regions of the U.S. and Can­
ada. Timber gi-owlh is not cir-
cumsci'ibed by union regula­
tions witil regai-d to pi-oductivi-
ty and length of work week. 

The trees do not recpiirc holi­
days, vacations, coffee breaks, 
and the myriad of other fringe 
benefits. 

Labor costs aie a lelalively 
small pi'oportion of total costs. 
Book values of these compan-
ies are genei'ally understated 
in relation lo i-ealistic timber 
values. 

St. llegis Paper Company 
owns or controls over 5 mil-
lion acres of timbei'land in the 
U.S. and Canada. It is a highly 
integrated producer of many 
pi-oducis, including kraft and 
wrapping papers, containers, 
pi-inting paper, pulp, lumber, 
and even packaging machin­
ery. 

Kimbei'ly-Clai'k Corporation 
is Ihe lai-gcst producer of cel­
lulose wadding, and a leading 
manufacUii'er of book and 
pi'inting paper, napkins and 
towels, and ciKarctle and other 
.'ipcc'ally paper. Its affiliated 
foinpatiics produce newsprint. 
Kimbcf-ly is ;i highly integi-at-
cd oi'gani/alioii and controls 
some 11 millioD aci-es of tim-
berland in the U.S. and Can­
ada. 

The lai'gesl Amei'ican manu-
factui-er of newsprint is Great 
Northern Papei' Company, 
Company's mills and some 
2'/i million acres of timber 
land ai-e concentrated in the 
state of Maine. While world 
wide excess capacity in news 
print production has created 
problems, company has ex­
panded modernized facilities 
and is placing increasing em­
phasis on specialty papers. 

Scott Paper is heavily con 
centi-ated in the consumei--
goods field, as an imporlant 
producer of tissue, napkins 
towels, wax paper, etc. Ag 
gressivc advertising and pi'o 
motion have been made Scult a 
leading brand name. 

Company owiis valuable.iim 
berland i i i is self-sufficient ih 
pulp requirement); and iia.s 
wonderful retail distributing 
organization. 

Despite intense competition 
in the plywood field, the grow­
th of U.S. Plywood Corpoi-ation 
has been I'emarkable. Because 
of its wide distributing facili­
ties throughout the U.S. and 
Canada, company Is considei--
ed to he more of a seller than 
a manufacturer. In addition to 
distributing plywood, it sells 
doors and other timber pi'o-
diicts to the building trades. It 
maintains extensive timber 

stands on the West Coast, In 
New England, various South 
Atlantic states, and Canada. 

The largest expense in house 
building today is labor. Ply-
wood manufacturers are doing 
much to reduce labor costs. 
Another development to ac 
complish the same end is the 
building of "shell" homes, 
which my friend Jim Walters 
of Tampa originated.

A group of Novi teachei-s 
and parents met wilh the 
school boai-d last week to uf-ge 
adoption of a screening pro­
gram for children who will be 
five years old between Sep­
tember 1 and December 1. 

Purpose of the program, ac 
cording to Chairman Mrs. Lor­
etta Kraus, a fifth grade Or­
chard Hills' teacher, is to "de­
termine individual readiness 
for school," and to give those 
not mature enough for school 
another year at home. 

The program, as outlined to 
the board, would provide one 
week of observation and test­
ing for pre-kindergarten chil­
dren undei- the direction of two 
qualified teachers. 

After that period, the teach­
ers would make a recommend 
ation; the pai-ent, the decision 
as to whether or not the child 
should enter school. Under ex­
isting Novi policy, all childi-en 
who are five before Decem­
ber 1 are accepted in the sys­
tem. 

The boai-d discussed the pro­
gram at length, but took, no 
action In spile of Superinten­

dent of Schools Tom Culbert's 
recommendation to adopt the 
program. 

Colbert had told the hoard 
that the "inain value" of the 
program is that the teachers 
iiave recognized a problem 
and have attcinptcd to set up 
a procedure that they think 
would be better. 

"Unless we can think up a 
better program, we should give 
them an opportunity to try 
Iheii-s," Culbert said. 

Dr. Walter Amblnder, board 
seci-etai-y, said he objected to 
such a program because "it's 
basically a device for screen­
ing out rather than screening 
In. 

"When a child has not had 
the opportunity to develop 
good language habits at home, 
is there any guarantee that a 
parent can in another six-
months do a beller job than 
the school system," Dr. Am-
binder asked. 

Mrs. Laura Smith, mother 
of two elementary children 
and a committee member, 
stressed that when children

Custodial salaries next year 
will range from $1.70 an hour 
for a one-year custodian to $2 
an hour for a six-year man. 
Ciirrent salary is $1.70 an hour 
for all custodians. Opposing 
the motion to give "seniority 
raises" were Ambinder and 
David Fried board treasurer. 
Amblnder's argument was that 
a wage scale should be set up 
for the job, rather than voting 
raises to individuals. 

Board mciobcrs turned their 
hands down to any suggestions 
of tt^chcr raises for next 
year. 

In discussion, Ambinder had 
proposed''that both teachers 
with an A.B. and a M.A. be 
given a $150 base salary in­
crease. Such an increase would 
bring starting salaries up to 
$4,950 and $5,150, respectively. 

Ambinder then suggested 
that a third category be add­
ed to Novi's salary schedule 
— one for teachers with a mas­
ter's plus 30 hours of addition 
al graduate work plus six 
years of experience. He pro 
posed that these teacheî s be 
paid $6,800 (rather than the 
$6,500 they'd be paid under 
the current system) and go on 
lo a lop salary of $8,100. • 

Aniblnder's motion failed for 
lack of support as did a pro­
posal made by Fried to give 
all teachers a $50 bonus this 
year. 

President John MacBrlde 
reasoned that since the board 
has committed Itself to avoid­

ing a deficit, "any salary 
change must await a change 
in revenue." 

lle pointed out that "Novi 
has brought up its salary scales 
in Ihe last three years lo put 
it above the median." 

Ambinder's rejoinder: I "For 
the first time, Novi is in a com-' 
petitlve situation. We^have Ja-
good administration, a school 
that's moving ahead, a bond 
issue. 

"We've got some mome|i-
turn now, we could make some 
giant strides," Ambinder con-
tinned. "At this time, to let 
down the salary schedule 
would be a real mistake," he 
concluded.

In R e v i e w : 

Triumph 
An encounter wilh Philip 

Wylie via the pages of Tri­
umph is somelhing of a shock, 
though most certainly nol an 
unpleasant one. 

Wylie has created in Tri­
umph an claborale .scheme, a 
slory, to lake a whaek at hu­
man foibles. 

His iinderlying theme js a 
prophecy or perliapn a plea 
to sidestep World War III. 

Published ju.st this year, Tri­
umph includes a quite vivid 
-— and reasonably scienlific -— 
description of how an atomic 
war would affect the faceflf the 
earth and its .people. Indeed, 
the author is al his best as he 
tells of the mobs scralching 
for shelter when Americans 
and Soviets square off for 
atomic battle. 

As bombs cease lo fall, only 
14 people on this side of the 
Iron Curtain, hidden from fall­
out in one of Connecticut's 
have a chance to live. 

Among these survivors in 
the 500-foot black hole are a 
millionaire and his family, a 
Jewish physicist, a playboy, a 
Negro servant and his daugh­
ter, a gigolo and his mistress, 
a Chinese girl, a meter read­
er, a .lapanese engineer and 
two children. 

The inounlain shelter, c0n-
slriictcd by millionaire Vance 
Farr in anticipation of just 
such an attack, is the center 
of life for these U Aiiicrlcans 
for over Iwo years. 

There, they cat, sleep, roll­
er skate, swim, read, watch 
television programs broadcast 
by unharmed people in South 
America, learn of the last 
ditch attack by the Soviets and 
love — all courtesy of Farr's 
foresighledness in building a 
$1.50 million-plus sheltei'. 

There, even, Wylie mocks 
prejudices again.st color and 
nationality, concluding Ihrough 
one of his characters lhat 
"Environment and the atti 
ludes of other pcriple to any­
one, or to any minority group, 
regarded as different — and, 
of course, in consequence, as 
inferior — make the only im­
portant difference that exists. 
And all of that ... illusion." 

lncvitably, like the Greek-
legend soldiers, .lason's men, 
Ihe small hand of Americails 
"Triumph." 

Not, however, without leav­
ing some questions in the read­
er's mind. It's hard to under-
sland why a man such as Farr 
would build a shelter In the 
first place. It's even harder 
to understand communist rea­
soning as presented by Wylie 
and still ' l iarder to figure out 
just where it is Ihe Soviets 
obtained the financial resourc­
es to deliver the last blow. 

Nonetheless, Triumph witli 
Us unanswered questions and 
Wylie's tendency to overstate 
tke case, is still one of the bet­
ter books released this year.

How can a man get into 

a right relationship with 
God? How can one feel at 
peace, at ease, at home 
with God? This is one of 
the supreme problems of 
life. 

The law said: " A man 
can attain a right relation­
ship with God by keeping 
meticulously all lhat the 
law lays down. If he ful­
fills ai l the works of Ihe 
Law, he will be right with 
God." But lo say that says 
there is no possibility of 
any man ever attaining lhat 
right relationshhip. Man, an 
imperfect creature, cannot 
render perfect obedience. 

"Not the labors of my 
hands Can fulfil Thy 
law's demands." 
What is Ihe use of the 

Law? It makes a man 
aware of his sin. A man 
must know what he ought 
to do to know he is not do­
ing it. Only when a man 
knows the law and tries to 
satisfy it can he realize he 
never can. Is a man then 

shut out from God? No, far 
from it. For the way lo 
God is not Law but by 
grace, not by way of works 
but by way of faith. As man 
appears before God he is 
anything but innocent; he is 
ullorly guilty. Yet, God in 
his amazing grace teats 
him as innocent. God justi­
fies the ungodly or treats 
man as good man. 

This was a shock to the 
people in the time of Jesus 
— to treat a bad man as a 
good man was the sign of a 
wicked judge. "He lhat jus­
tifies the wicked is an abom­
ination unto the Lord" (Ex­
odus 23:7). "I will not justi­
fy the wicked" (Proverbs 
17:15). But St. Paul says 
lhat Ihis is pi-ecisely what 
God does. How can I know 
God is like that? Jesus said 
so. Jesus said we are all 
sinners; still dear to God. 
When we discover this and 
believe it, it changes our 
wilole relationship to God. 
We are conscious of our 
sin, but we do not live in 

terror; we are no loilger 
estranged. Penitent and 
broken hearted we come to 
God as a sorry child comes 
to his mother, for we know 
the God we come to is love. • 
This is what St. Paul calls 
"justification by faith in 
Jesus Christ." 

We are in right relation­
ship with God because we 
believe what Jesus told us 
about God is true. We are 
not terrorized sti-angers 
from God but erring chil­
dren trusting in our Fath­
er's love. Jesus came, lived 
and died to tell us so. We 
only know by trust in what 
Jesus said. The way to a 
right relationship with God 
is not a frenzied attempt to 
win acquittal by our own 
performance; It lies in hum­
ble, penitent acceptance of 
the love and grace which 
God offers in Jesus Christ.

Michigan's continued partici 
pation in the Fetieral Man-
power Development and Train-
ing prografn is assured, but 
the Legislature will extend the 
program only on a year-lo-
ycar basis.

S p e c u l a t i n g i n S e e d s 

Babson Park, Mass., — As 
earlier stated, I believe that 
Ihe two industries which now 
have the greatest future are 
electronics and synthetics. Of 
course, another discovery may 
at any time occur which will 
put some other- industry in a 
class with them; but I do not 
see much on the horizon at pre­
sent unless it Is In connection 
with seeds. 

We hear today only of the 
wonders of chemistry, elec-
Ironies, and space travel — In­
cluding "going to the moon''. 
But we must not forget the 
work of humble botanists and 
biologists. We may now be on 
the verge of the discovery of 
an artificial origin of life cells 
without any human or sex con-
tact. The elements that may 
very well accomplish this are 
referred to as DNA and RNA, 
about which I have previously 
written. 

Experiments in this field of-
ten go unnoticed by the public. 
But scientists are working 

with these chemicals which 
have such miraculous possibili­
ties. One of the greatest mys­
teries is the effect of sunlight 
in turning the leaves and the 
grass green; this process is 
known as photosynthesis. 

When its secret is discover-
ed, this will bc very revolu­
tionary and will form the bas-
is for many new fortunes. 

There are several concerns 
which today specialize in 
breeding, improving, and sell 
ing seeds. I have just bought 
a little stock in the Asgrow 
Seed Company of .New Haven, 
Connecticut. It has been work­
ing in its seed laboratories for 
over loo years. This company 
has made slow but continual 
progress in improving the qual­
ity of certain vegetable seeds. 

I do not expect anything 
spectacular of the stock of any 
seed company for some years 
to come. They a11 are what 
the stock brokers call "sleep­
ers." Those who are seriously 
interested in the above should

Go to a hardware store and 
buy a 35-cent paper envelope 
of onion, mustard, carrot, pe­
tunia, or snapdragon seed — 
which is what I play with. 
Empty the paper envelopes 
into separate salvers and — 
even with a microscope, and 
the help of the bees — see if 
you can tell the difference be­
tween these five seeds. 

Yet, given the same soil, 
the same water, and the same 
sunshine, one of these seeds 
will grow an onion or a carrot, 
while another will grow a beau-
tlftil snapdragon. 

But this is not all — when 
two snapdragon seeds are 
planted, - one may produce a 
beautiful blue flower and an-
other a beautiful red flower. I 
have ten colors in my garden. 
But note the following: Each 
tiny seed is full of revolving 
atoms. 

Biologists are now using ani-
mals to make experiments as 
to the effect of radiation and 
certain chemicals on the chro­
mosomes that determine our 
heredity. I underg îlnd that the 
Atomic Energy Commission is 
using seeds of vegetables to 
study the same effects. When 
their results are released, the 
laboratories of the important 
seed companies niay discover 
how some of their seeds will 
develop entirely different veg­
etables or fruits and many val-
uable vegetables or flowers. 

When this ! discovery is 
made, the stocks of the alert 
seed conipanles could sudden­
ly rise greatly in price. There-
fore, I ui'ge readers of this 
column to read elementary 
books on botany and biology 
and inheritance. It is possible 
that the wonders accomplish­
ed by Professor Einstein in his 
Princeton laboratory — in turn­
ing the atom into energy — the 
scientists working in the lab-
oratories of certain seed com-
panics may match in impor­
tance. This may not come for 
many years; but I foresee that 
our great grandchildren will 
be eating vegetables and fruits 
of which we have never heard; 
if not human cells!

Child poisoning, aii accidcnl 
of curiosity, involves about 
COO,OflO prc-scliool children 
each year, according to the 
U.S. Public Health Service. 

This needless problem, re­
ports Stale Health Commis-
sioner Albert E. Heustis, is 
usually the combination of "a 
curious child and a careless 
adult." 

"Inquisitive youngsters will 
eat and drink just about any-
thing," warns Dr. Hesutls. 
"It's surprising what horrible-
tasting stuff a youngster will 
swallow." 

The most poison-prone of 
any age group is the toddler, 
Heustis says. "He has the abil-
ily to get hold of things but 
lacks the Judgment as to what 
he can or should not put in 
his mouth." 

The most frequently occur­
ring factors in child pfiisoning 
are unsupervised toddlers, and 
toxic material left where in­
quisitive eyes can spot it, ex­
ploring hands can - reach it, 
and a curious mouth can taste 
it, according to the Health 
Commissioner. 

Steps yoti can take to insure 
against accidental child pois­
oning are simple, Heustis says. 
To "poison-proof" your home. 

make sure any substance lhat 
could be hai'iiiful is out of 
reach and out of sight. If you 
don't know whether some sub­
stance is a potential poison in 
the hands of a youngster, put 
it away anyway. It is much 
belter to be safe tlian sori-y. 

Something new is being add­
ed this year as Michigan cili-

The primary basis in decid­
ing the awards will be volun­
tary, non-professional lead­
ership: a contribution to a 
field not directly related lo 
Ihe occupational endeavor of 
the individual involved. 

In spiritual life, the Michi­
gan Week unit theorized 
awards might be given for sig-
niflcant contributions to a par­
ticular denomination or to an 
inter-faith activity; or for the 
strengthening of moral and 
ethical concepts in public, 
business or union affairs. 

Cultural endeavor might be 
recognized for individual con­
tributions to the arts, handi­
crafts, or architecture; or for 
the stimulation of public inter­
est and appreciation of cultur­
al activities.

ly would concentrate on non-
professional leadership in the 
field.

-lil c Forking lot can be local-
ed and developed, but desired 
a formal outline of future plans 
before taking final action. 

Hendrian noted that the com­
mission was pleased with the 
presentation. "They were im-
pressed that somebody was 
taking care of their own prob-
lems instead of taking their 
problems to the commission. 

Hendrian added lhat the 
commission requested that 
a letler, expressing the feel 
ings of the merchants involv­
ed, be in its hands prior to 
final construction approval. 

To avoid the necessity of 
taking any signs down after 
the road is completed. Mayor 
McAtee said lhat the commis­
sion must know what signs to 
order. Thus, there is a need 
for prompt action, he added. 

The council also heard a let-
ter fi'om the Automobile club 
of Michigan that recommend­
ed certain changes on Potter 
and Beck roads to correct a 
traffic hazard. 

The letter, which was a re­
ply to Police Chief Frank Jad-
zinski's request for a safety 
study, made the following, rec­
ommendations: 

—Install a 36 foot curve pan-
el on Potter road west of Beck 
road with a safe speed panel 
mounted above the curve sign 
on Poller road, approximate­
ly 750 feel in advance of Beck 
road. 

—Install a 30 fool curve pan­
el on Beck road, south of Pot­
ter road with a safe speed 
panel mounted above the curve 
sign on Beck road, approxi­
mately 750 feet in advance of 
Potter road; 

—Install a target arrow at 
the north end of Beck road on 
the existing utility pole. 

—Clear away brush and if 
possible, some trees alongside 
Beck road on the east side of 
the roadway, south of Potter. 

—Install a street light al Ihe 
norlh end of Beck road on 
the existing utility pole. 

—Widen Ihe pavement at 
the southwest corner of Beck 
al Potter road for a larger 
radius. 

—Paint double yellow center 
lines on both Potter and Beck 
roads at the curve.

The council also held a hear­
ing on the east 600 feet of the 
Ashley property, which was 
rezoned from a residential 
aî ea to a light manufacturing 
district. 

Harold Rocker told the coun-
cil lhat residents on Wain-
stock street object to the noise 
created by the trucks that 
park in the parking lot south 
of Pontiac trail at the end of 
Wainstock. "It Is a P-l lot," 
he said. "It does not permit 
commercial parking. We don't 
object to cars." ' 

"They (truckers) park their 
trucks, gel into cars, come 
back and get into the triicks. 
This goes on all night. I feel 
it Is up to the council to do 
something to relieve it (the 
situation)." 

He added that truckers race 
their motors for long periods 
of nine. 

After discussing the prob-
lem, the mayor instructed 
Chief Jadzinski lo contact the 
truckers and to instruct tliem 
not to park in the lot at night. 

The council also agreed to 
donate $15 to Ihe Michigan 
Week program.

Building 
size, before the addilion was 
completed, totaled 30,000 
square feet. 

Architect for the expansion 
was Campbell Engineering in­
corporated, associated engi­
neers and architects of De-
li'oit.

The company, which moved 
to Novi in 1053, was founded 25 
years ago in Detroit by Arthur 
b. Redner. Current president 
is Mrs. Grace Redner.

.Christian, sales manager.

Novi needs a fire ordinance 
and help for Its administi'a 
five assistant, Chief of Police 
Lee BeGole told the council 
at a meeting this week. 

Spurring the chief's sugges­
tions was an administrative 
charge made earlier this 
month that police had failed 
to stop Ihe burning of old ve­
hicles at Harrawood's Grand 
River-Novi road station. 

Specifically, BeGole asked 
that an ordinance be drawn 
up, giving him tlie power to 
issue burning permits in the 
center of town. 

And, he observed that "What 
Harold Ackley needs here is 
more help. I've sal here and 
listened to all the sewer and 
waler projects in progress here, 
heard all the things the ad-
minislrative assistant's suppos 
ed to do. 

'Harold shouldn't have to 
bother about a little fire," 
BeGole said. 

BeGole told the council that, 
m the case in point brought 
to council attention by the ad­
ministrative assistant, Harra­
wood was not burning vehi­
cles. 

"Harrawood Was only burn­
ing a couple .of tires," BeGole 
said 

The chief pointed out that 
burning tires is not a violation 
of the village's zoning ordi­
nance, but admitted that 
"junking" cars by burning 
would be.. 

"Novi has no local ordinance 
io prohibit fires," BeGole con­
tinued. "There's no ordinance 
saying a person can't burn on 
his own property. Everyone 
around here has a bonfire, in-
cludhig Harrawood. 

"And lhe police are without 
power to prohibit these fires 
iinlcss Ihey occur in public 
places or on public stieets," 
BeGole continued. 

But, he said, "If I see a 
clear violation, I don't waste 
the council's time. I run in 
and arrest the violator and 
bring the case into court." 

The question of whether or 
not Harrawood was burning 
vehicles at his station was left 
unanswered. 

The council took no action 
on BeGole's suggestion to 
draw up a fire permit ordi-
nance. 

In other action, the council 
unanimously approved a new 
ordinance governing entertain-
ment establishments and de-
cided to begin special assess-
ment proceedings to cover a 
purchase agreement Willow-
brook Subdivision Developer 
Paul LeBost made for 750 wa-
ter taps. 

The ordinance, known as 3l 
and taking effect unmediately, 
gives the village aulhority to 
regulate the establishment, 
maintenance and conduction of 
dqnce halls, public billiard and 
pool rooms, amusement parks, 
permanent carnivals, recrea 
tional parks and bowling al­
leys. 

The ordinance provides for 
annual licensing fees for such 
establishments at rates rang­
ing from $25 for a bowling al­
ley to $75 for a dance hall. 

Additionally, tlie ordinance 
provides that, to gain a lic­
ense, any of the above estab-
llshments must provide "suf­

ficient off-strcel parking and 
sufficient ti'affic aids and reg­
ulations whereby the vehicular 
traffic shall nol constitute a 
nuisance or danger." 

Strongest of the ordinance's 
provisions is that requiring 
lhat "the applicant shall also 
provide special private patrol 
man." The ordinance requires 
"not less than one for every 
200 customers and in such fur-
Iher number as tho director of 
public safety shall find neces­
sary to prevent traffic haz­
ards or illegal parking of mo­
tor vehicles." 

The council decided to initi­
ate special assessment pro-
ceedings on the LeBost pi'op-
erly when Village Attorney 
Howard Bond reported that the 
American Standard Plumbing. 

company is starting attach-
ment action against LeBost for 
all property here and' else-
where. 

Bond advised that "before 
the village gels behind the 
eight ball," the council ought 
lake action on such a contract 
which does not look like it cian 
be fulfilled. 

To protect the village in the 
agreement LeBost made with 
it to purchase 750 taps over 
15 years, the coiincil decided 
lo collect the money due the 
village through special taxes. 
A public heai'ing on the mat­
ter was set for May 7. 

At the end of the meeting, 
Council President Joseph Cru­
pi presented Auxiliary Police 
Officer Allan Olson with full-
time officer's badges.
