Michigan Mirror

Michigan's continued partici-
pation in the Federal Man-
power Development and Train-
ing program is assured, but
the Legislature will extend the
program only on a year-lo-
year basis.

Last year the Legislature
gave near unanimous approv-
al to a one-year program of
participation under the Fed-
eral law, as administered by
the Area Redevelopment Ad-
ministration, Putting a June
30, 1963 expiration date on the
State enabling act, legislators
said they wanted a year to
determine whether the pro-

gram would be useful.

This year the legislators
were in agreement that the

The most frequently occur-
ring factors in child poisoning
are unsupervised toddlers, and
toxic material left where in-
quisitive eyes -can spot it, ex-
ploring hands can . reach it,
and a curious mouth can taste
it, according to the Health
Commissioner, -

Steps you can take to insure
against accidental child pois-
oning are siimple, Heustis says.

Biologists are now using anj-
mals to make experiments as

1 undersjand that the
Atomic Energy Commission is
using seeds of vegetables to
study the same effects. When
their results are released, the
laboratories of the important
seed companies may discover
how some of their seeds will
develop entirely different veg-
etables or fruits and many val-
uable vegetables or flowers.

When this discovery is
made, the stocks of the alert
seed companies could sudden-
ly rise greatly in price. There-
fore, I urge readers of this
column to -read elementary
books on botany and biology
and inherilance, It is possible
that the wonders -accomplish-
ed by Professor Einstein in his
Princeton laboratory — in turn-
ing the atom into energy — the
scientists working in the lab-
oratories of certain seed com-
panies may match in impor-
tance, This may not come for
many years; but I foresee that
our great grandchildren will
be eating vegetables and fruits
of which we have never hcard;
if not human cells!

While General Filters, Inc.,
started making use of its ex-
panded area (see adjoining
story), the IFFord Motor Com-
pany's Wixom plant stepped
into the building picture with
plans for an 80,000 square fool
addition to be located on the
north side of its present manu-
facturing area.

Willis and several bus-
inessmen including  Harold
Hendrian, president pro-tem
of the Wixom Chamber of Com-
merce, Kenneth Bernstrom,
Earl Luiz and Frank Russell
had met with the road commis-
sion,

Purpose of the meeting was
twofold: To inform the com-
mission of the details of the
parking problem and to sound
out possible solutions to the
problem.

Business customers who have
no need for the hroad calling
privileges available under the
Super EAS plan could sub-
scribe to an economical meas-
ured service. At present, this
type of service is offered to
business cuslomers with GAr-
field, GReenleaf, and GLen-
view felephones. It would also
he made available as an op-
tional plan to Fleldhrook cus-
tomers,

“We believe the calling
needs and changing calling pat-
terns of customers in this arca
are typical of a frend taking
place throughout the suburbs
in the Detroit Metropolitan
area,” Wilson said.

“Qur objective in taking the
poll is to determine whether a
sufficient number of customers
is interested in the wide-call-

ting plans we are proposing.

“If there is a sufficient num-
ber, we plan to ask the Michi-
gan Public Service Commis-
sion for permission to begin
putting one, two or all of these
plans into effect,” he added.
