I'd also suggest that you don't read “Cigar-
ette Smoking and Cancer,” a new booklet issued
by the American Cancer Society.

The facts aren’t pleasant. Certainly no cigar-
ette advertisement can boast: “smoke our brand,
they're good for you.”

It isn’t my intent o spoil the pleasure a con-
firmed cigarette smoker gets from “dragging &
fag.” I have my own problems in this regard. Cig-
rette smokmg is a personal habit and the risk
livolved is the option of the individual.

But | believe the risks should be made per-
fectly clear to our teen-agers so that they may
reach an educated decision.

This is the position the American Cancer So-
tiety has taken. A fllmstrlp, “To Smoke or Not to
Stnoke” and a movie, “Is Smoking Worth It?”
liave been made available by the Society and
shown in thousands of high schools (although not
locally, I am told).

.+ - Here are the figures gathered by the Society
in a study taken at Highland Park high school:

- —12th grade—50-60 per cent;

—11th grade—45-50 per cent;

—10th grade—40 per cent;

. —grades 7 through 9—over 20 per cent.

- And these youngsters are not “smoking one
out behind the barn.” They're smoking at least
one pack of cigarettes per day.

One million of these youngsters will d1e from
lung cancer. That’s not a figure at random — it’s
an inescapable statistic.

 Here are a few more:

-—lung .cancer is rare among non-smoking
males and practically non- -existent among non-
smokers living.in rural areas;

" —41,000 Americans die yearly from lung
cancer: 35,50_0 men, 5,500 women — 10 times
the rate of-30 years ago;

—the likelihood. of death before 65 for men
aged 35 is nearly twice as great for heavy smok-
ers as non-smokers;

. —cancer of other sites besides the lung is far
higher in cigarette smokers than non- smokers;

—Jlung cancer is increasing more rapidly than
any other cancer in the body — paralleling the
consumption of cigarettes;

—lung cancer death rates are lower in ex-
cigarette smokers than in persons who continue

".persons who have never smoked cigarettes.

Best Trout Catches
In Northern Lakes

according to a biologist of the
Institute  for _Fisheries Re-
search, localed at The Uni-
versity of Michigan.

Researcher K. G. Fukano
says the trout fisherman is
most likely to have carly suc-
cess in one of the trout lakes
in the Upper Peninsula “or
northern Lower Peninsula, es-
pecially if the lake has been
planted with brook trout,

Ile recommends i trout lake
ra‘her than a trout stream be-
cause the lake fish are apt to
be feeding more actively due
to warmer lake waters,

‘However, if you are inter-
ested in calching a trophy
trout, your best bet would be
one of the strcams with a
spring rainbow run,” he says.

Fukano's information is bas-
ed vn creel records collected
by officers of the Michigan
Depariment of  Conservalion,
which opcrates the Institute
for ‘Tisheries Rescarch.

The dominant kind of trout
in Michigan, of course,”is the
brook (speckled) (trout, taken
in greatest numbers in the Up-
per  peninsula, the biologist
points out. Introduced rain-
bow and brown trouls arc most
frequently caught in northern
Lower Michigan,  Southern
Michigan has few ftrout wa-
ters, but some nontrout Jakes
have been stocked with rain-
bows.

If the election is successful,
the county college citizens ad-
visory council has recommend-
ed that three sites be purchas-
ed immediately in the follow-
ing areas: Troy, north or
northwest Pontiac and Far-
mington-Novi.

The council noted that con-
struction should be started on
the first two sites as soon as
possible with each site plan-
ned so as to accommodate
1,500 students,

Target date for completion
