Relocated Eight Mile road, the Novi road en-
trarlce into Northville and heavy Center street 
traffic have become a nightmai-e to local officials. 

The five-year-old project has been called an 
engineering folly — and worse. 

Monday night the city council learned that 
the Oakland County Road Commission also takes 
a dim view of the arrangement. 

(It must be with some embarrassment. Oak­
land road authorities approved the original plan, 
although it was designed and installed by the 

. Wayne County Road Commission). 
A t any rate, a letter from the Oakland road 

; commission to their Wayne county counterparts 
was read to the council hel'e Monday. It prompted 
the council to call a special meeting to review the 
entire problem. 

Here are some of lhe proposals by Oakland: 
i — remove stop signs for east and west bound 
: traffic at Center street on the 8 Mile road cut-off; 

— remove the stop sign on Center street at 
' tll,9 old 8 iMile i-oad intersection; 

— relieve the sharp curve on Novi road im-
Inediately east of Novi street and provide addi­
tional warning, such as flashers, for southbound 
No.Vi road traffic; 

— determine method whei-eby southbound 
Nov i road traffic need not yield nor be delayed by 
northbound Novi street traffic; 

-T either widen the section of road that is 
common to both Novi road and Novi street (at the 
entrance to the cut-off) to four lanes or rebuild 
the;§ection with a median and two lanes in each 
direction; 

— consider removing existing stop sign on 
relocated 8 Mile road for east bound traffic where 
it intersects Griswold and install it on Griswold 
so east bound tl-affic on old 8 Mile must stop; 

— urge Northvilie officials lo consitler re-
moving all parking on Nor ih Center street south 
pf the relocated 8 Miie road. 

The Oakland county letter pointed out that 
surveys prove there is several times as'much traf-
fic using Novi road attempting to travel in a north 
and south direction as compared to traffic,on the 
relqcpted ,8 ;Mile road. Their letteir, therefore, is 
aimed at alleviating this flow. • > ; i •

•v.): A s every pedestrian or motorist who has ever 
crossed the Main and Center street intersectidri 
well knows, north-south bound vehicles of all des­
criptions and sizes must now be channelled 
through this busy commercial section. 

The alternate route is now filled with tons of 
earth. Oakland authorities point to the possibility 
of connecting Novi road with Griswold again, but 
conclude that "this would be Very expensive and 
does not seem necessary at this time particularly 
i f the improvements suggested above can be 
made." 

The traffic wi l l become heavier, the problem 
more acute until the day an alternate route is 
provided.

Babson Parit, Mass., — Al­
though this week's columil will 
be maileti from Babson Park, 
Mass. as usual, it is being 
written in Florltia less than 
300 iTliles from Cuba.. Further-
more, Palm Beach -r .where 
some,of lhe .Kqjmledys -have 
been staying much of the win-
ter — Is much closer to- Cuba. 

No one rciaIly ,laI0ws how 
many Russiaii soldiers, tech-
nicians, or officers,still reraijin 
in Cuba. The estiijiatcs range 
from a low of ahoiit 2,000 to 
a liigh of lS.OOO. 

When lhesie Russians lea^p 
Cuba they go in covered "wa­
gons" and they are dressed in 
civilian clothes. They claim to

Officials in many Michigan 
communities are looking for 
the answer to an important 
question and planning special­
ists at Michigan Slate Univer-
sity think they have it. 

The question, foremost in 
the minds of city planners hop­
ing to draw new business to 
their economy, is this: What 
does the business executive 
look for when locating a new 
plant? 

Site, available labor and 
market proximity are obvious-
ly part of the answer. MSU 
experts say there is much 
more to be considered, how­
ever. Many communities can 
provide these features so the 
competition is greatly cancell­
ed out in these categories.

A purchase . - plan which 
would permit continued de­
velopment in the Willowbrook 
Subdivision area was revealed 
at a special village assess­
ment hearing last week. 

Joseph Staub, ^ . Plymouth 
developer, made known to the 
village council his Intention of 
purchasing one , undeveloped 
section of Willowbrook, known 
as Plat 4, from the current 
owner, Paul La^st. 

Staub said purci;ase of the 
property by himself and his 
partner, Fred Greenspan, is 
contingent on; 

—Development ot the Novi 
sewer line in the Middle Rouge 
Interceptor system; 

—Resolving the water situa-
tion; and .-, 

—Approyal for plat number 
4. 

The state boai'd of health re-
fljsed earlier this year to ap 
p1;ove a water purchase agree­
ment between LeBost and the 
village. LeBost had said he 
would pi-ovide water, giving 
the village the option of taking 

.,.tlle system over in five years. 
The state board . of health 

would not approve such a con-
tract because ibey noted, the 
viiiage had no firm commit-
incnt to buy the system nor 
centroi over the system in tiic 
interim. 

Appi-oval of plat number 4 
is currently being held up by 
the Oakland county i-oad com­
mission. The reason is that the 
commission claims LeBost has 
posted a faulty bond. 

Staub told the council that if 
the way is paved for purchase 

(Jle has "several oral commit­
ments" to finance continued 
development. ' 

He said tliat he would ex­
pect to put up "at least 75 
homes" tlie first year on plat 
4, which is east ot the current 
development. 
, '''Later, we might go into 
plat 5," Staub said. "Altogeth­
er, we plan to develop 200 
sites." 

Staub noted that since his 
current operation is only fouf 
or five miles from Willow­
brook,' "it's an ideal location. 

"In fad, if 1 knew tomor­
row that the county had the 
land necessary for the sevci 
J could sell my bonds and pro-

'ceed immediately. 
"The sooner l get started, 

the better," Staub continued. 
"If I'm not going by fall. Ml 
lose a whole year," he added. 

The special assesjment hear­

ing "had been called by the 
village council after hearing 
that American Standard 
Plumbing company had start­
ed attachment proceedings 
against LeBost for all proper­
ty here and elsewhere. 

To protect the village in the 
agreement LeBost made with 
it to purchase 750 sewer taps 
over l5 years, the council de­
cided to collect the money due 
the village through special tax­
es. 

However, after listening lo 
the development plans as out­
lined by Staub, the council de­
cided to continue the necessity 
hearing until June 3. 

Staub had objected to the 
assessment proceeding on the 
grounds that assessment 
against the property of one 
owner to enforce a "purely 
contractual obligation" is ille­
gal. 

Village Attoi-ney Howard 
Bond noted the objection is W-
valid since Paul LeBost had 
earlier waived all i-ights to ob­
jection by signing a conti'act 
for the disputed sewer taps.

A community college elec­
tion became possible last 
week when Governor George 
Romney signed a bill permit­
ting Oakland county to set 
boundaries for a community 
college district. 

A resolution calling for the 
elecfion was passed in a spe­
cial meeting ot the county 
board of education last Wed­
nesday and received the en 
dorsement of the state superin­
tendent of public instruction 
the following day. 

The proposed college would 
provide two years of post-high 
school education for Oakland 
county residents. 

Initial cost of the college to 
the average homeowner would 
be comparable, to Ihe^cost for 
a tankful of gas, a'couple of 
cartons of cigarettes. 

If the election is successful, 
the county college citizens ad­
visory council has i'ecommend-
ea lhat three sites be purchas­
ed immediately in the follow­
ing areas: Troy, north or 
northwest Ponliac and Far­
mington-Novi. 

The council noted that con­
struction should be started on 
the first two sites as soon as 
possible with each site plan­
ned so as to accommodate 
1,500 students. 

Tai'gel dale for completion 
of the first college, as the coun­
cil sees i l , is September, 1964. 

The council suggested that 
the building program be plan­
ned so that facilities could be 
expanded • to accommodate 
5,000 students in the near fu­
ture. 

An alternative plan noted by 
a spokesman of the county 
board of education office is to 
begin tax collection immediate­
ly, but delay construction for 
two years until monies for 
two buildings have been ac­
cumulated. Under such a plan, 
the third site would be develop­
ed at the end of a five-year 
period.

On Jurie lO, 1963, voters of 
the Northville School District 
will be asked t0 Vote on the 
(juestlon of joining the North 
west Wayne County Coirlmunl-
Ijr' College Dislrlct's School 
craft College. This proposal 
in'ight better be stated thus, 
''Are you prepared to support 
community education beyond 
the high school level?" As a 
Jilember of the '-P.T.A. Com­
ihittee which recently studied 
this question, I cannot recom­
mend a yes vote. The case 
for the proponents of com-
in'unity college will undoubted-

be presented in full, with I 
suspect the usual hard sell. 
All of the positive aspects of 
the study comiiilttce's report 
were printed on the front page 
of the Nortliville Record, April 
25, 1963. In the interests of 
fair play, let's explore some 
facets of this issue that have 
not, to date, been published. 
Joining tliis college, will rep­
resent one mill to taxpayers or 
approximately $28,000 to the 

community. It will be yeai-s 
before we enroll a sufficient 
number of graduates to the 
college to balance this figure. 
Those pushing for partic^a-
tion ai-e certain many North' 
ville adults will attend the col­
lege for cultuI-al achievement 
or to realize their educational 
potential. I hope they do, but 
not with public funds subsidiz­
ing their tuition. If we join the 
district, Norlhville High Scho­
ol graduates will pay $105 tui­
tion per semester. If we do 
not join, they may attend as 
non-resident students for $165 
per semester, providing there 
Is room. Currently all com­
munity colleges in the state 
arc accepting non-resident stu­
dents. The incentive to do so 
will continue, despite crowd­
ed conditions, because more 
aid to these colleges can then 
be expected; froiil tlie state lev­
el both for operating and new 
building appropriations. 

Joining this college district 
poses a real threat to our lo­
cal -school system. Both Livon-

ia and Plymoulh saw fit lo 
turn down financial requests 
from their local school boai-ds 
after voting themselves Into 
the college district. Our own 
school board will be asking re­
newal of the currently. levied 
ten mills in 1965 and I suspect 
some additional funds will be 
sought al that time. 

Northville citizens are cui': 
rently being asked to support 
the Economic Development 
Corp. whose avowed goal is 
to attract industry to bi-oaden 
our tax base and thus help our 
local school system. Many 
home owners can send a- $10 
check to the Crop, in hope of 
indirectly easing the property 
lax burden. They can then 
add $10 lo the tax burden by 
voting yes on the Schoolcraft 
College question. Despile the 
individual value of either pf 
these acts, one does defeat'the 
P.T.A. Committee has allow­
ed their emotional interest In 
education to blind Ihem to the 
acute fiscal probleins confrpnt-
ing our community. 

The Schoolcraft College will, 
no doubt, be another artistic 
triumph for the same archi­
tectural firm that designed 
Northville High school. Like 
taxpayers, everywhei-e, I won­
der if better educational cjual-
ity is necessarily a product of 
elaborate buildings. The facul-
ty salary schedule ralsei ser­
ious doubts about its ability to 
attract top people. Their state-
ment of admissions has been 
characterized by their dean as 
being "non selective". In plalil 

language this means that this 
college can become a dumping 
ground for poor studenls who 
are not college cliber. 

I Implore all voters lo lake 
a long hard look -at all the 
fads before casting their vote. 
It is one thing to get into the 
college district, but legally im­
possible to get out once you 
are in. 

I will be happy lo discuss 
the pro and con of this isi^e 
anywhere, anytime, any place 
wilh anyone interested.

which has been tested on a 
half-mile strip at the Hempt 
Bi-others breeding farm near 
Mechanicsburg, Pa. and found 
suitable for all-weather rac­
ing, is still in Ihe Infant stage 
and each new use is strictly an­
other experiment. 

Strangely enough, the inven­
tor of the plastic' surface is a 
Michigan native — Ted Buck-
hollz from St. Joseph — who 
was stationed in Minnesota 
during World War II, married 
there and decided' to settle in 
the Minneapolls-St. Paul area. 

He look a position with the 
3M Company, completed the 
training course and now is a 
laboratory supervisor. Ted 
was given the task of develop­
ing a track surfacing, or for 
that matter a surface that 
could be used in practically 
any type of sport, and came 
up with Tartan after four years 
of study and experiment. 

He personally supervised the 
laying of the 12,600-square feet 
of surface in the 320-foot long 
paddock which will be used 
for the first time when North-
ville opens its 45-night meet­
ing on Monday, June 10. 

The Mths inch carpeting or 
surface can be installed in any 
color but Carlo decided on 
green for the paddock and 
there is a beautiful wall-to-
wall grass-green floor ready 
for the pacers and trotters 
when they check in for the first 
night of racing. 

Tartan is a cfimplete syn­
thetic plastic nmterial made 
up of two component resilent 
base fillers with a specially 
selected aggregate. It is mixed 
in a fashion similar to cement 
but hardens so quickly that 
workers must have It install 
ed on the floor or track within 

matter of minutes. 
Otherwise it solidifies into a 

hard, rubbery mass that has 
to be discarded. 

It took a crew of 10 men 
slightly more than 12 hours to 
complete the Installation on 
the huge 64-stall paddock and 
the floor was ready for the 
horses within lS minutes alter 
the workers had completed a 
section. 

"This is the most amazing 
thing I have ever seen at a 
race track or any other type 
of sports buildings," said Rac-

Commissloner Edgar ing 
Bruce Simmons I Hayes, after watching the in 

slallalion. 
"Just imagine wall-to-wall 

carpeting for standardbreds 
and then think of the possibili­
ties for this surface. I feel lhat 
Northville Downs has taken 
the greatest forward step of 
any track in the nation in try­
ing this material and I'm look­
ing forward to the time when 
one of the tracks — I hope it's 
Norlhville — will have its rac­
ing strip covered with Tartan. 

"Think of the tremendous 
possibilities. No such things as 
a muddy track, nothing to wor-
i-y about regardless of the 
weather and top performances 
of the horses at all times. And 
for the owners and trainers, no-
more worries about horses 
breaking down on concrete-
hard strips in lhe long, dry 
spells. I have nothing but 
praise for John Carlo and his 
Associates and for the entire 
Downs operation." 

Carlo was asked If the pad-
dock installation was just the 
first step In a move that might 
mean covering the track in 
the near future. 

"I won't say that we're not 
thinking of such a thing," he 
said, "But we'll watch the op-
eration at Del Miller's The 
Meadows ti-ack near Pitts 
burgh to see how the surface 
holds up. Then we'll decide on 
future steps." 

Meanwhile, Buckholtz and 
his crew are making plans to 
move to The Meadows in two 
weeks to start the installation 
there of the entire racing strip. 

The plans call for an Inch of 
Tartan at the rail tapering 
down to three-eighths inch at 
the outside over an asphalt 
base. 

The experience at Hempt's 
farm has been gratifying," ex-
plained Buckholtz. "We learn­
ed things there that will help 
at The Meadows and we hope 
to learn things here at North­
ville that will aid- in future 
installations of this nature. 

We feel that wilhin a mat­
ter of a few years every track 
harness or thoroughbred, will 
be using Tartan and fans will 
be viewing the finest racing 
In history." 

There Is a slight matter of 
cost lhat could make track 
managemciits ponder a bit. 

Northville laid out $2 a 
square foot or something like 
$30,000 for the paddock cover­
ing and Miller will pay almost 
three-quarters of a million dol­
lars for The Meadows.

Th6 whole of Christen­
dom mai'ks John Wesley's 
Journal as one of the 
world's great spiritual clas­
sics. Jt is the chronicle of 
the foremost religious fig-
ure of 18th century Eng-
land, for Wesley's long life 
well nigh spanned the cen-
lury, and it is said by wor­
thy historians lhat the spir-
ituai impact of this one man 
more than likely saved Eng­
land from bloody revolu­
tion. Religious people every­
where thrill to the life of a 
person who has a vital re­
ligious experience and who 
has a passion to inflame 
others. 

It was not always so. 
John Wesley was born in 
the rectory of an Anglican 
priest in Epworth, England, 
and though he liad a fine 
religious upbringing at 
home and a fine education

Recently my friend (and I count him as that) 
has been plagued by an occupational hazard — 
public criticisin. 

I've never 
met a perfect police chief. 

' '. But it's my unsolicited opinion that Novi can 
: be thankful it has'. Lee BeGole. He's a conscien-
• tious, hard-working and able police chief. 

; He came to Novi in 1954 and took over as 
: "director of public safety". 

For several months he was the only fulltime 
unpaid, volunteer policeman covering the 36-
square-mile area. A n d he patrolled in his own car. 
H e also served as a fireman. 

You've already gathered that BeGole is no 
ordinary policeman. Neither is he eccentric. De­
voted would be a better word. He likes wearing a 
uriiform, carrying a gun and upholding the law. 

He's a graduate of the University of Detroit 
law school and passed his bar examinations in 

• 1952. He's deeply interested in juvenile activities 
and helped ol-ganize the Youth Protective Asso­
ciation. 

He's president of the Oakland County Law 
• Enforcement Association and the !\Iichigan-On-

tario Juvenile Officers Association. He's an offic-
• er in the U.S. Army Reserve. 

Occasionally, these activities take him out of 
Novi . That's BeGole's excuse for working only a 
six-day week. 

Granted BeGole often works peculiar hours. 
(It's frequently easier to find him at midnight than 
noon). And it's undoubtedly tl-ue that he stops off 

; for a friendly cup of coffee more than once a day. 

But I'd bet a chocolate-covered donut that off-
duty or on, BeGole's thinking of his job, which is 
the welfare and safety of Novi.

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H e a t a n d L i g h t s ? 

Babson Park, Mass., — J 
remelnber, when I was 
youth, what great news it was 
when Marconi the Italian in­
ventor sefit a signal across the 
Atlantic Ocean — to Newfound­
land. This was followed by the 
lise oC tlie Morse Code, and 
latei' by the radio voice direct. 

The radio was lhcii llie in-
vcntioii of the century and its 
developinent marited Ihe be 
giiifiing of a great iicw iiidus-
try. 

No one tllen iinaglncd that 
TV would come along and de-
velop into such a great bus-
iness as it has become. Some-
times when I watch TV I won-
der whether it is doing more 
harm than good; but the Amer­
ican people will make only 
good broadcasts pay in ' the 
end. TV will have the same 
"ups and downs" as the mo­
vies have had. Both must 
greatly improve to be per­
manently suecessfuh 

But today I wish to forecast 
that we are on the verge of 
great new developments in 
TV. Just now we are using 
these -same radio and tele­
vision waves to transmit not 
only sound but pictures — all 
in action ot the most remark­
able kind. Furthermore, we 
do not need even an outdoor 
anteilna as these waves (which 
give us talking and action in 
pictures) will pass through the 
walls of our houses. 

In fact, these waves have 
been passing through the walls 
of our houses and the walls 
of every castle in Europe ahtj 
Asia for thousands of years! 
without being used. 

Just stop for a niomcnt aiid 
think what wonderful thifigs 
radio waves arc and realize 
our debt to Marconi for dis-
covering them for us. 

ln this column l am now 
mentioning only one more TV 
development; thei-e are many 
more to follow. This one is the 
prospect of being able to press 
buttons and throw light or heat 
into our rooms, l-'or some time 
I have been taking piclui-es 
of the sun. Someday, I believe 
great TV cameras — combin 
ed with large magnifying glass­
es — will transmit heat and-or 
light directly into our homes 
This will surely require a new 
chemical, and pef-haps special 
new broadcasting stations for 
each community. These heat 
and light TV bi-oadcasts will 
not be interrupted by advertis­
ing. The cost will be added 

to our gas or electric bill. Spe­
cial eyeglasses may be needed 
to use in rooms so heated or 
lighted; but I will not discuss 
such details now. 

Of course, such new develop­
ments may have tremendous 
implications. They would al­
most surely create new corp­
orations tliat would be listed 
on the New York Stock Ex­
change. Establishment of these 
corporations would result in 
intense specualtion. Many of 
the new corporations would 
pass through bankruptcy, but 
the stocks of a few would be­
come very valuable. 

We should remember that 
there were once 200 different 
automobile companies in the 
U.S.A., which have finally 
been reduced to only about 
five. I well remember when 
llenry Ford took 10 years to 
raise his first $100,000; but 
when he got started he built 
l5,000,000 "Tin Lizzies" and 
put the horses, buggies, and 
wagons oht of business. 

Edison's incandescent light 
bulb made obsolete the kero­
sene lamps such as my moth­
er used to trim and clean 
every morning. Think what 
the du Fonts did to the silk 
worms ot Japan and the Or­
ient, manufacturing synthetic 
materials fi'om a few chemi­
cals.

been indicated early by Giiv. 
Geoi'ge Rommey. 

Speaking to a traffic safety 
group in Lansing hefoi'e the 
approval of the new Consti­
tution was even verified by 
the Board of State Canvassei's 
Romney called for a study to 
determine the feasibility of 
using highway funds lo promote 
traffic safety. 

, Romney's theoiy was that 
since today's roads are de­
signed to encourage safety, the 
same funds used lo build Ihcm 
should also be available to 
preach the subject and con­
duct rescai'ch on il . His spec­
ific reference was lo possible 
use of the funds lo I'c-csla-
blish a Ti-afficc Safely center 
similar to the one in opei'alion 
at Michigan Stale Uiivei'sity 
until last year, when it was 
cut out of the state budget. 

Highway Commissioner John 
C. Mackie reai'ed up quickly 
at Romney's suggestion. 

Mackie said he believes it 
would be "a serious mistake" 
for the State Lesislature to 
divert highway funds to an­
other agency. Under the new 
constitution, however, the 
earmarking of these funds will 
end. 

The commissioner's fear is 
that, "When they make the 
first divei'sion to a quasi-high 
way agency, the second one 
will become that much eas-
ier." 

Superinlendenl of Public In-
sli-uction Lynn M. Bartlelt 
has asked leachers to provide 
a special aid to law enforce­
ment officials before Michi­
gan's children begin the sum­
mer vacation, when they spend 
more time playing outside. 

"The teacher's cautioning 
words can sometimes exert 
more influence on impressing 
lhe children than it the wai'ning 
comes from another source," 
said Bartletl. 

The pi'oper words of caution 
will also reach all children if 
given in the classi-oom. This 
was partly what prompted 
Bartlelt to call on the teachers. 

"Childi'en should be cautioned 
fully against accepting gifts or 
rides in cai's from strangers; 
against going for walks with 
people they do not know; and 
against playing alone or in des­
erted areas whei'e responsible 
adult observance in not pos­
sible," he said. 

Warning to children about 
making friends with strangers 

whether given by pareflts or 
teachei-s should also cncoui-age 
them to report "any unusual 
attempts that strangers make 
to become acquainted wilh 
them," he siad.

This fear is not altogether 
unjustified, it would appear. 
There have been some dis-
cussions among legislators al­
ready that a traffice safety 
center, driver education, high­
way police patrols and all 
other highway-related state pro­
grams should be financed by 
road funds. 

While Mackie's complaint 
about possible 'raids on high 
way funds" was heated at tlie 
first public mention of the pos­
sibility, his antagonism toward 
such uses might be lessened 
if he were assured the new 
uses were kept in quasi-high-
way progi-ams. 

What Mackie really appears 
to fear most is that the Leg­
islature will do exactly what 
the new Constitution gives it 
the power lo do. That is to 
spend highway funds for all 
highway purposes "as de­
fined by law." 

The list of stale government 
operations which could be con­
strued as 'highway purposes" 
is longer lhan most would ex­
pect. It woulld certainly be 
unfortunate if the legislators, 
many of whom I-osent the pre­
sent financial independence of 
the Highway Department, were 
to stage a wholesale raid on the 
funds which would deter the 
long-range construction plans.

()f Sparta. 

Doors throughout the 
communities were thrown 
open in honor of the visit­
ing mayors. Both toured 

.„.local industries, stopping 
to get acquainted with 
governing officials — all 
as part of the annual 
Michigan Week celebra­
tion. 

Meanwhile,. WL-iom's Mayor 
Wesley McAtfee and his wife 
were Sparta's guests. Novi vis­
itors to Trenton were Village 
President Joseph Crupl and 
his wife, Councilmen Dean 
Lenheiser and Donald Young 
and their wives, 

i , A vetei'an .of "mayor's ex-
change days", Pf'esident John­
son noted that "every city is 
just a little different.'-" 

Johnson, noting Wixom was 
his eighth exchange city, niai'-
veled at the way the coinmuni-
ty is "spread out." 

lii Sparta, lie suid "we've 
just got a s(|uarc miie of prop-
crty," adding, "cvcrytliliig's 
s0 crowded tiiere." 

Asked about siinilai'ltics in 
the two communities, Johnson 
laughed, asking, "Isn't it the 
same everywhei'c? We're all 
called upon to keep up with 
tho growing population ... add 
sewei's, add buildings." 

^ Novi was pi'aised by ils one-
' day ruler. Mayor Teifer, for 

much the same reason: plenty 
ot gi-owing room. 

Mayor Teifer, head, of a 
21,000 mcinbcr city, pointed 
out that "growth llas got to 
coinc Novi's way." 

He noted that Novi with its 
"pretty countryside, slightly 
i-olling" is in an advantageous 
spot since "Detroit is only 40 
minutes away by expressway." 

But first, he continued, Novi 
— like many other communi-
ties, even ours at one time — 
needs developments like sew­
ers. 

"Here, I gather some fami 
lies have owned one farm two 
or three generations," he said. 
"It's hard for any elected of­
ficial to come in and say, John 
Jones, this new development 
is going to cost you $500 in 
taxes. 

"Pi-obably, Jones' entire 
farm didn't cost maf-e than 
$500 originally," Teifer observ­
ed. "It's iiew people with new 
money, new ideas lhat will 
help put Novi over the line of 
pi'ogress." 

Teifer reported that Tren 
ton is different from Novi and 
most other communities in one 
way. "We've never i-eally had 
a money problem," he said. 
"Last year, we floated the first 
bond issue In 38 years — a ?2 
million one for a new sewer 
and incinerator." 

The reason, lie explained, is 
lliat our six major iiiduslrics 
pay over 88 cents 0f every tax 
d0ilar. 

"It's even more unusual," 
he continued, "becaiise in the 
last 10 to 12 years, 95 percent 
of the homes built have been 
brick ones costing $13,000 plus. 
Quite different fi'om most in­
dustrial communities, isn't 
It?" 

Mayor Teifer having return­
ed to Trenton, excltemenl in 
Novi has pretty much died 
down now. However, Wixom 
continues to observe Michigan 
Week. 

Today (Thursday or Educa­

tion Day), Wixom elementary 
school' will hold open house 
with tours at 10:30 a;m. and 2 
p.m.

In dollars, the budget is up 
$37,442 over the 1962-03 fiscal 
year which ends JuneVao. Tax-
levy is set at 6.15 njills. 

It looks as though the in 
crease will be almost, though 
not quite, balanced by a year 
end surplus. In the proposed 
budget, the surplus is estimat 
ed at $31,088. 

The only "drastic'' ciiangc 
in the budget over last year's, 
accordiiig to Mayor Wesley 
McAtee, arc the monies set 
aside for road improvement.

Farmers Nix 

Wheat Plan 
Like the majority of form 

ers throughout the nation those 
of Lyon, and Novi towhships 
defeated the government's pro­
posed new wheat control plan 
Tuesday. 

Witli some 104 ballots cast, 
the local farmers voting at the 
New Hudson fire hall turned' 
thumbs down on the plan by a 
vote of 81 to 23. 

While a good many area 
farmers had predicted defeat 
of the measure, they express-
ed surprise at the overwhelm­
ing "no" vote. 

The defeat marked the first 
time that a production control 
plan was tiii'ned down In 13 
wheat growei' reterendums. 
Last year's control program 
won by belter than a OB-per-
cenl margin. 

Had the plan been appi'oved, 
fai-mers would have been 
guai-anteed a price support of 
$2 per bushel but it would have 
curtailed production. 

The proposed budget shows 
$75,000 of city monies earmark 
ed for improving six miles of 
road. The. $75,000, a $5,000 in­
crease over the current bud­
get, allopation, is to he match-
ed by a federal grant. 

Roads slated for improve­
ment under the newbudget are 
Beck, Charm, Loon Lake, Ma 
pie. Potter and West. 

Eating up another portion of 
the proposed budget increase 
are $3,500 slated for develop 
ing a city parking lot, $3,500 
for land acquisition and $500 
set aside for the city's Indus 
trial development commission. 

Another $1,183 has heen ear 
marked for specific' salary 
raises. Among those receiving 
raises are, the treasurer and 
fire departiilent administrator, 
both $200, and the clerk, $233. 

The police chief will receive 
a $280 raise, bringing his sal­
ary up to $6,000 and the DPW 
administrator, $270, bringing 
his salary up. to $6,100. 

Additionally, $4S0 is set aside 
for the mayor's • expenses, as 
opposed to $250 currently, and 
$1,100 for council expenses, as 
opposed to $520 now.

Y o u t h G r o u p F a c e s 

In one fell swoop Tues-
day night, Novi's Youth 
Protective committee lost 
its chairman and secre-
tary, briefly discussed re-
organization and found its 
summer program may.be 
ln jeopardy. 

The committee was told 
by James VanLeuVen, as-
sistant director of the ju-
venile court and director 
of protective services, that 
insurance for the summer 
program must be approv-
ed by the court. 

"It's felt that i f you be 
came involved i n a suit, 
you'd take the juvenile 
court along with you be­
cause you are a part of 
us," VanLeuven said. 

The Novi Youth Protective 
committee was originally form-
ed as an arm of the village 
and township government in 
cooperation with the probate 
court. 

While the matter of insur­
ance was of concern Tuesday 
night, by Wednesday noon the 
committee had i-eceived a 'go 
ahead' from the court. The 
court's corporation council ap 
proved the committee's' pro-
posed insurance policy Wed 
nesday morning. 

As it stood at the end of the 
meeting, registration for the 
summer program, designed to 
serve 300 Novi youngsters, will 
still be held the first week in 
June. 

ln other business, the chair-
man of the. committee, Leon 
Dochot, resigned for what he 
caiied "iack of cooperation." 
The secretary, niiss Eugenic 
Cboqiict, also submitted her 
resignation. 

A nominating committee was 
then appointed by the chair-
man pro-tem, Herbert Koes-
ter. The committee includes 
Tom Culbert, supei-intendent 
of schools; Reverend R. La­
Vere Webster, pastor of Novi 
Methodist church, and Mrs. 
Charles Comlto. 

Tlie committee talked brief-
ly about reorganizing, drawing 
up ifew by-laws, but decided to 
take no action. 

VanLeuven said the court 
'should shai'e some of the 

blame' for the Novi commit­
tee's problems," but, he added, 

if the village and township 
had i'eally felt tlie point of tlie 
committee — much of this 
would not have happened." 

Government, he said, has 
been wroiig in regarding Ihis 
commiltcc as "a brand new 
supcr-doopcr ogcncy which can 
ciire all tiic. ills of dclhi-
qiiciicy." ' 

After noting tliat he was 

"not overly pleased" to see the 
Novi committee in the recrea­
tion business. Van Leuven went 
on to explain the function of 
such committees as postulat­
ed by the court. 

Protective services — 24 in 
the county — began because 
we in the court got tired of 
seeing a five-month Wafting 
list at Boys Training school, an 
eight-month list at Girls Train­
ing, Van Leuven recalled. 

"We feel that it a youngster 
has one or two problems, then 
it's the parents' job to help 
him, but if he has more thaii 
that, then it's the communi­
ty's job. 

"As it is now, the young-
sters who get in court from 
Novi and the township are the 
youngsters you have failed. 

"Just as a community is re-
sponsible lor sewers, waters 
and roads so is it responsible 
for deaiing wilh the neglected 
child," he declared. 

Thus, as a court, we have 
joined in a partnership with 
you, hoping to keep some of 
these children out of court, 
VanLeuven said. 

"You furnish the citizen par-
ticipation and we furnish a 
professional caseworker and a 
community relations person," 
he explained. 

The youngsters we're' talk-

ing about?. Van Leuven ask­
ed. 

"We're talking about Tom 
Jones who stole a baseball 
glove from a store. The police 
officer who picks him -up will 
probably call the school and if 
the school says he's a good 
boy,- drop the case there. 

*'If the school should say,' 
Tom is starting to get into 
trouble, cutting classes, smok­
ing — the officer will still have 
to drop the case," Van Leuven 
said. "As a police officer, this 
is more than he has time to 
handle." 

This is where the Youth Pro­
tective Committee comes in, 
VanLeuven continued. The 
caseworker comes in, evaluates 
the case and then turns to the 
committee for help, he said. 
The committee is then respon­
sible for coming up with a 
plan to help the child, he add­
ed. 

"Most important," he told 
those assembled in the village 
hall, "tlie committee is re­
sponsible for something I call 
community awareness for lack 
of a better name." 

Il's responsible. Van Leuven 
declared, "for showing people 
that the community is interest­
ed in children, in helping them 
solve their, problems beior'e 
tlley end up in the courts." 

Sewer H e a r i n g 

Set f o r June 10 
Novi's second step towards 

entering into a 2.3 million 
sewage disposal system with 
Walled Lake was taken last 
week when the village council 
set a necessity hearing for 
Friday, June lO. 

The hearing, scheduled for 
8 p.m. in the community build­
ing, will give citizens a chance 
to air objections to construc­
tion of a lateral internal sewer 
system to serve the portions 
of the village abutting Walled 
Lake. 

The internal system would 
be attached to the Walled 
Lake-Novl arm of the Huron 
Rouge interceptor system with 
property owners providing lat-
eras and connecting arms. 

Administrative Assistant Ha­
rold Ackley said the village 
does not yet know what the 
cost of the internal system per 
property owner will be. 

"We won't know," he ex­
plained, "until the county 
DPW finally determines what 
our share will be.'' 
I Ackley' explained 'that the 

necessity hearing had been set 
"to sound but how the 600 pro­
perty. (Jwners in the lake,ai-ea 
feel about such' n system." He 
noted that the disposal sys­

tem is "no good" without the 
internal system and vice-versa. 

Late lastv year, the county 
DPW had ŝet tlie cost of a 
sewage disposal system to 
serve Walled Lake and the por­
tions of the village surround­
ing the lake at $2.3 million. 

Included in the disposal sys­
tem would be a chemical treat­
ment plant to be located south­
west of the lake and trunk 
sewers from the plant lo lat-
eral lines branchiilg around 
the Novi portion of the lake. 

The DPW had suggested at 
that time that Novi help pay 
about 35 percent of the cost 
of the disposal system with the 
understanding that the village 
would install sewer laterals 
around tlie portion of the lake 
in Novi. 

The village took its first 
step, towards participation in 
such a plan last November 
when it agi'eed to participate 
in a county sewer study with 
Walled Lake. 

The council voted $14,000 lo 
an engineei'ing and financial 
study at tha( time, noling that 
If the study could not be used 
Immediately — it would be on 
hand were construction moil-
les laler to beccime available.

The village won the nod last 
week from' an Oakland circuit 
court-appointed board In the 
five-year-old Beck road drain 
case, it was learned at Tues­
day night's council meeting. 

The village had termed "un­
fair" a $2,165 bill for a portion 
of the now-abandoned Beck 
road drain. 

The village argued that the 
drain was begun before Novl 
was incorpof-aled and there­
fore, Novi could not be assess-
ed for any portion of the drain. 

A secondary argument of 
the village was that the town-
ship is i'esponsible for spread-
ing special assessments. 

Earlier, Attorney Howard 
Bofid had explained that the 
only time the village is respon-
sible in this type of proceed-
ing when It petitions. There 
was no village petition in this 
case, 

The Beck road drain, orig-
inally petitioned for after com-
pletlon of the 1-96 expressway, 
was ordered dropped by a spe-
cial board of inquiry appoint­
ed by the Oakland county cir­
cuit court after several area 
property owners voiced' objec-
tions. 

As originally planned, the 
di'ain would liave taken sur-
face run-oft collecting in the. 
road and the expressway." to 
the Davis drain which flows 
into the Walled Lake basiii of 
the Rouge River valley. 

After the court-appointed 
board ruled in favor of the ob-
jeclors in 1958, the county 
drain commission billed Novl 
nnd Wixom for a portion of the. 
$13,708 it says was spent .on 
preliminary engineering for -the 
project. 

Wixom agreed in 1961 that 1t 
would pay its portion of lhe 
bill.
