If this sounds contradictory, thell I've made 

my point. That's BeGole. 

I've been acquainted With the loquacious Novi 

police chief for more than a decade. He's what a 

reporter classifies as "an invaluable source of in­

formation." 

But with BeGole you must be able to separ­

ate fact from fiction. Nothing malicious intended. 

Lee just likes to add a touch of relish to his re­

ports. 

Like lhe lime a Novi irian was cleaning his 
gun and accicienlally shol himself in lhe fool. 

BeGole told an ulisuspecting (and uninitiated) 
reporter from an area daily that the nlan had been 

' attacked by an angl-y rabbit. He had missed the 
rabbit and shot himself in the foot. BeGole paint­
ed a vivid pictul-e of the ferocious bunny charging 
the armed hunter. It made good copy. Both the re­
porter and his editor were iilipress'ed with Novi 

' rabbits. Xhe story was given a headline and fea-
' ture treatment. 

I repeat this story only to display one of the 
manys ide so fLeo BeGole. i don ' t think it's funny. 

Recently my friend (and I count him as that) 
has been plagued by an occupational hazard — 
public criticisin. 

Some of this is probably deserved. I've never 
met a perfect police chief. 

' '. But it's my unsolicited opinion that Novi can 
: be thankful it has'. Lee BeGole. He's a conscien-
• tious, hard-working and able police chief. 

; He came to Novi in 1954 and took over as 
: "director of public safety". 

For several months he was the only fulltime 
unpaid, volunteer policeman covering the 36-
square-mile area. A n d he patrolled in his own car. 
H e also served as a fireman. 

You've already gathered that BeGole is no 
ordinary policeman. Neither is he eccentric. De­
voted would be a better word. He likes wearing a 
uriiform, carrying a gun and upholding the law. 

He's a graduate of the University of Detroit 
law school and passed his bar examinations in 

• 1952. He's deeply interested in juvenile activities 
and helped ol-ganize the Youth Protective Asso­
ciation. 

He's president of the Oakland County Law 
• Enforcement Association and the !\Iichigan-On-

tario Juvenile Officers Association. He's an offic-
• er in the U.S. Army Reserve. 

Occasionally, these activities take him out of 
Novi . That's BeGole's excuse for working only a 
six-day week. 

Granted BeGole often works peculiar hours. 
(It's frequently easier to find him at midnight than 
noon). And it's undoubtedly tl-ue that he stops off 

; for a friendly cup of coffee more than once a day. 

But I'd bet a chocolate-covered donut that off-
duty or on, BeGole's thinking of his job, which is 
the welfare and safety of Novi. 

It would shock me not one bit to learn that 
his pajamas ai-c equipped with holster and badge.

Babson Park, Mass., — J 
remelnber, when I was 
youth, what great news it was 
when Marconi the Italian in­
ventor sefit a signal across the 
Atlantic Ocean — to Newfound­
land. This was followed by the 
lise oC tlie Morse Code, and 
latei' by the radio voice direct. 

The radio was lhcii llie in-
vcntioii of the century and its 
developinent marited Ihe be 
giiifiing of a great iicw iiidus-
try. 

No one tllen iinaglncd that 
TV would come along and de-
velop into such a great bus-
iness as it has become. Some-
times when I watch TV I won-
der whether it is doing more 
harm than good; but the Amer­
ican people will make only 
good broadcasts pay in ' the 
end. TV will have the same 
"ups and downs" as the mo­
vies have had. Both must 
greatly improve to be per­
manently suecessfuh 

But today I wish to forecast 
that we are on the verge of 
great new developments in 
TV. Just now we are using 
these -same radio and tele­
vision waves to transmit not 
only sound but pictures — all 
in action ot the most remark­
able kind. Furthermore, we 
do not need even an outdoor 
anteilna as these waves (which 
give us talking and action in 
pictures) will pass through the 
walls of our houses. 

In fact, these waves have 
been passing through the walls 
of our houses and the walls 
of every castle in Europe ahtj 
Asia for thousands of years! 
without being used. 

Just stop for a niomcnt aiid 
think what wonderful thifigs 
radio waves arc and realize 
our debt to Marconi for dis-
covering them for us. 

ln this column l am now 
mentioning only one more TV 
development; thei-e are many 
more to follow. This one is the 
prospect of being able to press 
buttons and throw light or heat 
into our rooms, l-'or some time 
I have been taking piclui-es 
of the sun. Someday, I believe 
great TV cameras — combin 
ed with large magnifying glass­
es — will transmit heat and-or 
light directly into our homes 
This will surely require a new 
chemical, and pef-haps special 
new broadcasting stations for 
each community. These heat 
and light TV bi-oadcasts will 
not be interrupted by advertis­
ing. The cost will be added 

to our gas or electric bill. Spe­
cial eyeglasses may be needed 
to use in rooms so heated or 
lighted; but I will not discuss 
such details now. 

Of course, such new develop­
ments may have tremendous 
implications. They would al­
most surely create new corp­
orations tliat would be listed 
on the New York Stock Ex­
change. Establishment of these 
corporations would result in 
intense specualtion. Many of 
the new corporations would 
pass through bankruptcy, but 
the stocks of a few would be­
come very valuable. 

We should remember that 
there were once 200 different 
automobile companies in the 
U.S.A., which have finally 
been reduced to only about 
five. I well remember when 
llenry Ford took 10 years to 
raise his first $100,000; but 
when he got started he built 
l5,000,000 "Tin Lizzies" and 
put the horses, buggies, and 
wagons oht of business. 

Edison's incandescent light 
bulb made obsolete the kero­
sene lamps such as my moth­
er used to trim and clean 
every morning. Think what 
the du Fonts did to the silk 
worms ot Japan and the Or­
ient, manufacturing synthetic 
materials fi'om a few chemi­
cals.

marked highway funds has 
been indicated early by Giiv. 
Geoi'ge Rommey. 

Speaking to a traffic safety 
group in Lansing hefoi'e the 
approval of the new Consti­
tution was even verified by 
the Board of State Canvassei's 
Romney called for a study to 
determine the feasibility of 
using highway funds lo promote 
traffic safety. 

, Romney's theoiy was that 
since today's roads are de­
signed to encourage safety, the 
same funds used lo build Ihcm 
should also be available to 
preach the subject and con­
duct rescai'ch on il . His spec­
ific reference was lo possible 
use of the funds lo I'c-csla-
blish a Ti-afficc Safely center 
similar to the one in opei'alion 
at Michigan Stale Uiivei'sity 
until last year, when it was 
cut out of the state budget. 

Highway Commissioner John 
C. Mackie reai'ed up quickly 
at Romney's suggestion. 

Mackie said he believes it 
would be "a serious mistake" 
for the State Lesislature to 
divert highway funds to an­
other agency. Under the new 
constitution, however, the 
earmarking of these funds will 
end. 

The commissioner's fear is 
that, "When they make the 
first divei'sion to a quasi-high 
way agency, the second one 
will become that much eas-
ier." 

Superinlendenl of Public In-
sli-uction Lynn M. Bartlelt 
has asked leachers to provide 
a special aid to law enforce­
ment officials before Michi­
gan's children begin the sum­
mer vacation, when they spend 
more time playing outside. 

"The teacher's cautioning 
words can sometimes exert 
more influence on impressing 
lhe children than it the wai'ning 
comes from another source," 
said Bartletl. 

The pi'oper words of caution 
will also reach all children if 
given in the classi-oom. This 
was partly what prompted 
Bartlelt to call on the teachers. 

"Childi'en should be cautioned 
fully against accepting gifts or 
rides in cai's from strangers; 
against going for walks with 
people they do not know; and 
against playing alone or in des­
erted areas whei'e responsible 
adult observance in not pos­
sible," he said. 

Warning to children about 
making friends with strangers 

whether given by pareflts or 
teachei-s should also cncoui-age 
them to report "any unusual 
attempts that strangers make 
to become acquainted wilh 
them," he siad.

This fear is not altogether 
unjustified, it would appear. 
There have been some dis-
cussions among legislators al­
ready that a traffice safety 
center, driver education, high­
way police patrols and all 
other highway-related state pro­
grams should be financed by 
road funds. 

While Mackie's complaint 
about possible 'raids on high 
way funds" was heated at tlie 
first public mention of the pos­
sibility, his antagonism toward 
such uses might be lessened 
if he were assured the new 
uses were kept in quasi-high-
way progi-ams. 

What Mackie really appears 
to fear most is that the Leg­
islature will do exactly what 
the new Constitution gives it 
the power lo do. That is to 
spend highway funds for all 
highway purposes "as de­
fined by law." 

The list of stale government 
operations which could be con­
strued as 'highway purposes" 
is longer lhan most would ex­
pect. It woulld certainly be 
unfortunate if the legislators, 
many of whom I-osent the pre­
sent financial independence of 
the Highway Department, were 
to stage a wholesale raid on the 
funds which would deter the 
long-range construction plans.

izens in NoVi and Wixom 
set" out to greet their new 
mayors. 

Presiding over Novi 
during Government Day 
was Mayor Robert Teifer, 
Sr. of Trenton while Wix­
om's ruler for the day was 
David Johnson, president 
()f Sparta. 

Doors throughout the 
communities were thrown 
open in honor of the visit­
ing mayors. Both toured 

.„.local industries, stopping 
to get acquainted with 
governing officials — all 
as part of the annual 
Michigan Week celebra­
tion. 

Meanwhile,. WL-iom's Mayor 
Wesley McAtfee and his wife 
were Sparta's guests. Novi vis­
itors to Trenton were Village 
President Joseph Crupl and 
his wife, Councilmen Dean 
Lenheiser and Donald Young 
and their wives, 

i , A vetei'an .of "mayor's ex-
change days", Pf'esident John­
son noted that "every city is 
just a little different.'-" 

Johnson, noting Wixom was 
his eighth exchange city, niai'-
veled at the way the coinmuni-
ty is "spread out." 

lii Sparta, lie suid "we've 
just got a s(|uarc miie of prop-
crty," adding, "cvcrytliliig's 
s0 crowded tiiere." 

Asked about siinilai'ltics in 
the two communities, Johnson 
laughed, asking, "Isn't it the 
same everywhei'c? We're all 
called upon to keep up with 
tho growing population ... add 
sewei's, add buildings." 

^ Novi was pi'aised by ils one-
' day ruler. Mayor Teifer, for 

much the same reason: plenty 
ot gi-owing room. 

Mayor Teifer, head, of a 
21,000 mcinbcr city, pointed 
out that "growth llas got to 
coinc Novi's way." 

He noted that Novi with its 
"pretty countryside, slightly 
i-olling" is in an advantageous 
spot since "Detroit is only 40 
minutes away by expressway." 

But first, he continued, Novi 
— like many other communi-
ties, even ours at one time — 
needs developments like sew­
ers. 

"Here, I gather some fami 
lies have owned one farm two 
or three generations," he said. 
"It's hard for any elected of­
ficial to come in and say, John 
Jones, this new development 
is going to cost you $500 in 
taxes. 

"Pi-obably, Jones' entire 
farm didn't cost maf-e than 
$500 originally," Teifer observ­
ed. "It's iiew people with new 
money, new ideas lhat will 
help put Novi over the line of 
pi'ogress." 

Teifer reported that Tren 
ton is different from Novi and 
most other communities in one 
way. "We've never i-eally had 
a money problem," he said. 
"Last year, we floated the first 
bond issue In 38 years — a ?2 
million one for a new sewer 
and incinerator." 

The reason, lie explained, is 
lliat our six major iiiduslrics 
pay over 88 cents 0f every tax 
d0ilar. 

"It's even more unusual," 
he continued, "becaiise in the 
last 10 to 12 years, 95 percent 
of the homes built have been 
brick ones costing $13,000 plus. 
Quite different fi'om most in­
dustrial communities, isn't 
It?" 

Mayor Teifer having return­
ed to Trenton, excltemenl in 
Novi has pretty much died 
down now. However, Wixom 
continues to observe Michigan 
Week. 

Today (Thursday or Educa­

tion Day), Wixom elementary 
school' will hold open house 
with tours at 10:30 a;m. and 2 
p.m. 

On Friday or Heritage Day, 
the Spencer Farm on Pontiac 
trail west of Wixom road will 
receive a plaque for 108 years 
of operation in the same fam­
ily. 

Later in the year,-two other 
heritage farms will receive 
similar plaques. They are one 
owned by Miss Avis and Miss 
Renna Hopkins and one owned 
by Mrs. Francis Howe.

In dollars, the budget is up 
$37,442 over the 1962-03 fiscal 
year which ends JuneVao. Tax-
levy is set at 6.15 njills. 

It looks as though the in 
crease will be almost, though 
not quite, balanced by a year 
end surplus. In the proposed 
budget, the surplus is estimat 
ed at $31,088. 

The only "drastic'' ciiangc 
in the budget over last year's, 
accordiiig to Mayor Wesley 
McAtee, arc the monies set 
aside for road improvement.

Farmers Nix 

Wheat Plan 
Like the majority of form 

ers throughout the nation those 
of Lyon, and Novi towhships 
defeated the government's pro­
posed new wheat control plan 
Tuesday. 

Witli some 104 ballots cast, 
the local farmers voting at the 
New Hudson fire hall turned' 
thumbs down on the plan by a 
vote of 81 to 23. 

While a good many area 
farmers had predicted defeat 
of the measure, they express-
ed surprise at the overwhelm­
ing "no" vote. 

The defeat marked the first 
time that a production control 
plan was tiii'ned down In 13 
wheat growei' reterendums. 
Last year's control program 
won by belter than a OB-per-
cenl margin. 

Had the plan been appi'oved, 
fai-mers would have been 
guai-anteed a price support of 
$2 per bushel but it would have 
curtailed production. 

The proposed budget shows 
$75,000 of city monies earmark 
ed for improving six miles of 
road. The. $75,000, a $5,000 in­
crease over the current bud­
get, allopation, is to he match-
ed by a federal grant. 

Roads slated for improve­
ment under the newbudget are 
Beck, Charm, Loon Lake, Ma 
pie. Potter and West. 

Eating up another portion of 
the proposed budget increase 
are $3,500 slated for develop 
ing a city parking lot, $3,500 
for land acquisition and $500 
set aside for the city's Indus 
trial development commission. 

Another $1,183 has heen ear 
marked for specific' salary 
raises. Among those receiving 
raises are, the treasurer and 
fire departiilent administrator, 
both $200, and the clerk, $233. 

The police chief will receive 
a $280 raise, bringing his sal­
ary up to $6,000 and the DPW 
administrator, $270, bringing 
his salary up. to $6,100.

Y o u t h G r o u p F a c e s 

In one fell swoop Tues-
day night, Novi's Youth 
Protective committee lost 
its chairman and secre-
tary, briefly discussed re-
organization and found its 
summer program may.be 
ln jeopardy. 

The committee was told 
by James VanLeuVen, as-
sistant director of the ju-
venile court and director 
of protective services, that 
insurance for the summer 
program must be approv-
ed by the court. 

"It's felt that i f you be 
came involved i n a suit, 
you'd take the juvenile 
court along with you be­
cause you are a part of 
us," VanLeuven said. 

The Novi Youth Protective 
committee was originally form-
ed as an arm of the village 
and township government in 
cooperation with the probate 
court. 

While the matter of insur­
ance was of concern Tuesday 
night, by Wednesday noon the 
committee had i-eceived a 'go 
ahead' from the court. The 
court's corporation council ap 
proved the committee's' pro-
posed insurance policy Wed 
nesday morning. 

As it stood at the end of the 
meeting, registration for the 
summer program, designed to 
serve 300 Novi youngsters, will 
still be held the first week in 
June. 

ln other business, the chair-
man of the. committee, Leon 
Dochot, resigned for what he 
caiied "iack of cooperation." 
The secretary, niiss Eugenic 
Cboqiict, also submitted her 
resignation. 

A nominating committee was 
then appointed by the chair-
man pro-tem, Herbert Koes-
ter. The committee includes 
Tom Culbert, supei-intendent 
of schools; Reverend R. La­
Vere Webster, pastor of Novi 
Methodist church, and Mrs. 
Charles Comlto. 

Tlie committee talked brief-
ly about reorganizing, drawing 
up ifew by-laws, but decided to 
take no action. 

VanLeuven said the court 
'should shai'e some of the 

blame' for the Novi commit­
tee's problems," but, he added, 

if the village and township 
had i'eally felt tlie point of tlie 
committee — much of this 
would not have happened." 

Government, he said, has 
been wroiig in regarding Ihis 
commiltcc as "a brand new 
supcr-doopcr ogcncy which can 
ciire all tiic. ills of dclhi-
qiiciicy." ' 

After noting tliat he was 

"not overly pleased" to see the 
Novi committee in the recrea­
tion business. Van Leuven went 
on to explain the function of 
such committees as postulat­
ed by the court. 

Protective services — 24 in 
the county — began because 
we in the court got tired of 
seeing a five-month Wafting 
list at Boys Training school, an 
eight-month list at Girls Train­
ing, Van Leuven recalled. 

"We feel that it a youngster 
has one or two problems, then 
it's the parents' job to help 
him, but if he has more thaii 
that, then it's the communi­
ty's job. 

"As it is now, the young-
sters who get in court from 
Novi and the township are the 
youngsters you have failed. 

"Just as a community is re-
sponsible lor sewers, waters 
and roads so is it responsible 
for deaiing wilh the neglected 
child," he declared. 

Thus, as a court, we have 
joined in a partnership with 
you, hoping to keep some of 
these children out of court, 
VanLeuven said. 

"You furnish the citizen par-
ticipation and we furnish a 
professional caseworker and a 
community relations person," 
he explained. 

The youngsters we're' talk-

ing about?. Van Leuven ask­
ed. 

"We're talking about Tom 
Jones who stole a baseball 
glove from a store. The police 
officer who picks him -up will 
probably call the school and if 
the school says he's a good 
boy,- drop the case there. 

*'If the school should say,' 
Tom is starting to get into 
trouble, cutting classes, smok­
ing — the officer will still have 
to drop the case," Van Leuven 
said. "As a police officer, this 
is more than he has time to 
handle." 

This is where the Youth Pro­
tective Committee comes in, 
VanLeuven continued. The 
caseworker comes in, evaluates 
the case and then turns to the 
committee for help, he said. 
The committee is then respon­
sible for coming up with a 
plan to help the child, he add­
ed. 

"Most important," he told 
those assembled in the village 
hall, "tlie committee is re­
sponsible for something I call 
community awareness for lack 
of a better name." 

Il's responsible. Van Leuven 
declared, "for showing people 
that the community is interest­
ed in children, in helping them 
solve their, problems beior'e 
tlley end up in the courts." 

Sewer H e a r i n g 

Set f o r June 10 
Novi's second step towards 

entering into a 2.3 million 
sewage disposal system with 
Walled Lake was taken last 
week when the village council 
set a necessity hearing for 
Friday, June lO. 

The hearing, scheduled for 
8 p.m. in the community build­
ing, will give citizens a chance 
to air objections to construc­
tion of a lateral internal sewer 
system to serve the portions 
of the village abutting Walled 
Lake. 

The internal system would 
be attached to the Walled 
Lake-Novl arm of the Huron 
Rouge interceptor system with 
property owners providing lat-
eras and connecting arms. 

Administrative Assistant Ha­
rold Ackley said the village 
does not yet know what the 
cost of the internal system per 
property owner will be. 

"We won't know," he ex­
plained, "until the county 
DPW finally determines what 
our share will be.'' 
I Ackley' explained 'that the 

necessity hearing had been set 
"to sound but how the 600 pro­
perty. (Jwners in the lake,ai-ea 
feel about such' n system." He 
noted that the disposal sys­

tem is "no good" without the 
internal system and vice-versa. 

Late lastv year, the county 
DPW had ŝet tlie cost of a 
sewage disposal system to 
serve Walled Lake and the por­
tions of the village surround­
ing the lake at $2.3 million. 

Included in the disposal sys­
tem would be a chemical treat­
ment plant to be located south­
west of the lake and trunk 
sewers from the plant lo lat-
eral lines branchiilg around 
the Novi portion of the lake. 

The DPW had suggested at 
that time that Novi help pay 
about 35 percent of the cost 
of the disposal system with the 
understanding that the village 
would install sewer laterals 
around tlie portion of the lake 
in Novi. 

The village took its first 
step, towards participation in 
such a plan last November 
when it agi'eed to participate 
in a county sewer study with 
Walled Lake. 

The council voted $14,000 lo 
an engineei'ing and financial 
study at tha( time, noling that 
If the study could not be used 
Immediately — it would be on 
hand were construction moil-
les laler to beccime available.

The village won the nod last 
week from' an Oakland circuit 
court-appointed board In the 
five-year-old Beck road drain 
case, it was learned at Tues­
day night's council meeting. 

The village had termed "un­
fair" a $2,165 bill for a portion 
of the now-abandoned Beck 
road drain. 

The village argued that the 
drain was begun before Novl 
was incorpof-aled and there­
fore, Novi could not be assess-
ed for any portion of the drain. 

A secondary argument of 
the village was that the town-
ship is i'esponsible for spread-
ing special assessments. 

Earlier, Attorney Howard 
Bofid had explained that the 
only time the village is respon-
sible in this type of proceed-
ing when It petitions. There 
was no village petition in this 
case, 

The Beck road drain, orig-
inally petitioned for after com-
pletlon of the 1-96 expressway, 
was ordered dropped by a spe-
cial board of inquiry appoint­
ed by the Oakland county cir­
cuit court after several area 
property owners voiced' objec-
tions. 

As originally planned, the 
di'ain would liave taken sur-
face run-oft collecting in the. 
road and the expressway." to 
the Davis drain which flows 
into the Walled Lake basiii of 
the Rouge River valley. 

After the court-appointed 
board ruled in favor of the ob-
jeclors in 1958, the county 
drain commission billed Novl 
nnd Wixom for a portion of the. 
$13,708 it says was spent .on 
preliminary engineering for -the 
project. 

Wixom agreed in 1961 that 1t 
would pay its portion of lhe 
bill.

Under social .security, what's 
hecome of the Rip Van Wink­
les, the Henry David Thor-
eaus? 

"What's become" questions 
like these echo tliroughout R. 
L. Dulhs' latest jouI-ney, this 
one to Nostalgia, USA, via the 
Williamstown, Vermont, of 
1900. 

Cleverly subtitled "If you 
don't like the lOGO's, why don't 
you go liack whore you came 
from" — the book is filled 
wilh questions which drag the 
reader back to what miglit as 
well be called Dufus' central 
theme: the deplorable loss of 
freedom in today's world. 

Dufus declares iii this new 
Northville Public Library book 
lhat "modern man longs for 
adventure and of this, social 
security deprives liim. 

"This is indeed the end of 
our adventure, as of his. We 
have been too cunning for our­
selves, we have outsmarted 
ourselves and we who love lib­
erty must go along with those 
who chiefly love neatness and 
orderliness. 

"We who cherish a thought 
of being harmlessly eccentric 
and peculiar must have a so­
cial security number and ^ign, 
as directed, on the dotted 
line," Dufus concludes. 

The implication in Dufus' 
book is that the 1900's, the pre-
world war days, were some­
how freer, cleaner, than those 
of today. 

Perhaps, but I'm not con­
vinced. Was my grandmother, 
bound by prejudice against 
"educatin' females" more free 
than I today? Was my grand­

father, reared to follow in his 
farmer father's footsteps, 
more free? 

In reply to Dufus' question 
about what's happened to men 
like Thoreau under social, se­
curity in this country, I must 
.say I can't offhand name a 
man I consider equal in.stat­
ure to Walden's originator. 

But, tiien, I'm not sure ex­
actly how many philosophers 
like Thoreau any one eouiitry 
is permitted in a century and 
a year. 

Moreover, I can't believe, as 
Dufus says in his book, that 
today's government discour­
ages a writer from buying a 
retreat to think in. 

In fact, unlike the author of 
Nostalgia, I can name just 
such a spot and its philosopher-
writer owner: Clark's Island, 
currently owned by a Cali­
fornia professor, once stopping 
point for the Pilgrims before 
they traveled on to Plymouth. 

Basically, I'm inclined to be­
lieve that Dufus was bitten, 
while writing Nostalgia, USA, 
with a case of "greenergrass-
ontheothei-sideof thefenceitis." 

Moreover, even he — by his 
own admission — wouldn't be 
likely to trade such charac­
teristics of our times as the 
auto and wonder drugs for the 
horse-drawn carriage and 
death rate of yesteryear. 

In any event, the reader 
who chooses to do so can ac-
cept this latest Dufus journey, 
not as a value judgement of 
the times, but instead as a col-
lection of light' pleasantries 
about the past. 

But, frankly, I was bored.

Read This 

To Save 

A Life 
There are many physical 

conditions that can cause 
breathing to come to an abrupt 
halt, but the most common of 
these is drowning. The real 
tragedy of the many deaths 
from drowning each summer 
is that many could have been 
saved if someone nearby had 
known how to apply artificial 
respiration. 

The cardiilai rules of arti­
ficial respiration arc sinipic: 

—Start immediately. Don't 
wait for anything. Send some­
one for help, but don't wait for 
the ambulance. It will prob­
ably be too late. 

—Keep it up. Thei'e are cas­
es on record of bi'eathing start­
ing again after a lapse of 
many minutes, when the res-
(luer kept steadily at work fore, 
ing air in and out of the lungs. 

Special courses in lifesaving 
including artificial respiration, 
are offered by "the American 
Red Ci-ote and' other groups 
each spring. The trained res­
cuer is better equipped to save 

life. But an untrained am 
ateur may save a life. 

Most ilrst aid experts today 
favor the moutli-to-inouih mc 
thod of artificial respiration. 

First clear the air pas.sages 
by drawing the tongue forward 
with your fingers. Place the 
victim half way between 
face-up and side position, tilt 
the head well back to insure a 
clear air passageway. Take 
deep breath, place your mouth 
over the victim's mouth, and 
breathe into his lungs until 
you see his chest rise and feel 
the lungs expand. In moulh-to-
mouth breathing, pinch the vic­
tim's nostrils shut while 
breathing into his lungs. Re­
move your mouth and let the 
victim exhale, ppplying slight 
hand pressure, between the 
ribs and navel to expel all. air. 
Repeat. the cycle 15 times a 
minute. You may cover the vic­
tim's mouth with a single lay­
er of a clean handkerchief. 

Remember: Start immedi­
ately. Check the mouth for ob. 
structions. Loosen clothing and 
keep the victim warm, but 
don't delay artificial respira 
tion to do this. After the victim 
revives, be ready to resume 
respiration if breathing halts 
again. Don't give up unless 
you're positive the victim is 
dead. 

If you're called on to help 
in a rescue, keep calm and 
move rapidly lo try to get the 
victim bi'eathing again as soon 
as possible.

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A l Conquers P l a n e Stalls by S t u b b o r n Persistence 

Thursday, M a y 23, 1963 

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is 
the fourth in a series of 
articles concerni1ig the fiui, 
adveiiture and difficuity iii 
learning to fly, written by 
Al Lubowitz of our South 
Lyon Herald stafL He is tak­
ing lessons at the New Hud-
son airport. 
There comes a pohit in fly-

Ing, so old flying veterans tell 
me; when you think you've 
reached an impasse. That's 
tlie point where you have to 
decide that YOU'RE going to 
fly the plane, the plane isn't 
going to fly you. 

I think I know what they 
mean, l reached an Impasse. 
And what did it? Stalls! 

"What would happen It 
someday the airplane stalled 
on you?" 

When I first started flyiilg, 
some morbid hc(;klcrs asked 
me that question. What would 
I do? Why I'd just pull over 
'!0 tile side of the road, get out, 
and see what the matter was, 
I had jokingly shot hack to 
these would-be fear-mongers. 

l considered it a smjirt aleck 

answer to a smart aleck ques 
tlon. Little did l think that one 
day this was going to be 
problem. 

Now I know better. Talk 
about stalls being a problem 
for only ONE day ... lt would 
be better to say that they were 
a struggle for over a week. 

Stalls are no easy thing to 
do. Correctly that is. It takes 
skill to do it. Once again — 
correctly. That was my diffi-
culty. I was doing it every 
way except the right way. 

What is a stall? To put it 
simply, it's like when you're 
driving a car up a steep hill 
without giving the car enough 
gas. What happens? The en-
gine grinds and jerks to a halt. 
The principle is the same In 
an airplane, but with different 
results. 

The airplane, having lost its 
forward momentum and not 
having enough speed to keep 
it lifted in the air, beglris to 
fall. The engine keeps running 
but the plane plunges down-
ward until It can pick up 
enough speed to resiime flight. 

Sounds simple I thought. 
Just watch me. Anyone can 
stall out. 

And I was right. Anyone can 
stall out and this is pi-ecisely 
one of the reasons it's so Im-
portant to know how to re 
cover propei-ly. Another rea 
son why this exercise is im­
portant is that all airplane 
landings are — in effect — 
stalls. 

When the pilot is a few feet 
off the ground, he gently lifts 
the nose of the plane, creates 
a stall, and before the plane 
has a chance to dip too far, he 
settles gracefully to the 
ground. 

Humph, I sniffed in disdain. 
For a fellow who's learned to 
fly straight and level, make 
turns, climb, and glide, this 
will be a cinch. To my dismay, 
I discovered there was much 
more to it. 

First of all, as' the plane ap­
proaches the point just before 
it drops its nose and begins 
to dive, it's extremely iinpor-
tant that the wings are kept 

level. If one wing is tipped up, 
the plane, in its downward fall, 
could begin spinning. 

Also it takes no imagination 
to see what would happen if, 
in landing, one of the wings 
tipped downward. Instead ot 
landing neatly, the pilot would 
be plowing a ditch with one 
wing tip. 

The plane must be held 
straight and level! There can 
be no teetering of the plane 
when it stalls! 

And there are factors work­
ing against you! For example, 
as the plane approaches stall­
ing speed, the torque of the 
propeller tends to, throw the 
plane to one side causing it to 
tip. Also in pulling the stick 
back to lift the nose, it's easy 
to move the stick a little to 
either side. This amateurish 
stick control will make the 
wing flaps lower and cause the 
plane to tip too far to one side. 

The solution to all this? Use 
the rudders. Like when a car 
skids on ice, it's necessary to 
twist the wheel quickly in the 

opposite direction the car is 
going. As the car begins to 
respond, the wheel must be 
quickly twisted the other way. 

So it is with the rudders. As 
one wing dips, the . opposite 
rudder must be kicked. Then 
as the plane responds, the oth­
er rudder must be kicked. 
Skillful and immediate rudder 
action will keep the plane on 
an even keel. 

Over and over I tried this. 
"Take the plane up to 2500 feet; 
and do me a stall," Bill Mc-
Kinley, my Instructor, repeat-
edly told me. Up I would go. 
I'd try it. No luck. Instead of a 
smooth maneuver, I'd come 
twisting down and lose several 
hundred feet. 
. "Take the plane up and do 
me a stall," his voice wearily 
repeated. Over and over agiIin 
until at night f was kicking 
rudders in my sleep. What was 
wrong? Was I the idiot of the 
year? 

Then came the glorious day! 
I don't know why this day was 
different, but for some reason 

I awoke with the firm resolve 
to fly that blankety-blank 
plane. Maybe I had remem 
bered what the old-timers had 
told me. I don't know, but one 
thing I was sure of. No ma 
chine was going to get the 
best of me. 

Possibly to prove I wasn't 
going to stand for any monkey 
business and that I was in 
dead earnest, I even put on my 
work clothes. 

And surprise of surprises! It 
was easy. Just like that! I did 
it. Of course it was a little 
shaky but I ,did it. Then I did 
it again. Great. Wonderful. 

"I knew you'd do it all 
along," Bill told me after­
wards. I yawned. "Natch," I 
said in a matter-of-fact tone. 
But despite my outward^ dis-
play of casualness and despite 
my thinking only a few min­
utes before that l was the 
world's dumb bell, I couldn't 
help feeling a wee bit like 
Alexander The Great coming 
back from conquering the 
world.

There is a jiopular song 
which hei'alds the state­
ments, "Love makes the 
world go round." Though 
these words may give ex­
pression: to a well-meaning 
idea, they do not tell us 
"what" kind of love it is 
nor "how" it malces the 
world go round. 

There is the "love of 
money" which leads some 
persons lo do an awful lot 
of running around to get it. 
There is the 'love of self-
one's person, or race, or 
religion, or church, or group 
or nation, or idea - which. 
In its extreme expression, 
keeps the world going round 
in circles. 

There is, on lhe otlier 
hand, the love about whicli 
Christ spoke when He said, 
"Love lhe Lord thy God 
with all thy mind, and 
with all thy heart, and 
wilh all thy mind and with 
all Illy slrenglh and thy 
neighbor as thyself." Then 
He added, "There is no 
greater commandment than 
these two." 

Love is of such a natui'e 
tlial it causes "the lover" 
to want to be near and to do 
things for the one who is 

. the object of his affection. 
So, two people, in love, 
quite nalui'ally, hold hands, 
put their arms around one 
:another and even exchange 
kisses. A religious pei-son, 
because he or she loves 
God, seeks to discover and 
maintain close I'elationship 
with God through worship. 
Whelher "sweetheart" or 
"woi'shiper" each, as a lov­
er," seeks lo do what he 
has reason to believe will 
please the one whom lie 
loves by helping the one 
the one being loved to ac­
complish his pui'pose. 

The gi'eat difference be­
tween the love of the sec­
ular world and the love of 
the Chrislian world lies in 
its selecliveness. Man's love 
for anolher is based upon 
whether or nol he wants lo 
love and, also, upon wlielher 
or not the object of his 
love returns his love. 

Christian love is some­
thing different, somelhing 
plus. The love of God re­
vealed lo mankind in Jesus 
Christ is a love whicli is ex­
tended to all people wheth­
er or not thfjy want it or 
accept it. 

It can be declined, but 

it is never withdi-awn. It is 
Iiot always extended to 
people simply because of 
what good lhey have made 
of their lives but because 
of what they can make of 
their lives for good, with 
the help of God. It is a 
love which endures despite 
the effoi'ts of others to dis­
regard it or to destroy it. 
It is a love which is for­
ever out-going, going the 
second mile. It. is a love 
which is vicarious in that 
it seelts to identify itself 
with the one who is the ob­
ject of one's affection at 
the point of giving helping 
in coping with the heavi­
ness of life. These expres­
sions of God's love are re­
vealed very clearly in the 
experiences relative lo the 
sacrificial death o f Jesus 
Christ on the Cross. 

Admonishing His dis-' 
ciples to "love one another, 
even as I have loved you," 
Jesus added, "By this will 
all men know that you are 
my disciples, if you have 
love for one another." Ahd, 
again, "Greater love has no 
man than this, that a man 
lay down his life for his 
friends."

Not too many years ago, the 
local taxpayers' responsibility 
ended with the eighth grade lil 
a small one room school build­
ing. Those children from more 
wealthy families had to travel 
considerable distance to the 
nearest city to attend grades

tllat progress required ' more tion, is it nol better lo, be at-
education all lhe time, Ihe pro- filiated wilh a local communl 
perly ownei-s in these small 
distl-icts voted to consolidate 
and thereby assumed tlie local 
obligation to provide twelve 
grades of schooling foi- evei-y-
body. In terms of job capabili 
ties, a high school diploma to 
day is about equivalent to the 
eighth grade education of fifty 
years ago. We have now reach 
ed the point where most oicu-
palions require education be 
yond high school, either in 
technician or professional 
fields. 

Everyone is against higher 
taxes, but the simple fact is 
that year by year a higher 
percentage of Northville high 
graduates are seeking addl 
tional technical training or en­
tering slate colleges or uni­
versities. The expansion of 
these state facilities is a con 
tinuous process and everyone 
to our children. 

Since all Michigan citizens 
in Norlhville pays for them. 
Also, at the present time, there 
is practically no nearby techni-

nine through twelve, usually cal or ti-ade training available

ty college wiiei-e we can belter 
see how wisely our money is 
spent and where we can help 
determine school policies. As 
a proponent of the community 
college, I feel Norlhville 
should accejit liie local respon 
sibility for lhe support of this 
institution which will offer 
trade and technical ti-aining in 
addition to pei-mitting studenls 
to lake tlie first two yeaf-s of 
college while living at liome. 
This one mil l means less than 
$5.00 a year to the average 
home owner in Northville. 

There are many other facts 
lhat you should consider be­
fore deciding how to vote on 
this question. I hope evei-yone 
will attend the meeting in the 
Community Building on June 
3rd at 8:00 p.m.

becausS we are paying for 
slate supported colleges. 

I take note, of a favorite 
phrase this paper has in quite 
frequently, "Initial cosl of the 
college lo the average home­
owner would be comparable to 
the cost for a tankful of gas, 
a couple of cartons ,ot cig­
arettes," This might be true 
if it would stop on any one 
proposal on the ballot in the 
past, but if I added up all 
these newspaper inserts — a 
carton of cigarettes now would 
cost me $300, The editor might 
have something when he 
speaks of a tankful of gas. If 
he would use his influence 
through,his paper and advo­
cate a 1-cent federal tax =on 
each gallon of gas that is sold, 
we could build all the scliools 
that are needed in this coun­
try, the same as tlie federal 
highways are supported, -and 
at the same time relieve the 
property owner of lhe sole sup-|J 

port of education. 
Getting back to the Novi 

schools. I was amazed to find 
Siiperinlendent of Schools Tom 
Culbert getting $1,000 raise in 
salary, and $500 a year for 
the next two years. Now one 
can see where the money goes 
when you approved millage to

This week our state of Michigan is paying 
tribute to itself. 

Novi and Wixom are celebrating the annual 
event with special observances' throughout the 
week. Highlight was Monday's mayor exchange 
program in recognition of Government Day. 

Feted in Novi Was Mayor Robert E . Teifer. of 
Trenton; in Wixom the village president of Spar­
ta, David J . Johnson, was the guest of honor. 

Northville skipped official participation i n the 
event for the first time 
in its 10 year history,, 
chiefly because of the 
new city hall project. 
Next year city leaders 
hope to resume the cel­
ebration and show off 
the new municipal fa-
cilities. 

Newspapers have 
been besieged with ma­
terial containing inter­
esting facts about our 
nation's 26th state. In 
the belief that we should 
know more about our 

own hjime state, I'm including just a few.

— our population is nearly 8,000,000 people 
and 600,000 deer; 

— equipment and plant investments in Mich 
igan by the automotive industry this year totals 
one billion dollars; 

— we lead the nation in production of seedl­
ing evergreens; 

— Iron Mountain is the home of the world's 
highest artificial ski jump, and the Grand hotel on 
Mackinac Island has the world's longest porch; 

— U of D is the world's largest Catholic uni-
versity; 

-— the U P land area is 29% of the total state 
area; 

— Detroit alone uses 10% of the nation's 
output of finished steel; 

— Michigan produces nearly all of the as­
pirin made in the U.S.; 

— we have one passenger car for every 2.8 
residents; 

— Michigan was the first state to abolish the 
death penalty (1847); 

— the 4th Michigan Cavalry captured Jef­
ferson Davis, president of the Confederacy; 

— Michigan's shoreline is longer than the 
nation's Atlantic or Pacific coastline; 

— Lake Superior is the largest fresh water 
lake, in the world; 
; • ' — the world's greatest limestone quarry is 
located at Rogers City, and Negaunee has the larg­
est ullderground iron mine in the world; 

— lhe busiest waterway in the world is lhe 
Delroi l river, Which carries more lonnage annually 
than lhe Rhine, Thames, Seine and Volga rivers 
combined; 

— the state leads the nation in production of 
red tart cherries, field beans, blueberries, cucum­
bers for pickles, gladioli bulbs and eastern white 
winter Wheat;

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Babson Park, Mass., — I 
am thinking today of the 
changes which have taken 
place in merely one area of 
activity since I was a boy — 
namely, transportation. 

My grandfather cut • cord 
wood and hauled it into Glou­
cester on an ox sled. I felt 
very smart when I could drive 
the oxen, guiding them with a 
stick. This was my first ex­
perience in transportation. 

My father later started 
drygoods store and had a 
couple of horses to get goods 
to his customers. Often he 
look me on these short trips 
and I learned to drive horses. 
Ultimately I drove them in 
races on the ice. This was my 
second lesson in transporta-
tion. 

Finally, when I got mar-
ried, I bought a new automo­
bile which Henry Foi-d was just 
putting on the market for $398 
cash. I later knew Mr. Ford 
very well; and he told me it 
took him ten years to raise 
$100,000 to start the Ford Mo-
tor Company in 1900. 

Later he bad me as his 
guest when he manufactured 
his fiftcen-miliionth automo­
bile. He surely was a wonder, 
ful man and remade America. 

During more recent years I 
traveled continually in the 
trains with steam locomotives 
that are now curiosities. My 
trip tomorrow will be from Or­
lando, Florida, to Boston in 
four hours by jet, compared 
witli the day and a half it used 
to take me by train. Or, I am 
able to cross the ocean in a 
few hours by jet, against a 
few days by boat. 

Gradually, travel will de­
cline as our Imagination is de-
veloped. ln fact, as the popu­
lation increases, this will be 
necessary. Experiments are 
now being made In connection 
with Christian Science, para-
psychology, telepathy, etc., 
which should be encouraged. 
We will soon be. content to 
imagine the places and per-
sons we want to visit or talk 
with. This will be common­
place fifty years from now. 
Our imagination will become 
stronger, aided by TV and 
photography, and we will tra­
vel less but use the telephone 
much more. 

We know the billions of 
radio waves which are in the 
air and in the rooms where 
this column is being read. Yet 
our clothing partly insulates 

them from our bodies. Perhaps 
our clothing should contain 
minute wires serving as mil­
lions of "antennas". This might 
free us from ailments such as 
arthritis, weak heart,, and 
blood troubles.. Many of our 
physical illnesses may be due 
to lack of radio waves. 

Another field m which I be 
lieve great developments will 
take place is the use of mag-
nifying glasses. I am having 
one made now three feet m di­
ameter. Our eyes are a won­
derful possession, and some 
thing really revolutionary 
could be developed in the way 
of magnification to help ease 
the strain which all of us place 
on our overworked eyes. 

As I have said hi previous 
columns, however, the great 
est changes will come about 
through some form of tele 
vision. Before long, TV will 
give out sunshine and also 
transmit sunshine. By pressing 
a button we will be able to-get 
heat, or light, or aif. condi­
tioning via television. 

Many reading this column 
will live to see our educational 
system entirely reorganized 
Young people will be trained 
to think and reason. We may 
not need to pay thousands of 
dollars for h data-processuig 
machine when each of us car­
ries in his head a ihachlne 
superior in efficiency and pow­
er. Professor George R- Harr 
rison. Dean of the School of 
Science at MIT in Cambridge, 
Mass., has written a hook 
which every educator should 
read.

Continued emphasis on good 
prenatal care brought about 
another drop in the number of 
infant and maternal 'deaths 
during the past year, but in 
fant immaturity and congen­
ital malformations remained 
among the 'Top .10" killers in 
Michigan duijing lhe period. 

State Health- Commissioner 
Albert E. Heustis noted dis­
eases of the. heart remained 
the leading cause of death in 
Michigan. 

Various heart ailments ac­
counted for approximately two 
thirds of the increase in deaths 
from the previous year. Pro 
visional reports compiled by 
the Health Department's stat­
istics division showed the total 
number of deaths from all 
causes increased from 67,118 
in 1961 to 69,743 last year. 
Heart disease accounted for 
1,722 of the increase in deaths. 

If I, durhIg my lifctlme, 
bave advanced from drivhig 
an ox team to ridbg a jet 
piane, is lt not reasonable that 
those who are young today will 
see shniiar progress? 

Chemists tell me that great 
changes will take place in the 
food we eat. R will become 
more tasteful, more digest! 
bie, more healthful, and free 
from any poisons. It will be i l 
legal to use certain insectl 
cldes. One biologist even 
claims that soup manufactur­
ers may collect and can in­
sects instead of killing them. 
These are just a few of the 
thoughts which come to my 
mind as I look ahead fifty 
years; either the insects will 
eat our food up, or we must 
Wake up" and eat them up 

first! 

Heustis noted thei-e were no 
changes in the ranking of the 
lo leading causes of death. 
All showed slight increases, 
except congenital malforma­
tions which ranked eight, and

Maternal deaths, which were 
not actually in the top IO, drop­
ped during the year from 75 
to 55, while infant and fetal 
deaths from all causes show-
ed a decline of 269 from I96l. 

Other leading causes, be 
hind the 27,068 heart disease 
deaths were ,cancer, strokes 
accidents, pneumonia and in­
fluenza, diabetes, arteriosc 
lerosls, malfoi-mations, imma 
turlty and cirrilosls of the 
liver

The line will give Novi jome 
2,900 taps in the Wayne coiinty 
M'ddle Rouge system and rep 
resents the first sanitary sew 
er system available in Novi. 

Specifically, the line will e.<: 
tend from 10 Mile road In Novi 
to a point in the southeast 
corner of Norlhville whei-e it 
will connect with the existing 
interceptor.

by the Northvilk countiil last 
week. The line enters the city 
approximately at the intersec­
tion lof the C & 0 i-ailrond and 
Novi road. It extends."south­
ward on the west sifle of the 
railroad, under the new Eight 
Mile road cut-off, down Oak­
land then along the Mill pond, 
down Griswold to Main, cut­
ting south across Main at Park. 
Place and westward to River 

street which it follows south 
til the interceptor connection. 

Oakland county officials as 
sured Northville that construc­
tion work would not be carried 
on during the racing season 
in the area of lhe track. The 
contract also stipulates lhat 
disrupted roads will be back­
filled immediately to avoid 
traffic disturbances. 

The city of Norlhville will al­
so make use of the new trunk 
line. Through an agreement 
with Oakland county the city 
gained permission to tap inic 
the line thus relieving some ol 
the capacity from the city's 
iiorth-central and northeastern 
seclion. The city's capacity in 
the Novi Ihie ls limited, to .0 
CFS, or service for about ,I,500 
residents.

—Passed'a resolution trans­
ferring $30,000 from the gen 
eral fund to the city of Wixom 
fund.' The 1inoney, which will 
be (ieposited in the National 
Bank ot Detroit, is part 'of;the 
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$75,000 needed to inatch leff̂  
eral funds. 

—Set a tentative special 
meeting of the council for TueSf 
day evening (May 28) to final­
ize a plan for borrowing an 
additional ^5,000 to complete 
matching of federal fund.s for 
road improvement. The meet­
ing will not be called if an 
extension of the July 17 dead­
line is granted.

' A Northville resident |{was 
ont of 55 Michigan inventors 
honored Tuesday night' at a 
Cobo Hall banquet celebrating 
the 501h annivei-sary of the 
Michigan Patent Law Assoc­
iation. 

He is William C. Wiley, 
41845 Eight Mile road, who is 
manager of the applied physios 
laboratory for the research 
laboratories division of The 
Bendix coi-poration in Soulh-
fi^ld. 

Wiley has 32 patents to his 
ci-cdit with a half-dozen moi-e 
pending. A number of his pa­
tents, all ci-eated to solve tech­
nical problems or broaden the 

' company's product base, in-
.volve n ^ types of- electron 

multipliers. 
ln Wiley's words, an elec 

tron multiplier does just what 
It implies — It multiplies elec 
Irons. As an electron strikes 
ofle end of the device a mil 
lion to a billion electrons will 
come o«t the other end. 

There arc a number of ap 
plications in science for elec 
tron muiltpiicrs, ^ Wiley ex­
plains. Many arc used to de­
lect light. 

One of the fii-st electi-on 
multipliers Invented by Wiley 
is now orbiting in a satellite 
called the "Oi-bltlng-Solar Ob-
servatory" launched by the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space 
Agency a year ago. It is being 
used to detect the ulti-aviolet 

light -from the sun, which will 
not peneti-ate the earth's at 
mosphere and so must be 
measured from a high-altitude 
rocket or satellite., 

Such measurements give im­
portant clues to the chemical 
and nuclear processes which 
are going on in the sun, Wiley 
explains. • 

Another type of electron mul­
tiplier which Wiley is now de 
veloping-is scheduled for use 
in satellites, but is also slated 
for a number of other applica­
tions. 

One of these involves the de­
velopment of a pair of night 
vision goggles. If successful, 
Ihis would permit one to see 
at,night about as well as one

can see in tlie daytime with­
out any artificial illumination 

In a lighter vein, Wiley 
liotes that such a pair of gog­
gles has some interesting ram 
ifications. 

"It would mean that dark­
ness no longer affords cover 
and any night-time activity 
which depends upon secrecy is 
in danger of being eradicated 
This is fine fpr crime, but 
what about lovers' lanes?' 
Wiley asks. 

Another Wiley invention of 
note is the mass spectrometer 
a scientific instrument which 
can sort out and Identify mole­
cules or atoms of which mat­
ter is composed. 

It sorts out the basic build­
ing blocks of natui-e by weight 
which is usually sufficient- to 
identify the particle, Wiley 
points out. Wiley's new mass 
spectrometer can sort out and 
identify all of the different 
kinds of particles which may 
be in a substance in a few 
millionlhs of a second, and can 
do this 100,000 times per sec 
ond. 

"The unit whicli we uŝ  to 
measure time in this instru­
ment is as much shorter than a 
second as a second is shorter 
than one year", he noted. The 
inslrunlei\t is so fast it can 
follow the various chemical re 
actions, that lake place during 
an explosion.- -

Wiley is 'a gcadiiatcof the 
University of Illinois, whei'e he 
majored in physics. He joined 
Bendix immediately afler gra­
duation 14 years ago. 

The Cobo Hall banquet was 
attended by all of Michigan's 
U.S. senators, congressmen 
deans of law and engineering 
schools and the U. S. Commis­
sioner of Patents. Guest speak­
er was Mayor Jerome P. Cav-
nnagh. 

In recognition of the contri­
butions of Michigan's leading 
Inventors Governor George 
Romney proclaimed May 
"Michigan Inventors' Month". 

Novi 's board of educa-
tlon and the Oakland 
county Democratic party's 
executive committee went 
on record last week i n 
support of the Oakland 
county community college 
plan. 

Both groups urged 
"yes" vote June 10 for the 
sstablishnlent of a com­
munity colege district and 
a one-mill tax to support 
it. 

In support of its stand, the 
Democratic committee pointed 
out that the facilities for high­
er education in Michigan are 
already strained by an ex­
panding college-age popula­
tion. Moreover, the committee 
stated population projections 
indicate a dramatic increase 
in this expansion in the im­
mediate future. 

The . committee also stated 
that Oakland county will lead 
the' state in the i-ate of in­
ci-ease of college-age and col­
lege-eligible youth during the 
next decade. An incrasingly 
higher degree of vocational 
and technical training is be­
ing required of youth entering 
the labor market, the commit­
tee added. 

Community colleges in the 
county would provide a partial 
solution that is both education-
ally sound and economically 
realistic." concluded the reso­
lution adopted by the com­
mittee. 

If the June 10 election -is 

successful, the county college 
citizens advisory council has 
recommended that three sites 
be purchased. One, the council 
suggests, should be in Troy, 
another in north or northwest 
Pqntiac and a third in the 
Farmington-Novi area. 

Two alternative plans have 
been suggested for the next 
step with the new six-man 
board ot trustees, to be elected 
June 10, charged with the re 
sponsibility of choosing. 

The first, suggested by the 
advisoi-y council, is. that con 
struction begin as soon as pos­
sible on the fii-st two sitfe, 
each being built to serve 1,500 
students. 

The second plan, presented 
by a spokesman of the county 
board of education office, is to 
begin tax colleijt.ipil immediate 
ly, but delay construction lor 
two years. Then, the spokes­
man continued, when suffi-
cient funds are in hand for 
two buildings,, construction 
could begin. 

Under both plans, develop-
ment of the third sile would 
not begin until the end of a 
five-year period.
