"During more recent years I
traveled continually in the
trains with steam locomotives
that are now curiosities, My
trip tomorrow will be from Or-
lando, Florida, to Boston in
four hours by jet, compared
with the day-and a half it used
to take me by train. Or, I am
able to cross the ocean in a
few hours by jet, against a
few days by boat.

Gradually, travel will de-
cline as our imagination is de-
veloped. In fact, as the popu-
lation increases, this will be
necessary. Experiments are
now heing made in connection
with Christian Science, para-
psychology, telepathy, ete,,
which should be encouraged.

Another field in which I be-
lieve great developments will
take place is the use of mag-
nifying glasses. I am having
one made now three feet in di-
ameter, OQur eyes are a won-
derful possession, and some-
thing  really revolutionary
could be developed in the way
of magnification to help ease
the strain which all of us place
on our overworked eyes,

As T have said in previous
columns, however, the great.
est changes will come about
through some form of tele.
vision. Before long, TV will
give out sunshine and also
transmit sunshine, By pressing
a button we will be able to: get
heat, or light, or aic condi-
tioning via television, g

Many reading this column
will live to seé our educational
system entirely reorganized.
Young people will be trained
to think and redson. We may
not need to pay thousands of
dollars for a data-processing
machine .when each of us car-
ries in his head-a machine
superior in efticiency and pow-
er. Professor George R.  Har-
rison, Dean of the School -of
Science at MIT in Cambridge,
Mass., has wrmen a book
which every " educator should
read, .

If 1, during my lifetime,
bave advanced from driving
an ox feam to riding a jet
plane, is it not reasonable that
those who are young teday will
see similar progress?

Chemists tell me that great
changes will take place in the
food we eat.

Pro-
visional reports compiled by
the Health Departrent’s stat-
istics division. showed the total
number ‘of deaths from all
causes increased from 67,118
in 1961 to 69,743 last year.
Heart disease accounted for
1,722 of the increase in deaths.

Heustis noted there were no
changes in the ranking of the
10 leading causes of death.
All showed slight - increases,
except congenital ‘malforma-
tions which ranked eight, and
infant immaturity, ninth-ranked

Maternal deaths, which were
not actually in the top 10, drop-
ped during the year from 75
to §5, while infant and fetal
deaths from all causes show-
ed a decline of 269 from 1961.

In Wiley's words, an elec-
tron multiplier does just what
it implies — it multiplies elec-
trons. As an electron strikes
one end of the device a mil-
lion to a billion electrons will
come ot the other end.

There are a number of ap-
plications In science for elec-
tron multipliers, Wiley €x-
plains, Many are nsed to de-
tect light,

One of the first electron
multipliers Invented by Wiley
is now orbiting in a satellite
called the “Orbiting. Solar Ob-
servatory” launched by the Na-
tional Aeronautics and Space
Agency a year ago. It is being

used to d‘etect the ultraviolet

light from the sun, which will
not penetrate the earth’s
mosphere and so must be
measured from a high-altitude
rocket or satellite. .

Such measurements give im-
portant clues to the chemical
and nuclear processes which
are going on in the sun, Wiley
explains, -

Another type of electron mul-
tiplier which Wiley is now de-
veloping: is scheduled for use
in satellites, but js also slated
for a number of other applica-
tions,

One of these mvolves the de-
velopment of a pair of night
vision goggles. If -successful,
this would permit one to.see
at night about as well as one

can see in the daytime with-

at-jout any artificial illumination. |~

In a lighter vein, Wiley
notes that such a palc of gog-
gles has some interesting ram-
ifications.

“It would mean that dark-
ness no longer affords cover)
and any night-time activity
which depends upon secrecy is
in danger of being eradicated.
This is fine for crime, but
what' about lovers’ lanes?”,
Wiley - asks.

Another Wiley invention of
note is the mass spectrometer,
a scientific instrument which
can sort out and identify mole-
cules or atoms of which mat-
ter is composed.

1t sorts out the basic build-
ing blocks of nature by weight,
which is usually sufficient: to
identify the particle, Wiley

i spectrometer can sort oul and

Student Pilot Reacts Slow

EDITOR'S NOTIE; This is
the fifth in a series of arti-
cles concerning the fun, ad-
venture and difficulty in
learning how to fly, written
by Al Lubowitz of the Seuth
Lyon Herald whe is faking
lessons at Pamco Aviation at
the New lludson Airport.

My instructor and I had just
taken off and now we were
landing. Only there was no
airfield below us. This was a
forced landing!

Fortunately it was a prac-
tice exercise. To put it more
accurately, it was a Simulated
Forced Landing. Nevertheless,
knowing that some day [ could
be faced with the real thing
made me pay attention. This
~was something 1 definitely
wanted to Jearn.

We were up 1500 fect when
Bill McKinley closed the throt-
tle. “Simulated forced land-
ing,” he announced in a calm
voice.

Things have Lo happen fast
at that time!

An altimeter reading 1500
feet doesn’t mean the plane is
1500 feet ahove the ground. Al-
timeters are set according to
Mean Sea Level, not ground
level. To determine actual dis-
tance above the ground, a cal-
culation is in order. Knowing
that before take-off the alti-
meter was set at 950 feet, |
subtracted 950 from 1500. I was
approximately 550 feet up.

At the same time this calcu-
lation was heing made, I was
making sure my glide was
proper. Trying to stretch the
glide out or allewing it to be-
come too steep would make
my descent more rapid. A nor-
mal glide maintained correct-
ly would give me the most
time in the air.

Wind direction has to be de-
termined hecause any landing
must be made into the wind.

Generally a pilot is always
conscious of the wind. He can
tell from which direction it's
hlowing hy fecling how it af-
fects the plane. He also keeps
an eye open for tell-tale signs
of smoke or ripples on lakes.
He notes these signs, consulls
his compass, determines wind
direction, and keeps it con-
stantly in mind.

In case of emergency, he
can't take time to start his
figuring. His reaction must be
immediate,

In this case however, Our
Hero had been busy gawking
at the scene below. Wind di-
rection? I didn’t have the
slightest idea!

At the same time I'm trying
to figure out the wind, Bill
asks, “Where are you going to
land?"

Quickly I look helow, but all
I see is a seemingly confused
mess of trees, fences, fields,
hills, roads, and more trees,
What does he mean land?
There’s no place to land.

Frantically I guess al the
wind direction and point to a
small plowed field on my leit,
“There?” I ask, hoping he'll
agree,

“If (hat’s where you want
to land, go ahead.”

Relieved, I gather that I've
guessed right. I'm around 350
feet above the ground now and
I have to make an abrupt 180
degree gliding turn in order to
sweep down on the field. I re-
member that Bill had told me
that there's a loss of approxi-
mately 250 feet in a gliding
turn.

Good, I think. That'll pul me
about 100 feet off the ground
after the turn and I'll be able
to coast right in on target,

But no seoner do I start my
bank when a flash of fear hits
me. That turn Bill was talking
about was a 90 degree turn!
The one T plan to make is 180
degrees. That means a loss of
500 fool and I'm already down
to 300.

Just then I feel the wind
buffet the plane. Dawns the
fact that I'm not landing into
the wind. What to do? -

1 look up, Two hundred feet
to go and trees ahead! I'll nev-
er make it. I have two choices.
Plow the plane into a'hill or
else into a clump of trees. Big
choice.

Of course I have goofed. I
have goofed horribly. As Bill
guns the motor and pulls the
plane up and away, I sit back
in disgust. My first solo flight
seems more distant than ever.

Back on the ground, I listen
to fhe charges against me,
First and foremost is bad
judgernent. “You were flying
too low over rough terrain.
There weren’t too many plac-
es to land, were there? Over
rough terrain, stay up high.
That way you have more time
and can cover more distance
in your search for a good land-
ing spot.”

But, Bill tells, me, in spite
of my low altitude, there was
a beautiful landing spot off o
my right if T had been alert
enough to find it. “You have to
train yourself to react more
quickly,” he .tells me.

Another fault was my com.
plete  disregard of  wind,
“That's an oversight that could
be fatal”

Again he attacks my judge-
ment regarding my attempi-
ed turn of 180 degrees,

‘“‘Almost all crashes are caus-
ed by pilot error, not mechan-
ical failure. Pilots crash them-
selves,” he says. “An error in
judgement, an oversight, some-
thing forgotten, a lack of pre-
cision in your maneuvers —
all of these can cause trouble.

There was no excuse,” he
tells 2 humble beginner, “For
not remembering the difference
between a 90 and a 180 turn.
A mistake in arithmetic could
mean a crash,”

Then he explains to me the
reason for simulated forced
landings. “Exercises like this
give us practice in training our
reflexes, correcting our mis-
takes, and testing our proficie-
ncy. They also prepare us in
case the unexpected occurs. In
case of emergency, there's no
reason why you can't land the
plane safely.”

“Flying is as sale as you
make it. And before you get a
license to fly, we're going to
see fo it that you make it as
safe as possible.”

And Bill means il too. He
and the whole Federal Avial-
fon Agency.

Plus the student must have
so many hours of dual instruc-
tion and solo flight.

Therefore when Bill tells me
that he's going to make sure
that I'm as safe a pilot as pos-
sible, I'm inclined to believe
him. Incompetency and care-
lessness are not tolerated —
Sézfety and skill are demand-

2,200 feek,

They zoomed through the air
in *‘free fall” from 7,500 feet
to 2,200, Three of the four
divers came in right on the
“X” that marked the spot in
the open field.

A number of pharmaceutical
issues have rebounded, but, by
and large, the group remains
well below its lofty peak reach-
ed in late 1961. I, however,
have -great respect for and
faith in the drug industry. It|li
has accomplished unbelievable
strides 'in my lifetime, and I
forecast that the next 10 or 20
years 'may see similar. pro-
gress. -

The public has only in re-
cent yedrs shown any great 'n-
terest in’ population statistics
and trends and their implica-
tions for' the future. Nonethe-
less, the trends have been evi-
dent for-several decades. For
example, the death rate per
1,000 population was 17.2 in
1900. By- 1960 this had: been
cut nearly in half, to 9.5 deaths
per 1,000 population! .

This is a most remarkable
achievement, in which the
drug industry has played a
promin€nt part.

The birth rate, on the other
hand, has not decreased much

in

during this period. In the early
years of this century, the birth
rate was around 27 per thous-
and population. Currently, it is
around 23.5 per thousand. Of
course, the-birth rate shrank
markedly during. the depres-
sion, but since World War 1I
the baby boom has more than
made up for that drought.

.The important point is that
advances in the pharmaceuti-
cal and medical fields have so
drastically reduced infant and
child mortality that the crop
of youngsters has been indeed
bountiful.

When I was a boy, a person
in the *“forties” was consider-
ed “old”.

Hence, while 1T am . optimistic
over the long run for the drug
companies, one must be pre-
pared to “sit a while” with
Ultimately,
however, I believe such pa-
tience can be rewarded hand-
somely. Because of the tighten-
ed regulations on specifications
for the release of new drugs,
due to the thahdomide fiasco,
research has to be even ‘more
exacting, and involves time-
consuming tests and “proofs”.

Shitt  of emphasls in the
care of the mentally ill is
foreseen under a law cnacted

» by the Legislalure this year,

The so-called community
‘mental health services bill
was sponsored by Pontiac
Republican Sen. Fatrell E.
Roberts and seven of his col-
leagues.

In signing the measure into
law, Gov. George Romney
lauded the intent of the bill,
saying it will “give local cit-
izens more power to establish
the kind of mental health pro-
‘grams  their  communities
need."”

Similar measures were pro-
posed in previous sessions
during the. administration of
Democratic Gov. John B,
Swainson on recommendation
of State Mental Health Direc-
tor Charles Wagg, Each failed
to gain the needed Repub-
lican support in the Legisla-
ture.

.Robert’s bill would allow
hoards of supervisors in one
or -more counties to establish
a 12man community mental
health board. Creation of the
board would he conlingent
on majority approval of the
County Board of Supervisors.
Any program devised by the
community board would be
submitted to the State Mental
Health Department for appro-
val. If approved, the state
would match local funds, up
fo 60 per cent of the cost of
the program,

Romney agreed with the

sponsors of the bill, who con-

tended the community pro-
gram would “stretch dollars
earmarked for mental health
permitling  local  units
channel the funds into
Services which are
essential.”

Michigan stands in the
middle in an area of contro-
versy in the transporation in-
dustry,

This state is one of eight
which limit the length of
trucks to 55 feet.
