A number of pharmaceutical
issues have rebounded, but, by
and large, the group remains
well below its lofty peak reach-
ed in late 1961. I, however,
have -great respect for and
faith in the drug industry. It|li
has accomplished unbelievable
strides 'in my lifetime, and I
forecast that the next 10 or 20
years 'may see similar. pro-
gress. -

The public has only in re-
cent yedrs shown any great 'n-
terest in’ population statistics
and trends and their implica-
tions for' the future. Nonethe-
less, the trends have been evi-
dent for-several decades. For
example, the death rate per
1,000 population was 17.2 in
1900. By- 1960 this had: been
cut nearly in half, to 9.5 deaths
per 1,000 population! .

This is a most remarkable
achievement, in which the
drug industry has played a
promin€nt part.

The birth rate, on the other
hand, has not decreased much

in

during this period. In the early
years of this century, the birth
rate was around 27 per thous-
and population. Currently, it is
around 23.5 per thousand. Of
course, the-birth rate shrank
markedly during. the depres-
sion, but since World War 1I
the baby boom has more than
made up for that drought.

.The important point is that
advances in the pharmaceuti-
cal and medical fields have so
drastically reduced infant and
child mortality that the crop
of youngsters has been indeed
bountiful.

When I was a boy, a person
in the *“forties” was consider-
ed “old”. Today, those of you
readers who are in this age
group constitute the bulk  of
the “middle age’ populatipn,
and one generally doesn't be-
come an “old fogey™ until well
aiter relirement age.

This is, of course, the etfect
of the lengthening life expec-
tancy. Just think, in 1900 the
life  expectancy was 473
years. But thanks to the won-
der drugs, vaccines of one
kind or another, vitamin pills,
ete., which the drug compan-

tell me that their research ef-
forts are being trained more
toward this group. They want
“old duffers” a
lofnger and more. comfortable

Perhaps partly in jest, they
talk of a lifespan of a hundred
years for many more people
than live that long today; but
T suspect’ these research staffs
may be more serious .than we
think. My reading of the Bible
reminds me that.the patriarchs
lived for hundreds of years. I
unhesitatingly
creased interest in the geria-
tries field, including advances
not only in drugs,
transplants,
but also in food, eye glasses,
hearing - aids, and even cloth-

In looking back over what
has been accomplished in the
pharmaceutical
friends in that mdustry agree
with me that no one could have
forecast ‘ahead of time exact-
ly which company would first
“gstrike pay dirt”, or when!
This still holds true for the
future. The industry is pouring
about $270 million a year into
research, and there is no tell-
ing when there will be a big
payoff.

I wish investors would learn
to be as patient as those en-
gaged in the research work!
Hence, while 1T am . optimistic
over the long run for the drug
companies, one must be pre-
pared to “sit a while” with
Ultimately,
however, I believe such pa-
tience can be rewarded hand-
somely. Because of the tighten-
ed regulations on specifications
for the release of new drugs,
due to the thahdomide fiasco,
research has to be even ‘more
exacting, and involves time-
consuming tests and “proofs”.

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Shitt  of emphasls in the
care of the mentally ill is
foreseen under a law cnacted

» by the Legislalure this year,

The so-called community
‘mental health services bill
was sponsored by Pontiac
Republican Sen. Fatrell E.
Roberts and seven of his col-
leagues.

In signing the measure into
law, Gov. George Romney
lauded the intent of the bill,
saying it will “give local cit-
izens more power to establish
the kind of mental health pro-
‘grams  their  communities
need."”

Similar measures were pro-
posed in previous sessions
during the. administration of
Democratic Gov. John B,
Swainson on recommendation
of State Mental Health Direc-
tor Charles Wagg, Each failed
to gain the needed Repub-
lican support in the Legisla-
ture.

.Robert’s bill would allow
hoards of supervisors in one
or -more counties to establish
a 12man community mental
health board. Creation of the
board would he conlingent
on majority approval of the
County Board of Supervisors.
Any program devised by the
community board would be
submitted to the State Mental
Health Department for appro-
val. If approved, the state
would match local funds, up
fo 60 per cent of the cost of
the program,

Romney agreed with the

sponsors of the bill, who con-

tended the community pro-
gram would “stretch dollars
earmarked for mental health
permitling  local  units
channel the funds into
Services which are
essential.”

Michigan stands in the
middle in an area of contro-
versy in the transporation in-
dustry,

This state is one of eight
which limit the length of
trucks to 55 feet. Twenty
other states have either 60 or
65-foot limitations, and the
remaining 22 states and the
District of Columbia restrict
the length to 50 feet,

The ' controversy arises, as
far as Michigan is concerned,
over Dbattles = between the
truck and rail interests to

In the last several legis-
lative sessions in Lansing, the
pressure has heen great to
boost the truck length to 60
feet, allowing three additional
feet of overhang. This would
give the auto haulaways a
total allowable ‘Jength of 66
feet;

The trucking lobby convin:
ced” a number of legislators
the length should be increased,
to allow the transportation of
more autos at a time and
thus decrease the transpor-
tation costs.

Rail  interests, however,
gained support, in their fight
against the proposal from
tourist-minded legislators who
argued against the bill for
safety reasons. The railroad
people themselves  contend
such an extension would vir-
tually eliminate them for the
auto transport business be-
cause their costs would not
change.

The program is carried out by interested citi-

It is not the purpose of Protective Service to
operate a recreation program.

Many young men and
women do not have the ability
to pursue the university cur-
ricula, but could profit from
the technical ftraining avail-
able at Schoolcraft. In the col-
lege’s policy of opportunity for
all, these students would be
placed where they would have
a chance to succeed. Private
vocational schools currently
gvailable in the Detroil area
are often expensive and are
sometimes substandard. Since
there is no accrediting groups
for these schools, we have no
way of evaluating them for our
graduates,

—Graduates who have abili-
ty but have poor high school
records: For a number of rea-
sons many high school stu-
dents have been unable to see
the significance of an educa-
tion or have been unable to
apply themselves to- learning
at this time of their lives,
These are the *“under-achiey-
ers” and the “late-bloomers.”
While it is true that some of
this number will continue
through life without achieving
and will never “bloom" at all,
it is certainly true that many
of this group can seize a sec-
ond opportunity coming at a
time of more personal maturi-
ty for them,

1t is my hope that in North-
ville we will want to continue
to provide the best of oppor-
tunities for our young people.

Can Northville: students at-
tend Schoolcraft- if we do not
become a member? Students
of the participating districts
will have first priorty, A Jarge
population is at present involv-
ed in the area to be served by
the college and a tremendous
growth potential exists,

What about other communi
ly colleges which are being
planned? Schoolcraft is four
miles from the center of North-
ville. We have been excluded
by legislation from being a
part of presently proposed Oak-
Jand County community col-
leges. We could find ourselves
a part of a Wayne County com-
munity college, on the basis
of a-county (not a school
distriet) vote with the atten-
dant :disadvantages of being a
much greater distance from
the school, and being coupled
with communities whose needs
and-interests are not closely re-
lated- to ours.

How will joining Schoolcraft
affect Northville’s K-12 pro-
gram? Participation need not
deprive Northville's kindergar-
ten-through. twelfth grade pro-
gram of higher quality educa-
tion,- On the contrary, it is
more likely that participation
in  Schoolcraft College will
-make this community more
aware of the benefits of educa-
tion and will- thereby make
improvement of the -public
school system easier by pro-
moting public interest and will-
ingness to support needed im-
proverments,

Dear Editor:

Since the growing problem
of mental illness is so promi-
nent in the mind of the general
public, I thought you might
like to publish this letter, in-
forming your readers that Re-
covery, Inc. meeting are
available to the residents of
your area, Our group meets
at 8:30 every Wednesday even-
ing at Our Lady of Good Coun-
sel School Library (use en-
trance on the parish parking
lot), Corner of Penniman Ave,
and Arthur street, Plymouth,

Recovery, Inc. was founded
in-1937 by the late Dr. Abra-
ham A, Low for the purpose of
preventing relapses in former
mental patients and chronicity
in- nervous patients, Recovery
groups are made up of adults
from all walks of life, There
are people recently discharg-
ed from mental institutions;
people who have visited or are
still under the care of psychia-
trists but have never been com-
mitted or hospitalized; people
diagnosed by their physicians
as' suffering from a nervous
rather than a physical disor-
der; people who almost con-
stantly suffer from tenseness;
people who ‘are painfully self
conscious and feel inadequate;
and people who have difficulty
with angry temper.” There are
even people who join Recov-
ery because they believe that
an ounce of prevention is worth
a pound of cure. Any interest-
ed person is invited to attend
and observe the group. Recav-
ery meetings are open to the
public. There is no charge for
attendance,

It was firmly established by
Dr. Low that the Recovery
policy would be — *“No wel-
fare, a minimum of social ac-
tivity, and a maximum of
training in the self-help tech-
niques.”

At Recovery meetings, our
training deals only with that
portion-of a person’s life where
he is expected to practice self-
leadership. Recovery members
are not {rained to glve advice
or counsel in other matters,

Yet it is broadly true,
says a brisk, smiling-eyed
nun, that often less re-
tarded girls, maimed by
“neighborly” comments—
“You stay away from her,
she’s crazy’” — need a temp-
orary home away from home.

Many, having failed to make
the grade eclsewhere, become
all the more ‘‘ornery” and
“cussed” if forced to continue
living without special training
to teach them the pride of ac-
complishment,

“We can't raise the girls’'
potential, but we can |ncrease
their skills and abilities” while
most important,  “teaching
them to learn to live with
themselves.”

Sister Joanne — a nun with
a dream -lighting her eyes —
believes perhaps, then, these
girls; ranging from 5 to 18,
will be able to learn to live
with normal people,

Principal of Our Lady of Pro-

years, Sister Joanne noted that
the goal of this Catholie school,
as others operated In this coun-
try by the Daughters of St.

Meanwhile, learning to help
themselves means some class-
room work for the “trainable”
youngsters among the 128 at
the school (120 residents, eight
day coming from the seven
counties of Detroit’s diocese).
Primarily, it means becoming
proficient at simple household
skills,

This proficiency, Sister Jo-
anne said, may enable the girls
to leave the school and refurn
home where they can, “at
least, help their parents.”

" Awaiting the *educable”
youngsters — those blessed
with a slightly higher level of
intelligence ~ which  permits
them, among other things, to
know what the words “‘dumb”
and “stupid” mean — are ac-
ademic classes in reading,

Yet, even the slant-eyed
mongoloid child, traditionally
thought of as being incapable
of wanting to learn any aca-
demic skill, is taught a little
about reading. :

The teaching is, instead of
being for academic accomplish-
ment, for recreation, ' Sister
Joanne explained. *“‘Our girls
enjoy going into the library,
being able to pick up a book
which they can recognize a
few words in,” -

While the- I:Q.'s of the girls
vary widely — some as low as
30, a few as high as 100 —

are girls who haven't been
able “to make the grade else-
where.” *

OLP- doesn't :like to accept
youngsters unless there's no
day program in the communi-
ty. Or, Sister Joanne explain-
ed, unless there are other
youngsters at home, bringing
out an ‘‘ornery, cussed streak"
in the retarded girl or, con-
versely, one in the child of
normal intelligence,

“You can understand why a
normal and retarded tcenag-
er in the same home clash,
can’t you?” she asked, ‘“‘One
sister can go out on-dates, The
other girl isn’t ready to do
thiese’ things, but she can’t un.
derstand why not.”

Perhaps because of, maybe
in spite of, the acceptance of
“more disturbed” girls at
OLP, Sister Joanne says her
ideas of how to deal with the
girls have changed during the
two years she’s served as
as principal.

Before, “I'd interfere when
I saw two girls quarreling,
saying to them, this is the
right way.

“Now, particularly, if the
problem is one of getting along,
1 say, you figure this out for
yourself, girls.”
