Cottage 19 Holds
Hope for Future

Once, the school was a pluce
where the mildly retarded boy
“of 14 or 15 ‘could learn ahout
farming; the mildly retarded
glr] homemaking . skills,

- Today, the school, housing
boys and girls as.young as 7,
is “so busy with discipline,
there’s- little time left for train-
ing.

“It's obvrously not serving
its putpose,” Dr. Alfred Y. T.

, » Ching, the school’s -psychiatric

consultant, explained, - ‘“The
boys now charged with break-
ing and entering should be in
a school like that in Whitmore
. Lake, not here, Those charged
with something as ‘serious as
sodomy with a five-year old
belong .in a state, hospital.”

The result? “The good kids,”
the mildly retarded that the
school was set up to help are
being kept away,” said Dr.
Ching, who’s also  affiliated
with Hawthorn Center.

Aware of the burdens plac-
cd on the school by the increas-
ing numbers of “disturbed”
youngsters  referred - there,

, school officials two years ago
asked the Americai Psychia-
tric association to .visit the
Sheldon road premises and
make recommendations,

The school; led by its medi
cal supeuntendent Dr. Pas-
quale Buoniconto, and with the
support of his administrative
board, is now in the, process
of 1mplementmg these  long-
term recommendations,

Because the school was set
up to help Wayne. county's
mildly retarded and because
70 percent of new admissions

« today come from Detroit, the
psychiatric  assoclation- urged
{hat the school remain a coun-
Ly, rather than a state, under-
taking.

Tops on the list of specifie
recommendations was' the ‘as-
sociation’s suggestion that the
school be redubbed “hospital,”
changing much of its orienla-
tion along the way. To qualift
as a hospital, the school would
need, among other things, ar
inlensive psychiatric treatmen’
program manuned, for the cur
rent population, by Six or sev-
en psychiatrists.

One of the biggest stars on
the horizon in this remolding
is a building on the - ‘west side

o of .the campus, referred to by

stalf members as “Cottage 19"
or the special trealment cent-

er,. .
Cottage .19, for the past six

months, has been operated as
a research center in-an at-
tempt to discover how best to
treat the school’s youngsters
in existing facilities and also,
to intensify staff members’ ed-
ucation.

What is Cottage 19? It’s a
home for a seclect group of
boys, those among the 650
member population considered
“most likely to succeed.”
There, - this handful of bhoys,
ranging from 15 to 20, are be.
ing “brainwashed nearer real-
ity”, while, at the same time,
\their strengths are being meas-
ured, the majority for the flrst
time, - - 4

The  brainwashing takes
many forms; essentially, it's
& matter of telling the 17 hoys
there, over and over jn_hup-
dreds of ways — *“this is
whal '*‘g"t this.. i j what's
wrong Sthis' i the ~"way" the
world “is, thxs Is how: you ﬂt
nh

The boys ln 19 are not unlike
the youngsters in the school’s
other residences: A good share
have intelligence ratings from
70 to 79, most have at least
one parent; have come to the
school because of behavior
problems in public school and

‘Each day, the boys set out to
their réespeclive tasks, Some,
like 16-year-old Ted, a refuge
from Northville State hospital
with an 1.Q, of 90, work in the
school’s . bakery. 'Others have
jobs in the kitchen, the laun-
dry, the power plant the main-
tenance shops, the gardens.
Others, those 15 and- under,
are still nttendmg classes full
time. Still “others have day-
time jobs “on the outside.”

The day's work completed,
the boys return “home’ again
to six atlendants, a:: cottage
parent. Often, they récelve a
visit- from their social worker
or their occupational therapist.
Maybe, befare supper, there’s
time for an informal baseball
game, a TV program, some
cards.

The intensive-{rcatment cot-
tage is criticized long and loud
by those who charge school of-
ficlals -of “babying, pamper-
ing, faking the cream of the
crop, these who don't need
help,” Dr. Ching said, = .~

The fallacy in such a criti-
cism is, he said, that the speak-
ers are equating emotional dis-
turbances with such striking
incidents as a boy trying to
shoot his father.

“They forget these boys
don’t have the capacity nrost
children do,”  he " said.
“Screaming at an emotionally
disturbed child is as futile as
screaming at someone who's
knocked his head against the
wall.”

What we're trying .to do by
Isolaling this group is to see
whether it does make -a dif-
ference to pour a great, amount
of psychiatric help into the
youngsters, he explained,

And the boys, how do they

feel about the whole idea?
" Pifteen-year-old John, 'who
came to the school in 1060 with
a record blotted by repeated
thefts, is convinced he's mov-
ed on to “bn,ger stuff, man in-
stead of baby.”

Coltage 19, to John with an
intelligerice rutlng of 72, means
“boys get home faster."

Once home, John, born of a
“dull” mother and a drinking
father, isn’t quite sure what I
Is he’d do. But he has ideas:
I got a frlend who's a paper
hoy, he says he'd get me a
job as a paper boy..

Under state law, the school

board is required to set a re-
‘count date ‘which meets :the
approval of al] candidatés con
| cerned and- to: stand any costs
involved.
. It was expected that the
'board, after reviewing, the pe-
titlons lsubmitted to the super-
intendent of : schoo]s‘ office
Monday, would set a recount
date this week.

Before setting the date, ac-
cording to the Oakland county
elections office, the original
petition should be amended to
state specifically what the ob-
Jjectors want recounted.

It's the unofficial opinion of
the elections office that there's
“no sense recounting just one
precinct” on the community
college question, for example.

In the local electlon to fill
two school board seats, Bruce
Simmons *lost a seat to Rich.
ard’ Bingham by 14 votes. Wil-
llam MacDermaid. won a seat
with 340 votes and Mrs. Ro-
bert Skellenger pulled 187 -of
the votes cast, .

. Specific - contentions present-
ed by the petitioners, compris-
ing’ over the 10.percent of June
10 voters rcqulred by law,

1. Ballots

2, The -required five: lnspec-
tors were ‘niot -présent .at all
times during the counting. Two
inspectors took the ballots to
another ‘room outside of the
designated area;

3. An unauthorized clttzen,
not a certified inspector, was
allowed to handle the ballots
and assist in the ballot count-
ing in a room ouytside of the
designated grea;

4, When these irregularities
occurred and a protest was
made, no action was taken
and these irregularities con-
tinued throughout the entire
ballot counting.

In counting the community
college question, election in.
speetors got “bogged down,”
according to Superintendent of
Schools Tom Culbert, who's
“ithe  unauthorized person”
pamed in the recount petition.

The voting was dorie by pa-
per ballot and included 27 can-
didates for community college
trustee, all of whom received
several votes,

Culbert said that, to expe-
dite counting, he helped tabu-
late the results of just the col-
lege question on a blackboard.

He said the election inspec-
tors split into two groups,
three in one, two in the other.
“I checked one group’s tab-
ulation by keeping count on
the blackboard.” .

Culbert said there was “cer-
tainly no error or gitempt to
influence the election,” adding
“there may have been some
poor judgment."

Mrs. Walter Pinner, electlon
board chairman, confirmed
Culbert's story and explained
why ballots were removed
from the designated headquar-
ters,

She sald that, at a point
midway in countlng the local

There's an excellent example of labor-man-
agement cooperation at Northville's Foundry Flask
& Equipment Corporation plant on Cady street.

As most residents know, the plant recently
announced an expansion of facilities that will cost
some $185,000. Arrangements for the loan were
made by the Northville Area Development Cor-
poration through the Small Business Administra-
tion.

The largest hurdle for the infant economic

development corporation {o scale in its first ven-

. ture is the raising of its share of the loan —
$27,500.

This is being done under the direction of Nel-
son C. Schrader hy selling 15-year dehentures at
a rate of six per cent inferest.

And among the first customers to start buy-
ing the debentures were the plant employees,

Arrangements were made by Schrader, union
officials of the plant and management Lo iniliale
a pay-roll deduction plan.

Employees immediately subscribed for $6,700
worth — giving the sale a hig hoost on its way to
the $20,000 total it has now reached.

Schrader hopes that the remaining $7,500
will be sold to arca residents inlerested in boosting
the economy of the communily. As soon as the last
$50 debenture is sold, construction will get under-
way. But SBA regulations stipulate that the non-
profit community development group must have
its money before the loan can be completed.

Babson Park, Mass., — This
is the time of year when young
people graduating from high
school and college face the hig
task of finding a job. Not just
any job to secure spending
money, hut one which can lead
to a useful career, For many,
this looms as the biggest hur-
dle of their adult life,

Success can mean a reward-
ing lile, but failure may take
away enthusiasm and initia-
tive. Hence, I feel that this is
an appropriale time to devote
a column to some fundamental
population irends which may
determine future employment
patterns and opportunities,

One of the Kennedy Admin-
istration’s biggest headaches
is the problem of reducing un-
employment. Since the current
upward phase of the business
cycle began in 1961, personal
income from salaries and
wages has risen by $35 billion
to a new record rate, up 12%%,
Industrial production has ad-
vanced 187,

Despite  these  impressive
gains, croployment has been
able to post only a 3% rise

tle real improvement,

Aulomation is often blamed
for our unemployment difficul-
ties, The real truth is, how-
ever, that work crews have
had to be trimmed down to
efficient proportion because of
such factors as the shrinkage

of profit margins, costs of
higher wage and fringe bene-
fits, and soaring taxes which
employers must pay for their
workers.

Another  factor which has
kept unemployment at an un-
comfortably high level is the
rising tide of young people en-
tering the labor force. What
we are contending with now is
only the frontal wave of the
upturn in the birth rate of the
late ‘thirties. A more sizeable
increase in job scckers still
lies ahead when the baby boom
of the ‘forties makes itself
felt on the labor scene,

This mushrooming of the res-
ervoir of manpower is the pri-
mary reason for the sticky
rate of unemployment.  That
the economy is now barely
able to absorb the influx of
new workers into the labor
force is a symplom of poor
economic health, considering
the fact that business has been
enjoying two years of high

activity,

Projections of population
trends indicate that between
now and 1970, especially after
1965, two age groups should
show the largest increase.
These are the 15-19 year-olds
and the 2024 bracket, This
means that in the second half
of this decade, the economy
will face a big task in finding
jobs for these newcomers.

These statistics seem fo me
to be advising students to take
their education seriously.

Unskilled and
workers are finding it pro-
gressively more difficult to
find jobs. And the odds will be
mounting against them in the
years ahead. Since the new-
worker group lacks high skills
and experience, we have the
makings of a chronic sore spot
which could cause serious ec-
onomic and sociological head-
aches later on,

These young adults may,
however, hold the key to fur-
ther prosperity. Not only do
they constitute a mighty po-
tential for lifting demand and
consumption, but they could
‘beef up” the productive por-
tion of the population, How-
ever, this potential can be
realized only if these young
adults can find suitable em-
ployment. 1 am certain that
there will be opportunities,
and attractive ones at that, for
those prepared for careers in
science, engineering, medicine,
commerce, and education,

uneducated

Those lacking the aptitude
or funds to attend college need
not get discouraged. There is
a trend toward scarcity of skill-
ed and semi-skilled technical
help. This mechanical and sci-
entific age is opening up many
opportunities for “blue collar”
workers,

Those who are willing to
pursue the proper training can
earn a good week's pay, bu!
only after they have acquired
that training. This means post-
poning marrjage to a

people. They are our nation’s
best asset. My plea is that
they be told of the conditions
ahead and reminded that em-
ployment s a ‘“two-way
street’”.

The state Mental Health De-
partment will have a new look
soon, New laws permit this
improvement,

Department Direcior Charles
Wagg announced some time
ago he hoped to step down
from his post and assume
lesser duties within the gov-
ernment unit, He strongly rec-
ommended {o the Governor
that a psychiatrist be hired to
replace -him,

An act approved by the Leg-
islatur® and Governor would
implement this recommenda-
tion,

The new law requires that
the director of the mental
health program be a physi-
cian trained in psychiatry.

Thus, about three years ago, 15
blind youngsters were put in a
ward by themselves; at first,
simply so they wouldn't be
pushed around by others,

The program has continued
fo grow, according {o Dr. Jas-
low, because most parents and
professionals in the field are
looking to Plymouth State “as
the only hope they now have.”

He noted that, if other facili-
ties were available, he would
be quite happy to ‘shift the
responsibility to them.

The youngsters picked for
the special ward, the only of
its kind in the state, were those
who looked as though they had
some potential; that is, they'd
tried (o walk or talk or feed
themselves.

Among those chosen for the
special ward dubbed ‘I#
were 12-year-ol¢ Ellen and 7-
year-old Elaine. The two, like
other ward residents. began to
feel at home in the small
room, always a short distance
from a wall, ,

Unlike other wards at the
home, 14 was given a full-
time staff member for every
six, instead of 10 or 11 young
sters

Then,. the learning wheels
were set in motion: This is up,
Ellen, this is down, This is
right, this is left; this is rough,
this is smooth.

"Ellen, originally from La-
peer, had spent all but two of
her 12 years in an institution.
When she first came to Ply-
mouth State, it was said, she
had talked c]early and loud-
ly, then in a whisper, finally
not at all.

Described by nurses as “a
bit on the chubby side,” Ellen,
when -placed with other blind
youngsters ‘underwent quite a
definite change, The talking
problem was béaten as nurses
began to realize it was they
who, by thelr heckling — “Be
qulet Ellen” had enforced her
silence.

With * an Inadequate  staff,
Mrs. Bughroe explained, “it’s
so easy:to do things for the
children, so much’ quicker.”

She then,
like many blind youngsters, be-
gan, in psychologists lingo, “to
regress.”

She, unlike Elaine, became
what’s known fo professionals
as “a pseudo retardate”, Dr.
Jaslow explained, Or, in other
words, she acted as though she
were mentally deficient either
because of her blindness —
“You learn so much by vis-
fon,” Dr, Jaslow noted — or
emotional problems.

Ellen — who declares. these
days, from her Lansing vant-
age point, “I'm not going back
to I4" — was tested in 1956 as
having an 1.Q. of 23. (A normal
child has an 1.Q..of 90 or bet-
ter.) “By - 191, testipg showed
Ellei’s 9. as.' being .40 .And
now, Dr. -Jaslow said, she’s
very active “just two years
later.”

Codes Set

As. of July 1, Novi and
Wixom will begin using a new
system, dubbed ZIP, to speed
mail delivery. -

The ZIP code—"literally the
last work in mail adressing,”
according to postal officials —
will be used throughout the
country. ‘

Here’s how it works: John
Doe of Novi puts his ZIP
number (48050) after the citly
and stale in his return address.

Then, when Charlie Brown
in another city replies—say,
Wixom, he puts the Novi num-
ber alter John Doe's address
and his own Wixom number
(48096) after his return add-
I'Css.

As it is now, poslal cmployes
must often read mail 8 or 10
times to" get the mail in the
proper destination, according
to Novi’s postmistress, Mrs.
Harry Watson, and Herbert
Abrams, Wixom posimaster, -

“Each handling slows the
process of mail dispatch and
adds to the opportunity for
human error.

“With the ZIP code, a clerk
needs only lo glance at the
code to find out its destination,
they pointed out. _

They estimated that the new
system would cut up to 24
hours off the time between de-
posit and delivery.

But, postal officials note, it
will only be effective if re-
sidents learn their codes, use
them and those of other
cities when mailing letters.

In Recount

Three votes changed
hands when three Novi
school board members
met last Thursday night in
Orchard Hills school to
recount the June 10 elec-
tion.

Gainipg one vote apiece
were William MacDer-
maid and Richard Bing-
ham, the two successful
candidates for two school
board seats. Losing a vote
was Bruce Simmons, who
ran third in the election.

There was no change in
the vote for the fourth
candidate, Mrs. Robert
Skellenger. It remained at
187.

The recount was called for
earlier last week by 81 school
district voters who charged, in
their " petition, “election irreg-
ularjties” June 10. ,

Two- of the major conten-
tions of the petitioners were
that - ballots were removed
from election headquarters and
carried to another room. be-
fore the counting was complet-
ed and that an unauthorized
person, namely- the superinten-
den{ of schools, handled and
assisted in ballot counting.

The recount petition, bear-
ing well over the 10 percent of
June 10' voters’ signatures re-

" Guired by law, was -accepted

by the school board at :its reg-
ular meeting Wednesday night.

At that ‘{ime, board mem.
bers — who' act as canvassers

1) and who, by law, do the re-

counting — set Thursday night
for the recount, :

" Retiring board secretary, Dr.

Come June 30, the -sehool
district will have approximate-
ly $5000 left in its coffers,
Superintendent of Schools Tom
Culbert told board members at
their  meeting = Wednesday

night.

He suggested that the $5,000(:

be applied to the school dis-

trict’s deficit — now running|

around $42,000 — and. received
tentative board approval to do

Culbert explained that $1,000
of the surplus came from
“careful planning” In staying
under this year’s $3587,745 bud
get,

“The remainder of the sur-
plus came from state aid and
delinquent property tax col-
lections,” he said, noting that
state aid payments had been
$2,000 higher than anticipated
this past . year.

He added .that the revenue
outlook for next year is .about
the same as this year’s. Only
difference. we. can see is that
we'll be receiving state aid
money — $220 per pupil — for
25 or 30 more youngsters.”
Culbert said - that, even

thiough the final budget has not
