Earlier this year -— i\Iay 30 lo l)e exact — the 
city of Northville adopted a code oi' ordinances. 

Actually, the code l,s a coni])ilation of ol'din-
ances brought up to dale aild pl'cseillcd in a single 
manual in a systematic manner. 

Many of the ordinances aie new; others dat­
ing back as far as 1889 have merely been modern­
ized. 

City Manager Bruce Pollhoff l'cconlly com­
piled a report designed lo c.\i)iain llew aild cllaiig-
ed provisions of tile code as lliey apply to the av­
erage citizen or businessman in N()rtlivi]le. 

Knowledge and understanding of these or­
dinances should prove helpllil lo all citizens. 

General Licensiilg Pi'ocedui'o — The purpose 
of this chapter is lo standardize all business lic-
einses required by llle cily. Currelltly llle types of 
activities requii'ed lo obtain licenses are: Contrac­
tors, Food Establishments, Peddlers, Solicitors 
and Canvassei'S, Ta.xicabs and Reslauranls. 

There is, however, a provisioil wilercby all 
persons engaged in any business, li'ade, profes­
sion must first rogislei' on a lon l l pl'ovided for in 
the City Clerk's (lfficc. 

There is no fee or charge connected with this 
registration. 

Solicitors and Caiiva.ssoi.s — This oi'dinance 
requires that any solicitor or cimvasser obtain a 
license from the Cily Cloi'k"s office before taking 
or atteiiipting lo lake ordel-s for goods or services 
within the cily limits. 

• A n y solicitor or canvasser must exhibit his 
license upon request of ally private citizen or po­
lice officer. The hours dui-ing which solicitations 
may be made are from sunrise lo sunset. 

Violators or suspicious persons should be re-
ported immediately to the Police Department. 

Exempted fl-om this oi'dinance al-e organiza­
tions whose sole purpose is education, chaiutable 
or philanthropic. 

Nuisance — Piibiic liuisance is defined as 
whatever annoys, injul'cs or endangel-s the safe­
ty, health, comfort or repose of the public; inter­
feres with or destroys or l'eiidei-s dangerous any 
street or highway; allows accunlukllion of junk or 
obnoxious mailers or private property, specifically 
included is excessive iloise from horns, radios, mu­
sical instruments, shoutiilg, hawking, domestic 
animals, sirens (public cxcepled), exllausts. con­
struction, handling mcl-chandise and .sound Imicks. 

Other specific nuisances al-e noxious weeds, 
deposit of unwholesome subslailcos, injul'ious sub­
stances and impl'oper drainage of lots or pi'opcrty. 

Swimming Pools — Courts have ruled that 
private swimming pools may he allraclive nuisanc­
es unless certain precautions al'e taken lo prevent 
possible hazards. Likewise without proper facili­
ties to clean, purify and otllerwiso liiainlain the 

: pool it may cl-eate a hazal-d to jlublic health. 
. T o iiisure pi'oper insta!lalions each pool is to 
' obtain a permit approved b̂ - the City. Specifica­

tions as to placement on Ihe pl'operly, security 
and general opei'alions ai'c spelled oul by the or­
dinance. 

A l l pools presently in existence are required 
to obtain a permit. A n y proposed pool must have 
a permit prior to construction so that plans may 
be approved by the City and County Health De­
partments. 

The permit cost i.s -$,5.00 and is good for llle 
life of the pool and need not be re-issued as re­
quired of licenses. 

Bicycles — Evel-y bicycle rider on public 
streets or public places must obtain an ailnual li­
cense from the City. The cost of the liceilse is 25c. 

The principal pui-pose is lo assist the police de­
partment in the recovery and idenlificalion of Ihe 
numerous bicycles lost or stolen each year. 

A t the time of licensing, a plate will be issued 
to the owner. Said plate is lo be attached to bicy­
cle. 

The oi-dinance also covci-s traffic laws as they 
apply to bicycle opcratoi-s. The license period for 
bicycles is from July 1st lo .June 30lh of each year. 

Offenses — Heretofore iriany of llle offenses 
handled by the police department wei-e done so 
uilder the state law. The l-esult was that the slate 
received any resulting fines. Under this chapter 
the pohce may site pel-sons under city ol-dinance 
for the following offenses: disoi-derly conduct, 
noisy or riotous assemblage; disturbing the peace, 
discharging firearms, gambling; possession of 
dangerous weapons, loitel-ing. 

A i r Guns — 'Whel-eas, ill the past airguns 
were part of another ol-dinance, this code sets 
aside a full chapter to handle the question of air-
guns. The provisions of this chapter make it un­
lawful for the sale of airguns lo pel-sons under the 
age of 16. It is aiso unlawful for any pel-son under 
16 years old to carry any airgiin on public ways 
unless the gun is unloatied. 

Minors — Several of our previous oi-dinances 
contained provisions concel-ning minors. In this 
new code, however, one chapter is devoted to tliis 
subject in conformance with tho stale la-iv. 

It is unlawful for persons under 12 years of 
age fo idle or congregate in public ways between 
10 p.m. and 6 a.m. unless accompanied by a par-
enf or guardian. 

It is also unlawful for persons under 16 years 
of age to idle or congregate in public ways be-
tween the hours of 12 p.m. and 6 a.m. unless ac-
coillpanled by an adult desigilatcd by the parellt.

Paul Lut'/.eier, aide to Sec-
)-el;iry of Slate James M. Hare, 
is one of a very few people 
cdnceriicd about this little-
known problem. Hare's office 
is responsible for making and 
keeping I'eady a plan lo be 
used In shift stale government 
opei'alions if this should ever 
be necessary. 

IJilzeier, a crusader of sorts, 
points out that probably not 
one person in a hundred Mich­
igan citi'/.ens is aware of the 
fact that the slate capitol 
would be moved to Ml. Pleas­
ant. 

Slate officials are well ac­
quainted wilh the emergency 
opei'alions plan because they 
have already been called upon 
to prepare for its use. 

Each of the lop state offic­
ers has named up to five emer­
gency successors to serve if 
he is unable. Gov. Geoi-ge 
Ilomncy, for example, recent­
ly named Wilber J. Brucker, 
former U.S. Army Secretary, 
as his No. l replacement. 

Romney also recently paved 
Ihe way for implementation of 
Ihe emergency plan by nam 
ing a 12-man board to be sure 
Michigan has adequate sup-
plies of food, power, gas, solid 
fuel, telephone communica­
tions, transportation means, 
water and other necessities. 

Romney's emergency plan­
ning boai'd also will coordinate 
such thing.s as manpower mo­
bilization, public health efforts, 
and public information. 

The l2-man board, of which 
Hare is a inembcr, can do 
much lo make things easier 
if major cities in Michigan re-
cî ived extensive damage. 

Lulzeier's point, however, is 
that if Michigan's citizens are 
not infoi'mcd, and do not in­
form themselves of what must 
be done in an emergetlcy, all 
Ihe detailed planning of a top-
level board would be for 
naught.

Exiensive tests designed to 

detect one of tho possible caus­
es of mental retardation in 
children are being conducted 
by the Michigan Health De­
partment and similar units in 
other slates. 

The praiseworthy effort is 
being dii-ected by an Eastern 
univei-sity in cooperation with 
health officials throughout the 
country. These state health of­
ficers in tui'n gain the sam­
ples foi' research through co­

operation with hospitals and 
pai'enls of newborn infants. 

The disease under scrutiny 
is phenylketonuria, more com 
monly known as PKU. 

In recent years medical sci­
entists discovered that certain 
babies are born with a defect 
in their ability to use some 
protein elements in their food. 
This defect, PKU, may lead to 
mental retardation. 

Recently, however, research 
has shown that mental retai'-
dation may be prevented if a 
special modified lnilk is start­
ed during the first few weeks 
of life. 

A single blood or urine test 
may detect the presence of 
PKU in an infant and use of 
the special formula can com­
bat the rare condition. 

Michigan health officials 
hope to enlist the help of all 
parents in hospitals now pai-ti-
cipating in the pilot testing 
program, and eventually de­
velop a statewide detection 
program.

A state lottery is expected 
to get intensive study in Ihc 
licar future. 

In past years the voice of 
Rep. Edwin A. Fitzpatrick, 
Detroit Democrat, has stood 
alone in urging his colleagues 
to create a state lottery or 
sweepstakes to alleviate tax 
and budget problems. 

Now with the adoption in at 
least one state of a govern­
ment-run sweepstakes, Fitzpat-
riek's cause has gained some 
support, at least for study. 

Sen. John T. Bowman, Rose-
ville Democrat who previously 
served in the House with Fitz 
patrick, has suggested a bi 
partisan legislative study of 
the question. 

"It seems reasonable and 
fair that the membership of 
the legislature should be in­
formed on the question of a 
state lottery," Bowman said. 
Emphasizing he did not neces 
sarily advocate a lottery, Bow­
man said it should be consid 
ered this fall when the legisla­
ture is seeking ways to raise 
money. 

The idea of even a study, 
however, also has its oppon­
ents. Sen. Harry Litowich, R-
Benton Harbor, has been quick 
to indicate that he will oppose 
any move toward creating any 
type of lottery or sweepstakes. 

"The concept of a state lot­
tery is the concept of legalized 
gambling,'' said Litowich, vole 
ing one of the chief arguments 
against such a plan for fiiianc-
ing state spending.

There is a lilllo decline in 
the birlh rate during a war. 
This applie.s to our counlry 
and to every other counlry. 
But immediately following Ihe 
war, nine inonllis or more 
after Ihe soldlei'.s get boiiie, 
Ihere is a heavy inerea.se in 
births. These show up clearly 
in about sixteen years, when 
Ihc babies have grown up 
enough to be seching jobs. 
Sixtcen-to-seventecn yoar.s after 
the end of World War II 
brings us up prelly close lo 
the iiresent — al least lo IDGl-

1002. 
I once asked Thomas A. 

Edison who was (he world's 
grealest inventor, and he re­
plied: "The inventor of coin 
piinnd iniercsl." 

This applies to birlhs of 
babies as well as lo money. 
This sliould also apply lo jobs, 
but in i-evcrse. This question 
of jobs is e.specially inier­
csl ing—and very upsetting— 
lo gradiialcs from schools and 
colleges at present, for a num­
ber of reasons. Let me ex­
plain: 

The last war forced industry 
lo accept women as employees. 
Nol only did induslf'y find 
women capable workers but 
Ihe women enjoyed for the 
firsl lime having their own 
money and being able to do 
such Ihings as taking trips 
and buying aulos, refrigera-
alors, radios, etc., which their 
husbands used to tell them 
Ihey could nol afford. 

lip lo the time of the war, 
advertising was dii-ected to 

the men; but it was soon 
leai-ned that beller results 
came fi-om directing advcrl-
ising lo the women. This 
started in the magazines lliat 
women read, then s))rcad lo 
Ihe daily and weekly news­
papers and finally lo radio 
and television. My own feeling 
is that this trend is well under 
way and will continue lo gi'ow 
foi' some years to come. I 
have great failh in Ihc power 
of adyerlising, especially new.s-
paper advertising. 

Now we can discuss a I'eal 
explosion - as wilness today 
what the Negroes ai'c doing 
in certain large cilics. Com-
pai-alively speaking, lliore ni-c 
no more Negroes today in 
proportion to the entire popu­
lation than there have been. 

The explosion which wc are 
hearing s0 much about today 
is due to the follnwiiig facts: 

Men are ' no -longer needed 
for digging In roadbuilding 
woI-k, or even in building con­
struction. Picks and shovels 

have practically gone out of 
business. The machine age in 
general, ralhcr lhan auloma-
lion, is rcspoii.siblc for nio.sl of 
Ihc uneniploymcnl amongst 
Negroes iiinT unskilled and 
poorly edui.-alod Wliites. Work 
on roads, waler and sewage 
syslems, and olhcr muiiiciiial 
improvcmcnis - as well as 
farm work - lhal was formerly 
done by common labor is now 
done by machinery. 

Tho Negro problem will nol 
be solved by mob demons-
tralioiis. No communily can 
give Ihe Negroes Ihc jobs for 
which so ni;iny of Ihem are 
pi'cscMlly fitlod. II will lake 
lime lo Irain Uicm to fill jobs 
thai are now held mainly by 
Whites. 

The problem will nol he 
solved oilh'cr by .speeches such 
as that which Waller W. Heller, 
Chairman of the President's 
economic advisei's, gave in 
Kansas City I'eccntly. He told 
his audience that he believes 
every family having a cash 

income of less than $.1000 a 
year should be classified in 
Ihc "poverty" group. 

This would amount to around 
20'.' of llio country's families. 
It seems to ine that is should 
be frankly recognized that the 
"pick and sliovel era" is long 
since over and lhal we are in 
a new era of super machines... 
which tliese young people 
could be taught to operate, 
bul Ihis means increased "tax-
alion for municipal-and state 
improvcmcnis. For a while, 
the government may be com­
pelled lo supplement the family 
income of Ihese people to get 
them out of the "poverty 
class" which Mi-. Heller is 
talking about. 

Bul I beileve education and 
training may be the i'eal 
answer. Perhaps inflation may 
help to solve the matter, but 
it is possible that those of us 
who now have jobs may need 
lo be taxed to help those who 
cannot find jobs.

' "A nationwide attack on elno 
tional disturbances in children 

• is';.gettiJlg. underway. 

,Qhe of its riiajor beachheads 
is an angular bit of land on 
Haggerty i-oad between Six 
and SeveiliMlle roads. 

Here, a small ai-my of psy­
chiatrists, psychologists, teach-
ers, social workers, research­
ers, nurses and occupational 
therapists are taking on one 
of the most baffling problems 
of modern industrial society. 

This small army, composing 
Hawthorn center. Is success­
fully operating one of the first 

. community mental health cen­
ters ifl the nation. 

In addition to treating emo­
tionally disturbed children, the 
center works to develop new 
educational techniques for 
these children as well as train­
ing special education teachers. 

The center, unique in Ihe 
lialion because of its many 
faceted approach to Ihc proh 
Icin, doesn't slop there. 

". It operates a reseai-ch pro-
gi'am which, among other 
things, is now delving into the 
possible cause of schizophi'en-
ia; an outpatient clinic, an in-
patient progf-am and 'a day 
school. 

The day school, according to 
Dr. Ralph Rabinqvilch, clinic 
director, is "the patteijn for 
the future." 

Such a school, which first 
gained impetus in England, is 
exactly what its name implies: 
the disturbed come for class-

"room treatment five houi's 
each day, retui'ning to their 
homes afterwards. 

It's planned to care for those 
children who, because of their 
behavior or academic defi­
ciencies, are not able to rc-
iTialn' in public school, biit are 
not ill enough for a slate hos­
pital, Dr. Rabinovitch said. 

Begun as a pilot progi-am 
shortly after the center open­
ed ui 19,56, Hawthorn's school 
has grown until the converted 
dormitory it's housed in is 
bursting at the seams. 

What hasn't chaiigcd. Dr. 
Rabinovitch said, is the 
school's focus as a family pro-
grain, lie c.-iiilaiiicd lliul iiiaiiy 

of tlic SO youngsters who at-
tend llawthorn's scliool arc 
there because their parents 
weren't able to understand 
them. 

Thus, he said, giving the 
children intensive help for just 
five houi-s a day can't com-
'pletely ready them for a re­
turn to public school. 

" I n s t e a d , parents are 
brought in for i?roup therapy, 
ijelp' lilVdealii'lg With tjIe day 
to day problems of their child­
ren." • y : 

Dr. Rabinovitch describes 
his young students as usually 
"quite bright." 

Yet, some pre unable,' to 
learn the meaning 'of symbols 
and,, .therefore, can't l;ead. 
Others are impaired academi­
cally because of brain dam­
age. In still others; bizarre and 
abnormal behavior such as 
shouting in class and calling 
the teacher obscene names 
prevents learning. 

The school works wilh emo-
tionally disturbed youngsters 
like nine-year-old Paul who, 
while his name is fictitious, 
nonetlieless repi-esents a real 
boy. 

Paul, like many other Haw­
thorn patienls, fii-st came to 
the center because he'd been 
all loo successful in outi'un-
ning the truant officer'. Even 
when he did appear for class­
es, Paul couldn't seem to sit 
still long enough to learn to 
read. 

His teachers concluded 'lhat 
he was mentally retarded. The 
court, rather than committing 
him to an institution, decided 
to send him to Hawthorn for 
observation. 

After eight hours of testing, 
Paul was fouiid to be 0f nor­
mal intelligence. This lii spite 
of Ihe fact that he was unable 
lo read even o first grade 
book aiid wrote a phrase like 
"The boy came home" as fol-
lows: "The doy nor house." 

Paul joined other youngsters, 
soiTle as young as four, others 
as old as 15 or 16, in the day 
school. 

Most, like him, are "undef--
achievers," according to Dr. 
Rabinovitch'. "Without motiva­

tion or incentive, they are the 
students who drop out of high 
school in the tejith and elev­
enth grades." .. - ' -

Once em-olled in the school, 
the problem becomes one of 
interesting the youngsters in 
leai-ning. The school's five 
teachers and two reading ther­
apists use a variety of tactics; 
among them, letting thii'-yOung-
slers choose wlliit' it. is tliey'd 
like to STudy-S.'v .j^^...:. 

The .school's superliltehdent, 
Miltoii Sakorafis, reports an 
average class wants to study 
"everything from W o o d y 
Woodpecker to elections." 
, Out of the diverse sugges­
tions, he says, there's usually 
half a dozen usable ones. The 
suggestions in hand, he and 

one

his corps of teachers then set 
about writing and illustrating 
their own textbooks. 

"Always, when we write," 
Sakorafis explained, "we keep 
in mind the individual child­
ren in our classi'oom and their 
particular pi'oblems." 

Thus, a finished work at 
Hawthorn contains "sumclliliig 
f0r everyone," he said. 

"For example, a child with 
a severe reading problem may 
nol be able to undersl.and the 
book most of his classmates 
are using — but he can color 
the pictures in it." 

The idea, Sakorafis contin­
ued, is to help these young­
sters see that they'f-e not dumb 
in evpi-ylhing. "Eventually, 
some may even be able to say: 
Even if I can't read well, I 
can undei'stand someone talk 
ing about geogi'aphy. Thcre-
fof-e, since I can listen well, I 
can keep up wilh youngsters 
my age. 

Usually, day school students 
f-emain at Hawthorn about two 
years, then ai-e able to return 
lo public school. 

Day school students come to 
Hawthorn, according to Dr. 
Rabinovitch. from as far away 
as Ann Arbor and Pontiac 
since Hawthorn Is the only 
stale-operatcd clinic for Ihe 
emotionally disturbed dliltl In 
Michigan. 

Most students come from llle 
Detroit suburban area, ̂  he' said. 

"But we can only care for a 
portion of those who need 
help." 

After explaining that the cli­
nic draws its day school pat­
ients primarily from its oul-
patient clinic, he noted that the 
outpatient clinic which opened 
with 600 patients a year now 
has 1,000 a year, making it 
one of the largest cllilics In 
Ihe nation. 
. "Unforluiiately, iiistead of 
Ihe flow of outpatients diinln-
ishliig each year as wc had 
hoped, it's iiicreascri." 

Dr. Rabinovitch attributes 
the increase in patients to

Gellerman 
takes over' officially on Mon-
day. -' . 

In recent years Himmel-
steib, now 69, has been in 
ill health.

Himmeisteib devoted him­
self to his job. A bachelor, he 
has few other interests, al­
though he once was considered 
a shrewd handicapper and en-
joyed watching the trotters at 
the Downs. 

He surrounded himself with 
a crew of loyal, longtime 
employees. And to the dismay 
of many of the salesmen who 
called on Brader's, Himmel-
stelb always Insisted that 
markups be kept to a mini­
mum — far below the average 
of other sloi'es handling his 
lines. 

''Harry believes that the 
working, man. needs work 
clothes (0 moke a living and 
that the coat sliould be kept 
to a mininium", notes partner 
Morse. 

Himmeisteib learned his 
rules for retailing from his 
father, who owned a dry goods 
store in Wilkes Barre, Pennsyl­
vania. After working for his 
father he moved to Detroit 
for more department store 
experience before' joining his 
uncle in Northville. 

lie was also a firm believer 
In ndvcrtising. And he never 

failed to place an advertise-
ment in 'The Record each 
tyeck. Himmclstcib's ads al-
ways contained "price val-
ues." 

Most of Brader's present 
employees will remain, under 
the new ownership. Morse and 
his wife, Sally—who is Him-
melsleib's sister,- will move 
with iHimmelsteib toi Southern 
Pines,. Norlh .Caroliiia., Mrs. 
June Mainvllle will also re-
tire. She went to work for 
Brader's in 1942 to "fill-in" 
for six weeks and stayed 21 
years.

The short season wou1^ be 
held on staterowned. lands 
within the Department's, ilose 
Lake wildlife experiment sta­
tion near East Lansing, 

Whether the Department will 
recommend the test season to 
the Conservation CoiTlmission 
still depends upon a quail pop­
ulation survey to be niade at 
the station from late . June 
through mid-July. . 

If the study shows that quail 
came through the severe, win­
ter in sufficient numbers, the 
commission will be asked to 
approve a Nov. 4-8 season with 
a daily bag limit of two birds. 
Hunting would be regulated 
under a permit system and 
limited to not more thafl' 50 
sportsmen per day. Permits 
wolild l)e issiied free pn a first 
come, first served basis. 

A close check would be-jjept 
on quail numbers in the Dans-
ville state game area during 
the season. This would give 
"control" factor in research­
ing the effects of .hunting on 
bobwhite populations, includ-,^ 
ing the percentage of birds 
that can be safely harvested. 

Quai; have been protectefl in 
this state since IilII. Dui-ing 
recent years , there lias been 
growing support among sqijie 
sportsmen for a short season 
to'hunt these birds in the south­
ernmost part of Michigan.

Al l Hawthorn can do, he said, 
is filter out the most • severely 
disturbed patients from the 
outpatient clinic and keep

The burden on the day school 
will be lifted somewhat when 
a new $700,000 school building 
and addition to the main Haw­
thorn building is completed 
next year. 

With this new school build­
ing.

There are those who fre­
quently refer lo our world 
as being divided into what 
they choose lo call the 
"slave" and Ihe "free" 
world. Just what meanings 
these lei'ms have is not al­
ways clear. For instance, 
we sometimes identify our 
country as being among the 
so-called "free" countries. 
This is good and proper for 
the freedoms of life, liberty 
and the pursuit of happi­
ness are parts of our cher­
ished ideals. However, our 
"free" country is presently 
in the throws of constitu­
tionally assuring the free­
dom of full citizenship lo 
the Negro race which, pre­
sumably, had been given its 
freedom with the winning 
of the Civi l War by the arm­
ies of the North. The fact 
that there is such a pro­
nounced division of opinion 
in these matters, within our 
nation and among our law­
makers, is indicative that 
the ferm, "freedom," does 
not carry the same mean­
ing for all, who use it. For 
some, it even carries over­
tones of "slavei'y." 

Could it be that our diffi­
culty lies in the fact that 
we have failed lo recognize 
that conditions referred to 
as "slave" or "free" are 
NOT matters of national 
heritage nor of political sta­
tus. Are they not rather, 
matters of the spirit? Hav­
ing failed to exercise the 

"spirit of freedom" prior to 
the Civil War and since, we 
have exercised a "spirit of 
slavery" and the whole is­
sue, then and now, has be­
come political and govern­
mental. What men did not, 
nor do not, have in their 
hearts, they have sought to 
establish as a pattern of 
social behavior by a "war," 
t h e n , and "legislation," 
now. 

In the first century of this 
so-called "Christian" era, 
the One in whose honor 
man's calendar of time was 
changed said, "Every one 
who commits sin IS A 
S L A V E lo sin." And again, 
" i f the Son makes you free, 
you will be free indeed." 
(John 8:34. 36) 

Why are men disposed to 
oppose or fail to express 
"freedom" in relation to all 
men? Is it not because they, 
themselves being "enslav­
ed" by their own self-cen-
teredness, are not free to 
accept such truths as God 
"hath made of ONE BLOOD 
all nations of men for to 
dwell on all the face of the 
earth" and "whoever be­
lieves on Him shall be sav-
ed." 

There are those (may 
their number increase) who 
believe that Christ WAS 
speaking the truth when He 
said, " i f the Son makes you 
free, you will be free in­
deed." We believe this be­

cause, as it was written of 
Him, "He was tempted as 
we are, yet without s in." 
Being without sin. He was 
"free" because, not com-
mittuig sin. He was not 
"slave" to sin. In this lies 
the hope that you and I can 
so relate ourselves to God, 
as did Christ' in His hu­
maneness, as to be "free" 
from slavery to sin and, 
thus, be free indeed. The 
things to which man, in his 
sin, is err — jealousy, big­
otry, hatred, envy, ignor­
ance, fear, etc. — are the 
things wfllch enslave.

1 of seven articles. i • The Western Lakelands of 
Michigan offer perhaps tlie 
most scenic Eye-ways to be 
easily reached with an assist 
from the I-ways. 

; This area is bounded rough­
ly by US-27 on the cast, I-9G 
and 1-196 on the south and M 
115 on the norlh. 

Here are swift-moving, clear 
streams to excite the fislier-
men; a long stretch of Lake 
Michigan shoreline with its 
numerous park areas, marin­
as, fishing sites and magnifi­
cent sand dunes and the neai--
by half-million-acre Manistee 
National foi'cst. 

Lansing, bisected by multi-
,ple-laned US-'27, northward 
beckons with altraclions worth 
the time to visit, including the 
Capitol building, Poller park's 
zoo and the Stale Ili.^toi'ieal 
museum. 

Adjacent East Lansing is the 
home of Michigan Slate uni-

versify, the oldest land-grant 
institution in the nation. 

At the junction of US-27 and 
1-75, al Clare, many canoeing 
enthusiasts rendezvous before 
embarking on the Tiltabawas-
see river lo the norlh and east 
for the 30-mile float from its 
headwaters toward the Sagi­
naw river. 

Wilh camping vacations high 
on recreation priority lists, 
Michigan's stale and national 
forests are the logical choice. 
Tile Manistee National forest 
alone has 19 summer recrea­
tion areas. These are places 
•ftihere people may hunt, fish 
and relax — all free. 

At Bcnzonia, on Rice creek, 
one mile west of US-3L is 10-
cated one of the few remain, 
ing vestiges of Michigan's fab-
ulcus lumbering era still in op-
cration — a water-powercd 
saw mil l . 

The mill is completely inde-
pendent of any form of electri­
cal current for its operation 
and stands much as it did 
when it was constructed about 
100 years ago. 

Frankfort and Elbert, just 
west of Bcnzonia on M- l l5 , are 
the terminals for the Ann Ar­
bor railroad car ferries that 
operate across lake Michigan. 
Glider-soaring off the bluffs 
here is rated as the best in the 
nation. 

Frankfort has its tourist 
luring Mineral Springs Park, 
wilh a mineral well still flow­
ing as a public drinking foun 

tain. 

Arthur C. Frederickson, 
car ferry captain, has con­
structed a marine museum in 
a barn-like structure on Hur­
ricane Hi l l in the town. 

UCIIIGION 

Frederickson, a noted Great 
Lakes historian, has more 
than 5,000 pictures of ships 
and their histories and what 
might well be the world's larg­
est collection by an individual 
of marine Items. 

In the Udell hills area of the 
Manislee National forest, on 
M-55 a few miles north and 
east of Manistee, is a mlnia 
ture national forest within 
national forest. 

A few miles farther east on 
M-55 is Wellslon, site of the 
large Chittenden nursery • of 
the U.S. Forest Service. The 
167-acre nursery lias shipped 
out millions of trees since 1934 
in a continuous program aim-
ed toward keeping Michigan 
green. 

Farther south on US-3I is 
Muskegon, one of the foremost 
ports 0n the Great Lakes. One 
of tlic sites of historical Inter-
est is an Indian cemetery hun-
dreds of years old in the heart 
at the business district. 

North is Ludington State 
park, 3,000 acres in the sand 
dunes land close to Lake 
Michigan and Hamlin lake. An 
historical marker recalls the 
lumbering village of Hamlin, 
which was washed away in 
1888 when a dam collapsed 

For those who like books, 
particularly old ones, a visit 
to the farm home of Mrs. Ray-
mond Center on US-10, east of 
Ludington, would be reward-
ing. In her barn, on numerous 
shelves and in packing crates, 
Mrs. Center has more than 
10,000 books, gleaned through 
a lifetime of saving and co l 
lecting. 

For the sightseer there is 
the Paul Bunyan museum on 
M-37 three miles south of Bald-
win. Another visitor attraction 
is the ghost town of Marlbor-
ough. It was built to produce 
cement, but the speculation 
bubble burst. 

At White Cloud on M-37, one 
can view a sizable saw mil l 
operation,, drawhlg its timber 
supply from the surrounding 
Manistee • National forest to 
pi'oduce packing crates and 
pallets. ThI'ee miles away on 
M-20 is Jugville, founded by 
that "writer of rhymes," Ern­
est Jack Sharpe, better known 
to his many readers as Neway-
go Newt. 

Sun Echpse 

Due Ju ly 2 0 
A partial eclipse ot the sun 

will be seen Saturday, July 
20, reminds University of 
Michigan astronomer Hazel M 
Losh. 

She also reminds that looking 
at a partial eclipse without 
adequate protection can be 
dangerous. 

How much of the sun will 
be blacked out by the mooi) 
passing directly between the 
earth and sun, will depend on 
the location of the observer 

"At the peak of the eclipse 
approximately 83 per cent of 
the sun will be blacked out 
for Detroit viewers with slight 
deviations from this amount 
for other parts of the state, 
a little more being hidden for 
the more northern regions.' 

In Detroit, the eclipse will 
begin at 3:30 p.m., reach the 
peak at 4:42 p.m. and end at 
5:40 p.m. 

"In order to sec the sun 
totally eclipsed, one woiild 
have lo travel to the narrow 
path, which ciirves from Jfipaii 
across Alaska, Canada, and 
Maine," Professor Losll silys 

The U - M astronomer warns 
that "looking at partial eclipse 
can be extremely hazardous 
The total light decreases, but 
any particular area on the 
exposed part of the solar 
disk is just as bright as It is 
when the moon is far from 
the sun." 

"Therefore, heavily smoked 
glass, dense film or negatives, 
or appropriate filters must be 
used for naked-eye observa-
tions. To look at the sun 
through any optical instru-
ment—even the finder on your 
camera—can burn your eye 
and cause blindness." 

An eclipse of the sun occurs 
when the moon is far from 
phase and passes between the 
earth and the sun. Although 
the moon at new phase usually 
passes above or below the sun, 
at least two solar exlipes 
occur every year, visible from 
some part of the earth, aiid 
there may be as many as 
five. Professor Losh says.

G h o s t o f D i x i 3 o r o 

Who Walked mth C^fltlfi^ 

In Home of 
EDITOR'S NOTE: This is 

the fourth of six articles deal­
ing wlfli die once famous 
ghost of Dixboro. The articles 
arc taken from an historical re-
search paper authored by Rus 
sell E . Bidlack 01 the Universi-
ty of Miclilgan, and it eemes 
to us through the courtesty of 
Mr . Bidlack and his friend, 
Clare Rorabacher of Whit-
more Lake, both members 0f 
the Washtenaw County Histori 
cal Association. 

In the last article, readers 
learned of the steady decline 
in the health and mentality of 
Martha Mulholland, who event­
ually was thought to have be­
come insane as the result of 
secret danger which threaten­
ed lier life and which had led 
to the death of her sister, Ann. 
Ann's husband, James, it 
would appear from the pre­
vious article eagerly awaited 
the demise of his sister-in-law. 

Now to continue: 
Following the death of Ann, 

Isaac Van Woerl, a resident 
of Livingston County, New 
York, set out by covered wa­
gon for Ann Arbor in Septem­
ber, 1845. VanWoert was a car­
penter by trade, and he had 
heard that Ann Arbor was a 
prosperous community where 
his services would be in de­
mand. He was accompanied by 
his wife and two little boys. 

As the Van Woerts passed 
through Dixboro on September 
24, they noticed the unfhlished 
frame of a house. Inquiring 
whether the owner might be hi 
need of a carpenter. Van Woert 
was directed to Jackson Haw-
kins who immediately hired 
him to complete the structure.

If you think you're ' ' im-

mune" t0 poison ivy, watch 
out! You're building up to a 
case of, the,itch, says a Uni­
versity of Michigan dermato-
legist. . 

Accordhig to Dr. E . Richard 
Harrell at the U-M Medical 
Center, almost everyone is 
'non-reactive" to the glossy-

leafed nusance...but only for 
awhile. 

We do not usually see poison 
ivy in youogsters before the 
age 5 to 7 yrs. Kiddies can 
roll around in the poison ivy 
patch without developing any 
reaction at a l l . " 

The poisonous effect builds 
up after repeated exposure to 
the plant's oil , says the U-M 
d0ct0r. 

"Most peaple don't realize 
that poison ivy is on allergic 
reaction, and the more contact 
yoii iiave with the plant, the 
greater the likelihood that it 
will begin to affect you." 

Although "poison ivy is 
probably the most common 
cause of contact dermatitis of 
an allergic nature," other 
plants can produce the same 
effect. Cetain people react to 
carret tops, delphiniums, or 
primroses, al l of which can 
cause a poison-ivy-like allergic 
reaction. Dr. Harrell said. 

The usual symptoms—blist-
ering, red, itching eruptions of 
the skin—can be soothed and 
controlled by ointments and 
medications, but there is no 
way to change the allergy 
itself, he said. "Poison ivy 
shots'have been used for 
great number of years but 
they have little 0r no effect 
whatever." 

place to live during Van 
Woert's temporary employ-
ment, Hawkins summoned a 
fifteen-year-old. boy who was 
unloading stone from a cart 
and asked whether his moth­
er's house was available for 
rent. The boy was Joseph 
Crawford, Martha Mulholland's 
son by her first marriage. He 
answered in ,the affirmative, 
and by evening the Van 
Woerts were settled in the 
house in which Martha had 
died a few weeks earlier. 

What happened next can best 
be told by quoting from 
sworn statement made by Van 
Woert before William Perry, 
a justice of the peace, at Ann 
Arbor on December 8, l'845. 
This disposition was printed 
in a number of newspapers, 
including the Ann Arbor True 
Democrat of February 12, 
1846: 

"On Sanirday night the 27th 
of September between 7 and 8 
o'clock l was standing in front 
of the window of said house; 
my wife had stepped into 
Mrs. Hammond's about two 
rods distant, my two little boys 
were in the back yard, for I 
had just passed through the 
house to the front yard and 
was combing my hair, when I 
saw a light through the win 
dow.

The prospects of a new source of wafer for 
this area in the near future seem dim. 

T h e board had no ready a n s w e r fo r the ques­
t ion . T h e r e r ea l ly isn ' t one. T h e townsh ip ' s fu ­
ture water supp ly w i l l come f r o m De t ro i t . B u t the 
c i ty of N o r l h v i l l e must f i rs t dec ide w h e n i t ijs 
ready to cons ider the D e t r o i t source .

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Babson Park, Mass. I have 
always been extremely in 
terested in air conditioning, 
and the summer's first real 
hot spell prompts me to look 
again at ihis industiy. 

Some years ago l wrote an 
article on air conditioning in 
which I said that merchants 
would have to universally 
adopt cooling systems during 
Ihe summer in order to hold 
Iheir trade. Tliis now seems 
just about a fact accomplished. 
I do happen to know one de­
partment store not far from 
Babson Park that for some 
reason still has no air cond-
itioning; but it is easy to see 
on a hot afternoon that cust­
omers dash in to buy what 
ihey want and then dash 
right out. 

I believe sales totals would 
be double what tiicy arc if 
Ilii! sterc were air conditioned. 
This, likewise applies to 
churches and all public build­
ings. 

As air conditioning is now a 
commonplace in business esta­
blishments of all types, it 
seems to be gradually be­
coming a necessity in our 
houses and automobiles. Only 
a short time ago it was con­
sidered a luxury, but those 
days are ali-eady gone. Con­
tractors in clmiates where the 
.summers are inclined to be 
warm and muggy usually in­
clude a cooling system in 
original construction plans, as 
a matter of course. 

You can have air condition­
ing insialled in your own home 
al a considerably lower price 
lhan was the case a few 
years ago. For a inedium-size 
house an efficient system can 
be put in for $i,500-$2,000. 
In connection with this matter, 
1 should warn you that the 
proper size of the system is 
important. Too large a unit 
will chill the interior too 
quickly, then shut off and 
permit the accumulation of 
humidity. 

Naturally, this means 100 a 
high c0st of opcrati0n for 
your system. S0 avoid over-
sized uiiils. 

Even for those who can't 
afford a completely air-cond­
itioned home, there are inex­
pensive units that can make 
a room or two quite comfort­
able during the sweltering 
weather. They may be hitched 
lo a window to reduce the 
temperature nicely in a kit­
chen, a living room, or a bed­
room. Most are sufficiently 
powerful to cool at least a 
couple of small rooms. Gener­
ations to come will want their 
homes entirely air condition­

ed; it will be considered one 
of the necessities of evreyday 
living. 

I must admit that originally 
l thought cooling unils or the 
interiors of automobiles were a 
passing fancy and would never 
last. But I now believe that air 
conditioning units will be con­
sidered accessories in pract­
ically all new models before 
long. 

Whether for commercial 
and business establishments 
or for homes, I am convinced 
that air conditioning more than 
pays for itself. In a govern­
ment survey it has been re­
vealed that general office em­
ployees turn out 9.5% more 
work, on average, with air 
conditioning, while absenteeism 
is reduced by some 2.5%. 

Production lines output gains 
appear to be sometimes nearly 
lO0% in cooled-off areas. It 
is estimated that a saving of 
only seven minutes a day for 
each worker will more than 
make up the cost of air cond­
itioning installation and opera­
tion. 

In the home it may 1iot bi; 
so immediately easy lo see 
how such units can pay for 
themselves. But the health 
angle shuuld never be for­
gotten. 

lleat is had for weak hearts, 
and even sti-ong hearts are 
not helped any by prolonged 
hot spells. If your home is 
temperature controlled, you 
will sleep better, eat better, 
have relief from many alter 
gies, and be fresh to face each 
day's work. Hot weather 
breeds fatigue, and fatigue is 
the enemy of accomplishment 
and success.. 

In closing, let. me remind 
you that air conditioning means 
additional boost for your local 
electric companies. As usage 
of his convenience becomes 
more widespread, summer 
electric power consumption 
will increase. I predict that by 
1970 peak consumption of 
electricity may occur in 
summer, ralher than in win­
ter. 

The second set of laws af 
fecting Michigan citizens will 
take effect September 6. 

The quirk of having two 
batches of new statutes take 
effect in a single year occur­
red because the 1962 legisla­
tive session did not end until 
last December. By law, stat­
utes enacted in a given ses­
sion take effect 90 days after 
adjournment of that Legisla­
ture unless otherwise speci­
fied during the session. 

This year the Legislature 
gave some 90 bills "immedi­
ate effect," so they became 
law when signed by the Gov­
ernor on a date specified in 
Ihe measures. Typical of these 
are the appropriations meas­
ures, which" became effective 
July 1, the beginning of the 
new fiscal year. 

Nearly 160 other' measures 
most of llicin having more dl 
reel bearing on John Q. CItl 
zcn, will go into effect Sep 
teinber B. 

Among the- new laws affect­
ing a large percentage of the 
citizenry is a measure allow­
ing motorists to drive 70 miles 
per hour at night on Michi­
gan's full controlled access 
freeways. Currently the night 
time limit is 60 miles per 
hour. The same bill will also 
set a minimum speed of 45 
miles on the limited access 
highways. 

Increased fees are in store 
for a number of people. Hikes 

the marriage license fee, 
notary public registration, 
dentists' certificate of prac 
tice, registration of unrecord-
ed births, and fees for veter­
inarians' licenses were all put 
into effect this year. 

Still another group of laws 
enacted by the Legislature 
this yoar become effective in 
September but"t*ill not be used 
until later dates. 

This practice is commonly 
used to allow implementation 
of laws by affected indlvidu 
a!s and groups between pas­
sage of llie bill arid enforce­
ment of the law. 

Examples of this type of 
legislation frotn the current 
session are a 'ineasure requir­
ing the installation of seat 
belts on all new cars sold in 
Ihe state, and'a bill requiring 
many school districts to pro-
vide bus transportation to 
parochial school students as 
well as those enrolled in pub­
lic facilities. 

The seat belt requiremeni 
will not take effect until the 
start of 1965, and legislators 
wrote a July l , 1964 effective 
date Into the controversial 
school bus bill . 

* *. » 
Pressures on camping fa­

cilities in the state continues 
despite i'ccent additions and 
Improvements made by the 
Conservation Department. 

Arthur C. Elmer, chief of 
the Department's parks divi­

sion, reports that during 1961, affected by the differences 
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Michigan's camp sites were 
used "2,270,959 days." This fig 
ure is arrived at by compiling 
the number of days use anc 
the number of campers ac­
commodated. 

The division is responsible 
for 51 state parks and l3 rec-
rcatlon areas spread through­
out the stale. 

Camping facilities are well 
spread throughout the various 
sections of the state and are 
able to accommodate many 
touring families. 

Elmer says his biggest prob­
lem is that the division has no 
way to control the flow of 
traffic. Too often too many 
people want to camp at the 
same time and same place. 

Constant increases in the 
number, of campsites register-
ed have failed to keep pace 
with the heightened interest 
in camping. In 1956, for exam­
ple, Michigan listed nearly 
96,090 campsites and 7,000 
groups were turned away by 
"No Vacancy" signs. By 1961 
the sites were increased to 
more than 161,000 but 36,736 
groups were turned away and 
both figures were raised again 
last year, Elmer said.

Michigan ranks at about the 
midpoint among the states In 
the educational training pro­
vided its children, according 
to the Michigan Education 
Association.

4 school, Jan said. "But you

: tween teenagers in .Hoor and 
Northville is. tho amount of 

time left over fi'om studies for 
social life, Jan observed. 

"Much inorc time is spent 
in socializing in the Uniled 
States. 

"Our Swedish school system 
is much harder. If I had finish­
ed my senior year in Hoor in­
stead of in Northville, I would 
have taken 16 subjects. 

"There's no such thing as 
the so-called easy subject in 
Sweden. There, the authorities 
pick the subjects you'll take 
each year.". 

Jan, like most other Swe; 
dish youth, already has to his-
credit foiir. i^ears of English, 
three years of German an(i 
one of French. • 

Come-fall, when he enters 
Lund university, Lund, he still 
will have no choice as to the 
subjects he takes. To make 
the grade at Lund, comparable 
to a three-year 'junior college 
in the United States, he'll be 
taking 13 academic subjects. 
Among them; biology, physiol­
ogy, chemistry, mathematics, 
French, German, Swedish, En­
glish. 

The other facets of teenage 
life in Northville that Jan said 
he has found hard to under 
stand were, "the early siilok 
ing," "the beer parties in'the 
parks." I 

"So many girls become mo-
Ibcrs hcrc In the United 
Stales," lie remarked. "That 
would never happen in a Swe­
dish high school. 

"It's funny, but you have to 
know a girl half your life in 
my country before you can 
even begin to work up your 
courage enough lo ask her 
out." 

What would Jan like to take 
home to Sweden wilh him? 

"I'd like to pack an Ameri-
can family In my baggage and 
take them to Hoor to live. 
Then, our people could see the 
wonderful relations between 
an American family, the love 
between the children and ,their 
parents. 

"It's only by knowing an 
American family that the hid­

eous misimpressions I had 
about Americans have been erased.

Looking like thê  typical American school boy, 
Jan helps decorate the recreation room of his fost-
er parents' home for the farewell party In his 
honor held last Saturday night. Assisting Jan Is 
Jo; tfildebrandl. 

Before I came here, I watch-
ed the old movies. Dr. K i l -
dare, Flintstone and Donald 
Duck on the one Swedish tele­
vision channel which operates 
3 hours each night. 

" A l l I knew about this coun­
try and its people came fiom 
those programs. The result? I 
supposed every American was 
a loud mouthed, cigar smok 
ing Texan." -

Jan explained that his fel­
low Swedes woulci be ajnazed 
as heTvas'^-to -ice llow;.easily' 
most Americans express their 
feelings. "The love between a 
Swedish family is more lock­
ed up inside the family, inside 
the llouse. 

"If we're sad or happy, you 
can hardly tell the difference," 
he noted, adding wilh a, laugh, 
"It might be the Swedish d l -
mate." . 

What would Jan will his 
new-found friends in the Unit­
ed States? 

"There's really not too much 
to send to the U.S.A. from 
Sweden since everything we 
build, you build. 

"The one thing I wish you 
might have, however, is gov 
ernment medical care, 

"In my short stay in North 
ville, I've heard of instances 
where whole American fami 
lies have been broken up from 
an econoinic standpoint be 
cause of doctor bills. 

"In Swcdi^ii, medical care 
doesn't cost us a penny. It's 
all run by the government. 

"Complaining? As long as 
our people are well, sure 
there's complaining; but soon 
as someone's i l l , it stops quite 
abruptly." 

It's true, Jan admitted, that 
such extensive government 
medical care does put Swedish 
taxes quite high. He explained 
that the government even im 
poses luxuiy taxes on such ar-
tides as soap and ice cream. 
"But I wouldn't change It for 
the world." 

What has being in America 
a year meant to Jan? 

"It's made me more mature. 
It's strange, but this year has 
changed my physical looks so 
that you can hardly recognize 
me from my passbook pic 
lure. 

"More, important, it's taught 
me a miich deeper understand­
ing of j)cople, an apprecialion 
of the American way of life 
and a bevy of new friends,'' 

Jan, like other youth partlci-
paling in the Youth for'Under-
standing program, won't be al­
lowed to return to this coiintry 
for at least two years. After 
that time expires and he finish­
es his studies at Lund, lie says 
he hopes to return to metllcal 
school at tlie University of 
Michigan.
