The lake and ground levels of waler are un-
usually low throughout the state (and country), a
condition that recently prompied an official of
the Michigan Waler Resources Commission to
label the present water situation in Michigan

“near critical”,

It's been predicted thal water use may triple
by the year 2000. And although Michigan is ideal-

ly located in the center

supply of fresh water, experts sce serious prob-

lems ahead.

They point to a hooming population and in-
creasing demands by industry. They foresee the
day when strict rationing will be necessary and
“long, lingering showers”

Babson Park, Mass. 1 have
always been exiremely in-
terested in air conditioning,
and the summer's first real
hot spell prompts me to look
again at this industry.

Some years ago I wrote an
article on air conditioning in
which 1 said that merchants
would have to universally
adopt cooling Systems during
the summer in order to hold
their trade. This now seems
just about a fact accomplished.
1 do happen to know one de-
partment store not far from
Babson Park that for some
reason still has no air cond-
itioning; but it is easy to see
on a hot afternoon that cust-
omers dash in to buy what
they want and then dash
right out.

I helieve sales totals would
be double what they are if
the store were air conditioned.
This. likkewise applies. to
churches and all public build-
ings.

As air conditioning is now a
commonplace in business esta-
blishmenis of all types, it
seems to be gradually be-
coming a necessity in our
houses and automobiles, Only
a. short time ago it was con-
sidered a luxury, but those
days are already gone. Con-
traclors in clmiates where the
summers. are inclined to be
warm and muggy usually in-

clude a cooling system in
original construction plans, as
a matter of course.

You can have air condition-
ing inslalled in your own home
al a considerably lower price
than was the case a few
years ago. For a medium-size
house an efficient system can
be put in for $1,500-$2,000.
In connection with this matler,
I should warn you that the
proper size of the system is
important, Too large a unit
will chill the interior too
quickly, then shut off and
permit the accumulation of
humidity.

Naturally, this means too a
high cost of operation for
your system. So avoid over-
sized units,

Even for those who can’t
afford a completely air-cond-
itioned home, there are inex-
pensive units that can make
a room or two quite comfort-
able during the sweltering
weather, They may be hitched
to a window to reduce the
temperature nicely in a kit
chen, a living room, or a bed-
room. Most are sufficiently
powerful to cool at least a
couple of small rooms. Gener-
ations {o come will want their
homes entirely air condition-

ed; it will be considered one
of the necessitics of evreyday
living.

I must admit that originally
I thought cooling unifs or the
interiors of automobiles were a
passing fancy and would never
last, But I now believe that air
conditioning unils will be con-
sidered accessories in pract-
ically all new models before
leng.

Whether for commercial
and business establishments
or for homes, I am convinced
that air conditioning more than
pays for itself. In a govern-
ment survey it has been re-
vealed that general office em-
ployees turn out 9.5% more
work, on average, with air
conditioning. while absentecism
is reduced by some 2.5%.

Production lines output gains
appear fo be sometimes nearly
10% in ceoled-off areas. It
is estimated that a saving of
only seven minutes a day for
each worker will more than
make up the cost of air cond-

itioning installation and opera-

tion.

In the home it may not be
so immediately easy to see
how such units can pay for
themselves, But  the  health
angle - should never be for-
gotten,

Heat is had for weak hearts,
and even strong hearts are

not helped any by prolonged
hot spells. If your home is
temperature  controlled, you
will sleep hetter, eat better,
have relief from many aller-
gies, and be fresh to face each
day's work. Hot weather
breeds . fatigue, and fatigue is
the enemy of accomplishment
and success..

In closing, lct, me remind
you that air conditioning means
additional boost for your local
electric companies. As usage
of his convenience becomes
more  widespread, summer
clectric power consumption
will increase. I predict that by
1970 peak consumption of
electricity may occur in
summer, rather than in win-
ter.

Michigan Mirror

Batch of New Laws
To Take Effect Soon

The second set of laws af-
fecting Michigan citizens will
take effect September 6.

The quirk of having two
batches of new statutes take
effect in a single year occur-
red because the 1962 legisla-

tive .session did not end until|

last December, By law, stat-
utes enacted in a given ses-

'sion take effect 90 days after

adjournment of thal Legisla-
ture unless otherwise speci-
fied during the session,

This year the Legislature
gave some 90 bills “immedi-
ate effect,”” so they became
law when signed by the Gov-
ertior on a date specified in
the measures, Typical of these
are the appropriations meas-
ures, which” became cffective
July 1, .the beginning of the
new fiscal year.

Nearly 160 other™ measures,
most of them having more di-
rect bearing on John Q. Citi-
zen, will go into effect Sep-
tember .

Among the new laws affect-
ing a large percentage of the
citizenry is a measure allow-
ing motorists to drive 70 miles
per hour at night on Michi-
gan’s full controlled access
freeways. Currently the night
time limit is 60 miles per
hour. The same bhill will also
set a minimum speed of 45
miles on the limited access
highways.

in the marriage license fee,
nofary public regisiration,
dentists’ certificate of prac-
tice, registration of unrecord-
ed births, and fees for veter-
inarians’ licenses were all put
into effect this year.

enacted by the Legislature
this year become effective in
September but*will not be used
until later dates.

This practice is commonly
used to allow implementation
of laws by affected individu-
als and groups belween pas-
sage of the bill and enforce
ment of the law.

Examples of this type of
legislation frotm' the current
session are a'ineasure requir-
ing the installation of seat
belts on all néw cars sold in
the state, and''a bill requiring
many school districts to pro-
vide bus transportation to
parochial school studenis as
well as those enrolled in pub-
lic facilities.

The seat belt. requirement
will not take -effect until the
start of 1965, and legistator§
wrote a July 1, 1964 effective
date into the controversial
school bus bill,

Pressures on camping fa-
cilities in the state continues
despite recent additions and
improvements made by the
Conservation Department.

Arthur C. Elmer, chief of
the Department’s parks divi-
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sion, reports that during 1961,
Miclngans camp sites were
used 2,270,959 days.” This fig-
ure is amved at by compiling
the number of days use and
the number of campers ac-
commodated.

The division fs . responsible|
for 51 state parks and 13 rec-
reation arens spread through-
out the stafe. ‘
Camping facilities are well
spread throughout the various
sections of the state and are
able to accommodate many
touring families.

Elmer says his biggest prob-
lem is that the division has no
way to control the flow of
traffic. Too often too many

same time and same place,

Constant increases in the
number. of campsites register-
ed have failed to keep pace
with the heightened interest
in camping. In 1956, for exam-
ple, Michigan listed nearly
96,000 campsites and 7,000
groups were turned away by
“No Vacancy” signs, By 1861
the siles were increased to
more than 161,000 but 36,736
groups were {urned away and
both figures were raised again
last year, Elmer said.
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Michigan ranks at about the
midpoint among the states in
the educational training pro-
vided its children, according
to the Michigan Education
Association.

Among the 50 states, the
average number of years of
school completed ranged from
a low of 8.7 years In Kentuc-
ky and South Caroling, to a

Second biggest difference be-
tween "teenagers in -Hoor and
Northville is. the. amount of

time left over from studies for
social life, Jan ohserved.

“Much more time is spent
in socializing in the United
States.

“Our Swedish schoo] system
is much harder, If I had finish-
ed my senior year in Hoor in-
stead of in Northville, I would
have taken 16 subjects.

“There's no such thing as
the so-called easy subject in
Sweden, There, the authorities
plek the subjects youw'll take
each year.” .

Jan,. like most other Swe-

dish -youth, already has to hi;
credit four years of English,

three years of German and
one of French, -

Come. fall, when he enters
Lund university, Lund, he still
will have no choice as to the
subjects he takes. To make
the grade at Lund comparable
to a three-year ‘junior college
in the United States, he'll be
taking 13 academic subjects.
Among them: biology, physiol-
ogy, chemistry, mathemalics,
I'rench, German, Swedish, En-
glish,

The other facets of teenage
life in Northville that Jan said
he has found hard to under-
stand were . “the early smok-
ing,” “the beer parties in the
parks.”

“So mnny girls become mo-
thers hCre in the United
States,” he. remarked. “That
would never happen in a Swe-
dish high school,

“It’s funny, but you have to
know a girl half your life in
my country before you can
even begin to work up your
courage enough to ask her
out.” ]

What would Jan like to take
home fo Sweden with him?

“I'd like to pack an Ameri-
can family in my baggage and
take them to Hoor to live,
Then, our people could see the
wonderful relations between
an American [amily, the love
between the children and their
parents.

“It's only by knowing an
American family that the hid-

cous misimpressions I had
about Americans have been
erased,

Before I came here, 1 watch-
ed the old movies, Dr, Kil-
dare, Flintstone and Donald
Duck on the one Swedish tele-
vision channel which operates
3 hours each night.

“All T knew about this coun-
try and its people came from
those programs. ‘The result? I
supposed every American was
a loud mouthed, cigar smok-
ing Texan.” .

Jan explained that his fel-

low Swedes would be ninazed}

as - he~was™to -see- How: easily|
most Americans express their
feelings. ‘““The love between a
Swedish family is more lock-
ed up inside the family, ingide
the house.

“If we're sand or happy, you
can hardly tell the difference,”
he noted, adding with o laugh,
“It might be the Swedish cli-
maté,”

What would Jan will his
new-found friends in the Unit-
ed States?

“There’s really not too much
to send to the US.A, from
Sweden since everything we
build, you build. :

“The one thing I wish you
might have, however, is gov-
ernment medical care,

“In my short stay in North-
ville, I've heard of instances
where whole American [ami-
lies have been broken up. from
an econoinic standpoint be-
cause of doctor bills,

“In Swedtn, medical care
doesn’t cost us a penny, It's
all run by the government,

“Complaining? As long as
our people are well, sure
there’s complaining; but soon
as someone’s ill, it stops quite
abruptly.”

1t's true, Jan admitted, that
such exlensive  government
medical care does put Swedish
taxes quite high. He explained
that the government even im-
poses luxury taxes on such ar-
ticles as soap and ice cream,

“But 1 wouldn’t change It for

the world.”

Fire Department ‘Hot Time’

Novi's fire department came under a fire of its
own Monday night lead by two village councilmen.

Chief crities of the department operation were
Councilmen Dean Lenheiser and Philip Anderson.

They found fault with the number of firemen
answering calls,. fire coverage outside the village at
night and at one point even suggested turning the
fire department back over to the township.

Lenheiser contended that too
many firemen were going out
to car fires,  causing the vil-
lage -to spend ‘too much mon-
ey for fire protection,

Anderson wondered whether
the Novi department wasn’t
coming out on the short end
of the mutual aid arrangement
between the Novi, Wixom and
Northville fire departments.

Specifically; he said that at
night, when Wixom and North-
ville ‘just,have night -dispateh-
ers on duty, the Novi depart-
ment. was .not merely *lend-
ing assnstance " It was actual-
ly sendmg out a-truck to put
out fires in Northville and es-
pecially, WIxom

“We ahquld be recompens-
ed. for such actmty,” Ander-
son said. . : -

1Lenheiser -’fhan asked why

all -the firemen®had to go out
on a cali He sald. he thought

a system was in effect wherein
only one or two trucks would
be sent out as needed.

Clerk Mabel Ash explained
that this system was in eff€ct
at one time, but it had chang-
ed,

“We’re “responsible for the
funds that go out,”” Lenheiser
said, “And we've got some-
thing to say how things are
run, ‘When someone gets too
big for his breeches, we should
shake them up- a. little,” Len-
heiser added..

Lenhelser finally suggested
that the fire department should
be given back to the township,

President Joseph Crupi said
that - the council would have
to learn the- facts first hand
from the fire chief at a future
meeting before taking any ac-
tion.

Greatly expanded calling
privileges into Detroit would
become available to telephone
customers - in  Northville-Novi
and other western Wayne and
some Oakland Counly commu-
nitics under a plan proposed
today by the Michigan Bell
Telephone Company.

The proposal, referred to as
Super Extended Arca Service
(SEAS), would be offered on
an optional basis for a trial
period to determine customer
acceptance, according to Haz-
en J. Wilson, manager here
for Michigan Bell,

Under the plan, residence
telephone users in Northville
and Novi who subscribe to
SEAS would be able to call
more than 400,000 telephones
in an area including down-
town and midtown Detroit on
an unlimited basis, without toll
charges or message unit charg-
es,

Business customers would
enjoy .the same service except
that one message unif (4.2
cents) would be charged for
each call, regardless of length,
to the portion of the super ex-
tended area that is in the De-
troit zone. Today, business cus-
tomers pay cither toll charges
or mulli-message units for
these calls.

The SEAS plen is the result
of a rectnt service preference
poll conducled by Michigan
Bell amon} more than 50,000
telephone customers served by
GArfield (42), GLenview (45),
