Birds Inherit 
Songs, Calls 

Ever wonder how birds 
"learn to sing"? 

The first song is generally 
an indefinite warble and it 
may be given by nestlings, ac­
cording to Andrew J . Berger, 
Univei-sity of Michigan assoc­
iate professor of anatomy and 
noted field ornithologist. 

'I first heard one of my 
hand-raised male Kirtland's 
Warblers sing when it was 
about 38 days old," says Berg­
er, who has his own private 
aviary adjoining his home. "It 
gave a very low, hoarse war­
ble, resembling somewhat the 
song of the Purple Finch." 

Actually, little is known 
aboul song learning in North 
American birds, says Bcrgcr. 

"Careful experiments with 
European birds suggest that 
the songs and call notes of 
some species are entirely in­
herited while the songs of oth­
ers are almost wholly learned 
from older birds (as skylark, 
and linnet). 

"Among still other species 
the young bird's songs appar­
ently is 'innate' but the adult 
song is learned (as seems 10 
be case with the European 
robin, blackbird and chaf­
finch)."

points out. But I am still hu­
man — and I hope I shall con­
tinue to be so throughout my 
life. 

My late wife was very hu­
man. One of the thoughts she 
kept constantly before me was 
our'dependence on our fellow-
man and our need for faith in 
God and in the power of good-
ness. 

lots on machines for local is-
sues and special questions may 
one day get biennial lessons in 
cxcrcisiiig their voting riglit. 

Tile recent recount of the 
new Constitution and a survey 
of the vote on the document 
has prompted Secretary of 
State James M . Hare, whose 
department administers M i c h 
igan's elections, to ask for 
ways to eliminate this prac­
tice. 

Hare said a study of voting 
habits on machines as com 
pared with tallies in paper pre 
cincts showed many machine 
votei's consistently fail to cast 
ballots for minor offices and 
special questions. 

The reason for this sharp 
difference is not known, of 
course, but Hare and many 
others think lack of familiarity 
with the machines could be a 
major factor. 

Normally when a person 
firsl votes on a machine, a 
precinct worker will demon­
strate on a sample ballot. The 
succeeding elections, however, 
often find the voter not looking 
at the sample machine which 
shows the various offices lo be 
filled and questions to be de­
cided. 

A refresher course In operat­
ing the voting machine at each 
election likely would increase 
the percentage of voles cast 
for the ballot questions other 
than major offices. 

The Secretary of Slate said 
a study of the Constitution 
vote last April indicated one 
substantial fact: if most of tlie 
voters who failed to had cast 
their machine ballot on the 

document it couW have been 
defeated or approved by such 
a margin that the costly re­
count would not have been 
sought. 

The case pointed oul by 
Hare is similar to the many 
stories heard before every elec­
tion of how one man's vote has 
meant the difference in many 
tallies. 

Several cities are planning 
to make use of economic de­
velopment legislation passed 
this year, but Pontiac gets the 
"first" rating. 

State Rep. Gilbert HI. Burs-
ley, Ann Arbor Republican 
who spearheaded the move­
ment of the legislation through 
the House, notes Pontiac of­
ficials plan to set up a busi­
ness development corporation. 

One of the development bills 
passed this session provided 
for the creation by municipali­
ties of business development 
corporations lo help industry 
location. 

In Pontiac, Bursley said, 
two local banks have pledged 
to assist businesses seeking 
Pontiac area location through 
this new corporation. 

The Ann Arbor legislator 
said a number of olher cities 
expressed interest in getting a 
full explanation of how to cre­
ate industrial parks, business 
development corporations, or 
other Industry-drawing plans. 

As a result of the widespread 
interest, Bursley said his ec­
onomic expansion committee 
would spend much of the time 
before the Fa l l session visiting 
with officials around the state 
about procedures and ideas.

Crupi also pointed a finger 
at himself and olher council 
members by admitting that 
Ihc council inay in the past 
have been too hasty in making 
judgments before sufficient in-
vestigatleh.

While explanation by 'the 

firemen satisfied the pouncil, 
the matter of Novi calls to 
Wixom is not yet completely 
settled. 

Although the council believes 
Ihe Novi department should re­
spond to fire calls in Wixofh 
when asked, it indicated a de­

sire to learn why the Wixom 
department apparently, in one 
or two cases, was not pi'esent 
at Wixom fires while Novi was 
present. 

One explanation came to 
light here Monday when it 
was pointed out lhat some resi­
dents living just inside Wixom 
near the Novi boundary may 
have automatically called the 
the Novi department.

His figures sllowed that 
total number of 98 calls vycrc 
received durlag that period, 
with a total-of 972 men re­
sponding for an average of 9.7 
men per fire. 

The importance of mutual 
aid was illustrated in an ex-
planatlon by Skellenger of the 
grading system, established by 
the national board of fire un-
derwrlters, used in selling in-
surance rates. 

This standard grading sched­
ule, he said, provides 34 per­
cent deficiency for water, 30 
percent for the fire depart­
ment, U-percent for fire alarm, 

percent for police depart­
ment, 6-percent for F .P .B . , 4-
percent for building depart-
ment, and 14-percent for struc-
tural condition. 

Because most areas in Novi 
do not have adequate water 
source for fire use, the local 
department "has nearly a 34 
lercenl deficiency lo start'"', 
)e said. Thirty percent of the 
remaining 66-percent rests 
with manning, training, equip-
ment and response of the fire 
department, he added. 

Continuing, he pointed out 
that cummunlties under mu-
tual aid are considered better 
protcclcd and arc graded ac­
cordingly. 

Without it, he implied, Novi

Fpr, say. M r . and Mrs. Jo­
seph Maas of Tilburg, Holland, 
"evef-ylhing's cleaner here and 
the living's cheaper." 

"You probably think of the 
Dutch as an exceedingly clean 
people," observed Mrs. Maas, 
here visiting,lier son. and his 
famiiy, Ihe Jack Maas' of 128 
Walnut. 

"And it's true we wash 
everything — our houses, our 
streets," she continued. "But 
we wouldn't bother to throw 
anything in a trash basket. Cig­
arette papers, candy wrappers 
and the like get tossed on the 
ground." 

As for the prices, tlic senior 
Maas' I'alse their arms in des­
pair at the very mention. 

M r . Maas explained tlial 
everything's aboul three and 
three fourths moi-e expensive 
in Holland lhan in the United 
Stales. 

He, as a foreman in one of 
Tilburg's famous textile fac­
tories ears a good wage, bul 
hot one big enough to permit 
him to own a car, a washing 
machine or an electric dryer. 

With the average Dutch 
wage set at 90 gulden a week 
or about $25, there's no room 
for luxuries, Mr. Maas report­
ed. , 

He noted that, in his own 
case, it look plenty of skimp­

ing to save ]'170 gulden, the' 
price of a television set. 

Now that the senior M;ia.s 
own the T.V., they're still pay­
ing: 3G gulden, a year to de­
fray the cost uf ])f-ograni.s, 
"There are no commercials in 
the Netherlands," according to 
Mrs. Maas. 

But neither are there the 
light programs like i n . this 
counti-y, she said. "The Bel­
gian and Dutch programs are 
either newscasts or concerts 
featuring chamber music," 
she continued. "So whenever 
we watch, we see American 
programs such as Bonanza. 
Perry Como and Perry Mas­
on." 

There are advantages lo liv­
ing in a welfare slate, Mr . 
Maas. pointed out. "The i-ent's 
low — 24 gulden a month. 
There's govef-nment medical 
caro and 90 percent of your 
Wiiges are paid if you're sick 
a year." 

But, he like his wife, would 
still rather live in Northville 
whore eggs cost a nickel in­
stead of 20 cents.

P A S T O R ' S S T U D Y 

By Rev. John I. Wittstock 

Our Ldy of Victory Church, Northville 
Sex in human life has a 

two-fold purpose. It gives 
two human beings a share 
in the work of God, Ihe 
procreation of anotlier hu­
man being .similar to them­
selves and bearing His im-
age and likeness. It is the 
expression of the love that 
they bear for each other. 

It is the intelligent con­
trol, of the human sex urge 
that is called chastity. Nor­
mal hiiman beings are not 
completely ruled by their 
instincts, as are mere ani­
mals. They have intelli­
gence to gujde their use of 
reasonable limits. Chasti­
ty is not a condemnation of 
sex pleasure, but a recogni­
tion of its importance. The 
natural hunger for sex plea-
sure is. In itself, a good 
and healthy thing. The sex 
union can rightfully take 
place in mai-riage and only 
there. The husband and 
wife have, mutually ex-
changed this right. It be­
longs to no other. 

Thus adultery — the sex 
union of. the married with 
someone other than his or 
lier married partner, be-
sides being a sin against 
the purpose of sex, is an 
injustice, an .infidelity and chaste? 

a violation of the exclusive 
rights of the married part­
ners. Both adultery, which 
is sex union involving at 
best one married person, 
and formication, which is 
sex union of the unmarried, 
are seriously wrong. 

The man with the "form­
ula" may have many excus­
es for not believing in chas­
tity, ^ but they are without 
reasdn. There is, for exam­
ple, the psychological ex­
cuse that chastity is injuri­
ous to man — that it makes 
him neurotic because it. is 
opposite to nature. But itor 
a man to control his pas­
sions is not an unnatural 
thing, these human passions 
were meant to be controll­
ed. 

Then there is the excuse 
which al'gues that sex ex-
perietice is necessary for 
the full development of pei'-
sonality and character, for 
emotional richness that can 
be had in no other way. 
This is contrary to fact, as 
countless biographies show. 

Less convincing is the 
"wild oats" excuse, that 
early unchastity is neces­
sary for later stability in 
chastity. But when will un­
chastity teach anyone to be] 

There is also the excuse 
ot impossibility — the in­
sulting excuse that judges 
all single men and all Sin­
gle women as unchaste. It 
is not only an insult l o 
them, but an insult to God, 
not trusting in the effective 
help that the Omnipotent 
God is able to give to those 
who sincerely ask for it. 

In the sermon on the 
Mount, the Divine Savior 
promised a high reward to 
the chaste "Blessed are 
the clean of heart, for tiiey 
shall see God." In God's 
design for human living, 
chastity plays an important 
but difficult role. Resistance 
to stealing, lying, and dis-
obetlience, is not too diffi­
cult for the ordinary Chris­
tian, but to refuse the pleas­
ant, insistent and seductiye 
attraction of impurity re­
quires Christian understand­
ing, moral strength, and 
the help of Almighty God. 
Every Christian is capable 
of practicing this beautiful , 
virtue of purity by constant 
vigilance and prayer, trust-
ing in God who says " M y 
grace Is sufficient for ycu; 
sufficient to, conquer the 
strongest temptation of the 
flesh.

M y kllowledge of Will iam Shakespeare ex-
tends only slightly beyond the fact that his liame-
sake played a reasonably good game at halfback 
for Notre Dame in the late thirties or early forties. 

But last week end (with some encouragement 
from my wife) I attended two performances of 
Shakespeare's works at Stratford, Ontario. W e saw 
"Comedy of Errors" and "Troilus and Cressida". 

One does not have to be a student of English 
literature or the Shakespearean theater to recog­
nize that here is a highly professional production. 
A n d I am not confining this observation to the 
nlagilificent theater and its expert Thespians 
alone. 

Instead, I re fe r to the u n d e r t a k i n g as a c o m ­
m u n i t y p ro jec t . T h o u s a n d s o f people f r o m 
th roughou t C a n a d a and the no r theas t e rn U n i t e d 
States f lock to S t r a t fo rd . 

They see Shakespeare, as well as other clas­
sics, performed at its very best — in a theater that 
must approach perfection in its design and ac­
commodations. 

They pay up to $5 for their tickets. A n d , in 
what must have been the real convincer to the 
merchant who couldn't care less about Shake­
speare, they stay in town lo eat, sleep, shop and 
spend thousands of dollars. 

I have never seen such a slnall community so 
busy. There was not a single motel or hotel room 
available; the restaurants, gift shops, soda foun­
tains and drug stores were filled with customers. 

In short, the town hums with activity during 
the June 17 to September 28 season, the eleventh 
in the history of the theater. 

Stratford, however, is not allowing itself to 
become a commercial, carnival-like attraction. It 
gives as well as receives. 

Its community is clean, its shops neat and at­
tractive, the clerks courteous, its rivers and parks 
meticulously landscaped. What's more, it is not 
complacent. It is planning further improvements 
(a $750,000 renovation of an existilig Avon Thea­
tre in the business district of Stratford to provide 
a wider production of musical and dramatic plays) 
and better accommodations for its appreciative 
visitors. 

The Shakespearean theater productions were 
the idea of a local man who rallied community sup­
port. I can only guess that ihey had their share 
of cynics at the outset. Their voices were undoubt­
edly silenced by the ringing sound of the cash 
register. 

I have looked at Stratford with the eyes of a 
businessman who appreciates the conception of an 
idea, its planning and eventual financial success. 
The nature of the attraction matters little — it 
could be flower gardens, band concerts or girls' 
Softball championships. (Yet to the connoisseur of 
Shakespeare, I'm sure the "play's the tiling" and 
the commercial aspect only an unimportant by­
product).

Wllat was feared early in 
the year is now becoming a 
daily nightmare to State Po-
lice officials.

State Police Commissioner 
Joseph A. Childs blamed part 
ot the current year's bad rec-
ord on the fact that his depart 
ment is lacking manpower. 

ln addition to-legislative re­
fusal of the bulk of his request 
for additional troopers, the 
Civil Service Commission has 
now .put into effect a maxi­
mum 48-hour week for State 
Police. 

Under the previous SB-hour 
work week, the troopers cover-
ed 20 per cent more area. 

Lack of appropriations for 
the traffic safety center at 
Michigan State university and 
other safety programs initiat­
ed after the 1955 crash con 
sciousness, accordmg to the 
experts. 

Add to these factors the in-
creased number of motorists 
on the road and the facts that 
better roads and more power-
ful cars lend themselves to 
greater speeds.

Babson Park, Mass., Not for 
quite a long time have I dis 
cussed fhe best time of year 
to buy foods, fuels, and other 
household necessities. Yet, 
there is a best time to buy 
each item, and you may save 
considerable money if you 
know when it is, particularly 
if you are responsible for a 
large, healthy family. 

Importance ot Freezing Units 

The biggest part of the fam­
ily budget goes for food, so 
that should get the most at­
tention. Food expenditures for 
the average family heavily 
emphasize meat. Of course, 
you cannot get really big sav 
ings unless you have a freezer 
of considerable capacity, — so 

heartily recommend your 
buying one if you have not yet 
done so. Otherwise, you can 
rent a unit in a public freez-
ing storehouse, although that 
is not so cheap in the long run 
nor so convenient as it is to 
have your own. An emergency 
generator Is probably a good 
idea, too, to protect your food 
in the event of a public power 
failure. 

First, let us take a look at 
seasonal trends in meat and 
poultry prices. The best time 

buy is usually during No­
vember .and December when 
marketings of hogs, cattle, 
and chickens are seasonally 
very heavy. The big Influx of 
supplies at this time forces 
price concessions at retail 
counters. However, if you want 
the finest grades of heavy 
steer beef, I advise you to wait 
until late winter or even early 
spring. The best cuts can 
usually be bought then at the 
lowest prices. 

Watch for "Wholesale" Prices 
In the past few years there 

has been an Increase in "dis-
count outlets" where you can 
buy meat aijd poultry at any 
time of the year considerably 
below the retail level. Prac­
tically every large city or com­
munity has at least one such 
dealer. Cuts of pork, lamb, 
and beef are packaged in mar­
ket plastic containers so that 
you can easily see what you 

be careful not to get tied up 
with a fly-by-night outfit it you 
go in for such a program. Per­
sonally, under most conditions 
I would prefer to do my own 
buying, taking advantage of 
seasonal bargains. 

Dairy Products and Eggs 

The heaviest laying season 
for hens is still March, April, 
and May. This means that egg 
prices are at their seasonal 
low pohit usually during the 
spring. Readers should also 
note that spring eggs are the 
most successfully stored. 

Prices of dairy prodiicts gen­
erally are closely related to 
the milk flow, which reaches 
its seasonal high about • June. 
If you are interested in storing 
dairy products, the best buys 
in butter can normally' be ex­
pected In June or July. Cheese 
buying opportunities are delay­
ed because of- the long curing 
period; November seems about 
the best time for this comiilo-
dity. . : • . 
Fuels & Miscellaneous Itcmis 

In fuels, seasonal factors .al-

so play an important part in 
terms of prices. If you are 
heating with coal, you will 
save money by taking advant-
age of summer reductions. 
Heating oils and kerosene are 
usually cheapest during the 
summer because of mounting 
refiners' stocks, low demand, 
and ihtensive competition. Gas­
oline prices generally dip low­
est hi mid-winter. 

Jot down the best seasonal 
buying time for a few other 
items: canned peas, June; 
canned corn, July; canned to­
matoes, August; canned sal­
mon, usually August and Sep-
tember; dry beans, November 
and December; potatoes, late 
fall; rice and flour, August or 
September; lard, December; 
citrus fruits, January or early 
February sales; furs, August; 
and soft goods, at January 
"white sales." But most im­
portant of all: Study the ad-
verlisements In your local 
newspapers, I wish every high 
school would have a compuls­
ory course on "Studying News­
paper Ads."

The second, is considered a 
conservation program in which 
all or most the building are re-
tahled with removal of only 
those which are found to be In 
bad condition.

Subsequently; • V Goodrum's 
bond of $20,000 was reduced to 
$5,000. He was released on 
July 10. 

Goodrum, a gardener who 
spent a year in a Baptist sem-
inary, turned himself in Feb­
ruary 7 at Novi police head­
quarters. He said:he fired a 
rifle shot at .Mrs. Oerald Race 
on January 30 through a bed­
room window of her Novi road 
home. 

At the time of his confession, 
he told police "I guess l just 
wanted to see how good l was 
with a target." 

A Walled Lake decision 
on the proposed sewer 
system affecting the lake 
portion of the village of 
Novi is not expected for 
another two or three 
months.

Previous cost figures which 
have been publicized. Darby 
explained, are not detailed 
enough to warrant a decision 
by either the Wailed Lake 
pioperty owners or the city 
coiincll. 

Working with the engineers 
on the .̂project is thê ^ cptinty, 
deparfmerii" of public rwwks' 
which is slated to dh-ect the 
construction of the system 
it goes ahead. 

Last month the village 
Novi adopted a resolution call­
ing for planning of the sewer 
lines in Novi — contingent 
upon Walled L,ake's Intentions 
and upon a satisfactory con 
tract with the engineering 
firm, Johnson and Anderson, 
Inc. 

The proposed sewer system, 
which would include a disposal 
plant in Novi — soulh of the 
lake, would serve Wailed Lake 
and part of Novi. Because of 

this arrangement, pi'operty | cent, Viiiage Administrator 
owners in Walled Lake would 
share equally in the cost, while 
Novi property owners using 
the system would pay Iheir 
share under special assess­
ment. 

An estimated 1,000 property 
owners in Walled Lake and 800 
in Novi would be served by 
the sewer system. The two 
communities would shai'e the 
cost on the basis of CO-40 per-

Haroid Ackley pointed out. 
Under the long range plans 

envisioned by Novi, the pro­
posed disposal plant eventual-
ly would be abandoned when 
another proposed sewer line 
from Ihe south is extended 
Iliroiigh Novi to the Walled 
Lake area. 

The initial part of the latter 
sewer system currently is at a 
standstill, pending decisions on 

a number of easements in Ihe 
village and township of Novi 
and the City of Norlhviile. 
Easements must still be ob-
ifained for Ihree parcels of 
land In Novi, three in the town­
ship and six in Northville. 

Condemnation proceedings 
for these are in the offing. 

This initial system would 
give Novi 2,900 taps in the 
Wayne county Middle Rouge 
system.

Those properly owners who 
paid their share of the cosl in 
cash will be refunded in cash, 
and those who are paying over 
the five-year period will re­
ceive the reduction in the final 
installation.

ings to determine the need for 

project, to actually ap­
prove the work and order an 
assessment roll and finally to
