But last week end (with some encouragement
from my wife) I attended two performances of
Shakespeare’s works at Stratford, Ontario. We saw
“Comedy of Errors” and “Troilus and Cressida”.

One does not have to be a student of English
literature or the Shakespearean theater to recog-
nize that here is a highly professional production.
And I am not confining this observation to the
magnificent theater and its expert Thespians
alone.

Instead, | refer to the undertaking as a com-
munity project. Thousands of people from
throughout Canada and the northeastern United
States flock to Stratford.

They see Shakespeare, as well as other clas-
sics, performed at its very best — in a theater that
must approach perfection in its design and ac-
commodations,

They pay up to $5 for their tickets. And, in
what must have been the real convincer to the
merchant who couldn’t care less about Shake-
speare, they stay in town fo eat, sleep, shop and
spend thousands of dollars.

1 have never seen such a small community so
busy. There was not a single motel or hotel room
available; the restaurants, gift shops, soda foun-
tains and drug stores were filled with customers.

In short, the town hums with activity during
the June 17 to September 28 season, the eleventh
in the history of the theater.

Stratford, however, is not allowing itself to
become a commercial, carnival-like attraction. 'It
gives as well as receives.

. Its community is clean, its shops neat and at-

tractive, the clerks courteous, its rivers and parks

. meticulously landscaped. What's more, it is not

complacent. It is planning further improvements

Properly owners origtnally
petitioned the council for pav-
Ing. more than a year ago,
whereupon it held public hear-
ings to determine the need for
the project, to actually ap-
prove the work and order an
assessment roll and finally to

approve the roil and make ap-

plication for bonding permis-
sion.

But before the finance com-
mission had considered the ap-
plication, the state supreme
court threw out all pending spe-
cial assessments when it ruled
a portion of the special assess-
ment statute unconstitutional.

So the village had to repeat
all three public hearings. be-
fore it could resubmit the ap-
plication’ under the new ruling.

In recent weeks I've heard, either directly or
indirectly, several youngsiers apply for work,
With summer vacation half over they’d like
{0 earn some money before returning to college.

Frankly, I resent these inquiries.

It’s commendable that a youngster wishes to
earn money for college, but where was he in June
and July?

The fact is, too many seek employment as a
“fill in” for their own convenience — and then
complain that they “can’t find work” when the
business-world doesn’t stop and adjust 1ts sched-
ule to fit their plans.

It's been my impression that a genuine desire
to work is the biggest single “missing link”,

This was somewhat confirmed by an article
this week in U.S. News & World Report .concern-
ing young people without jobs.

It casts a new light on the oft-heard statement
that there are great numbers of teen-agers unable
to find work.

The inquiring reporters talked with prospec-
tive employers, government officials handling em-
ployment problems and employment agencies in
New York, Washington, Detroit and San Francis-

Co.

Admittedly there are nearly one million teen.
agers looking for work, but they’re mighty choos.
ey.

It was found that unskilled jobs are going
unclaimed; that restaurants, hotels, farmers in
harvest season, homeowners with odd jobs and
cities with clean-up details complain of chronic
shortages.

v Here are some of the observations from vari-
ous job-placement officials:

— yard work is considered too hard too
sweaty;

— Parents often iall children not to seek jobs
during summer's hot months — or encourage
them to quit jobs to take a long summer vacation;

— A Detroit firm seeking 50 salesmen for ice
cream filled only half the jobs;

— Another Detroit employment service re-
ports an abundance of door-to-door selling jobs;

— A shoe-repair shop in Washington can’t
get help because “nobody wants to be a cobbler”;

— A young girl in New York quit a filing
clerk job at $60 a week hecause she had gotten
bored after three days;

— A 375 a week clerk-typist making $15-per-
week more than her previous job quit because
“they kept me going from 9 until 5;

— Jobs lacking “stalus’ are often rejected;
a clerk-typist’s joh might be passed up for the title
of “administrative assistant”, even at lower pay;

~— One New York girl was quite willing to
work, but she had something creative in mind —
she wanted a job suggesting to Leonard Bernstein
what music he .should play.

The employment experts didn’t blame the
youngsters entirely. They pointed to over-protec-
tive parents, and an insistence by parents that
children take college-preparatory work rather
than business or vocational courses.

Attention to mental health
problems at the Ilocal - level
brings {ogether the many. peo-
ple involved in the ‘*‘public
interest” professions.

For example, a community
mental board might contract
with the psychiatric unil of a
Jocal general hospital to pro-
vide intensive, short-term in-
patient service for the acutely
mentally ill. )

State funds would ‘match the
community  expenditures if
such a program met state
standards for service.

- The board might also find an
entirely new service is neces-
sary to meet the community’s
needs. In this case also, if state
standards were met, up to 60
percent of the cost would be
paid for from state funds. "

The best estimates available

indicate that as many as 75
percent of the acutely mental-
ly ill can be saved from long-
ferm state mental hospitaliza-
tion if intensive :inpatient ser-
vices are provided at the local
IeveI .
" Communities a]ready are
spending money on mental
health because:each county is
responsible for the first year
cost of an individual hospital-
ized in a stale institution.

Under the new_act, officials
estimate much of this money
could be put into the commun-
ity programs because of the
anticipated decrease in state
commitments if local facilities
were available.
