P l a n n i n g Y o u r T o m o r r o w 

Babson Park, Mass., — It is 
amazing lo me how many peo 
pie today seem quite happy to 
"live It up'' willlout any re­
gard for their pocketbooks. 
Our so-called "welfare state" 
has made people take the proh-
lems of unemployment and old 
age security far too lightly. 

When I talk lo young peo 
pie, I find they are giving little 
or no thought to their finan-
cial futures. The result is that 
they never accumulate even 
the few dollars they need to 
start them along the road to 
sensible budgeting and a pro-
gram of successful invest­
ment. 
Thrifty Men Come Out Ahead 

My falher — I have never 
forgotten — used to warn me 
that the man who spends less 
than he gets will be an em­
ployer, but that the man who 
constantly spends all that he 
gets will always be an em­
ployee. The importance of sav-
ing, my father insisted, was in 
no way related to how much a 
man had or how much he 
brought home on payday. He 
believed that -a poor man who 
saved something was far wis-
er than a wealthy man who 
had no system of saving what­
soever. 

I liave often thought about 
my father's words. And I have 
noticed lhat partners In busl 
ness and partners in married 
life always get along better 
when they have some cash in 
the bank. A great many of 
life's troubles begin when bills 
come in and there is nothing 
to pay them with. I decided 
when I was sli l l very young 
that. I would rather tell my 
dollars where to go than ask 
where they had gone. 

ABC of Independence 
Stfep' number one in begin-

ning an investment program is 
to. set .aside some of your In-
come every single week. This 
involves budgeting regularly 

and intelligently, putting fhst 
things first. It is obvious, for 
example, that it is better to 
pay the grocer than the doc-
tor, even, though food costs 
may be fairly high. Household 
labor costs and general ex­
penses are also high today, 
plus insurance, taxes', repairs, 
etc. But oftentimes children 
or other members of the fatn-
ily can help lessen expenses 
by doing more of the chores 
and-or by bringulg in some 
extra money from outside jobs. 

M y observations-of present 
conditions indicate that a man 
with a family of four brhighig 
home earnings of $5,000 (after 
income and social security tax 
es) ought to try to hold his 
living costs under 85% of that 
total. About 43% would go for 
food and clothing, and 39% for 
housing and h-ansportaUon. I 
have said before — and I still 
believe It is true — that many 
families are paying too much 
for transportation. This is par-
ticularly true of those in the 
lower income brackets. Unless 
they buy more for cash and 
buy less on credit, they will' 
never get started on a sensi 
ble financial basis for the fu-

Even wilh reasonable allow 

ances "for ibfehevolence iind 
church,and for personal and 
mlsceiiaiieous ltehls, • there 
should s t i l l he, at least,,S%, left 
for insurance, savhlgs 'ac-" 
counts, and investments, — or, 
more specifically, about $250. 
I heartily advise you to put 
half this amount into life in­
surance and the other half i n ­
to savings. Starting on such a 
tight budget, I would definitely 
not make any provisions at 
this tmie for speculative invest-
ment. „ '

A common complaint to the 
consumer protection division 
in recent years has involved 
(loor-to-door furnace repair and 
cleaning solii:itors. Advice on 
repairs or replacement of a 
heating unit have frequently in­
duced homeowners to spend 
money unnecessarily, unit 
spokesmen said. 

By checking the condition of 
your furnace before cold wea 
ther causes an emergency, 
you can compare cstimtes of 
competitors and be moi'e sure 
the work you pay for is neces 
sary.

The armed forces, universi-
tics and industry researchers 
working on cutting down acci-
dents say it is the way many 
drivers use their eyes lhat 
causes them to "miss seeing" 
oncoming vcliieles. 

You may have had the ex­
perience yourself while pulling 
out from a parking space, or 
passing an intersection. Sud­
denly, as if out ol nowhere, 
another car is just THERE. 
You thought you looked and 
yet saw nothing. Your eyes 
momentarily fooled you. 

What happens lii such cases 
is lhat wc use 100 much of our 
"peripheral" or side vision in­
stead of looking at the source 
of danger directly through our 
clear central vision. 

Look directly, left and right, 
and Ihrough the rear view mir­
ror for rear approaches when 
caution demands it. It's sound 
practice, too, to keep your eyes 
inoving, especially at night 
when they have a tendency to 
stare. And sight beyond the 
headlights for shapes if the 
visibility is poor. And next to 
your own eyes, watch the eyes 
of pedestrians and other driv­
ers. They're keys to where 
they might move unexpectedly. 

Safety checks show that al­
most thirty percent of all head-
lights arc improperly aimed, 
resulting Iii strain to oiicoin-
ing cars and reduced vision 
for llie driver. If y0u arc in 
d0ubt about yoiir lights, bring 
your car in for a check. If 
lliey need reaiming, llie charge 
is very iiomlnal.

The two other com-
missloiicrs are Sol l.omcrson 
who is serving bis seventh 
term as chairman, and Ro­
bert 0. Felt, a l5-ycar veteran 
of the cominlssion. 

The junior parhler in this in-
(lustry pushed asitie his paper 
work this week Jong enough to 
discuss his new job and rem­
inisce. 

"It's a different kind of job,' 
Staman said, "a real chal­
lenge every day. Hoads have 
been vei-y importailt even back 
to the days of the Roman Em 
pire, but their importance to-
day is so much greater aild it 
will be even more so tomor­
row." 

Staman pointed out that no 
nation has even dreamed of the 
huge public works program 
now underway in the United 
States. He referred to a $41 
billion national progra^ii that 
hopefully will be completed by 
1972, he said, and Michigan is 
leading the wav. 

On a smaller scale, but ilev-
erlheless a vast one, Oakland 
county's road program is it-
self growing rapidly. Last 
year's county program, he 
pointed out, was 42-percent 
greater than in l M l — and 
l2fl-percent greater than five 
years ago! And this year's pro-
gram will be even greater, pri­
marily because of assistance 
through the federal go\2rn-
ment's matching funds pro-
gram. 

But with so great a network 
of roads in ' the coiinty, < ven 
today's program is hardly a 
dent in what milst be done he 
added quickly 

Because the road c0mmi3-
sion's projects are so nur er-
ous, the commission has ii iti-
tuted a bonding • procedure so 
that more of tomorrow's roads 
can be built today, he-expUln--
ed. Without borrowing, modey 
against anticipated income, he 
said, many - projects ^ would 
have lo be delpyed.",'This w^y • 
we can pi'o vide -ahdVsen Ice . 
roads that the public can; use 
today" 

Except for matching- mon ss 
of townships, the commiss in 
treasury is almost entirely lhe : 
result of funds provided • 
through gas weight taxes chan- -
neled to lhe county by the • 
slate highway department.'-
County appropriations for lhe' 
commission — which until, a 
few years ago totalled $lOO,000 . 
— has been at least temporari-
ly discontinued. 

The fact lhat the lion's share f 
of the commission's annual in-
come is from the state high-
way department accounts for 
the concern voiced by munlcl- '•• 
pal road departmeilts over the 
possible decrease that could 
take place under the new state 
Constitution, Staman explain- . 
ed. 

(It has been nimored that 
some of this money may some-
day be used to help supporl the 
State Police department). 

As a matter of fact, said .> 
Staman, the percentage of the ' 
road tax money for the state 
highway departinent has been 
increased somewhat to help 
pay for the inter-state high-
way building program, thus 
decreasing funds to the coun-
ties. 

Michigan Is second to none 
in this program, Staman said 
proudly, but the elnphasis on 
lnter-state and super highways 
withhl the state may have its 
adverse upon other roads. 

Matorisls can get t0 0ne 
|)lace 10 another on the super-
Illghways, but what happens 
when they gel off them? They 
want good roads there, too." 

Staman, who considers high-
way safety as one of the most 
important factors in the work 
of - the commission, indicated 
that super highways may be 
hidireclly responsible for the 
alarming increase in traffic 
fatalities. 

''The expressways are saf-
er, I'm sure. Drivers are able 
to get from one place to an-
olher quickly. But once they 
get off the expressways they 
keep right on speeding, forget­
ting that safety conditions hisve changed. It's just d theo-

ryvof mine, but it's something 
that-must be considered." . 

Each of the three commis-
si0ners-are responsible for par­
ticular di^artments within the 
organization:- Staman, for ex-
ample. Is In charge of engineer-
InV purchasing, .accounting, 
mi}, primary roads. All Ihree 
men, liowcver, work together 

in all of these areas. Others 
departmental areas include 
plant facilities, personnel, lo-
cal roads, projects, legal, and 
right-of-way. 

The latter, according to Sta 
man, is one of the most diffi­
cult and certainly one of the 
most painful jobs. New roads 
excite and please people until 
the commission attempts to se-
cui^ right-of-ways, he said. 

All of which brought Sta­
man to this comparison be­
tween his present job and that 
as township supervisor. All 
municipal officials are suh 
ject to criticism; ihey learn 
to expect it. But on the town­
ship level, complaints and crit­
icism are more personal. 
They're aimed at the Individ 
ual. At the county level com­
plaints are less personal, aim­
ed instead at the department, 
not one individual. 

The commissioner admitted 
that complaints arc soinetiines 
iistlflcd, "We aren't all per-

: ect; we Just try to do the best 
ob wc can." 

ter weather cannot he predict­
ed accurately, budgets are 
sometimes ripped apart by se­
vere snows and ice. An unex­
pected severe winter can upset 
building plans for the next 
year, he said. 

For example, Ihree years 
ago lhe commission expended 
$34,000 for salt and sand dur­
ing the peak winter months. 
But two years ago that cost 
skyrocketed to $260,000 be-
cause of the unusually heavy 
winter ice and snow. 

And salt and sand are not 
the only cosls that increase or 
decrease with the weather. 
Workmen must be alerted and 
pressed into extra service, 
equipment must be serviced 
and used, and a host of other 
details must be attended to — 
all of which affect the budget­
ed income. 

Wilh such a mountain of 
work to do ond wilh limited 
funds wilh which lo do it, why 
doesn't the county appropriate 
money for this work? 

"They have done it in the 
One of the biggest problems, past, but it's not as easy as 

facing the commission each 
year is weather. Because win 

that. Because most of the 
roads that we maintain are lo-

cated in the townships, — cit­
ies and villages that maintain 
their own roads don't like to 
be taxed for road maintenance 
elsewhere. They feel that if 
they must pay for building and 
maintaining their own roads, 
townships should do the same." 

As a matter of fact, ista-
man. said, the commission de-
pends upon townships to help 
service local roads. The com-
mission will expend only that 
amount of money matched by 
the townships for construe-
tion of local roads, bridge's, 
etc: This share-the-cost sys-
tem is necessary because un-
der the road tax foi-mula, the 
county receives most of, its 
money for primai-y roads, 
which represents less than a 
third of the roads under the 
jurisdiction of tile county, he 
said. 

Despite the problems and 
responsibilities, the former No-
vi supervisor is enthusiastic 
about his new job. "The ehal-
lenges ai-e fascinating,'' he 
said returning to his paper 
work. "There's something hew 
every day"

Approximately 200 eyes scan­
ned the sky Sunday from be­
hind a roped-off ai-ea in a 
field near Six Mile and Beck 
i-oads, watching aii'planes twist 
and turn through a pre-deter-
mined pattern. 

. Sometimes, part of an air­
craft failed and a plane plum­
meted to earth in the nearby 

J woods. Although thei-e was 
:some show of alarm, there was 
little concern-with loss of hu-
'man life. 

That's because no one was 
piloting the, planes for this 
was the Flying Robots Radio 
Control club's model airplane 
contest. 

Some 20 odd persons were 
entered in the contest, hosted 
by the Flying Robots, a group 
of model airplane enthusiasts 
fi'om Norlhviile and surround 
ing communities. 

The objective of each con-
testant is to manuever his 
plane thi'ough a course to pick 
up a perfect total of 35 points. 

To do so, the contestant 
inust know his craft, reckon 
with wind and send his craft 
thi'oiigh, a series of straight 
lines, a loop and finally, a fig-, 
ure eight. 

What's more, he must be a 
sharp shooter to bring the 
plane home within a lO-foot cir-

cle within a limit of seven 
minutes. 

Northville residents have a 
vested interest in the contest 
and the fate ot the club. 

Two Norlhviile men compet­
ed in the event, Dick Myers 
and Ken Morse. 

Two other Northville men 
are honorary and life members 
of the cliib. They are the Lap-
haili brothers, Chuck and Jim. 
Active in past years, Jim has 

not entered any contests this 
year. He is the owner of sev-
eral model planes, however. 

The home field for members 
of the club is the old Stinson 
Aircraft test strip, the site ot 
Sunday's contest. Owned by 
Mrs. Beth Lapham, she donat­
ed the field for club activities. 

Furthermore, former mem­
ber Fred Casterline and Al 
Vrandenburg, who is still ac­
tive, were two of the four foun­

ders of the Flying Robots in 
1952. 

Since then, the i-adic con-
li'olled model aircraft have 
come a long way. As Vi-anden-
bui-g pointed out, "the planes 
are lOO times better," mainly 
as a result of the development 
of transistorized tubes. This 
makes for smaller, compact 
and more vei'satile model 
planes, Vrandenburg noted. 

But the cost of opei'ating a 

plane has not significantly di­
minished. Fi'om a minimum ot 
?l50, the transmitter, receiver, 
fuel system and the body may 
cost as much as $500 to $600. 

Nevertheless, enthusiasm for 
radio contf'olled model air­
plane flying seems to be grow­
ing. "Our membership now to-
tals 33," President Andy Kel­
ler of Plymouth said, "and 
evei'y one enjoys the activi-
ties."

We'll probably never find a way to eliminate 
Jlighway traffic deaths. But it should be the goal 
of every driver of a motor vehicle. 

It is difficult to imagine a more useless cost 
of life — to save a second, win a race, as a result 
of weariness or over-in(!ulgence. 

Traffic safety experts are alarmed at the spi-
railing statistics in Michigan. A n d they dread the 
thought of the slaughter that can take place over 
the Labor Day week end. 

In emphasizing the ever-increasing traffic 
accident problem, P. Granger Weil , editor of the 
Port Huron Times and a member of the Traffic 
Safety Committee for the Michigan Press asso­
ciation for the past 10 years, has written a series of 
articles for weekly newspapers. 

In an earlier appeal he called for an end to 
"slap-on-the-wrist" sentences handed down in 
traffic courts. A n d he notes that the fault doesn't 
lie entirely with our judges, but with the general 
public. He also has asked for some uniformity in 
sentencing "tempering justice with mercy, but 
not with maudlin or political considerations." 

In the latest article by the Port Huron editor 
a call is made for a special session of the legisla­
ture to meet the state's traffic emergency. 

His concern is the result of many years of 
close association with state traffic pr(jblems. It's 
worth our cons iderat ion—on Labor Day and ev­
ery day we drive our cars. 

Michigan needs swift, courageous action on the part; 
of its officialdom to halt promiscuous blood-letting on our' 
highways. 

If the trend for this year continues, roughly one of 
every 10 Michigan drivers will have an accident — one in 
20 will be injured — one in every 2,500 will die in traffic. 

In my boolt this is an emergency situation calling for 
Immediate and drastic action, namely, a special session of 
the legislature. 

The traffic problem has been getting more complicat­
ed since 1958 when fatalities hit their lowest postwar level 
— 1,382. More cars, more drivers, more travel have ag­
gravated the situation. 

But accidents do not have to happen. They are caus­
ed — and almost always by a driver, or two drivers, ill-
equipped ,to travel on high-speed freeways, uninformed 
about traffic regulations and the limitations of the vehi­
cle, grossly negligent or momentarily careless behind the 
wheel, any one of which deficiencies can cause a life to 
be snuffed out, a body to be racked unceasingly by pain. 

Michigan was in a similar accident situation • in the 
early 1950s. Accidents spiralled up until 2,016 persons wore 
l̂ illed In 1955. 

Substantial measures were imperative to holt the holo­
caust and ihey were-forthcoming! 

A special session of the State Legislature,was called 
then and out of this came o number of highly important 
meosures that bent bock the rising trend ond made Michi­
gan highways substantially safer for a number of years. 
These measures included 200 additional Michigan Stot'3 
troopers, a central driver license file to keep a historical 
record of the violations of all Michigan drivers, o high, 
school driver education program, an absolute 65-mile per 
hour speed limit and establishment of the Michigan State 
University Highway Traffic Safety Center. 

. Michigan needs the same bold action today. The im­
petus from the 1955 traffic safety package has ground to 
a holt. Michigan today octuolly has fewer State Police 
troopers on highway patrol than in 1957. It is encouraging 
to note that Governor Romney and safety authorities re­
cently discussed the request for more State troopers, bet­
ter driver licensing procedures, compulsory vehicle inspec­
tion, strengthened high school driver education programs 
and reactivation of the Michigan State University Safety 
Center. 

There have been numerous discussions. 
. Now we-have to face tacts head on. 

Time, cold cosh and lives are being wasted with every 
day of delay. 

i , . Let's cut the preliminaries and get down to brass 
tacks. 

Michigan Mirror 

S t a t e T o u r i s t s S p e n d $ 6 8 0 M i l l i o n 

Summer's end marks the 
coilclusion of the vacation and 
touring season for many peo­
ple, but the Michigan tourist 
industry provides year-around 
attractions. 

The Industry, ranking among 
the top three contributors to 
Michigan's economy, realized 
an estimated $680 million from 
tourists in 1962. 

Indications that this business 
will increase are pointed to by 
the Michigan Tourist Council. 
Council officers note that by 
1975 the nation's population 
will .reach an estimated 230 
million. 

At the same time, the aver-
age family hicome is supposed 
to rise to $7,500 per year. 
More people with more money 
means there will be more leis-
ure time and a resulting in 
crease for the Michigon tourist 
industry. 

Tourist Council spokesmen 
say studies hidicale that with 
iroper promotion tourism can 
ie a billion dollar industry hl 
Micbigao and account lor 
100,000 new Jobs within tbe 
next 10 years. 

Ample room to relax in state 
parks, torests, and county and 
city parks; the abundance of 

game lor the hunter; the 
many lakes, rivers aiid 
streams for the fisherman and 
swimming-boating enthusiasts; 
the largest number of ski cent­
ers in the nation; and a high-
way network ranking among 
the finest. These are the main 
attractions in Michigan's fav­
or. 

The future, then depends 
largely on what the Council 
calls "proper promotion." 

One of the widest promotion 
gimmicks in use today is the 
state license plate which boasts 
Michigan is the "Water Woil 
derland." This is backed up 
by the fact that the state has 
four times the water area of 
any other state. 

In all, Michigan boasts l,l94 
square miles of inland water 
and 38,075 square miles of 
Great Lakes water area. The 
Great Lakes shoreline around 
Michigan covers 3,l2l miles, 
forming the outline for the gi­
ant mitten and Northern Pen­
insula in which some 11,037 in­
land lakes and 36,350 miles of 
rivers and streams are bound­
ed. 

Local promotions and region­
al boasting probably draw as 

any combined effort. The Soo 
Locks, Mackinac Bridge, Sleep-
ing Bear sand dunes, Tah-
quamenon Falls, "Greenfield 
Village, and countless other lo 
cal attractions are available. 

The Tourist Council will be 
encouraging local promotion 
to boost Michigan's proud in 
dustry lo its full potential in 
the future. 

Legislative committees form­
ed to serve ln the interim be 
tween tlie 1903 and 1964 ses­
sions will have their work cut 
out for them in tlic last few 
months of tbe year. 

Each committee is responsi-
ble for submitting a report of 
its work to tile Legislature ear­
ly in the 1964 session. 

In addition several of the 
working units still are conduct­
ing various studies. 

The legislators, of course, 
are expected to be on hand for 
the special September session. 

Hearings arc scheduled in 
various cities around the slate, 
however, by a number of com­
mittees. These include the min­
imum wage study group and 
tourist industry committee. 

Presence of key legislators, 

committees, could be very im­
portant during the tax discus-
sions at the special session.

Automation is finding its 
place in state government op­
erations as well as in private 
industry. 

The Civil Service Commis­
sion's annual report shows that 
uses of machine scoring and 
an electronic computer to 
speed up the examination pro-
cess was a valuable expert-

During 1962 a computer was 
used to score' and prhlt exam­
ination results, making pos-
sible a great acceleration in 
making employments lists 
available to state agencies 
seeking workers. 

With some 57,359 persons 
taking civil service examina­
tions in 1962, it can easily be 
seen how use of electronic pro­
cesses could make the task 
easier and more efficient. 

Plans call for continued ren­
tal of the giant computer and 
use of additional lime-saving 
machines. The Commission will 
get another scoring machine 
capable of reading ordinary 
pencil mark answers by a light 
sensing process. 

In addition to saving time in 
checking examinations, the 
computers to be used will au­
tomatically notify job appli­
cants of their scores, and will 
perform an item analysis of 
the examination content. The 
latter will give Coriimission 
staff members a constant eval­
uation ot the test material. 

During the current year, and 
probably into 1964, Civil Ser­
vice use ot the computers will 
continue to be on an experi­
mental basis. Every indication 
is that the man-replacing ma­
chines will be an integral part 
of the man-seeking pi-ocess in 
slate government.

a spate of questions from read-
ers about what to do with old 
and apparently worthless stock 
certificates that have been 
found. around the house. How 
can they be sure, they want to 
know, whether or not these 
stocks have any value at ali? 

My'lh-st advice to such peo-
pie is' not to let go of such 
hivestments for any amount 
unlil they check every possible 
source of information about 
tbe companies bivolved. 

I remember some years ago 
that a Wall Street banker ask-
ed me if I would help him get 
some "worthless" stocks from 
readers of my column for a 
few pennies per certificate 
(not per share), looking in 
the situation, I found that 49 
out of 50 certificates bought 
by this broker turned out lo be 
actually worthless, BUT one 
out of every 50 might be worth 
as much as $1,000. This us-
uaily was a certificate needed 
by a company to dissolve or 
consolidate without any out-
standing obligations or c0mpli' 
cations. 

While I am in no position, 
of course, to tell my readers 
exactly whal to de in such sit-
ualions, I still insist lhat you 
should not throw away any 
certificate just because some 
member of the family or some 
other "helpful" persons says 
it is valueless. 

Probably the best bet is to 
show it lo your regular bank­
er. He will know how 10 go 
about checking on the current

You will find that lots of 
your ''worthless" certificates 
that turn up in desk drawers 
or in your attic represent old 
mhling companies. Maybe 
they never were any good, or 
perhaps they were issued by 
mmes lhat petered oul. Some 
companies didn't have the 
jnoney lo dissolve legally, so 
perhaps they let some rancher 
pay the taxes for the right lo 
use the land. And so the com­
pany was forgotten after stock­
holders were loid that it had 
"passed oul.'' 

But I can remember, for ex-
ample, some histanccs In the 
lgSO's when uranium was 
found on such lands, wilh an 
increase from, say, $5 an 
acre to $50,000 an acre result­
ing. 

Maybe an oldtlmer who re­
calls the company gets himself 
a list of original slockholdei's 
and writes to them offering 
$10 a share for their certifi­
cates. Most families still hav-
ing the certificates are prob­
ably glad to get $10 a share. 
What they don't know is lhat 
the shares may now be worth 
as much as $1,000 because of 
the new-found uranium. Who 
can tell what new changes 
might come about for such un­
dissolved companies? 

I have often urged people 
who move from one address lo 
anolher lo be sure to write any 
company whose slock they 
hold and let them know of the 
change. If you have some 

worthless" stock, spend 
cents on a postage stamp and 
take the lime lo write a letter 
giving your new address. If 
you move too many times and 
such shifts are not reported, a 
company gels back the letters 
they send to you — marked 

unknown" --- and aflei' a lime 
the firm puts you down on ils 
records as "deceased." 

My family for some time 
had large holdings in a na­
tional retail corporation. At 
one lime this firm has had 
nearly lOO stockholders who 
could not be located. It may 
sound unlikely, but you actual 
ly might be one ot these stock­
holders. There must be hun 
ment. 
dreds of olher companies wilh 
tlie same difficulty. 

And don't forget that such 
stocks can double or triple ln 
value, and you may not be 
found to be given yoiu- just 
share hi the profits. Don't let 
that happen to you or your 
lamily. 

While on this subject, let me 
wai-n you nol to rush to sell 
bonds lhat you hold when they 
default. The price of the bond 
may plummet from par to 50 
cents or so on the dollar, but 
l have seen many such bonds 

climb back up to $1,000 in the 
course of years. I remember 
that Sheraton Hotel chain 
bonds sold at $1,000 before the 
turn of the century, then they 
defaulted and fell to around 
$200 where they remained for 
years. 

Long after that, a- courage­
ous and imaginative financier 
named Ernest Henderson show­
ed his faith in the hotel busi­
ness by buying up these ."un­
desirable" bonds. Since that 
time Uley have, of course, 
been paid oft at par.

Concerned w i t h the 
growing incidence of Van­
dalism and wanton des­
truction involving child­
ren, Novi police officers 
this week issued a stern 
warning to parents. 

"It's getting worse all 
the time, especially in the 
Willowbrook and Walled 
Lake areas," explained 
Patrolman A l Olson, who 
last week Thursday eve­
ning spent more than two 
hours lecturing parents of 
.delinquent minors. 

"Our difficulty," Olson said, 
"is lhat a good share of the 
parents refuse to believe that 
their childi'en 'are involved and 
do little to prevent reoccur-
ence." 

He and other policemen urg­
ed parents lo — 

-be open-minded abolil theif 
children's behavior and not 
automatically disbelieve re­
ports of police; 

—be inquisitive about the 
activitle.s of their childi'en — 
particularly afler dark; 

—be more positive with dis­
cipline, not threatening disci­
pline but pi'omising it and 
then car.-ying through on sec­
ond offenses; 

—report suspicions involvng 
youngsters who may be throw­
ing rocks, stealing, or general­
ly causing properly damage. 

Admitting that tbe police dc- ' 
partment has in llic past been 
"pretty lenient',' wilh young 
children biit with Utile success, 
officers warned Ihdt"we're go­
ing to crack down on Ihem 
beginning right now." 

Police officers gave these 
as e.xamples of lhe type of 
juvenile problems: 

—More and more youngsters 
are disobeying the viiiage and 
slate curfew laws, staying oui 
after Midnight. Unless accom-
panied by their parents chil-
dren under 17 may not stay 
out after Midnight. 

—Youngsters ai'e both care­
less — and some of them de­
liberately malicious — in the 
use of air rifles or beebe guns. 
Recently, a young girl was hit 
just below the eye, car win­
dows have been damaged, and 
homes peppered with pellets. 

—Small truck fai'mers are 
plagued by young boys — and 
some girlp — who steal vegeta 
bles and then toss Ihem at 
houses ahd cars or litter pri­
vate property. 

—Young children arc caught 
wllh matches iind, in a few in 
stances, have (ried to burn or 
torch private property. 

—Rocks ai'e being thrown at 
car and house windows, en­
dangering the lives of motor-
ists and homeowners alike. 

In some instances, police ex­
plained, damages are caused 
by children living outside Novi. 
To combat this problem, out­
side youngsters who are ap. 
pi'elleiided are given "proba­
tionary" orders lo stay out of 
lhe village up to ono year or 
face commilment to a juvenile 
Home. 

Many of the youngsters in­
volved In property damage 
cases, Police Chief Lee BeGole 
pointed out. do nol confoi-m lo 
the generally accepted hood­
lum type. In lhe fii'st place, 
Ihey are. too young. In the sec­
ond, Ihoy generahy come from 
'"good" families who simply 
caniloi believe lhat their chil­
dren would behave in this man­
ner.

He specifically noted .that the 
council, ,in considering the 
sign ordinance, should hot base 
its decision on whether or not 
a property owner ought to 
have the right to lease sign 
properly to help raise money 
for taxes.. 

On the other hand. Young, 
.who -led • the, • afficraatiye's 
thinking, contended • that tHe 
larger signs in many cases are 
moi-e attractive than the.small­
er ones. H6 added also, that 
signs of l50-square feet 'or 
smaller are difficult to read .by 
passing motorists. 
Considered alone a l50-square 

foot sign may seem large, hut 
to the passing motorist thev 
appear "pretty small," he 
said. Smaller signs, he pointed 
out, may in fact become dan 
gerous. if the motorist must 
strain his attention away from 
the road. 

Andei'son defended the prop-
erly owner, pointing out lhat 
he must pay taxes- on land 
that may have littie other pur­
pose. By leasing property for 
signs, he indicatefd, the prop­

most councilmen lhat experts 
be hired for the tree removal 
job rather than hire com-
mon labor to assist the dc-
partment of public works.

Ackley estimated: that rc-
movai of 'all dead or dying 
treeSj- in Novi could. concelv-
ably cost between $20,000 and 
$25,000, However, he added 
that only part of this number 
of trees is hazardous and ne^d 
be removed immediately. 

hl his report lo the council. 
Attorney Bond noted lhat the 
motion of the Wayne Disposal 
company to require the vil-. 
lage lo compile aiid certify 
records on appeal has been 
denied by the Supreme Coiirt. 

(Wayne Disposal is seeking 
a Supreme Court ruling on jits 
appeal in circuit court' cfin-
corning the long-disputed land-
fill operation on 12 Mile rofid). 

It was also pointed 'Out lhat 
c o n d e m n alien proceedings 
have been 'initialed in Oak-
land and - Wayne counties 
against property owners in' the 
area who own land through 
which right-of-way for sev̂ er 
lines is being sought. 

The attorney also banded 
down an opinion that lhe vil-
lage can legally use money 
remaining in Ihc Willowbrdok 
paving contingency lulid for 
resurfacing of culdcsfics — 
provided Ihe work benefits dl-
rcctly Ihe property owners In-
volved in Ihc spciiiai assess-
ment. 

Ackley then pointed out tlint 
bids for this work are belng 
sought and. If they arc unsatis-
factory, the village will pre-
pare the culdesacs for work 
next spring. 

Earlier he had said that Iho 
surplus money probably woiild 
be relurned lo the property 
owners. 

Other business included au-
thorizatlon by the council for 
Ackley and perhaps a member 
of the planning board 10 atlerid 
a September 9 meeting of lhe 
Huron River Inlcr-County Gov-
enlmental Watershed commit-
tee in Aijn Arbor. Discussion-
of proposed legislation 1$ plan­
ned. . 

Two Warrants for bills were 
appi'oved for payment, includ­
ing one for $5,802 and another 
for $3,080.
