Since then our seven-year-
old has been removing teeth
as easily as picking dandg-
lions. And the good fairy con-
tinues to parlay epamels in-

. lo hard cash — and she’s
still naming her own prices,
too, Worse still, that imag-

inary crealure has begun to
spread her words of wisdom
to our other children. So we
now have a house-full of
youngsters, who make a daily
practice of testing soundness
of their teeth. And they've
taken to bragging that the
good fairy will give them
bigger rewards.

Five children, Each with
a mouthful of teeth,

Anyone with just a simple
knowledge of arithmetic can
appreciate the dangers of
permitting this unwelcomed
guest to stay on indefinitely
— particularly now that this
freeloader has begun to drop
hints about the inalienable
right of every child to a
healthy allowance.

All of which brings me to
Robert Paul Smith’s now
famous Law of Allowances:
“An allowance is a sum of
money freely given to a child
under normal circumstances
to purchase anything which
his parents would in no way
allow him lo buy.”

In a special report pub-
lished some time ago, Smith
conlended that allowances
have become big business in
the United States. ‘‘Because
of the cupidity of the kids,”
he said, “and the competi-
tiveness and blockheaded-
ness of us parents, more and
more of the national wealth is
pouring info grimy pockels
where it nestles alongside
four marbles, a scout knife
with two broken blades, six
feet of fishing line, a dead
frog and a matchbook from
Harold’s Club in Reno, Ne-
/ vada.”

Smith disputes the stale-
ment that about 70 percent
of the cabbage in our Re-
public is controlled by wo-
men. “The [act is,” he de-
clared, “that at least 50 per-
cent of the cash in the coun-
lry today is ungainfully em-
ployed in piggy banks, dime
banks, and strongboxes of
American children,”

That Smith is no dummy.

Babson Park, Mass., — No-
body sensibly thinks that we
are not affected by heredity.
It is fundamenial, and has
existed for all the thousands
of generations that have pre-
ceded us,

But, we have come from so
many generations that it is
absolutely impossible to pick
out any one person and say
that this is “the one” from
whom we have descended.
Therefore, although we must
recognize that the life of each
of us is affected by one or
more previous generations, it
is absolutely silly for us to at-
tempt to single oul any in-
dividual as responsible for our
inherited characteristics,
There is, of course, no ques-
tion but that our mother’s
blood came to us through the
umbilical cord, and no doubt
we were very much influenced
by what our mother was think-
ing about during the nine
months preceding our birth.
She, in turn, was largely in-
fluenced by the way her hus-
band treated her and by the
various events that happened
to take place during those nine
months,

So you see that heredity can
be, and often is, affected by
very strange and tiny circum-
stances which complicate the
whole problem still further,
Therefore, although we must
all believe in heredity, both in
a general way and even with
regard to our specific imme-
diate ancestry, it is a very
delicale — and somelimes
even - irresponsible — link for
any of us to tie to.

I like to date my own ances-
try from a brave woman who
came from England or Holland
with her son James, and Jand-
ed in Salem in 1637, This was
a year when the so-called
“witches” were being’ so bru-
tally treated, and Isabel took
her son James and got on the
first fishing boat which hap-
pened to be coming to Cape
Ann, She landed on the beach
and built a rough log cabin
which is now number 69 Main
street, Gloucester.

Later, she helped her son
James build a stone house
which may still bhe seen on
Route 127 halfway between
Gloucester  and  Rockport.
There James cut staves in the
woods out in back and made
barrels which he sold to the
fishermen to pack with dried
codfish for Bermuda and the
West Indies.

Then there is another story,
telling how James’ son John
lost all his sons at sea, But
one was married and had left
a pregnant wife on shore, from
whom our family all descend-
ed.

Isabel Babson in the 17th
century did for eastern New
England what Florence Night-
ingale did two -centuries later
for the whole world. She acted
as physician, midwife, and
nurse to all the families then
living on Cape Ann, This year
(1963), at approximately the
300th anniversary of her death,
a handful of people bought for
a memorial the property on
Isabel's home, site at what is
now 69 Main sireet, where she
lived and served the people
during her lifetime,

The purpose of my column
this week is to tell my read-
ers that the Isabel Babson
Memorial is designed to call
the world’s attention to the im-
portance of those nine months
which precede a haby’s - birth.
Here is where the great im-
portance of ancestry comes in,
Although the haby is little in-
fluenced by great-grandpar-
ents - and ecarlier ancestors,
who increase to large num-
bers, the baby is tremendous-
ly affected by what his mother
is doing and thinking during
those vital nine months belore
the umbilical cord s cut and
the effects of direct inheritance
are thus ended.

I cannot close without one

have combined o {rade in
goods and commodities and
eliminate tariff barriers. In
short, I wonder if these six
nations will realize their real
ideal and goal until they rec-
ognize the importance of here-
dity by combining in a new
spirit.

Taxes imposed by the vari-
ous states differ considerably,
but there appears to be a def-
inite trend to stick with a few
main sources of income.

In addition to state income
taxes, three of the most com-
mon sources of income for
state operations are gasoline,
sales and cigaretle levies.

A fraveler in the United
States will find some 10 states
where he does not have to pay
a state sales tax, A sales tax
also is in effect in Washing-
ton, D.C.

All of the 50 states impose a
tax on -gasoline sales, includ-
ing Alaska and Hawaii, and all
states except Oregon, Colora-
do, and North Carolina have
imposed levies on cigarettes,

The range of sales taxes is
from two to four per cent, with
most states’ levying a three
percent tax, Five to eight cenis
is imposed per gallon of gas
purchased. Among those levy-
ing a tax on . cigarettes, sev-
eral Southwestern states have
enacted an 8-cent per package
tax. Most of the others -range
from two to seven cents and
two states lax cigarettes.on a
percentage-per-pack basis.

Michigan . uses all three of
these popular sources. The
state imposes 6 cents tax on
each gollon of gas, four per
cent on sales, and 7 cents per
package on cigarettes.

Alcoholism, at its worst a
killer and a serious mental ill-
ness at best, has been the
object of new attitudes by cor-
rections officinls and the gen-
eral public in recent years.

Fewer than 10 years ago, ac-
cording to the Michigan Board
of Alcoholism, people wouldn't
even- talk about alcoholism,
much less consider trying to
understand it.

. Today, however, George Ste-
wart, the Board’s educational
director, says the public is be-
coming more interested in al-
coholism as a problem, and
more aleoholics are admitting
that they have a problem,
"“Most people felt about 10
years ago that if they forgot
about alcoholism, it might just
“go away,”  said Stewart,

Today a number of volun-
tary agencies offer communi-
ty referral information for
treatment of alcoholism, and
some hospitals have set up
special alcoholism wards staff-
ed by personnel skilled in treat-
ing the problem.

“We now {alk abonut alco-
holism not strictly as a prob-
jem, but g8 a problem which
can be treated,” he said.

Shock Absorbers
Last?

Next {0 brakes, the most im-
portant safety ccmponents of
the modern car are undoubted-
ly the shock absorbers that
keep the wheels gripping the
pavement and prevent  side
sway.

At 20,000 it is a pretty safe bet
that they should be rebuilt or
replaced if they are going o
Bive you the comfort and pro-
tection they were intended to
render,

Several weeks ago this column devoted it-
self to teen-age job hunters. With a survey report
from a national magazine to support our suspic-
jons we noted that many jobs go unclaimed be-

- cause youngsters are either too choosey or un-
" willing to work hard.

‘ “It just isn't so,” replied one out-of-work teen-
* ager in a letter to the newspaper. What's more the
writer, a girl, noted what was being done in Ply-
" mouth to help unemployed youngsters.
1 did some checking and discovered that Ply-
mouth — and Livonia — have created ‘“Youth
- Employment Services” that have become highly
- successful in a very few months,
There was no connection between the two
- community efforts. Livonia set out to find sum-
" mer jobs for teen-agers. Plymouth was concerned
. with school drop-outs and recent high school grad-
" uates without work.
In Plymouth the employment service was an
 outgrowth of the YMCA program. It's supported
- by volunteers and funds from its local communi-
'ty chest,
_ I talked to Mike Hoben, Plymouth’s high
: school foothall coach who was hired to run the
employment service. Since July 5 when the ser-
- vice hegan, he’s had 290 job applications and has
- placed 190 youngsters. Wages carned since that
* date total more than $40,000.
It's been quite an experience for Hoben and
- the job has advanced far beyond the routine of
job-hunting.
! It has served as a means for youngsters at
. loose ends to spill out their problems They talk

“ to Hoben and a youth commission of adult volun-

- teers. The group has no authority or official
~ standing — that’s why youngsters are more will-
ing to turn to it for guidance, says Hoben.
. “We've prevented a potential murder and a
svicide and have been the difference between fail-
ure and success to many youngsters,” Hoben
reports.

They re offering encouragement in many
ways. They have found an $880 per month job for
bhe unemployed 19-year-old. Others are earning
65 cents per hour plus tips waiting on table. But

B they are off the streets, earning money, achiev-

ing a sense of purpose in life wrth a goal for a
nl_ore meaningful future.

The Wayne County
Road Commission has
submitted recommen-
dations to the North-
ville city council for
possible correction of
the Novi road entrance
into the ‘community
from the north.

The proposal, submit-
'ted in sketch form for

“review and comment,”
came as the result of a
meeting between mem-
bers of the , Oakland
and Wayne county road
commissions called to
help resolve the oft-
criticized  intersection

of Novi road and the
Eight Mile road cut-off.
Most sweeping change
would be a completely
new road that would
permit southbound traf-
fic to continue onto old
Baseline and Griswold
and eastward around
the city.

The first proposal
calls for re-establish-
ment of the connection
with old Novi road.
The route would swing
east and connect with
the Eight Mile cut-off
at a point east of the
bridge. This plan would

jew

leave the entrance
curve into the city from
Novi road the same.

This proposal had no
support from the coun-
cil,

Plan two was more
favorably received. It
introduced a new road
swinging east off Novi
road fo a point almost
directly across from
the Allen drive en-
trance into the Village
Green subdivision.

The new road would
swing in an arc east-
ward and south and
connect with the cut-

off just west of the
present intersection ot
old Eight Mile and the
new cut-off. The turn
connection at this inter-
section would he mov-
ed westward.

Northville  council-
men favored the plan
in conjunction with this
proposal that would
widen the Novi road
curve into the city and
provide a divided en-
trance and exit at the
cut-off,

The preferred pro-
posal would close off
the entrance of Novi

trance

road onto Novi street.
Novi road entrance and
exit al the Eight Mile
road cut-off would bhe
moved eastward and be
divided. The end por-
tion of Novi road where
it now intersects at
right-angles ‘with Novi
sireet would bhe closed
to traffic.

This would climinate

what police have term- -

ed a dangerous inter-
section at Novi street
and Novi road.

Just how near the
plan is to realization is

hazy. City Manager
