them, show a real interest in

the work. If they appear to be
using the job as a fill-in or if
they stand around wasting time
between paydays, replace
them at once.

Whether you operate a regu-
lar store or a discount house,
honest and efficient help will
make it possible for you to
pay such workers more money
because you will need fewer
clerks, Never forget that a
well-paid employee is a long-
term asset. Nothing irritates
a customer more than to be
handled abruptly or discount-
crously, Even an uninelligent
reply to a question can bring
bad publicity. Because bad
publicity travels much faster
than good publicity, just one
dissatisfied customer can do
your store an awful lot of
harm,

1 have long been a hearty
booster of advertising in all its
phases. Start your advertising
with a tidy, well-arranged
store and eye-catching window
displays. Concentrate on things
likely to cause people to men-
tion your stere favorably, such
as friendly help, extra atten-
tion, and unusual shopping
conveniences.

Take full advantage of pro-
motion material provided by
many national brands, placing
them where they will attract
the customer and bring him
inside rather than in some out-
of-the-way corner where -their
advertising value is wasted.

You will notice that the
most successful merchants use
a lot of newspaper space to
stay in the public eye, Never
underestimate the value of this
type of advertising; it can of-
fen mean the difference be-
tween spectacular success and
near-failure, '

In sclecting a location, what
seems fo be the highest rent
may be the least expensive in
the long run. Get close to a
parking lot. Also don't worry
if you are close {o a large
store with a vast number of
customers, A small outlet near
a supermarket can count upon
getting a lot of the passing
traffic; but check on the sup-
ermarket’s lease. In conclus-
jon, I urge you to draw up a
long lease if you have a good
spot, a year-by-year lease if
your location seems doubtful
to you. In short, “Play ball
with your supermarket.”

Loans available to Michigan
college students through the
Michigan Higher Education As-
sistance  Authority will be
sharply increased if the 1964
Legislature enacts a law to be
proposed.

Half-Century of Barbering Ends

From 6:30 or 7 in the morn- ¥I™

He chuckled, then rather
wistfully said, “Yes, it’s been

‘a long time, and I've had a

good time. But you've got to

“slop sometime.”

Thus ended another’ clmpter
in Northville's colarful history.
Charles H. Conklin, a barber
here for more than a half-cen-
tury, retired this past week
and, with his wife, will move
to California on Saturday.

For hundreds of men, his re-

-tirement means more than the

end of a long and admirably
career; it means the passing
of an era. For |t was Charlie
who hoisted them into the
chair as youngsters, who shar-
ed thelr lives as parents, and

“who reminisced with them as

grandparents,

Charlie, who will be 78 in
January, was born and raised
on a farm ncar Hartford,
Michigan,

At 17, like a good many
farm boys, he left home to
“get out into the world”, He

tried several kinds of woxk,
including threshing wheat in
South Dakota.

But back in Michigan, he-
fore he reached the age of 20,
he began “working around in-
side a barber shop, learning
the trade.”

LEventually, a barber hired
him for full-time work at $6
a week. For the next few years
he worked in various towns in
Michigan, including Three Riv-
ers where he was married in
1911,

In 1913 he and his young
wifs  moved to Northville
where he -joined (he shop of
Elroy Murdock. That shop, re-
called Charlie, was in an old
wooden building whefe Ram-
say's. Bar is now located on
Center street.

“On the one skle was our
shop and on the other was a
shoe cobbler, Next door was
the old Interurban waiting
room,

“I.'ll never forget,” he laugh-

ed, “when they started dig-
ging - the basement for the
building the Record is now In.
It was an old wooden bullding
when I came to town, -

“Well, the ground was mast-
ly sand, so when they staried
digging the basement, the sand
started to fall away. from our
foundation. The building start-
ed to tip. I called my boss and,
Loy, did he get mad.”

In the next several years,
Charlie worked for several dif-
ferent places in Northville. For
a time he also worked in shops
in Aun Arbor and in Pontlac.
And he also spent some time
working on a Six Mile road
farm and at the Meadowbrook
Country Club.

Among the first barbers with
whom he worked here were
Lee Shipley, George Hotellng
and Al Hickley.

Township Supervisor R. D. Merriam recently
supplied me with a resolution passed by the Wayne
county board of supervisors which points up the
difficulty of providing police protection for out-
county areas.

Specifically, the resolution (after noting fi-
nancial conditions, manpower shortages and ne-
cessity for, concentrating attention on =tlarge
police services benefitting the county as & whole)
resolves that:

“all communities in Wayne county can ex-
pect little, if any, ‘local’ police services from the
Wayne county sheriff” . . . and that “each local
community which considers its present police pro-
tection inadequate should immediately develop a
program for providing its own local police protec-
tion” . . . and that a formula will be sought which
will permit the board of supervisors to determine
which local communities, if any, are fo receive
some ‘local’ police service from the sheriff . . .
“provided it has been demonstrated that the local
community has exhausted all possible financing
methods, including exira voied millage, and is still
unable to provide adequate police service.”

I am not aware that the need for police ser-
vice in Northville township is critical, but if it is
not, it is only because demand is not yet suffi-
cient. Residents know that police attention, when
needed, is slow.

This is best pomted up by the fact that many
auto accidents occurring in the township are cov-
ered by Northville city police, who stand by until
a sheriff's car arrives. Many times, state police
aid is more readily available,

By its very nature, police assistance is ex-
tremely important whenever needed. Thus it be-
comes difficult for one to determine what might
be considered adequate service.

Supervisor Merriam is well aware of the
problem. He also knows the cost of providing full-
time township police. He estimates an annual ex-
penditure of hetween $50,000 and $75,000.-

It's possible that this cost could he cut in half
by working out an arrangement with the city of
Northville whereby its department could be ex-
Ppanded to cover the township.

But even under the latter plan, township res-
idents would have to agree to pay additional mill-
"age. :

Louis Schuldt, director of community rela-
tions at Northville State Hospitai, notes that each

Lansing — Michigan’s High-
way Department has been the
object of criticism in the State
Legislature periodically during
the last several years, at least
partly because of its fmancxal
independence.

Almost all of the Depart-
ment’s monies come from ear-
marked gas and weight taxes
and federal funds. It relies on-
ly slightly on the Legislature
for money.

The department also is one
of the Jargest of state agen-
cies, This also is a factor in
the Legislafure's crificism.
Under the new Constitution

such funds will no longer be
specifically earmarked, except
to the exlent that certain mon-
ies are designated for use “for
highway purposes.”

The definition of highway
purposes, however, will come
from the Legislature. State
Highway Commissioner John
C. Mackie and others concern-
ed in the roadbuilding industry
have expressed strong concern
about this power given the Leg-
islature.

Mackie recently made an an-
nouncement which is likely to
turn the tables on him,

One of the suggestions made

in the Legislature last year
was that state police highway
patrols be paid for out of high-
way funds. Other suggestions
included using highway monies
for safety and driver educa-
tion programs.

Mackie - disliked these sug-
gestions, but now has announc-
ed that between $1 million and
$L5 million will be used an-
nually for a “freeway service
patrol.”

Under depariment plans the
patrol would assist motorists
who become stranded on {ree-
ways, thus taking the burden
of services off police patrols.

For most of us
it's just 2 matter of swing-
ing with our right (or left
as the case may be) and a
swift scoop, and the first
forkfull is sliding down the
trough to our stomachs.

Absolutely not say the ex-
perts. Our technique is a
sign of immaturity — an un-
couth performance,

The correct way to eat
pumpkin pie requires pa-
tience, a carefully planned
attack, and then a delicate.
maneuver, Only those who
really want to gel the most
out of the pie should attempt
it.

First of all, say the ex-
perts, the pie must be cut
into the proper size wedges.
The thinner the wedge the
better. Wide wedges spoil
the taste. And, of course, all
cutting must be done at the
table and not out of sight
of the eater. Grasp the pie
tin with the left hand, and
with the knife held firmly in
the right, slice the pie into
two halves with a swift but
delicate motion from top to
hottom. Never start (he cut
at the center and, above all,
don't saw the pie. Continue
this operation until jt has
heen properly dissected.

Remove the wedges with a
thin, narrow instrument mak-
ing sure that each wedge is
lifted out perpendicular - to
the tin, A good, steady hand
is essential to avoid cracks
and deep fissures while re-
moving the pie from the tin
and placing it on the plate.

A cleanly cut wedge prop-
erly removed and placed on
the plate ensures the eater a
perfect start. Only he can
boteh it up at this point.

The educated eater will not
launch his attack as soon as
the pie is placed before him.
He will study it for two or
three minutes, jnspecting it
carefully to observe its tex-
ture and content. In (his way
he can plan his next step
while enjoying the taste with-
out really demolishing its
shape.

Now comes the real test of
& mature eater. Recognizing
that the apex of the pie is
the sweetest, he will turn
the pie so that its crust faces
him, thus saving the niost
succulent bite until last. Im-
mature eaters, I'm told, at-
fack the apex first,
