Township Supervisor R. D . Merriam recently 
supplied me with a resolution passed by the Wayne 
county board of supervisors which points up the 
difficulty of providing police protection for out-
county areas. 

Specifically, the resolution (after noting f i ­
nancial conditions, manpower shortages and ne­
cessity for, concentrating attention on :?t-large 
police services benefitting the county as ii whole) 
resolves that: 

" a l l communities in Wayne county can ex­
pect little, i f any, 'local' police services from the 
Wayne county sheriff" . . . and that "each local 
community which considers its present police pro­
tection inadequate should immediately develop a 
program for providing its own local police protec­
t ion" . . . and that a formula wi l l be sought which 
wi l l permit the board of supervisors to determine 
which local communities, i f any, are to receive 
some 'local ' police service from the sheriff . . . 
"provided it has been demonstrated that the local 
community has exhaustetl all possible financing 
methods, including extra voLed miilage, and is st i l l 
ullable to provide adequate police service." 

I am not aware that the need for police ser­
vice in Northville township is critical, but if it is 
not, it is only because demand is not yet suffi­
cient. Residents know that police attention, when 
needed, is slow. 

This is best pointed up by the fact that many 
auto accidents occurring in the township are cov­
ered by Northville city police, who stand by unt i l 
a sheriff's car arrives. Many times, state police 
aid is more readily available. 

By its very nature, police assistance is ex-
lremeiy important whenever needed. Thus it be-
comes difficult for one to determine what might 
be considered adequate service. 

Supervisor Merriam is wel l aware of the 
problem. He also knows the cost of providing full-
time township police. He estimates an annual ex-
pehditure of between $50,000 and $75,000. 

It's possible that this cost could be cut i n half 
by working out an arrangement with the city of 
Northville whereby its department could be ex-
panded to cover the township. 

But even under the latter plan, township res-
idents would have to agree to pay additional mil l -
age. 

. Fo r the present Supervisor Merriam has been 
assured service by the sheriff's department at the 
same level as in the past. But the future seems 
dim. 

It would appear that township taxpayers 
must ultimately decide upon a course to follow.

H i g l i w a y F u n d H a g g l i n g B e g i n s 

Lansing -- Michigan's High­
way Department has been the 
abject of ci-itlcism in the Stale 
Legislature periodically during 
the last several years, at least 
partly because of its financial 
independence. 

Almost all of the Depart­
ment's monies come from ear­
marked gas and weight taxes 
and federal funds. It relies on­
ly slightly on the Legislature 
for money. 

Tlie deparliiicnt also is one 
of llic largest of stfitc agen­
cies. This also is a factor in 
the Legislature's criticism. 

Under the new Constitution 

such funds will no longer be 
specifically earmarked, except 
to the exlent that certain mon­
ies are designated for use "for 
highway purposes." 

The defmition of highway 
pui-poses, however, will come 
from the Legislatui'o. State 
Highway Commissioner John 
C. Mackie and others concern­
ed in the roadbuilding industry 
have expressed strong concern 
about this power given the Leg­
islature. 

Mackie recently made an an­
nouncement which is likely to 
tui'n the tables on him. 

One of the suggestions made 

in the Legislature last year 
was that slate police highway 
patrols be paid for out of high­
way fuilds. Olher suggestions 
included using highway monies 
for safety and driver educa­
tion pi'ograms. 

Mackie disliked these sug­
gestions, but now has announc­
ed that between $1 million and 
$1.5 million will be used an­
nually for a "freeway service 
patrol." 

Under deparlmont plans the 
patrol would assist motorists 
who become stranded on free-
ways, thus laking the burden 
of services oft police patrols.

The appalling explosion of per-
sonal hatreds tiiat recently 
shocked Dallas, the nation, 
and the world has set me — 
-- to thinking of how we can 
help change the atmosphere 
that could produce such a 
chain-reaction of murder and 
vengence. 

It has been said by some 
usually sound UIinkcrs that we 
arc all to blame to some cx-
tent f0r the cliiliate that breeds 
such violence. I agree with 
this. 

But, how do we start to 
clear the air of this poison? 
What, exactly, do we do first? 
It seems to me that the' very 
first step is self-appraisal, an 
objective and immediate analy-
si.'i of our social, moral, ethi-
cal, and religious attitudes and 
standards. If we would have 
the atmosphere of America 
heallhy, adaptable, and con 
duclve to friendly relations, 
each one of us must make our 
personal contribution. 

Tolerance and understanding 
must start at home, — iusidc 
each of lis. 

Since the fabric of our moral 
lives depends upon our relig­
ious faith and convictions, our 
first consideration must be our 
church and our relation to it. 
I have long urged people to 
make their church their sec­
ond home, a place exactly as 
important in the development 
of themselves and their chil­
dren as is their family home. 
Anybody who thinks of his 
church .simply as a refuge dur­
ing times of trial is not truly 
religious. For many years I 
have warned that only through 
a spiritual rebirth can the pit­
falls of our world be avoided. 
Again I say --- support your 
church! 

One's church — regardless 
of the denomination — is al­
ways reatjy to serve as a guide 
and a support in times of con­
fusion and strife. Spiritual ad 
visers are trained to help rid 
us of misunderstanding, which 
is the cause of a great part 
of our trouble. Misunderstand­
ing, I am convinced, is the 
worst offender in breeding 
disagreement and ill will be­
tween individuals and between 
nations. How do we go about 
reducing — and perhaps event­
ually eliminating — misunder­
standing? 

I have felt for a great many 
years that openmindedness is 
essential for the creation of a 
world of friendship and peace. 
Without this, there are bound 
to be bitter conflicts between 
family members, political 
groups, churches, nations. We 
must think always of how 
something looks from another's 
point of view. Wc must know 
the real facts — and all the 
facts — befoi-e we can form 
an opinion. 

Since It is usually impassible 
for us lo know the exact facts 
we musl remain always toler­
ant and adaptable. Our minds 
must be open at all times. 

You will find that any man 
who keeps his mind closed 
against the viewpoints and 
opinions of all others turns in­
to a kind of machine, with the 
little that he does know churn­
ing endlessly about inside him. 
He is caught in the trap of his 
own mind, and he will always 
believe exactly what he now 
believes, whether it is right or 
wrong. With such a person, 
thei'e can be no desire to 
leai-n, to uncover the errors 
that may be coloring his opin­
ions. 

When such intolerance and 
misundeLslanding extend to 
great groups of people, even̂  

whole nations, we are Head­
ing toward Armageddon. In a 
terrible way, it may be fortu­
nate for us that the Dallas ca­
tastrophe came in time for us 
to reappraise ourselves, our 
country, and the far nations of 
the earth. 

Even the least of us — if he 
has his mind open — must 
see that we are hearing a 
trumpet of warnmg, a call to 
do away with half-truths, in­
temperance, vicious judgments 
of others. 

Now that we live In One 

World, made small by instan 
taneous communications and 
speed-of-sound transportation, 
it is time — more than ever 
before in history — for a spir­
itual reawakening. It must be­
gin in each one of us, and gain 
strength enough to move out 
into the world — even behind 
the Iron Cui'tain. — and re-
establish moral values. We 
have said too little about this 
lately; so let the tragedy of 
Dallas give us new spiritual 
confidence, new moral strong 
th, new quality of action.

There's a science to eat­
ing I'm told and apparently 
too many of us are not aware 
of it or intelligently enough 
equipped to fathom this age-
old art. 

Take for instance the or­
dinary pumpkin pie that a 
good many of us tackled on 
Thursday. For most of us 
it's just a matter of swing­
ing with our right (or left 
as the case may be) and a 
swift scoop, and the first 
forkfull is sliding down the 
trough to our stomachs. 

Absolutely not say (lie ex­
perts. Our technique is a 
sign of iminaturity —- an un­
couth pcrforinancc. 

The correct way to eat 
pumpkin pie requires pa-
tience, a carefully planned 
attack, and then a delicate 
maneuver. Only those who 
really want to gel the most 
out of lhe pie should attempt 
it. 

First of all, say the ex­
perts, the pie must be cut 
into the proper size wedges. 
The thinner the wedge the 
better. Wide wedges spoil 
the taste. And, of course, all 
cutting must be done at the 
table and not out of sight 
of the eater. Grasp the pie 
tin with the left hand, and 
with the knife held firmly in 
Ihe right, slice the pie into 
two halves with a swift but 
delicate motion from top to 
bottom. Never start the cut 
at the center and, above all, 
don't saw the pie. Continue 
this operation until it has 
been properly dissected. 

Remove the wedges with a 
thin, narrow instrument mak­
ing sure that each wedge is 
lifted out perpendicular to 
the tin. A good, steady hand 
is essential to avoid cracks 
and deep fissures while re-
moving the pie from the tin 
and placing it on the plate. 

A cleanly cut wedge prop­
erly i-emoved and placed on 
the plate ensures the eater a 
perfect start. Only he can 
botch it up at this point. 

The educated eater will not 
launch his attack as soon as 
the pie is placed before him. 
He will study it for two or 
three minutes, inspecting it 
carefully to observe its tex­
ture and content. In this way 
he can plan his next step 
while enjoying the taste with­
out really deiilolishing its 
shape. 

Now comes the real test of 
a mature eater. Recognizing 
that the apex of the pie is 
the sweetest, he will turn 
the pie so that its cru;t faces 
him, thus saving the most 
succulent bite until last. Im-
mature eateis, I'm told, at-
lack the apex first. 

The caler who starts at the 
center 0f his wedge is citlicr 
unsure of liiinscK or lie's a 

coward, ll's a dead give­
away. 
• His appelile sufficiently 
whetted by diligent study, 
the educated ealer will now 
begin his offensive. The only 
weapon needed is the fodr-
prohged fork. Thi>ee and five 
pronged forks are taboo. 
•h little I sawing action with 

the fork is permlssable so 
long as it is done slowly 
wilhout damaging the pie or 
the crust. Do not tear the 
pie apart. Gentleness is a 
good sign. 

The elbow should be par­
allel with, the table and the 
arc of the hand pei-pendicu-
lar to tho' Wedge. 

Mature eaters will pause 
briefly before actually plac­
ing each bite into the mouth, 
thus leasing and whipping 
the taste buds into a frenzied 
ecstasy. 

Finally, place each bite far 
into the moiith, making sure 
that the aperture is suf-
ficicintly large to avoid scrap­
ing collisions. Remove the 
bite with the roof of the 
moulh and lhe lips; never 
scrape it off by biting down 
on the fork. 

Chewing pumpkin pie is 
unnecessary but permissable. 
Well prepared pumpkin pie 
— the kind mother use to 
make — will dis.solve in the 
mouth wiih vigorous tongue 
action-. 

• « • 
While tlie experts may rec­

ommend the correct proce­
dure for eating pumpkin pie, 
I can't believe they would 
actually practice their tech­
niques — particularly when 
my family gels together for 
Thank.sgiving dinner. With 
so many uneducated eaters 
around, the mature eater 
probably would be studying 
his next move when us illit­
erates have begun working 
on our second and third help­
ings. 

These services would include 
changing tires, providing gaso­
line and starting stalled cars.

Michigan citizens would be 
the.last to question whether 
they pay their fair share of'fed­
eral taxes, but for anyone who 
might have any doubts, rec-
ords clearly indicate they do. 

Federal tax collections jump­
ed over the $10 billion mark 
for the first lime last year. 
This included mdividual in­
come taxes, which soared to 

almost $53 billion; corporation 
taxes, which jumped ' to $22.3 
billion; and excise taxes.which 
accounted for $15 billion. 

In the categories of Individ 
ual-and business levies, a Coin 
merce Clearing Rouse report 
highest among six slates which 
forked over more than half the 
total federal tax bill.

Thumbs Down 

On Liquor Bid 
A suggestion that perhaps 

the township of Novi could 
recommend a liquor license for 

business establishment also 
located in the village "is i l­
legal". 

Township board members, 
who had requested legal ad­
vice, learned IWonday from At­
torney Emery Jacques, who 
had consulted with the Liquor 
Control Commission, that the 
township can not legally rec­
ommend such a license nor 
can tile commission grant one. 

The matter came- before the 
board recently when represent­
atives of the proposed 'motel 
complex suggested thaty it 
might request sucli a license 
in the township sinte no addi­

tional licenses are available in 
the village. 

On the basis of previous in-
formation revealed by the com­
plex representatives, inability 
to secure the license apparent-
ly will mean a reduction in 
size of the proposed project. 

Another village - township 
matter. to come before the 
board Monday involved village 
police protection for township-
only areas. 

To resolve the issue, the 
board voted to pay costs for 
having village policeman bond­
ed as deputy shei-iffs — pro­
vided such an arrangement is 
satisfactory to tile village coun­
cil. In this way, village police 
can legally, make arrests in 
township-only areas. 

be compared somewhat to 
the Rocky Mountain Con 
tinental Divide, with water 
flowing to the east and to 
the west into different 
watersheds. 

This geographic split, then, 
makes serving of sewgr and 
water4ines •from'*offe area. to 
tile other economically im­
practical because to do would 
require pumping stations to 
push water and sewage over 
the ''hump" or divide. 

What specifically is a water­
shed? 

lt is the entire drainage area 
of a stream, all the land that 
supplies water to a stream. 

In this case, "the -western 
area of Novi flows into the 
Huron River watershed, which 
includes the northern two-
thirds of Washtenaw county, 
the lower third of' Livingston 
county, the southeastern por­
tion of Oakland county, and a 
sti'ip across the lower part of 
Wayne county. 

Actually, studies concerning 
the Huron River watershed, in-
cluciing the Novi area, liave 
not been neglected in prefer­
ence to the watersheds else­
where.

In ttie maiiy sided activities 
now underway, tiic Army Corps 
of Engineers has completed a 
preliminary study of llic wa­
tershed with water impound­
ment as a chief consideration. 

Impoundment means the con­
struction of dams to block up 
water into large reservoirs, 
During periods of high water 
flow, the dams trap water. 
This water is then released 
during times of water short-
age to insure adequate flow 
for sewer effluent, di-inking 
water supply, etc. 

According to Joseph Price, 
Washtenaw County Health 
gfneer, dollar benefit figures 
froln impoundment have been 
turned over to the Army Corps 
from the various slate agen 
cies involved. 

Price is chairman of the 
technical advisory subcommit­
tee of the Intergovernmental 
committee. Professor Lyle 
Cralile, head of the University 
of Michigan department of con­
servation, is vice-chairman. 

Currently, major considera-
mion of the committee is prom-
pting legislation that will auth-
ol'ize the creation of river man­
agement districts. The net ef­
fect of such legislation would 
be to permit local units of 
government to band together 
to: 

—build, finance and control 
any structures that would con 
ti'oi water volume flow into the 
watershed. 

—determine water level and 
low rates. 

But most impoi'tant — at 
least, in the eyes of those di­
rectly involved in current stu­
dies — it would permit the 
management districts to have 
the legal authority to: issue 
bonds, of eminent domain (pi'o-
perty condemnation), collect 
revenue for services rendei-ed.

This delay means, of course, 
that property owners in the 
Novi area around tile lake, 
who already have indicated 
their willingness to help pay

Sewers in the Novi area of 
Walled Lake arc contingent 
upon approval of a major sew­
er construction program in the 
city of Walled Lake. 

Early this year both the vil­
lage of Novi and the city of 
Wailed Lake agi-eed. 

In June of this year about 
percent of the Novi citizens 
who attended a village neces-
sity hearing voiced approva 
of lateral lines to be connected 
to the proposed Novi-Walled 
Lake sewage disposal system. 

The hearing was held so 
Novi citizens in the lake area 
could air objections to con 
struction of an internal sewer 
system around the southern 
portion of the lake. 

Subsequently, the village 
council adopted a resolution to 
go ahead with special assess­
ment procedures — once more 
indication of intention is made 
by the city of Walled Lake. 

The council's thinking be­
hind qualifying the resolution 
was that it would be futile and 
expensive to take further ac­
tion without Walled Lake first 
committing itself. 

Several weeks later when 
asked when and if the Walled 

Lake council planned to call 
for a vote on the sewer pro­
posal — as required — a 
spokesman said city officials 
were waiting completion of 
plans and cost estimates by 
the county. 

However, the county has in-
dicated that both the plans and 
c0st estimates have been pro: 
vidcd — and that the next step 
is up to Walled Lake. 

The real reason for the de-
lay, The News learned from a 
reliable source, is that city 
councilmen fear that the vot­
ers of Walled Lake will turfi 
down the proposal and there-
fore they prefer to wait for o 
more appropriate time. 

Meanwhile, Novi officials are 
becoirling more and more con­
cerned.

Through years of racial 
and national slavei'y, the 
Jewish people looked "ex-
peclantly" for lhe coming 
of a Messiah — a "Deliver­
er" — who would work out 
for them I heir freedom. The 
prophet Isaiah added to 
our undiTslanding of the 
nature of his peoples' hope 
when, writing of the com­
ing of the Messiah, he re­
ferred to liim in the lille, 
"Emmanuel" - meaning 
"Ciod with us," When the 
Angel informed Jfiseph lllat 
Mary would soon be llie 
mother of a baby boy, he . 
also gave inslructions con- • 
corning the baby's name, 
saying, "thou shall call his , 
name Jesus: for he shall 
.save his people from I heir 
sins," l.aler, when Iho Wise 
Men came seeking lhe nsw-

born babe they 
him as "King." 

"Messiah," "Emmanuel," 
",Jesus" and "King" — 
these ai-e Ihe words men us­
ed lo express singular chai'-
acleristics of their "expec­
tancy," as they looked for­
ward to what we look back 
upon as • being the first 
Christmas. Though they ai-e 
different words, Ihey might 
well be, as i l were, parts of 
a puzzle which, when put 
together, iweal a compos-
ite moaning and understand-
ng of a proper spirit of ex­
pectancy with which to look 
forwai'd to the coming of 
another Christmas day. 

Looking at this possible 
composite woi'd-picture-puz-
zle of "Christmas expec-. 
tancy," wemay see a num­
ber of distinguishing char­
acteristics. "There is, first of 
all, a line of belief that God 
desires man to be free and 
that He, in time, will help 
man to be free. Thi'ough 
lhe shading of racialism 
and nationalism, one catch­
es a glimpse of the radiance 
of the light'Which Is in . 
man's understanding Of 
"Jesus" — the One wtio 
would and can save man 
from his sins. In this per­
spective, one sees that the 
"slaveries" by which man day." 

spoke of is held captive stem from 
the sins of men and it is 
only as man,is saved from 
his sins that Ile can really 
be free. The strong brush 
marks of "Kingship" ex­
press man's genuine desire 
for a leader and his willing­
ness to follow the accepted 
"ruler" of his life. The di­
vinely rich colors show forth 
the singular fact that "Mes-
siahy,'' "Jesus" or "King" 
— tile "expected" One is of 

.God, "Emmanuel, God with 
us." 

The Christian Advent sea­
son is a time for "expeclant-

. ly" commemorating the 
the 'coming of "The In-
(iarnation'' when God came 
afresh into the experience 
the person of Je.sus Christ. 
In tllis is revealed the fur­
ther fact that the spirit of 
God — which is love — can 
enter and dwell in a man's 
life.

City of Detroit water will make its Northvil le 
debut i l l the to\vn.ship, probably liext spring when 
some 20 homeowners in "Plylllotith Gardens" gain 
service. 

Assessment procedul-es al-e already untJer-
way for this area of $40,000 hoines near Bradner 
and Five Mile roa(is where many wells have run 
dry. 

Meanwhile, the city of Deli-oit wi l l be run­
ning a water line right through the city of North­
ville, probably this wintel-. 

A s yet, however, there's little indication when 
Detroit wil l pick up its first city customer. 

The most obvious advantage of Detroit water 
is its softness. A n d with tile uncertainty of ground 
wells, long range supply is also an important fac­
tor. 

But there are many questions still to be ans­
wered. A n d when council members can sit down 
with Detroit Water Boal-d officials (a meeting was 
cancelled by Detroit Monday), here are a few of 
the inquiries to be made: 

1. Sliould Norliiviiic |iiii-cii;isc w.nlcr from Detroii, wiiut 
kind of cnnirol i.s f.vcrciseci concerning cliange nf our 
sysleiu iiiai ;irc of .nn ijiicriuii nature .sucii :is inaiii ex-
tensioiis?

By comicctiiig at a point souili 
of liasciine Itond, it reiiuircs addilioniil meters and tlieir 
subsequent expense plus liiiiiiiiig ,i licak liour demand on 
tile basic system wiiieii ive h;ive hecii told heretofore is 
uiidesii-ahie and inore expensive to tiic user. 

4. It lias been stated that tiie system wiii he looped. If 
Plyniomli does not become a ciislomcr, iioiv and iviien 
would such a ioop taiic lilaee?

C. Is there any guarantee tiiat ivatcr ivili be available to 
meet the groivth rcqulrcmeiiis of llils :irca as projceied 
by tlie Detroit Metroiiolian Planning ComniLsslon witii-
out additionai capital expen.e or rale increase? 

7. Will there be any reslrielioiis on iiie use of w:iier? 
8. What is tiie Water Board's position in regards io fiuori-

dizaiion? 
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Northville township board membei's agreed 
last week to permit the Wayne County Board of 
Health to copy its new landfill regulations for dis-
ti'ibution to other inquil-ing communities.

Here's a real estate ti'ansaction with a dif-

must, of course, live in the city. Mayor and Mrs. 
Al len ai'en't planning to move until late January 
or Febi'uary. 

.Meanwhile, the mayor wi l l formally petition 
the township boal-d and city council to allow an­
nexation of the 2V2-acre parcel into the city limits. 
It can be done by joint l'esolution where tile prop­
erty abuts city bordel-s. 

LANSING - Personal in­
come sliiyhtly less than 40 per 
cent in lhe last 10 years in 
Michigan, but revenues from 
state and local taxes have 
grown more than twice that 
pei-centage. 

The State Revenue Depart­
ment's report shows personal 
income went from $12.9 billion 
in 1953 to $18 billion this year, 
an increase of 39.93 per cent. 
Dui-ing the same period the 
total state-local taxes combin 
ed bl'ought in 109.84 per cent 
more lo government units. 

Local taxes increased the 
greatest, the department indi­
cated, with a 126.09 per cent 
jump in revenue. State taxes 
jumped by 98.01 per cent dur-
ing the 10 year period. 

The department report 
shows the greatest hicreascs 
on the stale level were on the 
business activities, use, clg-
arct'e and intangibles taxes. 

The business activities levy, 
jusl written inlo law in 1955, 
bi-ought $30 million in the first 
year,and $77.9 the most recent 

Great Lakes fish packing in­
dustry. 

The change in the loan pro­
gram made it applicable to all 
natural disasters.

of 232.9 per cent. 
In 1953 Michigan residents 

were paying 7.53 per cent of 
their personal income for slale 
and local taxes, while, this 
year the figure had jurnped to 
11.?9 per cent, the depai'lment 
said. 

A tat;dy winter could well 
have some effect, but the tour­
ist industry in Michigan is hop­
ing lo sui'pass its record $20 
million season put on the 
books last year. 

Some 85 winter sports facili­
ties will be open this year. 
State Tourist Council Dii'ector 
William McGraw said before 
the season opened. This repre­
sents a total increase of two 
over last year, but eight new 
resorts will be opening this 
year. Six center operators de 
cided against continuing in bus­
iness, McGraw said. 

The new facilities ai-e well 
scattered around the stale. 
They will be al Harbor Springs, 
Bellaire, Holland, Lakeview, 
Rockfoi'd, Kalamazoo, Oxford, 
and in the Al Quaal Recrea-
tion area of the Upper Peninsu-
la. 

McGraw said major im­
provements also have been 
made at a number of resorts 
throughout the state. 

This winter, ski buffs will 
have their choice of many 
new ski runs, improved slopes 
and additional tow equipment. 
There will be 20 chair lifts, 42 
T-bar and J-bar lifts and 19 
pomalifls in operation. Some 
28 ski areas ai'e geared to 
make their own snow this year, 
he said. 

Michigan's fish liidustry, 
badly hurt by the recent botu-
lisin scare, inay get federal 
help toward a comeback. 

Although federal and stale 
officials attempted lo make 
clear lhat only .smoked pi'o-
ducls were suspect in the botu-
;sm poisonings, many people 

just crossed all fish products 
off their shopping lists. At 
least one firm blamed its bank­
ruptcy on the scare. 

Now, however, urgings of of­
ficials from Michigan and Wis­
consin prompt the U.S. Senate 
to broaden the small business 
disaster loan" piogram to in­
clude special relief for the 

unopened. This cannot be done, 
however, if the merchandise is 
opened.' 

Post office regulations also 
prohibit the mailing of .aiiy 
merchandise C C D . which was 
not. flrdcrcd. Kcllcy said the 
U.Si government department 
is anxious to learn of any vi0-
latlons of his regulation.-

"My advice to anyone who 
receives unordered merchan­
dise is to return i l al once to 
Ihe mailman or local Post Of­
fice without openening it," Kel­
ly said.

Without being specific, I 
would like to recommend 
strongly that these "elective" 
studies be in one (or all) of 
the following four genei'al di­
visions. 

Any student looking forward 
to government work of any 
kind will have lo lake an ex­
amination in English. This ap-
plies especially to-those going 
into the diplomatic sei'vice, or 
oul of the counlry on any gov­
ernment work. Such memoran­
dums or reports as they send 
oul will be read by many per­
sons, and the character of the 
English used will i-eflect on 
the government employee writ­
ing the material. 

In fact, a good grounding in 
English grammar and faellily 
of expression arc important 
(0 success in any line. 

Many a scientist (brilliant in 
his own field) has found.ac­

ceptance of his 
hampered by an inability to 
present his case with clarity 
and effectiveness. It is also Im­
portant for pai'ents to use 
good English at home. Irre­
spective of what our childi'en 
learn at school, they inevit­
ably use the language they 
hear at home and are judged 
thereby. .Hence, English should 
be one of the primary elec-
lives for young people. 

We are living in a new age. 
When I went lo high school, 
and even college, the labors-
toi'y work consisted mainly of 
a few experiments in physics 
and chemistry. Not only are 
these now outdated, but much 
new research and discovery 
have been added in this era of 
radio, television, and olher 
wonderful inventions. More­
over, wc are now in the atomic 
afee, which wil| develop new 
sources of powei' all over the 
world. 

An elective course in one of 
the sciences should be a great 
help in getting any kind of job 
today. The main thing is to lm-
dci'staild the various terms so 
that you can talk intelligently, 
as a salesman or as a fellow 
worker. This esiiecially applies 
lo the nomenclature of the 

conclusions electronics industry, which is 
still in its infancy. Although I 
graduated from the Massachu­
setts Institute of Technology, 
which today is supposed to be 
"tops" in electronics, yet I 
was taught nothing — in my 
day — about that subject and 
therefore am ignorant .in that 
field. Be sure your youngster 
takes a course in the sciences. 

Too many young people are 
gradiiating from college sis 
"experts" only in f00tball, 
baseball, basketball, or some 
of the other games in which 
colleges compete. Such men 
arc idolized by the girls, but 
this does not help *liem get 
g00d jobs when they graduate. 

My immediate interest is 
that you urge your children lo 
take an elective in physiology 
and the studies which treat of 
their own bodies and health. 
Very few of us have ever un-
dei'stood what a wonderful 
creature we are, and how v/e 
can keep well by observing *a 
few simple laws. Courses along 
these lines should certainly be 
given careful attention at this 
lime when theories regarding 
the life-giving DNA and.RNA 
are being developed by inde-
lendcnt researchers and the 
eading drug companies.

Frank DePodesta, pres 

ident and founder of Para­
gon Bridge & Steel com-
pany of Novi , died last 
Wednesday (December 11) 
at the age of 52. 

One of the chief organ­
izers of Paragon i n 1947, 
DePodesta directed the 
f i rm to a position of lead-
ership i n its field. It is now 
the second largest fabri 
cator of structural steel i n 
the state and is a pioneer 
and chief supplier of the 
railroad auto-carriers. 

Funeral services were held 
from McCabe Funeral Home 
in Detroit Monday at l p.m. 

Services were under the aus­
pices of City of Straits Lodge 
No, 452, F, & A.M. Interment 
was at Acacia Park Cemetery 
in Birmingham. 

DePodesta, who lived at 
22885 Walsingham in Farming-
ton, had been in ill health for 
two years. He was horn on 
February 18, 1911 in Greens-
burg, Pennsylvania, the son of 
Frank and Mary Gallo DePo­
desta. 

Besides his wife, Alice, he 
is survived by a son, Frank J.; 
and two daughters, Mrs. Ken­
neth (Gail) Perrin and Mrs.

Traffic Club of Detroit and the 
American Institute of Steel 
Construction,
