Novi, Wixom Officials

Making predictions for 1967 can be
a hazardous business, especially for
men in public office whose forecasts
can rebound to create uncomfortable
embarrassment, if not downright chag-
rin,

But Wesley McAtee, mayor of Wix-
om, Philip Anderson, president of the
Novi village council, Thomas Dale,
superintendent of Novi schools and
Hadley Bachert, Novi township super-
visor, went out on the proverbial limb
to air their predictions, hopes and
feelings of things to come in the New
Year.

For Novi Village...

Generally, Anderson, Novi village
president, is optimistic about the New
Year. ‘T think Novi’s going to break
wide open. We're ideally located with
railroads and expressways running
through Novi.”

‘“T'm looking for a prosperous year
in Novi as far as construction i{s con-
cerned,” the president volunteered,
‘“both residential and industrial. We'll
try to help developers in any way we
can,”

To handle the anticipated increased
volume of traffie, Anderson said he will
push for adoption of a new road im-
provement program, involving the cut-
ting of trees and seal coating.

Road work will be financed through
taxes specifically earmarkedfor roads,
Anderson said, He said he would urge
the council to levy two more mills.

In this event, citizens would have to
vote to change the present charter mill
limitation from five to six mills. Novi
presently is levying four mills, Ander-
son’s proposed two-millincrease would
demand a six-mill levy.

“We’ll have to ask for the extra
mill,” Anderson said, ‘‘if we hopetodo
anything on roads to any great extent.
Money from the state barelypermitsus
to keep up the roads.” Ticketed for
immediate improvement, if Anderson’s
plan is adopted, are Beck and Taft
roads, he said.

Anderson is hoping that sewers and

water will be extended to service a.

greater share of Novi’s residents.
Mains will have to comefrom the south,
however, for Anderson said the eouncil
can not pursue development of the pro-
posed Walled Lake-Novi sewer system
on its own,

Property owners in the Walled Lake
area, Anderson said, will have to ap-
prove a special sewer assessment at a
public hearingbefore work will proceed.
The government, Anderson said, has

indinated »1 foderal moniaz-vill bhe - -

forthcoming to help finance the pro-
ject. Furthermore, Novi has not been
cited forpollution of Walled Laioashas
the cily of Walled Lake, he said.

Novi will incorporate as a city,
Anderson predicted, after citizens
mareh to the polls on April 4 to cast
their ballots,

‘T don’'t see any reason why we
snouldn’t incorporate,””  Anecerson
stated, *“1’'m in favor of it 100 percent,
it’s our only salvation if we want Novi
to remain intact.”

Anderson furthermore doesn’t think
taxes will rise because of cityhood.
“1 don’t see any increase in taxes just
because ye become 2 city,”” the council
president said. ‘“We're going to need
more taxes anyway because Novi will
be growing rapidly.”

What relief can Connamara resi-
dents expect? ‘1 can’t see anything in
it (sewer payback plan) at all,”” Ander-
son said, ‘T can’t see taxing people for
unplatted, open land, and telling them
they'll have 80 foot lots oa which they
will be taxed. There won’t be any pay-
back plan as far as I’m concerned.”

For Wixom...

Mayor McAtee sees ‘“nothing but
good” coming from construction of

- sewers, scheduled tobe completed with-

in the next year,

“It’s going to be messy,’”’ McAtee
said, “‘and we’ll probably get complaints
trom citizens, but the sewer program
will implement the master plan and
make previous hard work bear fruit,”

Installation of sewers, McAtee pre-
dicts, will inspire growth, both indus-
trial and residential, But how much,
the mayor was unwilling to state, ‘A
tight money market and slowdown of
the economy,” he said, ‘“might cause
people to back off on developments.”

In five years, however, the mayor
teels that Wixom will more than double
its present population of about 2,000
people, “T expect there’ll be 5,000 to
6,000 people living in Wixom in five
years," he predicted.

Two other complimentary projects
-McAtee would also like completed in
1967,

First is the finalization of the route
for Ring road as proposed {nthe master
plan, As planned, it will encircle the
present business distriet, beginning
north of the Wixom General store and
circling east past the city hallandtying
in with Wixom road just north of the
rajlroad tracks,

Second, ‘T would like to complete
the survey of the business district in
1961, McAtee said, ‘'so we know what
can be used in that area.”’

Other projects high on McAtee'’s
priority list are the eventual hiring of
a paid director of the summer recrea-
tion program, commensurate expansion
of boys and girls programs, and con-

struction of a facility to store recrea-
tion equipment,

“1’d like {o see the recreation pro-
gram continue at its present, rapid
growth rate,” McAtee said. ‘“The girls
recreation league, startedlast summer,
1 would like to see become three times
as big,” the mayor added.

Another project McAtee would like
undertaken is the construction of a
garage for the department of public
works to store equipment. “We store
equipment out in the wide open spaces,
now,” the Mayor said.

McAtee also had a wordof optimism
for the Ford Motor company. ‘‘I would
like to see the Ford plant at Wixom
aroduce at a fast rate.”

“Most of all,”” the mayor stated,
‘If people have problems that pertain
to the city, T urge them to contact us
at eity hall so we can do everything to
take care of problems and wants.”

Furthermore, the mayor said,
““We’ll do the best job we can for our
employees and tax payers,”

For Novi Township..

Novi Township Supervisor Hadley
Bachert anticipates a continuation of
of residential growth in Novi ~ espec-
ially among multiple-dwelling units.
However, ‘from all appearances it
seems the industrial growth of the
community will start to ievel off be-
cause of the tight money market.”

Declining to comment onthe current
move to incorporate Novi as a city,
Bachert said the township’s position
will be reached at the next regular
meeting of the township board.

The supervisor pointed to the ac-
quisition of ““open spaces’ for recrea-
tional use as one of the most important
functions of the township during 1967.
He suggested that enlargement of the
township park, located adjacent to
Walled Lake, may becomea reality with
the purchase of additional land and
improvement of the facility.

‘‘As communities grow leaving less
and less vacant land for recreational
purposes, we must make provisions now
if we are to have sufficient park lands
for future use. Too many communities
are neglecting thisroletoday,’’ Bachert
said.

Another project that may become a
reality this year, the supervisor said,
is the blacktopping of the drives and
parking areas adjacent to the township
hall and the library.

He foresees a hike In taxes because
of-the state law requiring 50-percent
assessment, and he points {01967asthe
year when citizens must join with their
elected officials in asking state legis-
lators for a tax reform measure of
some kind. ‘“We’ve got to voice our
opinions now, as never before, if we

are to get any tax relief at the state
level.”

Concerning the role of the township

Thomas Dale indicates that he has not

_been altogether pleased with the accom-

plishments as pertaining to the high
school bullding program. ““I had wished
we could have begun the program soon-
er, but perhaps going slowly is thebest
way in the long run.”

The New Year, says Dale, will see
plans undertaken on several new build-
ing programs — namely an addition to
Orchard Hills elementary school and
either another addition to the present
high school or a new secondary-level
factiity.

‘“We will begin planning next year
for a not-too-distantadditionto Orchard
Hills — a classrooms wing with about
seven or eight rooms for an additional
capacity of 200 children.”” Thisaddition,

“he indicates, probably would be built

the following year and be adequate for
the student population for two or three
years.

He sees student populationat capac-
ity in 1967 on the elementary level—and
perhaps slightly above capacity, With
the addition to the high school scheduled
for completion by the opening of the
1967-68 school year, he sees more than
adequate space at the secondary level.
However, by the time Novi adds a 12th
grade — in 1968 — the school will be at
capacity with about 700 students, he
predicts,

Because the capacity level of the
high school, after the completion of the
high school, is projected to 1968, Dale
explains that planning for still another
addition or another secondary building
will be imperative in 1967,

Dale envisions no problemsinnego-

tiating a master teacher contract, pre-
dicting that an amicable agreement will
be reached as occurred last year.

He sees the need of “probably nine
additional teachers’” next September,
five on the secondary level andthreeor
four at the elementary level.

The New Year will see the beginning
of plans for a full high school curricu-
lum, possibly with the addition of a few
12th grade classes for the next school
year when Novi launches its 11th grade.
He says the school system will, upon
reaching a full 12-year-program, be
operated on a 6-3-3 basis (six elemen-
tary grades, three junior high school
grades and three senior high school
grades).

Additional students in the next school
year will necessitate, he predicts, an
additional two school buses.

It was further pointed out that dyeing
out couldbe conductedduring the winter,
giving violators a chance toinstall sep-
tic tanks during the spring. Ackley es-
timated that between 20 and 25 individ-
uals are dumping raw sewage into the
underground storm sewer,

““We mustproceedto do something,”
Ackley told the council, ““otherwise the
water resources commission will be on
our hack.”

A resolution asking that the council
confirm the alignment of proposed in-
terstate highway I-275 was approved.
It will run north along Haggerty road,
join up with I-96 at what will be the
world’s largest cloverleaf and extend
North to Northwestern highway.

While approving the route, the coun-
cil adopted a resolution, calling for the
state to act on its previous request for
upgrading of the Novi road intersection
with 1-98. Specifically, the council re-
quested a cloverleaf be built,

In other action, the council re-
appointed Douglas Straith and Roger
Christenson to three-year terms onthe
board of appeals, To fill two newly
created posts, the council picked Bill
Duey for a two-year term and Andre
Hansen for a ope-year term.

ORDINANCE NO, 62

AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE MINIMUM EMPLOYMENT
STANDARDS OF THE MICHIGAN LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS
TRAINING COUNCIL.
THE CITY OF WIXOM ORDAINS:
Section 1. Minimum Standards Adopted

The minimum employment standards for law enforcement officers
as established and adopted by the Michigan Law Enforcement Officers
Training Council in accordance with Act No. 203, Public Acts of
1965 are hereby adopted as follows: '

STANDARDS

Be a citizen of the United States.

Minimum age of twenty-one years.

Graduation from high school or equivalent. Equivalent defined/as
having attained a passing score on the General Education Develop-
ment test indicating high school graduation level.

Fingerprinting of applicants with a search of local, state and ne-
tional fingerprint files to disclose any criminal record.

The applicant shall not have been convicted of a felony offense.

Good moral character as determined by a favorable report following
a comprehensive background investigation covering school and em-
ployment records, home environment, personal traits and integrity.
Consideration will be given to any and all law violations, including
traffic and conservation law convictions as indicating a lack of
good character.

Acceptable physical, emotional mental fitness as established by
a licensed physician following examination to determine the applicant
is free from any physical, emotional or mental condition which might
adversely affect his performance of duty as a polize officer.

The trainee shall possess normal hearing and normal color vision.
He shall be free from any impediments of the senses. He must
possess normal visual functions and visial acuity in each eye cor-
rectuble to 20/20. The trainee must be physically sound; well de-
veloped physically, with height and weight in relation to each other
and to age as indicated by accepted medical standards and in pos-
session of his extremities. He shall be free from any physical de-
fects, chronic diseases, organic diseases, organic or functional
conditions, or mental instabilities which may tend to impair efficient
performance of duty to which might endanger the lives of others or
himself if he lacks these qualifications. .

A decleration of the gpplicant's.medical history shali become a
part of the background investigation. The information shall be avail-
able to the examining physician.

An oral interview shall be held by the hiring authority or his rep-
resentative, to determine the applicant's acceptability for a police
officer position and to assess oppearance, background and ability
fo communicate.

Recruitment and employment practices and standards shall be in
compliance with. existing Michigan stotutes governing this activity.
Section 2. Notice to be Published .

The Wixom City Clerk shall publish this ordinance in the manner
required by law,
Section 3. Conflicting Ordinances Repealed
The standards of the Michigan Law Enforcement Officers Train-
ing Council are recognized as minimum standards and higher stan-
dards are recommended by the Training Council when qualified ap-
plicants are available. Any portion of any ordinance not meeting the
minimum standards is hereby repealed. Any portion of any ordinance
which meets the minimum standards or exceeds those standards shall
remain in effect.
Section 4. Effective date
The minimum employment standards for law enforcement officers
will be in effect-in this governmental unit 10 days after the passage
of this adopting ordinapce.

Alex Nelson Sees

Money Problems

While he looks optimistically at the
New Year, Northville’s School Super-
intendent Alex Nelson foresees 2 pos-
sible cash crisis should teachers and
administrators recelve substantial sal-
ary increases and should the state’s
bond loan formula be revised.

Both are possible, he indicates.

‘“Unfortunately, it would appear that
any increase in millage might be con-

strued as salary needs, but actually -

this is part of the total instructional
program ... and should a millage in-
crease become necessary the blame
shouldn’t rest on teachers,” he con-
tends.

Teacher negotiations are scheduled
to get underway later this moath, and
board consideration for adjustments in
administrative salaries has already
begun,

Normal increases in instructional
costs, such as additional teachers, plus
operation of the New Moraine elemen-
tary school — which Nelson predicts
will be ready for occupancy late this
month ~ should be offset by increased
income through added tax base, in-
creased state aid, etc.

He estimates these increased oper-
ational costs at about 10-percent above
the current operational level. This 10-
percent, he emphasizes, does not in-
clude possible renegotiated increased
salaries.

The other possible cash problem
involves the bond loan formula. ‘“There
is talk,” he says, “that the Legislature
may revise the formula so that the
minimum requirement is changed from
seven mills to nine mills, If this hap-
pens, we’ll have to make up the 2-mill
difference locaily.”

Under the state loanprogram school
districts which are presently levying
a minimum of 7 mills for school con-
struction may apply for low-interest,
long-~-range loans.

The loan program permits school
districts to increase their building pro-
grams without increasing millage. It
means that the length of a minimum
millage levy is carried over a far
greater period, like stretching car
payments over 36 months rather than
24 to make monthly payments more
palatable,

In June of 1965 when Northville
voters approved two bond proposals-—
one for $2.8 million and the other for a
$500,000 swimming pool — the millage
increased only 1.3 mills, from the then
5.7 levy to the 7-mill minimum required
under the state’s loanprogram, Without
the bond program, the levy would have
increased several additional mills.

oplication for aid, explains Nelson,
under this loan program {s made annu-

ally, and locally the next application
comes due next spring.

Should the state increase the min-
imum levy from seven to nine, the
Northville board of education will be
faced with the problem of making up
the difference — with or without another
vote of the people.

Although Nelson sees little possi-
bility of a 12-month school program
becoming a reality in1967—asproposed
by Board President Wilfred Becker last
year — he suggeststhat the proposal will
be given plenty of consideration in up-
coming months. He points out that
administrative studies will continue on
the possibility of implementing an ad-
ditional hour in the school day. Such a
program, he says, would provide some
30 additional feaching stations, lead to
a better teacher-pupil ratio, permit
release time for department heads, and
temporarily relieve any classroom
cramps that might develop.

Another proposed program that the
superintendent is hopeful will gain sup-
port is a community recreation pro-
gram administered through the school
system. Although be holds little hope
for its implementation this year, he
nevertheless expects it to come before
the board of education for approval or
disapproval in coming months,

Such a program - replacing the
present city-township program — would
be a cooperative venture between the
city, township and the school system.
Studies along these lines are already
underway by BoardSecretary StanJohn-
ston,

Nelson also foresees growth in stu-
dent population and satisfactory pro-
gress on the junfor high school and
high school addition. But he does not
anticipate Jaunching of any newbuilding
programs this year, except perhapsfor
those already authorized under the
current bond program.

By this time you have probably re-
placed the calendars on your wallswith
brand new ones for the year 1967. Peo-
ple have had calendars for a long time,
but they were not always as accurate
as those we have today,

In 1582 an astronomer finally fig-
ured out the way to make the same
months stay in the same seasons every
year. Many countries in Europe adopted
this new calendar, Butalmost 200 years
passed before the people of England
decided to use it, By that time the old
calendar was eleven days out of line,

In order to make up for this error
the king of England passed a decree in
1752, This decree sald that the day
after September 2, 1752 would be Sep-
tember 14, Eleven days were to be
dropped, This caused a great confusion
and uproar in Great Britain. People
gathered in maobs crying: “Giveusback
our eleven days!” They thought they
were losing that maay days out of their
lives: but, of course, they really were
-not.

Sometimes we, too, feel that we’ve
lost 2 mimber of days because they
seem to go so quickly. At the end of
another year it is well to stop and think
how we used the days and the year just
gone by,

it, There may be momentary flashes of
delight, but ‘“we spend our yearsasa
tale that is told,” asadream that fades,
as grass that withers, as a sign that is
whispered. Read Psalm 90! That’sOUR
story.

But history Is HIS story. The fact
that we change calendars within 2 week
of Christmas and that we number years
from the date of Jesus’ birth can be
significant. This isAnnusDomini (A,D.)
— the YEAR OF OUR LORD,

Every year is a year of our Lord!
Each one of them belongs to Him. He
gives a few to each of us— sometimes
as many as threescore and ten — and
we use them to create the false im-
pression that we are the makers of
history. But God isnot impressed. He
remembers that we are dust, and turns
us back to dust.

Our story can be meaningful onlyas
it is related to His story, and only as
the Lord impresses us. He is our Cre-
ator, and when we turned our iives to
destruction He redeemed us and re-
stored us by showing up in history in
the person of the Christ — the only Man
who has been able to control events,
defeat death, and offer everlasting life.

He lives in us by faith, and as we live
in Him — for then we live with a pur-

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State Must F ace up to Doctor Shortage

MICHIGAN IS SADLY LACKING in
doctors for its citizens. There is nc
hope of meeting the need unless im-
mediate steps are taken to expand
medical education facilities.

To make matters worse, an impor-
tant recommendation by 2 blue-ribbon
committee to the State Board of Educa-
tion was recently ignored in a four to
four vote on establishing a four-year
medical school at Michigan State Uni-
versity.

The tie had the effect of refusing the
special committee’s recommendation
that MSU’s present two-year human
biology program be expanded to a full
medical training course.

PART OF THE BOARD’S hesitation
to approve the new medical school re-
quest from MSU was credited to the
need for an overall higher education
plan in Michigan. Another factor wasa
proposal for an osteopathic college
which is in the works.

A master plan for education might
not be ready for another year andthere
is no firm indication when, or if, the
osteopathic college will get beyond the
planning stage.

Many believe the MSU request for
expansion to afour-year medical school
should be considered on its own merit
in light of the recognized dire need for
doctors in Michigan,

BOARD MEMBERS themselves ap-
pointed the special committee to deal
with the expansion of medical education
in Michigan as a broad concept and the
MSU plan as a specific request but in
context with the state’s total needs.

In essence the committee recom-
mended immediate steps be taken to
expand and improve the two existing
medical schools and approve without
delay MSU’s request to offer an M.D,
degree program.

DELAY IN APPROVAL is difficult
to understand. After the first of the
year, two new members will take their
seats on the Board of Education, a re-
sult of the recent election. Perhaps the
issue will be reconsidered then.

Members of the Board which failed
to approve the plan indicated that more
study was necessary to fit this rec-
ommendation into an overall program,
It is very hard to see how much more
study will be needed before the over-
whelming facts stimulate a decision in
some direction to provide doctors for
the people in Michigan. The questionhas
been examined and re-examined,

Delay in providing action can only
hurt everyone .involved: the potential
students and the profession itself. Most :
importantly, the people of this state,

NEW PROBLEM
SPENDING CUTBACKS. ordered by
the federal government have many
Michigan governmental units worrying,
stewing and screaming.
Potential unemployment caused by
cuts in the various programs might

threaten the continued prosperity of
Michigan’s economy. Clities are
screaming because of announced de-
creases in spending for local urban
renewal and poverty relief programs,

State highway officials throughout
Michigan breathe heavily becauseof the
shorter supply of federal funds to com-

plete road construction plans.

MANY PROGRAMS, in other states
as well as Michigan, are heavily de-
pendent for their existence on specified
percentages of federal contributions,

Every year the legislature is asked
to consider expansion of some existing
state-federal programs and creation of

new ones. This year serious thought
must be aimed at these proposals. No
one cares to guess when the tight
federal money situation will loosen, but
how to reduce spending is a problem
which must be faced.

1967: Another Auto Sales Dip?

BABSON PARK, MASS, — Some ex-
ecutives of our own U,S, auto-manu-
facturing Big Three — General Motors,

Chrysler, and Ford — have admitted .

that they expect another dip during1967
in total output, which would mean the
second consecutive year of lowering
sales. Executives of firms importing
foreign cars express no such doubts.
Almost unanimously they predict that
1967 will be the second successive
record-breaking year for their pro-
ducts, Does this mean a greater swing
toward the purchase of foreign cars;
and, if so, what {s behind the switch in
trend?

The question may well have more
than one answer, probably a number of
answers, But the essential fact is that
statisties already provide a reasonable
basis for the contrast between the
pessimism of domestic producers and
the optimism of foreign car dealers.
Taking November figures (latest avail-
able), it may be seen that foreign car
sales have risen an impressive 18%
over those of a year ago. This com-
pares dramatically with a decline of 7%
in domestic new car sales over the
same period,

While it s true that foreign car
turnover represents only about 8% of the
total market, thereis somethingarrest-
ing about the fact that praetically all
the leading importers are chalking up
gains while all our biggest producers
are registering declines. If it were a
matter only of restlessness or watchful-
waiting on the part of the consumer
public, there is no reason why both
domestic and foreign auto sales should
not refiect the same weakening tenden-
CY.

AS IN THE case of residential con-
struction, tight money undoubtedly is
having some adverse effect on the de-
mand for larger, more expensive cars,
The lowest-priced model made in this
country is now the Rambler American,
which goes for $2,073. But look at the
price range for foreign models; elght
out of the ten biggest-selling imported
cars can be bought for less, And there
are a couple of score of other foreign
makes also below the Rambler Ameri-
can price range, even though notamong
those best known to the public.

In other words, the U,S, producers
have once again outpriced themselves,
This happened following 1959, when
forelgn cars set their previous record
for sales, capturing more than 10% of
the total market, At that time, Detroit
recognized its lack of models at the
lower end of the price scale and moved
in with its ‘““‘compacts”. These caught
the popular fancy to a considerable
degree, but gradually became larger
and more expensive. Now it appears
that the situation has come full-circle,
If a buyer wants a small, inexpensive
car, he can do best, he is convinced,
in the import fleld.

THE MOMENTUM carrying salesof
forelgn cars upward has increased
notably, and there is reason to believe
that it will persist for some time to
come. It is not, for example, purelythe
lower original cost that is helping the
market for importedautos, Whena fam-
ily needs a car primarily for use by the
housewife in shopping and for other

short hauls, the woman often prefers a
vehicle that is light, maneuverable,
cheap to operate, and easy to park,

Then there isthe questionof glamor.
It a man could easily afford a Cadiliac,
he is often as likely to buy himself
instead a Mercedes-Benz or a Jaguar.
The exotic flavor has appeal, and this
has been partly instigated by our own
effort to popularize the ‘‘sports car”
image in such models as the Mustang,
which caught on remarkably quickly.
But, now, to be really different, many
buyers feel that the foreign car isthe
thing, whether for economy purposesor
for the kind of show-off of style found
in the Jaguar,

Question is: Will Detroit try again
to lure away some of this market with
new, small, inexpensive sports models?
Best guess is that the domestic auto
makers won’t, unless foreign-car sales
once more move well above 10% of the
market, Importers will be watching,

Wins Village Approval

Three strikes doesn’t always mean
you're out,

That became apparent Monday night
as the village planners and councilmen
approved a manufacturing classification
for some 60 acres of property on the
west side of Novi road, adjacent to the
raflroad tracks and Novi Heights sub-
division.

Three previous attemptsby the own-
ers, B, J. Pollard and Paul Boscoe, to
gain a heavier manufacturing classifica-
tion for 46 acres in the area had been
defeated.

At this point, the planners upon
their own initiative, recommended what
they considered was a more desirable
manufacturing classification for a still
larger area.

Originally, Pollard and Boscoe re-
quested M-1 (light manufacturing) and
an M-3 (heavy manufacturing) classifi-
cations for their property. Because
officials believed the M-3 classification
was too permissive, they suggested M-1
and M-2 (restricted manufacturing).

Although this revised classification
proposal drew approval of all planners
and councilmen present at Monday’s
joint meeting, it met stiff opposition
from Mrs, Ann Nichols, who previous-
1 had voiced opposition to the requests
of Pollard and Boscoe. She attempted,
without success, to delay a decision
pending 2 meeting of representatives
of the Novi Heights assooiation and
planners,

Explaining that she had been asked
by the assoctation president, William'
Lovett, to request a delay untfl after
s tad ah opportun:.

zoning solution, Mrs, Nichols fired a
barrage of protests against the zoning
change. Her main arguments were that
the manufacturing zoning will be detri-
mental to the adjacent residentialarea,
that vacant manufacturing properties
already exist in Novi, and that the
zoning will ‘‘ruin” the central part of
Novi,

William Skeltls questioned the vil-
lage’s capability of regulating indus-
trial wastes, taking the position that
the municipality should adopt regulat-
ing laws before providing for addition-
al industrial development,

In answer to Skeltis, officials noted
that the village already has regula-
tions governing industrial wastes,

And concerning the charges of Mrs.
Nichols, Planning Chairman Raymond
Evans noted that the village had not
been offically npotified by the associa-
tion concerning either its objections or
its desire to meet with planners, “If
I thought the whole subdivision oppose
it,”’ he said, “it might be a different
matter.”

The planners subsequently recom-
mended the zoning change by a 17-0
vote, and the council then adopted
the rezoning by a 4-0 vote,

Ironically, the position of the plan-
ners in recommending the change was
in part due to its desire to protect
adjacent property owners, However,
by substituting 2 more restrictive man-

ufacturing classification, they picked
up complaints of the original man-
ufacturing petitioners,

A spokesmen for PollardandBoscoe
told The News later that ‘‘we’re noten-
tirely satisfied with this thing, It’s
manufacturing, alright, but not the kind

we wanted.”

Planners and councilmen also ap-
proved rezoning of some 20 acres of
property on the west side of Novi road
at the southern boundary, thus paving
the way for a residential home develop-
ment expected to get underway next
spring.

Businessmen Back Cityhood

Incorporation picked upanoldfriend
last week as the Novi Board of Com-
merce gave its support to the city of
Novi movement,

A resolution endorsing city incor-
poration of the village and recommend-
ing a *‘yes’’ vote on April 4 wasadopted
unanimously by the dozen members
attending the monthly dinner meeting
at the Rosewood Restaurant,

Signiffcantly, Hadley Bachert, su-
pervisor of the township and treasurer
of the Board of Commerce, was absent
from the meeting because of iliness,
Bachert was a leading opponent of
fncorporation in the previous attempt
at cityhood for Novi,

Introduced by Board Member Philip
Anderson, who also is president of the
village, the resolution reads:

‘‘Whereas, we, the memoers of the
Novi Board of Commerce, wish to see
this community prosper and grow and
become one of the leading communities
in the metropontan area, and

‘“Whereas, we wish to assure all

those moving to this area, to build
homes, factories, and establlsh busi-
ness places, that this community will
prosper and grow, and

““Whereas, in order for this com-
munity to do so, its boundaries must
remain intact, and

‘‘Whereas, in order to remain in-
tact, it is a necessity that the village

be incorporated as the City of Novi,

“Now, therefore, be it resolveq,

“That we, here assembled, do en-
dorse city incorporation for Novi and
recommend a ‘“Yes” vote on April 4,
1967.”

Interestingly, it was this same Board.

of Commerce that sparked village in-
corporation when Wixom became a city
and grabbed the tax plum — the Wixom
Ford plant, Until then a large part of
Wixom, including the Ford property,
was part of Novi township.

In other action Thursday night,
President Russell Taylor named Philip
Anderson chairman of the Industrial
Development committee, which fsbeing
reorganized. Hadley Bachert, as arep-
resentative of the township board, and
Harold Ackley, as a representative of
the village, are each to appoint two
members to serve on Anderson’s com-
mittee, which has been charged with
the responsibility of encouraging new
industry and business to establish in
Novi. :
Taylor also appointed Kenneth Bas-
