Council Approves 
Slatkin Unit Plan 
- The deck was cleared for^egianlng-
construction of North Hills Estates, a 
$4 million project, during a protracted 
meeting Monday night of the Novi village 
council that lasted nearly four hours. 

In the only final action taken, the 
councU adopted a. resolution approving 
the unit development plan submitted by 
the developer, Harry Slatkin Builders, 
Inc. of Detroit. The development site 
touches Northville on the south and Is 
divided by Center street. 

Construction of 389 units will be in 
two stages, Irvin Hermanoff, »f;retary 
of the building firm, said. Within a one-
year period, the developer must com­
plete all preliminary requirements be­
fore actually beginning construction of 
homes In subdivision one, located on the 
west side of Center street. 

Preliminary requirements Include 
the approval of plats and Installation of 
water and sewer lines, underground tele-
phone and electric lines and the build­
ing of streets. According to plans. Cen­
ter street will be re-routed to bow east, 
thus cutting down on fast traffic. 

Facilitating development was the an­
nouncement earlier In the meeting that 
the city of NorthvlUe had approved the 
extension of a water main from Base-
line road to the development site. En­
gineering details remain to be worked

out between the city and the village of 
Novi. 

Connemara residents, who have ob­
jected strenuously to the development 
and especially plans for construction 
of multiples in the Northwest sector, 
obtained concessions from the develop­
er. They demanded and received con­
firmation that GallwayandBurns drives 
would not be through streets, and would 
be reduced from a planned 86 to 60 feet. 

The council tabled three other items 
on the agenda until the council's next 
meeting. Matters scheduled for recon­
sideration on February 6 Include: 

- resolutions pertaining to the pro­
posed joint Walled Lake-Novl sewer 
disposal system, until officials have 
reviewed the nrovlsions. 

- a payback agreement with Charles 
Lapham of Northville, until taps avail­
able have been determinsd. 

-- a resolution establishing a f a ­
cial assessment district for part of 
MeadoWbrook subdivision. 

In other matters, two letters were 
received by the council. 

One from the Willowbrook Com­
munity association, which had been 
"tolerant of conditions," asked for re­
solving of dirt and dust now on sub­
division roads, lowering of the ^eed 
limit and installation of overhead lights 
on 10 Mile road and harmony between^ 
the village and township. A meeting to' 
resolve acute problems will be sched­
uled. 

A letter from George Adams, Con­
nemara resident, outlined In detail 
four points he thought controversial dur­
ing the December 30 public hearings on 
the Slatkin development. Adams re­
quested a written answer.

Million Sewer Grant OK^d 
Hope had all but died Tuesday when 

Senator Philip Hart's office announced 
that $1 million has been reserved for 
construction of the joint Walled Lake-
Novl sewer d l i ^ s a l system. 

Because of the flood of applications 
for federal funds, admittedly In short 
supply, officials of both communities 
had just about ruled out the progject 
of securing any portion of their request 
for $1.7 million in aid. But then the 
Housing and Urban Development com­
mittee took action. 

Construction of the sewage d l ^ s a l 
system will thus begin this year - bar­
ring the unforeseen. This was the 
prospect, even before the federal an­
nouncement was made. It took a dove­
tailing of events. 

First, the Walled Lake city council 
authorized Manager Royce Downey to 

sign contracts with the Oakland county 
DPW, providing for advertising of bids 
of the $4,360 million joint sewer pro­
ject. 

Second, Novi village officials 
learned that It will not be necessary to 
hold another public hearing to establish 
necessity for a i^ecial sewer assess­
ment of Novi residents living in the 
Walled Lake area. 

The news paves the way for the 
village council to take more Immediate 
action on a contract to be submitted by 
the Oakland county DPW. 

Councilmen first thought that a new 
necessity hearing would have to be 
called because trunk lines and the dis­
posal plant, as well as laterals, would 
be paid for by special assessment, it 
was reported last week, however, that 
trunk lines and the d i ^ s a l plant would 

be financed through connection charge 
and service fee. 

Target date for letting bids on con­
struction of the plant and trunk line is 
June 1, it was reported. But Village 
Manager Harold Ackley suggested that 
construction of laterals will begin In 
"a minimum of eight months." 

Having cleared Its own deck. Walled 
Lake now awaits action by the Novi 
council. In a future meeting, the council 
will probably weigh these details to be 
embodied in resolutions: 

-determine the necessity of the 

proposed sewer system. 
-determine limits of the district. 
-direct the engineer to prepare 

detailed plans and i^eclflcations. 
-determine the service charge and 

the amount of special assessment. 
-send application for approval of file 

Michigan Municipal Finance commis­
sion. 

These were the measures the coun­
cil was prepared to consider three years 
ago when it postponed action until the 
city of Walled Lake had made a decision 
The city has moved at an accelerated 
pace this year to avoid punitive action 
by the Michigan Water Resources com­
mission which has cited the city for 
pollution of Walled Lake. 

The Walled Lake manager told this 
newspaper that Walled Lake would f i ­
nance sewer construction through me­
tered service charges levied on a per­
centage of water bill basis, not by an 
ad valorum tax asfirstreported. 

"They (village officials) assured us 
here," Downey said, that they would 
proceed with the sewer proposal. 

Novi township's court attempt to 
block the April incorporation election 
here ground to a halt Friday as officials 
were slapped with a temporary re­
straining order. 

Circuit Court Judge FarrellE.Rob­
erts issued the restraining order 
against all township officials and their 
agents Friday, pending a hearing on 
whether or not a preliminary Injunc­
tion should be issued preventing them 
from interfering with the election slated 
f.3r.*.pril4. . : - .. 

The surprising turn of events quick­
ly followed a decision by township 
officials last week Monday to block the 
election in court on grounds that the 
election is illegal. Their intention of 
gaining an injunction had not yet been 
realized when they themselves faced 
the possibility of an injunction. 

Quick counter action to block the 
township was taken by Charles A . 
Smith, chairman of the citizens incor­
poration committee. 

Acting upon Smith's petition. Judge 
Roberts ordered Supervisor Hadley 
Bachert and other township officials to 
appear in court January 30 to "show 
cause why a preliminary order of In­
junction should not be Issued" as re­
quested by Smith. 

In handing down the order. Judge 
Roberts instructed township officials-
and "their agents and employees" - to 
refrain from Interfering with the elec­
tion pending the January 30 hearing.. 

Explaining his action, Smith said he 
was convinced that township officials 
are trying to prevent Nov! residents 
from voting on the city Incorporation 
question. 

'It Is my desire and intention," he 
said, "to give Novi residents anoppor-. 
tunlty to decide themselves the-form of 
government they desire. To deny this 
opportunity to the residents of any 
community is not a democratic method. 

in fact, it is definitely undemocratic 
and is dictatorial. Novi does not desire 
dictators. 

"It is my conviction the Novi town­
ship officials should not use taxpayers 
money to prevent the taxpayers to 
determine the form of government they 
desire." 

Smith said his court action Is In­
tended to stop interference by the town­
ship and to prevent It from using money 
paid by taxpayers, to fight the incorpor­
ation. 

He emphasized that the Incorpora­
tion committee had used Its own money 
In promoting the election and a favor­
able Incorporation vote. 

The latest court action Is but one of 
several maneuvers by opponents and 
proponents of cityhood for Novi during 
the past several months. 

Early last year a move to establldi 
a date for an election on the question 
was blocked In court by township offic­
ials. When Circuit Court Judge Arthur 
Moore appeared certain to issue a 
ruling against incorporation based upon 
Novl's inability to meet requirements 
of a state incorporation statute on 
population, the village council scrapped 
Incorporation petitions. 

Then when officials of the Secretary 
of State's office indicated the population 
statute was antiquated and hinted that 
it should be contested In court if neces­
sary, new Incorporation petitions were 
filed with the village. 

At this point, the Incorporation com­
mittee filed suit against the village in 
an attempt to settle the legality of the 
election in court. Upon the favorable 
decision by Circuit Court Judge Char­
les Thorburn that the statutory re­
quirement is not mandatory, the council 
set the election date. 

Then last week Monday, the town­
ship board voted to seek an injunction, 
followed qulcklyby Smith's courtactlon.

"Wc.plan various programs to I l­
lustrate the advantages of cityhood, and 
Inform the public as to the various as­
pects and methods of incorporation so 
that they will be better Informed and 
that they may better decide this Import­
ant Issue at the polls." 

Adoption of the resolution followed 
a review of Friday's court action by 
Chairman Charles A. Smith.

Mrs. Harry Geitgey of Plymouth, 
regent, resided (and presented a most 
fashionable DAR image in a green wool 
with cerise embroidery.) She credited 
Miss Elizabeth Etz, chapter chaplain, 
with much of the party planning and work. 
In her prayer. Miss Etz pointed out that 
the chapter with itspresent membership 
of 110 holds "a respected place in our 
communities."

The name, Sarah Ann Cochrane, was 
suggested for the chapter by the Burton 
historical section of the Detroit public 
library after the founders were advised 
against naming the chapter for the 
ancestor of any one member.

Northville. 

While preaching in Northville he 
founded the Northville Academy. Sarah 
Ann and her brother both taught there 
until the school closed in 1857. After 
graduation from the Monroe Female 
academy in 1858 she re-opened the 
school as a girls' school. In 1860 her 
health failed and the school was closed. 

After the death of her parents and 
brother, Sarah Ann in 1883 entered the 
service of the Detroit public library to 
support herself, DAR chapter records 
report. She made a special study of the 
Dewey Decimal System and under her 
supervision the library was catalogued. 
She died in 1917 and is buried beside 
her parents and brother in Northville'. 

SARAH ANN COCHRANE recordsal-
so report that Sarah Ann was patriotic 
as "our beautiful silk flag, presented 
to us by Mrs. Thad J . Knapp of North­
ville belonged to her. The flag was a 
bequest to Mrs. Knapp from Sarah Ann 
Cochrane." 

One member of the first slate of 
officers still is living in Plymouth. She 
is Mrs. Dwlght Peck, who was the first 
first-vice-regent. 

In addition to Miss Etz present 
chapter officers and committee chair­
men from Northville include Mrs. Max­
well Austin, Mrs. Claude Crusoe, direc­
tors; Mrs. George Merwin, constitution 
week and state CAR chairman; Mrs.

Novi Band Uniforms Get Boost 
Novi high school bandsmen may have 

uniforms by next fall; if not, it appears 
pretty certain they'll have them by the 
spring of 1968. 

At any rate, investigations Into 
prices, materials and styles of uniform s 
is underway following last week's regu­
lar meeting of the Novi board of educa­
tion. 

Appearing before the board, repre­
sentatives of the Novi Band Boosters 
club reported the results of their cam­
paign for funds while urging the board 
to consider appropriation of funds to 
purchase some 80 or more uniforms. 

Although board members gave no 
promise of money, they nevertheless 
left little doubt that the next budget 
probably will include an allocation for 
uniforms. At the same time, the board 
thanked club members for their ef­
forts, conceding that results of the 
club's fund-raising campaign Indicates 
"the community is behind this thing". 

Club members reported that $2,060 
had been raised for uniforms, with 
about $1100 of that total resulting from 
the club's sale of community calendars. 
They indicated that several more pro­
jects are planned in coming months and 
that they are hopeful of raising another 
$1,000 by next September. 

Total cost of the uniforms, ex­
plained Band Director Keith Rolston, 
depends a good deal upon the kind of 
uniforms selected, but primarily upon 
the number of uniforms desired. He 
said the board must decide whether the 
band will eventually Include four grades 
- nine through 12 - or just 10 through 
12, He indicated that he personally 
would like to have a four-grade band. 

Rolston said that in order to insure-, 
delivery of uniforms by the opening of 
school next fall and the football season, 
the uniforms would have to be ordered 
in March, "owever, he added that if 
they are ordered later, they will arrive 
in time for major spring band activities 
in 1968 - including Band Day at the 
University of Michigan. 

One difficulty in ordering uniforms 
early, he suggested, would be the mat­
ter of properly fitting bandsmen. For 
example, he pointed out that eighth 
graders could be fitted this year be­
cause they will be ninth graders next 
fall. Growth during the interim months 
could cause a problem. 

However, Trustee Carl Rowley con­
tended that uniforms should be ordered 
on the basis of a projected number of 
bandsmen at each grade level over a 
period of years. He suggested that tile

Population of the four--county Detroit 
Metropolitan area has increased 10.8 
percent since 1960, officials of the De-
trciit Metropolitan Area Regional Plan­
ning commission revealed this week in 
its. January issue of the Regional Re-
porter. 

The population of Wayne, Oakland, 
Macomb and Washtenaw counties in­
creased from .the April 1960 census of 
3,934,800 to 4,359,000 as of July 1,1966. 

"So far," they reported, "thegross 
gains for the 1960s are not keeping up 
with those of the 1950s. The region in­
creased 784,000 during the previous 
decade. At the present rate of gain, the 
total increase for the current decade 
will run around 679,000." 

Macomb county with a gain of 144,196 

since 1960 showed the greatest numer­
ical increase as well as the highest 
percentage gain of 35.6 percent. Oakland 
county was not far behind with an 
addition of 139,741 for a 20.2 percent 
gain. 

Out-Wayne county (exclusive of De­
troit) had an increase of 131,847 for a 
13.2 percent gain. Washtenaw county 
added 38,560 to register a 22.4 percent 
gain. The city of Detroit for the sec­
ond year made a gain over the previous 
year, adding 10,000. But the 1966 De­
troit figure of 1,940,000 is still some 
30,144 below the 1960 census of 
1,670,144. 

Commission -officials .-jtated that 
they are interested in doing a multiple 
housing study, but that such a study Is 

still in the "proposal stage". They 
invited comments from interested citi­
zens concerning this study.

Nearly one-third of the 
money given the city of 
Northville from the Michi­
gan Motor Vehicle Highway 
Fund forthel966 fiscal year 
was collected from truck­
ers, the Michigan Trucking 
association revealed this 
week. 

Distribution to Northville 
totaled $37,200, with anes-
tlmated $11,234 resulted 
from taxes paid by truck­
ers. Total distribution to 
Wayne county and 33 com­
munities in Wayne amount­
ed to $36,845,644, with an 
estimated $11,127,384. 

The MTA determined the 
amount of highway-user 
taxes paid by trucks based 
on the MIchlganDepartment 
of State Highways account­
ing of the Motor Vehicle 
Highway Fund proceeds, 
plus distribution of federal-
aid highway money. 

Michigan hlghi»ay-user 
taxes, the source of the 
highway fund, are primarily 
comprised of velllcle .reg­
istration fees, motor-fuel 
and motor carrier privilege 
taxes. About two-thirds of 
the total proceeds of $274 
million is collected from 
sale of motor fuel, and one-
third from automobile, 
truck and trailer registra­
tion fees. 

Truck payments account 
for 30.5-percent of the to­
tal, although trucks com­
prise only 16-percent of the 
vehicles using the roads, 
the MTA emphasized. 

The formulafor distribu­
tion of the Michigan Fund is 
47-percent to the state 
truckline fund, 35-percent 
to counties and 18-percent 
to cities and villages. 

Federal highway-user 
taxes are levied on motor 
fuel, lubricating oil, parts 
and accessories, tires, 
tubes and tread rubber, new 
trucks and trallersand mo­
tor vehicle use.

tions governing the subdivision of land: 
providing standards, procedures and 
rules for the preparation and filing of 
plats, and to provide for prelilrllnary 
and final approval or rejection of such 
plats by the township of Northville, 
Wayne County, Michigan: and imposing 
penalties for the violation of this or­
dinance: 
THE TOWNSfflP OF NORTHVILLE OR­
DAINS: 
ARTICLE I - TITLE AND PURPOSE 
SECTION 100. H T L E . 

This Ordinance shall be known and 
may be designated as the "Township of 
Northville Subdivision Regulations Or­
dinance." 
SECTION 101. PURPOSE: 

The purpose of this Ordinance is to 
regulate and control the subdivision of 
land within the corporate linlits of the 
Municipality, in order to promote the 
public health, safety, comfort, conven­
ience and general welfare of the inhab­
itants of the Municipality; to provide 
means for carrying out the Municipal­
ity's responsibilities relative to the 
platting of land under the laws of the 
State of Michigan, and to provide for 
the orderly growth and harmonious 
development of the Municipality, con­
sistent with the Master Plan and Zoning 
Ordinance; to secure adequate traffic 
circulation through coordinated street 
systems so as to lessen congestion on 
the streets and highways; to ensure 
adequate provisions for water, drainage 
and sanitary sewer facilities, and other 
health requirements; to achieve the 
maximum utility and Ilvability on indi­
vidual lots; and to provide logical pro­
cedures for the achievement of these 
purposes. 

ARTICLE n-DEFINITIONS 
SECTION 200. 

The following definitions shall apply 
in the interpretation and enforcement 
of this Ordinance. 

1. ALLEY - a dedicated pijbllc way 
of twenty-six (26) feet or more In width 
affording a secondary means of access 
to abutting property and not intended 
for general traffic circulation. 

2. BLOCK --- that property abutting 
one side of a street and lying between 
the two nearest Intersecting streets, or 
between the nearest such street and 
railroad right-of-way, unsubdivided ac­
reage, river or live stream; orbetween 
any of the foregoing and any other 
barrier to the continuity of development. 

3. BOARD - the Township Board of 
the Township of Northville. 

4. CLERK - the Township Clerk of 
the Township of Northville. 

5. CUL-DE-SAC - a minor street of 
short length, having one end open to 
traffic and being permanently termin­
ated at the other end by a vehicular 
turn around. 

6. EASEMENT - a specific area of 
land over which a liberty, privilege or 
advantage is granted by the owner to 
the public, a corporation, or some par­
ticular person or part of the public for 
specific uses and purposes, and which 
shall be designated a "public" or 
"private" easement depending on the 
nature of the user. 

7. FINAL PLAT - a map of all or 
part of a subdivision prepared and 
certified as to its accuracy by a regis­
tered engineer or land surveyor. Such 
map must meet the requirements of the 
Plat Act, Act 172 of the Public Acts of 
1929 as amended, and be acceptable for 
recording in accordance with that or 
succeeding Acts. 

8. IMPROVEMENTS - gl-ading, 
street surfacing, curbs and gutters, 
sidewalks, crosswalks, water mains, 
fire hydrants, sanitary sewers, storm 
sewers, culverts, bridges, and other 
additions to the natural state of land 
which increase its value, utility or 
habltabllity. 

9. LOOP STREET - a minor street 
of short length with two openings to 
traffic, beginning from the same street, 
and projecting parallel to each other 
and connecting at their termination by 
a loop. 

10. LOT - a parcel of land separated 
from other parcels on a preliminary or 
record plat for the purpose of sale, 
lease, or separate use. 

U. MAJOR THOROFARE -anarter­
ial street of great continuity which is 
intended to serve as a large volume 
trafflcway for both the immediate Mun­
icipal area and region beyond, and may 
be designated in the Municipality's 
Major Thorofare Plan as a major 
thorofare, parkway, expressway, or 
equivalent term. 

12. MARGINAL ACCESS STREET-
1 minor street parallel and adjacent to 
a major thorofare and which provides 
access to abutting properties and pro­
tection from through traffic. 

13. MASTER PLAN - the compre­
hensive land use plan for the Munici­
pality, including graphic and written 
proposals Indicating the general loca­
tions recommended for the streets, 
parks, schools, public buildings, zoning 
districts, and all physical developments 
of the Municipality including any unit or 
part of such plan separately adopted, 
and any amendments to such plan or 
parts thereof adopted by the Planning 
Commission. 

14. MINOR S T R E E T - a street sup­
plementary to a secondary street In-
tended to serve the local needs of thp 
neighborhood and of limited continuity 
used primarily as access to abutting 
residential properties. 

15. MUNICIPALITY - the Township 
of Nortllville. 

16. PERSON - individual, partner-
Ship, firm, corporation or association. 

17. PLANNING COMMISSION - the 
Planning Commission of the Township 
of Northville. 

18. PRELIMINARY PLAT - a map 
indicating the proposed layout of a 
subdivision in sufficient detail to pro­
vide an adequate basis for review and 
to meet the requirements and proced­
ures set forth hereinafter, the same 
being the proposed plat referred to in 
Section 4, Act 172 of the Public Acts of 
1929, as amended. 

19. PROPRIETOR - includes the 
plural as well as the singular and may 
mean a person, firm, association, par­
tnership, corporation, or any legal 
combination of them or any other legal 
entity proceeding under these regula­
tions to effect a subdivision of land for 
himself or for another. 

20. PUBLIC RESERVATION - a 
portion of a subdivision which is set 
aside for public use and made available 
for public use and acquisition. 

21. PUBLIC UTILITY - any person, 
firm, or corporation, municipal depart­
ment, board or commission, duly auth­
orized to furnish, and furnishing under 
governmental regulations to the public:, 
gas, steam, electricity, sewage dispos­
al, communication, telegraph, trans­
portation or water. 

22. PUBLIC WALKWAY - a right-
of-way dedicated for the purpose of a 
pedestrian access through residential 
areas, and located so as to connect to 
two or more streets, or a street and a 
public land parcel. 

23. SECONDARY STREET - a street 
intended to serve as major means of 
access from minor streets to major 
thorofares with considerable continuity 
within the framework of the Major 
Thorofare Plan. 

24. STREET - a right-of-way dedi­
cated to public use, which provides ve­
hicular and pedestrian access to ad­
jacent properties whether designatedas 
a street, highway, thorofare, parkway, 
road, avenue, lane or however other­
wise designated, comprisingall the land 
between right-of-way lines whether Im­
proved or unimproved, and may include 
pavement, curbs and gutters, shoulders, 
sidewalks, parking areas, lawn areas 
and other areas within the right-of-way 
lines. 

25. SUBDIVISION - the division of 
land as defined in Act 172, of the Public 
Acts of 1929, as amended. 

26. TURN-AROUND - a widened 
section at the terminus of a cul-de-sac, 
loop or dead-end street, providing for 
installation of a roadway loop of a large 
enough radius so that entering vehicles 
may proceed around such loop and re­
turn In an opposite direction. 

27. WORDS - single words shall in­
clude the plural and masculine words 
shall Include the feminine and neuter. . 
ARTICLE in - PLATTING PROCED­
URE AND DATA REQUIRED 

The preparation of a subdivision for 
platting shall be preceded by a prelim­
inary Investigation and shall go through 
two stages including Preliminary Plat 
and Final Plat and in accordance with 
the procedure as follows: 
SECTION 300. PRELIMINARY INVES­
TIGATION: 

Prior to the preparation and filing of 
a Preliminary Plat, the proprietor may 
meet informally with the PlanningCom-
mission in order that he may become 
familiar with these Regulations and 
with the proposals of the Master Plan 
as they affect the area in which his 
proposed subdivision is located. The 
proprietor shall concern himself with 
the following factors: 

a. The area of the proposed subdi­
vision shall be properly zoned for the 
intended use. 

b. An Investigation of adequacy of 
existing schools and the adequacy of 
public open gjaces Including parks and 
playgrounds to service the proposed 
subdivision shall be made by the pro­
prietor. 

c. The relationship of the proposed 
subdivision to major thorofares and 
plans for widening of thorofares shall 
be investigated by the proprietor. 

d. Standards for sewage dl^osal, 
water supply and drainage of the Mu­
nicipality and health standards of Wayne 
County and the State of Michigan shall 
be Investigated by the proprietor. 

SECTION 301. PRELIMINARY PLAT 
PROCEDURE: 

The procedure for preparation and 
submittal of a preliminary plat of a 
land area to be subdivided shall be as 
follows: 

a.. FILING - The proprietor shall 
submit the following to the Clerk, at 
least twenty (20) days prior to the 
regular Planning Commission meeting: 

(1) Three (3) copies of a letter of 
application for a preliminary plat re­
view. ' 

(2) Ten (10) copies of the Prelimin­
ary Plat, including one reproducable 
sepia or approved equivalent trans­
parency. 

(3) Written statement varifying prior 
submission of preliminary plat to the 
Board of Wayne County Road Commis­
sioner and other governmental agencies 
having jurisdiction. 

D. DATA REQUIRED - The prelim­
inary plat shall contain the following 
information: 

(1) Proposed name of subdivision. 
(2) Location by Section, Town and 

Range, or by other legal description and 
an area map showing the general re­
lationship of the proposed subdivision 
to the surrounding area within one-half 
mile at a scale of not lessthanl"-500'. 

(3) Names and addresses of propri­
etor, designer, engineer or land sur­

veyor who designed the subdivision 
layout. The proprietor shall also indi­
cate his interest in the land as to 
whether it is a fee interest, land con­
tract interest, option to purchase in­
terest, or purchase agreement interest. 
If proprietor holds only an option to 
purchase or purchase agreement inter­
est the actual owner must countersign 
all submissions and identify his inter­
ests. 

(4) Scale of preliminary plat, 1" 
equals 100', as minimum acceptable 
scale. 

(5) Date, north point and scale. 
(6) Layout of streets indicatingpro-

posed names, rights-of-way widths and 
connections with adjoining platted 
streets and also the widths and loca­
tions of alleys, easements and public 
walkways, and also lot lines, public 
utility easements, public easements, 
and street rights-of-way on land within 
two-hundred (200) feet of the proposed 
plat. 

(7) Topography drawn as contours 
with an interval of not more than two 
(2) feet. Elevations shall be on U.S.C. 
& G.S. datum. Where existing surface 
will remain substantially unaltered, 
proposed grades of streets shall be 
shown by superimposed contours In a 
characteristic clearly distinguishable 
from the existing ground contours. 
Where substantial alteration of existing 
ground surface is proposed, a separate 
contour map shall show the proposed 
revised ground surface and street 
grades. 

(8) Layout, numbers and dimensions 
of lots, including building setback lines 
showing dimensions. If any outlots are 
proposed in the plat, the specific pur­
pose of each outlet shall be indicated. 

(9) Indication of proposed uses of 
parcels to be dedicated or set aside for 
public use or for the use or property 
owners in the subdivision or lands set 
aside for future street connections to 
adjacent tracts. 

(10) An indication of system pro­
posed for sewage disposal by a method 
approved by the Michigan Department 
of Health and the Board shall be pro­
vided by the proprietor. 

(11) An indication of system pro-
pc.T.d for water supply by a method 
approved by the Michigan Department 
of Health and the Board shall be pro­
vided by the proprietor. 

(12) An indication of storm drainage 
proposed by a method approved by the 
Board and, if involving county drains, 
the proposed drainage shall be accept­
able to the County Drain Commissioner. 

(13) In the case where the proprietor 
wishes to slibdivlde a given area but 
vrishes to begin with only a portion of 
the total area, the preliminary plat shall 
include the proposed general layout for 
the entire area. The part which is pro­
posed to be subdivided first shall be 
clearly superimposed upon the overall 
plan in order to illustrate clearly the 
method of development which the pro­
prietor intends to follow. Each subse­
quent plat shall follow the same pro­
cedure until the entire area controlled 
by the proprietor is subdivided. 
SECTION 302. PRELIMINARY PLAT 
REVIEW BY PLANNING COMMISSION: 

The Clerk shall place the proposed 
preliminary plat on the agenda of the 
next regular Planning Commission 
meeting which follows the submittal, by 
no less than twenty (20) days. Should any 
data required in SECTION 301 of this 
Ordinance be omitted the proprietor 
shall be notified of the additional data 
required, the Planning Commission 
shall delay further action until the re­
quired data is received. The Planning 
Commission shall approve, approve 
with conditions, or disapprove the pre­
liminary plat. The Planning Commis­
sion shall review a preliminary plat in 
the following manner: 

a. A l l the details of the proposed 
preliminary plat shall be reviewed with 
reference to the requirements of the 
Zoning Ordinance of the Township of 
Northville, as amended, the various 
elements of the Master Plan, and the 
design standards of this Subdivision 
Regulations Ordinance. The Planning 
Commission may, at their discretion, 
transmit copies of the proposed pre­
liminary plat to the Municipal Engineer 
and Planner for their technical reviews; 
and the Planning Commission shall 
transmit copies of the preliminary plat 
to the Municipal Departments concerned 
with the development, and may transmit 
a copy to the School Board for review 
and recommendations. 

b. It shall be the duty of the Planning 
Commission via the Clerk's Office to 
send notice by registered or certified 
mall to the proprietor and to the owners 
of land immediately adjoining the prop--
erty to be platted of the presentment of 
the preliminary plat and the time and 
place of meeting of the Planning Com­
mission to consider said preliminary 
plat; said notice shall be sent not less 
than five (5) days before the date fixed 
therefore. 

c. The Planning Commission shall 
recommend approval, conditional ap­
proval, or disapproval of the proposed 
plat within thirty one (31) days from the 
date that the plat first appeared on their 
agenda. 

(1) Should the recommendation be a 
conditional approval and therefore ten­
tative and If the proprietor shall in 
writing have waived the time require­
ment set forth In SECTION 303 of this 
Ordinance, the preliminary plat shall 
not be forwarded to the Board until said 
conditions have been satisfied by the 
proprietor. The revised preliminary 

plat shall be marked as a revision and 
shall follow the filing procedure re­
quired in SECTION 301. 

(2'' Should the Planning Commission 
recommend disapproval of the prelim­
inary plat, it shall record the reasons 
in the minutes of that meeting. A copy of 
the minutes and a copy of the prelimin­
ary p:at shall be forwarded to the Board. 

(3) Should the Planning Commission 
find that all conditions have been satis­
factorily met, it shall recommend pre­
liminary approval of the plat; the Chair­
man and Secretary shall make a notation 
to that effect on each copy of the pre­
liminary plat, returning one copy to the 
proprietor, forwarding five (5) copies to 
the Board via the Clerk's office with 
recommendations for preliminary ap­
proval, and retaining one (1) copy which 
shall become a matter of permanent 
record in the Planning Commission 
files. 
SECTION 303. PRELIMINARY PLAT 
REVIEW BY BOARD: 

The Board will not revlewaprellm-
inary plat until it has received the rec­
ommendations of the Planning Commis­
sion. Following the receipt of such 
recommendations, the Board shall con­
sider the plat at a meeting, where the 
matter is placed on the regularly sched­
uled agenda and shall make such rec­
ommendations in writing as it deems 
fit and proper. Such meeting shall be 
held within thirty (30) days of the date 
of the regular Planning Commission 
meeting at which the Preliminary Plat 
was approved or disapproved. 

a. Should the Board approve the 
preliminary plat, it shall be deemed to 
confer upon the proprietor, the right to 
proceed with the preparation of a final 
plat. 

b. Preliminary approval shall not 
constitute approval of the final plat. It 
shall be deemed as approval of the 
layout submitted on the preliminary 
plat as a guide to the preparation of a 
final plat. 

c. The approval of the Board shall 
be effective for a period of eighteen 
(18) months. Should the final plat (as 
indicated in the following SECTION 304) 
in whole or in part not be recorded 
within this time limit, the preliminary 
plat mustagainbesubmlttedforapprov-
al in accordance with the provisions of 
this Ordinance. Provided, however, that 
If only a portion of the preliminary plan 
is recorded within the eighteen 08) 
month period, and thereafter progress 
on the remainder of the preliminary 
plan shall be unreasonably deferred the 
Township Board may rescind approval 
of the unplatted portion of the prelimin­
ary plan. 

d. No installation or construction of 
Improvements shall be commenced be­
fore the final plat has been recorded, 
nor before the engineering plans have 
been approved by the Municipality and 
other governmental agencies having 
jurisdiction. Provided, however, that 
where the Township Board finds that an 
undue hardship would otherwise result, 
it may by resolution grant permission 
to the proprietor to proceed with instal­
lation or construction of certain im­
provements in accordance with ap­
proved engineering plans, beyond the 
limits of the recorded portion of the 
preliminary plat when said inlprove-
ments are contained In easements 
granted to the Township. 
SECTION 304. FINAL P U T PRO-
'CEDURE: 

The procedure for the preparation 
and submittal of the final plat of land 
area to be subdivided shall be as 
follows: 

a. FILING - The proprietor shall 
submit the follovilng to the Clerk: 

(1) Three (3) copies of the applica­
tion for a final plat review. 

(2) Five (5) linen-back and ten (10) 
paper copies of the proposed final plat. 

b. DATA REQUIRED-The final plat 
shall comply with the provisions of Act 
172 of Public Acts of 1929, as amended 
(The Plat Act), and with the Instructions 
and requirements set forth in the Plat 
Manual Of Instructions Relative to Mak­
ing and Filing of Township, Village and 
City Plats, Issued by the Auditor Gen­
eral's Office, Lansing, Michigan, and 
shall contain the following Information: 

(1) Indication that necessary ease­
ments along side lot lines for- street 
light drop-outs have been granted to the 
appropriate public or private utility. 

(2) The final plat shall conform sub­
stantially to the preliminary platasap-
proved, provided that final platting may 
be done In sections as set forth in SEC­
TION 301,b. (13) of this Ordinance. 

(3) The subdlvlder shall submit an 
abstract of title certified to date with an 
opinion from an attorney-at-law as to 
title showing all Interests of record, or 
at the option of the subdlvlder, a policy 
of title insurance for examination In 
order to ascertain as to whether or not 
the proper parties have signed the plat. 
SECTION 305. FINAL P U T REVIEW 
BY BOARD: 

The Board shall review the final plat 
within two (2) weeks after the date of 
filing with the Clerk and shall take ac­
tion to approve or disapprove the final 
plat within thirty (30) days of Its sub­
mission, unless this time requirement 
is waived In writing by the proprietor. 
The Board shall require of the propri­
etor as condition of final plat approval, 
a cash deposit, certified check or surety 
bond whichever the proprietor elects, 
running to the Township of Northville to 
insure, within the time specified in the 
contract, the performance of any con-
tract relation with the Township of 
Northville relative to improvement of 

public places other than roads and 
streets and shall require either a cash 
deposit, certified check or surety bond 
whichever the proprietor elects, run­
ning to the Township of Northville for 
the full cost, as estimated by the Town­
ship Engineer, of any required public 
sanitary sewer, water, and drainage 
facilities to Insure the installation of 
such required public sanitary sewer, 
water, and drainage facilities, within 
the time specified In the contract, after 
approval of the plat: provided, that the 
Township shall rebate to the proprietor 
as the work progresses, amounts of any 
cash deposits equal to the ratio of the 
work completed to the entire project. 
Al l improvements shall conform to the 
applicable standards of the Township 
of Northville. 

a. After the Board has approved the 
final plat, no change shall be made 
therein unless said final plat is resub­
mitted for review and approval in ac­
cordance with all the provisions of this 
Ordinance. 

b. Upon approval of the final plat by 
the Board, the subsequent approvals 
shall follow the procedure set forth In 
the Plat Act. 

c. When the plat bond as required in 
Section 23 of Act 172 of Public Acts of 
1929, as amended, has been receivedby 
the Clerk, he shall transcribe a certifi­
cate of approval of the Board on the 
Plat and deliver It to the Clerk of the 
County Plat Board. 

d. No installation or construction of 
improvements shall be commenced be­
fore the final plat has been recorded, 
nor before the engineering plans have 
been approved by the Municipality and 
other governmental agencies having 
jurisdiction. 

Provided, however, that where the 
Township Board finds that an undue 
hardship would otherwise result. It may 
by resolution grant permission to the 
proprietor to proceed with installation 
or construction of certain improve­
ments in accordance with approved 
engineering plans, beyond the limits of 
the recorded portion of the preliminary 
plat when said improvements are con­
tained in easements granted to the 
Township. 
ARTICLE IV - DESIGN STANDARDS 
SECTION 400. MAJOR STREET LO­
CATION AND ARRANGEMENT: 

The proposed subdivision shall con­
form to the various elements of the 
Zoning Ordinance and the Master Plan 
and shall be considered in relation to 
existing and planned major thorofares 
and secondary thorofares, and such 
streets shall be platted.in the location., 
and the width indicated m such plan. 
SECTION 401, MINOR STREET LOCA­
TION AND ARRANGEMENT: 

The proposed subdivision street lay-
out shall include minor streets so laid 
out that their use by through traffic 
shall be discouraged. The street layout 
shall provide for a continuation of 
streets in adjoining subdivisions or for 
the proper projections of streets into 
adjoining property which may be sub­
ject to future subdivision. 
SECTION 402. STREETS IN REUTION 
TO OTHER RIGHTS-OF-WAY: 

Should a proposed subdivision bor­
der on or contain an expressway, or 
other limited access highway right-of-
way, the Board may require the loca­
tion of a street approximately parallel 
to and on each side of such right-of-way 
at a distance suitable for the develop­
ment of an appropriate use of the inter­
vening land as for residential, parks in 
residential districts or for commercial 
or industrial purposes in appropriate 
districts. Such distance shall be deter­
mined with due consideration of the 
minimum distance required for ap­
proach grades to future grade separa­
tion. 

SECTION 403. MARGINAL ACCESS 
STREETS: 

Should a proposed subdivision bor­
der on or contain an existing or pro­
posed major thorofare, the Board may 
require marginal access streets, re­
verse frontages with approved screen 
planting contained In a non-access res­
ervation along the rear property line 
having a minimum width of fifteen (15) 
feet, or such other treatment as may 
be necessary for adequate protection of 
residential properties and to afford 
separation and reduction of traffic haz­
ards. 
SECTION 404. RESERVE STRIPS: 

Reserve strips controlling access 
to streets shall be prohibited. 
SECTION 405. STREET RIGHTS-OF-
WAY WIDTHS: 

Street rights-of-way widths shall 
conform to at least the following min­
imum right-of-way widths: 
STREET TYPE R/W WIDTH 

a. Major thorofare -120 feet 
b. Secondary Thorofare - 86 feet 
c. Minor Streets - 60 feet 
d. Marginal Access Streets-35feet 
e. Cul-de-sac Streets - 60 feilt 

(terminated with a UO foot diameter 
turn-around) 

f. Loop Streets - 110 feet (termin­
ated with a 110 foot diameter turn­
around) 

g. Turn-around - UO foot diameter 
h. Al ley-26 feet 

SECTION 406. HALF STREETS: 
Half streets shall be prohibited, ex­

cept where absolutely essential to the 
reasonable develcjpment of the subdi­
vision in conformity with the other 
requirements of these regulations and 
where the Board finds It will be prac­
ticable to require the dedication of the 
other half when the adjoining property 
Is developed. Wherever there exists 

adjacent to the tract to be subdivided, 
a dedication or platted and recorded 
half street, the other half shall be 
platted. 
SECTION 407. STREET GEOMETRICS: 

Standards for maximum and mini­
mum street grades', vertical and hori­
zontal street curves and sight distances 
shall be established by resolution of 
the Township's Board and shall in no 
case be less restrictive than the stan­
dards of the Board of Wayne County 
Road Commissioners. 
SECTION 408. STREET INTERSEC­
TIONS: 

Streets shall be laid out so as to 
intersect as nearly aspossible to ninety 
(90) degrees. Curved streets, inter­
secting with major thorofares and sec­
ondary thorofares shall do so with a 
tangent section of centerline fifty (50) 
feet in length, measuredfrom the right-
of-way line of the major or secondary 
thorofare. 
SECTION 409. EASEMENTS AND 
UTILITIES: 

Location of utility line easements 
shall be provided along the rear or side 
lot lines as necessary forutility lines. 
Easements shall give access to every 
lot, park or public grounds. Such ease­
ments shall be a total of not less than 
twelve (12) feet wide usually six (6)feet 
dedicated from each lot or parcel. In 
all new residential subdivisions public 
utility service facilities shall be con­
structed underground as set forth inthe 
following Section. Recommendations on 
the proposed layout of public utility 
easements should be sought from all of 
the public utility companies serving the 
area. It shall be the responslbiUty of 
the proprietor to submit copies of the 
approved preliminary plat to all ap­
propriate public utility agencies. 
SECTION 410. REQUIREMENTS FOR 
UNDERGROUND WIRING: 

The proprietor and/or subdlvlder 
of a residential subdivision shall make 
arrangements for all local distribution 
lines for telephone or electric services 
exclusive of main supply and perimeter 
feed lines when located on section or 
quarter section lines to be placed en­
tirely underground throughout a sub­
divided area provided, however, that 
when a subdivision overlaps a section 
or quarter section line, said main sup­
ply and perimeter feed lines located on 
such section or quarter section line 
shaU be placed underground. The Plan­
ning Commission may waive or modify 
this requirement where, in its judge­
ment, circumstances exist which render 
compliance impractial. Conduits or 
cables shaU be placed within private 
easements provided to the service com­
panies by the proprietor and/or subdl­
vlder or within public ways. Those 
telephone and electrical facilities 
placed ill dedicated public ways shall be 
planned so as not to conflict with other 
underground utilities. All telephone and 
electrical facilities shaU be construc­
ted in accordance with standards of 
construction approved by the Michigan 
Public Service Commission. 
SECTION 4U. BLOCK DIMENSIONS IN 
A RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISION: 

Blocks within subdivision shall con-
form to the following standards except 
where, in the opinion of the Planning 
Commission, physical conditions may 
justify a variation: 

Block Length (in feet) 
Measured Between R/W Lines 

Maximum 
a. Blocks containing lots 

of 85' or less In width 1,275 
b. Blocks containing lots 

of more than 85' and not more 
than UO' in width 1,650 

c. Blocks containing lots 
exceeding 120' in width 2,250 

Urge lot subdivisions of one-half 
acre or greater shall not be restricted 
by the above dimensions of the block 
length when the lots do not exceed a 3 
to 1 ratio of depth to width. AU other 
patterns, which cannot be described as 
having blocks shall be reviewed and 
approved by the Planning Commission, 
and ShaU be subject to adjustment by 
the Planning Commission. 
SECTION 412. STREET LIGHT EASE­
MENTS IN RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVIS­
IONS: 

Easements three (3) feet in width 
ShaU be provided where needed along 
side lot Unes so as to provide for street 
light dropouts. Prior to the approval of 
the final plat for a proposed subdivision, 
a statement shall be obtained from the 
appropriate public utility indicating that 
easements have been provided along 
specific lots. A notation shaU be made 
on the final plat indicating: "The side 
lot Unes between lots (Indicate lot num­
bers) are subject to street light drop--
out rights granted to the Detroit Edison 
Company." 
SECTION 413. PUBLIC WALKWAYS IN 
RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISIONS: 

Locations of public walkways may 
be required by the Planning Commis­
sion to obtain satisfactory pedestrian 
circulation within the subdivision, 
where blocks are approved to exceed 
the standard maximum length. Right-of-
way width of all such public walkways 
shall be at least twelve (12) feet and 
shall be in the nature of an easement 
for this purpose. 
SECTION 414. PUBLIC RESERVATIONS 
IN RESroENTIAL SUBDIVISIONS: 

When consideration is given by the 
proprietor to the allocation .or areas 
suitably located and of adequate size for 
playgrounds, school sites, parks, and 
recreation faciUtles, as Indicated In the 
Master Plan and Zoning Ordinance, said 
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areas shall be provided by one of the 
following methods: 

a. Dedication to the Municipality. 
b. Reservation of land for the use of 

property owners by deed or covenants. 
c. Reservation for acquisition by the 

Municipality or School Board within a 
^ period of two (2) years. Said reserva­

tion shall be made in such a manner as 
to provide for a release of the land to 
the proprietor in the event that the 
Municipality or the School Board does 
not proceed with the purchase. 

Due regard shaU be shown by the 
Board for preserving outstanding nat­
ural features such as scenic spots, 
water courses or exceptionally fine 
groves of trees. 
SECTION 415. LOT SIZES AND SHAPES 
IN RESIDENTIAL .SUBDIVISIONS: 

Lots within subdivisions shall con­
form to the following standards: 

a. Lot widths, areas, and building 
setback lines shall conform to at least 

, the minimum requirements of the Zon­
ing Ordinance of the Municipality. 

b. Residential lots having excessive 
depth in relation to width shaU be avoid­
ed when possible. A depth-to-widtn ratio 
of 3 to 1 shaU normally be considered 
a maximum. 

c. Corner lots in residential areas 
shall be platted a minimum of at least 
fifteen (15) feet wider than the minimum 
widths requiredbytheZoningOrdinance 
for Interior lots In order to permit 
conformance to setback lines on side 
lotted streets. 

d. Lots intended for purposes other 
than single-family residential use shall 
be specifically designated for such 
purposes. 
SECTION 416. LOT ARRANGEMENT 
IN RESroENTIAL SUBDIVISIONS: 

Lots within subdivisions shall con­
form to the foUowlng standards: 

a. Every lot shall front or abut on 
a street. 

b. Side lot lines shall be at right 
angles or radial to the street Unes, or 
as nearly as possible thereto. 

c. Residential lots abutting major 
thorofares or secondary thorofares, 
where marginal access streets are not 
desirable or possible to attain, shall be 
platted with reverse frontage lots with 
an approved screen planting contained 
in a non-access reservation along the 
rear property line having a minimum 
width of fifteen (15) feet, or such other 
treatment as may be adequate for pro­
tection of residential properties, or 
with side lot-lines parallel to the major 
traffic streets. 

d. "tots "Shall have a front to front 
relationship across aU streets. Any 
deviation shall require the review and 
approval of the Planning Commission. 
SECTION 417. NATURAL FEATURES 
IN RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISIONS: 

The-natural features and character 
of lands must be preserved wherever 
possible. Due regard must be shown 
for all natural features such as large 
trees, natural groves, water courses 
and similar community assets that wIU 
add attractiveness and value to the 
property, if preserved. The preserva­
tion of drainage and tSitural stream 
channels must be considered by the 
proprietor and the dedication and pro­
vision of adequate barriers and ease­
ments, where appropriate, shall be 
required. 
siliCTION 418. REQUIRED IMPROVE­
MENTS: 

It is the purpose of this section to 
estabUsh and define the public Improve­
ments which will be required tobepro-
vided by the proprietor as conditions 
for final plat approval. 

a. SANITARY SEWERS - When a 
proposed subdivision is located within, 
adjacent to or reasonably near the ser­
vice area of anavailablepubUc sanitary 
sewerage system, sanitary sewers and 
other required appurtenances thereto 
shall be installed In such a manner as 
to serve adequately all lots. 

b. STORM DRAINAGE - An adequate 
storm drainage system including nec­
essary storm sewers, drain inlets, 
manholes, culverts, bridges and/or 
other appurtenances, shall be required 
in all subdivisions. 

c. WATER SUPPLY - When a pro­
posed subdivision is located within, 
adjacent to or reasonably near the ser­
vice area of a pubUc water supply sys­
tem, water mains, fire hydrants and 
other required water system appurten­
ances ShaU be constructed In such man­
ner as to adequately serve aU lots shown 
on the subdivision pla^ both for domes­
tic use and fire protection. 

ARTICLE V-IMPROVEMENTS 
SECTION 500. STANDARD DETAILS, 
STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS AND 
GENERAL SUPPLEMENTARY CON­
DITIONS: 

The Township of Northville Standard 
Details, Standard Specifications and 
General Supplementary Conditions as 
adopted and amended from time to time 
by Resolution of the Township Board 
shall be compUed with. 
SECTION 501. COMPLIANCE RE­
QUIRED: 

The approvals required under the 
provisions of this Ordinance shall be 
obtained prior to the Installation of any 
subdivision or project improvements 
within the Township of Northville, in 
pubUc streets, public alleys, public 
rights-of-way, and pubUc easements, 
and/or under the ultimate jurisdiction 
of the County of Wayne. All subdivision 
or project improvements within the 
Township of Northville installed in 

pubUc streets, public alleys, public 
rights-of-way, or public easements, 
and/or under the ultimate jurisdiction 
of the County of Wayne and/or the 
Township of Northville shall comply 
with all of the provisions and require­
ments of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE VT-FEES 
Fees for review of the Preliminary 

Plat and for engineering and inspection 
fees, and other applicable development 
charges shall be established by Resolu­
tion of the Township Board and shall 
cover the cost of inspection and super-
Vision resulting from the enforcement 
of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE VII-SEVERABILITY 
If any section, paragraph, clause, 

phrase, or part of these Subdivision 
Regulations is for any reason held in­
valid by any court of competent juris­
diction, such decision shall not affect 
the vaUdity of the remaining provisions 
of these Regulations; and the applica­
tion of those provisions to any persons 
or circumstances shall not be affected 
thereby. 

ARTICLE VIII-REPEAL 
Al l ordinances and amendments 

thereto enacted and/or adopted by the 
Township Board of the Township of 
Northville inconsistent with the pro­
visions of this Ordinance are hereby 
repealed, as of the effective date of 
this Ordinance. The repeal of existing 
ordinances or parts of ordinances and 
their amendments does not affect or 
impair any act done, offense committed 
or right accruing, accrued, or acquired 
or Uabillty, penalty, forfeiture or pun­
ishment incurred prior to the time en­
forced, prosecuted or Inflicted. 

ARTICLE DC-VARIANCES 
SECTION 900. GENERAL: 

The Township Board of the Township 
of Northville may authorize a variance 
from these regulations when, in its 
opinion, undue hardship may resultfrom 
strict compliance. In granting any var­
iance, the Board shall prescribe only 
conditions that it deems necessary to or 
desirable for the public interest. In 
making its findings, as required herein 
below, the Board shall take into account 
the nature of the proposed use of land 
and the existing use of land in the vicin­
ity, the number of persons to reside or 
work in the proposed subdivision and 
the probable effect of the proposed sub­
division upon traffic conditions in the 
vicinity. No variance shall be granted 
unless the Board finds: 

a. That there are fec ia l circum­
stances-'or: conditions affecting said 
property; such-that the strict appUcation 
of the provisib'ns''of''ttiis Ordltance 
would deprive the appUcailt of the 
reasonable use of his land. 

b. That the variance is necessary 
for the preservation and enjoyment of a 
substantial property right of the pe­
titioner. 

c. That the granting of the variance 
wUl not be detrimental to the pubUc 
welfare or injurious to other property 
in the territory in which said property 
i s situated. 
ARTICLE X-.VIOUTIONS AND PEN­
ALTIES 

Any person, persons, firm or cor­
poration or anyone acting in behalf of 
said person, persons, firm or corpor­
ation violating any of the provisions of 
this Ordinance shall upon conviction 
thereof, be subject to a fine of not more 
than one hundred (100) dollars and the 
cost of prosecution or in default of the 
payment thereof by imprisonment in the 
County Jail for a period not to exceed 
ninety (90) days, or both such fine and 
Imprisonment In the discretion of the 
Court. Each day that a violation Is 
permitted to exist shall constitute a 
separate offense. The imposition of any 
sentence shaU not exempt the offender 
from compUance with the requirements 
of this Ordinance. 
ARTICLE XI - NECESSITY AND EF­
FECTIVE DATE: 

The provisions of the foregoing 
Subdivision Regulations are hereby de­
clared to be immediately necessaryfor 
the preservation of the puWic health 
and safety and are hereby ordered to 
take immediate effect.

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SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT 

The following general report to date 
includes the financial report of the 
period 1 July 1965 to 30 June 1966. 

We welcomed Mr. Fred Holdsworth 
as Principal of the High School replac­
ing Mr. Fred Stefanski who went into 
Community College work; Mr. Ronald 
Horwatll as Assistant HighSchool Prin­
cipal replacing Mr. LaGene Quay who 
now has hisownPrincipalshipinSparta, 
Michigan; Mr. David Longridge as the 
District's Athletic Director; Mr. Robert 
Stafford as the Principal of Amerman 
Elementary School. The new positions 
of Director of Guidance was filled by 
Mrs. Violet Bradford; and Director of 
Trang)ortation by Mr. Charles Kehrer. 

New members to join the Board of 
Education were Mr. Robert Froelich, 
Mr. Stanley Johnston and Mr. Richard 
Lyon. 

In addition to our regular staff, the 
following new teaching positions were 
created: 5 Elementary classroom 
teachers; 3 Junior High School class­
room teachers; one Senior High School 
classroom teacher; one Junior High 
School counselor; one elementary re­
medial reading teacher; one District 
Speech Correctionist; one elementary 
librarian; one elementary art teacher; 
one elementary music teacher; one 
district Visiting Teacher; one Library 
Aide; onepart-time Vocal Music Teach­
er. There are, at the present time, 130 
professional members on the Northvllle 
Public Schools' staff. 

Professional negotiations resulted 
in a Master Agreement between the 
NorthviUe Public Schools School Dis­
trict and the Northvllle Chapter of the 
North Wayne County District of the 
Michigan Education Association cover­
ing tile period 1 July 1966 to 30 June 1967. 

Salary increases granted teachers 
averaged $1,021.00 per teacher. The 
raises ranged from a minimum of 
$500.00 to a maximum of $2,200.00. All 
non-certificated personnel received in­
creases according to their position 
assignment. 

A school-wide study of the district's 
curriculum is being carried on. One-
half day release time per monthispro-
vlded for faculty study of this subject. 
Educational resource consultants have 
been involved to aid in the study. 

Proposals requesting the transfer of 
the surplus Federal property in North­
vllle (Fish Hatchery) were submitted to 
Washington, D. C. The original proposal 
to use the property and facilities as an 
Outdoor Laboratory was denied. Final 
decision has not been made. If transfer 
is to be made to the School District, it 
appears that it will only be made on the 
basis of Special Education use as it 
might fit in with the State Plan for 
providing educational experiences for 
the mentally retarded. 

Three new buses were purchased; 
two a replacement and one an addition. 
An automobile waspurchasedfortrans-
portaticjn needs of the administrative 
staff. A station wagon has been pur­
chased to transport Special Education 
students to several area Special Educa­
tion Centers. 

Meetings were held with represen­
tatives of the parochial schools to im­
plement the State's Auxiliary Services 
Act. The Northvllle Public Schools 
School District is providing Our Lady 
of Victory and St. Paul's Lutherar 
Schools with Speech Correction and 
Remedial Reading services. In addition, 
we are assisting these schools with 
testing services and materials as well 
as Psychological services upon request. 

We participated in the Federal Aid 
progi-ams to education; Public Act 89-10 
(Title I which provided funds to enable 
us to operate a remedial program dur­
ing the summer of 1966 and Title II 
which provides monies for the purpose 
of expanding nur library materials); 
and in areas of the National Defense 
Education Act (reimbursement for var­
ious types of instructional equipment, 
textbooks as well as financial assist­
ance with our testing program materials 
and counseling services). 

We operated a successful summer 
typing program. 

Representatives of the governing 
bodies of the School District, City, and 
Township met on a regular basis in an 
effort to resolve mutual problems and 
promote greater cooperation. 

The Moraine Elementary School is 
nearly completed. The ground-breaking 
ceremony of the Newjunior High School 
began the construction and this project 
is underway. Bids have been received 
and have been awarded on the construc­
tion project for the additions to the 
High School. 

Studies have been made of the future 
educational needs of the District with a 
view to land purchases. 

The firm of Miller, Canfield, Paddock 
and Stone of Detroit were retained as 
legal counsel for the District, and the 
firm of Keller, Thoma, McManus, and 
Keller as legal counsel for all negotia­
tions with personnel of the District. 

The accounts and records of the 
District for the fiscal year ending 30 
June 1966 were examined by John L . 
Stewart, Certified Public Accountant, 
according to generally accepted stan­
dards of auditing, embracing the new 
system of internal control and account­
ing procedures. Verification or tests of 
the several accounts and records were 
made and found to be in order. Direct 
confirmation of cash collections from 
such revenue sources as tax and inter­
est collections, state aid and tuition 
were made. As a part of the examina­
tion of the recorded collection of taxes 
and interest on delinquent taxes, a 
series of tests were conducted to de­
termine that the amounts collected had 
been properly apportioned between and 
deposited in the General Fund and the 
several Debt Service Funds in accord­
ance with the millage assessed for the 
several years. 

The school membership records 
were examined by a representative of 
the Child Accounting Division of file 
Wayne County Board of Education. 

The Student Activity Funds were 
examined and found to be in order. 

In the opinion of Mr. John Stewart, 
CPA, the audit of the fiscal operation 
fairly represents the Revenues and 
Expenditures of the various funds of 
the District for the fiscal year ending 
30 June 1966, in accordance with gener­
ally accepted principles of accounting 
and the accounting procedures as con­
tained in the Revised Uniform Account­
ing Manual as issued by the Superin­
tendent of Instruction for the State of 
Michigan. 

Investment of BuildingandSitefunds 
as governed by State Code has earned 
for the District to date a total of 
$111,115.28.

Patching boflies and saving souls-
'that's the work of a Novi physician 
who, along with his family, will return 
to Africa later this month to rejoin his 
brother,, also a missionary doctor. 

Doctors John and Dwight Slater, who 
probably are the only brothers in the 
world to combine mecUcine with mission 
work, both have lived in Novi's Willow-
brook subdivision - in the same house. 

The latest resident at 24544 Border 
Hill is Dr. John Slater, his wife Marion 
and their three children, Kenneth, 
fourth-grader at Orchard Hill, Karen, 
first grader at the same school, and 
four-year-old Sheryl. 

Home on furlough since May of 1965, 
he studied surgery at Grace Hospital in 
Detroit until July and then went on a 
coast to coast speaking tour with his 
wife. He and his family will return to 
the Ivory Coast mission hospital in 
Ferkessedougou on January 27. 

Brother Dwight, his wife and their 
five children who are presently at the 
mission hospital, lived here In the same 
house from June of 1964 to February 
of 1965 while on furlough. 

Both doctors are affiliated with the 
Conservative Baptist Foreign Mission 
Society. 

The unusualbrother-doctor team had 
Its oeglnning back in 1954, wnen Dr. 
Dwight, upon completing his intern­
ship at Harper Hoi^ital, went to Bel-
glum to study French and tropical 
medicine preparatory to a life of mis­
sion work. Meanwhile, Dr. John began 
work for his medical degree at Wayne 
State university. Four years later Dr; 
John left for Belgium to follow in his 
brother's footsteps, who by then was 
serving as the only doctor In a Congo 
mission hoi^ital. 

The wives of both men are college 
graduates and registered nurses. 

Following Dr. John's studleslnBel-
gium, he joined his brother in the Congo 
and they workedtogether there for about 
one year until riots, which threatened 
their lives and the lives of their fami­
lies, forced them to flee in January, 
1961. 

It was a harrowing experience, re­
calls Dr. Slater, one that he remem­
bers with mixed reactions. He was 
thankful that his family escaped with 
their lives, saddened that their little 
mission hospital had to be abandoned. 

"Our families were able to escape 
to the border by carjf̂  he says, "but 
we were forced to cenlaln at our posts 
for about a week until a special detach-

ment of United Nations troops came to 
our aid. Even though it was only a pa­
trol of some 30 Nigerian soldiers, their 
appearance was enough to scare 150 
Congolese soldiers Into hiding until 
we left." 

It was only a short time later when 
the countryside was reddened with the 
blood of atrocities • that rocked the 
world. 

Because they were forced to leave 
behind all of their personal possessions. 
Dr. John and his family returned to 
the United States to get re-equipped. 
Meanwhile, his brother and his family 
went to the Ivory Coast preparing to 
reopen the Ferkessedougou hospital, 
the young nation's only private hospital, 
after having been closed for four years. 

Six months later Dr. John rejoined 
his brother in Africa. Two years later 
his brother and family returned to the 
United States, living In Novi while he 
took a year of surgical training at Wil­
liam Beaumont Hospital in Royal Oak. 

When Dr. John returns to the Ivory 
Coast this month, he and his brother 
and their families will be together for 
two years before Dr. Dwight returns 
again on furlough. Dr. John's new tour 
of African duty will cover the next four 
years. 

The Ferkessedougou hospital is lo­
cated in the northern part of the county 
- in the plains region where grass 
grows eight feet high, villagers live In 
mud huts with thatched roofs, and the 
temperature ranges from 80 to 95-
degrees in the shade during the wet 
season and from 90 to 105-degrees in 
the shade during the dry season. 

They'll be going back to the dry 
season, a little different than the icy 
weather they've been experiencing here. 

But the entire family's excited about 
the return. "Naturally, we're anxious 
to get back. There's a lot of back work 
to catch up on, and Dwight can sure use 
the help." 

Returning by boat, they'll be taking 
a Chevrolet station wagon with them that 
will become a family car and ahospital 
ambulance. And there'sboxesandboxes 
of hospital supplies, personal goods, 
and, of course, the children's Christmas 
gifts. 

Some 10 or more Baptist churches 
from New York to Washington support 
Dr. John and his family in their mission 
work> while an equal number or more 
support his brother and, family. 

The mission hospltsd, with its 50 
beds. Is staffed by the brothers (when 

they're together), two American regis­
tered nurses (not their wives), and eight 
African nurses aides. The doctors' 
wives manage their own houses, which 
are located on the hospital compound 
and comfortably furnished, and assist 
their husbands nightly in the business 
of hospital administration, which in­
cludes keeping records, writing let­
ters, ordering medicines, and unthread­
ing the reams of redtape in getting sup­
plies through customs. 

Their children attend a mission 
boarding school in Bouake, the nation's 
second largest city some 180 miles 
south of the hospital. 

The services of the hospital are not 
free. Afr lan patients, explains Dr. 
Slater, pay 10-cents for a visit, 10-
cents a day for a hospital bed. In 
addition they pay for medicine at cost. 
The two doctors are paid directly by 
supporting churches, not with funds 
paid out by patients. 

One of the most difficult obstacles 
in operating the hospital, explains Dr. 
Slater, is the wide numbers of lang­
uages spoken by the people. The trade 
language of the nation's4-millionpopu­
lation is Bambara, the official govern­
ment language is French, but there are 
some 30 basic languages spoken by the 
villagers. 

The wide range of languages and 
customs accounts In part to the hos­
pital's practice of not providing meals 
for patients. This work is left to either 
the patients themselves or their rela­
tives. 'They simply could not eat a 
single menu that we might prepare; it 
would be like asking an Italian to eat 
all Chinese food." 

Because many of the patients are 
brought to the hospital from hundreds 
of miles away, their relatives live-in 
with them at the hospital, sleeping with 
the patient, on the floor next to hisbed, 
or on the hospital grounds " i f it isn't 
raining". 

Patients come with the same kinds of 
medical problems common In the United 
States, Dr. Slater says, plus a great 
many tropical diseases. In addition to 
these, the two doctors conduct about 
300 operations annually. 

But besides treating illnesses and 
performing operations, an equally 
important function of tile two doctors 
is "bringing Christ to a people who 
might not otherwise meet Him." 

Each day either one of the doctors 
or an African convert" conducts a re­
ligious service on the hospltal.grounds, 
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LEAVING NOYI-Soon to trade the cold 
weather of Michigan for the heat of Africa 
are Dr. and Mrs. John Slater and their three 
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attended not only by the patients but 
also by the dozens of relatives living 
at the hospital. 

"In the early 1960's," Dr. Slater 
beams, "there were only about 500 
believers. Today there are 8,000, with

Nevertheless, in a country as large 
as Michigan, Ohio and Indiana combin-
e6, there is untold work to be done, 
physically and mentally, he conceeds. 

What is his most gratifying satis­
faction from a work he plans to devote 
his life to'? 

"There is no greater satisfaction," 
he answers unhesitantly, "than seeing 
a man or women who lived in constant 
fear of on^ or more evil spirits - whe­
ther it ue a chicken feather or a mound 
of dirt - find safety and a new outlook 
on lii'e through the words of the Bible."

Tax Cut Prospect Tied to Fiscal Reform 
LANSING - Michigan's four per 

cent sales tax could conceivably undergo 
its first cut In history this year if pro­
posed fiscal reform is accompllshedby 
the legislature. 

Gov. George Romney Is very aware 
that he will need some Democratic 
support for his tax revision plan If it 
Is to pass. 

At least one Democratic legislator 
has already indicated he could help the 
Governor If certain conditions were In­
cluded to make the revision adequate, 
equitable and fair In his mind. One of 
the conditions cited by Rep. George F . 
Montgomery, D-Detroit, is that the 
sales tax be dropped from food pur­
chases. 

REMOVAL of the sales levy on food 
has been proposed many 'times before, 
usually In bill form combined with 
prescription drug sales. 

Since so many other things are sold 
In grocery stores these days, most of 
the Ideas presented in past sessions 

have specified that the tax-free status 
would apply only to grocery items: 
meats, fruits, vegetables and some 
staples, but not to candy, soft drinks 
and alcoholic beverages. 

Basic theory behind proposed elim­
ination of the sales tax from food and 
drugs is that the low Income family 
spends a big share of Its funds onthese 
items and deserves a break. 

Michigan's sales tax has never been 
decreased since it was first enacted Ine 
1933. 

In 1961, following a vote by the 
people, the legislature raised the rate 
from three to four per cent. 

NEW LAWS affecting motorcycle 
drivers were just barely In effect this 
year ^ e n another batch of new pro­
posals were thrown into the legislative 
hopper. 

Why the big concern? Part of the 
reason is the fact that motorcycle 
registrations have nearly tripled in the 
past three years.

Trie opifc^tion-to Mao.'and'jlls ideas 
is not an antl-Communlst revolt, lllose 
who are leading It are themselves 
Communist and decidedly anti-capltal-
Ist. They remain loyal to Communism, 
though they question Mao's rigidity 
which has caused relations with Russia 
to be strained and which has Isolated 
China from the world. They are also 
very much concerned because Chairman 
Mao has not made more headway la 
solving China's pressing prc)blems of 
food shortage and population increase. 
Already 750 million strong, China each 
year Is adding 20 million more mouths 
to feed. 

Chairman Mao's answer to his crit­
ics has led to the present growing re-
belUon against his Ideas. With Mao, 
purity of Communist doctrine appar­
ently comes first, taking precedence 
even over other Chinese Interests. In­
stead of fighting back within the party 
apparatus, Mao has chosen to form the 
"Red Guard", composed mainly of. 
immature, fanatical students. 

This Red Guard was set up far Mao's 
personal protection and for the purpose 
of imposing his hard-line brand of 
Communism on the people. It is the 
spearhead of Mao's "cultural revolu­
tion", which is nothing more nor less 
than a series of bloody purges Intended 
to scare off the opposition. 

AT STAKE In China is Mao's own 
fate and the fate of the Communist 
leaders who oppose him because they 
covet his power ...but also because they 
believe Chinese interests would be 
better served by a softer Communist 
line. At stake, too, is world peace and 
China's place in the world. 

Chairman Mao i s still the idol of the 
masses. He is wily and resourceful. 
Despite this rebellion and perhaps some 
wider defections still to come, he could 
yet emerge on top. But evenif the pres­
ent opposition is suppressed and its 
leaders liquidated or banished. It will 
not be held In check forever. What we 
are seeing now Is the t)eginning of a 
change In China, - a move toward a 
more open society. Ifit succeeds, China 
and the whole world will benefit.

Another reason is the dispropor­
tionately high accident rate involving 
these vehicles. In three short years, 
the cycles have become a major law 
enforcement problem. 

Protective helmets, certain lane 
regulations, and competency in rental 
uses were put Into the law for cycle 
drivers by the 1966 legislature. 

This year the lawmakers are being 
asked to provide separate written and 
road tests for drivers of motorcycles 
apart from the exams given for auto 
driver licensing. 

Motorcycle driver education and 
certain equipment specifications, in­
cluding mufflers, brakes and horns, 
also come in for attention in this year's 
proposed laws. 

Law enforcement officers have found 
In the past three or four years that 
motorists are not yet acclimated to the 
heavy invasion of cyclists on the roads 
today. The number registered Is near 
the 100,000 mark, where three years 
ago it was 39,000. 

In many European countries where 
motorcycles and scooters have been 
commonplace for years, they pose no 
inore traffic hazard than autos. 

Average age level of cycle drivers 
also Is considered a factor in the high 
accident rate. Generally the cyclists 
fall In the age group which also has a 
high ratio of auto accidents. 

WATTING LINES must have an at­
traction for some people. It just Isnt 
their nature to plan far enough ahead 
to avoid the rush. 

The Secretary of State's office says 
1967 will be no exception to the pattern 
of previous years, when the last few 
days In February saw people standing 
in long lines to meet the Feb. 28 dead­
line for re-registering motor vehicles. 

Sales of license plates, the token of 
registration, begin each year on No­
vember 1. 

A fair number of people purchase 
the new plates by the end of the calen­
dar year, presumably mainly for in­
come tax purposes or so they can In­
stall the plates before bad weather and 
rust-producing chemicals make It dif­
ficult to remove the old ones. 

Most people, however, wait until 
close to the deadline and by their own 
delay make the registration process a 
nerve-racking cale for all concerned.?;

process again this year. 

in addition to having the old regis­
tration form, motorists must be pre­
pared to prove they carry liability 
insurance on the auto. Drivers with 
proof of Insurance pay $1 annually into 
the accident claims fund, but those who 
do not show insurance records must 
contribute $35 when they register a car. ,

A New York Times columnist re­
cently likened a situation to a defense 
offered by a youth who had killed his 
mother and father. 

He appealed to the court for mercy 
on the basis that he was an orphan. 

Sounds a little ridiculous until you 
think about it for awhile. Then it be­
comes downright sickening as you con­
sider the loopholes through which known 
offenders have squeezed to escape pun­
ishment. 

Usually this is accomplished with 
the assistance of a smart lawyer, some­
times because of an apathetic or fear-
ridden public that "doesn't want to 
become involved". 

A frightening trend, which has prob­
ably produced most of the avenues to 
loopholes, is the emphasisby the courts 
on protecting the rights of the individual. 

What about the rights of the 
grieved" individual?

Law enforcement officials are deep­
ly concerned. FBI Director J. Edgar 
Hoover wrote in the FBI Law Enforce­
ment Bulletin of November: 

"Recent court decisions seem to 
place more emphasis on the conduct of 
the police officer than on the conduct of 
the criminal. The question of guilt is 
obscured and lost in a mare of pro­
crastinating technicalities and legal 
joustings. Many times, truth, which 
often exposes guilt, is only a secondary 
objective; the main search is for error 
or a technical loophole for the murderer 
or hoodlum". 

It is easy to argue on behalf of the 
protection of a citizen's indlvldlial 
rights - to fair trial, to being considered 
innocent until proven guilty, to equality 
for all citizens of the United States. 

These are inherent objectives of ollr 
jreat democracy. But is an "equal" 
balance being maintained? It would not 
be difficult to argue with good evidence 
that what many seeking "justice" and 
"equality" really want is an advantage 
...a slight edge. 

They do not want to assume the 
responslbiuty and obligations of law-
abiding citlzensllip that goes along with 
equality. 

The President's appeal in his State 
of the Union address last week for an 
end to all bugging devices on the basis 
that a citizen's privacy should not be 

invaded may sound noble and in the 
proper American ^irit. If it is as bad 
as one would be led to believe by the 
strong appeal for its curtailment, then 
it should never have been condoned in 
the beginning. It is a longtime practice, 
knowingly permitted, that has suddenly 
become alarming in the light of pub­
licity. 

Personally, I believe "bugging" 
should be permitted - on a qualified 
basis. Where reasonable evidence of 
wrong-doing can be proven by a law 
enforcement agency, I believe there 
should be judicial authority to grant a 
"permit to bug", and this evidence 
should then be admissable in a court 
of law. 

Indiscriminate invasion of a citi­
zen's privacy is certainly intolerable. 
But we return to the definition of "citi­
zenship" and the responsibility for 
peaceful conduct that it carries. If one 
violates this aqject of citizenship, he 
should be made to recognize that he also 
sacrifices his right to privacy. 

I do not believe that we can wage a 
battle against crime by giving all the 
weapons to the criminals. • 

I thoroughly agree with the 
elusions of Mr. Hoover who said:

One Irrefutable fact emerged from 
ABC's hour-long production of "Sex in 
the Sixties" last week - an obviously 
more caodid attitude toward sex pre­
vails today than just 10 years ago.

Witness symptomatic things, the topless 
girls, the mini-skirts, increa^ nudi­
ty in magazines and generally, a more 
frank approach on the part of young 
people.

Yet, for all Its kaleidoscopic ap-
proach, the interviews, the psychedlllc 
music, indeed, the technical sail of the 
producers in handling a very elq)losive 
subject, the essence of the sexual ex­
plosion, as it is called, remained a 
mystery. We are still flagging at the 
why's of today's sexual attitudes. 

The reasonlsapparenttoanyonewho 
has attempted to examine "the whys" of 
his sexual behavior. It's a particular 
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problem, one deeply imbedded in per­
sonality that does not admit any easy 
explanation. Understanding it Is tanta­
mount to understanding ourselves. 

Although ABC did not Illuminate any 
astounding facts. It presented provoca­
tive opinions worth our consideration. 

There has definitely been "an ex­
plosion of sexual expression." The 
question is, however, how much will it 
continue to grow. What are its limits? 
One interviewee stated that we are ap­
proaching "Scandinavian permissive­
ness," which, we would assume, means 
a more blase approach to sex. What­
ever, we are getting further afield from 
what "Playboy's" Hugh Hefner caUs, 
'The Puritan ethic." 

One of the most enlightening visits 
was into a U of M room where f|ur 
college girls discussed sex. They Bad 
suddenly obtained freedom; parents 
were no longer there to supervise ac­
tivities. There was a decided, serious 
acceptance of freer sexual expression. 
Virginity, they agreed, was no longer a 
forerunner of marriage. 

Among those expressing opinions on 
sex were the authors of the sensational 
book, "Human Sexual Refuse," Dr. 
Robert Masters and Dr. Virginia John­
son. Through their clinical studies in the 
laboratory, the sexual act is no longer a 
mystique. It hasbeen viewed objectively 
for the first time by scientists, the 
men ^0 triggered the present revolu­
tion. 

It is these same men, the scientists, 
who offer a means of gaining a more 
healthy per^ctlve on sex. The answer: 
sex education as It was shown practiced 
in Flint, Michigan. By teaching young- < 
sters about sex In the classroom with 
parents In attendance, foresighted Flint 
educators have taken the first step to­
ward the realization that "sex is a 
healthy, dignified, realistic component 
of everyday living."

What's a rebel really like? 
He's a big man, rather on the 

paunchy side, who looks like he 
could easily handle himself Inan 
old-fashion donnybrook; and he's 
a gentle man whoconcernshlm-
self ov̂ r a daughter's lost kit­
ten. 

He's a college graduate, an 
intellect; and he'sascommonas 
the press operator around the 
corner. 

He's an executive for an In­
dustrial giant, trouble-shooting 
In California this week and New 
York next; and he's a small­
town boy out of Nebra^ who 
still gets excited over the smell 
of country air. 

He's a blunt, aggressive guy 
who wades unhesitantly into the 
sheriff's department ready to 
fight incompetence; and he's a 
fellow like you or I who cower 
a bit when a police siren forces 
us to the curb. 

He's a rebel; and he's Arch 
Valuer, husband, father, Ply­
mouth commissioner and Wayne 
county's most controversial su­
pervisor - a man of paradoxes. 

Archibald - even his name Is 
a paradox - hasnt always been 
a rebel, and he even questions 
whether the wordbest describes 
him. He first became interested 
in government when, as an Army 
ordnance officer during World 
War n, he g)ent his g*are hours 

_ sitting in the tileries of the 
Legislature up at Lansing. It 
was exciting and he promised 
himself that one day he would 
take an active part In IL 

Six years ago he was elected 
Plymouth's representative on 
the board of supervisors. Two 
years later his role In govern­
ment increased with his election 
as a city commissioner. His 
four-year term on the commis­
sion expires this year; his sec­
ond, four-year term on the board 
of supervisors has another two 
years running. 

ValUer considers himself a 
crusader for government effic­
iency, a man who Ukes a good 
fight. "I've got no ax to grind," 
he quips, "I'm just for good 
government, fighting complac­
ency and lack of consideration 
for people."' 

What kind of Image does he 
think he projects In his periodic 
forays? "I couldn't care less." 

Major targets of his wars have 
Included the sheriff's depart­
ment, the august, three-member 
road commission, and even the 
kingdom of Dearborn's mayor, 
Orvllle Hubbard. Needless to 
say he hasn't picked up many 
friends along the way. But they 
don't bar their doors to him. It 
woilldn't pay, 

VaUiec admits ttiat his Initial 
experiences in storming polit­
ical castl<?« were pretty trving. 
'It was awfuUy lonely at first; 
and it took a while before my 
children (two daughters, now 18 
and 20) got used to their father 
being Involved in controversy." 
Even fellow board members 
shunned him; now at least they 
tolerate him. 

He credits a willingness to 
work and the news media for his 

success, which today includes 
several top committee posts 
such as chairmanship of the 
sheriff's committee and mem­
bership on the airport, tax 
equalization, and legislative 
committees. He's bucking now 
for the real plum --- ways and 
means-- "but I want to keep the 
others too." 

"Wfttlout them (news media) 
I'd be.Hothlng, just a supervisor 
from'a'iittie town shouting in the 
v?ind." • 

He prides himself in the fact 
that he's been "100-percent ac­
curate" when leveUng barrages 
at political castles. Accuracy 
is especially important when you 
begin stepping on big toes, he 
suggests. That's why he spends 
â good'deal of time just gather­
ing and assembUng his ammu­
nition. 'They can't figure it out; 
they want to get me, but they 
can't. They've tried, sure, and 
someday they may succeed. Re­
apportionment of the board may 
be their answer." 

Some of his information 
comes by way of tips, some is 
supplied by the news media, and 
some he digs up himself. ("I 
can walk into an office and smell 
it") AU of It is substantiated. 
His recent charges that meals 
at Metropolitan Airport were 
overpriced, he explains, did not 
come out until after many weeks 
of gathei'ing menus from air­
ports around the country. And 
each time he picked up a menu, 
a witness was along. Just in 
case. 

PoUclng is a continuous pro­
cess for Valuer. He's gathering 
Information .right now, he says, 
for another attack on Metropol­
itan and its pilot, the road com­
mission, which he contends is 
neither capable nor able to ef­
ficiently operate the giant com­
plex. Even though he's convinced 
he probably wlU never succeed 
in pruning the road commission 
from airport responsibility, at 
least by attacking inefficiency 
"well make them do a better 
job." .And he's now got a pros­
ecuting attorney's opinion that 
will help him pry open files in 
the sheriff's department. 

Ironically, it's Ms "toes be 
damned" philosophy that pre­
vents him from reaUzlng a per­
sonal ambition - to sit on the 
ground floor of the Legislature 
rather than In the gallery as he 
did 20 yearsago. A "somewhere 
between" a liberal Republican 
and a conservative Democrat, 
neither party could trust him to 
toe the mark, he admits. Poli­
ticians eiljoy his attacks when­
ever they Involve their political-
opponents, but they wince when 
the attacks touch one of their 
own. 

A couple years back he at-
temptedlo gain a senate seat, 
running as a Democrat "but the 
union crushed me in the pri­
mary. Even If one party sup­
ported me, I'd probably never 
be re-elected." 

So the rebel contents himself 
with fights at the county level, 
advisi^ all that "if youdoagood 
Job.youli never hear from me." 
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D r u g U s e A t N o r t h v i U e 
Widespread use of a habit-forming, 

dangerous drug in lower Northvllle high 
school grades-perhaps involving up to 
30 youngsters - was uncovered early 
last week by Northvllle poUce. 

Thus far, only one 15-year-old boy, 
who admitted preparing an Illegal drug 
in his home, has been named in a peti­
tion to the juvenile division of the Oak­
land county probate court for prosecu­
tion. 

The youth has been suspended from 
school. 

Possible charges against two close 
companions are under study, pending 
completion of investigation as to the 
extent of their involvement. 

As of Monday about 30 youngsters, 
all ninth and 10th graders, had been 
implicated, directly or indirectly, with 
some 15 of them having admitted to 
consumption of the barbituric drug, 
caUed barbital, in capsule form. All 
are boys; one girl is a suspect. 

At least one youth was hospitalized 
after taking the drug; several others 
reportedly have been treated byprivate 
physicians. One parent reported her 
son had "slept for three days", poUce 
said. 

The bazaar, community shocking 
disclosure was made by Northvllle 
Police Chief Samuel Elkins. a former 
Inkster detective who specialized In 
narcotics, and his identification-
investigative officer, Earl Van Cise, at 
a special meeting of top city and school 
officials Thursday morning. 

NorthVille police had periodically 
investigated rumors of drugs used 
by high school studentsfollowingappre-
henslon last summer of several youths 
for glue sniffing. But it wasn't until 
Sunday, January 15, that factual evi­
dence was uncovered. 

A parent caUed police to say that 
his son was sick and acting peculiarly 
- as if drunk. 

Suspecting use of drugs or dope after 
visiting the home. Van Cise immediately 
called in Chief Elkins. Using a flashlight 
to check the youngster's eyes, which 
proved to be extremely sensitive to 
light - a sign of drug intoxication, he 
concluded that a drug probably hadbeen 
taken. 

There was no smell of alcohol on the 
boy's breath, he said. 

Initially, the boy claimed to be 
drunk, but after further questioning he 
admitted having taken capsules, naming 

three boys who had reportedly prepared 
them. 

Later that same night the police de­
partment received a call from St. Mary 
hospital where a NorthviUe boy had been 
admitted. He was unconscious and ap­
peared to be under the influence of drugs. 

At this point Elkins and Van Cise, 
together with an agent from the Bureau 
of Drug Abuse Control - Federal Food 
and Drug Administration, who was 
called immediately upon discovery of 
the (irugs, confronted another vouth with 
their evidence. Impressing upon him 
the urgency of knowingthe content of the 
drug so that the hospitaUzed youth could 
be properly treated. 

"But he used the influence of the 
drug to be evasive," Elkins said. "He 
>yas definitely under the influence." 

Finally, the youth puUed two .cap­
sules from his pocket, EUcins said. 
"He called them 'rainbows' and told 
us that the boy in the hospital had taken 
five or six capsules, which he said each 
contained about 200 milligrams of pure 
barbital normally used in sleeping tab­
lets. 

(Federal laboratory analysis has 
since revealed that the capsules exam­
ined each contained about 225 milli­
grams of pure barbital. The least 
amount known to be lethal, poUce 
learned, is about 900 milligrams. One 
youth reportedly took five capsules or 
more than 1100 milUgrams.) 

Hospital personnel, who hadpumped 
out the boy's stomach, were advised of 
the content and the youngster was treat­
ed and later released. 

Described as knowing both the sci­
entific and the street language related 
to narcotics and drugs, one youth has a 
laboratory in the basement of his home 
where the capsules reportedly were 
prepared. 

Working around the clock, Elkins 
and Van Cise questioned one boy after 
another as each mentioned names of 
others who had swallowed or had pos­
session of one or more capsules. 

At least three boys "came involun­
tarily"; others denied their involve­
ment. "As far as we can determine,"

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Birth Defects 
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O n I n c o r p o r a t i o n Q u e s t i o n 

C o u r t A c t i o n s M o u n t 

Although the annual Mothers'March 
against crippling birth defects is offic­
ially set for Tuesday, mothers through­
out this area will be canvassing homes 
early. 

ActuaUy, house-to-house coUec-
tions have already begun in Novi and 
Wixom. Collections in NorthviUe are 
scheduled to begin tomorrow (Friday). 
SoUcitation in all of these areas will 
continue through Tuesday. 

According to the general chairmen 
of the soUcitations in these three com­
munities, the normally one-day drive 
was expanded this year because of the 
difficulty of canvassing rural areas 
where homes are widely ^ced. 

In past years, bad weather made 
one-day soUcitation extremely difficult, 
they noted. 

Furthermore, most community 
drives are no longer conducted during 
the late evening hours to insure the 
safety of the marching mothers. 

General chairmen of the three com­
munities are Mrs. Hiram Pacific, 46959 
Grasmere, NorthviUe; Mrs. James Wll­
enlus of 25896 Clark street, Novi; and 
Robert Pacific, 2024 Royalton, Wixom. 

Pacific is assisting Mrs. R. W. King 
of Walled Lake, who is campaign chair­
man for all of Walled Lake and Com­
merce township, vrtlich includes Wixom. 

In NorthvUle, John Steimel is head­
ing up all other March of Dimes activ­
ities for that community as a represen­
tative of the Lloyd H. Green American' 
Legion Post 147. Deputy Ted Robinson 
of WaUed Lake heads up the canister 
distribution in Novi and Wixom. 

Nearly 200 women are expected to 
participate in marching house-to-house 
In these three communities in an all-
out drive to soUcit funds for combating 
one of the nation's leading killers -
birth defects. 

Following final soUcitations in 
NorthviUe Tuesday, the American Le­
gion post will furnish coffee and dough­
nuts for participating mothers as a 
count of collections is made. The col­
lection count is to be reported to March 
of Dimes headquarters by 10 p.m. 

Wixom Mayor Wesley E. McAtee 
outlined the importance of this campaign 
in a recently issued proclamation that 
noted March of Dimes funds help sup­
port: 

-A national education program 
aimed at protecting the health of moth­
ers-to-be and their babies through 
prenatal care. 

-A network of centers providing 

improved treatment for birth defect 
patients. 

-Research grants enabUng scien­
tists to learn more about birth defects. 

Through the annual Mothers' March 
and related fund raising projects. In­
cluding such events as the bowling 
tournament sponsored by NorthviUe 
Lanes and the teenage dance held re­
cently at the NorthrtUe community 
building, March of Dimes hope to raise 
enough money to eUminate or signifi­
cantly reduce the occurrence of birth 
defects as was done in the fiĝ t against 
polio. 

The legal infighting over incorpor­
ation of Novi as a home rule ci^ Is 
far from over. 

That was appareni-last week when 
an attorney for Emery Jacques and 
Jacques, himself, on behalf of co-
defendent members of the Novi town-, 
ship board and its agents, filed a ser­
ies of petitions in Oakland county cir­
cuit court to gain reUef. 

Action came as a direct result of a 
petition fUed by C. A. Smith, chairman 
of the incorporation movement, in the 
circuit courtroom of Judge Farrell E. 
Roberts. 

Roberts honored the motion and 
issued a restraining order against all 
township officials and their agents, 
including Jacques, pending a hearing on 
whether or not a preUmlnary injunction 
should be issued preventing them from 
interfering with the incorporation elec­
tion slated for April 4. 

A showdown is in sight however. AU 
motions vriU be heard on January 30 by 
Judge Roberts.

First, Jacques retained Robert W. 
Carr as his legal counsel. Carr, in 
turn, filed a motion dismissing Jacques

as a party defendent in the suit brought 
by Smith. 

Second, Jacques, acting on behalf of 
jC the township, filed an appearance and 

answer to the complaint entered by 
Smith. 

Third, Jacques, on behalf of the 
township, filed a motion to dismiss the 
temporary injunction requested by 
Smith. 

Fourth, Jacques, again on behalf of 
the township, fUed a motion to dismiss 
Smith's entire law suit, asking that the 
township officials and agents "show 
cause why a preUmlnary order of in­
junction should not be issued". 

Jacques' and his attorney's motions 
were scheduled to be heard Monday 
before Judge Roberts, but they were 
postponed until January 30 because of 
the illness of Smith's attorney, WilUam 
Ibershof. 

"I pressed for an immediate hear­
ing,' Jacques stated. The reason was 
evident. Before the township can gain a 
permanent injunction from Circuit 
Court Judge Williams Beers, it must 
first have the restraining order dis­
missed. 

Such an injunction would stop the 
village from proceeding with its in­
corporation election. 

It will be sought from Judge Beers 
on the basis of Circuit Court Judge 
Arthur Moore's earlier implied decis­
ion to the effect that Novi could not in­
corporate as a home rule city because 
it does not meet the population require­
ment of 500 people per square mile. 

In a later decision, however. Circuit 
Court Judge Charles Thorburn ruled 
exactly the opposite, thus paving the 
way for the cityhood election.
