The 99th annual convention of the
Michigan Press Association was held
last weekend in Kellogg Center at East
Lansing.

The months of meticulous planning
by MPA Secretary Elmer White were
blown out by the snow storm that hit
Lansing Thursday afternoon. It nearly
cancelled the whole show.

I arrived Thursday afternoon to at-
tend a pre-convention meeting of the
board of directors. Friday morning it
looked as if someone had taken 2 huge
sheet and spread it over Kellogg Cent-
er’s parking lot. No one arrived at or
left the Center until evening,

None of the speakers for Friday
programs was on hand. There were 67
persons seated in the huge Big Ten
dining room which had been prepared
for nearly 500 reservationsfor noonand
evening meals,

Saturday the attendance topped 100,
when more than 600 had been expected,

The state of mutual helplessness
seemed to create a mood of glddy-ness
that made each of the impromptu speak-
ers master comedians,

Probably one of the biggest crises
was the cancellation of the annual
‘hospitality party’’ given by suppliers
at the Pick Motel in East Lansing. A
trio of hearty volunteerstrekkedonfoot
{rom Kellogg to the distant mote} in an
attempt to rescue some of the marooned
refreshments.

Friday evening a handful of brave
souls arrived from points throughout the
state. Among them were Jack Hoffman,
Bob Blough, John Harringtonand Dennis
Pajot from our Record-Newsand Herald
newspapers.

They had started out at 9 a,m. Fri-
day and pulled into Kellogg Center 12
hours later. They insisted that they had
been marooned at the ‘Bucket Bar’’ in
Williamston for eight hours.

Williamston, they said, looked likea
Mardi Gras city. Its population swelled
to double its normal size as stores, res-
taurants and bars were filled to over-
flowing by stranded motoristsand curi-
ous matives,

There was a rumor that Williamston
snow plows were purposely blockingall
exits to prolong the business boom.

It may have been pure coincidence
that the quartet of local newsmen found
a path out of town just as the refresh-
ment supply at the ““Bucket’’ was run-

ning dry.

Meanwhile, MSU students were being
caught up in the revelryof the occasion,
All facilities on campus were closed
for the first time in the history of the
institution, For fun students were jump-
ing out of first, second and third floor
windows into huge snow banks. About a
dozen students were hospitalized — 10
with broken legs, one boy with twobrok-
en legs.

By Saturday night it was possible to
drive from East Lansing to Lansing -
but few bLusinesses were open and
there were no roads open out of town,

Snow removal operations began in
the parking lots at Kellogg Center Sat-
urday night and by Sunday morning we
were able to locate and dig out my car,
The expressways outside Lansing were
still slippery and lined with abandoned
trucks and cars. The streetslooked like
tunnels lined with 10-foot-high walls of
snow,

The 99th MPA convention wasone of
the poorest attended, but it will go down
in history as the best remembered, And
even without planned programsandpro-
fessional speakers there was an ex-
change of problems and ideas between
fellow newsmen that made the sessions
worthwhile and meaningful.

But let’s hope it happens only onc
every 100 years. :

Two weeks ago George E, Mills of
the U of M’s bureau of school services
told Northville school board members
and administrators that the “idea isa
good one that will never work”.

e Old Home Movie Bit

A shaft of pure imagination, the
movie, ‘A Funny Thing Happened on
the Way to the Forum,” flies straight
to its mark, the funny bone, and tickles
the marrow,

The book of the same name, written
by Burt Shevelove and Larry Gelbart,
gave rise to the play (2 smash hit) and
now brightens the screenduringa hilar-
ious hour and 30 minutes.

From the incongruous circumstanc-
es to the characters themselves, this
movie has a little bit of everything,
just as the thematic song, ‘‘Something
for Everyone, a Comedy Tonight,” pro-
claims. It’s a spicy spoof on things
fantastic, gigantic, romantic, pedantic,
rhythmic and most surely, classic, like
the venerated Roman civilization where
the action takes place.

The story is framed upon the tradi-
tional picture of romance, the love of
Hero (our hero) for a fair virgin{rom
Crete. But she has been purchased by
Glorianus, captain of the conquering
Roman legions, from Marcus Licus, ‘“a
common flesh peddler’’ of uncommonly
beautiful women, Glorianus must be
outwitted, indeed, outflanked. What
happeans is pure mayhem.

Eneter our hero, who is seeking a
sleeping potion so he may carry his
love away. He needs an ingredient, one
not easily come by, no herb or min-
eral. He needs mare sweat. And he
gets it, after some travail, only to
have it swallowed by unwitting, but
thirsty knaves,

Enter the inflated Roman legions,
Quo Vadis revisited, with their glor-
fous captain leading the way astride
a magnificent stead, Citizens throng
to greet them, with garlands, No, Gar-
bage. And those equally magnificent
legions in the front rank, triumphant-
ly beating thelr drums, fall like the
Roman Empire, over their splendid
kettles,

Just as the legions march, stumbl-
ing and fumbling, so the story nimbly
prances on, twisting and turning, a wild
bacchanal, an orgy of laughter, racing
to the classic ending, *“the chase,’’ on
chariots, no less.

To accomplish the farce, there is
the story of course. But there is also
Director Richard Lester, a jester at
heart. He finds imaginative ways to
create things inconceivable, Farce, to
him, is distortion. He mades his char-
acters caricatures, grotesques, first
through the scope and sweep of the
tricky camera,

Figures are suspended in air, froz-
en in ludicrous rellef, Faces— noses,
follicles and tongues—necksandfigures
are exaggerated beyond proportion. The
camera {s slowed or speeded up, asthe
director demands, toproduce the desir-
ed effect, that of accentuating the ludi-
erous,

She settled back in her chair, re-
flected for 2 moment and then chirped:
“I’'m just tired of living out of a suit-
case.”

I wasfishing for reasons whya prom-
inent concert organist was giving up the
glamor of performing before audiences

throughout the world for the seemingly .

mundane role asa music therapist for
mental patients, Her answer wasn’t a
flippant one, just realistic.

Across the desk from me was an
attractive young woman, by name of
Dorothy Layman, who recently joined
the staff of the Northville State Hos-
pital and who has but one more engage-
ment — that in Dublin, Ireland — before
she completely severs herself from
the concert world.

Miss Layman — or Dr. Layman if
you wish, since she holds a doctorate
in music from the University of Wes-
tern Ontario — had been reluctant to
speak at first because of a driving
determination to wall up the past and
concentrate on her new career. For
no better explanation at hand, I’d guess
she’s experiencing something like
those withdrawal symptomsthat youand
I had when we resolved never to smoke
again; even the mention of a cigaret
hurt.

So we skirted the subjectawhile, con-
centrating instead upon her reasons
for choosing music therapy. Back 10
years ago when she was working for
her master’s at Michigan State uni-
versity Miss Layman read something
about this field, which at that time
was still in its infancy., Even today,
only eight colleges offer degrees in
music therapy. Because the field was
so young and untried, her instructors
persuaded her to take her talents into
the concert world.

But Miss Layman tucked the ther-
apy idea away and periodically it came
back to haunt her, especially upon see-
ing “the suffering in the world" during
her wide travels.

Besides this general feeling of com-
passion for mankind, she had come
to realize after 10 years of concert
work that the professional life-span
of artists-- especially for women - is
a short one, With the first grey hair,
she explained, the number of book-
ings begin to dwindle, ‘Not so much
for men, but for women... age, usually
spells the end.”

But she’s still young. Her decision
to give it up was an unpopular one.
A s had happened throughout her school-
ing, instructors and musicbuffs ‘‘push-
ed ... insisted. They can tell a good,
convincing story, even using religion
as reasons for continuing.”

Only her parents were happy, For
them it meant that at last their “Dor-
othy would finally settle down, maybe
marry, and stay close to home.”

So 10 years after receiving her
doctorate, Miss Layman returned to
Michigan State university where only
recently she received her bachelor’s
in music therapy after a six-months
‘‘internship’’ at the world-famous Men-
ninger Foundation in Topeka, Kansas.

Concert commitments, however,
continued to hound her. Last Thanks-
giving it was a tour in Belgium, At
Christmas she was in Russia where she
performed in Moscow, Rostov, and Vil-
ma. As 1 said at the outset, she has
but one more engagement before it
ends for good.

Looking back over the past 10 years,
she does not regret that she chose the
concert field. Pleasant memories out-
weigh the unpleasant ones — like win-
ning France’s coveted Caesar Franck
award. It had sparked a personal
friendship with Premier Charles De-
Gaulle and led to her being given an
honorary citizenship of that country.

One of the most interesting aspects
of Miss Layman’s musical background
is the fact that she did not begin ele-
mentary piano lessons until her sen-
ior year in a Detroit high school at
the urging of a boyfriend.

Her training came so late that Wayne
State university would not accept her
in its music program. So instead she
picked up an associate degree from the
University of Toronto and 2 Bachelor’s
at the University of Detroit where she
took basic music through the Detroit
Institute of Arts. While working to-
wards her graduate degrees she studied
at Paris and Belgium,

On Winter Tax Bills

With but a few days remaining be-
fore the deadline, tax collections are
‘“running behind’’ in most area com-
muaities, officlals reported this week,

Deadline for paying winter taxes
without penally is Tuesday, February
14, Following that date, a 4-percent
penalty may be invoked by local treas-
urers for late payments. Northville
township restdents have until February

28 to pay their taxes without penalty,

On March 1, delinquent taxes are
turned over to the county, which adds
another 1-percent per month penalty to
those required by the local municipali-
fies. .

Northville Township Treasurer Alex
Tawrence reported collections through

Monday of $440,510,16—or 59.2-percent
of the total levy minus excess of roll,
The total tax roll is $743,680.51.

In Novi township, Treasurer Duane
Bell reported collections of $466,898.60
— a little over half of the tax levy of

$923,120,86.

About 96-percent of the winter taxes
in Wixom havebeen collected, Treasur-
er Mrs. Elizabeth Waara reported. Col-
lected through Monday was $851,483.18
of the $881,297.50 total levy.

Northville city officials reported
collections of $280,407.17 in both the
Oakland and the Wayne county portions
of the city. That’s more than $400,000
short of the total levy of $673,604.92,

Hike in ’67 Taxes
Gets Explanation

Explanation of an anticipated 17-
percent increase in some 1967 Novi
township taxes has been put into letter
form for distribution to township prop-
erty owners. .

Written .by Supervisor Hadley J.
Bachert, the letter explains that some
1967 assessments will double and some
taxes increased by 17-percent,

The letter notes that a new state
law requires that ‘‘property shall be
assessed at 50-percent of the true cash
value...” '

Furthermore, the letter quotesfrom -

a recent opinion of Michigan Attorney
General Frank J, Kelley:

“It s abundantly clear that the con-
stitution makes it mandatory for an
assessing officer to assesspropertyat
the proportion of true cash value (50-
percent) ..., There is no basisfor hold-
ing that he can assess at a lower figure
and then rely upon a process of equali-
zation to fulfill duties imposed on him
by law.” )

Addressing himself to the question,
“What does this mean to Novi township
taxpayers?’’, Bachert first explains
that during 1965 and 1966 appraisers
from the county equalizationdepar{ment

examined 754 pleces of property inNovi
and ‘“found that certain adjustments
would have to be made.” These adjust-
ments, Bachert said, have been made,

Centinuing, he says ‘‘In addition,
with your supervisor having to assess
property at*50-percent of cash value, it
is expected that suchanassessment will
amount to an increase of approximately
17-percent on those properties where
adjustments were not necessary, Where
adjustments were not necessary, your
1967 tax bills will show that your
assessment has doubled but that the tax
you have to pay is approximately 17-
percent more than in 1966, provided
that there are no voted increase during
that year.” .

The supervisor emphasizes that the
adjustments and assessments are man-
datory, that if they were not made the

- Michigan Tax Commission would in-

crease the assessments on its own and
charge the cost of chanzing them to the
township.

“Your supervisor,” he concludes,
‘“has made a detailed study of all
assessments In the township and has
made adjustments that would be fair to
all the residents of Novi,”
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ewer Payback Issue
Haunts Council Again

Discussion of a heated {ssue, sewer
payback, was rekindled during Monday
night’s meeting of the Novi village
council,

Sparking the controversy was the
request of Charles Lapham of North-
ville to establish a payback plan for
two proposed projects near the southern
tip of Novi on adjacent sides of Novi
road.

Council approved the request, but
added a surcharge of 10 percent to the
eslimated cost of $87 per connection.
Underwriting construction of the pro-
posed sewer line at anestimated costof
$31,500 for 400 connections is Lapham
and Developers Marc J, Alan and Wil-
liam L. Roskelly, '

Lapham owns approximately 24
acres, zoned commercial and light in-
dustrial, on the east side of Novi road,
and Roskelly and Alan own about 21
acres ticketed for residential develop-
ment on the west side of Novi road.
Their property extends back to the
propésed North Hills Estates sub-
division.

To put an end to recurring dis-
cussion of the payback idea, the village
council set a meeting for 8 p,m.on Feb-
ruary 23 at the village hall,

Chief proponent of a sewer pay-
back plan, Councilman Joseph Crupi,
was the chief antagonist at Monday’s
meeting. As he has previously, Crupi
called for a uniform payback plan
drafted into ordinance which would ap-
ply equally to all citizens of the village.

To protests by fellow councilmen
that no one had unearthed a fair pay-
back method, Crupi stated that a pos-
sible solution had been brought before
the couneil by a payback study sub-
committee, composed of Chairman Wil-
liam Duey, C. A, Smith and Crupi.
Crupi was absent at the December 6
presentation.

At that time, Duey recommended
that Stratton Assoclates, Inc., a city
management and financial consulting
firm, be ‘hired for $3800. The Detroit
firm would makea study of Novi’s sewer

and water payment systems for $1950 -

and incorporate its recommended re-
visions in an ordinance for an estimat-
ed cost of $1850.

Councilmen present at the Decem-
ber meeting, Donald Fuller, President
Philip Anderson, Leo Harrawood and
Ray Harrison, felt that by hiring Strat-
ton Associates, there would be duplica-
tion of consulting functions. It was felt

Disposition of Oakland county cir-
cuit court cases concerning the Novi
incorporation movement remained un-
settled this week.

Circult Court Judge Willlam Beers,
at the suggestionof fellow judges, agreed
Tuesday afternoon to hear all three
cases pending in the court provided
either proponents or opponents of in-
corporation motion to have the cases
consolidated.

Meanwhile, the incorporation com-
mittee’s temporary restraining order
against the township from interferring
with the April 4 cityhood election re-
mains in effect, The News learned.

If neither side moves to have the
cases consolidated, the injunction re-
portedly will continue right up to the
election,

Attorneys for the incorporation com-
mittee and the Village of Novi have in«
dicated they will make no bid to have
the cases consolidated. What action
the township will take was not known
Tuesday afternoon.

The three cases pending in circuit
court include:

An appeal] to the township
board by AttorneyJamesLit-
tell for reconsideration of
action taken by the planning
commission resulted inare-
ferral back to planners by
the township board Tuesday
night.

Specifically, Littell, who
was representing Dr. W, E.
Gizynski, objectedto the fail-
ure of the planning commis-
sion to rezone the rear por-
tion of some 56 acres on
Seven Mile road near Mari-
lyn from R-2 to R-m (multi-
ple dwellings).

Littell reviewed the entire
:history of the-.project that |

-+ dates back to 1962. He noted

that the land is not useable
for development without sew-
er facilities and that this
installation has now been
completed through an agree-
ment between Dr. Gizyaski
and the township wherebyDr.
Gizynski finances the project
and receives payback funds
from a portion of future tap
fees.

The attorney noted thatthe
project, including the sewer
installation, has always en-
visioned construction of a
doctors’ clinic, professional
offices, nursing home and
housing for the elderly, who
would receive treatment from
the clinic.

Littell pointed out that the
final approved plat had re-
ceived the recommendation
of the township’s planning

consultant and that the rezon- |

ing request had been given a
public hearing in November.
He said objections had not
been strongand that there had
been no discussion of delet-
ing the request for R-M zon-
ing in the rear of the property
for elderly housing. He said
this point was first raised at
planning meetings inDecem-
ber and January.

In action taken January 31
the planners recommended
to the fownship board that
‘‘office services” rezoning
be permitted inthe front por-
tion of the land onSevenMile
road and that R-Mbegranted
on the portion to include the

nursing home, But the plan-
ners deleted the northerly
1,820 feet, earmarked for
multiple dwellings. It re-
mains zoned R-2, singlefam-
ily residential,

Littell said this action
grants use of 15 acres of the
area for development, He said
the rear 16 acres cannot be
used because of fall-off and
that the center 25 acres,
where multiples were plan-
ned, are now unuseable be-
cause of thefailure to rezone.

He said the project was con-
sistent with long-range town-
| ship planning, that it was not
| harmful to surrounding area
and that it had fhe'approval of
the township’s planning con-
sultant, He asked the board
to use its authority to grant
the rezoning,

Planners had rejected the
rear area R-M 2zoning be-
cause of possible traffic prob-
lems.

In their rejection of the
R-M zoning planners noted
that the land was “‘a very
narrow parcel, penetrating
deep into the section... which
would become a traffic prob-
lem ... and wouldpreemptall
zoning of the area ... which
is now established for single
family zoning”’,

The hoard agreed to refer
the matter back to planners
for reconsideration.

Dr. Gizynski appeared at
the mesting and told board
members that the project
would cost some $5 million
dollars and would require
several years to complete.

Figures released this week by, the
Detroit Metropolitan Area Regional
Planning Commission showa population
increase of 455,646 in this seven county
region’ which covers Livingston, Ma-
comb, Monroe, Oakland, St. Clair,
Washtenaw and Wayne counties.

Asof July 1, 1966 the region boast-
ed a total of 4,637,000 persons — an
increase of 11 percent over the 1960
census,

Oakland county boosted its number
of residents to 830,000, a gain of about
140,000 over the 1960 census. Wayne
county grew by 101,000 residents and
the county of Washtenaw added more
than 38,000 new persons since the
1960 census.

Four communities — Warren, Li-

vonia, Southfield and Ann Arbor showed
increases of 20,000inhabitantsor more,

The communities of Wixom, Novi,
City of Northville and the Township of
Northville increased by 770 persons
since July 1, 1965 — for a total of
21,850,

Individually, Northville township
showed the greatest increase from
7,800 to 8,200 The city of Northville
increased from 4,670 to 4,850; Novi
from 6,900 to 7,000; and Wixom from
1,710 to 1,800,

Since the 1960 census, the Oakland
couxty portion of the city of Northville
has shown the greatest percentage of
increase — 47-percent; Novi increased
by 8-percent; the Wayne county portion
of Northville by 14-percent; and North-
ville township by 7-percent.

Introduction of a new two-
year cooperative program to
train highway technicians for
the Wayne County Road Com-
mission and the MichiganState
Dept. of Highways was an-
nounced this week by School-
craft college officials.

The two highway agencies
expect to enroll more than 40
employes in the program when
the fall semester begins late
in August, according to Jon P,
Adams, dean of t{echnical-
vocational instruction.

Most of the students will be
recruited from among June,
1967, high school graduates,
All will have qualified under
either state or county civil
service and will be employed
by one or the other highway
agency before entering the pro-
gram.

Cheers for MSU Medical School

LANSING — Cheers went up in many
quarters recently when the State Board
of Education took its second vote and
approved expansion of Michigan State
University’s College of Human Madi-
cine to a degree-granting institution,

Earlier the Board deadlocked onthe
question, with its dissenting members
saying they needed further information
before allowing MSU to expand its op-
eration to a four-year curriculum cul-
minating in the medical doctor degree,

- The Michigan Health Council wasone
of several sources which came forth
with information hoping to sway the
Board toward approval of the MSU re-
quest to establish a full medical school.

SOME 140 Michigan communities
were listed by the Council asseekingat
least one medical doctor and severalin
many cases, An additional 55 communi-
ties notified the Council of a need for
some 120 medical specialists to serve
in various health facilities.

Most of these requests to the Coun-
cil’s placement service were specifical-
ly for medical doctors, noted John
Doherty, executive director of the vol-
untary health organization,

With specific remarks discussing
the acceptability of osteopaths in many
of these Michigan communities, Doher-
ty asked the State Board to act quickly
and independently on MSU’s request.
This the State Board did.

Another major factor in the minds
of those most concerned with the

Board’s recent action was the future
of a new $300 million Detroit Medical
Center complex spearheaded by Wiyne
State University’s School of Medicine.

A Wayne group together with rep-
resentatives of Detroit hospitals put
together the Center plan to create a
vast core area of facilities for medi-
cal care plus teaching and research in
the field,

Vastly expanded hospital facilities
plus new structures for Wayne's medi-
cal school meant that Michigan’salready
critical need for doctors would be in-
creasad as the Medical Center complex
was constructed. It would be of little

value to have new hospitals without -

doctors to staff them.

WITH MICHIGAN’S ratio of doctors
to population already too low, concern
was great that the State Board would
withhold approval of MSU’s madical
school request pending receipt of full
plans for an osteopathic college in the
state, These plans are not yet complete,

Following the Board’s first vote,
those concerned with the shortage of
medical doctors sought to emphasize
that the need for trained medical per-
sonnel was a separate question.

Most of the medical profession in
Michigan has little quarrel with the
osteopaths. Michigan happens to have
more osteopaths practicing than most
states because it is one of the few
states where insurance companies will
cover an osteopath’s services.

It will give Franceandher friendsonthe
Continent a chance to ‘‘trade’’ with
Washington; the Europeans will surely
demand more say in running the IMF,

Second, Britain ‘‘wants in” on the
Common Market, France’s de Gaulleis
making noises that sound like he does
not want his neighbor admitted, But
while the General talks about not letting
England joln, he is probably drawing up
conditions for her admission. Among
these may be a further revision of the
International Monetary Fund’s regula-

tions ... aimed at cutting down on both
England’s and the U.S,’ power to dictate
the Fund’s policies. He figures: Why
should the U.S, ~a debtor to the IMF —
have the biggest part in world money
councils?

Of course any European moves to
curb the U.S, spending spree abroad
will be greeted by howls of dismay in
Washington. The cry of ““Ingrate” will
be hurled at France, Italy, Holland, ete.
But — in the long run— our country may
be thanking the Europeans for having
saved the dollar from eventual unilater-
al devaluation,

Word that the Northville school
district’s applicaticn for the 15-acre
fish hatchery site had been declined
left city and township oificials wonder-
ing this week whether or not time
still remains for their applieations.

The school district learnedby lotter
last week that its proposed use of the
site — 35 a nature study center and
recreation area — did not constitute an
eligible program of use under the De-
partment of Health, Education and Wel-
fare’s program of disposal of surplus
real property.

Schoo! officials had been informed
that an appiication fo use the property
as a center {or m:ntally and physically
handicapped children and for biolozy
and natural science curriculum would
have qualified. The board, however, de-
clined to approve such an application,

Now it appears that the oniyeligible
application belongs to Wayne State Uni-
versity.

Citv andtewnshipofficials, however,
are still not willing to give up on
acquisition of the site. They note that
their applications - submitied fo the
General Services Administration, agen-
¢y handling the disposal of the property
— indicated definite interestinicquisi-
tion of the property for recreational
and public use. Both applications, how-
ever, granted priority to the school
district, providing itsapplicationquali-
fied.

Had the school district gained
assignment of the property (or should
WSU be granted the site) there is no
charge involved. These applications
were made through HEW andinvolveuse
of the land for educational purposes.

But city and township applications
for recreational use mus* be consider-
ed by another government bureau — the
Department of the Interior.

Fewer strings areattached toacqui-
sition for recreation, but there’s also
a charge — one half appraised value.

Most council members wish to pur-
sue acquisition of the property to the
ultimate. They’re ready to apply what-
ever political pressure possible if at-
tention is not given to their original
request (for consideration in the event
the schocl’s bid was disqualified).

Township Supervisor R. D. Mer-
riam has also stated that the township
maintains its original interest in ac-
quisition of the property for recreation-
al purposes and would be willing to
cooperate with the city on the same
financial basis that the two govern-
mental units now conduct the community
recreation program.

The efforts of the city and township
to acquire this property shouldbegiven
full community support. If the site were
maintained merely as an area to enjoy
and observe the beauty of nature and
open spaces, it will one day (too soon)
become an attraction within the com-
munity.

As afimal resort, should the property
be awarded to WSU, local officials
should use whatever means are attheir
disposal to seek the cooperation of the
university to ensure proper use and
development of the area.

As City Manager Frank Ollendorff
points out, the area remains as a part
of the community and is subject to cer-
tain zoning regulations existing within
the city and township.

LEAF

By ROLLY PETERSON

Wishing won’t make it sc,

Nor does it make Shakespeare’s
“Love’s Labor’s Lost” a viable and
meaningful play in the twentieth cen-
tury. Not even the talents of John Fer-
nald, director of the repertory com-
pany of the same name, can revive this
verbal ormament, this playful piece, and
make it living drama.

In fact, Fernald, it wouid appear,
works under the illusion of popular
thought — that Shakespeare, being the
master dramatist, could not produce
anything less than a dramatic master-
piece. In his introductory note on the
program, Fernald intimates, if he does
not say, as much.

““The joy of the play springs from
Shakespeare’s realization thatagility of
versification and brilliance of allusion
is by itself only a sterile exercise, and
that the rewarding aim for a dramatic
poet is towardsaninsight into the nature
of human kind.”

There is no denying the ‘brilliance
of allusion’ or ‘‘the agility of versifi-
cation” in ‘“Love’s Labor’s Lost,” for
this is the piay’s most conspicuous ac-
complishment. Shakespeare, in fact,
shows that he had no peer in his ver-
sification, his use of the conceit (an
elaborate and extended metaphor).

But brilliant allusion and agility of
verse do not a dramatic masterpiece
make. It is made, as Fermald says,
through a delicate combination of these
things and ‘‘insicht into the nature of
human kind.” For today’s audience,
‘“‘Love’s Labor’s Lost” does not pro-
vide this penetrating insight into man’s
nature, f{or the conceits defy even the
most erudite mind.
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Fernald continues: ‘‘Berowne and
Rosaline are creatures of flesh and
blood ...” In the February 1 production
at Meadow Brook theatre, Berowne and
Rosaline are not made human so we
might emphasize, Unlike Macbeth’sand
Hamlet’s problems, the problems of
Berowne and Rosaline seem remote,
They are not made poignant.

Berowne, played by George Guidall,
is the most understandable of the char-
acters, one who recognizes the disparity
between men’s aims and their inviol-
able natures, With him, we can attempt
to identify, yet this is not to suggest
that we will identify or that heis‘‘flesh
and bloed.”

He is one of theamusing characters,
however, who emerge, along with
Shakespeare’s amazing wit,asthe major
accomplishment of the John Fernald
production.

As in“The Caucasian Chalk Cirele,”
the company’s premiere play at Oak-
land university, Eric Berry, a stage
veteran, was the toast of the evening.
This time, he assumed the role of Don
Adriano de Armado, ‘‘a fantastic Span-
iard,” an ebullient and somswhat obtuse
paacock.

Another ‘‘character’”’ who stamped
himself as singular was Holofernes,
the fragile schoolmaster, played by Curt
Dawson. Words, in Holofernes’ mouth,
are indeed playthings indulged by 2
child.

His character, like other charac-
tersin the play, are obscuredby Shakes-
peare’s intricate and elusive language.
His airy allusions and metaphorical
gymnastics were part of Shakespeare’s
comic designin‘“Love’s Labor’s Lost",
admittedly so, but they have little rele-
vance to today’s world.

G. B, Harrison, the pre- eminent
Shakespearean critic pin-pointed the
problem when he said; ‘““Love’sLabor’s
Lost’’ abounds with them {topical allus-
ions), but they are so obscure and inti-
mate that nowadays most of them are
quite inexplicable.’’ Tofuture audiences
of this production which runs through
February 26, this will be indelibly
clear.

“That’s Burt,” he said. ‘‘Msybe he
could give you a job.”

Whereupon the kid flew out the door,
skidded up to the stranger, and pleaded
for employment, Buxt mumbled some-
thing that sounded like ‘‘yah’ and was
gone.

“I think I got the job. But what’s
he do?”

“Don’t know exactly,” admitted the
barkeeper, ‘“but I see him a lot over in
the pool hall near the old Courier Build-
lng.”

One thing led to another untilfinally
the kid marched into the Evansville
Courier office and announced, ‘Burt
just hired me.”

Amused, the reporter —  “‘guy by
the mame of Clark Salmon, who later
gained some fame as managing editor
of a ‘sheet’ in New Orleans”, surveyed
the fresh kid and asked, ‘“can you work
a typewriter?”

“Nope."

“Well, you got just three hours to
learn, Burt will be back then and if you
don’t know how to work it you ain’t
got a job,”

And that’s how Tom Munce, 79-
year-old publisher of The BrightonAr-
gus, got his start in journalism,

Now it was a Sunday afternoon
and here was this smart-alecky college
educated reporter digging into hispast.

“But what’s there to write about?
There’s nothing. I'm nobody special,”’

More than a half-century of ferret-
ing out the news behind him and ol
Tom pretends he can’t smell the story.

No doubt about it, Tom’s lived a
greater story than any he’sever pecked
out “two fingered” on his typewriter
machine,

Born in Louisville and raised in
Washington, D.C, by a father who serv-
ed on the Confederate’s side during the
Civil War and who had “wound holes’’
as big as your thumb, and by a mother
who started 2 factory in the forests of
the Rockies only to see it go up in
smoke, Tom bY2came city editor of the
Evansville (Indiana) newspaper by the
age of 19,

“Things happened fast in those
days.”

A couple of years later he was city
editor of The Louisville Courier Jour-
nal, subbing as a reporter on the
Journal’s sister paper, The Times,

He became fast friends with the
founder of the Jourmal, a guy by the
name of Henry Watterson — same fel-
low who published a Confederate army
newspaper from the back of a horse-
drawn wagon during the Civil War, and
Arthur Krock, the Journal’s managing
editor whose name later became syn-
ozymous with The New York Times,

While at Louisville, he married 2
pretty young womaa who still shareshis
home on the shore of Lake Brighton,
From that city he migratedtoSt. Louts,
got himself 2 job again as a newsprint
salesman, got firedagain, and then join-
ed The St. Louis Post D!spatch.

1t wasn’t much later when heandhis
wife — and the start of a family that
today includes seven living children, 16
grandchildren and three greatgrand-
children — found themselves in Houston
without enough money to buy breakfast,
But his “pecking’’ ability got him a job
on The Post, put them hack in the chips
and about five years later they were
heading back to Louisville and the
Journal,

About this time he hooked up with a
man named Glover Watson, who was sell-
ing speculative land in a Michigan town
called Dearborn. He took a job as
Watson’s publicist and headed for De-
troit,
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When Watson’s money ran out sodid
the job.

Tom joined The Detroit Free Press,
working under anothersnswspaper giant
by the name of Metlcolm Bingay, who
gave him the ‘“*kiss of death’’ onedayby
comp:limenting him for one of his stor-
fes. “Any time he told you did some-
thing good, that meant you were about
to get the ax, so I left and joined The
Mirror,”

When the Mirror was about to fold,
Tom :ook a brief job running a politi-
cian’s campaign and then joined The
Detroit Timas, where he hung on until
about a dozen years ago.

Most men would have calleditquits,
but not this old codger. Attheage of 66,
he went into a printing business with a2
friend, later established the Livingston
County Farm Bureau News, joined the
Argus and found itsthen manager ‘‘dis-
agreeable”, left andjoined the Livings-
ton County Press and finally cameback
to the Argus where he’s spilling out
weekly yarns today.

So the college educated reporter,
who wasn’t even an idea when ‘ol Tom
was playing poker with guys you read
about in jourmalism books, packed up
his notes and headed for his carona
Sunday afternoon only to find that the
cops had hauled it away forblocking the
road.

Tom’s wife screamedata policeman
over the phone, “People have been
parking out in front for 30 years and
no-one’s hauled a car away before.”

Imagine, and Tom doesn’t thinkhe’s
worth a story.

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Wixom. Sewer Sparks Citizen Protest

Armed with a battery of questions,
a capacity crowd of primarily Birch
Park Improvement association mem-
bers jammed the Wixom city council
chamber Tuesday night to sound out
the city on its sewer system.

On hand to field questions was 2
team of experts called in by Mayor
Wesley McAtee, including R, J. Alex-
ander, director of the Oakland County
department of public works, John Al-
brecht, project engineer from the coun-
ty, Bill Turney from the State Water
Resources Commission and Robert
Clarke, city auditor. T

Most questions were answered to
the satisfaction of the audience, but
Herbert Abrams, former Wixom Post-
master and brother of a former Wixom
councilman, leveled the accusation
“‘subterfuge’” at the means used to
raise funds to fimance the sewers.

. Abrams’ accusation followed an ex-
planation by City Attorney Gene Schnelz.
He explained that the city could exceed
its charter limitationof eight mills when
provided by state statute. Abrams felt
that this was simply a meansof avoiding
citizen approval.

Sparking the barrage of questions
was a letter addressed to the council.
Drafted by the Birch Park Civicassoc-
iation at a Monday night meeting at-
tended by 28 members, it posed three
questions: What affect would sewers
have on (1) wells (2) the water table and
(3) contamination of Loon Lake,

Undertaking the first question was
Albrecht. He stated that the affect

would be temporary, lasting for perhaps .

three or four days, There would be no
permanent affect. The contractor, he
said, would hae to work out ameansof

supplying inconvenienced residents with

water.

Albrecht also fielded the second
question. He said that there wouldbe no
lowering of the water table, because the
water pumped out would find its way
back into the ground. Seepage would
present no danger, he stated, for sewer
pipes would be checked visuallybefore
operation was commenced.

To fears of contamination of Loon
ake, Turney said absolutely, no. Sep~
¢ taks would bring 3 side effect of

nutrients providing nourishment that
would contribute to growth of algae and
weeds, It is the city’s responsibility,
he added, to solve this problem should
it occur.

It was then that Neal Taylor presi-
dent of the association, asked a series
of questions which, he said, were raised
at Monday’s meeting, Others joined in
with questions, Following arethe prime

questions and answers.

Q — If most septic tanks are good,
why can’t those in violation be made to
correct them, rather than adopting a
complete sewer system?

A - No septic tank is good, except,
perhaps, in isolated areas. They are
““temporary expedients.” As more
septic tanks are installed in a given
area, chancesof contaminationincrease,
That is why the law states that when
sewers are provided residents must
connect within 18 months. (Alexander)

Q — When will the interceptor line,
part of the proposed six-county inter-
ceptor sewer system be brought to
Wixom?

A - In approximately 15 years.
(Alexander)

Q — Why can’t the money for the
plant be used instead to bring the
inter-county interceptor to Wixom?

A - Cost is prohibitive at this time.
Hundreds of millions of dollars arere-
quired and municipalities do not have the
money. (Alexander)

Q — How much are taxesgoing tobe?

A — The property tax will be three
to four mills to support the sewer, Ac-
tually, the millage levy will decrease
as the tax baseincreases withpredicted
development of the city, (Clarke) Be-
cause there is so much industry in
Wixom, its residents are fortunate, In
most municipalities, cost of sewers is
eight to 10 times more expensive to
property owners, (Alexander).

Q — What is the weight of a citation
by the Water Resources commission?

A — Until the state legislature passed
an amendment to the state law in 1965,
a citation was virtually impossible to
enforce, because ‘‘pollution injury’’
had to be proved, Now, the courts con-

strue discharge of raw sewage to be
“prima facie evidence of pollution in-
jury.’”” The courts usually enforce the
commission’s order of determination,
(Turney)

Q@ ~ Presumably the reason Wixom
adopted a complete sewer system was
because the city was cited by the com-
mission,

A — I don't think this is the case.
(Turney). Later, Councilman Howard
Coe added that the council adopteda sew-
er system because it would attract in-
dustry and residents, leading to com-
plete development of the city.

Q@ — How much will the sewers cost
the citizen per year?

A — Based on 2 quarterly system, no
more than $30 per year. (McAtee)

Q —When sewersgo acrossresidents’
property, who repairs the damage?

A - The contractor is obligated,

Purchases, decisions and discus-
sions related to Novi’s expanding high
school highlighted the regular meeting
of the board of education last week
Wednesday,

Heading the list of purchasesauthor-
fzed by the board was an order for two
new buses, one to replace an older unit
and the other as an addition to the bus
fleet.

Selecting the low bus bid acquired
by the Oakland county school system
through its cooperative bidding pro-
gram, the board voted to purchase two
Ford chassis outfitted with Ward bod-
ies. THE30Y pase o on'each of the
chassis was $2,9217.09, and the lowbase
bid on each body was $3,597.

In authorizing the purchase, the
board directed Superintendent Thomas
Dale to specify several special pleces
of equipment in the purchase such asa
heavy duty clutch power steering, spare
rim, heavy duty front axle, defrosting
fan, right froni heater anddefrosterand
an underseat heater.

The board also authorized purchase
of baseball and track uniformsand equip-
ment at a total cost of $1,543.70, See
related story on this page.

A series of questions were put fo
the board by the superintendent, result-
ing in most cases with board direc-
tion that quotations be secured on a

Dale, through the architect, will

- secure quotations or bids on high den-

sity nylon carpeting for the library,

Ballot of the plan-
ning commission was 5-2, Paul McCol-
lum and Harold Tuck voting against
the motion to deny,

Submitting the request to rezone 29
acres between Grand River and 11 Mile
road and Seeley and Meadowbrook roads
were the owners, Mrs, May Holcomb
Babbitt and Dr, August Holcomb, The
property is presently zoned for heavy
manufacturing (M-3).
