A possible site on Detroit House of
Correction property providing desir-
able high elevation has been proposed.
But committee members must first
gain permission of their respective
governing bodies before exploring this
possibility with the city of Detroit.
Northville township board members
declined permission, atleast until more
information is available. The city coun-
cil approved exploration of the site
purchase, but also wanted more details
before entering into the proposed
official authority.

The idea has severa] attractivefea-
tures, Refuse from the participating
communities could be deposited at the
incinerator site by truck, then the ash
remoyed by nearby railroad facilities.

It would eliminate, eventually, num-
erous landfill operations and would re-
duce the volume of refuse at least in
half,

But the 50 per cent remaining — the
ash — creates problems, too. It {s not
pleasant. Township Supervisor R, D,
Merriam, who visited the Western
Wayne disposal plant with other incin-
erator committee members, describes
the ash as a “gooey mess”,

Nevertheless, a process that would
reduce mounting refuse problem by 50
per cent is one well worth exploring.

The Inter-community study effort
should be given support.

Henry Biddle, who tools a bus
between Northville and Detroit nine
times a day, invited me to sit down in
the cozy, paneled living room of his
Five Mile road home and then begana
description of the vehicle with which
his father had launched a business when
my host was bvarely out of diapers.

“It was really two old Lincolntour-
ing cars welded together. He bought
two of them, had them cut in half.
Then he had this long extension put
in between two halves, That was his
first bus, Not much, really.”

The 35-year-old bus driver is a
son of the late Tunis P. Biddle who
Jaunched whatprobably wasNorthville’s
first bus service back during the de-
pression. The company was eventually
sold and today is operated as North-
ville Coach Lines — headquartered
across from the Northville State Hos-
pital, and Henry Biddle is one of its
veteran drivers.

“It had four doors on both sides.
I'd guess it was about 30 feet long.
Carried about 16 people.”

All of the initial buses operated by
Tunis Biddle out of an old garage on
Johnson street between Yerkes and

modern buses In fact, they weren't
buses at all. '

“They were called jitneys.I’dguess
you'd say they were something like a
taxi — an oversized car. Just to haul
people back and forth, from Northville
to Walled Lake, to Plymouth, Wayne,
and to Detroit and back.”

Transportation was all-important
back in those days, The horse and bug-
gy were all but gone. Depression peo-
ple bought few persomal cars. And the
famous Detroit United Raflway (DUR)
which had served out an admirable life
since 1839, was laid to rest in 1927 —
five years before Tunis Biddle cameon
the scene.

His business quickly ripened, and
soon he was operating ‘‘real’’ buses,
most of them 25-passenger vehicles
that were more often than not filled to
capacity.

“Twenty-five passenger buses in
those days were really something,
They’'d be like a 60-passenger today.
He was running them every hour, in all
directions.”

Early in the 1940’s, Tunis Biddle
moved the bus headquarters out to
Seven Mile road. Then in 1953, an-
other son, Quentin R. joined his father
as a partner — two years after Henry
began driving. A year later, with one
son operating the business and the
other driving, Tunis died,

Quentin continued to operate the
business until 1963 when he sold out
to the present owners, a corporation
with Adolph Schiller as its president.
Quentin eventually went into a moving
van business, operating out of Seattle,
But Henry stayed on, and today he's
the friendly, overweight driver who
greets passenzers boarding at Main
and Center,

“If 1 didn’t like driving, I wouldn't
be here. As many times as I've made
the trip out towards Detroit, there’s
something new to see—new experiences
every time,

“‘Naope, I like it,”’
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All the while T was talking with
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Henry, I seemed to recall the name
“Biddle” from something I'd read.
Just before I left, I remembered that
someone with a similar name had op-
erated a stage coach line here back
before the turn of the Century. But
when I put the question to him, he
said he had no relative in the area
before his father.

So upon returning I did some
checking, It wasn’t Biddle at all —
but ‘‘Riddie”.

From 2 copy of The Wayne County
Record (now The Northville Record),
dated September 25, 1869:

“Henry Cortrite of Plymouth re-
cently furnished facilities for convey-
ing persons from Northville direct to
Wayne, daily, so as to connect with the
train east on M.C.R.R, By this means
we were enabled to go to Detroit and
back the same day, having had ample
time totransactanybusinessnecessary.
Mr. Stores (Willlam Stores) livery will
take passengers to Plymouth connecting
there with Cortrite & RIDDLE’S Stage to
Wayne. Persons wishing this mode of
transit will leave word at the Hotel of
C. H. Houk.”

The stage fare from Northville to
Plymouth was 50-cents, from Plymouth
to Wayne another 50 cents.

That was nearly 100 years ago.
Today, a passenger can make a round-
trip to Detroit with Henry Biddle for
just 55-cents, Not bad for a century of
inflation behind us.,

Asa murder mystery, it’saflop.As
a documentary, it's barely coherent.As
a drama, it simply does not have the
substance. Then what, in the name of
Hollywood, does ‘*Night of the Generals®’
have? A startling main character, and
enough loose ends to qualify as a mad-
dening movle, and incidentally, as one
of the worst of the year.

In the lead is Peter O’Toole as a
youthful German general, of course, of
pure Aryan stock, He’sthe typical, rigid
Prussian militarist — without the mon-
ocle. Like Hitler, himself, General
O'Toole is obsessed with the messianic
mission to kill for the fatherland, But
there is more, much more.

O'Toole is mad, Freudian mad, Ex-
actly what form of madness, we know
not, nor are we likely to ever know by
any of the facts presented, Why, for
instance, does the self portrait of Van
Gogh provoke thisreaction; bulgingeyes
fixed on the picture, beads of sweat, a
throbbing headache and near collapse?
What affinity is (iere between the two
men, aside from theamazing similarity
of the eyes?

There is another mark of madness
in the general about whom the story
revolves, Why does O’Toole commit
three brutal sexual murders, somewhat
in the manner of Dostoyevsky’s Raskol-
nikov? Why are all his victims prosti-
tutes?

Most inexplicably, whydoesthe gen-
eral always wear gloves? Why is
cleanliness 2 passion? Is he, like Lady
MacBeth, unable to wipe out ‘“‘damned
spot?”’ To hide his guilt? Then why
does he never show remorseasMacBeth
does? Why does he never waver from
his course?

Perhaps this is why O'Toole, in the
role of the general, will remain an
enigma, a memorable enigma, But there

is really no strong urge to probe deeper
to get at the core of the matter, pri-
marily because there is no indication
that this venture will lead todiscovery.

While O’Toole is the most unforget-
table character, others are better for-
gotten, Omar Shariff is one such char-
acter. He, too, has an obsession. Asthe
investigating major and later colonel,
he must find the vicious murderer. He
candidly tracks three suspect German
generals, including O’Toole, for about
three years, from the eastern front to
Paris. The role is bland.

Is he a super sleuth to match the
likes of James Bond? Probable. Is he
modeled after Portiry, the indefatigable
inspector in ‘‘Crime and Punishment”?
Hardly. My madness,’’ he says, ‘‘ison
a smaller, practical scale,”?

Then thereisTom Courtenay,a Ger-
man corporal. His part, likewise, is
questionable, He is thrust upon the
scene to resolve the story and little
else. For no apparent good reason, a
bedroom scene is included in which
Courtenay and Joanna Pettet gambol
about,

Except for her obvious charms,
why is Miss Pettet in the movie at all?
Why does Donald Pleasence, another
general, consume gallons of liquor?

Finally, just what does this movie
have to say about Germany yesterday
or today? Why is the plot to murder
Hitler included in this movie? And are
we to assume in the final scene, when
O'Toole’s army gathers to honor him,
that Nazism is on the rise in Germany
today?

Where does the responsibility lie
for this travesty? This canbeanswered
with surety, With Sam Spiegel, the pro-
ducer, and Anatole Litvak, the director.
They have succeeded in presenting a
frayed, worthless plece.

CBD Overhaul

The Wixom city council took another
step toward implimentation of plans to
overhaul its ceniral business district
when if approved a formal application
for urban renewal funds Tuesday,

Application for monies to carry out
defailed studies must now be-approved
by the department of Housingand Urban
Development, a federal government
agency. Federal approval is -not ex-
pected before two years. -

On hand to explain the application,
embodied in resolution, was Edward
Hustoles, a representativefrom Vilican-
Leman associates planning consultant
to the city.

Projected net cost of the project is
$1,578,000, Hustoles said. Of this
amount, he explained the city will have
to shoulder one-quarter or $437,000.

There are other steps, however, that
the city must follow, he pointed out,
before actual execution of the project.
Public hearings must precede final
work.

The representative said that if the

- city declines to approve execution, then

the city will not have to repay any
monfes it receives for studies. How-
ever, if the city proceeds with final
approval, it would be obligated.

Actually, Hustoles said, the ecity
will not have to pay out any money.
Credits, in the form of utilities or
improvements contributing toward the
project, may be substituted in lieu of
the $437,000, the city’s share of the
cost.

Wixom would be granted a $400,000
credit on sewersnowbeing constructed,
If the Ring road project, now on the
drawing board, Is carried out, the
planner said, this would mean another
$62,000 credit.

In other words, Hustoles explained,
Wixom would actually have a surplusof
$25,000 which could be used in any
future project, involving federal money,
the city should wish to undertake,

Approval of the city’s formal appli-
cation, Hustoles said, is not expected
for two years, because of the huge

backlog of applications presently on
the federal agency’s desk, ‘‘Requests
are far outstripping funds,”” he said.

This is the third of four steps to
be taken before actual execution of the
project. Already, a feasibility studyand

a mamarandam -stude of sonpnximnge,

costs have been completed. Formal ap-
plcation is the third step and public
hearings the fourth, leading to the final
decision to execute the projectoraban-
don it.

Specifically, government approval
of the formal application would provide
funds to fimance a detailed study, in-
cluding two appraisals of land included
in the proposed urban renewal area,
Hustoles said.

Mrs. Lottle Chambers, council wo-
man-who alsolivesinthe proposedarea,
questioned the policy of acquiring prop-
erty and relocating displaced home
owners, ‘T don’t want any of our people
pushed out into the street,” she said.

Hustoles assured hex that *hs would
not happen. A fair price, based ou iwo
appraisals, would be paid for all prop-
erty, he said, and the owner would have
the right to appeal the price. It would
be the city’s responsibility, however,
to relocate these peaple, he said.

He cited Dearborn as a case in
point, The city has provided apartment
housing for displaced senior citizens.
The housing is maintained hy the city
of Dearborn at little expense to the
municipality, he said,

Basically, Hustoles said, two things

stymie cities seeking urban renewal:

First is relocation, and second is
financing. He polnted out that since
Wixom would have no problem financing
the project, the problem wouldpe relo-
cation of displaced people, .~

Mrs. Chambers stated that there

were many good homes within the pro--

posed boundaries of the urban renewal
area, “There is 1o question that there
are good homes in the area proposed,”

Hustoles said. In fact, -he continued,
under one-half are what he termed’

‘“‘substandard.”

Novi Incorporation Bid

The Novi incorporation election for
April 4 is all but dead.

A decision by Circuit Court Judge
William Beer upholding an earlier rul-
ing of Judge Arthur Moore labeling first-
class city incorporation for Novi as
illegal was issued Monday.

His decision represented a victory
for the township board which contested
the election.

In making his decision, Judge Beer
also stated that the election calledfor by
the village legally could not be held.
However, until the council takes action
— probably Monday night — the election
remains in effect.

Judge Beer left the door open for
either Citizens for Novi Incorporation
or the village — or both — to appeal the
decision to either the circuit court or
to the court of appeals within 20 days.

Appeal to circuit court probably
would be heard by Judge Beer.

C. A. Smith, chairman of the citi-
zens group, told The News that the
“decision definitely will be appealed.
However, he said he was not yet in 2
position to say whether or not both the
village and his group or just one of
them will make the appeal. Further-
more, he sald he doesn’t know yet to
which court the appeal would be made.

Monday’s public forum, sponsored by

As special correspondent for The
New York Daily News, Pegge Parker
recently viewed the shadowy areas of
war. She was on the famed flatiop
‘““Coral Sea’’ while it was engaged in
bombing operations, and she also sam-
pled the life of colorful Saigon.

Other trips have taken her to the
New Indla under Shastri and to the
Pakistan of Ayub Khan, two areas with
which she has long been familiar,

How did 1t all start?

Born in Harrisburg, Pennyslvania,
she began her newspaper career in
the cigar-smoked city room of an anti-
female Pennsylvania Dutch newspaper,
writing a daily column of advice to
teenagers.

) Soon she was on her way to Wash-
ington, D, C,, where she not only
became woman’s page editor for the
Times-Herald but also pursued a

modeling and fashion career. It was at
this stage in her life that she was
a famed Came! cigarette girl in a

wartime ad that appeared in nearly
every magazine in the country.

Just beinga woman was never enough
for Pegge Parker, however. Soon
she was reporting for the News Miner
in Fairbanks, Alaska — and eager to
See even more of the world.

Earnings from magazine articles
eventually paid her way after the war
to China where she studied Russianand
traveled extensively in the most for-
bidden area of Sinkiang — the same
place where the Chinese communists
later exploded two nuclear bombs.

After American newsmen werebar-
red from- China, she was for time a
vice consul at the AmericanEmbassyin
Pakistan, It was in Bombay, India
that she met and married a newsman
named John Hlavaecek, And it was
here that she becams the mother of
five children and wrote a book-length
biography of the late Prime M:nister
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Nehru’s sister for The Ladies’ Home
Journal.

Later she became a Time-Life cor-
respondent, taking frequent trips to
Havana. In these years she gathered
material in the ‘‘sun spas’ of the
rich and celebrated and filled Time’s
‘“‘people’’ pages with sharply observed
vignettes of the Churchills and the
Kennedys, LBJ and Lady Bird, Prin-
cess Margaret and Lord Snowdon.

She also interviewed Batista; later
she was granted a rare visa to Red
Cuba and covered that so-called ‘‘re-
volutionary paradise’’ for the New York
Daily News. This last trip to Cuba
was made just before the missile crisis

in 1962 and her reports were heard
on NBC's “‘Monitor?”.

In 1964 she and her family settled
in Omaha, Nebraska where her hus-
band began his own nightly news pro-
grams plus a weekly half-hour inter-
view with national figures.

Here Pegge Parker resumed her life
as a free-lance foreign zorrespondent,
frequently accompanying her husband
on his far-flung news jaunts which re-
cently included a 10-week tour of ‘‘trou-
ble spots’” in the Middle and Far East.

In addition to her special newspaper
assignments, she has written for such
magazines as Reader’s Digest andGla-
mour.

ty of children near backing buses in
proposing the policy.

However, in adopting it, citizens
were advised they could confer withthe
superintendent about any deviations
from the rules and regulations.

Furthermore, the policy istobeim-
plemented within 30 days —the dayafter
Easter vacation, to give citizens an
opportunity to study it.

Concerning the dance policy, in
which the superintendent recommended
that one dance be permitted by the
eighth grade near the conclusion of the
year so as to offer a socfal adjustment
to the high school, the board scuttled
this plan and asked that 2 more com-
prehensive policy be prepared after
more thorough study.

The majority of parents who spoke
on the subject opposed all dancing at the
junior high school level. They were
joined by a majority of the board
members.

However, the board contended the
policy should consider all social ac-
tivities duriog and after school hours
and should perhaps include activitiesof
the sixth and seventh grades as well,
The policy as proposed wasinadequate,
they agreed.

Prior to asking for more study,
board members were in disagreement
as to what to do. A move by Trustee
James Kipfer to table the proposed
policy was defeated, 4-2, and a move
by- Trustee Eugene Cook to prohibit all
dancing in the school at any time and
all social activities after 5:30 p.m. was
defeated, 4-3.

children. He noted that the board was
opening bids on a $20,000 item for
which it had no budgeted monies.

A suggestion that bus transporta-
tion from Northville Estates subdi-

i vision to Moraine elementary might be

less expensive was dropped when Assis-
tant Superintendent Raymond Spear
pointed out that a study had shown that
the school could operate a bus from

seven to 10 years at the $20,000figure.
.The overpass, it was pointed out,
would have a much greater liretime.

Trustee Donald Lawrence noted
that although he was ‘“‘particularly vun-
erable’” in considering the safety of
children, he felt compelled to remind
citizens that safety measures end up
in their tax bills, Furthermore, he
pointed out that the county was far
more callous than the board in matter
of safety since it (county) contends
that neither overpass nor traffic signal
is warranted at Moraine.

Novi’s method of levying a fixed
sewer charge is scheduled for over-
hauling as a result of action taken by
the village council during a special
informal session Thursday of council
members, interested citizens and ex-
perts.

After a heated three-hour discus-
sion, the council unanimously passed
a motion authorizing Village Attorney
Howard Bond to prepare 2 new amend-
ment repealing the present lateralavail-
ability amendment to the sewer ordi-
nance.

In addition, Bond was instructed to
come up with a new amendment that
wanld include 2 more equitable sewer
conmnection fee. It will be levied on
present and future users who are not
taxed through special assessment.

Making the motion was Councilman
Joseph Crupi, long an outstpoken critic
of the present lateral availability fee
and an advocate of a sewer payback
plan. When it was pointed out that
Thursday’s meeting was not official,
Crupi then motioned to be upheld in
calling for a formal vote. The vote was
5-0, supporting Crupi.

On hand to help resolve Novi’s sew-
er assessment problems was a host
of experts, including Robert Hammell,
bonding attorney; Charles Finsky, and
William McDonald representativesfrom
Johnson and Anderson, engineering con-
sultants to the village; Howard Bond,
village attorney and William Hetiker,
a representative from Stratton assoc-
iates, a municipalandfinancial consult-
ing firm. .

Instrumental in bringing the con-
troversy over sewers to a head was
Hetiker, He was pressed to talk by
William Duey, chairman of a sewer
payback sub-committee. Other mem-
bers were Crupi and C. A, Smith. Duey
and Smith had advised the hiring of
Stratton associates at a meeting in
December,

Heticker said that a payback plan,
wherein monies would be refunded to
residents paying high, initial sewer
taxes, was, in his estimation, illegal,
But the service charges could be re-
duced in future years (asNovi expanded
and the tax base spread), he said,
which is a benefit.,

Until Heticker’s statement, the like-
lihood that constructive action would
be taken looked dim. Hot wordshadbeen
exchanged that ruffled the feathers of
pro- and anti-payback forces, and oth-
ers in attendance.

As in the past, Crupi was the chief
spokesman for pro-payback forces, pri-
marily those from Connemara Hills,
who had sparked the controversy during
the past summer. He launched into a
detailed explanation to point out what he
called existing inequities in separate
Novi subdivisions.

Specifically, he said that a property
owner inMeadowbrook Lake subdivision
did mot pay a later availability fee of
$300 as demanded when specialassess-
ment taxes are not levied. A residentin
Willowbrook four in an identical posi-
tion, Crupi said, paid the lateral avail-
ability fee.

brook Lake was unique. They contended
that the property owner had granted an
easement across his property to the
county and was granted a connection in
lieu of payment for the easement right.

This apparently was done without know-
ledge of the village.

Furthermore, they said they be-
lieved the agreement between the in-
dividual and the county department of
public works had been struck before
adoption of the Novi lateral availability
fee amendment, adopted in 1965, “It's

an unfortunate situation,”” Hammell said,

‘a goofed-up deal. But it’s a one-shot
deal,”

When Crupi asked whether the con-
nection had actually been made before
adoption of the ordinance, Hammelland
‘Bond said they did not think so. Con-
tending that it had been made before
amendment adoption, Crupi said he
would check the records.

Crupi then attacked the availability
amendment. Harrison supported Crupi:
‘] don’t believe in a lateralavailability
fee,” Harrison said. “It isn’t fair.”

Feeling that the availability fee

might be scrapped, Bond admonished
Crupi. He stated that the council would
have to take $25,500 out of the general
fund to make up revenue lost from the
fee,

Crupi retorted: ‘“That’s what I've
been telling you, We’re losing mcney
by sitting still, without revising the
ordinance.” Nettled by criticism and
by what he called the council’sunwilling-
ness to take action, Crupi then said,
“I’m giving up. I’m leaving this in the
lap of the council.”

George Admams, a resident of Con-
nemara Hills, asked whether formula
could be used to establish a lateral
availability fee to equalize payments.
Hammell explained that in some areas
this is done, but he doubted whether
levying another special assessment
under the guise of a lateral availability
fee was advisable,

Pressedby Crupi, Hammell explain-
ed the purpose of the fee. It isa charge
for a means of disposal of waste, Ham-
mell said.

said, the fee is levied on the principle
that a service is being provided.

Hetiker then took the floor. He ex-
plained the services offered by his
company, Stratton associates. His pro-
posal, he said, focused onorderly con-
munity growth, including ratesandpro-
cedures to generate revenue to meet the
needs of the community.

To do this, he said his company
would follow a two-step precedure:
First, analyze Novi’s water and sewer
situation and suggest recommendations,
and second, draft recommendationsinto
ordinance. Cost of the services would
be $1,950 and $1,850, respectively.

There are hundreds of variables,
Hetiker stated, which his company would
have to weigh to arrive at a particular
solution for Novi. He subsequently sug-
gested that a payback plan involving
repayment of money would be illegal.

Adams thenasked how it waspossible
for the council to establish a sewer
payback plan for Charles Lapham. (The
council set up the plan at a previous
council meeting and attached a 10 per-
cent surcharge to pay for expenses in-
curred in adminjstering the plan.)

In reply, Bond explained that Lapham
had agreed to pay all expenses of con-.
structing the sewer, not the village,
The village, Bond, continued, simply
collects the money from those tapping
in and returns it to Lapham,

‘‘What you’re saying,”” Adams said,
“is that when it’s a simple situation, it
can be handled; when it’s 2 community
situation, then it can’t be solved.”

Crupi then came up with his final
suggestion, that the council scrap the
present lateral availability amendment
and adopt a new amendment, permitting
the accumulation of funds to pay for
orderly community growth.

What do Christians mean when they
say they believe in the verbal inspir-
ation of the Bible? They should mean
that the Btble in its original auto-
graphs was absolutely infallible, in-
errant, the product of the one true
God. To back up such a view, one
should examine the Blble to see if
such a statement about inspiration is
true. For example, one of the im-
portant verses in the Bible on the
subject of inspiration is IITimothy 3:16,
“All scripture is given by inspiration
of God, and is profitable for doctrine,
for reproof, for correction, for instruc-
tion in righteousness.” The word “in-
spiration” in this verse isthe Greek
word “‘theopneustos,” a word which
literally means ‘‘God breathed.”” That
is to say, the Scripture is the dir-
ect product of God just as surely as
the universe and man were the pro-
duct of His creative hand. Confusion
sometimes arises when we assume that
this word for ‘‘4nspiration’” means to
“breathe into,” for that is exactly
what it does NOT mean! The popular
idea about inspiration isthat Godallow-
ed men to write books of the Bible on
their ‘‘own hook”, so to speak, and
then in some mystical way *‘inspired*’

them. The Biblical term “‘inspiration”
means that from beginning to end, the
Seriptures are the work aad product
of God Hims:Y. To be sure, He
used men as instruments of tran-mis-
sion, allowing the usage of their own
style and vocabulary, etc,, but always
God was the Person superintending the
whole operation, and every word is the
product of His creative will, This
view is a far ery from the idea that
God simply endorsed certain literature
written by apostles and others.

Another important verse onthe sub-
ject of inspiration is I Peter 1:19,
Here, the Apostle Peter contrasts the
reliability of an eyewitness account
of certain Biblical facts to that of the
Scripture, His conclusion is very in-
teresting, Peter says the believer has
something that is more sure than vi-
sions, voices from heaven, wonders or
signs ~ he calls it a ‘““more sure word
of prophecy,”’ thatis, the written record
of God to men —~ the Bible. This book
is one of the really sure things in life,
The Bible is true. In it, God has
revealed His will and plar for man
and human history. It needs to be
read, believed and preached to a2 world
that needs to hear from God,

Construct

$12 Million Facility

Ground was broken in Plymouth
recently for a new $12 million tele-
phone facility, one of the largest struc-
tures to be erected by the Michigan
Bell Telephone Company inrecent years.

The building will rise three stories
and contain more than 91,000 square
feet. The City Planning Commission
recently granted Michigan Bella zoning
walver to clear the way for construction.

According toJohnKamego, Michigan
Bell Manager, the primary function of
the building will be to house a vast
amount of switching equipment for rout-
ing incoming and outgoing long distance
calls.

Mayor James Houk and Plymouth
Township Supervisor John McEwen join-
ed Michigan Bell representatives atthe
site in a ceremony to officially launch
construction. It will be situated adjacent
to the company’s central office at 1360
Anp Arbor road near Sheldon.

Kamego explained that the equip-
ment to be installed is known in the
telephone business as ‘‘4A’’ apparatus
and that it will augment similar equip-
ment located in Detroit to serve the
southeastern area of the state, The
Detroit equipment is nearing its ca-
pacity, Kamego said, as the numbar
of long distance calls to and from the
area continues to rise.

Besides the equipment that will
handle callsautomatically, Kamego said
there will be 12 switchboard positions
occupied by operators for the special
handling of those long distance callsnot
routed throughthe Direct Distance Dial-
ing network.

““Michigan Bell’s huge investment in
this new facility reflects the continued
upward trend in long distance usage,”
Kamego said, ‘‘and is part of the com-
pany’s large construction program to
keep up with demand for new service
and the rate people are using it.”

Michigan Bell recently announced
it will spend $184 million in 1967 on
new construction to expandandimprove
its service statewide.

LANSING — Gaps in understanding
caused by language interpretations oc-
cur frequently in politics.

of government, they sald,

Then came the proposal to the
legislature. It called for a hike to
55 cents per hundred pounds, a whopping
57 per cent increase in the levy. The
gas tax would be boosted from 6 to
7 cents per gallon under the depart-
ment's proposal.

““Moderate’’ is the word the depart-
ment used and will stick with against

any opposition. .,

DESPITE THE DICTIONARY definition
of moderate, the proponents of the hike
will have some basis for the use of
the word, All things are relative,

Studies indicate the proposed boost
would cost the average driver about
$15 per year.

High percentages aside, the depart-
ment can and will righteously defend

its proposal on the basis of auto re-
gistration rates in other states. Mich-
igan ranks well below the average
in these statistics.

Even the so-called moderate in-
crease proposed would not put Michi-
gan very far up the list relating to
the cost of driving a molor vehicle,

So while linguists will have cause
to argue the question of whether the
hike is moderate or extreme, the de-
partment will likely have little diffi-
culty justifying and gaining legislative

approval of the 20-cent increase.

Do School Dividends Suggest

Sound Tax Investments?

BABSON PARK, Mass. — One of the
very biggest businesses in this country
today is education. We Americans are
now spending a total of $48.8billionper
year to run our schools and colleges —
an increase of 124% in the last decade.
Another whoppingboost in costslies just
ahead.

We have always “‘madea lot of’ edu-
cation inthis country-andrightly so, We
pride ourselves onour fine public school
system and on the freedom of choice
which has permitted, also, the multipli-
cation of private and ‘‘parochial”
schools. As we have grown in numbers
especially since the end of World War
11, so too has enrollment in our schools
increased. This year there are 43.2
million pupils registered in public ele-
mentary and secondary schools in the
U.S. An additional 6.7 million young-
sters attend private schools from kin-
dergarten through high school.

At the same time, there isachronic
shortage of teachers, whichhasbeenag-
gravated by the rapidity of the rise in
student numbers and by the fact that
teachers’ salaries, in many instances,
have not kept pace with those of com-
parable professlons. So the teachers
have become more restless and more
aggressive. And the labor unions have
moved in. The net result is that we are

now facing demands for much higher
teachers’ salaries all across the na-
tion — demands which, even if onlypar-
tially fulfilled, will cost millions of dol-
lars more in the coming year.

Hence it is very much in order for
us to ask ourselves if the sacrifices
we are making to support our schools
are in fact paying off. Whether we like
it or not, we are all going to pay more
in taxes to run the public schoolsinour
community. Salaries of teachers will
spiral, maintemance costs will rise.
And we wiil be told that we should be
doing much more for our children.

The big question is: Howmuchmore
can self-supporting citizens—with their
own financial problems — afford to pay,
and precisely for what? Probably from
one-third to one-half of what we pay
each year in local taxes is used to run
our schools, If we don't know exactly
how this money is spent — and with
what result — wouldn’t it be common
sense to find out?

We have currently over 2 million
teachers in this country providing in-
struction in a bewildering variety of
subjects. For the most part, they teach
in school systems — whether public or
private — which have made herculean
efforts to modernize plant and equip-
ment, The result isthatin many Ameri-

can communitiestoday thereare schools
that are better equipped in classroom
space, in laboratory facilities, and in
recreational advantages than were many
of our colleges fifty years ago.

In a way, we have made a fetish of
education. But, in our ambition and
pride, we seem to have placed more
stock in college as the end goal of
education than emphasis on knowledge
and how to use it to enrich our own
lives and help others. In our desire
to provide the ‘best” for our children
and grandchildren, we have concen-
trated more on brick and mortar than
on the real essentials,

Just because a school is new, or
large, or has the best gym money can
buy is no guarantee it will be a good
school. What is taught — and how it is
taught —~ are still mighty important,
After, all, quite a number of our great-
est Americans have been the products
of one-room schoolhouses or of modest
educational backgrounds! Many years
ago, the distinguished Britishphilosoph
er, Herbert Spencer, wrote: “Education
has for its object the formationof char-
acter.” We seem to be losing sight of

that concept in our highly competitive,

society., If this trend continues, we
shall be not only financially — but spir-
itually — the poorer.

School Site Chosen for ‘Safety’
Now Needs $20,000 Overpass

By BILL SLIGER

If the tone of the following com-
ments smacks of sour grapes, then so
be it. They’re intended instead to point
up what this writer has believed for
sometime to be significant and costly
weaknesses in the manner in which the
Northville board of education operates.

The board, I believe, concerns it-
self too much with education, too little
with the business of school operation,
and not at all with well-intended advice
of taxpayers who must pick up the tab.

Such policy defeats the very objec-
tives of the education-oriented board
members by substantially reducing the
amount of money available for favored
education programs by wasting it on
unwise and hastily conceived business
decisions.

It is my firm belief that the matter
of proposing programs for education
should be leftup toadministratorshired
because they possess these specialtal-
ents. And I would assume that they
would arrive at their recommendations
through conferences with theirprinci-
pals and teaching staff.

It is the board’s responsibility to
select good administrators arnd to put
their recommendations to the test of
common sense. To ‘‘play’’ administra-
tor and inject the individual educational
theories of self-appointed experts on
the board produces, it seems tome, the
same result as ‘‘too many cooks’.

(1 was heartened to hear an expert
invited by the Northville board to speak
at a recent administrative-board con-
ference say substantially the same.

A Northville board spokesman seem-
ed to miss the point as he explained
that Northville had selected its top
administrator on the basis of interest
shown in a program for education that
some board members wanted initiated
locally. The program may be the best
thing that could happen to our school
system, but it should come from the
administration, not the board).

While I realize that little good
comes from beating a dead horse,
perhaps 2 lesson can be gained that
won’t be repeated.

Specifically, I should like to recall
the circumstances surrounding the se-
lection of the Moraine elementary school
site.

I have not mentioned this subject
since it was closed by board action one
year ago. At least two board members,
however, have seen fit in public meet-
ings to rehash the subject in order to
attempt to point out that they were right
and the press was wrong,

Let’s review their action and the
subsequent results.

On February 3, 1966 it was suggest-
ed in this column that the board should
consider moving the Moraine site east-
ward about 3,000 feet adjoining the city
limits. The purpose of such a move was
to acquire city water and sewer ser-
vices. An added advantage was annexa-
tion to the city under a plan that was
politically acceptable and far more
practical than annexinga 10-acreisland
in the township. This would have gained
desired police surveillance of the site.

It is a matter of fact that water and
sewer services could have been provid-
ed at the suggested site. This has been
challenged along with criticism of the
“high cost” of tapping into city utili-
ties. But when one measures cost it
would be interesting to know what value
would be placed on the 1 1/2 days lost
last week at Moraine school bacause
the well would not function. And it isan
inescapable fact that one day both the
well and septic field at Moraine mustbe
replaced.

The use of these temporary, main-
tenance-requiring utilities is not, how-
ever, the point of this complaint, It is
the manner in which the boardaccepted
a suggestion that crossed grain with
their resolute plan.

The column of February 3, 1966
quoted a representative of the school’s
architectural firm of O’Dell, Hewlett
and Luckenbach as saying ““Uf you are
combining sewer with water, there’s
no question of the desirability of a
change in site”. The firm spokesman
strongly emphasized the undesirability
of a septic field and predicted it would
be a’ “continuing maintenance head-
ache”,

He added one further bitof informa-
tion that now seems most significant. He
s2id (and the column so quoted him)
that there would be ‘‘some traffic
problems” at the board-chosen site,

The columa concluded that the pro-
posed switch was only a suggestion for
‘board consideration and that ‘‘perhaps
after investigation the schoolboardwill
‘@scover reasons for not wanting to move

the site. At any rate .., it would seem
that a long look should be given the
proposal”. It was given less than a
glance (actually, a glare).

The next day, February 4, board
leadership went into action, It informed
the architects that a lefter should be
written supporting the board-desired
site. (After all, the firm was employed
by the school not the newspaper).

That letter was dated Monday, Feb-
ruary 7 and signed by one of the partners
of the firm. It declined to contradiet
the importance of water and sewerand,
in fact, stated ‘‘sewage service {s of
great importance since ready accessto
such services may save construction
dollars and continuing maintenance’’,

But the firm did comply with the
board’s demand and provide a letter
that supported the site choice. It listed
“geographic need’” as the most im-
portant factor,

“Bujld-ability’’ and ‘‘aesthetic con-
sideration’ were third and fourth fac-
tors.

But most interesting one year later
is the second factor, which the letter
states ‘‘is safety — both on the site
and at the traffic approaches. The site
selected, due to cresting on the hill,
gives excellent visual surveillance of
Eight Mile road traffic’’,

For the past several months the
board has been under strong parent
pressure to erect an overpass at Mor-
aine school because of poor traffic
visibility and hazardous crossing con-
ditions.

The cost of the proposed structure
is estimated at $20,000.

Deleting the week end, ittook North-
ville’s board of education just one day
to extract a letter of support for its
chosen site from the architect. The let-
ter itself contradicted a warning by one
of the firm’s representatives that the
site could present ‘“some traffic prob-
lems’’,

That the board took timeto consider
an alternative is highly unlikely. That
it may now pay for its rush to prove
itself right by ereeting an overpass at
2 loss to the system’s educational pro-
gram at $20,000 seems probable, Who

[

would like to take the position that the
safety structure is not needed and then
have a child struck by a car?

If Northville’'s board had demon-
strated an ability to accept suggestions
by at least pausing to consider, this
second-guessing column would not be
written, One cannot expect any public
body to be so wise that it does not
commit errors.

But some are wise enoughtoatleast
pretend they have given studied thought
to the voice of the taxpayer before they
do as they please. And if they have
erred, it usually takes more than a
year for the mistake to become so evi-
dent ... and costly.

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A Matter of Rights

Monday night a normally routine

matter of business comes before the

city council for action. But it will be
given more than casual attention due to
a rash of citizen protests.

A request for a liquor license at
Northville Lanes has brought petitions
of protest to the council table, Citizens
objecting to a bar at the bowling alley
believe that it will change the charac-
ter of the popular recreation center for
youngsters,

They also maintain that the com-
munity has sufficient places to drink,

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The Morgine overpass—an
unbudgeted addition.

The bowling alley proprietor has
been praised for providing a well-
operated establishment for local en-
tertainment. He is highly regarded in
the community.

To the owner, ‘‘Angie”, the protests
appear as a slap, a penalty for good
behavior,

For 25 yearshe has worked diligent-
ly at his business. He has expandedand
modernized. His lanes have increased
from sixto20. Alwayshe haslookedfor-
ward to the day whenhisbusiness would
be eligible for a liguor license. An
application in 1964 was given signa-
tures of approval from all five council
members, three of whom still serve on
the council,

Until recently, it appeared that he
must wait until 1970 and a new census
to qualify for a license. Butavailability
of 10-month “‘resort” licenses brought
his application back to the table.

Bowling alley proprietors will tell
you that competition for profitable in-
dustrial leagues makes a bar a near
necessity. They’ll also prove that a
well-operated bar in a bowling alley
does not interfere with youthleagues.In
one area bowling alley, for example,
more than 400 youngsters bowl in a
community - sponsored recreation
league. Smart bowling alley proprie-
tors don’t jeopardize their youthleague
business to promote bar sales. They
know that the youngsters represent
their future business. They also be-
lieve that their efforts with youngsters
are beneficial to the welfare of youth,

They see little difference inbowling
in an alley that serves alcoholicbever-
ages than dining in a restaurant that
serves drinks with its meals,

In reality, however, these argu-
ments for or against a liquor licensein
a bowling alley are hardly relative.

In fact a business has applied for a
license that is legally issued by the
state to qualified establishments. To
maintain the license the operator must
comply with rules set forthby the state.

Anyone familiar with the record of
operation at Northville Lanes would be
hardpressed to stand opposed on the
basis of qualification.

-And it is, it seemsto me, completely
unfair and contrary to the principles of
free enterprise to expect anybusiness-
man to penalize the welfare of hisbusi-
ness in order to provide what some con-
sider to be a shortage in recreation
needs,

Stricter attention could be given to
enforcement of regulationsgoverning
the operation of lcensed bars, It is
unlikely that such enforcement would
cause concern at Northville Lanes
where attention to proper conduct of
business has always been the order.

To the Editor:

In the light of recent events it
seems to me that it’s about time for
the citizens of Northville to make some
basic decisions, Are we going to
continue to support the inconmsistent
and ‘“‘wishie washie'’ actions of our
public officials? Are we going to
teach our young people that the way
to get along is to make a ‘deal”.
Do we as adults have so little faith
in our ability to teach respect for
rules and lawandorder that we must use
bribery in order to build 2 caseagainst
lawbreakers?

Do we have so little faith in the
majority of our young people that we
dare not establish any limits upon their
behavior but continwe to give them
chance, upon chance, upon chance, with
never any punishmeat? Young people
need to have limits set for them,
they need to know how far they can
go, and they expect to be punished
when they break the rules, Remove
these limits and these young folks
become confused and lose all respect
for law and authority, True we have
a small percentage of youngsters who
scream that their rights are being
violated and who are always threaten-
ing to take somebody to court. How
about the rights of the majority?

The presence in any classroom sit-
uation of one or two long-haired, poorly
dressed students infringes onthe rights
of all other members of that class,
Undo commen: and attention is paid
to these ‘<odd halls” and time {s taken
from the business of learning, When
this class is taken on 2 field trip or
otherwise appears in public represent-
ing the" school, it is the ‘‘odd balls”
who make the lmpress{onnotthemajor-
ity. Comments such as “Do you let
your students dress like that?” are
often heard. It used tobe thathorth»,
ville set the example for most of -the
surrounding communities and many
people moved here because of our fine
reputation. Not so now, and I think
it's time something s done.

The recent action of the Board of
Education in paying no attention to the
recommendations of the school admin-
istrators and the teachers in the case
of the bus vandalism is unexcusable,
It this decision is justified by blaming
the Superintendent because he made
a hasty ‘‘deal”’ the board’s reasoning
is weak, Since when do we rectl-
fy one mistake by making another?

Since when do we pay more attention
to the rights of four or five young-
sters with long recordsof misbehavior,
than to the rights of some nine hundred
students, most of whom conform to
the rules? How can administrators
or teachers attempt to enforce anykind
of diseipline in the future whentheir de-
cisions are igmored or reversed by
the Board. It’s hard for me to be-
lieve that this decision was a unani-
moas action of the Board of Educa-
tion but in as much as it was made
in another ‘‘executive session” and
not fully discussed the public will prob-
ably never know. If there are Board
members who opposed this decision,

I think the cominunity is entitled to
know who they are.
What can we do? I don't think
the solution is difficult but it will
take a certain amount of courage.
The courage to establish a set of rules
or a Code of Behavior for everyone

Irregularly for the past four or five
years my wife and[havebeen searching
for information about the founder of The
Record, Samuel H, Little, and his fam-
ily, It’sbeena very interesting pasttime.
But it’s been frustrating too.

Besides being founder of this news-
paper — oldest weekly in Wayne County—
Sam Little did a few other things too.
He wrote controversial editorials, auth-
ored several copyrighted songs, sold
sewing machines and organs, was an
accomp'ished musician, aided ingetting
the first railroad through Northville,
and he was instrumental inestablishing
the famous, but since departed North-
ville Opara House.

And he did a lot of traveling through-
out the United States ata time whena
horse and buggy trip to Detroit wasa
pretty important excursion.

But beyond the fact that his young
wife died in childbirth, there wasn’t
muzh we knew about his personal life
until last week.

We didn’t know where he went upon
leavinz Northville — except that he
eventually ended up in Muskegon., And
even the place of his death and burial
was an uncertainty.

We tramped through cemsteries,
talked with oldtimers, wrote letters,
and called scores of Littles. But no-
where were we able to find anyone who
knew much about him or his family.
Four years ago we learned about a
‘“niece” in New York. We sent her
letters but never received a reply.

Then last week, we were directed
to Leonard Kimmel, who lives on Sun-
set. Mr. Kimmel is one of the com-
munity’s colorful oldtimers who hasa
pretty good recollection of early North-
vill

1 didn’t know Sam Little,” he said
last week, “but I knew his daughters,”

Impossible, Itold him. Little didn’t
have childrer,

“Well, he suredid. Oneof hisdaugh-
ter’s still lives in Piymouth, Name’s
Pear! ...

Leonard Kimmel was wrong, but he

T can’t understand it,’”” Mrs. Dunn
said. ‘“There should be a lot of people
in Northville who know I was a Little,
Sam Little was my uncle ... my father
William’s brother.”

Maybe they do, I told her, but our
paths never crossed.

“So you were the man who wrote to
New York. My sister’s daughter wrote
me that someone from Northville was
asking about the family. I couldn’t un-
derstand why someone would write to
New York when I lived right next door.
I called your office but you were out. I
guess I forgot about it when my sister
died.”

Mrs. Dunn, now 89, was herself an
employee of The Record back whenF.,S,
Neal operated the business out of the
Opera House shortly after the turn of
the century. Later, she worked at The
South Lyon Herald. And more recently,
she was a correspondent for The Ply-
mouth Mail.

I suppose only a collector of Ameri-
cana like Edmund Yerkes could under-
stand our excitement in finding this
important link in Sam Little’s life. And
fewer still probably could understand
my wife’s later reaction:

‘It sort of spoils the mystery we've
been enjoying, like finding a missing
piece of a puzzle; it's exciting but kind
of depressing too.”

A macabre sideshow, a mad inter-
lude, a bizarre business. Call it all
of these things. But there is no denying
that what happened in Hill auditorium
in Ann Arbor last week was an exper-
ience of profound significance, the work
of a man of genius,

Excitement ran high as the capacity
crowd, dressed in their Sunday best,
sat expectant. They weren't awaiting
just another play sponsored by The
University of Michigan’s Professional
Theatre Program. They were awaiting
the intermatiomally acclaimed play,
““Marat/de Sade,” for short.

Its complete name: ‘“The persecution
and assassination of Jean-Paul Marat
as performed oy the inmates of the
asylum of Charentonunder the direction
of the Marquis de Sade.”

Then the play, sajd tohave givenrise
to the newest theatre movement, ‘‘The
Theatre of Cruelty,”’ began.

Slowly, quietly, figures emerged
from behind starkbleachersintoa world
of dingy grey, like pallid specters dis-
gorged from the bowels of the earth.
Disheveled, clad inrags, backs stooped,
they came forward, assuming contorted
postures and peering vacuously beyond
the stage until a disarrayed, plump
woman with grey hair thrust a finger
at the audience and said, ‘‘You’re not
Jesus Christ. You’renotJesusChrist.”’

Strange? Macabre? Yes. A new
movement? To the contrary, “Marat/de
Sade” is a play conceived by Peter
Weiss in the classic traditionof ancient
Athens, birthplace of western drama,
And it is no less brilliant than Sopho-
cles’ “‘Qedipus Rex,” a rare jewel
among the fine arts.

Violence was a hallmark of Greek
tragedy, brother turned on brother and
son on father and mother. A blood
bath was actually desired, Plays were
designed to shock theaudience, topurge
the emotions and thus, to teach alesson,

Although ““Marat/de Sade’ isbereft
of blood shed, nevertheless, itis shock-
ing., Deranged inmates of Charenton,
an asylum in 19th Century France, re-
turn to anelemental state, where, child-
like, they exhibit their animality. They
teeter between lucidity and lunacy,
threatening any moment to break the
restraining fibrels and plunge into vio-
lence. Society has no control over them,

To make thisuncontrollable emotion
palpable, Weiss has chosen a most
appropriate vehicle — the play within
the play. The lunatics become actors.
Their director is the Marquis de Sade.
The audience anticipates the worst, for
the Marquis, who has been confined to
the asylum because of hisabnormal ob-

session with sex and perversion, also

has written the play within the play.
As in ancient Greece, the audience

can anticipate, knowing full well the
story of the play. Details are given in
the program, 1t is the murder of Jean-

. Paul Marata, a zealot duringthe French

" revolution, 'who was himself an inmate -
"at the asylum. He was killed by Char-
lofte. Corday who hid a knife in her
i bosom, found her way into the asylum

at Ann Arbor and Charenton. Time
distin~tions become blurred, as do-—
reality and illusion, We watch with one
question in mind: Will the lunatic girl
playing Charlotte Corday actually
plunge the knife into the inmate playing
Marat?

On this inimical question, the aud-
ience hangs as does the plot. But Weiss
was not content to simply reconstruct
a murder. He had a much richer, fuller
vision, one befitting Sophocles, Shakes-
peare, and, yes, Brecht. A complete
theatrical experience is presented with
comic interruptions, narrative asides
and musical interpolations abetting pun-
gent argument,

Comedy, which came as welcome
relief from the insanity on stage, was
no merefools’ play. Humor wasprovided
by the lunatic players’ incongruous and
pitiable actions — missed lines, ir-
reverent and ovestial gestures — but
always there was agrimawareness that
the players were insane and capable of
exploding into violence, Furthermore,
the humor was directed toward an end
- satire.

A slashing attack was opened up on
everything society holds dear~religion,
moral conduct ~ and specifically, the
abuse of power by rulers in revolu-
tionary and post-revolutionary France,
Amazingly, the maladies that festered
within France in 1808 grip the world
today. It is this relevance of argu-
ments, the similarity of today’s temp-
estuous times, thatmakesthe playpert-
inent and leads to complete identifica-
tion.

But Weiss gives no solution to these
universal problems. Each argument put
forth is neatly refuted byanother, mak-
ing for perfect counterpoint and con-
fusion, No hard and fast answers are
forthcoming because there are none.
The problems are eternal. Weiss’ is
simply an anguished cry from the pits
of human misery.

Relief from the dramatic intensity,
the approaching assassination, waspro-
vided by the music, as well as the
comedy. Composed by Richard Peas-
lee, the music ran the gamut, from
lyric sadness to exhilarating rhythms,
including the haunting, perverse mel-
odies, “Poor Old Marat” and “‘Fifteen
Glorious Years.,"

Embellishing the music were the
strong cadences of Weiss’ rhymed dia-
logue, a classic convention. There was
a soft couplet for tender moments and
a limerick for ecstatic moments, And
-then there was the surging stentorian
prose spoken by Marat and the Marquis
as they launched into exhortation,

Cleaving to the spirit of the play was
an exceptional crewofactors, members
of the National Playerscompany, Para-
mount was Jack Groverland as Duper-
rett, the sex maniac. His furtive, sly
look, perfectly timed movements and
expertly delivered lines made him a
figure to remember. Strong in their
parts, -but -a niche below Groverland,
were Robert Fields as Marat, William
Roerfck as de Sade, Mary Nettum as
Charlotte Corday and Igors Gavon as

the herald.
Although they rendered the play

whole, along with other members of the
cast, it is the genius of Weissthat forg-
ed, in the fire of imagination, a play to
sear the soul.
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
