I m p o r t a n c e o f A s s e s s m e n t s

This week all(3 throughout the month 

cities, villages and townships in the 
state are conducting hearings by the 
boards of review. 

These appointive bodies play an im-
portant role in reviewing with taxpayers 
the assessments placed on their prop­
erties by the assessing authorities of 
their respective governmental units. 

Such meetings afford the public an 
opportunity to find out why and how 
the assessment on their house, lot, 
farm, factory, store building or inven­
tory was established. 

Boards of review are empowered to 
lower (or raise) assessments, i f i t can 
be proven that inequities exist or er rors 
have been made. 

Individual assessments of al l prop­
erties area matter of public information 
and can be examined by property own­
ers at their respective township, village 
or city halls. 

If you do not know the assessed 
valuation of your property, i t might be 
worthwhile checking. The assessment 
does, after a l l , represent the basis 
against which tax millage is levied and 
therefore the amount of your tax b i l l .

I t 's part icularly important that tax­

payers understand assessing proced­
ures especially in the light of the law 
that now stipulates that millage shall 
be levied against assessments estab­
lished at 50 percent of true market 
value. 

If the total assessed valuation of a 
particular community does not equal 
50 percent, the state applies i ts wel l-
known "equalization factor" against 
al l properties to bring the total to the 
required 50 percent mark. 

This factor in Northville township 
last year was 1.28 and in the city i t 
was 1.29. Next year, unless reassess­
ment is undertaken, these factors wi l l 
go higher. 

In reality, equalization factors are 
misnomers. They create inequities by 
increasing properly asses.sed proper­
ties to more than 50 percent to make up 
for properties that are assessed for 
too low. 

This situation now exists in North­
vil le township and i t wi l l become even 
worse next winter when the factor be­
comes higher and homeowners with 
asseljsments near or at 50 percent find 
their assessed valuations multiplied by 
a factor near 1,40 - thereby jumping 
a $10,000 assessment, for example, to 
$14,000. 

The township plans to undergo r e ­
assessment this summer to allei late the 
problem. But these new assessments 
wi l l not be recorded until the 1968-89 
tax year, when hopefully the equalization 
factor wi l l be eliminated. 

The city recently completed the re ­
appraisal of al l land. And by Individual 
inspection each piece of property in the 
city has been reassessed at 50 percent 
of the market value. 

A l l building valuations have been 
increased, too. But this was done by 
applying an overall factor.

This method was used to save time 
and get the new valuations recorded for 
current board of review hearings so 
that the equalization factor could be 
eliminated in the coming tax year. In 
some instances the increases could 
have have been too severe, but such 
instances can be appealed at the board 
of review hearings. 

This summer the city wi l l examine 
each building and house individually to 
check the accuracy of the new assess­
ments. 

But here's the important thing to 
remember: i f no reassessment had 
taken place in the city, the average tax­
payer would face an increase of 15 per­
cent on next winter's taxes duetoahike 
in the equalization factor from 1.28 to 
1.44. 

By reassessing and eliminating the 
factor, 80 percent of the taxpayers wi l l 
experience increases f rom five to 10 
percent; some wi l l actually pay less; 
while a few, whose properties were far 
under-as."5essed, wi l l experience an in ­
crease in excess of 15 percent. 

Because of the increase in property 
valuation in the city the council has 
indicated i t wi l l reduce the city millage 
rate f rom the current 12.5 mi l ls to eight 
or nine mi l ls . This levy wi l l raise the 
same amount of money as l2 .5mi l l s fo r 
city operations. Removal of the equaliza­
tion factor makes i t far easier for the 
taxpayer to figure his tax b i l l in ad­
vance. City residents, for example, can 
use 50 mi l ls as their anticipated levy 
and multiply this against their property 
valuation to determine their annual tax 
b i l l . The 50 mi l ls w i l l Include about 33 
for schools, eight for the city, sevenfor 
the countyandnearlytwoforSchoolcraft 
college. 

Statistically, here's what happened 
when the city reassessed Its real prop­
erty: 

In the Oakland county portion land 
assessments were increased from 
$800,000 to$1,300,000;buildlngassess-
ments were increased f rom $2,700,000 
to $3,500,000; 

In Wayne county land jumped in 
assessed valuation f rom $1,500,000 to 
$2,400,000; and buildings were i n ­
creased from $4,800,000 to $6,600,000.

Children are neglected. Usually, 
parents are the butt of such cr i t ic ism, 
but i t can validly be claimed of television 
that this medium, with widespread 
power to Influence, bas done l i t t le to 
constructively mold the minds of ch i l ­
dren. The exceptions are the presenta­
tions of Walt Disney, a man whose l i fe 
was dedicated to entertaining, and more 
importantly, educating youngsters 
through television. 

That i s , until recently. Then along 
came Xerox corporation and i ts new 
series, ' The Children's F i lm Fest ival , " 
an oasis in a desert of insllbstantial 
Sunday and daily movies. "Kids see 
so many movies on television these 
days, we thought they might as well see 
some good ones," Xerox advertised. 

I t isn' tpr ime time thatXerox bought, 
but i t is t ime, a most enjoyable one-hour 
interlude beginning at 12 p.m. Sunday on 
channel 9, CKLW. A CBS program. It 
was opted out to the Canadian station 
when the local CBS affi l iate, channel 
2 (WJBK) was unable to schedule the 
series. 

The movies, which wi l l run through 
Apr i l 9, are directed at young people. 
But they appeal to a l l ages, for they 
are provocative stories, Imaginatively 
conceived and art ful ly done, stories 
that show children as people. 

The two shown last Sunday carried 
blue-ribbon credentials, as do most of 
the movies in the series. Not a word 
was spoken in "The Red Bal loon" and 
"The Golden F i s h , " winners of various 
f i lm awards, but their impact was 
audible. 

"Bal loon" received an academy 
award as the best original screen play 
in 1965 and other awards at the Cannes 
Fi lm Festival. I t i s the story, as hosts 
Kukla, Fran and Oll ie put i t , of "an 
unusual fr iendship" between a boy and 
his balloon. 

Simply, this is the story. On the 
way to school in busy Par is , a boy 
spys a balloon on a balcony and climbs 
to get i t . Big and red (if you have color 
TV), the balloon i s perfectly round, 
larger, but like other ba l loons-at f l rs t . 

Soon, however, i t i s apparent that 
the balloon has a personality of i ts own, 
a wi l l , i f you please. While the boy i s 
in school, the balloon faithfully waits 
without, then merr i ly follows the boy 
home. 

The friendship i s growing. As boys 
wi l l do, the balloon plays hide and seek 
on the way to school the next day. When 
the balloon finds Its way into the class­
room and escapestheaustere headmas­
ter, he punishes the boy by locking him 
in solitary confinement. The balloon 
embarrasses the headmaster Into r e ­
leasing the boy. 

When the big, round, handsomebal-
loon encounters a curvaceous, egg-
shaped balloon (obviously female), we 
know the balloon is a male. Through 
another day the friendship blossoms 
as the boy protects the balloon f rom 
rain by hiding i t under umbrellas. 

Then the threat. Older, jealousboys 
pursue the boy and his balloon in a 
frantic chase. A boy with a sling shot 
shoots the balloon, and like a fatally

wounded human, i ts l i fe blood, air , 
slowly seeps out and the balloon des­
cends to earth. An older boy stomps 
on the balloon, ki l l ing i t . 

A l l the balloons of Paris suddenly 
free themselves, f i l l ing the air with 
glorious color. They congregate over 
the saddened boy. He grabs their dang­
ling strings and the balloons carry the 
boy over the city, into the horizon and 
out of danger. 

Wonderously, Albert LaMorissehas 
produced a movie that permits us to see 
things of the world as a boy sees them. 
They, no less than the balloon, are i n ­
fused with l i fe. I t i s the gift of youth, 
this abmty to animate objects, that i s 
graphically portrayed through the sensi­
tive lens of the camera. 

Chosen as the best live-action short 
subject by the academy in 1959, "The 
Golden F i sh , " although less fantastic 
than "Bal loon," nevertheless Is pre­
sented in the same realistic manner. 

"Ba l loon" and ' T i s h " were two 
thoroughly enchanting short stories, 
for and about children, but there are 
more to come, including: 

— " Y e l l o w suppers," a story bas­
ed on a 16th century Polish folk legend, 
scheduled for March 12, next Sunday. 

— " T h e Ransom of Red Chief," 
taken f rom the short story by O'Henry 
and made in Russia, scheduled for 
March 19. 

- - " G o o d Luck Kekec," set in Yugo­
slavia and voted the best children's 
f i lm in 1964 at the Venice f i lm festival, 
scheduled for March 26. 

—-A children's movie to be announc­
ed, for Apr i l 2. 

— " H a n d in Hand," a special 90-
mlnute presentation, scheduled to begin 
at 11:30 a.m. on Apr i l 9.

Novi's superintendent of schools 
peered into his crystal ball last week 
and discussed his findings relative to 
school needs with members of the board 
of education. 

Those needs, Tom Dale concluded, 
mean that the board should begin ser­
ious study soon on a number of bui ld­
ing programs. He advised the board to 
consider the foUowlng suggestions for 
future development: 

1. Construction of an addition to 
Orchard Hi l ls school, to include six 
general classrooms, two f e c i a l edu­
cation classrooms, and a teachers' 
lunchroom. 

2. Renovation and remodeling of the 
1928 Novi school section. 

3. Addition of a cafeteria and k i t ­

chen at Novl school and possibly two 
general classrooms and two special ed­
ucation classrooms. 

4. Construction of a two-bus gar­
age and a fenced parking area for 
busses. 

5. Black top the parking area, bus 
area and a small area behind Novi 
school. 

6. Installation of night lights and 
tennis courts at the high school. 

7. Additional bleachers in the 
high school gymnasium. 

8. Enlarge the parking area at 
the high school.

In discussing these suggestions with 
the board, Dale noted that the influx 
of children from the new t ra i ler parks 
in Novi " i s not as serious as we 
thought i t would be . " Ear l ier fears 
that an elementary school might be­
come necessary in the t ra i ler park 
area appear to be unwarranted at this 
t ime, he said, suggesting instead the 
Orchard Hil ls addition. 

He said enrollment at Orchard Hi l ls 
i s already very near capacity, with 
space available for only a few more 
pupils. 

In suggesting the f e c i a l education 
classrooms, he said they could either 
be built at Orchard Hi l ls or at Novi 
elementary. These, he added, could be 
financed through the county's special 

education program. 
As for the six-room classroom ad-: 

dition at Orchard Hil ls, he estimated 
that i t shoiild be ready for occupany 
by the fa l l of 1969, with the" total 
suggested building and improvement 
program to take place over the next 
four or five years. -

Renovation of the older part of-
Novi school, he said, probably would 
mean complete interior remodeling. 
The exterior of the building, he added, 
is adequate. 

The present kitchen and cafeteria 
at Novi school is far to small to ad­
equately handle the present school en­
rollment, he said noting that children 
must eat at three or four staggered 
times.

The request, submitted; originally 
by Edward Beaupre Mid Wllma and 
Melvin Polston, a s k s - m t three par­
cels be rezoned f rom RAl to RA2, a 
less restrictive residential classifica­
tion. 

Beaupre subsequently sold the an­
nexed 142 acres to Douglas Colwell, a 
representative' of the Dlorah Building, 
company of Southfield, which proposes to 
build homes on 131 acres. 

About 13 acres were sold by Colwell 
to the Walled Lake Consolidated school 
system for the planned construction of 
an elementary school on i ts property. 
The remaining 24 and one-half acres of 
the 168 acres, asked to be rezoned. Is 
s t i l l owned by the Polstons. 

Action was taken on the recommenda­
tion of the planning commission. I t ap­
proved the request unanimously on the 
basis that the property, when zoned to 

RA, wi l l f i t in with the overall zoning 
pattern of the abutting property and is 
in keeping with the master plan for 
residential areas. 

The three parcels wererecentlyan-
nexed from Commerce township, by 
agreement of the township and the city 
of Wixom and approved by the Oakland 
county. 

The council authorized the clerk and 
Mayor Pro-Tern Gunnar Mettala, who 
was presiding in Mayor Wesley Mc-
Atee's approved absence, to execute a 
warranty deed, transferring t i t le to 54 
acres of the proposed Wixom Sewer dis­
posal site to theOaklMld county DEW. 

This step, a formality, wiUf iad l l fa te ' 
application for a $147,000 grant-in-aid 
f rom the Michigan Water Resources 
commission. Under state law, operator 
of the plant now under construction, the 
county must hold tit le to the land to ap­
ply for state funds. 

Tabled until the next meeting of the 
council was the investigation of the 
southeast quadrant of the proposed Ring 
road. Approval was urged by the plan­
ning commission. 

Investigation would entail soil bor­

ings to determine the feasibil ity an(i cost 
of the southeast portion of Ring road. As 
proposed in the master plan, the road 
wi l l loop eastward f rom north Wixom 

road and connect with South Wixom road 
south of the present business distr ict . 

Already, the northeast quadrant has 
been tested through soil borings.

Recommended for adoption by a spe­
cial board committee which drew i t up 
after lengthy study, board members 
who subsequently adopted it are hope­
ful that i t wi l l eliminate "patchwork" 
scheduling and promote safer, more 
economical transportation. 

Parents of certain subdivisions in 
the school distr ict, however, have a l ­
ready voiced their strong disapproval 
of parts of the policy that curtai l the 
number of stops in their neighborhoods 
and in some cases that eliminate pre­

sent bus runs altogether. 
Specifically, the section that says 

"buses shall not turn around in private 
driveways nor encounter situations 
where backing up to turn around shall 
become a r e p l a r part of the route" is 
objectionable to them because i t means 
present runs of this kind wil l be dis­
continued. 

Furthermore, in some cases the sec­
tion states there shall not be more than 
four stops per mile with clear vision 
at least 500 feet In either direction of 
the bus. 

Board members, who point out that

Two band uniform companies are 
expected to submit sample uniforms -
based upon specifications of the Novl 
Band Boosters uniform committee -
to the Novl school system within three 
weeks. 

Selection of the company which wIU 
ultimately prepare 80 uniforms for the 
Novl band wi l l take place after Inspec­
tion of these sample uniforms, accord­
ing to Band Director Keith Rolston. 

Rolston and other representatives 
of the uniform committee were present 
last week Wednesday as the board of 
education opened sealed quotations f rom 
four uniform companies. 

After the quotations were opened, 
the committee studied them while the 
board considered other matter sand then 
returned with a recommendation that 
samples be requested f rom these two 
companies: 

Demoulln, which quoted unit pr ices 
of $12.68 for the hat, $35.27 for the 
coat. $16.76 for trousers, $15.81 for 
the skir t , and $22.72 for the overlay, 
and Sol Frank, which quoted prices 
of $10.83 for the hat, $35.12 for the 
coat, $17.18 for the trousers, $14.86 
for the skirt , and $19.99 for the over­
lay. 

Based uron 80 complete uniforms 
(only 40 skirts), the total quotation 
f rom Demoulln was $7,627.80 and f rom 
Frank, $7,244. 

The two other companies, Fech-
helmer Brothers and Ostwald, Inc., 
came up with total quotations of $6,648 
and $7,443.60, respectively. The com­
mittee, however, concluded that the uni­
forms as proposed by Demoulln and 
Frank more nearly met the quality 
and style of uniforms desired locally. 

Depending upon how soon after the 
f inal selection Is made and the length 
of time needed to come up with sizes, 
etc., delivery of the uniforms Is ex­
pected to be In time for next fa l l ' s 
football season, Rolston said. 

Actually, the board of education has 
not yet voted to purchase any uniforms, 
although In previous board meetings 
members had indicated that their pur­
chase would certainly be part of I ts 
1967-68 budget studies. 

Should the board vote to purchase 
the uniforms, the total outlay for the 
school distr ict Is expected to be three 
or more thousand dollars less than 
the total prlcebecause that much money 
has or wi l l have been raised by the 
Band Boosters to help pay for the uni­

forms. 
In other board action last week, 

members (Arthur Hesllp and Russell 
Taylor were absent) approved the fo l ­
lowing building changes and costs for 
the high school addition: 

Gi r ls restroom partition and door, 
$765.14; drinking fountain In the com­
mons area, $407.77; modification of the 
g i r l s locker rooms, resulting in a de­
duction of $50; and provision for hook­
up of a safety cabinet In the chemis­
t ry laboratory, $643.05. Total cost Is 
$1,765.96. 

Concerning a recommendation of the 
superintendent, Tom Dale, to appoint 
John Osborne as the high school ath­
letic director, the board agreed that 
Osborne is a logical choice but the 
deferred action pending a decision as 
to the additional salary required for 
the post. Presently, Principal Ger­
ald Hartman is acting as the athle­
tic director. 

Dale suggested the following as the 
duties of the director: Scheduling and 
control of athletic events; engaging 
referees, umpires, gatekeepers, ticket 
sellers, etc.; supervising el igibi l i ty 
l ists; representing the distr ict at league 
meetings; recommending budgets and 
requisitions to the principal; keeping 
records of equipment and supplies; 
conducting meetings with athletic and 
physical education staff members to 
coordinate activities; and preparing 
an annual report of phys ia l education 
and athletics.

t rack ing" wi l l makefor safer transpor­
tation of children while reducing the 
amount of t ime that children must spend 
riding buses. 

Furthermore, they emphasize that 
the policy adheres to the rules set down 
by the state for qualification for state 
school bus aid. 

Under the policy, persons wishing 
special consideration for deviations 
f rom these regulations must appeal to 
the superintendent of schools o rh isad-
ministratlve assistant - not the board 
of education nor school bus dr ivers. 

Deviations can be made only upon the 
wri t ten approval of the superintendent 
or his assistant. 

Following Isthe statement concern­
ing routing of buses: 

"Recognizing that dr ivers ' v i s i ­
b i l i ty is l imited and the safety of children 
on and off buses is paramount, bus routes 
shall be established so that buses do 
not travel dead-end roads. Buses shall 
not turn around in private driveways 
nor encounter situations where backing 
up to turn shall become a regular part 
of the route. 

"Bus stops or pick-up locations shall 
be in conformity with the School Bus 
Code - i.e., not more than four stops 
per mile with clear vision at least 500 
feet in either direction of the stop. 

"Bus routes through subdivisions 
shall follow the most direct route 
through the subdivision leading to the 
next adjoining main road or mile road. 
Back-tracking is prohibited." 

Riding l imi ts as speUed out in the 
policy fa l l within this statement: 

"Children l iv ing In the distr ict wi l l 
be entitled to transportation between 
their homes and schools located within 
the distr ict i n accordance with es­

tablished school board policy and state 
laws. Secondary school students may 
be expected to walk a maximum of one 
mile to a bus stop or pick-up location. 
Elementary school students may be 
expected to walk at least a half-mile to 
the point of pickup. 

"Kindergarten children may be pick­
ed up at their home and returned there 
i f they are transported upon a bus for 
which that particular run is exclusively 
for kindergarten chi ldren." 

The school board's position as re ­
gards bus transportation can be sum­
med up in these two policy statements: 

"The school board, charged with 
prudent use of taxpayers money to pro­
vide an educational system in the dis­
t r ic t , considers that transporting stu­
dents is a privilege offered to a portion 
of the student population 

"Th is service shall be provided by 
the board of education to those eligible 
students as economically as possible.

Contemplating the future can be 
delightful, especially when you're a 
high school basketball coach and there 
are some talented youngsters coming 
up. 

That's the enviable position North­
vil le JV Coach Bob Kucher and Var­
sity Coach Dave Longridge find them­
selves In. They can sit back and savor 
the future of this year's cagers on 
the freshmen basketball team. 

Kucher wil l get them f i rs t , and he 
recognizes they're above average in 
potential. "They have quick, good i n ­
stincts, " the Jayvee coach stated, 
"natural instincts, not mechanical." 

Under Coach Dave Madden, the frosh 
posted a 13-2 record, using those "nat­
ural Inst incts." A closer look at their 
record, however, reveals more than the 
season record does. 

- They scored 809 points against 
570 for their opponents, a per game 
margin of victory of 54-38 or 16 points. 

- They were 6-1 against Wayne-
Oakland Conference competition, a 
mark that augurs well for Northvil le's 
future in the league. 

- Against tough outside competition, 
the frosh were 2-1, beating Bellevil le, 
a class A school, and splitting with 
WiUow Run, a hot-bed of basket bal l . 

More than any other games, the 
two against Willow Run indicate the 
teams potential. In the f i rs t encoun­
ter at Northvil le, Willow Run outscored 
Northvil le 16-6 in the final quarter 
and ran up a 58-43 victory. 

"We were rattled in the fourth quar­
t e r , " Coach Madden said.

Major Louis Babbi t t 

A policy governing "ninth semester" 
students, recommended by Northvil le 
Superintendent Alex Nelson and High 
School Principal Fred Holdsworth, was 
adopted by the board of education Mon­
day night. 

The policy is aimed at those students 
who fa i l to complete their high school 
education by the end of the regular eighth 
semester. I t was prompted, explained 
Nelson, by "some problems" arising 
with students who must remain in school 
an extra semester before graduation. 

These problems were not spelled 
out, although Holdsworth indicated that 
some students may stay in school an 
extra semester to "escape the dra f t " . 

Under the policy, students admitted 
for the ninth semester wi l l be placed 
on probation and "be expected to main­
tain passing grades In al l subjects and 
conduct themselves as good citizens in 
school. Failure to comply with these 
requirements wi l l result in recommend­
ed voluntary withdrawal, or suspension 
f rom school for the semester." 

Exempted f rom the policy are those 
students, who through no fault of their 
own, are unable to complete their high 
school education by the end of eight 
semesters. Sickness was cited as an 
example of an exception. 

Also approved by the board was a 
book selection policy recommended by 
the National Council of English Teach­
ers. It was recommended locally f o l ­
lowing a study by the English depart­
ment. 

Basically, the selection procedure 
outlines steps by which citizeilS must 
follow in order to protest the use of a 
book that they may consider objection­
able. 

Up to now, most school distr icts 
handled such complaints without any 
guidelines, i t was explained. Through 
this written procedure, distr icts may 
now "handle cr i t ic ism objectively," 
school officials said. 

The procedure or policy pertains 
only to English text books and a s s l p -
ed reference books. 

Although Librar ian Miss Linda 
Edgerton explained that the policy was 
an aid to teachers. Citizen Glenn Dei­
bert challenged the policy, saying i t 
was "tantamount to book burning." 

He said he would prefer leaving the 
matter up to the teacher for an Inde­
pendent judgment. 

In reply to an objection that the 

guidelines spelling out ways to protest 
the use of a book would spark numerous 
complaints, Trustee Richard Martin 
said school boiird members morally 
could not nor should not shut off citizen 
complaints. 

Board members also approved a 
$5,000 allocation for salary Increases 
to school secretaries, a sum included 
in the current budget but withheld pend­
ing development of job descriptions. 
In voting the money for salary in ­
creases, Superintendent Nelson was 
instructed to prepare a salary range for 
use in upcoming budget studies. 

In other matters, the board — 
—Accepted the resignations, at 

the end of the current school year, of 
Judy Henry and Susan Taylor, ele-

• • • 

mentary teachers who wi l l be moving 
from the school distr ict . 

-—Learned thatthe Michigan Assoc­
iation of School Boards was to meet at 
Lansing Tuesday to protest the Mu­
nicipal Finance Commission's new 
policy on the state school bond loan 
fund, which basically means schools 
w i l l be required to share a greater 
portion of the "matching mi l lage" for ­
mula. 

—Approved an additional $100 ex­
penditure for the operation of the high 
school home economics program. 

—Author ized preparation of a l is t 
of top pr ior i ty projects that i t wishes 
the newly organized Committee for 
Area Progress to consider. 

—Instructed the architect to de-

* • • 

velop a plan for an auxil iary parking 
lot at Moraine elementary school. 

—Learned that plans for a formal 
dedication of Moraine are in the works. 

—Voted to present ex-administra­
tor E. V. Ellison a bookplaque In " rec ­
ognition of his many years of faithful 
and meritorious service." 

—Approved an "averaging" meth­
od of computing the regular rate for 
personnel as provided in the Fair 
Labor Standards Act. 

—Awarded contracts fo r cleaning 
and maintenance equipment, pr imar i ly 
for Moraine.

A l l Christians sflould strive to be--
come involved in the Ecumenical Move­
ment. Simply praying for Church unity 
each January is not sufficient. The 
Apostle John records theLord'sprayer 
for imity, sublime and simple "That 
they may be one as we are - that 
they all may be one as yon. Father, in 
Me and I in you - that they also may 
be one in us, that the world may be­
lieve - that they may be one even 
as We are one - that they may be made 
perfect in one." 

This prayer inspired an Anglican 
clergyman, F r . Paul James Francis, 
S.A. of Graymoor to establish the pro­
gram of prayer in January of 1908. 
A l l of us, as believers and followers 
of Christ, should recite the prayer 
of unity very often throughout the year 
and furthermore do everything in our 
power to promote programs that wi l l 
enable a l l of us to understand each 
other a l i t t le better. 

Many of these promotional programs 
should be started by lay-people, both 
adults and teen-agers. For example, 
a dance could be promoted for the 
Church youth groups in the community. 
As a cultural activity the youths of 
the different denominations could t ry 
to organize a Glee Club. A few of the 
Protestant sects have come to Our Lady 
of Victory Church as a part of their 
religious activity in order to observe 
our worship and to ask questions re ­
garding doctrine, symbols, mass vest­
ments, sacred vessels etc. We wish 
our young people would reciprocate and 
visit other churches In the community 
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to learn what Prot 
believe. 

Adults too should take the initiative 
to encourage program s whereby not only 
al l Christians benefit but everyone in 
the community profits by them. If 
Christians everywhere only understood 
the many things the various sects have 
In common then surely they would be 
in a better position to put up with 
the differences that exist in each of 
the churches. 

The ecumenical movement is a r e ­
cognition of the evil of separation in the 
Christian family and the expression 
of the wi l l to annihilate this evil for 
the accomplishment of Christ 's fervent 
wish "that al l may be one", then 
the motive of every true Christian in 
taking an active part in the ecumenical 
movement is very evident. 

F i rs t of al l we must take for granted 
the good faith of al l Christians every­
where. We certainly must be impressed 
from time to time by the spiri t of faith, 
the firmness of hope and amplitude of 
their charity. Among most of them we 
find, If we seek without prejudice, 
prayer, sacrifice, a deep appreciation 
of sacramental baptism and a love 
for the breaking of bread described In 
the Gospel. I t is true we also find 
scepticism and unbelief, a disregard of 
the faith of the New Testament Church, 
but then we find these weaknesses 
amongst some Catholics who do not 
live a l ife of faith. One thing we know 
that salvation and holiness wi l l come to 
a l l baptized Christians if they follow 
what Is authentically Christian in their 
denominational traditions.

The Mayor Pro-tern explained why 
i t wais unnecessary to hold the Public 
Hearing to adopt an ordinance concern­
ing minimum employment standards 
for police officers but explained that 
this could be done by resolution and 
stlU qualify for posdble reimburse­
ment of funds for police schooling (This 
resolution adopted at the Feb. 13th 
Special meeting).

Discussion of Motor Vehicle License 
Office in NorthviUe: 

The City manager explained that Mr . 
Paul Folino had written to the Secre­
tary of State's office asking that he be 
appointed manager of the Northville 
Branch and had received the reply as 
has been presented to Council. Mr . Fo­
lino again contacted the Deputy Secretary 
and was told that the negative reply 
was final at this t ime. The city man­
ager was Instructed to draft a diplo­
matic but f i rm letter to the Secretary 
of State presenting the view of the 
Northville City Counci l - that this office 
would be advantageous to our citizenry; 
that there are few branches Inthisarea 
and that the city council would very 
much like a branch re-established In 
the city of Northvil le. 

Discussion of Remuneration for 
Assessment Program advisors: 

City manager reported that J im Cut­
ler , George Clark and Harold Penn have 
completed their work on the re-assess­
ment program. He recommendeda max-
imm of $10 per hour and a minimum of 
$6.00 per hour. 

Moved by Black that $6.00 per hour 
be paid for Assessment program ad­
visor 's work. Motion died for lack of 
support. 

Unanimously agreed that City Man­
ager would pay $8.00 per hour for this 
work. Councilman Canterbury suggest­
ed that In the future. City manager have 
f i rm agreement, In advance, relative 
to remuneration or rates of pay for 
work to be done. 

Ordinance Amendment for Construc­
tion Water Rates: 

City manager explained that the 
error was made last fa l l when the 
amendment for Detroit water rates 
was adopted. There have been com­
plaints f rom several contractors on 
the present construction rates. A letter 
was read, from the Water Department, 
presenting rates f rom three neigh­
boring communities. The city manager 
recommended the following rates: 

Up to 1 " l i n e - F l a t rate of $10.00, 
payable with building permit. 

Up to 1 1/2" line - Flat rate of 
$30.00, payable with building permit. 

Up to 2 " line - Flat rate of $50.00, 
payable with building permit. 

After 6 months, an additional pay­
ment of $10.00. 

Attorney was instructed to draft a 
resolution naming people and amounts 
to be rectif ied for their previous water 
construction bil l ings under the present 
amended ordinance. 

Ordinance to be drafted and pre­
sented for March 6th meeting. 

Mayor pro-tem Canterbury asked 
the Clerk to read two letters, one ad­
dressed to the Northville School board, 
dated February 18, 1967 (In the ab­
sence of Mayor AHen), and a reply 
f rom the Northville School board, sign­
ed by President Wm. Becker, dated 
February 19, 1967; both letters rela­
tive to the matter of bus vandalism 
and disciplinary action taken regard­
ing vandalism.

The f i rs t of a series of distr ict-
wide conferences on major federal 
problems and legislation wi l l be kicked 
off by Congressman Marvin L. Esch 
tomorrow (Friday).

From Representative Louis E. 
Schmidt: 

Daylight savings time, legalized a-
bortion and the rights of automotive 
passengers to sue the driver were 
major topics in the state legislature 
this past week. 

The House state affairs committee 
reported the b i l l to exempt Michigan 
from the federal uniform time act out 
to the floor for debate. The Senate 
has passed the b i l l . Both Houses must 
give the b i l l a two thirds majority for 
Immediate effect. That means 74 
votes In the House and 26 in the Senate. 
The Senate passed the blU 24 to 11. 
The Federal Act which would require 
Michigan to observe Daylight Savings 
time goes Into effect Ap r i l 1, unless 
the exemption blH ispassed with Imme­
diate effect and s iped Into law by that 
t ime. 

A b i l l to permit abortion In certain 
cases and to legalize steril ization was 
Introduced in the iSenate. The measure 
Immediately glarkeda hot debate among 
Senators, but the House may not get 
a chance to even discuss the plan this 
year. Protests were raised when the 
b i l l was assigned to the Senate jud­
ic iary committee. Some Senators 
thought i t would go to the committee 
on health, retirement and social ser­
vices because the workload In the jud­
iciary committee might prevent thebi l l 
f rom being considered during this ses­
sion. 

The pr imary featureof the biU would 
be to allow abortion In cases of rape 
or Incest. A county prosecutor and 
three physicians would have to agree 
before the operation would be allowed. 
Another feature of the b i l l Is legal 
sterilization If a patient and doctor 
agree on the operation. 

Another heated debate took place at 

the opposite end of the legislative 
halls when the House took up a b i l l 
to allow passengers to sue the driver 
of a car involved in an accident. Sim­
i lar measures, the most recent one last 
year, have been proposed before in the 
legislature and soundly defeated. The 
revival of the idea was roundly c r i t ­
icized from both sides of the aisle. 
Backers of the b i l l express no more 
than slight hope i t wi l l be passed this 
time around. 

A Constitutional amendment to In­
crease the tax on retail sales f rom 
four to five per cent has been intro­
duced by Senator George W. Kuhn, 
state senator for the 14th distr ict . 
I t was CO-signed by 12 other Senators. 

"This one cent Increase In the 
sales tax wi l l realize in revenue ap­
proximately $170 ralUlon, whichismore 
than enough to cover Governor Rom-
ney's increased budget requirements of 
$128 mil l ion, " Senator Kuhn said. 

"More Important, however, the Con­
stitution earmarks one-half cent for 
schools and one-eighth cent for local 
government. This would mean approx­
imately $80 mil l ion more for educa­
tion. Instead of $15 mil l ion In the Gov­
ernor's program, and $20 mil l ion more 
for local government." 

Senator Kuhn emphasized that the 
sales tax amendment would be an a l ­
ternate In case the f iscal reform pro­
gram fal ls to pass the Legislature. 

"While I do feel that there Is a 
need for f iscal reform not only on 
the state level but also on the na­
tional level, I am proposing the sales 
tax amendment as an Insurance mea­
sure, " he said. 

"Sales tax machinery Is already 
set up and needs no further cost of 
administration or facil i t ies to collect 
the tax, as opposed to the Income tax. 
Then, too, the sales tax would bring In 
much revenue from our heavy Influx of 
tourists where the income tax would 
not bring In anything f rom the v is i ­
tors." 

Three dozen Oakland county 4-H 
Club members, including a Northville 
high school boy, wil l spend a week 
with individual families In Bla. k Hawk 
county, Waterloo, Iowa this summer -
provided they raise the nearly $3,000 
needed for travel expenses. 

Among the 36 delegates and three 
alternates who wil l make the tr ip be­
ginning about July 6 are Neil Balko 
son of Mr . and Mrs. Howard Balko 
of 52730 West Eight Mile road, Douglas 
Canfield of New Hudson and Lar ry Ken-
worthy of Farmington. 

Howard, 15, is a sophomore. 
In Iowa the young people wi l l spend 

a week in homes of individual farm or 
urban 4-H members in order to better 
comprehend similarit ies and differ­
ences in their dally lives. 

A return visit from Iowa 4-H mem­
bers wi l l be hosted by the Oakland county 
clubs next September. 

Delegates were chosen from among 
4 -H members who applied on the basis 
of their achievement records. Eml l 
Fimbinger, Oakland county's cooper­
ative extension agent, and three mothers 
wi l l serve as advisors on the t r ip.

From future airlines hos­
tesses to future zoologists, a 
record number of students 
are enrolled In 45 specific 
curricula at Schoolcraft for 
the winter semester now un­
derway. 

According to official f ig ­
ures released this week by 
College Registrar NormanE. 
Dunn, winter semester en-
roUment reached 3,078 for 
the term which began Jan­
uary 3, and which ends Apr i l 
30. 

Of the 3,078 students, most 
- 1,952-are enrolled l&the 
f i rst two years of study pro­
grams leading toabachelor's 
degree at a senior college. 
This group Is enrolled In 21 
specific curricula. Including 
the professions, teaching, and 
liberal arts. 

Another 1,126 studentsare 
enrolled In 24 different one-
and two-year career orient­
ed programs. The group In­
cludes 198 students In the 
college's new apprenticeship 
program, which this se­
mester is providing class­
room instruction in 13 dif­
ferent occupational areas. 

Although the winter term 
enroUment reflected a nor­
mal second-semester drop 
from the record fall term 
figure of 3,188, the second 
semester decrease was not 
as great aslnprevlousyears 
at the coUege, Dunn's f ig ­
ures showed. 

For example, the between 
semester enroUment drop­
off In 1964-65 was sUghOy 
more than 13 percent. This 
year, drop-off had shrunk 
to less than 3.5 percent. 

Dunn's figures also shsw 
1,528 fuU-tlme students en-
roUed this semester, and 
1,549 other students taking 
less than a fuU-tlme class­
room load. The campus pec­
ulation Includes 2,071 res i ­
dents of the coUege district, 
and 1,007 who Uve outside the 
district, but who take coUege 
level courses at Schoolcraft. 

StatisticaUy i^)eaklng, at 
least, the coUege Is stIU a 
co-ed'sdelight: men students 
outnumber women stltdents 
1,937 to 1,141.

His press re­
lations have not always been to his 
satisfaction, but have generally been 
very much in his favor. 

National correspondents, especially 
the columnists who have been through 
countiess campaigns, are a much tough­
er breed than the newsmen Romney 
deals witii daily in Lansing. 

Already, several national column­
ists are making predictions about the 
Republican nomination and tile greater 
percentage do not give the nod to Mich­
igan's chief executive. 

Computers, used so heavily in the 
prediction of election outcomes even 
before al l votes are cast, have not 
come into general use yet in pre­
dicting convention delegate prefer­
ences.

BABSON PARK, Mass. - This year 
Congress has several "hot potatoes" 
to handle. One of the very hottest i s 
Selective Service. The present draft 
law ... which is widely crit icized as 
unfair in several of i ts aspects and 
applications - expires July 1. 

In a nation as large as ours prob­
ably no mil i tary draft law can be ful ly 
equitable, or beadminlstered with com­
plete Impartial i ty. The present law has 
proved workable over a long span of 
years, i n i ts essentials i t is tile same 
system that was used during World War 
n . However, until the past couple of 
years ... when our greatly expanded 
mi l i tary commitment in Vietnam hasfo-
cused more attention on the system 
and Its weaknesses ... there has been no 
cry for serious and fundamental re ­
forms. 

Last year President Johnson ap­
pointed a 20-member National Advis­
ory Commission on Selective Service 
to shidy tiie system and to suggest 
specific reforms. Also in 1966, a con­
gressional study commission, headed • 

by ret ired General Mark W. Clark, 
was given the task of making recom­
mendations for changes in the law to 
tile House Armed Services Commit­
tee. 

AGREEMENT is pretty general _ 
in and out of Congress - on the need 
for changes in the draft law. But 
there i s no agreement at al l on what 
reforms, improvements, or alterna­
tives to tile draft are possible and 
feasible. One point on which there 
are dramatic differences of opinion is 
the tilorny question of student defer­
ments.

get accepted at college is safe f rom 
the draft so long as his grades are 
good. And if he wants to go on to 
graduate school, he' l l be safe there 
too. Thus present Selective Service 
policy seems to favor "professional 
students", allowing them to postpone 
mil i tary service until they reach an 
age where they are much less l ikely 
to be called at a l l . 

General Clark's commission rec­
ommends continuing student deferments, 
but only until the youth is 24 years old 
or has received his bachelor's de­
gree, whichever comes f i rs t . Post­
graduate students would be deferred 
only If they were training In profes­
sions considered essential to national 
security. Some people argue that the 
only way out of tile student-deferment 
Impasse Is to institute universal m i l i ­
tary training with no exemptions. This 
idea makes sense and is worth serious 
consideration, but tile nation is not yet 
ready to adopt i t . 

Defense Secretary McNamara and 
anthropologist Margaret Mead are 
among those who advocate compulsory 
national service, whereby a l l young 

people - g i r ls as well as boys 
- would be required to reg­
ister at age 18 for a two-
year draft. Registrants could 
state a preference between' 
mi l i tary service, hitch in 
tile Peace Corps, or par t ic i ­
pation in other such federal 
programs as might be estab­
lished by Congress. Chances 
of enactment of such a pro­
posal tills year, however, are 
sUm.

Congress nowhaslessthan 
four monUls to decide what to 
do. If i t a n ' t agree by tile end 
of June, tile present draft law 
w i l l have to be extended. And 
i t would certainly be much 
wiser to extend It than to 
amend i t hastily or scrap i t 
in favor of a program pro­
viding for youth regimenta­
tion. 

Meanwhile, we must l ive 
in a world sharply divided by 
different ideologies and by 
different concepts of what is 
right and what Is wrong. 
Clearly we must have a strong 
mil i tary system, with al l the 
manpower requirements tilat 
implies. This fact should 
spur us to devise a better 
and fairer draft whose i m ­
pact on civi l l i fe and on tile 
economy wi l l be as construc­
tive as possible.

Mackinac Bridge are considerably 
brighter this year than ever before. 

On the one hand, the State High­
way Commission is about ready to 
resell bonds on the remaining flebt. 
Machinery has been set in motion to 
have new bonds ready for the market 
any time there is indication a decent 
interest rate can be negotiated. 

Officials are looking for the bond 
market interest rate to drop to 3 1/4 
per cent. Bonds sold in 1952 to finance 
the $100 mill ion q)an carry a 4 1/4 
per cent rate. Reselling bonds on the 
remaining debt would save the state 
about $1 mill ion annually in Interest 
rates. 

Officials say a new issue of bonds 
would enable a slight reduction in 
the toll fee now imposed. 

These fees, tile lowest being that 
for a one-way auto crossing, have 
been a bone in the throat of Michigan 
lawmakers almost since the bridge 
opened in 1957. 

Since tile auto ferr ies once operated 
on the Straits of Mackinac have been 
sold, there is no alternative available 
to the general public wanting to travel 
between tile state's two peninsulas. 

Highway commission spokesmen 
have set no amount for any reduction 
made possible by a bond Issue, but 
many people feel any decrease would 
be a step in tile right direction. 

ON ANOTHER FRONT. Wallace 
D. Nunn, Commission member from 
East Tawas, has gone on record say­
ing he would support earmarking part 
of a proposed gasoline tax hike to re ­
tirement of tile Bridge bonds. 

Putting more money into paying off 
the remaining debt, which stands at 
about $98 mil l ion, would st i l l enable 
a reduction in tile toll fee, Nunn con­
tends. 

Emphasizing he spoke as an Indivi­
dual rather than as a member of the 

Highway Commission, Nunn said he 
ttlought the passenger car tol l on the 
bridge could be reduced to about $2.40 
i f a new bond issue was sold at the 
lower rate. 

I f new bonds were sold and part of 
the gas tax was earmarked to pay 

off the bonds, the East Tawas spokes­
man estimated the toll could be but 
to 50 cents, or perhaps even eliminated 
entirely. A 50 cent fee, which he 
would prefer would essentially cover 
maintenance and administration costs, 
Nunn said.

To the Editor: 
As I am a longtime resident here, I 

thought I would add my few words to tile 
general gripes and comments about the 
city of Northvil le. 

As I live on one of Its main streets, 
I have a good general View about how 
they are taken care of. The going com­
ment seems to be about the snow re ­
moval. I can comment on that, too. 
Everybody, everywhere is having t rou­
ble with i t but I have yet to see the 
city crew of men breaking their backs 
to remove the snowor clean the streets. 
During the last bad snow storm I saw 
city trucks come tilru and spread salt 
on the street where I live but that Is 
a l l I did see, except that the men who 
did have shovels simply pushed the snow 
over to the curb and let i t pile up in 
front of the houses. 

If the polideman who Uves across 
the street f rom me had not gotten out 
with his own shovel he would not even 
have been able to get the police car in 
and out of his drive way. 

The school buses hadabad time get­
ting through and on this, one of the ci ty 's 
main thoroughfares, the cars were lined 
up, botil ways, as far as I could see 
them; and the lines stood for many 
minutes at a t ime, for I stood i n my 
front door and watched them. Tbey could 
not get thru because of a l l the snow, 
slush and ice on tile street. 

While I am at i t , I w i l l also remark 

about the alleys and parking lots In the 
city, which i t was almost impossible to 
use. 

What is the matter wltil spreading a 
l i t t le salt in these lots and giving tile 
men a chance to earn their money by 
doing a l i t t le shovelling? Perhaps the 
city would be money in their pocket by 
getting some of the teen-agers together, 
f rom age 12 and up, and offering to let 
them earn some spending money by 
doing some of the city work. 

My 12-year-old boy did a better job 
of keeping tile public walk on our end 
of the block clean tilan I have seen any 
city man do. He does not get paid for 
i t . If we keep on like this we wi l l soon 
have to dig ourselves out. 

Last summer, on city clean-up day, 
the men were having a real gay time 
and making a big show of cleaning and 
washing down a couple of blocks In tile 
business distr ict with tile city trucks 
and al l the men out in fu l l force. Includ­
ing the head of tile city department; for 
which tiley had their pictures in tile 
paper, as they always manage to do. Is 
that al l tilat is important to tile city and 
the city council? 

There is always a lot of talk about 
repaving and resurfacing some city 
street or otiler. Why not f i l l In some of 
tile low spots near tile curbs and on the 
walks and make i t safe for the people 
who are walking to do so? 

Why do we not have the tilings that 

we already have taken care oi Instead 
of building more and making more 
streets which wi l l not be taken care 

of any better then the now existing ones.

L E A F 
By ROLLY PETERSON 

Robert Frost i s dead. Yet, tills most 
gentle of human beings, a man whose 
l i fe was a sea of troubles, a sky of 
dreams, and a land of compassion r e ­
turned from tile b i l ls tilat are bis home 
to renew old acquaintances at Ann Arbor 
Sunday. 

The medium ttirough which Frost 
communed was tile play, "An Evening's 
F r o s t , " writ ten by Donald Hail, himself 
a poet. A friend of Frost 's, i t says on Ole 
program, and completely attuned to tile 
same poetic muse, we might add. How 
else can one explain a play recreating 
Frost in his own image and likeness? 

I t was veteran actor Wil l Geer, how­
ever, who breathed l i fe into the role of 
Frost . He played tile part at New York 's 
Theatre de Lys after tile play wasintro-
duced at the University of Michigan 
under tile audioes of the Professional 
Theatre Program. 

There was no mistaking Frost , his 
alabaster hair, fragile and tiiin, set low 
and swept back f rom a strongforehead; 
his face creased and jowls sagging with 
wrinkled age; bis eyes, deep and g l im­
mering and thoughtful, hiding under their 
l ids and opening, occasionally, with 
wonder; bis small, bent body tenting bis 
sagging clothes; bis shuffle carrying 
him lightly forward and slowly back­
ward, and his nose protruding bluntly. 

Were tile man mistaken (an unl ikel i ­
hood), the poetry of the four-t ime win­
ner of tile Pulitzer prize gave him 
away. "Poetry should begin in delight 
and end in wisdom, just like love , " he 
said. And i t did, tor Frost, tile poet 
returned, and tile audience. 

Some poems were somber as a 
church bel l , toll ing the deatii of a f r iend 
dearly loved, and otilers were gr im as 
a mother, harboring the i l l of a misJje-
gotten l i fe. Some were as light as a 
frol ic ing child, otilers were as nimble 
as an agile grasshopper. But tiiey were 
aU memorable. 

Hall felt constrained to arrange 
chronologically tiie story of Frost 's 
l i fe. The narrator, Thomas Cooley, 
added cogent comment to what tiie ven­
erable poet said, giving tile play per­
spective, and even parr ied words with 
Ole sprltely old man. 

On stage witi l Frost and Cooley was 
a woman, played by Ann Gee Byrd, who 
proved her versati l i ty as an actress. 
(She was an actress, for she took many 
parts, altilough at f i r s t she could easily 
be confused wlti l Frost 's wife.) She was 
superb, especially as tiie distraught 
Amy in "Home B u r i a l " and as tiie old, 
demented woman la "The Witch of 

Coos," two of the many dramatic inter­
ludes tiiat the audience applauded round­
ly-

There was a young man on stage, 
jack Davidson, posing as tile young 
Frost , but he never fooled anybody. 
When he moutiied Frost 's poetry, he 
lapsed often into sing-song, easily done 
when strong rhytilm becomes master. 
Swept up by tile words, realistically 
wri t ten, his voice approached tile fe rv ­
or of tile prophet, sometiing Frost was 
noL 

But i t was Geer as Frost who quick­
ened the pulse and recreated the New 
England bard. He even played Silas, 
the hired man in "Deatil of tile Hired 
Man, " - and for a moment, we forgot 
- but quickly be reminded us tiial he 
was really Frost. 

The deception was perfected by tile 
faintest trace of scenery. A cluster of 
steps was in tile middle of the stage, a 
carved pole jutting up in tile middle. I t 
suggested a porch outside and the stairs 
inside of Frost 's home. To one side was 
a table and three chairs, to tile otiler, 
a lectern. That's a l l . 

The music was simple, a wan, pas­
toral f lute piercing the silence witi l a 
premonition of Frost 's coming. And be 
did return, borne on the wings of his 
words.

The squabble between tile village 
and township of Novi, which has been 
raging in tiieiourts over cityhood, r e -
cenOy broke out on another front. 

Accusations are growing out of an 
abrasive situation, wherein state law 
creates a village and township board 
of review. And tile argument could 
erupt into anoOier court case as a result 
of action recommended recently by tile 
village board of review. 

The law states Olat tiie auOlority of 
the village board of review hasbeen ef­
fectively l imited to takingactionidenti-
cal to tilat taken by tile township board 
of review. 

Yet, ttie two boards hold tileir an­
nual meetingsatdifferenttimes, making 
identical dedsions improbable. By v i l ­
lage charter, tile village board must 
hold i ts meetings on March 14 and 28. 
State law provides, on tiie otiier hand, 
tilat tile township board must meet flie 
f i r s t Tuesday and second Monday and 
Tuesday of March. 

According to Village Manager Har­
old Ackley, tile village attempted to 
resolve tiie conflicting dates byappeal-
ing to Attorney General Frank Kelly. 
He suggested tiiat Oie two boards meet 
concurrently, Ackley said. 

The village, Ackley said, tiien ask­
ed Township Supervisor Hadley Bachert 
Oiat joint meetings be held, but "he 
said he would have no part of i t . " 

Bachert contends tiiat be was not ap­
proached on the matter. "No formal 
request by tiie village has been made 
to tiiat e f f e d , " he said. 

Furthermore, Bachert said state 
law supercedes charter provisions. In 
other words, to accomplish joint meet­
ings, be feels Oie burden rests witi i tiie 
village to change i ts meeting cbites to 
coincide wiOi tile township's. 

"Power to revise assessments, set 
by Ole township and copiedbyOle village, 
i s vested solely in tiletownshipboardof 
review," Bachert said. Since tilisisihe 
case, tile township supervisor conOniled, 
"vrtloever made tile law slipped iigjvby 
having a village board of reirteS." 

Nevertheless, tile vi l lageboasrt«c-
om mended Ole revision upward lofitwo 
assessments, one from $2,000 t o $ 9 ^ 
and tile otiier from $10,500 to $26;225, 
at i ts last meeting on March 14. Bach­
er t advised Oiat tiie village board i s e r -
ceeding i ts authority.

Have recent Supreme Court ml ings 
hampered local police departments in 
fighting crime? 

ApparenOy not in Novi, but In North­
vi l le and Wixom tilat Is not Ole caseac-
cording to Police Chiefs Samuel ElUns 
and D'Arcy Young, who, along wlOl many 
otiler police agencies across Ole coun­
t ry , contend tilat tile policeman must 
now battle both tiie law and the c r im­
inal . 

"L i ke every police department," " 
says Young, "we' re Uving wit i i I t but 
ttiat doesnt mean we Uke i t . " 

The bone of contention I s the 1966 
Supreme Court rul ing as pertalnstothe 
Mirandi versus Arizona case in which 
Ole high court, by a f ive to four decision, 
insisted tiiat ttie r ights of tiie cr iminal 
susped be safeguarded. 

Out of that rul ing came ttle' 'Miranda 

Warning", wtdch many police depart­
ments are now using wlienarresting sus­
pects. The warning is : 

1. You have tile right to remain 
silent. 

2. .Anytillng you say can and wi l l be 
used against you in a court of law. 

3. You have Oie right to talk to a 
lawyer and have him present wiOl you 
while you are being questioned. 

4. I f you cannot afford to hire a law­
yer one wi l l be appointed to represent, 
you before any questioning, if you wish 
one here. 

Furthermore, should a s u i ^ c t waive 
these rights policemen must ask two 
questions: 

1 . Do you understand each of Oie 
r ights I have explained to you? 

2. Having Oiese rights in mind do you 
wish to talk to us now? 

" I t ' s not so much ttiat we don't 
believe the s u ^ c t should have Oiese 
r ights; i t ' s Oiat Oie Supreme court has 
told us what we can't do but hasn't told 
us what we CAN DO. " argues Young. 

' 'Any policeman who sa.ys Oils r d i n g 
has not hampered him in some way 
doesn't know what he's saying. We've 
felt I t and so have al l of tiiem." 

Not so, says Novi PoUce Chief Lee 
BeGole. 

"Our position Is tiiat we wi l l not 
argue with the Supreme Court," says 
BeGote. "We agree Oiat the ruling 
makes more work for us, but i t does not 
hamper us . " 

BeGole, wifliout checking his f i les, 
f igures about 40-percent of Oie suspects 
picked up for crime In Novi demand 
these r igh ts -about the same percent-

'Tt looks to me like someone Is 
trying to put tiie township in a bad 
l i gh t , " Bachert stated. 

He countered with accusations of 
his own, pointing out tiiat Oie village 
was creating problems by not securing 
revised assessments f rom Oie township 
before tiie board meetings. 

"They were advised at Oie time

ures were only tentative, " h e said. "JJfis 
not my obligation to run after tbam, 
They do not have ttie complete records 
of ttie township assessment."
