A cireuit court ruling that recently  tax-paying owner of property in the

declared the city of Plymouth’s charter
invalid also applies to some 75 other
Michigan cities — but not Northville.

Plymouth’s charter provides that to
hold elective office a person must have
been a resident of the city for at least
two years “and for two yearsthe owner
of property located within andassessed
for taxes by the city of Plymouth’.

Northville’s charter has the same
residency requirement, but noprovision
setting forth the necessity of owning
property.

Specifically, the Northville charter
says “‘no person shall hold anyelective
office of the city unless he has beena
resident of the cityfor atleasttwoyears
immediately prior to the last day for
filing petitions for such office and is
also a qualified and registered elector
of the city on such day and throughout
his tenure of office”.

Wayne County Circuit Court Judge
Victor A. Baum called the section of the
Plymouth city charter which limits the
eligibility for seeking public office to
electors who are tax-paying property
owners ‘‘undemocratic and unconstitu-
tional’’,

The judge declared ‘‘this section of
the charter denies a poor man the right
to seek office in the place in which he
lives. By the same token it also de-
prives a rich man —one who rentsa
residence and who may have a fortune
in tax exempt assets — to become a
candidate. Either one is not in keeping
with democratic principles.”’

Plymouth’s city council has filed an
appeal before the three-member ¢ircuit
court of appeals. Some 75 cities in the
state have similar provisions in their
charters, a condition that apparently in-
fluenced city fathers in their decision
to file an appeal.

The court test of the Plymouth char-
ter came about as the result of the
candidacy of the Reverend Peter
Schweitzer, an associate minister of
the Methodist church, who brought suit
against the city when his petition was

denied on the basis that he wasnota

Like most other dairy farmers, he
contends that the farmer’s share of a2
two-bit quart of milk is disgracefully
inadequate,

So even though he and many other

Michigan farmers may not be dues pay-

ing members of the militant NFO, they
support its aims apd, if necessary,
‘they’re willing to keep their milk at
home in hopes of giving NFO a hand.
Ironically, the dairy farmer’s biggest
voice in the state, the Michigan Milk
Producers association, is opposed to
the boycott.

Specifieally, the NFO is battling for
a two-cent a quart increase — not much
in terms of today’s big paychecks —
but for the guy down on the farm it’s
enough to keep the ‘for sale’ sign off
the barn for awhile longer.

Most of those “for sale’ signs al-
ready have been tacked up. There are
only two dairy farms left in Novi, only
one in Northville. And in nearby Lyon-
Green Qak, the largest dairy farmer
is selling his herd next month.

How much is Heslip paid for aquart
of milk?

‘‘For February milk I got 11 cents
a quart, for January I got 10,68, andfor
December 11 cents a quart. That’s what
the dairies paid for milk they put intoa
bottle. )

““The sad part of it is that we don’t
know what we’re golig to get for our
milk for the month of Februaryuntil the
15th of March.”

Furthermore the price of milk paid
the farmer, Art emphasizes, hasnotin-
creased in proportion tofoodprices. He

. notes that five years ago he was paid

10 cents for January milk, 9.35 cents
-in February.

“You know yourself that when you '
" go to the store the price of milk doesn’t

vary from month to month.

Although elected to serve the city,
his judgments have alwaysbeen weighed
on the basis of the welfare of the total
community — city, township and school
district. He has not been ‘locked in”
by thinking that confines itself to ““city
limits” or today.

A student of political science, his
reasoning is simple and sound, Unfort-
unately, his motives are sometimes
suspect by those who misunderstand.

. more John Canterburys and that his

retirement from the council does not
conclude his service to other com-

munity programs.

“Now, when I say I got 11 cents,
that’s at the farm. I have to pay the
dairy to haul this milk and hauling
charges are anywhere from 20 cents to
30 cents a hundred weight. (A hundred
weight of milk is equivalent to 46 1/2
quarts),

“These prices I'm quoting you are
for what we call ‘base milk.’ It wehave
more milk than that base we don’t get
paid as much for it, although it still
may go into the bottle.”

Referring to the dwindling number of
dairy farmers in thisarea, he pointsout
that “it isn’t only because we’re so
close to the metropolitan area. You go
out 2 ways and the fellows are quiting
the milk business because they cansell
what they produce on a farm without
putting it through cows.

“One of these days aquartof milkis
going to cost 50-cents. I believe that —
unless something isdone, because these
farmers that are going out of the dairy
business are not going back.”

One of Art’s sons dramatized the
decreasing number of farms by noting
that there are more employees in the
federal department of agriculture today
than there are farmers in the United
States.

Dairy farmers, Heslip says, are sell-
ing their herds because the work’s too
hard and confining for the financial re-
ward. He points out that it takes from
15 to 20 more cows today than 10years
ago just to stay at the 1957 economic
level., And those additional cows mean
additional work.

Even so, the number of cows are

" dwindling too, ‘‘There are fewer cows

today than 10 years ago,”

Fortunately, the housewife who is
demanding more milk than ever {s able
to find it in the store, despite the de-
creasing number of farmers and cows,
because the cow {s giving a third more
milk than formerly and she’s living
twice as Jong.

But according to Art, the day isn’t
far off when the demand will outstrip the
supply — probably within the next five

- years, So it the farmer ‘‘can hold out”
until then, he’ll be in a position to de-
mand and recejve a ‘‘fair share” for a
quart of milk.

Meanwhile, Art’s hoping the NFO
gets the extra two cents and he offers
this grisly word of caution;

“A lot of peoplehave been surprised
at these race riots. Well, when we have
a food riot in this country they’ll know
that we’re really infor something... be-
cause a race riot is nothing to a food
riot. And it can happen here.”

‘Safety Factor, Not Mud Halted Buses’

To the Editor:

The story appearing on the front
page of last week’s paper regardingbus
transportation to the Moraine school
contained some untrue statements, I
would like to correct those statements
and make clear some of the points
brought out in the story.

The drivers’ - refusal to drive was
only indirectly due to the mud. We did
not object to the mud, It was the unsafe
methods used in loading and unloading
children that we objected to. _

On Monday afternoon, I had to back
out on to Eight Mile because I did not
receive any instructions until I arrived

- at the loading dock on the school grounds.

At that time I was told to back out and
go to Northville Estates and wait until
I was called to drive out onto Eight
Mile and load my passengers on Eight
Mile road. This upset mebecauseof the
high speedlimit, the hill which obstruets
vision, and the failure on the part of
some drivers to stop for a school bus
flashing a warning.

I notified my superior and the prin-
cipal of Moraine School that I would not
drive my elementary run on Tuesday
morning. Myactionwas ‘‘unauthorized”
but since I am legally and morally re-
sponsible for the safety of my passen-
gers 1 have the responsibility of pro-
viding safe transportation, WhenI cannot
provide safe transportation, I have the
authority to refuse to drive.

On Monday evening I personally call-

ed every parent on my route to explain
the situation. I informedthem myaction
was ‘‘unauthorized” but even at the
risk of losing my job, I had torefuse to
drive until safe measures were taken.

Mrs. Hay did not call parents on
Monday night as reported in the paper.
Instead, she went to the Superintendent
with her feelingsonthe subject. The par-
ents on her route were notified Tuesday
morning. Bus service to Moraine was
also denied Shadbrook, Edenderry, and
Taft Colony. The paper or Mr. Spear
forgot to mention that fact.

On Tuesday morning I drove my car
out to Northville Estates and watched
the unloading procedure to see if it was
safe, The children were walked across
Eight Mile from Northville Estates by
Mr. Nelson and Mr. Spear. Chief of Po-
lice Elkins was on the scene.Alsopre-
sent was Stan Johnston, member of the
school beard, Luckilyall cars stopped to
let children walk across the street. [
hate to think.of the tragedy if a car had
come speeding over the hillat the wrong
time,

Mr. Johnston had a bus go into the
parking lot to try to turn around so
that we could unload and load on the
“school grounds and pull out of the drive-
way safely. When his method proved
satistactory, we held a meeting in the
bus garage with drivers and adminis-
trators and all drivers agreed to go
back to work. I then notified the par-
ents on my route I was back on the job.

In all fairness to myself and Mrs.
Hay, I think it should have been stated
that four buses failed to pick up Mor-

““The play is not ‘about’ something;
hopefully, it is something."

Perhaps it’s 2 matter of semantics,
but Arthur Miller, one of the fewartic-
ulate playwrights inAmerica today, was
telling us something significant about
his play, “After the Fall.”

And it became substantial when the
University Players at Trueblood audi-
torium in Ann Arbor put on their pro-
duction of *“The Fall,” a play written
specifically for the opening of the rep~
ertory theatre at New York’s Lincoln
Center in 1964,

A play {s not a toy, Miller was say-
ing. It is not an amusement. Nor is it
the recreation of an experience, Itisan
experience, perhaps terrible, but an
experience nevertheless, which cannot
be dismissed with a label.

To draw the audience into the life-
drama, Miller createdan especially dev-
astating device, one that the University
Players poignantly portrayed and im-
bued with the vigor of 1ifé, The mind of
his main character, Quentin, was made
the stage, to afford us an intimate view
of his dilemma,

The play began as many other plays
have begun, with Quentin chatting with

the audience as discursively as he -

would talk with a friend. But the candid
atmosphere soon disappears and the
taut drama sets in.

His thoughts — at times disjointed,
yet allied — are unveiled -before us.
People ‘move only when he thinks of
them, 'pricks them to life, soto speak,
as he recalls incidents in which they
are involved. Quentine’s life is bared,
much as a patient’s thoughts are bared
to his psychoanalyst. : _

And Quentin has need for therapy.
He has reached a crisisinhislife where
he is on the verge of dispair. An aging
man, he {s befuddledby the aimlessness
of his life, one that had seen him des-
troy two marriages and his career as
a lawyer, He works & reversealchemy:
everything he touches turns into death,

Realizing his partinthisdestructive
process, heisridden withguilt. Nolong-
er can he hope to recapture a smidgen
of the innocence he once enjoyedin life.
And he has no illusion of innocence.
The failure of his marriages took care
of that., Now he must learn to face life
with the awareness that he can doas
much evil as good.

Quentin is closely allied to Miller
and yet he is Everyman. Like Miller,
Quentin is subpoenaed to appear before
a senate investigating committee. Quen-
tin’s second wife, Maggie, is a replica
of Miller’s former wife, the late Mari-
lyn Monroe distractingly so. Yet, des-
pite the obvious personal creative sim-
ilaritles, Quentin is any man who has
wrought evil, even though he intended
good. And Quentin’s searchfora touch-
stone is not unfamiliar, although the de-
tails of his personal situation may seem
‘somewhat remote,

Although the performance of Kath-
leen Thompson as Maggie prompts the
inevitable comparison between Maggie
and Marilyn Monroe, there is no dis-
crediting a2 moving and sensitive inter-

pretation of the role. Miss Thompson -

becomes 2 sensuous kitten, quite {nno-
cent, who has 2 deep-seated, demand-
ing need for affection, which Quentin
cannot fulfill,

Paula Marchese as Quentin’s first
wife, Louise, is not as convincing as
Miss Thompson, but nevertheless, she
is creditable, Through her coolness as
a wife, the incommunicable gulf be-

. tween her andQuentinismadepalpable.

The play, however, reliesontheper-
formance of Mack OwenasQuentin. For
nearly three hours Owen must be on
stage, and since his mind s the stage,
the play itself is only as strong as his
performance. He stirs us. '

We come torecognize, justasQuen-
tin does, that a fallen man must regrip
life, not as before, hoping to return to
{nnocence, but with the recognition that
he s a fallen man, capableof love, This
{s man’s hope that love will prevail.

Already caught in the pincers of
overtaxes and complaining property
owners, Michigan’s school boards are
now beginning to feel the squeeze of
the state’s municipal finance commis-
sion which recently declared that local
school districts mustfoota larger share
of their own expenses.

The subject of their latest concernis
the Michigan school bond loanfund pro-
gram, which provides money for local
‘'school districts as temporary tax re-
lief,

" " Locally, Northville and Walled Lake
school districts are invclved in the
program and therefore have a real in-

terest in any changes affecting it. Novi
school district is not a participant, but
because it may want to tap this source
of revenue in the future, it too has a
interest, concedes Superintendent Tho-
mas Dale.

The bond loan program, amended
in 1964 by the Statelegislature, provid-
ed that a school district can borrow
money necessary to meet expenses be-
yond a seven mill levy. For example,
Northville levies seven mills for a
buflding and site program. But be-
cause building expenses exceed the
seven mills, the district borrows the
additional money, which represents a

little less than five more mills, from
the state. In other words, without the
bond loan program, local taxpayers
would have to cough up 12 millsinstead
of seven.

Although taxpayers ‘‘over the long
run” must pay for the total cost, of-
ficials explain, the bond loan program
stretches out the lifetime of the smaller
millage issue thus making payments ‘‘a
Jittle more palatable” — something like
paying for a new car over three years
rather than in one.

The current concern over the bond
loan program developed late in Feb-
ruary when the municipal finance com-

mission issued an order stipulating that

school districts must henceforth levy

seven mills, plus 50 percentofall costs
in excess of seven mills until the levy
reaches 13 mills, (Thefinance commis-
sion is a state agency designated to
protect the credit of the state and its
subdivisions),

Most school boards contend that
the action of the commission is ““ille-
gal” because, they say, it circum-
vents the intent of the state legislature
which set the minimum levy at seven
and made no provisfons for any addi-
tit;nal sharing between seven and 13
mills.

Furthermore, they contend that if

the order of the commission can be

forced to levy more taxes under the

present act than the legislature hases-

tablished then the value of the loanfund

as a source of predictable tax relief is
lost.

Dr. Ira Polley, state superintendent
of public instruction, stands behind lo-
cal school boards in the growing contro-
versy over the bond loan program. Re-
cently he stated: “It is my firm judg-
ment that administrative agencies
should not attempt to undertake basic
public policy that has been written
into statutes by the legislature.”

Rienresentative Louis Schimidt of the
Northviile legislative district, himself
a former school superintendent, sym-
pcthizes with local school officials, but
he told The Record-Newsthis past week
that until the legislature ‘‘spellsout the
law or tells the commission it can’t do
it, the commission’s order is legal.”

Furthermore, while Schmidt . is
aware of the financial plight of local
school districts, he explainsthat theac-
tion of the commission was notanarhi-
trary decision but was made inpartbe-
cause some schooldistricts were taking
unfair advantage of the program,

A formal hearing is scheduled to
be held April 6 before an Oakland
county juvenile referee to decide whe-
ther Bonnle Sue Bearden will be re-
tained in official custody or returned
home.

Charges against her parents, Mr.
and Mrs. William J, Daugherty, 2105
West Lake drive, are pending. Daugh-
erty is 29 and his wife, 26.

At a preliminary hearing March 20,
Juvenile Referee J. Hodson ruled that
Bonnfe Sue should remain in custody
until final determination of the case.

Bonnie Sue’s bruises were first no-
ticed by her first grade teacher, Miss
Janice Myers, when Boanie Suearrived
at the Walled Lake elementary school
on Friday morning, March 17. Miss
Myers immediately contacted Don
Mulligan, attendance officer, and they
took the injured girl to a Walled Lake
doctor.

According to the doctor’s report,
Bonnie Sue suffered multiple contus-
ions and multiple hermatoma over her
body, face, ears, arms and legs,

School officials stated that they
had observed Bonnie Sue in a similar,
but less serious condition ‘‘several
times in the past,” Novi Patrolman
George Biggs said. Biggs is the in-
vestigating officer,

She was taken to a youth home in
Pontiae, following the filing of a peti-
tion with the juvenileauthorities to have
the child removed from the Daugherty
home.

Novi’s resideptial and industrial
communities will burgeonthis springas
a result of action {aken by the Novi
village council and planningboard Mon-
day night.

Approval of a preliminary plat for
the proposed Westridge subdivision was
upanimous, paving the wayfor construc-
tin of a single-family home complex
on Novi road near the Northville city
limits, (See story on page 104).

About 22 acres, south of Grand
River near Wixom road, was unani-
mously rezoned light and medium man-
ufacturing to permit construction of 2
manufacturing, die-casting plant. A
plaoned, 15,000 square-foot building,
in which 50 to 60 workers will be em-
ployed, will be erected on the site,
Developer Merrill Andrews said.

The planning board set April 24 for
a public hearing on property 2zoned
small farm at the southeast corner of
Novi and Nine Mile roads. Submitted
by Brighton Realty company, the re-
quest asks for rezoning to light manu-
facturing to permit construction of a
building, It will house photo finishing
and wholesale drug supply businesses.

A request to rezone approximately
45 acres, owned by Whitt Industriesand
located on Novi road mear the C&O'
rallroad tracks, was referred to the
planning consultant, Vincent O, Roy,
who made the request and presently
leases the property, will confer with
the consultant to determine the best
use of the land. A warehouse use {s
sought.

On its own initiative, the planning
board moved for rezoning of 41 and one-
half acres on Grand River next to Bob-
O-Link Golf Course. The board and
councl, by respective 6-0and 3-0 votes,
approved the request for rezoning to
light and medium manufacturing,

Owned by Andrew Bolin, the parcel
was rezoned along with 22 adjacent
acres, owned by William Stapleton and
under option to Andrews, to make the
zoning of both parcels compatible.

Furthermore, Andrew’s request was
amended by the planningboardto create

a 600-foot buffer of M-1 at the back of
the property. It sets the medium manu-
facturing portion apart from residen-
tial property to the south,

The original request to rezone the
complete parcel for medium manufac-
turing came under attack of councilmen
present. President Philip Andersonand
Councilman Donald Fuller are vacation-
ing in Florida, )

Councilman Raymond Harrison
questioned whether M-2 shouldextend to
the back of the parcels. *It’snot desir-
able to have M-2 pext to R-1 (residen-
tial),”” he pointed out,

Councilman Joseph Crupi agreed.
Before, the council talked of an 8,000-
foot depth for industrial developmenton
Grand River, he said, and nowthe coun-

cil was considering 21,000 feet. “It’s

no longer a border along the main
road,” Crupi stated, “it’s a deep cut
into residential area,”

After 600 feet of M-1 was suggested
as a buffer, Andrews then agreed tothe
revision. It was further pointed out
that the rear 600 feet was swamp, not
conducive to indusirial development’
anyway.

solve, are planning, zoning, and inter-
governmental relationships,

T believe a councilman is elected to
represent general attitudes and opin-
ions.

Expert knowledge is provided the
council by the City Manager and the
various department heads and com-
mittees. With the receipt of this expert
knowledge, it is the responsibility of
the council to accept or reject it in ac-
cordance with its interpretation of the
desire of the electorate.

I believe city planning is the guide

for the growth and change of Northville,

1t should be directed toward meeting
social and economic objectives beyond
the physical form and arrangement of
the city. City planning must concern
itself with the preservation of property
value, and it must strive to provide
maximum individual choice and protect
the individual from the adverse effects
of the actions of others.

Emphasis should be on planning, not
on a plan.

ville’s Superintendent Alex Nelson, is
that under the bond loan fund program
a participating school distriet mustfile
an application each year during the per-
iod of participation, “‘Does theapplica-
tion that we will file this spring mean,”’

If such is the case, he explains,
then the taxpayers of Northville, who
approved the past bond issue with the
understanding that part of the cost would
be covered by the loan program, might
then be faced with the responsibility of
assuming a greater fimncial load
through additional taxes.

Representative Schmidt contends
that the legislature did not intend that
the bond loan program could later
¢hackfire’’ on local districts once they
had become participants, However, he
too expresses some doubt as to howthe
commission’s order willaffect existing

participants.

Schmidt notes that a proposedbillin
the state sepate would amend the bond
loan act and would require school dis-
tricts to levy at least 13 mills locally
before they could qualify for state loans.

Because the bill is unclear as re-
spect to whom it will affect, Schmidt
points out that Senator Robert Richard-
son of Saginaw has offeredamendments
to the bill that wouldprovide that it ‘“not
be applicable in those cases where a
bond issue is already oustanding and
(where) such bond issue was approved
by the electorate of 2 school districtand
(where) the application for a loan has
been approved by the Superintendent of
Public Instruetion...”

Senator Frank Beadle, sponsor of
the bill, contends he can muster enough
votes to win passage, However, there’s
a strong attempt nowtoattacha ‘‘grand-
father clause” to the bill which would
exempt existing participants for three
years,

edly will give time for sufficient in-

would be needed under the 13-mill min-
imum. However, Superintendent Nelson
explains that muchof the increase inval-
ve locally comes from the addition of
new homes, and newhomes meanmore
children, ‘‘so the ‘grandfather clause’
would be not be particularly beneficial
to Northville.”

Representative Clifford Smart of
Walled Lake, who represents Novi and
Wixom and who also is aformer school
superintendent, agrees that the com-
mission’s recent order is unclear. ‘‘No
one has a right to makeit retroactive,”
he told this newspaper, and he em-
phasizes that he will fight any attempt
to make it retroactive.

Making the commission’sorder ret-
roactive, says Smart, would be a real
blow to the Walled Lake school district
as well as Avondale and Fenton,

Nevertheless, Smartalsorecognizes
that some districts are misusing the
loan fund program and that the pro-
gram peeds some safety valves. To
correct inequities, he has introduced a
bill in the House that would establish

a ‘“graduated’’ policy for loaning money,

Under his bill, thosedistricts whichare
doing the most to help themselves ~
through local taxation —~ wouldbe entitl-
ed to more loan money than those dis-
tricts which do little, Furthermore, his
bill would be tied toboth operationaland
bullding and site millage.

There's another bee in Northville’s
bonnet which makesthe distriet’sfinan-
cial situation still more precarious.

Beautification
Commission

Elects Officers

Northville’s city council has adopt-
ed an ordimance setting for the estab-
lishment of a permanent beautification
commission.

The action bas been encouraged by
Councilwoman Beatrice Carlson, who
has headed up the city’s clean-up and
beautification campaigns in recent
years,

The new commission calls for a
membership of nine persons serving
alternate terms of three years each.

First appointees to the commission
were Councilwoman Carlson, Mrs.
James Dingwall, Mrs. L. M. Eaton,
Essle Nirider, Jerry Rotta, Mrs, Wil-
liam Slattery, Ed Welch, Mrs. E. O,
Whittington and John Wortman,

In the commission’s first meeting
Councilwoman Carlson was named
chairman and Welch co-chairman, Oth-
er officers are Mrs, Whittington, treas-
urer, and Mrs. Dingwall, secretary.

Commission meetings are planned
for April 12, 19 and 26.

School Bond Loans Face Slicing  «

Superintendent Nelson explains that
recently the state board of education
informed him that Northville and other
school districts could no longer borrow
money against anticipated state aid. (In
past years the district has borrowed
many thousands of interest freedollars
to tide it over summer mounths).

Now, worries Nelson, Northville
must appeal to the mumicipal finance
commission for permission to borrow
money on the ‘‘open market”. Two ap-
peals from the same school district may
be frowned upon by the commission, the
superintendent suggests, ‘‘even though
we can justify every cent that we bor-
row under either program.”

Why is the finance commission so
concerned about bond loan monies and
advanced state aid?

Louls H. Schimmel, executive di-
rector of the municipal advisory coun-
cil of Michigan, explains it this way:

“‘When school districts began mak-
ing applications for loans to supple-
ment their 1966 debt tax levies the
amounts far exceeded projected esti-
mates, At this point the state became
concerned not only with the amount
which would have tobe providedto meet
its commitments for the current year,
but also the potential total exposure
for which it would become obligated
over the 25-29 year life of the out-

‘standing qualified bonds.

“‘The state is currently in the pro-
cess of revising its tax structure and
therefore the fimancial requirements
of the school bond loan fund and the
method of providing the funds becomes
an important item in the ‘fiscal re-
form’ proposals currently before the
Legislature”.

The Michigan State Chamber of
Commerce suggests that the answers
to the financial problems facing sehool
districts may be found inthe study cur-
rently underway in the state —a study
in which former Northville School Sup-
erintendent Russell Amermanisassist-
ing,

“As the findings of this study must
be reported to the state legislature by
September 1967, any long-range chang-
es in school financing might be with-
held, perhaps, until the results of that
study are provided to the legislature,”
Chamber spokesmen suggest.

But what about the immediate prob-
lems? How much power does the muni-
cipal finance commissionpossess? And,
more specifically, does the commis-
slon’s order affect existing bond loan
participants?

These are the questions that local
school officials are asking as the rum-
ble of taxpayers, who recently saw
assessments take a staggering leap,
grows louder and louder and school
costs get bigger and bigger.

Both Chief Elkins and Manager Ol-
lendorf recognize that dogs roaming
at large pose a problem not easily solv-
ed. The city does not have the men or
facjlities avajlable for effective en-
forcement at the present time.

When 12 dogs were corraled during
the recent crackdown, two police of-
ficers were paid overtime to work
during off-dutyhours, ‘It'snota proper
police function to pick up dogs while
on patrol,’”” Ollendorf stated. Most
cities have a full-time dog warden, the

Stray dogs and weather are almost
directly correlated. The winter months
keep dogs close to home, but with the
advent of warmer weather, dogs, like
their masters, get the wanderlust. The
city and township of Northville, for in-
stance, report a recent upsurge in dog
complaints, which abate little through
the warm summer and fall mouaths.

‘““Occasionmally,” Northville Police
Chief Samuel Elkins said, “because of
an overwhelming number of complaints,
we go on a drive.”’ Recently, twoNorth-
ville police officers picked up 12 stray
dogs in one day. “‘Just about all,”’ the
chief said, ‘‘were reclaimed by own-
ers.”

Speaking of elections, it should be
noted that the requirement for residen-
cy to cast a ballot in elections as set
forth by state law is six months in the
state and 30 days in the community.
Registrations are closed 30 days prior
to each election, however.

Newcomers who have not registered
cannot vote inthe city’sApril 3 eiection,
for example, but they can register for
the June school election (either in the
city or township) up until 30 days prior
to the date of the election.

“Let me emphasize,”” saidJoe light-
ing a cigarette, ‘by-in-large weare sat-
isfied with the performance of the
hospital personnel. The purpose of the
legislative committee is to point up
problems which are a direct result of
insufficient funds with which the staff
must work.”

That’s how he spoke. No notes, No
coaching.

- But besides sharing facilities at "
Northville State Hospital, they have
something else in common: they’re
super salesmen, trying to convince the
state legislature that more money is
needed for mental health services.

On the “‘outside’” one was a sales-
mau, the other an electrician,

Inside they’re members ofa recent-
ly organized committee that just two
weeks ago fired off a petition, contain-
ing signatures of 636 patients, toavar-
fety of legislative leaders in a unique
appeal for help.

The petitionand its sponsoring com-
mittee may represent the first organized
appeal by mental patients in the United
States, If not, it certainly is one of
the most ambitious.

That patients have been permitted
to organize and appeal directly to
Lansing speaks well of the hospital’s
top administrative staff, who easily
could become the target of criticism
particularly since some of the charges
made by patients strike pretty close to
home.

“Among the problems or condi-
tions that our committee believes need
immediate attention,’* explained Nick,
“have to do with food and clothing.
Of course, permit me to say, that I
personally think the food is quite ade-
quate. We have meat practically for
every meal,”

Maybe I was maive, but I had to get
it off my chest: Quite frankly, I'm
surprised that you can express yourself
so eloquently. Isn’t that a little un-
usual?

““Thank you,” came the reply, ‘but
I would like to remind you that we
have some very intelligent people here
— some of them college educated, and
even a Phd.”

That put me in my place and we got
down to more Important business.

The two men, together with three
other patients, explained that the legis-
lative committee is a branch of the pat-
tients’ couneil, which hasoperated suc-
cessfully bere for many years, It has
representatives from the hospitals 35
wards.

The committee was formed, they
explained, because adult mental patients
have no spokesman at Lansing to urge
legislators to appropriate more money
for adult mental health care in the
state’s hospitals.

They noted that the legislature pro-
vides about $10,000 annually for the
care of a child with a mental problem,
while only about $1,200 is provided for
the adult. ““Eventhough, Ibelieve, there
are many more adult mental patients
than children,” added Joe, who pointed
out that Dr. JamesA, Peal, who resign-
ed two weeks ago as director of ser-
vices for the state menta] health depart-
ment, and pointed out this inequity,

‘“The fact that more money is pro-
vided for children is a direct result of
lobbyists who carrythe children’s cause
to the lawmakers, We have no one to

speak for us at Lansing, so we decided

to do it ourselves.” K

Petitions were circulated, signa-
tures obtained, andtogether witha cover
letter the appeal was sent to the speak-
ers of both houses, the governor, the
appropriations committee, the mental
health department, and the minority
leaders of both houses. Miss Catherine
Olerio, staff sponsor for the council,
assisted the patients.

But the patients didn’t stop there.

They began preparations for organ-

1zing patients in other state hospitals.- .. =

A letter will goout this weeKtothe state’
hospital at Ypsilanti, for example, urg-
ing the patients governing body there
to form a simflar legislative com-
mittee and join the patients at North-

ville in the state-wide appeal.

Other steps are planned, includinga
radio appearance, public speaking en-
gagements before community civic or-
ganizations, and even personal pleas
made in the capitol at Lansing—all with
the sanction of the local hospital ad-
minjstration,

Although the patients’ appeal is
just barely off the ground, it has al-
ready produced some ‘‘favorable re-
sults”, they said. Members of the
senate appropriations committee visit-
ed the hospital. ““They didn’t promise
us anything, but they asked us ques-
tions and I think they will give it some
consideration.”

What are their specific complaints?

“The most seriousof our immediate

needs,” reads the petition’s cover let-
ter, ‘““are improved food and clothing,
the assistance of additiomal hospital
personnel and an increase in the allot-
ment for those of us who receiveassis-
tance for personal needs from the Pa-
tients’ Indigent Fund.

“Our diet is filled with starches,

and very low in protein. A typical meal ° ‘

consists of rice with tomato sauce,
mashed potatoes, jello, white bread,
pudding and milk or tea. Many patients
are overweight because of the lack of
protein and excessive starch. More-
over, the hospital does not even have a
dietitian....

‘‘Regarding clothing, many of the
male patients are forced to wear the
same cotton trousers, shirtsand under-
wear for many weeks, whether it be
winter or summer because of short
supply...

‘“‘Relative to personnel] assistance,
we have many wards where there is
but one attendant for more than 100
patients, some of whom need consid-
erable attention. Recreationisunavafl-
able on weekends and and non-existent
on many wards during the week be-
cause of the lack of activity therapy
personnel, Certain large wards have
no social workers or psychologists and
have only one doctor for as many as
300 patients.”

Northville’s administrators, the two
men explained, are hand-tied when it
comes to channeling money into areas
where it can best be used. ‘“The state
allocates money for a specific purpose
and the people here cannot use it for
anything else ~ even {f the need in

another area is more urgent. If there '
is a surplus they must send it back and

not use it for anything else,

““You can’t blame the people here,
They can’t do much about it. Maybe
we’ll be able to help.”

Maybe they will, maybe they won’t.
But for people with mental problems,
these folks tell a pretty convineing
story.

‘“A Man for All Seasons” is 3
unique movie, although it Is not easily
discernable. To draw plaudit in this
age of gadgetry, a movie, ostensibly,
must explore a new dimension, develop
a new technique or resort to spectacu-
lar treatment. Gimmicks are the thing,
Yet, ‘“A Man” makes no such preten-
tions, contrary to Hollywood’s tacit
dictum, It fs simplicity itself, and
herein lies its uniqueness. It is a
superbly told story of Sir Thomas More,
the 16th century statesman-scholar-
cleric who died in defense of his be-
Hefs.

More is the triumph of Paul Scofield,
the Britisher who made the partfamous
on the stage. In the mouth of Scotield,
the brilliant words of More become
poetry, testament to the Renaissance
man’s genjus, But More is not seen
as a stodgy scholar. An amazing wit
leavens his death struggle with King
Henry VIII.

This dialectical battle between the
king and More changed the course of
western history, and especially that of
England. Throughout his life, More was
uncompromisingly honest, rare in an
age when life was bought with political
favor. This was More’s downfall, When
he was appointed Lord Chancellor of
England to succeed Cardinal Wolsey,
King Henry VIII thought here, at last,
was 2 man who would nullify his mar-
riage to Catherine of Aragon to permit
his marriage to Ann Boleyn. More
would not compromise his Catholic be-
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lief that only the Pope could dis....e
the marriage to Catherine, For bis ob-
stinence, More was imprisoned in the
tower, and eventually, beheaded. The
King thus became the actual, as wellas
nominal, head of the church and state,
creating the church of England or the
Anglican church.

This, in fact, {s the story. ButMore
assumes human proportions through
Scofield. We see More as a family
man, the faithful husband of Lady Alice
and the loving father of his daughter,
Lady Margaret. His thoughts are al-
ways of their safety., We see him asthe
everlasting friend of the Duke of Nor-
folk, even though the duke owes alle-
giance to the King. We see More, pri-
marily, as the staunch defender of the
faith, unyielding toany outside influence,
including the furious protestations of
the king. And we see him as a brilliant
debater, matching wits with the con-
niving Cromwell, secretary to the king.

Although Scofield is the protagonist,
stirringly played, hisperformance does
not eclipse the well-executed roles ofa
strong supporting cast, All of them are
memorable. There is Orson Welles as
the obese, yet firm, Cardinal Wolsey;
Wendy Hiller as the unschooled, but
warm Lady Alice; Susannah York as
the erudite and girlish daughter, Lady
Margaret; Robert Shawasthe somewhat
obtuse, manly Duke of Norfolk, and Leo
McKern as the vicious and rapacious
Cromwell,

The photographic genius of Ted
Moore is everywhere Inevidence, From
the opening pastoral scenes, animpres-
sionist take of the lush English country-
side, to the hazy garden scene between
the king and More, Moore shows his
mastery of the camera, his ability to
catch nuance of word and movement.
Scenes through a rectangular tower
window, thematically, make the moviea - -
whole. He takes us through the seasons, - -
showing us the happiness of childrenin . - .
spring and the harshness of the winter, ~
It is a movie, through the camera, of
all seasons. :

College Awards $1 Million Contract

Trustees of Schoolcraft college have
authorized the awarding of contracts
totaling $1,009,284 for the construction
of a 32-classroom liberal arts build-
ing on the campus.

The board’s action at a meeting on
Wednesday night, March 15, was made
contingent on receipt of a letter of
concurrence from the Office of Hous-
ing and Urban Development which ad-
ministers federal funding agreements
for college buildings. Schooleraft re-
celved a federal grant of $502,401 for
the project.

The low bids on the 39,400 square
foot building were below pre-bidding
estimates of the project architect,
Ralls-Hamill-Becker, of Livonia, The
bids were opened in a public session
at the college Wednesday afternoon.

Contracts were authorized to Fel-
ker Construction Co., Detroit, with a
low bid of $585,880 for general con-
struction; Evans Plumbing & Heating,
Inc., Southfield, on a low bid of $259,
580 for mechanical work; and to J.
Propes Electric Co., Livonia, with a
low bid of $163,824 on electrical work.

Construction is expected to begin
in mid-April and the contract calls
for completion in 450 consecutive cal-
endar days. The building is scheduled
to be ready for the start of classes
in the fall of 1968.

The bullding will include 32 class-
rooms, a lecture hall-theater to seat
170, and offices for 44 faculty mem-
bers.

LANSING — Motor vehicle inspection
under Michigan’s new law began in
March. There were assurances from
State Police that there would be a min-
imum of inconvenience to drivers.

check lanes, warn motorists about de-
fects on their vehicles, andissue safety
stickers for autos which pass the inspec-
tion.

At no time would inspecting
officers stop a long line of cars and
cause 2 prolonged wait to undergo the

This year an effort is being madeto
increase the State Policeforce for more
testing or to provide the mandatory type
of inspection used in other states.

The latter would establish either
state-operated or licensed establish-
ments where motorists would be requir-
ed to havetheir autosfully inspected and
approved regularly, probably annually.

Con Artists Fleece Unsuspecting

BABSON PARK, Mass, — There is
today a flourishing underground of con
gamas aimed chiefly at victimizing the
naive, the poor, and the elderly, In-
volves are essential services and pro-
ducts, and the approach generally ap-
pears to be both helpful and honest.But
the Better Business Bureau and other
protectors of the buyer warn that mil-
lions of dollars are being mulctedfrom
unsuspecting customers without their
even becoming suspicious.

The schemers don’t have to try to
sell Brooklyn Bridge or make an old

lady withdraw her life savings to cover
some allegedly ‘found” money that
will be shared with her. Today’s ex-
tortions take place in a most ‘‘natural”
manner, inthe marketplace, inthe home,
by mail. They have an everyday fla-
vor; they look innocent enough ... until
it’s too late. Frequentlytheyaredirect-
ed at the 18 million senior citizens whose
incomes may be low but whose bank
accounts are too often just big enouzh
to be vulnerable,

Heating, plumbing, and house re-
pair proposals should never be ac-

They
include being opposed to prohibiting
daylight savings time and being op-
posed to any cuts in state aid to educa-
tion,

legislator, called the results interest-
ing, informative, and clear cut, Heis
chairman of the colleges and uddversi-
ties committee and serves onthe labor,
education and civil rights committees.

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Although the 90th Congress has
been relatively slow in getting off the
ground a few significant pieces of leg-
islation have been passed and others
are under intensive study and prepara-
tion, Congressman Marvin L. Esch.
Noteworthy among those which have
recently passed the House is a tax
incentive for business in the form
of investment tax credits and acceler-
ated depreciation schedules,

Designed to stimulate economic
growth, this measure passed the House
by a vote of 386-2 and was supported
by the President. The seven per-
cent tax credit should encourage in-
dustry to modernize and expand pro-
duction by stimulating investments in
new machinery and equipment, The
purpose of accelerated depreciation is
to spur a new business expansion by
allowing higher tax deductions for de-
preciation in the early years of a
building’s life than are allowed in its
later years.

“Actually what we have done here
amounts to a tax cut. This may come
as a surprise to those who have been
expecting the 6% tax increase as pro-

cepted from strangers without a com-
plete investigation of the prestige of
the companijes involved. Far too com-
monplace is the furnace ‘'renovation’”
that finds the unit a ‘‘fire hazard’.
A new furnace costing several hundred
dollars is suggested. For most house-
holders, it is easy and necessary to
take the word of the ‘‘expert’’ ... too
often the furnace is already disassem-
bled, Most victims don’t bother to get
professional help; they ante up the cash.

IRKING the Better Business Bureau
in many areas is a retail strategy in-

posed by President Johnson. But, as
I am rapidly discovering, Washington
works in strange ways. Rationale for
the advocation of both tax cut and tax
increase has yet to come forth from
the White House.

“Regardless of this inconsistency,
sufficient support for a tax increase
has not seemed to develop in Congress
on either side of the isle. To give
2 tax break one day and take it back
the next just does not make sense,
In the meantime, we must continually
be on our guard to eliminate non-
essential federal spending.”
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According to Semator George W.
Kuhn committee activity is at its peak
this week in the senate.

Unless the deadline for reporting
bills out of committee to the full senate
is extended to compensate for earlier
extension for introduction of bills, the
semate by the end of this week will
have disposed of an estimated 850
bills that had been consigned to its
committees by last week, said Kuhn.

Under a schedule adopted earlier
in the session, Friday is the last
day for committee action on semate
bills in sepate committees.

In the legislative process, history
has a way of repeating itself. If
it does this week, a great majority
of bills- will not pass muster before
“comm)iffe®s” and~ will not reach the
floor for consideration by the full sen-
ate.

Many of the bills are so inconse-
quential or so unnecessary that it
takes but a glance of the committee
members to determine that they do
not warrant further consideration.

Others are so obviously important
and wel] conceived that they drawquick
committee approval for sending to the
full senate.

But between these two extremes
there are many bills which require
extensive discussion and often several
amendments before they are ready to
be reported out.

customer arrives, he is shunted away
from the proffered article by one ex-
cuse or another. Far more expensive
merchandise is demonstrated, with a
big spiel on how much better is is
than the advertised product, So many
unwilling customers have been hooked
this way that Educational TV has been
showing films to teach the guileless or
the weak-willed how toavoidbeing bilk-
ed.

This sort of thing also goes on in
some frozen-meat centers, Advertis-
ing ridiculously low prices for beef,
for example, can end up in clever di-
version of customers to far more ex-
pensive cuts. Then, too, many buyers
find that they pay regular supermarket
prices — or higher — for meat after the
“hanging weight” has been slashed by
boning andfat removal, Some customers
have reported that they ended uppaying
more than $1 a pound for beef cuts
that included hamburg,

BEWARE of the glamorous adsthat
tell you how to go into the mail-order
business or how to make thing athome
that you can sell for a fortune, usually
to the company doing the advertising.
Here again the Better Business Bureau
advises against responding to any glit-
tering claims, particularly when you
must send money to find out what it is
all about. These have been instances
where customers have bought expensive
machines for turning out textiles, nov-
elties, or clothing, with the promise
that the company will buy the results.
More often than not, fault is found with
the customar’s product; all that thefirm

cared about was unloading the costly
machine,

There is no riper field for “‘padding
the bill”’ than auto service. One preva-
lent gimmick of some quick-buck gar-
dres is to offer a tune-up or a speetal
overhaul for such a piftance that it is

difficult to resist. Then, once the car
is in the station, it is simple for the
workman to find a few other things that
need repair since he “hadthe hoodup”’.
Best way to avoid this trouble is to
belong to an association such as the
AAA or the ALA and have your jobs
done at their recommended agencies,
The association lawyers will oftenfight
back if you report serious overcharges
or work done that you did not agree to
in advance.

Kensmgton Park Slates
Summer Study of Nature

A nature interpretation workshop
will be held at Kensington Metropo-
litan park near New Hudson this sum-
mer according to Richard Mortemore,
park naturalist.

The three week course will be of-
fered from June 26 through July 14,
1967 and is cosponsored by Eastern
Michigan university, department of bio-
logy and division of field services,
of Ypsilanti and the Huron-Clinton Me-
tropolitan authority, a regional park
agency with eight recreational sites.

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History of Township Annual Meetings

‘Folkmoots’—A Vanishing Tradition of Pure Democracy

It's an offshoot of one of the purest
forms of democracy.

That’s what political scientists say
about the annual township meeting,
which a thousand yearsor moreago was
called a ‘“folkmoot” where adult males
gathered to discuss religious aswellas
civil matters affecting the Englishpar-
ish or township,

But the political scientistsandtoday’s

" township officials in Michigan scratch

their heads and wonder if this ancient
practice is really democratic.

More and more Michigan townships
are voting to abolish the annual meeting
as did the township of Novi in1960 by a
287 to 232 vote. Even so, the annual
meeting lives on in many area town-
ships. Last Saturday meetings of this
kind were held in Northville, Salem,
Lyon, Green Oak and Northfield town-

ships.

One of the primary objections to the
annual meeting — an objection that led to
its abandonment in Novi — is the fact
that so few of the township’s citizens
attend the meeting. Because fewattend,
opponents note, 2 small minority of 2
township’s citizens actually control the
financial and general policy of township
government for the entire citizenry,

For example, last Saturday an esti-
mated 210 people attended the annual
meetings in Northville, Salem, Lyon,
Green Oak and Northfield, The combined
populations of these communities is
in excess of 20,000,

So what, ask proponents, is that any
different than having a few electors
decide who should be the state and
national officials for everyone?

Andrew Nuquist, author of Town

Government in Vermont —
of the ‘‘pure’ annual meeting, writes:
‘“Regardless of a relatively small at-
tendance at the Town Meeting, the
caliber of town government is usually
reasonably effective, . .Thus, the Town
Meeting remains the one place in the
United States where individuals can
participate directly in the formation of
public policy through legislativeaction,
The question today is whether thisform
of pure democracy meets the needs of
modern living.”

Interestingly, the annual township
meeting, ina historical sense, is synon-
ymous with the township unit of govern-
ment. The two grew up together.

According to ‘“A History of Local
Government of The United Kingdom’?,
the name ‘‘township’ is an offshoot of
the word “tun”. A “tun” was the

a birthplace .

“tunseipe” or a unit where a hedge
screened off an English community a
thousand years ago. And the word
“‘borough” is derived from an Anglo-
Saxon word ‘burh’, which was the
enclosure protecting a house — ‘‘the
fortified house of the principal man.”

Almost simultaneously with the de-
velopment of the township came the
‘parish’” — the church npame of township
— and the manor, Allthree werefoundin
rura] England from the time of William
the Conqueror’s invasion of that country
to the 17th Century when English col-
onists settled in America. One repre-
sented ancient Anglo-Saxon England,
one the medieval church, and the other
Norman feudalism. At the beginning of
the 17th Century these local units were
So closely woven that they wereusedas
synonymous terms for the same unit,

Discussions necessary to shape the
policy of these local units took place at
the ‘‘town moot”’ or ‘‘folkmoot’’ where
the assembled townsmen made the ap-
pointment of the town officials. Among
these officials were the ‘‘reeve” or
headman; the ‘pindar’’ or common
keeper; andthe ‘beadle’” or messenger.

These early meetings often took
place in the open air, bepeath a large
tree, Some of these landmark trees
eventually led to the name of English
towns such as Appletree, Webbtree,
and Grytree.

The town meeting suffered under
William the Conqueror, who sweptaway
many of them, establishing intheir place
the ‘*vill’’ or village.

Because English people Were
steeped in the tradition of township
government and the township meeting,

it was natural that the English colonists
would carry this system with them to
America.

In New England, according to the
history ‘‘“American Local Government
and Administration”, the unincorpor-
ated town developed as the most im-
portant unit of local government. Akin
to the township, it included elements
of a parish and a manor. These towns
were composed mostly of groups of
landowners who belongedtoa particular
church congregation.

However, Andrew Nuquist boasts
that the towns in Vermont were a
“purer’ form of government — more
like a township—because they separated
the church and civil affairs.

Nucleus of town government wasthe

Spurred by a citation for pollution
and apparently irked by Novi’s delay in
signing a contract, the city of Walled
Lake indicated its willingness to under-
take construction of its portion of the
proposed Walled Lake-Novi sewer sys-
tem on its own.

A letter signed by Walled Lake May-
or Wendel Kellogg stated that Walled
Lake was prepared to “go it alone” if
Novi took no affirmative action on the
sewer contract at Monday night’s meet-
ing,

Only the intervention- of Howard
Bond, attorney for both the city of

Walled Lake and the-village of Novi,

avoided a rupture of inter-community
relations and a dashing of hopes for a
joint sewer pact.

Bond told the council that he had
talked with Mayor Kellogg and secured
his agreement to meet with the Novi
village council in an aftempt to resolve
present differences, The meeting is
set for April 20 at 8 p.m. in the Novi
village council chambers.

This action scuttleda prevouscoun-
cil decision to explore possibilities of
the two municipal bodies meeting joint-
ly on either April 20 or 22. Bond ad-
vised that such a meeting would not
produce the desiredagreementbecause
of ‘‘too many people, too many voices
and too many opinions.”

The aborted Walled Lake ultimatum
came as a result of Novi’s delay in
signing the contract with Oakland coun-
ty, which Walled Lake had already
agreed to sign,

Although the council recognized the
absolute necessity for sewers in the
Walled Lakearea, it objected previously
to signing the contract as originally
proposed until revisions hadbeen made
to. its satisfaction and after means of
financing the Novi portion of the joint
sewer system was determined.

In Heu of special assessment, most
council members backed a flat connec-
tion charge, estimated at $1250for each
of 800 taps, plus a service and operat-
ing charge for each user. Payments
would be made quarterly.

The graduated schedule of payments
suggested by the county was spreadover
800 potential connections. For a stipu-
lated period of time, about 550 Novi
residents lving inthe Walled Lakearea
would connect and pay the interest rate
only, with the principle being added
later.

Future residents connecting would
be required to pay an accrued interest
rate, as well as the connection, service
a operating charge, This method, Bond
explained, would tend to equalize pay-
ments,

Councilman Joseph Crupl attacked
the county’s proposed payment sched-
ule which calls for increasing aanual
debt retirement as more residents con-
nect, He pointed out that the payment
Schedule was based on 800 connections,
whereas there were only about 550 resi-
dents connecting immediately.

A deficit would result, he said, be-
tween the amount collected and the
amount to be paid. And there was no
guarantee, he added, as to when and it
there would be 800actual connectionsto
meet the increasing debt load.

Furthermore, he questioned whether
all users would be paying their fair
share, Future users, he claimed, would
avoi{d sharing in the initial interest pay-
ments,

Councilmenand Bond, however, stat-
ed that the inftial users would be re-
ceiving a benefit, the service, which
future users would notavail themselves
of until they had connected.

Discussion of the problem then shift-
ed to the question: Is the total cost to
each resident within reason? This,

Bond said, should be the determlnlng
factor in deciding what to do about
financing.

A matter of concern to the counell
was how soon action must be taken {n
order to comply with the government
grant of $1,001,000, Once the countyhas
been notified, Bond said, a reply mustbe

sent to the federal government stating
that the contract between the city of
Walled Lake and Novi had been executed.

Village Manager Harold Ackley,
questioned by the council, answered
that detafled drawings could be final-

ized and bids on the sewer let within
60 or 70 days after signing of the con-
tract. He pointed out that preliminary
engineering was completed three years
ago, before plans for the joint project
were shelved,

Four CBD. Plans

Recommendations pertaining to a
sewer system for Novi’s central busi-
ness district were aired Monday night,
and two methods clearly emergedasfav-
orites to gain approval.

Both are what isdescribedas “per-
manent type’’ sewage systems and call
for construction of trunks and laterals
at an estimated expense of $235,300
throughout the proposed one-half square
mile to be served. The center point {s
the intersection of Novi roadand Grand
River avenue.

Both methods would also demand
the extension of the county interceptor
from Nine and One-half Mile road to
Grand River. Estimated cost fs
$569,655.

Formerly favored by councilmen,
one alternative would demand the pur-

-chase of an additional four-tenths of 2
CFS from Wayne county at an esti-
mated cost of $78,000,

A pew method was the construction
of a detention chamber, estimated at
$105,000,

Making ‘the recommendations was

the firm of Johnson and Anderson,
village planning consulfants, who also
advised the council to review each
method, determine which was finan-
cially feasible, then negotiate impii-
mentation with the property owners
within the proposed distriet. -

The council authorized Village Man-
ager Harold Ackley to contact Oakland
county and instruct authorities to ne-
gotiate for the additiomal 4/10 CFS
with Wayne county. This would be the
cheapest method, but uncertainty exists
as to whether the additional capacity
is available,

It not, the county might ask the vil-
lage to pay an estimated $1,150,000 for
oversizing in Wayne county that would
provide the additional downriver capac-
ity. The cost is prohibitive.

The engineers looked dimly on two
methods: the treatment plant ($212,500)
and septic plants. Primary reason is
that they are considered ‘‘temporary”’
or stopgap measures, to be replaced
with a permapent system at some
future date.

In aligning against, Crupil asked
why there was sudden need for immed-
iate action, He further stated that
other ordinances were violated every
day, and that the residents would con~
nect in due time.

Ackley agreed with Harrison and
Harrawood that the ordinance shouldbe
enforced (otherwise why have ordi-
nances?), but he also said he had con-
{idence people would connect when wea-
ther permitted.
