Highlights of the 
final action are: 

1. Airmail letters to Central Amer­
ica and the Caribbean area will be 
increased from 13 cents per half ounce 
to 15 cents. 

2. Airmail to the rest of the West­
ern Hemisphere will remain at 15 
cents per half ounce, except for Can­
ada and Mexico. 

3. Airmail to Europe and Mediter­
ranean Africa will be increased from 
15 cents per half ounce to 20 cents. 

4. Airmail letter rates to the rest 
of the world will remain unchanged 
at 25 cents per half ounce. 

5. Aerogrammes and air post cards 
will be increased 2 cents each from 
11 cents to 13 cents. 

6. Items sent by air, other thau 
letters and parcels, such as small pack­
ages, boolcs, periodicals and other 
printed matter will be increased 10 cents 
per piece to all countries except Canada. 

7. Most letters going by surface 
transportation to all nations (excluding 
Canada and Mexico) will be increased 
from 11 cents to 13 cents. Post cards 
will be raised from 7 cents to 8 cents. 

8. Most printed matter, including pub­
lications, will be increased one cent 
per piece. For second class pub­
lications to Canada only, the one cent 
increase will be deferred for six months 
to become effective November 1, 1967. 
Also, the present bundling rate which 
permits postage to be computed on 
the bullc weight of packages of pub­
lications addressed to Canadian post 
offices will remain in effect until Nov­
ember 1, 1968, at which time it will 
be discontinued.

A nature interpretation workshop 
will be held at Kensington Metropo­
litan park near New Hudson this sum­
mer according to Richard Mortemore, 
park naturalist. 

The three week course will be of­
fered from June 26 through July 14, 
1967 and is cosponsored by Eastern 
Michigan university, department of bio­
logy and division of field services, 
of Ypsilanti and the Huron-Clinton Me­
tropolitan authority, a regional park 
agency with eight recreational sites.

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' F o l k m o o t s ^ - ' A V a n i s h i n g T r a d i t i o n o f P u r e D e m o c r a c y 

It's an offshoot of one of the purest 
forms of democracy. 

That's what political scientists say 
about the annual township meeting, 
which a thousanfJ years or more ago was 
calleiJ a "follcmoot" where adult males 
gathered to discuss religious as well as 
civil matters affecting the English par­
ish or township. 

But the political scientists and today's 
township officials in Michigan scratch 
their heads and wonder if this ancient 
practice is really democratic. 

More and more Michigan townships 
are voting to abolish the annual meeting 
as did the township of Novi in 1960 by a 
287 to 232 vote. Even so, the annual 
meeting lives on in many area town­
ships. Last Saturday meetings of this 
kind were held in Northville, Salem, 
Lyon, Green Oak and Northfield town­

ships. 
One of the primary objections to the 

annual meeting - an objection that led to 
its abandonment in Novi - is the fact 
that so few of the township's citizens 
attend the meeting. Because few attend, 
opponents note, a small minority of a 
township's citizens actually control the 
financial and general policy of township 
government for the entire citizenry. 

For example, last Saturday an esti­
mated 210 people attended the annual 
meetings in Northville, Salem, Lyon, 
Green Oak and Northfield. The combined 
populations of these communities is 
in excess of 20,000. 

So what, ask proponents, is that any 
different than having a few electors 
decide who should be the state and 
national officials for everyone? 

Andrew Nuquist, author of Town 

Government in Vermont - a birthplace . 
of the "pure" annual meeting, writes: 
"Regardless of a relatively small at­
tendance at the Town Meeting, the 
caliber of town government is usually 
reasonably effective. . .Thus, the Town 
Meeting remains the one place In the 
United States where individuals can 
participate directly in the formation of 
public policy through legislative action. 
The question today is whether thisform 
of pure democracy meets the needs of 
modern living." 

Interestingly, the annual township 
meeting, in a historical sense, is synon­
ymous with the township unit of govern­
ment. The two grew up together. 

According to "A History of Local 
Government of The United Kingdom", 
the name "township" is an offshoot of 
the word "tun". A "tun" was the 

"tunscipe" or a unit where a hedge 
screened off an English community a 
thousand years ago. And the word 
"borough" is derived from an Anglo-
Saxon word "burh", which was the 
enclosure protecting a house - "the 
fortified house of the principal man." 

Almost simultaneously with the de­
velopment of the township came the 
"parish" - the church name of township 
- and the manor. Al l three were found in 
rural England from the time of William 
the Conqueror's invasion of that country 
to the 17th Century when English col­
onists settled in America. One repre­
sented ancient Anglo-Saxon England, 
one the medieval church, and the other 
Norman feudalism. At the beginning of 
the 17th Century these local units were 
so closely woven that they were used as 
synonymous terms for the same unit. 

Discussions necessary to shape the 
policy of these local units took place at 
the "town moot" or "folkmoot" where 
the assembled townsmen made the ap­
pointment of the town officials. Among 
these officials were the "reeve" or 
headman; the "pindar" or common 
keeper; and the "beadle" or messenger. 

These early meetings often took 
place in the open air, beneath a large 
tree. Some of these landmark trees 
eventually led to the name of English 
towns such as Appletree, Webbtree, 
and Grytree. 

The town meeting suffered under 
William the Conqueror, who swept away 
many ofthem.establlshingintheirplace 
the " v i l l " or village. 

Because English people were 
steeped in the tradition of township 
government and the township meeting. 

it was natural that the English colonists 
would carry this system with them to 
America. 

In New England, according to the 
history "American Local Government 
and Administration", the unincorpor­
ated town developed as the most im­
portant unit of local government. Akin 
to the township, it included elements 
of a parish and a manor. These towns 
were composed mostly of groups of 
landowners who belonged to a particular 
church congregation. 

However, Andrew Nuquist boasts 
that the towns in Vermont were a 
"purer" form of government - more 
like a townshlp-because they separated 
the church and civil affairs.

A letter siped by Walled Lake May­
or Wendel Kellogg stated tiiat WaUed 
Lake was prepared to "go it alone" If 
Novi took no affirmative action on tiie 
sewer contract at Monday night's meet­
ing. 

Only tiie intervention of Howard 
Bond, attorney for botil the dty of 
Walled Lake and the--TrtIlagfe of TJovi, 
avoided a rupture of inter-community 
relations and a dashing of hopes for a 
joint sewer pact. 

Bond told tiie council that be had 
talked witii Mayor Kellogg and secured 
his agreement to meet with the Nov! 
village council in an attempt to resolve 
present differences. The meeting is 
set for April 20 at 8 p.m. in tiie Novi 
village council chambers. 

This action scuttied a prevous coun­
ci l decision to es^lore possibilities of 
the two municipal bodies meeting joint­
ly on either April 20 or 22. Bond ad­
vised titat such a meeting would not 
produce the desiredagreementbecause 
of "too many people, too many voices 
and too many opinions." 

The aborted Walled Lake ultimatiim 
came as a result of Novi's delay in 
signing the contract with Oakland coun­
ty, ^ c h Walled Lake had already 
agreed to sign. 

Although the council r e o ^ z e d tile 
absolute necessity for sewers In the 
Walled Lake area, it objected previously 
to signing tiie contract as originally 
proposed until revisions hadbeen made 
to its satisfaction and after means of 
financing the Novi portion of tiie joint 
sewer system was determined. 

Specifically, tiie council recom­
mended two basic revisions: tiiat inter­
est payments commence in 1970, not

immediately, and tiiat payments on 
principle be delayed even longer; that 
tile number of connections be limited 
to 800 for Nov! and 1380 for Walled 
Lake, with additional taps requiring 
mutual agreement. Botil revisions were 
incorporated into tile contract 

Bond informed tiie council tiiat tiie 
Oakland county department of public 
works had completed tile revised con­
tract and tiiat it had been given to him 
for tiie villages approval. However, tiie 
council deferred signing the contract 
until tiie meeting wltil Kellogg, at which 
time final details will hopefully be 
-ntearedup. . . ^ . . . . . . . . . . 

Another stated reason for the coun­
cil 's "go slow" policy - means of 
financlHif - cropped up again Monday 
nlg^t. Discussion ensuedafterproposed 
schedule of payments was presented to 
the council. 

Financing by means of a i ^ c l a l 
assessment district, the metilod pre­
viously favored by tile council, drew 
criticism because of odd-sized vacant 
lots. Some of tiie 164 vacant lots are 
20-foot stirips, making construction of 
any type impossible on one parcel. 

Coundl agreed that assessing a 
small lot as a unit wouldbe Impossible. 
If and when construction was contem­
plated, lots would have to be merged, 
tilus making an equitable assessment 
metiiod a "nightinare problem". 

In lieu of special assessment, most 
council members backed a flat connec­
tion charge, estimated at$1250foreach 
of 800 taps, plus a service and operat­
ing charge for each user. Payments 
would be made quarterly. 

The graduated schedule of payments 
suggested by tiie county was ̂ read over 
800 potential connections. For a stipu­
lated period of time, about 550 Novi 
residents living Intile Walled Lake area 
would connect and pay tile interest rate 
only, wltil tiie principle being added 
later. 

Futiire residents connecting woulf̂  
be required to pay an accrued interest 
rate, as well as tile connection, service 
a operating charge. This metiiod. Bond 
e^^lained, would tend to equalize pay­
ments. 

Councilman Joseph Crupl attacked 
the county's pressed payment sched­
ule which calls for increasing annual 
debt retirement as more residents con­
nect. He pointed out tiiat tiie payment 
schedule was based on 800 connections, 
whereas there were only about 550 resi­
dents connecting Immediately. 

A deficit would result, he said, be­
tween tile amount collected and tiie 
amount to be paid. And tiiere was no 
guarantee, he added, as to when and if 
there would be 800actual connections to 
meet tiie increasing debt load. 

Furthermore, he questioned whetiler 
all users would be paying tileir lair 
share. Fuhlre users, he claimed, would 
avoid sharing in tiie initial Interest pay­
ments. 

CouncilmenandBond, however, stat­
ed that tile initial users would be re­
ceiving a benefit, tile service, which 
future users would not avail tiiemselves 
of until til9y had connected. 

Discussion of tile problem tilen shift­
ed to tiie question: Is tiie total cost to 
each resident wltiiln reason? This, 
Bond said, should be tiie determining 
factor in deciding what to do about 
financing. 

A matter of concern to tile councU 
was how soon action must be taken in 
order to comply witii the government 
grant of $1,001,000. Once tiie county has 
beennotiifled, Bond said, a reply must be 

sent to tiie federal government stating 
that tiie contract between tile city of 
Walled Lake and Novi had been executed. 

Village Manager Hirold Ackley, 
questioned by the council, answered 
tilat detailed drawings could be final­

ized and bids on tiie sewer let within 
60 or 70 days after signing of ttie con­
tract. He pointed out tiiat preliminary 
engineering was completed tiiree years 
ago, before plans for tiie Joint project 
were shelved.

F o u r C B D P l o M S 

Recommendations pertaining to a 
sewer system for Novi's central busi­
ness district were aired Monday night, 
and tvQ methods clearly emergedasfav-
orites to gain approval. 

Botil are what is describedas "per­
manent type" sewage systems and call 
for consb-uction of trunks and laterals 
at an estimated expense of $235,300 
throughout tiie proposed one-half square 
mile to be served. The center point is 
the intersection of Novi road and Grand 
River avenue. 

Both methods would also demand 
the extension of the county interceptor 
from Nine and One-half Mile road to 
Grand River. Estimated cost Is 
$569,655. 

Formerly favored by councflmen, 
one alternative would demand the pur­
chase of an additional four-tentils of a 
CFS from Wayne county at an esti­
mated cost of $78,000. 

A new metilod was tiie construction 
of a detention chamber, estimated at 
$105,000. 

Making tiie recommendations was 

tiie firm of Johnson and Anderson, 
village planning consultants, who also 
advised the council to review each 
method, determine which was finan­
cially feasible, tiien negotiate impll-
mentation wltii the property owners 
within tiie proposed district. -

The council authorized Village Man­
ager Harold Ackley to contact Oakland 
county and instruct autiiorities to ne­
gotiate for tiie additional 4/10 CFS 
with Wayne county. This would be the 
cheapest metilod, but uncertainty exists 
as to whether tile additional capacity 
is available. 

If not, the county mi^ t ask the v i l ­
lage to pay an estimated $1,150,000 for 
o v e r s i ^ in Wayne county that would 
provide the additional downriver capac­
ity. The cost is prohibitive. 

The engineers looked dimly on two 
metiiods: tiie treatmentplant($212,500} 
and septic plants. Primary reason is 
that they are considered "temporary" 
or stopgap measures, to be replaced 
witii a permanent system at some 
future date.

The council voted 3-1 for ordioance 
enforcement. Voting 'yes' were Presi­
dent Philip Anderson and Coundlmen 
Raymond Harrison and Leo I£irrawood. 
casting a dissenting vote was Council­
man JosephjCrupI. Donald Fuller is on 
an excused vacation. 

Chief proponents for passage were 
Harrison and Barrawood who argued 
ordinances were to be enforced ai>d 
tilat all residents should be treated 
alike. 

In aligning against, Crupl asked 
why tilere was sudden need for immed­
iate action. He further stated tiiat 
otiier ordinances were violated every 
day, and tiiat the residents would coo-
nect in due time. 

Ackley agreed wltii Harrison aod 
Harrawood tiiat the ordinance sbouldbe 
enforced (otherwise why have ordi­
nances?), but he also said he had coa-
fidence people would connect when wea­
ther permitted.

Wllen Northville's Miss Ruth Mar­
garet Knapp is honored with the pre­
sentation of her 50-year Red Cross 
nursing pin inceremoniesSunday, April 
9 in Detroit's Cobo Hall, it will be a 
Vivid reminder for her, and many other s, 
that a half a century has passed since 
the United States entered World War I 
April 6, 1917. 

Letters announcing the upcoming 
honor served to recall for Miss Knapp 
circumstances following her becoming 
a Red Cross nurl* March 20, 1917, 
after finishingnursestrainingat Harper 
hospital in Detroit and passing her state 
board. 

Even before war was declared of­
ficially, Harper hospital had begun 
preparations for U.S. base ho^ital No. 
17 located later in Dijon, France. The 
first unit consisted of 12 of Miss 
Knapp's classmates, 150 enlisted men 
from the Detroit area and 21 doctors 
under Major Angus McLean. 

The Harper classmates were part 
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of a group of 42 Red Cross nurses. Miss 
Knapp recalls, under the direction of 
Miss Emily McLaughlin, who was sup­
erintendent of nurses during her train­
ing. 

This group gathered on the lawn of 
Harper hospital May 15,1917, for decl-
cation ceremonies during which It was 
presented with a large American flag 
from Mrs. FredAlger. Two weeks later, 
July 2, the nurses left Detroit under 
sealed orders, headed by train for New 
York City. Each nurse, Miss Knapp re­
members, had a small trunk and a huge 
patent leather suitcase. 

The nurses stayed on Ellis Island 
and were taken to New York City to be 
fitted for uniforms - navy serge dress­
es, coats, hats and capes. 

July 13 the group joined the Detroit 
doctors and corpsmen on the "Mon­
golia", which had been a fruit boat and 
gained fame as the first boat to sink a 
German submarine. It steamed out of 
the harbor with three cannon on deck -
but with no convoy. 

"The food was good-we had lessons 
in French and life boat drills night and 
day," comments Miss Knapp, adding 
that cards and other games filled their 
time. 

"We did not pass another boat during 
the crossing - the last three daysbefore 
landing in England the ocean was like 
glass - then two torpedo boats escorted 
us to Plymouth, England." 

Then they crossed to LeHaVre, 
France, on a ho^ital boat, staying a 
week In a convent before arrlVtag by 
train at Dijon, July 29. There, re­
counts Miss Knapp, the hospital build­
ing was one that formerly had been a 
Jesuit seminary, and then a French 
hoi^ltal - with 75 French patients still 
there. 

Dinner was waiting for the Ameri­
can nurses, who also were welcomed 
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with an American flag constructed from 
bits of cloth and red, white and blue 
flowers. 

While she was on duty at Dijon, 
Miss Knapp saw this four-story, 
chateau-like building expanded to hold 
1800 patients, then 2,000. It became 
the best equipped and largestAmerican 
ho^ital in France with bathrooms and 
running water installed and the Red 
Cross supplying everything from am­
bulances to thermometers. 

Before the hospital began receiving 
patients from the front. Miss Knapp 
says, the nurses did many things to pre­
pare and keep busy In Dijon, an old 
university town between Parlsand Lyon 
which in early days was the home of 
the dukes of Burgandy. 

The nurses rolled bandages, made 
pneumonia jackets and other supplies, 
and helped the French nurses with 
their patients. They began receiving 
American patients off troc^ trains which 
passed at the back of tl)e, hospIW. • 
These had contagious diseases, appen­
dicitis, etc. At one time Miss Knaj:p 
nursed 40 men from an outfit which had 
contacted mumps! 

As the trains passed by enr«ute to 
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the front, the nurses met them, night or 
day, and handed out chocolate candyand 
cigarettes. Once, Miss Knapp thus met 
two soldiers from her home town (rf 
Hillsdale. 

Their work began when the French 
left and a first convoy of 500 patients 
arrived one night - and 500 more the 
next day. A l l were English soldiersand 
officers who had been at a rest camp 
when they were bombarded by the Ger­
mans. 

"We put them to bed, fed them cof­
fee, white bread and jam," Miss Knapp 
remembers, adding that their English 
was very difficult to understand. One 
soldier, a patient for many weeks, de-
Ughted them by saying, "I have so 
much Americanbloodlnmy veins(trans-
fuslons) that my arm flies up every 
time I see an American flag." 

As more soldiers arrived, other 
nurses joined the group and they inov-
ed from the second floor of the building 
to the U.S. Army barracks where they 
were "buck privates" as there were no 
commissions. 

In March of 1918 Miss Knapp was 
sent to Cannes, on the French Rivi­
era, on a month's sick leave to recup­
erate from pneumonia. There she was 
on a goat's milk and egg diet! 

Then, after serving a few weeks as 
a dental assistant, she was placed on 
night duty. The final nine months at the 
ho^Ital were spent on operating room 
duty in the four operating rooms. 

By summer, 1918, the hog)ital was 
filled with casualties of the battles of 
the Argonne, St. Mihiel and Chateau-
Thierry. 

"On arrival, patients, il able, were 
given shower baths, clean pajamas, a 
robe and a good bed ... tilen bread, 
butter, jam and coffee ... then the staff 
went from bed to bed changing dress­
ings, some of which had not been chang­
ed since the field dressing station. We 
Inserted Dakin tubes, etc., and those 
needing Immediate care were sent to the 
operating room." 

After the firing ceased. Miss Knapp 
continued, she was one of six nurses to 
visit the front, going by ambulance truck 
to Nancy, Toulon, Epernay- and eating 
in a dugout lighted with church candel­
abra. 

On Christmas leave in Paris, Ruth 
Knapp saw the Arc de Trlomphe cover­
ed with sand bags and the fountains 
turned on again for the first time in 
four years to welcome President and 

. Mrs. Wilson who passed in parade. 

After the war Miss Knapp woi'fcedfor 
a short time In DesMoines, Iowa, re­
turning to her home In Hillsdale to 
receive her science and teaching de-
free from Hillsdale college in 1937. 
From 1941 until she retired in 1957 
she taught health and was a school 
nurse in Northville schools. 

"Retirement" means to Ruth Knapp 
regular work as a Northville State 
hoi^ital auxiliary volunteer in the 
hospital gift shop, work with North­
ville Town Hall (last week addressing 
800 brochures and stuffing 1,900 into 
envelopes!) - and keeping in touch with 
Harper ho^ital to which she has pre­
sented her scrapbook filled with World 
War I recollections and pictures. 

Miss Knapp has been a member of 
the American Legion for 30 years. 

In the 1939 Legion convenQon in 
Detroit, she was chosen to lead |he en­
tire assembly of Legionnaires In a 
parade down Woodward.

A budget totaling $28,500 was ap­
proved by a vote of 17-12 in the annual 
Salem township meeting Saturday night 
at the township hall. 

In approving the 1966-67 financial 
report and the new estimated budget, 
citizens turned back a proposed amend­
ment that would have set aside Salem 
landfill income for a fecia l account that 
could not be touched until 1972. 

Defeated by a similar 17-12 vote, 
the amendment would have left the de­
cision as to how this money should be 
used up to the voters at the 1972 
annual meeting. 

Mrs. Wilfred Hammond, who pro­
posed the amendment, suggested that the 
money could be used for road Improve­
ment, development of a recreational 
area, or perhaps for a sanitary sewer 
project. 

She argued that the $5,200 earmark­
ed from the landfill should not be lump­
ed together with other incoming monies 
since it was not part of the current 
budgeted Income. It represented a bonus 
income, she said, that could be increas­
ed each year and used later for some 
major township project. 

Mrs. Hammond contended that since 
the township board had been able to 
operate township business without the 
money last year it should be able to do 
the same this year. 

On the other hand, officials pointed 
out that the money was needed to meet 
budgeted costs and that without it cuts 
In these expenditures would become 
necessary. 

It was noted that anticipated income 
from sales and intangible taxes and ex­
cess of roll is estimated at several 
thousand dollars less than was realized 

in the current budget. 
Specifically, income from sales and 

intangible taxes totaled more than 
$22,500 and excess of roll more than 
$3,200 in 1966-67, while income from 
these three sources in the 1967-68bud­
get are estimated at$19,200and$l,000. 

Total actual income in the 1966-67 
fiscal year was put at $30,274.58, ac­
cording to the annual financial report 
approved by the citizens. 

Cash on hand as of March 31 was 
$13,587 after payment of $26,716.88 in 
1966-67 bills. 

Among the major disbursements in 
the new budget as compared to actual 
expenditures in 1966-67 are (actual 
expenditures appear second): 

Supervisor's salary, $3,000 and 
$2,872.50; clerk's salary, $1,500 and 
$1,436.25; treasurer's salary, $1,500 
and $1,436.25; heating and plumbing 
inspector, $1,000 and $1,138.05; attor­
ney fees, $2,000 and $2,017; Washtenaw 
county road commission, $5,000 and 
$4,572.05; fire department, $6,000 and 
$6,240.79; township hall, $1,500 and 
$1,452.58; and elections, $1,000 and 
$848.25. 

In other action Saturday, citizens 
gave approval to expenditure of $300 
for maintenance of Salem cemeteries, 
^proved holding of township meetings 
on the first Monday of each month at 
8 p.m. (except when this date falls on a 
legal holiday), and established the 
National Bank of Detroit as the de­
pository of township monies. 

A proposal that would have establish­
ed a $100 weekly inq>ectlon fee for all 
future township gravel pitsand landfills 
was defeated.

New York plays an Important role 

in this early historybecauselt washere 
that an elected county board of town 
supervisors, consisting of freeholders 
from each town (township), originated. 

Thomas Jefferson considered 
"these wards, called townships in New 
England,. . .vital principals of their 
governments and have proved them­
selves the wisest ever devised b y . . . 
man for the perfect exercise of self 
government..." 

Because Governor Cass was raised 
in New England where this system of 
local self-government had a strong 
foothold, it seems logical that he -
probably more than anyone else-would 
do most to establish the county and 
township form of government in Michi­
gan. 

The preliminary step in the develop­
ment of the township here took place 

.with the adoption by Congress of the 
Ordinance of 1785, which provided for 
the survey and sale of lands given to the 
national government by states and In­
dian tribes. Under this ordinance, town­
ships were laid out in six mile squares 
for the purpose of locatingand describ­
ing land. 

A second step was the adoption of the 

Ordinance of 1787, which controlled the 
territory now making up the states of. 
Michigan, Ohio, Indiana and Wisconsin. 

In 1805, Congress authorized the 
incorporation of the territory of Michi­
gan, and from 1805 to 1823 the territory 
was ruled by the governor and three 
judges selected by the President. 

According to Edward Bemis, an 
early Michigan historian, "the laws 
adopted in Michigan duriiig the terri­
torial period were taken from Virginia, 
Ohio, Massachusetts andNew York. The 
French settlers preferred central con­
trol, but most of the new settlers in 
Michigan were from New York andNew 
England where local self-government 
was most developed." 

In 1825 Congress authorized the 
governor and the legislative council of 
the Michigan territory to incorporate 
townships and It provided for the elec­
tion of officers. And fInaUy, in 1827, 
the legislative council passed a law 
which laid the foundation of the present 
township government. It was this law 
which created the township meeting, 
which, according to George E . Howard, 

was the first to be adopted in the 
territory west of the Allegheny Moun­
tains. 

The supervisor-township system of 
Michigan, although patterned after that 
of New England, usually possesses less 
authority thjan the New England town, 
and its meetings are not as well at­
tended. For example, the election of 
township officials no longer take place 
at these annual meetings. 

Political scientists contend the town 
meeting "has gradually broken down" 
in the more urban areas because com­
munities have grown too large, their 
populations have become mixed with 
newcomers who have different govern­
mental traditions, and because govern­
ment problems have become too compli­
cated to be d i ^ s e d of in a single, 
open meeting. 

But, concedes one of these govern­
ment experts, "discussion is still a 
foundation stone of Americanmunicipal 
action." And, saysNuquist, "the mutual 
sharing of specialties at the town meet­
ing. . .make for greater success in 
local activity."

When men, women, and cllildren 
are dying to preserve freefJom an(1 stop 
ttle onslaught of Communism in the 
world, Christians must face the fact of 
war realistically. To simply say that 
war is contrary to the will of God 
doesn't seem to be enough. Certainly, 
•we are called upon to respect the com­
mandment "Thou Shalt not k i l l " and the 
teachings of Jesus in the Sermon on the 
Mount. However, Jesus said a great 
deal about man's responsibility to his 
neighbor, making it crystal clear that 
we are called upon to get involved and 
sacrifice our very lives in order to 
preserve the lives of others; in short, 
the neighbor - every man. To fail to act 
when danger strikes then would seem 
as contrary to the will of God as war 
itself. Jesus did not inhisown time lash 
out with the intention of harming any­
one, but he did take a certain initiative 
to bring about change and resist evil. 

One thing that should be of a great 
concern to usis giving encouragement to 
our thousands of soldiers from this 
country and others, who out of bravery 
and conviction sacrifice themselvesfor 
the freedom of the world. You can say 
that war is contrary to the will of God, 
but where does that leave these people 
who have left the comforts and safety 
of home and community to do what they 
think is right. So much of the time we 
seem to be saying that what they are 
doing is unchristian. Yet, I might 
venture to say that what many so-called 
Christians are doing and saying today is 
far more unchristian and damning. 

Henry Kolbe wrote an article during 
the Korean conflict entitled "The Chris­
tian's Dilemma in Wartime" in which he 
suggests that if the primary or inten­
tional act of the soldier is to kil l , then 
the Christian mustoppose military ser­
vice. However, if the Intentional is to 
preserve our home, family, and coun­
try, then the soldier's act has to be 
thus judged. It is impossible then, to 
say that participation in war for these 
reasons Is unchristian.Itdoesnot seem 
that it is the will of God that other 
people's lives are destroyed, and, there­
fore, any such operation should not be 
permitted to go unchecked. To quote 
from Kolbe's article directly. . . 

"For surely it i l l behoovesa Chris­
tian to be so concerned with his own 
welfare that in order to keep his own 
hands unspotted from violence he should 
permit others to suffer or die." 

Those who oppose war on the basis 
of its being unchristian must be given 
the greatest of respect, but at the same 
time nonpacifists must be respected 
for their views. To quote Georgia 
Harkness in her book Christian Eth­
ics, 

"...there ought to be no name call­
ing or imputing of bad motives to 
conscientious fellow Christians. To 
charge a pacifist with lack of patriot­
ism or with cowardice, or to call a non-
pacifist Christian a militarist or a 
warmonger, accomplishes nothing ex­
cept to reveal one's ignorance and 
arouse bad feelings." 

Today many thousand who are hold­
ing on to their Christian principles 
while participating in war need our sup­
port, aiJd we must be careful when we 
denounce the evil of war that we do not 
condemn brave mea 

There is no doubt in my mind that 
we must follow the teachings of Jesus 
as far as humanly possible, but at the 
same tlnie it is hard to believe that In 

. the face of aggression we are to do 
nothing. To do nothing to protect our­
selves and others from open aggression 
indirectly involves us in taking part 
in the killing of innocent people. To 
place this on a lower level, you who 
are parents have been born with an In­
ner compulsion to protect your chil­
dren. This is God's will. Certainly, If 
you fall to do this and harm should 
come to your children because of your 
lack of responsibility, it would be hard 
for you to justify your action. 

Any thinking individual recognizes 
the futility of war In this modern age 
and that everything possible should be 
done to prevent war In order to pre­
serve mankind. Whether paclflstornon-
pacifist, we must be willing to present 
a united front and work harmoniously to 
bring about a lasting peace.

LANSING - Abortion and steriliza­
tion should be very controversial sub­
jects. But Michigan lawmakers find, so 
far, this has not been the case. 

When State Senator John E.McCaul-
ey, D-Wyandotte, introduced a bill to 
legalize abortion and sterilization under 
^ c i f l e d circumstances there was brief 
argument over whether the bill could 
be considered this year. 

Senator RcAert Richardson, chair­
man of the Judiciary Committee to which 
the bill was assigned, said his group al­
ready had a full calendar. The com­
mittee probably would not have time 
to properly study this measure beause 
It would draw so much controversy, he 
stated. 

Richardson suggested it be sent 
to the Health Committee, which has 
fewer bills. His Idea was turned down. 

McCauley's proposal, patterned 
after similar laws in other states, 
would permit abortions upon recom­
mendation by a county prosecutor and 

three physicians if the pregnancy re­
sulted from rape or incest. 

Sterilization of either men or wo­
men would be allowedbecause of physi­
cal or mental health considerations or 
the family's economic condition. 

McCauIey describes his bill as a 
"humanitarian" proposal. 

Many doctors of high reputation are 
now performing these operations des­
pite the risk to their professional 
standing, he said. 

Only a sprinkling of mail was re­
ceived after the bill was made public. 
In a letter to the Senate committee 
the Michigan Council of Churches put 
itself firmly on record in support of 
the legislation. 

Concern has now shifted over this 
bill which, if passed, could be one of 
the most significant changes in Mich­
igan law enacted this year. 

Richardson was first concerned 
that Ms committee could not give prop­
er attention to the proposal because 
of its controversial nature. 

The concern in many quarters now 
is that Richardson's committee will by­
pass the measure this session because 
there has not been adequate public sent­
iment. 

Michigan's income tax, if one is 
signed into law, will probably be ac­
cepted reluctantly by the state's citi­
zens. It might be some consolation to 
know that they have company among 
citizens of other states. 

According to a study of the State 
•Revenue Department, 35 states now 
have an income tax. Al l except that in 
Indiana are on a graduated scale with 
the percentage of tax increasing as in­
come increases. 

Of the graduated programs in other 
states, some start as low as 1.5 per 
cent and some go as high as 12 
percent. Variations in exemption and 
deduction allowances make the taxes 
nearly impossible to compare in any 
general way, the department study em­
phasizes.

later this year may just about cancel 
our expected heavier-than-year-ago 
hog runs. To put it another way: What­
ever increase we see in hog output this 
year will not make for larger total 
livestock production. 

Over the next couple of months 
slaughter of steers and. heifers will 
continue heavy, reflecting the large 
numbers still in feedlots. This will 
tend to limit cattle price upturns well 
into May at least. Even so, the bulk of 
factors suggests that cattle pricesdur-
in the second quarter will average abit 
higher than in the January-March 
period. 

It is widely expected that agricul­
tural prices will be higher this year 
than in 1966, but close examination of 
supply-demand trends indicates this 
will not be so. Best bet is that the 
average of farm-product prices in 1967 
will actually show a small decline. Much"-
larger corn and soybean crops, and a 
sizable upturn at least in wheat output, 
will mean lower quotesfor these items. 
Hog, poultry, and egg prices also pro­
mise to be down from last year. And 
these projected price declines are un­
likely to be offset by higher quotes for 
cattle, dairy products, and perhaps 
some selected grains. 

Of course the larger farm produc­
tivity in prospect will result in some in­
crease in total receipts from agricul­
tural marketings. A new record for 
gross farm Income seems to be in the 
making. Realized net will be a different 
story, however, for farmers' expenses 
are rising rapidly. Labor costs, ma­
chinery prices, and taxes are all trend­
ing up. As a consequence, farmers* 
realized net income this year may be 
off from 1966 possibly by as much as 
5%. 

Farmers and others who depend on 
farm purchasing power for their own 
bread and butter cannot fully insulate 
them.selves from the Impact of hl^er 
costs. But they can become more pros­
perous by keeping abreast of the ec­
onomic and technological developments 
affecting agriculture.They mustbepre-
pared for a further decline in the num-
ber of farms and for additional in­
creases in farm size. 

Make no mistake about it, farms 
having less than $20,000 in product 
sales annually are on the way out. But 
larger farms will become still more 
highly mechanized and more profitable. 
And the market for feed, seeds, and 
equipment will grow far beyond current 
expectations.

The real issue istllat Michigan sim­
ply needs more money than present 
programs generate if the stateisto func­
tion at the level its people indicate they 
expect. 

Who wants to reduce substantially 
the funds for schools, both at local and 
college level? Who wants to relieve the 
state of its welfare responsibilitiesand 
dump these back on individual counties? 
Who wants to lose ground in treatment 
of mental health? The answer seems to 
be "very few". 

Yet nearly 75% of state budget Is 
made up of these three categories. 
Lawmakers are faced with the very 
real problem of raising money to finance 
the expenditures which they have author­
ized. And much of the funds authoriz­
ed have been approved following pres­
sure from citizens and citizen groups. 

One can judge the conscientious leg­
islator as compared with the more po­

litically motivatedbywatching the voting 
record. A man who votes for all the 
expenditures and none of,the taxes 
leaves something to be desired when he 
is measured for responsibility. This is 
the way, for it permits him to tell one 
group of constituents that he voted for 
what they want and another group that 
he voted for no taxes. 

Legislators who face the full prob­
lem of both expenditure and income hon­
estly are of infinitely more value to the 
people they represent. Thlsisthemore 
difficult way, but it is the way which has 
a significance for the state. 

There can be little doubt that Mich­
igan citizens will be paying more in 
taxes in 1967 than they did in 1966. The 
question is how it will be collected, 
and when the collection will be accel­
erated.

A project tllat flas been high on the 
list of Township Supervisor R, D. Mer-
rlam for nearly three years is finally 
coming into focus. 

A letter of intent received last week 
from the state departm:nt of mental 
health makes the proposed sale of 

.water to Northville State Hospital and 
Plymouth State Home and Training 
School a near certainty. 

The result of the negotiation will be 
a system of water lines in the township's 
southeastern section that will provide 
water to a wide residential area. 

On the basis of assurances that the 
state-owned institutions will purchase 
Detroit water from the township when 
it is available, definite steps can now be 
undertaken to start financial and en­
gineering plans for the project. 

Supervisor Merriam points out that 
the revenues from the sale of water to 
the two large hospitals will finance the 
project, estimated at some $500,000. 

Plans call for installation of a water 
line from t.he Detroit main on Eight Mile 
road across Meadowbrook country club 
to Marilyn road, then south along Mari­
lyn to Seven Mile road and across 
Northville State Hospital property to 
Six Mile road and finally west to Sheldon 
road thus "looping" the line by rejoin­
ing the Detroit main, which runs through 
the city of Northville. 

The new township water line should 
brisg •A'ater to the proposed Greenspan 
and Thompson-Brown developments in 
the Six-Mile-Bradner road area as 
well as adjoining areas along Six and 
Seven Mile roads. 

Supervisor Merriam is hopeful that 
actual work on the installation of the 
system can begin by late fall. 

He points out In addition to the 
fact that revenues can pay off the cost 
of the installation, Wayne county has In­
dicated it will back the township in 
guaranteeing the bonds, a feature that 
will lower interest rates.

While Instructing my children in the 
skillful maneuvers of putting a kite 
into the air over the weekend, my fa­
ther reminisced a little about the times 
his children flew "home-made mon­
sters." 

It was enough to spark an almost 
forgotten terror. 

Like so many dads in file Thirties 
who counted pennies as folks count dol­
lars today, mine took to building most 
of his children's toys-kites included. 
The practice became so ingrained that 
even after labor became more plentiful 
he continued to make toys. Even today 
my own children are recipients of these 
marvels. 

Hobby horses, rockers, trucks, wa­
gons - you name it, he made 'em. And 
they were better built, finer looking toys 
than the boughten kind, even though his 
children wished secretly for those in the 
store. 

But It was in the area of kite-
building that my father excelled - not 
so much in craftsmanship as In or­
iginality. He built all kinds; there were 
little ones, three-sided and five-sided 
ones. But his i^eciality was the "Rus­
sian Monster", a giant billboard with an 
ugly face that scared kids for blocks 
around. 

With the first breezes of ^r ing a 
sort of demon-like madness possessed 
him as he gathered materials for the 
"new" monster. No amount of pleading 
would sway him. "This one wliibebig-
ger and better and meaner than last 
year's," he would chortle, certain that 
no neighborhood kid could match the 
product his children would fly. 

Just the thought of him down In the 
basement putting together the monster 
kept our normally kids-filled, noisy 
yard strangely empty and silent. Even 
his own children had to muster cour­
age to descend Into that basement lab­
oratory where he huddled over yards 
of heavy meat-wrapping paper, cane 
poles, and a can of blood-red paint. 

The five-sided monster was about 
five feet high and nearly four feet wide, 
its framework was of split-in-half cane 
pole."; and the sides of heavy carpen­
ter's twine. It featured my father's 
own brand of "bellybands" that pushed 
the kite's chest out and accented the 
bearded, teeth lllled face of the Rus-
.sian. 

ri think dad got the idea of the face 

from a photograph of my grandfather 
showing him in his Russian army uni­
form). 

The day of the christening was al­
ways a momentous one. Kites suddenly 
disappeared from the skies, fields em­
ptied, and a hush fell over the neighbor­
hood. It was always a windy day - it 
had to be in order to get the monster 
airborne. But once in the air, it was 
there to stay. (I remember tying it to the 
back-porch rail while taking time outfor 
supper). 

Fev,' knew of the terror one felt in 
holding the heavy line that anchoredthe 
monster to the ground. It's debatable 
which end of the line made it tremble 
so. There was the constant fear that 
the pilot would suddenly be lifted heav­
en-ward, and there was thatnagglngfear 
that it would rip • from the hands of the 
pilot, leaving him to answer to its 
creator. 

Each year brought innovations. 
There was that terrible, whistling noise 
caused by a paper belt across the mon­
ster's face, the 20-foot long tall with a 
tin can fastened to its end, there was 
the parachute drops, and the special 
bridle that made the monster dive on 
command. 

As the years passed and his chil­
dren grew older, monster building be­
came less and less exciting until finally, 
my father put away his materials and 
ideas. 

Last weekend as he reminisced, 
something stirred within him and for a 
moment I thought he might head for 
the basement. But it was only a teasing 
memory, properly left to his own child­
ren to grow in size and ferocity.

It's all rollicking good fun, a smash 
comedy hit from Broadway, a bit of 
Americanese, so they say. Truth of the 
matter is the cliches heralding the com-
Ing of "The Odd Couple" didn't miss 
the mark by far. One is thoroughly 
drenched In belches of laughter by the 
time the curtain comes down on the 
final play of the University of Michi­
gan's Professional Theatre Program. 

But when all 's said and done, "The 
Odd Couple" is hardly a play conceived 
in innocence and dedicated to the prop­
osition that life is a bowl of cherries. 
And this is where the advanced billing 
falls short. Under the panoply of bear­
ish repartee Is a solid stelft of cri t i­
cism aimed directly at the American 
male and indirectly at the heart of 
America - marriage. 

"The Odd Couple," you see, is two 
men, not two women. Because of Ms 
profligacy, the bullish Oscar Madison 
has been divorced by his wife, Blanche, 
leaving Oscar free to Indulge hispuerlle 
whims, like getting together with the 
boys to play cards and raise bell. 
Felix Ungar is the milquetoast daddy, 
that poor boob who's more woman than 
man. But don't blame Felix, the emas­
culated American male. 

He's the victim of rigorous toilet 
training, by his ownadmlssion. Whimp­
ering, simpering Felix has been given 
the heave-ho by his qwuse because of 
his impeccability, his penchant for 
cleanliness that borders on Insanity. 
Self-effacing Felix and ebullient Oscar 
strike an agreement, connubial at that. 
Felix will keep house for sloppy Oscar 
and tc^ether they'll make beautiful mus­
ic. 

They do, until bliss blows up as 
familiar marital peccadiloes come back 
to haunt, like ghosts from marriages 
past. The where have you been bit 
when you knew the dinner was ready and 
a telephone was close by. The silent 
treatment. An Incongruous situation, 
calculated to bring laughs - and it does 
- but it 's a deadly business, too, baring 
the American male as an inept slob, on 
the one hand, and an emasculated patsy, 
on the other. 

A l l of which does not detract from 
the play. In fact, it 's the rack upon 
which the hat of comedy bangs. But 
there is something wrong with the mat­
ter. Playwright Neil Simon, whose 
Broadway hits have established his 
continuing celebrity, is a little too rife 
with the punch line. "Couple" comes 
dangerously close to a comic night 
club act, with every line taut wlthclev-
er twists. Over the long run - two 
hours - the flip line pales and the play 
is buoyed up by dramatic surprise.

Eleventh hour action prevented a 
Volatile issue - sewers for Connemara 
Hills subdivision - from dying for lack 
of a second Monday during a special 
meeting of the Novi, village council. 

On the verge of adjourning andafter 
about 10 minutes had elapsed, the coun­
cil suddenly approved advertising for 
sewer construction bids. They will be 
recalled May 11 and will be preseiited 

. to the council on May 15. 
Moving for advertising was Council­

man Donald Fuller, who was eventually 
seconded by Councilman Leo Harra-
wood. The motion passed, 4-1, with 
Councilman Joseph Crupi casting the 
lone dissenting Vote. 

Earlier, Fuller's motion failed to 
muster a second. But Harrawood fan­
ned the apparently dead issue to life 
when he offered a second after a brief 
discussion of another matter. 

Thinking the meeting was near ad-
jourmnent and no further action would 
be taken, Mr. and Mrs. William Duey, 
the only Connemara Hills residents 
present, and CharlesFensfce, engineer 
for Johnson and Anderson, village en­
gineering consultants, left the council 
chamber. 

Monday's meeting was originally 
scheduled for the purpose of holding a 
public hearing on necessity of paving 
.Seeley road. But approval of the means 
of financing Connemara sewers by the 
Michigan Municipal Finance Commis­
sion, received last week, resulted in 
placing the matter on the agenda. 
; As in protractedpastsessions, call­

ed to resolve the assessment dispute, 
tempers flared during Monday's meet­
ing. There was an unsuccessful attempt 
to adjourn the meeting to block action 
and Village Manager Harold Ackley's 
express refusal to re-assess Conne- -
mara Hills. 

Most of the controversy tos over 
Cruipi's insistence that the council 
would be compounding its mistake in 
cbosing the present assessment meth­
od by approving the advertising for 
bids. In lieu of the present method, 
Crupi offered two suggestions. 

First, he proposed that residents 
living in Connemara Hills along Nine 
Mile and Taft roads be dropped from 
the present district. 

Second, he proposed that two dis­
tricts be established where now there 
is one. Residents living on Nine Mile 
and Taft roads, within and Without the 
present district, would be assessed by 

foot frontage and form one special 
assessment district. Interior Conne­
mara residents would constitute another 
district, to be assessed by lot. 

Adoption of either plan, other coun-
cilmen pointed out, would mtian "start­
ing from scratch" (re-assessing, gain­
ing approval of the finance commission, 
etc.) and would possibly result in the 
loss of money through inflation. This 
would offset any money to be saved 
for Connemara residents. 

Crupi. motioned to have two new 
districts created, but the motiou died 
for lack of a second. Miffed, Crupi 
immediately moved for adjournment to 
block further action on the proposed 
assessment method. President Philip 
Anderson objected, but Crupi asserted 
that "it is a privileged motion and 
cajlnot be dismissedthiseasily." Coun­
cil then voted, 4-1, against adjourn­
ment, with Crupi voting "yes." 

"Don't pass things behind people's 
backs," Crupi said after the roll. 
"This is a special meeting." He said 
he had notified the Dueys. 

Under fire from Crupi, Manager 
Ackley balked at the suggestion that he 
set up another special assessment dis­
trict or re-assess. He pointed out that 
he was being blamed for precipitating 
the dispute. 

Bringing about the abbreviated vot­
ing deadlock was the Dueys' opposition 
to Ackley's contention tint a majority 
of Connemara Hills residents wanted 
sewers, as indicated by phone calls 
to his office. 

Mrs. Duay, in turn, volunteered to 

petition for signatures to prove other­
wise - that a majority were opposed 
to sewer construction on the present 
basis of assessment by lot. Harra­
wood backed Mrs. Du-?y's sugges­
tion: "Now that we know the price, 
we can find out if the people want it 
(sewers)." 

Countering was Councilman Ray­
mond Harrison. Opinions had been 
sounded out In previous meetings, Har­
rison said, and the present method had 
finally been accepted after deliberation. 
Petitioning, he felt, would be repe­
titious. 

Furthermore, Harrison, Fuller and 

Anderson explained that advertising for 
bids would not be obligating or placing 
a financial burden on Connemara resi­
dents. In fact, they said, the bids 
would yield figures to beusedasabasis 
for making a final determination of the 
sewer question. 

Crupi objected, however. The coun­
cil had made an error, he said, and 
approval of Fuller's m-jtion would be 
"one more step" away from the desired 
goal of a fair assessment method. 

When Harrawood finally seconded 
Fuller's advertising motion, the coun-
cllmen once more cited the sami; reas­
ons for approving the motion.

A barrage of protests during Mon­
day's public hearing of necessity be­
fore the Novi village council forced 
shelving of a proposal to pave Seeley 
road between Grand River and 11 Mile 
road. 

Another hearing will be called, how­
ever, when a traffic count hasbeentak-
en to determine the frequency with 
which the road is used and the users 
of It. Motion to postpone passed, 5-0. 

An earlier motion, made by Council­
man Leo Harrawood, to turn down the 
proposal until residents petition for 
improvements was defeated, 3-2. Siding 
with Harrawood was Councilman Joseph 
Crupi. 

Total cost of the proposed con­
struction was estim.lted at $46,964, 
With an estimated $5,175 for contingen­
cies, $4,295 for engineering and in­
fection, fees and Sl,0OO lor. legal fee-s 
and advertising expenses. 

VUlage Manager Ifirold Ackley rec­
ommended the Village pick up 20 per­
cent of the total tab, or about $9,392. 
Estimated cost per running foot was 
$8.50. Minus the village share, cost 
per foot to the individual property own­
er would be approximately $6.80. 

.Home owners attacked the proposed 
assessment method, which, they felt, 
would unduely burden them. They pre­
ferred assessment, if possible, by use, 
pointing out that truckers and the trail-
er court were the prime users of the 
road. 

Owning the property on the west 
side of the road are Eerie Trailer Man­
ufacturing company (U-Haul) and Gulf 
Oil company. The east side of Seeley 
road, however. Is primarily owned by

The largest exclusive manufactur­
er of industrial balancing machines in 

.the .eWorld, Mi.arorPolse Engineering 
and Sales company and its manufactur­
ing subsidiary, Gibraltor Tool Com­
pany, has prchased 30 acres in Wixom 
for a contemplated new home base. 

Proposed new site for the announc­
ed expansion is a parcel opposite the 
Spencer airport on Pontiac Trail . Plans 
< ^ for the construction of a new plant 
of 30,000 square feet and an office build­
ing of 6,000 square feet. 

That was the word at Tuesday's 
meeting of the Wixom city council, 
which set a public hearing for May 9. 
Sought is the rezonlng from residential 
to light manufacturing, as^recommended 
the previous night by the planning com­
mission. 

Making the announcement was Gun-
nar Mettala, plant manager and Wixom 
city councilman. The company's sales, 
engineering and administrative offices 
are presently located in Detroit, its, 
manufacturing plant is located in War­
ren. 

Mayor Wesley McAtee lauded the 
planned move. It will give Wixom an­
other exclusive world manufacturer, he 
said, aside from the Ford Wixom 
assembly plant, sole producer of Lin-
colns and Thunderbirds. 

Target date for completion of con­
struction is July 1, 1968. By August 1 
architect's plans are scheduled to be 
completed and by Oct()ber 1, the se­
lection of builder and signing of con­
tracts, Mettala announced. 

Geographical location was the prime 
consideration in selecting the Wixom 
site, the plant manager explained. From 
the proposedplant, there iseasyaccess 
to the airport, railroadand expressway. 
Furthermore, Mettala said, the property 
is centrally located to automobile manu­
facturers, principle consumer of Micro-
Poise products. 

Availability of water and designation 
of the land as industrial on the master 
plan were two other considerations. 

Councilman Raymond Lahti ques­
tioned whether the proposed site wasn't 
zoned residential on the master plan, 
but it was explained that the original 
master plan had been modified in Feb­
ruary. Additional land in the south­
western portion of Wixom will be re-
zoned piecemeal " in an orderly fash­
ion," rather than rezonlng the entire 
newly designated industrial area in one 
fell swoop. 

Originally, two general locations 
were recommended by the Detroit Edi­
son's Industrial development depart-
ment and a planning consultant. They 
were 1-75 between Flat Rock and Mon­
roe and 1-96 in the Wixom, Novi, New 
Hudson and Brighton area. 

Necessitating the move was the fact 
that Micro-Poise is outstripping its 
present facilities. Construction of the 
new facilities will double the size of 
the international sales organization, 
Mettala said. 

Micro-Poise now employs 90 peo­

ple. Within five years, the company 
expects to employ 50 new skilledwork-
ers. . . . . .

—received two bids for garbage 
and rubbish plck-tQ) and two for olllog 
of roads. Action In each Instance was 
postponed for study until the next reg­
ular meeting.
