A project tllat flas been high on the 
list of Township Supervisor R, D. Mer-
rlam for nearly three years is finally 
coming into focus. 

A letter of intent received last week 
from the state departm:nt of mental 
health makes the proposed sale of 

.water to Northville State Hospital and 
Plymouth State Home and Training 
School a near certainty. 

The result of the negotiation will be 
a system of water lines in the township's 
southeastern section that will provide 
water to a wide residential area. 

On the basis of assurances that the 
state-owned institutions will purchase 
Detroit water from the township when 
it is available, definite steps can now be 
undertaken to start financial and en­
gineering plans for the project. 

Supervisor Merriam points out that 
the revenues from the sale of water to 
the two large hospitals will finance the 
project, estimated at some $500,000. 

Plans call for installation of a water 
line from t.he Detroit main on Eight Mile 
road across Meadowbrook country club 
to Marilyn road, then south along Mari­
lyn to Seven Mile road and across 
Northville State Hospital property to 
Six Mile road and finally west to Sheldon 
road thus "looping" the line by rejoin­
ing the Detroit main, which runs through 
the city of Northville. 

The new township water line should 
brisg •A'ater to the proposed Greenspan 
and Thompson-Brown developments in 
the Six-Mile-Bradner road area as 
well as adjoining areas along Six and 
Seven Mile roads. 

Supervisor Merriam is hopeful that 
actual work on the installation of the 
system can begin by late fall. 

He points out In addition to the 
fact that revenues can pay off the cost 
of the installation, Wayne county has In­
dicated it will back the township in 
guaranteeing the bonds, a feature that 
will lower interest rates.

While Instructing my children in the 
skillful maneuvers of putting a kite 
into the air over the weekend, my fa­
ther reminisced a little about the times 
his children flew "home-made mon­
sters." 

It was enough to spark an almost 
forgotten terror. 

Like so many dads in file Thirties 
who counted pennies as folks count dol­
lars today, mine took to building most 
of his children's toys-kites included. 
The practice became so ingrained that 
even after labor became more plentiful 
he continued to make toys. Even today 
my own children are recipients of these 
marvels. 

Hobby horses, rockers, trucks, wa­
gons - you name it, he made 'em. And 
they were better built, finer looking toys 
than the boughten kind, even though his 
children wished secretly for those in the 
store. 

But It was in the area of kite-
building that my father excelled - not 
so much in craftsmanship as In or­
iginality. He built all kinds; there were 
little ones, three-sided and five-sided 
ones. But his i^eciality was the "Rus­
sian Monster", a giant billboard with an 
ugly face that scared kids for blocks 
around. 

With the first breezes of ^r ing a 
sort of demon-like madness possessed 
him as he gathered materials for the 
"new" monster. No amount of pleading 
would sway him. "This one wliibebig-
ger and better and meaner than last 
year's," he would chortle, certain that 
no neighborhood kid could match the 
product his children would fly. 

Just the thought of him down In the 
basement putting together the monster 
kept our normally kids-filled, noisy 
yard strangely empty and silent. Even 
his own children had to muster cour­
age to descend Into that basement lab­
oratory where he huddled over yards 
of heavy meat-wrapping paper, cane 
poles, and a can of blood-red paint. 

The five-sided monster was about 
five feet high and nearly four feet wide, 
its framework was of split-in-half cane 
pole."; and the sides of heavy carpen­
ter's twine. It featured my father's 
own brand of "bellybands" that pushed 
the kite's chest out and accented the 
bearded, teeth lllled face of the Rus-
.sian. 

ri think dad got the idea of the face 

from a photograph of my grandfather 
showing him in his Russian army uni­
form). 

The day of the christening was al­
ways a momentous one. Kites suddenly 
disappeared from the skies, fields em­
ptied, and a hush fell over the neighbor­
hood. It was always a windy day - it 
had to be in order to get the monster 
airborne. But once in the air, it was 
there to stay. (I remember tying it to the 
back-porch rail while taking time outfor 
supper). 

Fev,' knew of the terror one felt in 
holding the heavy line that anchoredthe 
monster to the ground. It's debatable 
which end of the line made it tremble 
so. There was the constant fear that 
the pilot would suddenly be lifted heav­
en-ward, and there was thatnagglngfear 
that it would rip • from the hands of the 
pilot, leaving him to answer to its 
creator. 

Each year brought innovations. 
There was that terrible, whistling noise 
caused by a paper belt across the mon­
ster's face, the 20-foot long tall with a 
tin can fastened to its end, there was 
the parachute drops, and the special 
bridle that made the monster dive on 
command. 

As the years passed and his chil­
dren grew older, monster building be­
came less and less exciting until finally, 
my father put away his materials and 
ideas. 

Last weekend as he reminisced, 
something stirred within him and for a 
moment I thought he might head for 
the basement. But it was only a teasing 
memory, properly left to his own child­
ren to grow in size and ferocity.

A proposed "unification" study to 
include the city and township of Ply­
mouth, Canton township and the city and 
township of Northville may have some 
reasonable aspects, but we suspect ul­
terior motives.

The idea of broad community stud­
ies to solve problems, such as incin­
eration, is a good one. 

But I cannot believe that we are 
ready for polygamy.

It's all rollicking good fun, a smash 
comedy hit from Broadway, a bit of 
Americanese, so they say. Truth of the 
matter is the cliches heralding the com-
Ing of "The Odd Couple" didn't miss 
the mark by far. One is thoroughly 
drenched In belches of laughter by the 
time the curtain comes down on the 
final play of the University of Michi­
gan's Professional Theatre Program. 

But when all 's said and done, "The 
Odd Couple" is hardly a play conceived 
in innocence and dedicated to the prop­
osition that life is a bowl of cherries. 
And this is where the advanced billing 
falls short. Under the panoply of bear­
ish repartee Is a solid stelft of cri t i­
cism aimed directly at the American 
male and indirectly at the heart of 
America - marriage. 

"The Odd Couple," you see, is two 
men, not two women. Because of Ms 
profligacy, the bullish Oscar Madison 
has been divorced by his wife, Blanche, 
leaving Oscar free to Indulge hispuerlle 
whims, like getting together with the 
boys to play cards and raise bell. 
Felix Ungar is the milquetoast daddy, 
that poor boob who's more woman than 
man. But don't blame Felix, the emas­
culated American male. 

He's the victim of rigorous toilet 
training, by his ownadmlssion. Whimp­
ering, simpering Felix has been given 
the heave-ho by his qwuse because of 
his impeccability, his penchant for 
cleanliness that borders on Insanity. 
Self-effacing Felix and ebullient Oscar 
strike an agreement, connubial at that. 
Felix will keep house for sloppy Oscar 
and tc^ether they'll make beautiful mus­
ic. 

They do, until bliss blows up as 
familiar marital peccadiloes come back 
to haunt, like ghosts from marriages 
past. The where have you been bit 
when you knew the dinner was ready and 
a telephone was close by. The silent 
treatment. An Incongruous situation, 
calculated to bring laughs - and it does 
- but it 's a deadly business, too, baring 
the American male as an inept slob, on 
the one hand, and an emasculated patsy, 
on the other. 

A l l of which does not detract from 
the play. In fact, it 's the rack upon 
which the hat of comedy bangs. But 
there is something wrong with the mat­
ter. Playwright Neil Simon, whose 
Broadway hits have established his 
continuing celebrity, is a little too rife 
with the punch line. "Couple" comes 
dangerously close to a comic night 
club act, with every line taut wlthclev-
er twists. Over the long run - two 
hours - the flip line pales and the play 
is buoyed up by dramatic surprise.

We stand for a balanced community; The 
Economics of Payrolls, and the bringing 
of these elements together to see what 
develops. 

Turning to your complaint it would 
seem that the bone in the throat here 
would be Economic Development. In my 
view Economic Development is reveal­
ing and definite, but the stumble word is 
Area. It would be easier to re-write 
the headline than it would be to consol­
idate the governing bodies, and thus 
let the single word Northville, as in the 
prefix for Record stand for the whole 

area without effecting a complete per­
sonality change. Thus by striking Area 
you come up with Northville Economic 
Development Corporation which can be 
abbreviated to N.E.D. The N.E.D. Co. 
This is just a tentative attempt to meet 
your merited criticism. It is a subject 
on which some other members of the 
corporation may have somethoughtstoo.

H e a t e d N o v i M e e t i n g 

Eleventh hour action prevented a 
Volatile issue - sewers for Connemara 
Hills subdivision - from dying for lack 
of a second Monday during a special 
meeting of the Novi, village council. 

On the verge of adjourning andafter 
about 10 minutes had elapsed, the coun­
cil suddenly approved advertising for 
sewer construction bids. They will be 
recalled May 11 and will be preseiited 

. to the council on May 15. 
Moving for advertising was Council­

man Donald Fuller, who was eventually 
seconded by Councilman Leo Harra-
wood. The motion passed, 4-1, with 
Councilman Joseph Crupi casting the 
lone dissenting Vote. 

Earlier, Fuller's motion failed to 
muster a second. But Harrawood fan­
ned the apparently dead issue to life 
when he offered a second after a brief 
discussion of another matter. 

Thinking the meeting was near ad-
jourmnent and no further action would 
be taken, Mr. and Mrs. William Duey, 
the only Connemara Hills residents 
present, and CharlesFensfce, engineer 
for Johnson and Anderson, village en­
gineering consultants, left the council 
chamber. 

Monday's meeting was originally 
scheduled for the purpose of holding a 
public hearing on necessity of paving 
.Seeley road. But approval of the means 
of financing Connemara sewers by the 
Michigan Municipal Finance Commis­
sion, received last week, resulted in 
placing the matter on the agenda. 
; As in protractedpastsessions, call­

ed to resolve the assessment dispute, 
tempers flared during Monday's meet­
ing. There was an unsuccessful attempt 
to adjourn the meeting to block action 
and Village Manager Harold Ackley's 
express refusal to re-assess Conne- -
mara Hills. 

Most of the controversy tos over 
Cruipi's insistence that the council 
would be compounding its mistake in 
cbosing the present assessment meth­
od by approving the advertising for 
bids. In lieu of the present method, 
Crupi offered two suggestions. 

First, he proposed that residents 
living in Connemara Hills along Nine 
Mile and Taft roads be dropped from 
the present district. 

Second, he proposed that two dis­
tricts be established where now there 
is one. Residents living on Nine Mile 
and Taft roads, within and Without the 
present district, would be assessed by 

foot frontage and form one special 
assessment district. Interior Conne­
mara residents would constitute another 
district, to be assessed by lot. 

Adoption of either plan, other coun-
cilmen pointed out, would mtian "start­
ing from scratch" (re-assessing, gain­
ing approval of the finance commission, 
etc.) and would possibly result in the 
loss of money through inflation. This 
would offset any money to be saved 
for Connemara residents. 

Crupi. motioned to have two new 
districts created, but the motiou died 
for lack of a second. Miffed, Crupi 
immediately moved for adjournment to 
block further action on the proposed 
assessment method. President Philip 
Anderson objected, but Crupi asserted 
that "it is a privileged motion and 
cajlnot be dismissedthiseasily." Coun­
cil then voted, 4-1, against adjourn­
ment, with Crupi voting "yes." 

"Don't pass things behind people's 
backs," Crupi said after the roll. 
"This is a special meeting." He said 
he had notified the Dueys. 

Under fire from Crupi, Manager 
Ackley balked at the suggestion that he 
set up another special assessment dis­
trict or re-assess. He pointed out that 
he was being blamed for precipitating 
the dispute. 

Bringing about the abbreviated vot­
ing deadlock was the Dueys' opposition 
to Ackley's contention tint a majority 
of Connemara Hills residents wanted 
sewers, as indicated by phone calls 
to his office. 

Mrs. Duay, in turn, volunteered to 

petition for signatures to prove other­
wise - that a majority were opposed 
to sewer construction on the present 
basis of assessment by lot. Harra­
wood backed Mrs. Du-?y's sugges­
tion: "Now that we know the price, 
we can find out if the people want it 
(sewers)." 

Countering was Councilman Ray­
mond Harrison. Opinions had been 
sounded out In previous meetings, Har­
rison said, and the present method had 
finally been accepted after deliberation.

Availability of water and designation 
of the land as industrial on the master 
plan were two other considerations.

Ultimately a 
contract is entered into by the township 
and the Wayne County Board of Road 
Commissioners under Act. 342. Al l of 
this data has to be submitted to Bond 
Council for approval and they take It 
to the Municipal Finance Commlsslonat 
State Level for approval. Mr. Ashton 
was of the opinion that the township 
could at least get these preliminaries 
out of the way, while waiting for the 
contract with the state.

A report by the Deputy Building In­
spector, stating the contJitlon of the 
market was discussed. Mr. Ashton, re­
ferring to the Township Zoning Ordi­
nance, suggested that the board wait 
until the six month period expired, as 
required in the Ordinance, was reach­
ed before taking action. 

It was decided that this matter be 
placed on the June agenda for board 
action. 

4. Fish Hatchery Property: 
Mr. Merriam informed the board that 

the Bureau of Surplus Properties want­
ed $90,000 for the whole property which 
included the property north of Seven 
Mile with the two houses, the two acres 
in the city south of Seven Mile with two 
buildings and the lOacres south of Seven 

Mile in the township. The city does not 
want the property north of Seven Mile 
so they are planning on notifying the 
Government that they wish to purchase 
the 12 acres south of Seven Mile. The 
School Board had decided at their last 
meeting that they would like to have the 
portion of the property north of Seven 
Mile. The city and school board had ask­
ed that the township, if they were not 
interested, to write the Bureau of Sur­
plus Properties stating that the township 
had no more interest in the property. 

Mr. Merriam recommended that the 
board aUow him to write this letter. 

Mr. Baldwin moved, supported by 
Mr. Lawrence, that the Supervisor 
indicate to the Bureau of Surplus Prop­
erty that the Township of Northville do 
not have an interest in the property. 

Motion carried unanimously. 
New Business: 
1. Special Assessment Petition for 

water to be installed on Marilyn road 
north of Five Mile road was presented 
the board. Mr. Merriam advised that he 
had checked the list and better than 55% 
of the residents had signed. He further 
stated that Mr. Helmer had advised 
that he hadbeeninformed that the signa­
ture of Land Contract buyers would be 
acceptable but the Statute stated they 
must be Owners of Record. He su^ested 
that before the board took action, the pe­
tition should be checked by Lawyers 
Title to be sure it is valid. He further 
explained that his petition did not In­
clude the frontage onFive Mile. It would 
start north of the lots on Five Mile. No 
action. 

2. Mr . Merriam informed the board 
that the township was in need of a trash 
and garbage ordinance, that there were 
places where residents had one to four 
old cars without licenses parked in their 
yards and places where there would be 
five or six uncovered garbage cans.

Mr. Don Thomson approached the 
board regarding his sewer tap fee for 
his anticipated car wash establishment. 

Mr. Merriam explained that Mr. 
Mosher and be had checked the sur­
rounding areas car wash establishments 
and their water consumption and it had 
been decided that the year round usage 
would be equivalent to 10 single houses. 
The cost of a sewer tap to a single 
house was $400 and multiplying this by 
ten would mean the sewer tap charge 
should be $4,000. This matter had been 
discussed and determined at the Water 
& Sewer Commission meeting held on 
March 16, 1967 and it was now neces­
sary that the township board take action. 

Mr. Baldwin moved, supported by 
Mr. Lawrence, that the township board 
approve the minutes of the Water & Sew­
er Commission of March 16, 1967 and 
the determination madeinrespecttothe 
application of Mr. Don Thomson for 
the sewer tap fee to be set in connec­
tion with his proposed car wash. 

Motion carried unanimously. 

No further business, Clerk Young 
moved for adjournment. Meeting was 
adjourned at 10:00 p.m.

Did you ever use an ordinary lead pencil 'way beyond the point 
at which it should be sharpened? Then you ioiow it writes poorly, 
leaa legibly, and eventually ceases to write at a l l . 

Roughly speoiting, much the some'thing happens to a car engine 
that has worn itself out of odjustmcnt. L ike the pencil. It needs 
"recliarpening''. 

In only one mile, for inatance, a spark piug fires a thousand 
times and each pair of valves opens and cloaea with each firing, 
open and close $000 tines and the fuel pump pumps a thousand times a minute. An avet-
age dozen carburetor parts are activated with each gas pedal movement. Aiid all of these 
movements cause wear. 

Five thousand miles after a tune-up your engine has lost considerable power and econo-
niy, though you may not notice It since you have been getting used to the decline graduolly. 
But there is no reason why a 30,000 mile engine should not function with new effleieney 
providing these weor tolerances ore properly adjusted. 

Spring and early Summer is a good time to repair the ravages of Winter driving. The in­
take of fuel and air in the carburetor must be rebalanced, the ignition re-timed to compen-
aate for lost compreasion and the spark pluga cleaned and replaced, along with other ad-
justments. 

The money spent will come bock to you in longer engine life, fuel economy and new-
ear performonee you may have got used to doing without.

When doing 
some Army Reserve duty a number 
of years ago, I heard a lecture by 
one of our Infantry Captains, which he 
began with this statement, "I am a 
Catholic, and I believe He con­
tinued to insert some moral values into 
the context of his military presenta­
tion.

Bn was fortunate in having a litter 
bearer who had spent two or three 
years in a leading Protestant Theologi­
cal Seminary; he had turned down his 
draft deferment to enlist in the Army 
Medical Corps. He was, in many 
respects, as effective a minister of 
true religion to his comrades in bat­
tle as an official Chslplaln with the 
insignia of officer rank on his lapels. 
The C.G. of our Infantry Division was 
an Elder in the Presbyterian Church, 
who carried our Unit through one of the 

roughest schedules of combat, includ­
ing the battle of the Bulge. 

These men believed in something. 
They were the men whose beliefs 
made a difference. In life or in death, 
in war or in peace, the ministry of 
the Christian religion has the ingred­
ients of moral courage and spiritual 
stamina. The human machine is more 
than bone and muscle. Itls made of the 
nature of value beyond physical pain 
and pleasure. The beliefs you have 
make the difference between living in 
fear or in faith; in trust or in despair. 

The Creed you have that allows that 
God gave order and purpose, equips 
you to be of immeasurable service 
to those near you. May your creed 
call you to the Almighty God, and 
may your mind be receptive to the 
invitation of One Who said, "Come 
unto Me, all ye that labor and are 
heavy laden — . "

from Rep. Louis Schmidt: 
Debate on fiscal reform began in 

the House on April 6 and the tax 
bills appeared headed for a vote this 
week. 

Further revisions in the proposed 
tax package came up for major dis­
cussion in the House Republican Cau­
cus as a showdown on taxes neared. 

New Information on the expected 
yield of the program suggested by 
Governor Romney, originally put at 
$235 million, caused the caucus to 
take a second look at the revised 
program it had submitted. Latest 
estimates project the yield of Rom-
ney's suggestions at $307 million, 
much closer to wliat the caucus f i ­
gured would be necessary to meet re­
venue needs in coming years. 

The Governor's plancallsfor atwo 
and one half percent personal income 
tax, five percent lax on corporations 
and eight percent on financial Insti­
tutions. Tax relief features Include 
a 10 percent credit on property taxes, 
a $10 sales tax credit, repeal of the 
business activities tax and increased 
exemptions under the intangibles tax. 
This is the basic program which was 
defeated in a Senate test vote and 
referred back to committee. 

The original G.O.P. revision came 
about through feelings that the Gover­
nor's program would not produce ade­
quate new revenue. Romney's sugges­
tions were altered to Include a three 
percent personal income tax, sixper-
cent tax on corporations and reten­
tion of the eight percent financial in­
stitutions tax. Other tentative alter­
ations Included dropping the sales tai 
credit and doubling the .-operty tax 
relief to 20 percent. 

The newly revised plan reinstates 
the two and one half j,.jrcent levy 
on personal Income and the five per­
cent tax on corporations. The levy 
on financial Institutions was lowered

LANSING - Prevailing concept of 
traffic safety shortcomings, dictated 
from Washington, i s missing the meat 
of the problem, says the Automobile 
Club of Michigan. 

In Washington, focus of blame Is 
car manufacturers for the rising rates 

« of traffic accidents and fatalities. 
Laws aimed at making autos safer 
and requiring states to Implement 
these with other programs are either 
on the books or in the making. 

Michigan's Auto Club conducted 
a unique study of about 20 per cent 
of the fatal accidents which occurred 
in the state last year. Published as 
"How to Bring MORE Back A l i v e " , 
the 61-page report pins down several 
major causes, primari ly law viola­
tions. The condition of the vehicle 
was not the obvious or direct cause of 
any of the deaths. 

BASIC LAW violations, at 89 per 
cent^ stood out as the most frequent 
cause of fatal crashes. Other major

BABSON PARK, Mass. A l l across 
the country school budgets are sky­
rocketing. Funds have to be pro­
vided for new or improved buildings 
and facilities, for updated textbooks 
and visual aids, and for rising salary 
requirements for teachers and admin­
istrators. But In ^I te of a l l efforts, 
teachers by and large apparently are 
not satisfied. There i s real danger 
that teachers' s t r ikes-once unheard 
of, but now by no means rare - wi l l 
spread and intensify. 

During the past decade or so, 
teachers have become much morefuUy 
organized than ever before. Their 
federations and labor unionsare more 
aggressive and more articulate in lo ­
cal communities and they have step­
ped up their lobbying at state cap­
itals. What are they after? 

The essence of most teacher de­
mands of late has been money. Even 
in cases where local school boards 
have (often quite reluctantly, to be 
sure) agreed to uiprecedentedly large 
salary Increases, greater fringe ben­
efits, and improved working con­
ditions, teachers are reported to be 
stiU unhappy. 

• They, are also groping for some­
thing which their profession has lost 
during the past several years, -
the i^ntaneous respect of the child 
and of the community. Time was 
when everybody understood educa­
tion's general purpose. Now there 
i s much confusion and difference of 
opinion between teachers, school of-

causes were alcohol (involved in at 
least 44 per cent of the accidents), 
drivers with bad records, and speed 
excessive for either road conditions or 
the dr iver ' s ability. 

A disproportionately large number 
of inexperienced, teen drivers were 
involved in the accidents studied. The 
Auto Club also noted a distinctively 
small percentage of old cars involved. 

Representatives of the Auto Club 
visited the scenes of most accidents, 
interviewed witnesses and police, and 
delved into the driving records of 
those involved. 

Legislators, judges and law en­
forcement officers have been sent 32 
specific recommendations resulting 
from the AAA study. The crux of the 
study's findings is to get traffic safety 
into proper focus. 

F red N . Rehra, Auto Club general 
manager, notes that his organiza­
tion fully approves of attempts to 

make cars as safe as possible. " A t ­
tention should be shifted to the ma­
jor cause: the dr iver , " he says. 

Federal attempts to get safer ve­
hicles " w i l l have no effect on cutting 
accidents, though they may cut deaths 
and severity of accidents," he stated 
in a letter to the National Highway 
Safety Agency. 

"Even when the perfect vehicle is 
built, if it ever i s , there s t i l l wi l l be 
accifients," Rehm contends. His or­
ganization's in-depth study backs up 
the contention that safety efforts 
should be aimed at improving the 
man behind the wheel. 

MICHIGAN'S legislature is s t i l l 
having its problems getting organized 
after four months of session. 

This was predicted for the House" 
of Representatives because of an even 
55-55 vote split, but that i s not the 
problem which continues to plague 
lawmakers. 

The high volume of bi l ls introduced 
this year has posed acute printing 
problems; so acute that on several 
occasions it has been a week or more 
from the time a measure was intro­
duced before a copy of the b i l l was 
available to read. 

Deadlines for accomplishing cer­
tain phases of the annual lawmaking 
process have already been missed and 
reset. 

At the beginning of the session 
Senate Majority Leader Emi l Lock-
wood, R-St. Louis, proposed setting 
an additional set of deadlines: to 
schedule committee work. 

His Idea was a good one although 
no schedule came about. 

Like a family trying to live on an 
unrealistic budget, the state legisla­
ture has consistently set for itsef 
impossible time schedules. 

The trouble i s Inherent in the way 
they operate. Each year most legisla­

tors introduce a whole group of bil ls to 
placate their constituents in the full 
knowledge that the proposals have no 
chance of passage. 

THIS SWAMPS the entire legisla­
tive machine. This year there were 
some 500 requests to have b i l l s drawn 
for introduction which could not be ful­
fi l led. More than 2,050 bi l l s were prop--
er ly introduced; about 800 in the Senate 

and 1,250 in the House. It i s not un­
common for one legislator to introduce 
more than 100. 

Until someone figures out a better 
way, or until legislators areui l l ingto 
down the number of hopeless or point­
less bi l ls they introduce, there can be 
no easy solution to their wallowing. 
They have made their own legislative 
bed, and they must rol l around in it .

Guest speaker at the dedica­
tion WiU be the Rev. Richard B u r ­
gess, now pastor of Inter City Bible 
Church in Lansing. 

Final ly, the Rev. Elwood Chip-
chase, now pastorlng at the Bethel 
Bible Church In Evergreen Park, 
IlUnols, win preach during the even­
ing service. 

Special music wi l l be given i n a l l 
services by " T H E A B B OTS" , a 
quartette of young Christian menfrom 
Abbot Hail , Michigan State university. 

The decision to rename the church 
was made in a vote by members 
of the congregation on February 1. 
Pr imary reason for changing the name 
was the concensus that the use of 
the word " B i b l e " in the name more 
accurately described the church's 
basic concept. Some people, it was 
noted, wondered what "Federated" 
meant in the present name. 

The present name, according to 
Pastor Speight, originated with the 
merger on December 21, 1920 of the 
F i r s t Baptist Church of Salem and 
the Methodist society of Laphams Cor ­
ners. F i r s t pastor of the combined 
church was the Rev. J . J . HalUday. 

Church history shows that the F i r s t 

Baptist Church had been organized 
January 17,1831 in the home of Wheat-
on BuUock. In 1852, the first church 
was erected on the farm of M r . Stan-
bro at the cost of $900. It was 
moved Into the unincorporated village 
of Salem In 1873. The land for the 
church and parsonage was donated 
by John Dlckerson. 

The present building was com­
pleted and dedicated on February 
8. 1888 at a cost of about $8,000. 

Following the tenure of Rev.. Hall-? 
Iday, tte lat^ M r s . Hay (Cora) Pen- • 
neU served as pastor from 1931 un­
t i l her retirement In 1952. She 
died in 1965. Her husband s t i l l Uves 
in South Lyon. 

Rev. Couch was pastor from 1952 
until 1955. 

Rev. Burgess assumed the pas­
torate on August 1, 1955, serving un-
tU December 27, 1960. During his 
ministry a $16,000 addition was built 
on the north side of the church. 
It was dedicated on December 2,1956. 

Rev. Chipchase became pastor on 
March I, 1961 and served until A p r i l 
26, 1965. The 75th anniversary of the 
church building was celebrated dur­
ing his tenure - on May 20, 1962. 

Under Rev. Chlpchase's ministry 
another addition to the building was 
made. On May 17, 1964 a ground­
breaking ceremony was held for a 
38 X 64-foot two-story educational 
unit which features a multi-purpose 
room (gymnasium) upstairs. It cost 
approximately $40,000. 

Rev. Speight began his duties as 
pastor on September 13,1965.

the one hand - alert to the compe­
titive nature of our society - we 
urge our children toward diplomas 
and degrees that we hope wi l l open 
the door to good-paying jobs.

- Most school boards recognize the 
importance of teachers In community 
l ife. In most cases the stubborn­
ness and recalcitrance of officials 
in the matter of teachers' salaries 
i s based on cold fiscal facts rather 
than on indifference toward teachers' 
needs. Everybody loses when there 
i s a hardening of hostility between 
school boards and teachers. What 
i s needed are new per^ect lves on 
the whole question of education and 
how It Is to be financed . . .and 
a closer relationship between our 
secondary schools and our colleges 
and universities.

the sadness when mother died. The days 
as a city councilman, serving the com­
munity; workingasa carpenter, building 
many of the churches and public struc­
tures in the community. 

A house full of old pictures, old 
familiar furniture, a 150-year-old fam­
i l y Bible, a nearby cemetery where wife 
and son are burled and where another 
headstone awaits a final date.

I l l deed 
it to them free if they'll just let my 
father live out his life Inhisown home." 

Myrn Smith has started a letter 
campaign . . . to senators, representa­
tives and newspapers. He'sfightingfor a 
senior citizen who doesn't want govern­
ment housing. Frank C. Smith, 717 West 
Garfield, Belding, Michigan, just wants 
to be left alone with his memories.

his quest. Tohim, Mlle.Ste-Euvertrep-
resents youth recaptured. 

At last, years of frustration promise 
to come to an end. Madame St. Pe has 
compromised herself by writing two 
letters to her doctor. Doctor Bonfant, 
professing her love. Grounds for d i ­
vorce, says Mi le . Ste-Euvert, and car­
rying the romantic cudgel, she rushes 
to the General's home in a smaH pro­
vincial French village. 

These are the trappings of romantic 
farce: a myopic damsel, a capering 
rounder andatermagent wife, created In 
tile mold of Henry Fielding. And there 
are laughs aplenty as the Fernald troupe 
delivers Anouilh's dilated lines wittl 
considerable aplomb. Suddenly, how­
ever, ttle bubble of gallant love Isburst 
on the needle of reality and we are 
deflated. In a nonce, through inflection 
and facial gesture, humor i s dispelled 
by the sorrowful plight of two people 
dupped by tradition and time. They have 
been fools. 

This Is Anouilh at his best, combin­
ing the tragic and comic, balancing one 
against Uie other, much as life would 
have i t . Aspect i s tile key to his humor. 
A shift of viewpoint and a gleeful 
g r i n . dissolves into a painful frown. 
Voi la , ttle hero and fool are one. 

Anouilh's art was never clearer, or 
better played, than in the poignant 
confrontation between the general and 
Madame St. Pe. They began In a fa­
mil iar , abrasive manner, ttlrowing ver­
bal brickbats. From her bed, she carps 
at her husband, exposing him as a 
philanderer, while she, poor woman, 
paralyzed and near deatil, i s confined to 
her bed. 

Fami l ia l reproach suddenly becomes 
vi t r io l ic , however, as Madame St. Pe 
lashes outather husband, disclosing her 
secret. She i s not paralyzed, She has 
had other lovers, she detests him. They 
are now two enraged animals, g o l i ^ 
for the jugular. 

A s Mme. St. Pe, Angela Wood i s 
equal to Anouilh'sconceptionandbrlngs 
tile play to an explosive climax. Curt 
Dawson, as the naive secretary, Gas­
ton, and J i l l Tanner and Paulene Rey­
nolds as SIdonia and Estelle, tile gen­
eral ' s ugly daughters, are no less 
memorable.

They' l l probably be the only group 
without uniforms, but when Novi 's 
award-winning high school band com­
petes next week in Uie state band 
festival they'll have plenty going for 
them. 

Besides enthusiasm and talent, 
they'll be boasting a board of educa­
tion "promise" that tilere's 82 brand-
new uiiforms in their future. 

Assurances of uniforms were given 
last week Wednesday evening as the 
board voted unanimously to purchase 
the uniforms. Including one for the 
director and a yet to be selected 
band majorette, at a cost not to ex­
ceed $7,500. 

The order for tile uniforms was 
placed witil Sol Frank, which had bid 
$7,244 for 80 complete uniforms -
hat, coat, trousers, skirt and over­
lay. 

^ Frank was one of two companies. 
which submitted sample uniforms for 
Infec t ion by school officials and Band 
Boosters ' uniform committee. The 
otiler was DemouUn, which had bid 
$7,627.80 - l a t e r corrected to$7,654.80. 

Appearing before tile board of ed­
ucation Wednesday, tiie committee dis­
played tile uniforms and recommended 
purchase from Frank. The board con­
curred In ttie committee's selection. 

In addition to the 80 uniforms on 
which ttle companies bid, tile board 
added two uniforms, one for tile d i ­
rector and ttle otiler for a majorette, . 

wittl the stipulation ttlat the total pur­
chase price not exceed $7,500. 

Although the board voted to make the 
purchase, $3,000 of the purchase price 
has been promised by tiie Band Boost­
ers which has been conductingalengtily 
fund-raising drive to raise money for 
uniforms. More ttlan $2,500 has a l ­
ready been raised for ttlls purpose. 

Delivery of the uniforms i s ex­
pected to be made by late summer -
but in time for the opening of school 
next September. 

Novi 's 42-piece high school band 
w i l l be competing In ttle state festi­
val Saturday, May 29 by virtue of ttle 
fact ttlat it won a top rating in ttle 
district festival recently. 

According to Director Keittl Rol -
ston, the district honor was particu­
la r ly impressive since Novi - which 
has no 11th or 12th grades - was 
competing against high ^sc^'ools w*th 
fliree or four grade levels. 

Even before tile state festival, ttle 
band wi l l be participating in tile annual 
spring concert on Apr i l 27. 

Besides ttle 42 high school bands­
men, 33 students participate In band 
on tile eightil grade level, 50 In tile 
seventh grade, and .45 In the new 
slxtti grade band program. 

Ottler upcoming band programs wil l 
Include participating in ttle Mayor's 
Exchange Day program next monttlas 
well as tiie annual Memorial Day par­
ade. 

Construction Is moving along "very 
w e l l . " 

That's tile report the Novi board of 
education was given last week as it 
discussed the progress of the high 
school addition. 

Although Superintendent Thomas 
Dale estimated that construction was 
"about three weeks" behind schedule, 
an architectural representative ex­
plained that in view of the fact that tile 
contractor faced some stiff problems 
because of weather tills past winter 
he has "done a remarkably good job." 

It was noted that the tilree-week 
delay could be made up "In just a 
week", with a l l indications pointing to 
completion of the project as schedul­
ed barring any strikes in tile building 
trades field. 

Concerning the high school project, 
tile board voted to purchase l ibrary 
shelving equipment from the McFadden 
corporation, which submitted a low 
bid of $880.95. Otiler bidders- were 
Superior School Equipment, $1,321.04, 
and Classrooms, Inc., $1,016. 

Anotiler expenditure of nearly $500 
was noted for additional footing deptil 
in two areas of the building. The 
increased depth, explained the arch­
itectural representative, wasnecessary 
because tile composition of the earth 
at these two points was not adequate 
to support the weight. 

In other action, the board approved 
a policy governing instructors and stu­
dents participating in tile driver edu­
cation vehicles. -

The board also gave tentative ap­

proval for a project planned by the 
Novl Little League organization to i m ­
prove one of the baseball diamonds 
behind Novi school.

In his report to tile board. Super­

intendent Dale estimated that ttle dis­
tr ict probably would have to ask for 
a state aid advance of $160,000 or 
borrow tills amount in order to meet 
expenses with the opening of school 
next f a l l . 

He noted that tile district obtained 
a $100,000 state aid advance for this 
purpose last year. The increase, he 
explained, i s necessary because of i n ­
creased teaching stations, salaries, etc.

F o r C o u n t y R e o r g a n i z a t i o n 

C o u r t F a i l s t o S t o p P l a n s 

Despite last week's state Supreme 
Court 's advisory decision upsetting the 
one-man, one-vote formula for county 
reorganization, many plans for paring 
the county boards of supervisors in 
Michigan are continuing. 

Reorganization of tiiese county 
boards must be accomplished by May 
15 under Act 261 of 1966. The act i s 
an attempt to eliminate representation 
by governmental unit In favor of rep­
resentation by population. 

Petitioned by Governor George Rom-
ney, tiie State Supreme Court advised 
tile governor that in its opinion tile 
act i s unconstitutionaL 

However, because most attorneys 
interpret tile court's ruling as an ad­
visory one only and because there is a 
possibility that tilf United States Sup­
reme Court may rule in favor of county 
reapportionment, plansaregoingahead, 
Joseph R. Farnham, member of tile 
Oakland county reapportionment Com­
mission toIdThe Record-News this week. 

According to a spokesman for tile 
Michigan Municipal League at Ann A r ­
bor, most counties are,continuing ttlelr 
plans for reapportionment but that tilese 
plans are a l l subject toadeclslonbytile 
United States Supreme Court. 

The federal court ruling i s expect­
ed to determine how far down into a 
state's political structure the "one 
man, one vote" theory extends. P res ­
ently, it covers tiie state legislature. 

Also , tiiere are b i l l s In tile state 
legislature at tills time tiiat would strike 
out tiie act or extend the deadline for 
completing tiie reapportionment plans. 
In view of ttle pending court ruling and 
these proposed new laws, actions by 
counties are "rather nebulous", a 
Wayne county official said.. 

Nebulous or not, reorganization 
plans in Wayne and Oakland counties 
are rapidly hearing reality - to the 
point where it i s becoming a distinct 
possibility tiiat local electors w i l l be 
voting for representatives to the new 
boards of supervisors next year. 

Under Act 261, the apportionment 

commissions of tile counties have until 
May 15 to come up witil a districting 
plan. If the plans they devise go un­
challenged In the courts, ttley become 
law upon filing wltti tiie county clerks, 
and electors w i l l be voting for members 
to the new boards at tiie same time tiiey 
vote next year for state representatives. 
Specifically, here are some of the major 
provisions of tiie controversial Act 261: 

—Counties witti populations of from 
50,000 to 600,000 shall have boards of 
supervisors of not more than 21 mem­
bers, and those witil more ttlan 600,000 
(like Wayne and Oakland) shall have a 
minimum of 25 not more than 35. 

—County apportionment commis­
sion members shall include tiie county 
clerk, county treasurer, county prose­
cutor and the county chairmen of tile 
two major political parties. 

—Supervisor districts established 
by these commissions must be "single

compact and nearly square i n shape as 
practicable; no township or part of a 
township shall be combined witil any city 
or part of a city to makea single district 
unless such a combination i s needed to 
meet population standards (districts of 
equal population). 

— N o district shall be drawn to 
effect partisan political advantage. 

— T e r m s of the board members wil l 
be for two years, and elections wi l l be 
on a partisan basis. 

Presently, 87 members constitute 
the board of supervisors of Oakland 
county, 130 in Wayne county. Local 
members to tile Oakland county board 
include Sidney F r i d of Northville, Sup­
ervisor Hadley Bachert of Novi, Coun-
man Ray Lahti of Wixom and Marshall 
Taylor of Walled Lake. Mayor A . M . 
Al l en of NorUlville and Norfllville Town­
ship Supervisor R. D. Merriam are rep­
resentatives on the Wayne board. 

Under the new county plans, the top 
candidate for each political party wiUlin 
each district wi l l be determined at a 
primary election, and tile district rep­
resentative then wil l be chosen at ttie 
regular fall election. 

According to aninterpretationof Act 
261 by tiie Michigan Municipal League, 
supervisors wi l l be paid a salary de­
termined by ttie board. Presumably, ttie 
first board would set Its own salary, 
and subsequent board salaries would be 
established by the preceding board, an 
M M L ^okesman said. 

Henry R. Sladek, GOP representa­
tive on ttie Wayne Commission, told ttlls 
newig)aper ttlat ttie commissions "have 
nottling to do wittl setting salaries." 
However, he guessed salaries would be 
from $15,000 to $17,000 each-provided 
the jobs are made full time. "U they 
are not going to be full time, tilat's 
another story. If ttiey are not, I don't 
see where you'll be any better off ttlan 
now.

ments come too late to help offset costs 
early in tiie school year. 

The possibility that the district may 
have to borrow the money this year 
instead of receiving an advance i s 
increasing because of a drain on the 
state treasury. State Treasurer A l ­
lison Green has estimated that school 
districts wi l l ask for about $80 million 
in advance payments during June, July 
and August. This amount, he pre­
dicted, would reduce the cash sup­
ply to a level which would be insuffi­
cient to meet state obligations by Oct­
ober. 

Officials have suggested that ad-

age possibility, may be curtailed.

A resolution adopted by the Novi 
Teachers club, which contends ttle 
school bus program i s endangered by 
repeated bus breakdowns, was turned 
over to the superintendent for review.

The long awaited tirial date of tile 
Davis trailer park suit Is near. The case 
wi l l be argued in Oakland county c i r ­
cuit court on May 10. Attorney Howard 
Bond reported at Monday's meeting 
of tile Novi village council. 

Nearly ttlree years have elapsed 
since ttle original case was first filed 
on July 14, 1964, by Frank L . Davis. 
Davis claimed that ttle village council 
had acted arbi trari ly in denying his 
rezonlng request. 

It asked ttiat 20 acres on Beck road, 
just soutti of Nine Mile road be rezoned 
from agricultural to residential for a 
mobile home site. Denial came on the 
heels of protests of Novi and Northville 
residents and officials of theNorttiville 
school system at a public hearing. 

There's a new twist in Davis' suit. He 
has purchased an additional five acres, 
and submitted a request on March 13 
to ttie planning commission to have 25 
acres rezoned. The commission turned 
Davis ' request down on ttle basis that 
zo new reasons were cited. 

B y initiating a new circiflt court 
case, Davis avoided a motion asking 
for dismissal of tile original case. The 

council instructed Attorney Bond to file 
tiie motion at i ts November 20, 1966, 
meeting. 

According to officials, Davis' ef­
forts to secure a permit from Ctekland 
county were denied because 20 acres 
was not sufficient areato support a sep­
arate sewer system. The situation may 
have changed tilrough tiie acquIsWon 
of the additional five acres. 

In otiler legal matters, the pre-tr ial 
circuit court date for cityhood incorp­
oration i s slated for tiiis morning.

The " fu l l speed ahead" group, how­
ever, objected to the proposed plan af­
ter being informed ttiat implimentation 
would mean a delay of approximately 
six months. Any delay, it was pointed 
out, may result in increased cost of tiie 
project. Spiraling material and labor 
costs were reasons cited. 

On request, tiie council voted 5-0 
to permit tiie city of Nortiiville to con­
struct a relief drain on Novi property,, 
subject to ale approval of tile property 
owner, I&r ry SlaUdn. 

A temporary measure, underground 
pipe wi l l be installed under a pond 
behind Nortiiville Heights subdivision 
number two and wi l l lead to a catch 
basin on Cherry Lane. Northville Ci ty 
Manager Frank Ollendorf said a valve, 
to be installed, w i l l be opened and pond 
water drained when water flow in tiie 
present city drainage system Is low. 

Permanent rel ief from flooding wi l l 
be provided by Novi developers, who 
propose bulldliig a drainage system tiiat 
wi l l empty pond water out to Novi road. 
The system i s scheduled for completion 
in tile fa l l .
