I'll deed
it to them free if they’ll just let my
father live out hislifeinhisownhome.”

This is Anouilh at his best, combin-
ing the tragic and comie, balancing one
against the other, much as life would
have it. Aspect is the key to hishumor.
A shift of viewpoint and a gleeful
grin. dissolves into a painful frown.
Voila, the hero and fool are one,

Anouilh’s art was never clearer, or
better played, than in the poignant
confrontation between the general and
Madame St. Pe. They began in a fa-
miliar, abrasive manner, throwing ver-
bal brickbats, From her bed, she carps
at her husband, exposing him as a
philanderer, while she, poor woman,
paralyzed and near death, is confinedto
her bed.

Familial reproach suddenly becomes
vitrfolic, however, as Madame St, Pe
lashes outather husband, disclosing her
secret, She is not paralyzed, she has
had other lovers, she detestshim, They
are now two enmraged animals, going
for the jugular,

As Mme. St. Pe, Angela Wood is
equa)] to Anouflh’s conceptionandbrings
the play to an explosive climax, Curt
Dawson, as the mive secretary, Gas-
ton, and Jill Tanner and Paulene Rey-
nolds as Sidonia and Estelle, the gen-
eral’s ugly daughters, are no less
memorable. Joshua Reynolds as Gen-
eral St. Pe was also distinctive.

Their definitive acting, under the
skilled directorship of Robin Ray, give
Anouilh’s play the undenfable smack of
real life, wherein actions defy explana-
tion because they are an integral part
of the whole. '

Classy Uniforms
In Band’s Future

They’ll probably be the only group
without uniforms, but when Novi’s
award-winning high school band com-
petes next week in the state band
festival they’ll have plenty going for
them,

Besides enthusiasm and talent,
they’ll be boasting 'a board of educa-
tion ‘‘promise’’ that there’s 82 brand-
new uniforms in their future,

Assurances of uniforms were given
last week Wednesday evening as the
board voted unanimously to purchase
the uniforms, including one for the
director and a yet to be selected
band majorette, at a cost not to ex-
ceed $7,500.

The order for the uniforms was
placed with Sol Frank, which had bid
$7,244 for 80 complete uniforms —
hat, coat, trousers, skirt and over-
lay,

“Frank was one of two companies .
which submitted sample uniforms for -

inspection by school officials and Band
Boosters’ uniform committee, The
other was Demoulin, which had bid
$17,627.80 ~later corrected to $7,654.80.

Appearing before the board of ed-
ucation Wednesday, the committee dis-
played the uniforms and recommended
purchase from Frank. The board con-
curred in the committee’s selection.

In addition to the 80 uniforms on
which the companies bid, the board
added two uniforms, one for the di-
rector and the other for a majorette,

with the stipulation that the total pur-
chase price not exceed $7,500,

Although the board voted to make the
purchase, $3,000 of the purchase price
has been promised by the Band Boost-
ers which has been conductinga lengthy
fund-raising drive fo raise money for
uniforms. More than $2,500 has al-
ready been raised for this purpose.

Delivery of the uniforms is ex-
pected to be made by late summer —
but in time for the opening of school
next September,

Novi’s 42-piece high school band
will be competing in the state festi-
val Saturday, May 29 by virtue of the
fact that it won a top rating in the
district festival recently.

According to Director Keith Rol-
ston, the district honor was particu-
larly impressive since Novl — which
has no Iith or 12th grades — was
competing against high -schools with
three or four grade levels,

. Even before the state festival, the
band will be participating in the annual
spring concert on April 27,

Besides the 42 high school bands-
men, 33 students participate in band
on the eighth grade:-'level, 50 in the
seventh grade, and:45 in the new
sixth grade band program. °

Other upcoming band programs will
include participating in the Mayor’s
Exchange Day program next month-as

‘well as the annual Memorial Day par-
. ade,
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School Construction

Lags Only Three Weeks

Construction is moving along ‘“‘very
well,”

That’s the report the Novi board of
education was given last week as it
discussed the progress of the high
school addition.

Although  Superintendent Thomas
Dale estimated that construction was
“about three weeks' behind schedule,
an architectural representative ex-
plained that in view of the fact that the
contractor faced some stiff problems
because of weather this past winter
he has ‘‘done a remarkably good job.”

It was noted that the three-week
delay could be made up “in just a
week”’, with all indications pointing to
completion of the project as schedul~
-ed barring any strikes in the building
trades field.

Concerning the high school project,
the board voted to purchase library

- shelving equipment from the McFadden

corporation, which submitted 2 low
bid of $880.95. Other bidders were
Superior School Equipment, $1,321.04,
and Classrooms, Inc., $1,016.

Another expenditure of nearly $500
was noted for additional footing depth
in two areas of the building. The
increased depth, explained the arch-
itectural representative, wasnecessary
because the composition of the earth
at these two points was not adequate
to support the weight.

In other action, the board approved
a policy governing instructors and stu-
dents participating in the driver edu-
cation vehicles.

The board also gave tentative ap-
proval for a project planned by the
Novi Little League organization to im-
prove one of the baseball diamonds
behind Novi school.

In his report to the board, Super-

intendent Dale estimated that the dis-
trict probably would have to ask for
a state ajd advance of $160,000 or
borrow this amount in order to meet
expenses with the opening of school
next fall,

He noted that the district obtained
a $100,000 state aid advance for this
purpose last year. The increase, he
explained, is necessary because of in-
creased teaching stations, salaries, ate.

For County Reorganization

Court Fails to Stop Plans

Despite last week’s state Supreme
Court’s advisory decision upsetting the
one-man, one-vote formula for county
reorganization, many plans for paring
the county boards of superviso:-s in
Michigan are continuing,

Reorganization of these county
boards must be accomplished by May
15 under Act 261 of 1966. The act is
an attempt to eliminate representation
by governmental unit in favor of rep-
resentation by population.

Petitioned by Governor George Rom-
ney, the State Supreme Court advised
the governor that in its opinfon the
act is unconstitutional.

However, because most attorneys
interpret the court’s ruling as an ad-
visory one only and because there isa
possibility that the United States Sup-
reme Court may rule in favor of county
reapportionment, plansare goingahead,
Josepk R, Farnham, member of the
Oakland county reapportionment Com-

mission told The Record-News this week.

According to a spokesman for the
Michigan Municipal League at Ann Ar-
bor, most counties are continuing their

. plans for reapportionment but that these

plans are all subject toa decisionby the
United States Supreme Court.

The federal court ruling is expect-
ed to determine how far down into a
state’s political structure the ‘‘one
man, one vote” theory extends., Pres-
ently, it covers the state legislature.

Also, there are bills in the- state
legislature at thistime that would strike
out the act or extend the deadline for
completing the reapportionment plans.
In view of the pending court ruling and
these proposed new laws, actions by
counties are ‘‘rather nebulous”, 2
Wayne county official said. .

Nebulous or not, reorganization
plans in Wayne and Oakland counties
are rapidly nearing reality — fo the
point where it is becoming a distinct
possibility that local electors will be
voting for representatives to the new
boards of supervisors next year.

Under Act 261, the apportionment

commissions of the counties have until

May 15 to come up with 2 districting
plan, If the plans they devise go un-
challenged in the courts, they become
law upon filing with the county clerks,
and electors will be voting for members
to the new boards at the same time they
vote next year for state representatives,
Specifically, here are some of the major
provisions of the controversialAct261:
---Counties withpopulationsof from
50,000 to 600,000 shall have boards of
supervisors of not more than 21 mem-
bers, and those with more than 600,000
(like Wayne and Oakland) shail have a
minimum of -25 not more than 35.
--=County apportionment commis-
sion members shall include the county
clerk, county treasurer, county prose-
cutor and the county chairmen of the
two major political parties,
--=Supervisor districts established
by these commissions must be ‘‘single

member” districts as nearly equal in
population as practicable; must be as
compact and nearly square in shape as
practicable; no township or part of a
township shall be combined withany city
or part ofa city to makea single district
unless such a combination is needed to
meet population standards (districts of
equal population),

---No district shall be drawnto
effect partisan political advantage,

---Terms of the board members will
be for two years, and elections will be
on a partisan basis,

Presently, 87 members constitute
the board of supervisors of Oakland
county, 130 in Wayne county. Local
members to the Oakland county board
include Sidney Frid of Northville, Sup-
ervisor Hadley Bachert of Novi, Coun-
man Ray Lahti of Wixom and Marshall
Taylor of Walled Lake. Mayor A, M.
Allen of Northvilleand Northville Town-
ship Supervisor R. D, Merriamare rep-
resentatives on the Wayne board.

Under the new county plans, the top
candidate for each political party within
each district will be determined at a
primary election, and the district rep-
resentative then will be chosen at the
regular fall election,

According to aninterpretationof Act
261 by the Michigan Municipal League,
supervisors will be paid a salary de-
termined by the board. Presumably, the
first board would set its own salary,
and subsequent board salaries wouldbe

established by the preceding board, an

MML spokesman said.
Henry R. Sladek, GOP representa-
tive on the Wayne Commission, told this

newspaper that the commissions ‘‘have .

nothing to do with setting salaries,”
However, he guessed salaries would be
trom $15,000 to $17,000 each—provided
the jobs are made full time, “If they
are not going to be full time, that’s
another story. If they are not, I don’t
see where you’ll be any better off than
now,

school districts because state aid pay-
ments come too late to help offset costs
early in the school year.

The possibility that the district may
have to borrow the money this year
instead of receiving an advance is
increasing because of a draln on the
state treasury. State Treasurer Al-
lison Green has estimated that school
distriets will ask for about $80 million
in advance payments during June, July
and August. This amount, he pre-
dicted, would reduce the cash sup-
ply to 2 level which would be insuffi-
cient to meet state obligations by Oct-
ober.

Officials have suggested that ad-

- vance payments, because of the short-

age possibility, may be curtailed.

A resolution adopted by the Novi
Teachers club, which contends the
school bus program is endangered by
repeated bus breakdowns, was turned
over to the superintendent for review.

The breakdowns, Dale suggested,
could be avoided if the distriet had
a mechanic and facilities in which
defects could be corrected and where
a preventative maintenance program
could be carried out. Presently, bus
defects are corrected — primarilyafter
they occur — by garages in or near
Novi, an arrangement which Dale said
has been unsatisfactory.

Dale was authorized to attempt to
secure a mechanjc-supervisor, and it
was noted that the board recently auth-
orized purchase of two new buses.

Aging Trailer Park Suit
Slated for Trial May 10

The long awaited trial date of the
Davis trailer park suitisnear. The case
will be argued in Oazkland county cir-
cuit court on May 10, Attorney Howard
Bond reported at Monday’s meeting
of the Novi village council.

Nelson said he did not believe the
building was designed for anenterprise
of this nature; windows were limited
and the building was not fire proof,

Cavern backers submitted a letter
written by Northville Police Chief Sam-
uel Elkins, It commended the Cavern,
stating problems arising from Cavern
dances were at a minimum, teenagers
were cooperative and thepolice depart-
ment stood behind the sponsoring Moth-
ers’ club.

Residents living within the proxim-
ity of the proposed teen club also ob-
jected.

tan areas,

Admittedly surprised by the over-
whelming opposition, Dalboattemnted to
allay fears — to no avail, Utmost pre-
caution would be taken, he said in his
initial presentation, to provide maxi-
mum safety through the use of uniform-
ed guards inside and out and the in-
stallation of lights around the building.

Furthermore, he said, this wouldbea
club “exclusively for teens’ from the
‘“‘approximate ages’ of 14 to 19, with
an approximate opening and closing
time of 8 and 11:30 p.m. The club,
Dalbo said, would be open nights not
interfering with school. There would
be, he added, 2 large dance floor, live
entertainment with name bands, soft

- drinks, potato chips and pretzels. Ad-
mission would be $1,50 and soft drinks
would cost 25 cents,

To further ensure safety, he said
teens entering the club would not be
permitted to leave and return, no in-
toxicants would be permitted and rules
would be strictly enforced. There would
be special lighting effects, the club
would have a decor of its own, he said,
and teens and parents might sit on a
board of control.

Nearly every proposal was ques-
tioned, starting with the assertion
that trouble in night clubs of this sort
begins outside the building, not within,
thus rendering security guards inef-
fective, Character ofthe guardswas
also aftacked with the statement that
Police Chief Elkins said they were
“highly undesirable characters.”

Questioning Dalbo’s use of the word,
‘‘approximate,”” was Mrs, H, O, Evans,
who said ‘it is or it isn’t” 142and 19
years of age and “‘it is or itisn’t” 8
and 11:30 p.m.

“‘ypgrading” the outdoor lighting around
school buildings by use of marcury
vapor lamps — subject to confirmation
of maintenance service charges by the
Detroit Edison company.

A Northville township request that
the school grant a long-term lease for
use of the township hall was tabled
pending study of the proposal.

The township, which rents the old
Waterford school building as its town-
ship hall, is seeking.a long-term lease
— perhaps 20 years— because, accord-
ing to Supervisor R, D. Merriam, con-
siderable rennovation is necessary and
the township wants assurance that it
can occupy the building for a long
period if it is to do the rennovation’
work.

Aside from the fact that the appor-
tionment commission must come up
with equitable supervisor districts,
cost is also a major consideration, Sla-
dek said. He estimated a $1 miliion
difference between maintaining a 25-
member board and a 35-member board,
“‘We can’t ignore something like that,”

According to Farnham, GOP repre-
sentative to the Oakland commission,
his group was scheduled to take an-
other “hard look” at that county’s
plans Monday in the wake of last week’s
public hearing on reorganization that
drew about 30 citizens, Until 1ast week,
he said, most members of the com-
mission were leaning towards a board
consisting of 27 members. But be-
cause township supervisors attending
the hearing strongly favored a board
consisting of the maximum number
permissable (35), the commission de-
cided to ‘“‘at least take a look at the
possibility of 35 districts.”

However, Farnham predicted the
commission would hold out for the 27-
member plan, which would mean dis-
tricts or 25,491 population each.

Under this plan, the Oakland county
portion of Northville, Novi, the ecity of
Walled Lake and Commerce township
would make up a single district with a
single representative on the board of
supervisors from this district.

David Lebenbom, Democratic Party
representative on the Wayne commis-
sion, told this newspaper that hisgroup
probably would ‘‘sit tight”” until after a
decision is made by the U.S. court. If
a decision is not handed down by May
15, he predicted the commission would
ask the court of appeals for an exten-
sion of the deadline,

“Some of us,” he said, '‘favor a
board of 35 members because it gives
the out-county area such as yours a
few more members, With just25 mem-
bers, theout-countyarea probably would
get only eight members, but with 35
that number would be increased to
about 12.”

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Brothers Fined
For Animal Cruelty

After deliberating 20 minutes last
Thursday, a Novi justice court jury
of five women and one man returned a
verdict of guilty against two brothers,
charged with cruelty to animals,

Justice of Peace Robert K, Ander-
son fined Orvel and David Hamilton
$100 apiece and placed them on six
months probation, during which they
are ‘“‘to work closely” with Humane
Officer Marshall London’ to get their
animals in proper shape.”

Because of the brothers’ inability
to pay last Thursday, sentence was
deferred until today. If payment is
not made today, Justice Anderson stat-
ed, the brothers would be *‘wide open”
to the $100 fine or 90 days or both.

Furthermore, Justice Anderson
warned that failure of the brothers to
comply with the provisions of proba-
tion would result in jail sentences for
both men,

During the three-hour trial, five
witnesses were called, three by Rick
Schmidt, assistant prosecuting attor-
ney- for Oakland county, and the two
brothers by Casey Ambrose, defense
attorney.

The prosecution witnesses were
Novi Patrolman Gary Gross, London,
Oakland county humane officer, and
Deputy William Hicks, justice officer

for Justice Anderson and parttime Novi
, Police dispatcher, .
' Filed by Iondon, chargesagainstthe *

Hamilton brothéf's arose from the fact
that a horse (a yearling) was found
dead on February 6 ona farm at 23633
Taft road in Novl, just south of 10 Mile
road. The brothers, who live in Ply-
mouth, were leasing the farm,

Offered as evidence was a photo-
graph, taken by Officer Gross, showing
the dead horse lying in the snow. The
horse was one of 32 owned by Orvel,

 who testified that he ‘‘was breeding the
horses’ in order to sell them.

First on the witness stand was
Officer Gross, Alertedbyananonymous
phope call, he explained how he found
the dead animal lying in the snow.

+ “From what I know about horses,”’ he

said, ‘‘it was dead'a day or two, frozen
solid, hard.’” London called the animal

‘“an awfully boney horse,’” and Deputy -

Hicks described the dead horse as “a
wrack of bones,”’
According to the Hamiltons’ testi-

mony, the dead horse was crippled last -

fall’ and this led to its death. “I saw
the horse fall on concrete,” David
sajd; ‘‘throwing his hind leg out of
joint,” .

Orvel backed his brother, saying
the yearling was crippled when she at-
tempted to jump out of the path of a
speeding car as the horses were cross-
ing Taft road. She landed on her leg

" and threw it out of joint, Orvel stated,

Both brothers said no veterinarian

was called because the injury could be
taken care of by Orvel, who had put the
leg back in joint other times., Asked
why the animal wasnot disposedof, Or-
vel said she could be used for breeding
purposes.

Four goats, owned by Orvel were
found dead in the barn, twoupstairsand
two down. The brothers testified the
goats had been dead two weeks, but be-
cause of snow and hard ground, they
were unzble to bury them. Two goats
were chewed around the head.

““We were told,” David said, ‘‘dogs
had marauded the goats.” The broth-
ers also claimed they had covered the
goats, but the animals were uncovered
when discovered by Humane Officer
London and Deputy Hicks.

Charges of cruelty hinged on prov-
ing other animals, as well as the dead
horse, were not properly fed and both
Defense Attorney Ambrose and Pros-
ecuting Attorney Schmidt thoroughly
probed this point by firing questions
at all five witnesses. ,

““There was no provision for food,

no feed showing anywhere,” London
said of the day he and Hicks had search-
ed the farm, after having obtained 2
search warrant. ‘‘There was no food
whatsoever,” Hicks swore. They said
they had searched the barn, feed shed
and truck bed,
. The Hamiltons, however, maintained
the animals, — horses, pigs (owned by
David), goats (15 to 18) and a dog had
been fed the previous day, Sunday, and
after London questioned them that day,
the brothers said they fed the animals
later the same night.

David testified that he and his bro-
ther help each other feed the animals,
and the day before the dead horse and
goats werefound, they had fed the horses
six, seven or eight bales of hay,

““We limit it (hay) to eight balesbe-
cause it becomes soiled,’’ he continued,
Feeding the 31 horses more, he said,
would lead to waste of food. “They’re
range fed in the summer,” he added.

The hay was not kept at the Novi
farm barn, David explained, it waspur-
chased from Revel E, Greer’s farm on
Six Mile road and transported to Novi.
This is the reason, David said, why he
and his brother had not fed the horses
earlier Monday. A truck was needed
and David’s had a dead battery; later,
a relative’s truck was used and the
hay spread along the road because
snow made the driveway impassable,

Orvel, however, contradicted Da-
vid’s testimony. He said he fed the
animals 15 bales of hay, and when
questioned further, stated that a total
of 23 bales were fed to the horses
per day. ““Only I would knowabout the 15
bales,” he said.

This is the third time similar
charges have been brought against the
brothers, -

BABSON PARK Mass. A year
ago everybody was talking about in-
flation, Food prices - especially meats
were soaring., Business was booming,
But the stock market was going down.
Those who had bought stocks as a
hedge against inflation were puzzled,
and disturbed. This year stocks have
climbed smartly in the face of fall-
ing production and rather flat prices,
What has happened to inflation?

When we listen to stock brokers,
we feel that all one has to do in
order to make money is to buy common
stocks and let inflation take its course.
But when the government economists
discuss the matter, we get the impres-
sion that to have no inflation is bad,
a little is good, and 2 lot would wipe
us all out, Then we talk with some
pretty smart bankers, and they just
about convince us that the best re-
cipe for a real stretch of prosper-
ity is to have all prices tilt gently
downward.

Thoroughly confused, we ask our-
selves: just what is inflation? After
talking with more economistsandbank-

ers, we settle for the fact that most
people think inflation is simply an ad-
vance In prices and a hike in the
cost of living., But when we get deep-
er into the subject we realize that
the price climb just has to have a
cause, And, indeed, it has some most
important and powerful causes,

Today it has become fashionable to
talk of rising prices as being caused

by ‘‘cost-push” inflation. Simply, this

means that prices can be boosted by
the unions demanding and getting in-
creases in wages that are greater than
the advances in productivity. It also
means that higher taxes can cause in-
flation, How? By corporations add-

No better example of what may hap-
pen when the money spigots are turned
off - then on - can be found thana
study of events in 1966 and so far in
1967, With living costs threatening to
run away and with the stock market
bumping the 1,000 Dow Industrial lev-
el, the money managersbecamealarm-
ed, They cut the money flow from
an annual rate of advance of about
8% to the zero level.

““This could make the pedestrian
highly vulnerable to accidents or could
cause a driver to suddenly swerve into
the path of another auto,”” said Hill.

Another safety rule: make everyef-
fort to get a disabled vehicle off the
roadway onto the shoulder. If all or
part of a traffic lane is blocked, some
warning device shouldbe placed: flares,
flashing lights, lanterns or reflectors.

At night, additiona] measures can
draw attention to the driver in need,
such as leaving taillights and interior
lights on. A turn signal should also be
left on so motorists won’t mistake the
car’s location with through traffic lanes.

Passing motorists should keep in
mind that they can helpby notifying ser-

vicé stations or police agencies at
nearby exits of the location of a
stranded motorist.

Man went on trial last week,

The crime; the murder of €,000,000
human beings,

The verdict: guilty.

Looking on with either horror,
amazement or indifference wasanation-
wide audience as one of those rare
moments, for television, unfolded, It
was the adaptation of Peter (Marat/de
Sade) Weiss’ searing drama of the
Jewish pogrom in Germany during
World War II, “The Investigation.”

This is the story of atrocities nor-
mally aftributed to the Nazis, told
with unrelenting veracity through close
adherence to testimony taken from the
post-war Nuremburg trials, One by
one the witnesses spill their bloody
stories.

Articulate, hardened, the first wit-
ness spoke with impeccable English of
her struggle for survival, How she claw-
ed over the dead, stealing their foodand
beds, to rise to the position of secre-
tary, keeping the prolific files of the
dead — 4,000,000 in four years at Aus-
witz,

Dreamy-eyed, another woman took
the witness chair and softly began her
broken tale of the clinic, where women
were used as guinea pigs for steriliza-
tion experiments. Radiationtreatments,
hardening vaginal paste and other in-
humane treatments, allleading todeath,
senseless and brutal.

On the verge of tears, abespectacl-
ed, balding man quietly began his
story. To survive, he held patientsdown
as a fata] dose of phenol was injected
directly into the heart, His father was
among them,

On and on went the wretched stor-
ies of human cruelty, told by the living
dead. Packed like animals into box
cars, thousands upon thousands of
emaciated Jews detrained at Auswitz,
where they suffered indescribable in-
dignities. Most of them — women, chil-
dren and old men — were marched off
to the gas chamber, where 2,000 were
exterminated every hour. Then the
bodies were incinerated.

Theirs was a mereiful, mercurial"

death, compared to others who died of
starvation, dysentery, torture, youname
it. All for the sake of genocide.

Who were the perpetrators? The 12
accused members of Hitler’s super-
race, who had manned the concentration
camp and who now listened unmoved by
the testimony? ‘‘Orders are orders,’’
said one. We did not know, said anoth-
er. All claimed to be merciful. Yet all
were guilty, convicted or not.

But the guilt, the responsibility,
did not end with them. Weiss makes it
clear that the Germanpeople, who turn-
ed their heads, are likewise culpable.
And we, as members of the human
race, must share in this guilt for the
unforgiveable crime of indifference.

Weiss took the composite of hund-
reds of witnesses’ testimony to create
this realistic drama, this semi-docu-
mentary that in no way conforms to the
Aristotelean drama. But it is drama
nonetheless, avant garde drama. There
is no motivation, no casual sequence,
just the thematic repetition which typi-
fies the avant garde. Each line, each
fact contributes to the theme of human
cruelty and guilt.

Although his play may give the ap-
pearance of merefact, Weiss’ materials
are carefullyand imaginativelyorganiz-
ed. The chair reserved for the accused
seats only witnesses. The 12 defen-
dents, in fact, sit in what is familiarly
known as the jury box, as if to say,

the judges are now the accused
Carefully wrought as Weiss’ play|s,

on television it suffered calculable loss.
The intimacy that is the theatre’s, that
draws the audience magnetlcally into
the drama is missing on the television
stage. The camera must chose between
witness, accused, judge, prosecutor and
defender. Seldom do we get the full court
room view, so we might watchthefaces
of the accused as the witnesses testify.

But for having seen the playontele-
vision, the loss is our gain. The heinous
crimes are ours to feel, and we can
ponder ‘“what was done to people by
people.”’

And in the
last couple years, some of the phones
in the booth have been damaged by
cherry bombs.”

We worked under the Christian
Appalachian Project whichhasstarted
to bulld 2 new way of life for the
people there, But they can’t pos-
sibly construet dams, plow fields,
and erect schools and playgrounds
without equipment. In our industrial
gities, we can’t concelve how impor-
tant a truck or a tractor would be
to these people

The four of us who spent time
in Appalachia have set a challenge
for ourselves. But we are appealing
to the people of Michigan for help.
We are organizing to raise funds to
send a truck to Appalachia.

allocated. Salaries for teachers come
last, and, of course, the boards are,
“‘sorry, but that’s all the money that
is available for salaries’”. For the
educational process to take place two
ingredients are required — students
and teachers — these are the real
priority items; (2) monies ‘tucked
away’ in various accounts, i.e., sal-
aries for more administrative per-

- sonnel than are hired, more money

placed in an account that is necessary,
i.e,, retiring more debt than is legal-
1y necessary in order to realize savings
in interest costs and then not reflecting
this in future salary allotments.

These actions surely indicate
boards’ real concern of teachers’ needs

and their importance in community life,

Trailer Park Re jected

The Novi village council took action
Monday during a public hearing that
may result in another legal suit.

The council turned down 2 request
that would have brought another trailer
park to Novi. The vote against rezoning
the Holcomb property on Seeley road
was 4-1, with President Philip Anderson
casting the dissenting vote,

It's the second time within the past
three months that the same requesthas
been denied. Threat of 2 law suit made
it advisable to take the nearly 30 acres
under re-consideration,

Although the council remained ada-
mant, the planning board changed its
vote. The margin favoring the mobile
home site was 5-3, with Chairman Ray-
mond Evans, Olin Green, Paul MeCol-
tum, Willis Miller and W, Harold Tuck
voting ‘yes’ and Kalin Johnson, Victor
Rust and Norman Zoll voting ‘po.”

The main issue upon which the coun-

cil based its decislon was the location
of the property in'question. 1t wasunde- -
sirable, council felt, to place a mobile

home site within anindustrial corridor,
This, it was explained, would be spot
zoning,

In the opinion of Howard Bond vil-
lage attorney, rejecting the request
would put the village in a difficult spot
to defend its position in court, His

warning, read by Evans, did not deter

the couneil.

Presenting the case for owners,
Dr. August Holcomb and Mrs, May
Babbitt, were Attorney Lawrence
Heitch, Lewis Flaugherty, broughtinas
a real estate expert, and Robert Fan-
non, prospective purchaser of the Hol-
comb property and partowner of thead-
jacent Highland Hills frailer park on
Seeley road.

A letter advocating ‘‘favorable con-
sideration” was presented. Signers
were Ruth and Edwin Putmam, John
Sweeney and Holcomb Industries, Inc.

Advocates argued that the land was
undesirable for industrial development,
that a trailer park would provide needed
tax revenues, that trailer park residents
would provide *‘instant buying power,”
that the state legislature is considering
increasing the unit levy against trailer
parks from $3 to $5, only adults would
live in the proposed park, utilities would
be brought in'by the developer at no
expense to the village and there would
be no exorbitant service demandsonthe
police or fire departments,
