Man went on tr ial last week. 
The crime: the murder of 6,000,000 

human beings. 
The verdict: guilty. 
Looking on with either horror, 

amazement or indifference was a nation-
wide audience as one of those rare 
moments, for television, unfolded. It 
was the adaptation of Peter (Marat/de 
Sade) Weiss ' searing drama of the 
Jewish pogrom in Germany during 
World War H , "The Investigation." 

This i s the story of atrocities nor­
mally attributed to the Nazis, told 
with unrelenting veracity through close 
adherence to testimony taken from the 
post-war Nuremburg tr ials . One by 
one the witnesses spill their bloody 
stories. 

Articulate, hardened, the first wit­
ness spoke with impeccable English of 
her struggle for survival. How she claw­
ed over the dead, stealing their food and 

beds, to rise to the position of secre­
tary, keeping the prolific files of the 
dead - 4,000,000 in four years at Aus-
witz. 

Dreamy-eyed, another woman took 
the witness chair and softly began her 
broken tale of the clinic, where women 
Were used as guinea pigs for steril iza­
tion experiments. Radiation treatments, 
hardening vaginal paste and other In­
humane treatments, a l l leading to death, 
senseless and brutal. 

On the verge of tears, abespectacl-
ed, balding man quietly began his 
story. To survive, he held patients down 
as a fatal dose of phenol was injected 
directly Into the heart. His father was 
among them. 

On and on went the wretched stor­
i es of human cruelty, told by the living 
dead. Packed like animals into box 
cars , thousands upon thousands of 
emaciated Jews detrained at Auswltz, 
where they suffered Indescribable in -
dignities. Most of them --- women, chi l ­
dren and old men - were marched off 
to the gas chamber, where 2,000 were 
exterminated every hour. Then the 
bodies were incinerated.

Theirs was a merciful, mercurial 
death, compared to others who died of 
starvation, dysentery, torture, you name 
i t . A l l for the sake of genocide. 

Who were the perpetrators? The 12 
accused members of IQtler's super-
race, who bad manned the concentration 
camp and who now listened unmoved by 
the testimony? "Orders are orders," 
said one. We did not know, said anoth­
er. A l l claimed to be merciful. Yet a l l 
were guilty, convicted or not. 

But the guilt, the responsibility, 
did not end with them. Weiss makes It 
clear that the Germanpeople, who turn­
ed their heads, are likewise culpable. 
And we, as members of the human 
race, must share in this guilt for the 
unforglveable crime of indifference. 

Weiss took the composite of hund­
reds of witnesses' testimony to create 
this realist ic drama, this semi-docu­
mentary that In no way conforms to the 
Arlstotelean drama. But it i s drama 
nonetheless, avant garde drama. There 
i s no motivation, no casual sequence, 
just the thematic repetition which typi­
fies the avant garde. Each line, each 
fact contributes to the theme of human 
cruelty and guilt. 

Although his play may give the ap­
pearance of mere fact, Weiss ' materials 
are carefully and imaginatively organiz­
ed. The chair reserved for the accused 
seats only witnesses. The 12 defen-
dents, in fact, sit in what i s familiarly 
known as the jury box, as if to say, 
the judges are now the accused. 

Carefully wrought as Weiss'play Is, 
on television it suffered calculable loss. 
The intimacy that i s the theatre's, that 
draws the audience magnetically into 
the drama i s missing on the television 
stage. The camera must chose between 
witness, accused, judge, prosecutor and 
defender. Seldom do we get the full court 
room view, so we might watch thefaces 
of the accused as the witnesses testify. 

But for having seen the play on tele­
vision, the loss is our gain. The heinous 
crimes are ours to feel, and we can 
ponder "what was done to people by 
people."

Future councilshave 
been given a good example and a tough 
act to follow.

l y " are interpreted escapes me. Where 
Is the mystical power that gives these 
specific meaning? 

The article says of teacher strikes, 
"they are against the public good and 
they do grave harm to teachers' in­
terests." Neither of these statements 
are supportable by evidence or logic. 
In the instances of striking teachers in 
the last year or two, there has been no 
evidence brought forward to indicate 
any negative results accruing to the 
education of the students. Teachers' 
Interests are done no more harm when 
teachers take action such as a strike 
than when they accept that which they 
are given - it just aggravates different 
people. 

Further, the Babson article says, 
"most school boards recognize the 
importance of teachers in community 
life. In most cases the stubbornness 
and recalcitrance of officials in the 
matter of teachers' salaries i s based 
on cold fiscal facts rather than on i n ­
difference toward teachers' needs." 
One fascinating point i s that the author 
of the article feels forced to admit In 
both points above that some boards ev i ­
dently do not attach importance to the 
teaching function and refuse salary ad­
justments on grounds other than 'cold 
f iscal facts'. 

The acceptance by these boards of 
the teachers' worth Is hard to under­
stand when one examines the kinds and 

numbers of tasksandgoalstobe achiev­
ed that are assumed by these boardsas 
the teachers' responsibilities. Instead of 
boards taking those actions which would 
be aimed at facilitating the educational 
responsibilities of teachers it seems 
these tioards attempt to make it i m ­
possible to accomplish anything mean­
ingful. 

A s for the "cold fiscal facts" be­
ing the reason for the stubbornness and 
recalcitrance in the matter of teachers' » 
salaries, this i s completely mislead­
ing. The truth of the matter l ies in, 
(1) the determination of priorit ies by 
the boards as to how the money wi l l be 
allocated. Salaries for teachers come 
last, and, of course, the boards are, 
" sor ry , but that's al l the money that 
i s available for salaries". For the 
educational process to take place two 
ingredients are required - students 
and teachers - these are the real 
priori ty items; (2) monies 'tucked 
away' In various accounts, i.e., sa l ­
ar ies for more administrative per­
sonnel than are hired, more money 
placed in an account that i s necessary, , 
i.e., retiring more debt than is legal­
ly necessary in order to realize savings 
i n interest costs and then not reflecting 
this in future salary allotments. 

These actions surely indicate 
boards' real concern of teachers'needs 
and their importance in community life.

Western Electr ic , tne manufacturing 
and supply arm of the B e l l System-and, 
incidentally, the city of Plymouth's 
largest employer - hosted a few news­
men this past week to give emphasis 
to the company's annual report. 

More interesting to me than the 
Impressive sales figures passed out by 
Western's Plymouth executives, how­
ever, was a conversation with John Long 
of NorthviUe, who i s supervisor of the 
f i r m ' s return material section. 

After seeing an army of wounded 
telephone booths and telephone receiv­
ers and after learning fllat the Plymouth 
plant reconditions about 60,000 tele­
phone units a month, I wondered aloud 
about this destruction. 

The woundedphonesandbooths come 
in from every part of the state. 

" W e l l , I'd say that the oddest phone 
to come back for reconditioning," said 
Long, •«*o has been with Westernfor37 
years, "was the one that a woman or a 
g i r l had wall papered." 

Wall papered? 
" Y e s , she'd covered the phone with 

wallpaper. 
"It 's hard to imagine what some 

phones look like when they come out of 
a home or a bus lnbs . It's a matter of 
careless use or just plain malicious 
damage I'd guess." 

What else do theydo to their phones? 
"Just about anything you can think of. 

Some people dont like the color of their 
phones so they paint 'em. Some are 
really colorful - even some with f loral 
designs and Initials. 

"The most common damage, I 'd 
guess, i s the scratches to the plastic 
cases. Many are so bad that we can't 
repair them so they're scrapped. We 
get i n about 70,000 phones a month and 
of these about 10,000 are scrapped. The 
others are reconditioned and returned 
to service. You cant tel l them from new 
ones. 

"Some phones come back after 15 to 
20 years of service. And of these some 
are models that are no longer manufac­
tured. Most of these real old ones are 
scrapped except those which are old 
enough to be called antiques-but those 
are pretty scarce ." 

What about those phone booths-bow 
are they damaged? 

"Your guess Is about as good as 
mine. Some are really torn up; the glass 
Is broken, phones ripped out, they're 
painted, Initials carved In them and, 
well , they're even used for bathrooms. 

"Some of those that comebackfrom 
the Detroit area are i n terrible shape-
even the wooden, indoor k ind . " 

Long explained that the newalumi-
num booths have no panel around the 
bottom so the debris can be cleaned out 
easier or just blown out with the wind. 

" I 'd guess about 50 percent of the 
wooden booths are salrageable and about 

-̂- 90 percent of the aluminum ones." 

Besides the commondamagesuchas 
broken windows, some come back " l i t ­
erally flattened by trucks. And In the 
last couple years, some of the phones 
In the booth have been damaged by 
cherry bombs." 

Looking back over the 37 years In 
which he has seen several million 
phones and booths come back from 
the battlefield for hospitalization. Long 
figures that people probably aren't 
anymore destruc^ve today than they 
were years ago. "We're handling many 
more phones, of course, but the des­
truction Isnt any worse." 

Don't get the idea that the Plymouth 
plant must be a cluttered mess. It's 
just the opposite . . . one of the cleanest, 
neatly organized plants I've ever been 
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S e e k A i d f o r A p p a l a c h i a

Western's warehouse contains just 
about every piece of equipment that B e l l 
might use - except telephone poles. In 
my brief tour I spotted miles of w i r e -
from tiny strings to giant four-inch 
cables - telephones, telephone answer­
ing sets, teletypewriters, switchboard 
equipment, rope, ladders, and metal 
anchoring poles. 

And, oh, about those year-end sales 
figures? Locally, Western sells about 
$60,000,000 worth of equipment and ser­
vice to bell - a pretty big chunk of mon­
ey without counting the $4,800,000annual 
payroll for its 660 employees.

We worked under file Christian 
Appalachian Project which has started 
to build a new way of life for the 
people there. But they can't pos­
sibly construct dams, plow fields, 
and erect schools and playgrounds 
without equipment. In our Industrial 
pities, we can't conceive how Impor­
tant a truck or a tractor would be 
to these people 

The four of us who ispent time 
i n Appalachia have set a challenge 
for ourselves. But we are appealing 
to the people of Michigan for help. 
We are organizing to raise funds to 
send a truck to Appalachia.

F i r e - the second in three y e a r s -
gutted an Echo Valley home in Novi 
Saturday. Damage i s being estimated 
at upwards of $50,000. 

Owners of the charred tr i- level 
home at 23910 Woodham, M r . and Mrs . 
George Lindoerfer, were not injured in 
the blaze. They were working at the 
time the fire was reported by neigh­
bors at 12:52 p.m. 

But smoke snuffed out the lives of 
the Lindoerfer's two prize poodles, one 
a rare and valuable, perfect runt. The 
dogs were found suffocated in the furnace 
ijoom. Two others were saved. 

Faulty wiring in a passageway be­
tween the garage and the recreation 
room was singled out by Novi firemen 

as the cause of the fire. 
Flames were primarily confined to 

the middle of the house, the fa.mily and 
recreation rooms and the upper-level, 
master bedroom, but the intense heat 
from flames that leaped 12 feet high 
from windows badly scorched the kit­
chen, dining and living rooms. 

Two upstairs bedrooms were not 
affected, except for smoke.Somefilrni-
ture can be salvaged, said Paul Folino, 
local insurance agent. 

Seven fire trucks and firemen from 
Novi, Northville and Walled Lake re­
sponded to the alarm. Four hours later, 
at 4:52 p.m., the fire trucks left the 
scene after extinguishing the last w i ^ 
of smoke.

The Novi village council took action 
Monday during a public hearing that 
may result In another legal suit. 

The council turned down a request 
that would have brought another trailer 
park to Novi. The vote against rezoning 
the Holcomb property on Seeley road 
was 4-1, with President Philip Anderson 
casting the dissenting vote. 

It's the second time within the past 
three months that the same request has 
been denied. Threat of a law suit made 
it advisable to take the nearly 30 acres 
under re-consideration. 

Although the council remained ada­
mant, the planning board changed its 
vote. The malrgln f ivoring the mobile 
home site was 5-3, with Chairman Ray­
mond Evans, Olln Green, Paul M c C o l -
lum, Wi l l i s MUler and W. Harold Tuck 
voting 'yes' and Kal ln Johnson, Victor 
Rust and Norman Z o l l voting 'no." 

The main issue upon which the coun­
c i l based its deciston was thf;. location 
of the property i n question. It was unde-
s i i ^ l e , council felt, to place a mobile 
home site within anindustrlal corridor. 
This, it was e3?)lained, would be spot 
zoning. 

In the opinion of Howard Bond, v i l ­
lage attorney, rejecting the request 
would put the village in a difficult ^ o t 
to defend its position In court. His 
warning, read by Evans, did not deter 
the council. 

Presenting the case for owners. 
D r . August Holcomb and M r s . May 
Babbitt, were Attorney Lawrence 
Heltch, Lewis Flaugherty, brought inas 
a real estate expert, and Robert Fan-
non, p ro tec t ive purchaser of the Hol­
comb property and part owner of the ad­
jacent Highland Hi l l s trailer park on 
Seeley road. 

A letter advocating "favorable con­
sideration" was presented. Signers 
were Ruth and E&Hia Putnam, John 
Sweeney and Holcomb Industries, Inc. 

Advocates argued that the land was 
undesirable for Industrial development, 
that a trai ler park would provide needed 
tax revenues, that t rai ler park residents 
would provide "instant buying power," 
that the state legislature i s considering 
increasing the unit levy against trailer 
parks from $3 to $5, only adults would 
live in the proposed park, utilities would 
be brought in "by the developer at no 
expense to the village and there would 
be no exorbitant service demands on the 
police or fire departments. 

Advocates further pointed out that 
establishing another trai ler park would 
provide for homogeneous development

At the same time, the council in ­
structed Village Manager I&rold A c k -
ley to advise Village Engineers Johnson 
and Anderson to proceed with plans 
and specifications.

A barrage of public protest was 
aimed at a proposed clinic Tuesday 
night as the Northviile towship plan­
ning commission considered a zoning 
change request for property at the 
northwest corner of Five Mile and 
Bradner road. 

Following the request of Je r ry Hel-
mer to rezone the 100 x 52 5-foot pa reel 
from R-4 (residential) to OS-1 (office 
service zoning), the commissionclosed 
the public hearing and took the matter 
under advisement. 

A decision is expected at the next 
regular meeting of the commission on 
May 23. 

In other action Tuesday, the com­
mission recommended approval of a 
zoning amendment dealing with the 
keeping of horses; denied a request for 
a public hearing on a zoning change at 
Bradner and Franklin roads; approved 
plans for a car wash on Northviile road; 
and tabled several other matters. 

With a capacity crowd on hand, the 
commission heard the request of Helmer 
and the resulting protests and support. 
Of the 11 citizens who spoke, only one 
had a favorable reaction. 

Those protesting listed the following 
primary reasons for objecting: 

The proposed clinic would degrade 
adjacent property, create additional 
traffic hazards at the intersection, cre­
ate a lighting nuisance, and disturb the 
country atmogihere of the vicinity. 

These citizens also noted that suf­
ficient zoned property exists on which to 
build clinics, that the property in ques­
tion, if sold in smaller parcels, would 
be attractive to homeowners, that some 
homeowners had recently moved in to 
the neighborhood and In some cases 
upgraded their property because the 
area was zoned for residential use and 
that the proposed clinic could become 
an eyesore. 

Aside from Helmer himself, only one 
resident supported the zoning change, 
noting that adjacent property owners 
had an opportunity to buy up Helmer's 
property in years past to ensure "good 
use" of the property but that they had 
failed to do so. 

In proposing the zoning change, Hel­
mer contended the property has been 
unsaleable as residential land, even 
though it had been listed for sometime. 
He said he intends to sell it to Bud

S p e n d i n g C u t s 

A fioanclal squeeze is fast becom­
ing acute In the NorthVille school 
system. 

That's the report of School Super­
intendent Alex Nelson was issued an 
"austerity" order Monday putting the 
clamps on pending. 

Meanwhile, the board of education 
Monday night refused to a p p r o V e the 
hiring of three additional new teachers 
for the 1967-68 school year, suggest­
ing that the proposal of Assistant Sup­
erintendent Raymond Spear await the 
next meeting of the full board. 

Three members were absent Mon­
day. 

Al so , Trustee Richard Martin, as 
with an earlier teacher hiring proposal, 
cast a lone vote against hiring teach­
ers who the board had earlier authoriz­
ed as part of Spear's recommended 
new teaching positions. 

Martin emphasized that his "no" 
Votes were a matter of economics and 
were not, as an earlier Record story 
had suggested, "reserVations" about 
any one teacher. 

Because Martin contends the finan­
c ia l situation of the school district for 
the next fiscal year i s uncertain, he 
voted against the proposal several Weeks 
ago that gave Spear authority to begin 
hiring 12 additional teachers for the 
next school year. 

Thus, when hiring approval for five 
teachers-four replacements and a new 
one - came up three weeks ago, Martin 
maintained his position and voted no. 
Monday night he did the same when six 
more teachers - three replacements 
and three new ones - came upforboard 
approval. 

Originally, Spear had recommend­
ed 21 1/2 new teaching positions. This 
l is t was trimmed to 12 by the board. 
Monday night, however, Spear recom­

mended the new teaching positions be 
stretched to 15 because of the obvious 
need at the junior and senior high 
school level next year. 

The board tabled tile recommenda­
tion because three members were ab­
sent. 

Of the 12 new teaching positions 
authorized by the board, eight have been 
filled thus far. Spear told The Record, 
including five at the elementary level 
and three at the junior high level. 

Concerning the spending curtail­
ment order. Nelson said an analysis by 
the new business manager had shown 
that a deficit of more than $20,000 wi l l 
occur by the end of the current fiscal 
year. This deficit, he said, i s in addi­
tion to an outstanding deficit of $80,000 
carried over from previous years. 

Nelson said he opposes deficit ig)end-
ing, particularly now in view of the 
fact that little additional state aid i s 
expected next year and because an i n ­
creased tax base locally probably wil l 
not offset Increased expenditure in 
the next fiscal year. 

He said he had ordered that a l l non­
emergency school purchases be "froz­
en", that a l l non-essential travel be 
discontinued, that overtime for custo­
dial and maintenance personnel be dis­
continued, that a l l extra-curricular 
tr ips be frozen, that outstanding pur­
chase orders be reviewed and those 
found non-essential be cancelled, that 
each school building staff share office 
and Instructional supplies where pos­
sible, and that staff members use 
leave time sparingly. 

Ideally, the school district should 
come up with a balanced budget (dis­
counting the outstanding $80,000 deficit). 
Nelson said, so that the financial 
squeeze in the next year's budget won't 
be as painful.

Gould, who would build and lease one 
clinic type facility immediately and, as 
the population grows, later add two 
more buildings. He said they would be 
attractive, one-story structures meet­
ing all regulations of the township. 

Helmer also noted that long-range 
plans call for widening of Five Mile 
road thus reducing the attractiveness of 
the property for residential use, that 
the facility would substantially increase 
the township's tax base, and that it would 
provide professional services to nearby 
proposed subdivisions. 

The horse ordinance amendment met 
no public opposition - a far different 
reaction than resulted from the original 
am'3ndment which p a r k e d a storm of 
protests. The new amendment, a com­
promise between planners and a c i t i ­
zens group representing township horse 
owners, permits the keeping of more 
horses than originally permitted. The 
ordinance now permits two horses for 
the first two acres, with one additional 
horse for each additional acre. 

Under this ordinance, non-conform­
ing existing uses may continue until 
horses have not been kept for 12 con­
secutive months. 

The ordinance also sets up regula­
tions for fencing, accessory buildings, 
and appearance and odor. 

The commission approved the plans 
of Donald Thompson to erect a car 
wash on NorthVille road just south of 
Seven Mile road. 

Alex Gordon's petition for a public 
hearing on rezoning 33 acres at the 
southwest corner of Bradner and Frank­
l in roads from an R-4 single dwelling 
classification to R - M multiples zoning 
was denied - although Commission 
Chairman Gunnar Stromberg noted that 
Gordon had installed a sewer at con­
siderable expense and deeded it to the 
township. 

In voicing objection to the plans for 
multiples on the property, Planning 
Consultant George Vll l lcan argued that 
the entire area did not necessarily lend 
itself to multiple development. If fully 
developed for multiples, he said, the 
area would become an extremely high 
density one. 

Three separate resolutions com­
mending two retiringteachersfor years 
of service and a high school senior for 
special achievement were adopted by 
the Northvllle board of education Mon­
day night. 

Recipients of the resolutions are 
Miss Kathryn Giltner, who wi l l end 30 
years of teaching here next June and a 
total of 43 in the educational field; M i s s 
Louva Waterman, who wi l l retire after 
teaching 12 years in the Northviile sys­
tem and after 26 yearsinthe education­
al field; and Glen Deibert, who recently 
won state and national honors in the 
American Legion Oratory and Extem­
poraneous Speaking contest. 

The board also approved the h i r ­
ing of three replacement teachers and 
three new ones, while accepting the 
resignations of three teachers and ap­
proving a leave of absense for another. 

The replacement teachers are Phy l ­
l i s Hinkel of Ann Arbor , Shirley Hos-
ier of South Haven and Ceci l ia Rohrer 
of Ann Arbor . A l l three are 1967 grad­
uates of the University of Michigan. 
They wil l teach on the elementary level . 

Teachers fi l l ing new positions are 
Joyce Brodien of Plymouth, elemen­
tary; Jamie Haley of East Lansing, jun­
ior high; and Karen Janchick of P l y ­
mouth, elementary. M r s . Brodien was 
graduated in 1954 from OllVet Naza-
rene college and has nine years ex­
perience in Illinois. The other two 
were graduated from college this year.

Somewhere tJiere is a line of poetry 
wllich says, "wllen the rose decks her­
self, she adorns the garden." My obl i­
gation to be an attractive, stable, worth­
while christian i s certainly a primary 
one. I may work hard In the church or 
in the community; I may provide well 
for my family; I may produce so far 
as service i s concerned - but if I am 
not the kind of person who i s a good 
example of my religion, I am missing 
my greatest opportunity. Is not that the 
meaning of I Cor . 13? It Is simpler in the 
case of the rose it grows automatically, 
so far as we human beings know. In 
our case, life wi l l not stand s t i l l . We 
never step into the same stream twice, 
as the ancients have put i t . Life changes, 
we change. Even after we get right we 
have the problem of staying right. Today, 
I may be comparatively poised, happy 
and useful. Tomorrow, I may be over­
whelmed by tragedy, may be whimper­
ing and dejected. There are mood swings 
within and weather conditions, wars, and 
economic depressions without. There i s 

' tremendous social pressure, conscious 
and unconscious, that envelopes us on 
the one hand; there are wild, i r ra t ion­
a l , biological and ego-centric drives 
which arise from 'within on the other. » 
Sometimes we hanker for a social 
group which would control us although 
we never quite put it In these words; 
some stable, non-threatenIng, direct­
ing institution or social setting where 
we will not have so many conflicts 
and so many decisions to make. In--
stead our world is In a state of flux. 
Urban and town people go away to col­
lege and to war. City people, young 
and old, are living next door to people 
they do not know,-if they do, they do 
not like. On r e l i ^on , social customs, 
morals and education we do not agree, 
and we do not feel close to one another. 
We need more of a sense of belonging, t 
but, at present and In the near future, " 
it i s Very ualikely that we can depend 
on that personal support. Jesus said, 
" A new commandment I give unto you, 
that you love one another even as I have 
loved you."

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Our Legislators 

Report 
Republican State Representative 

Louis E . Schmidt i s offering free of 
charge to senior citizens of the L i ­
vonia-Northville District a booklet out­
lining state programs of benefit to Mich­
igan's senior citizens. 

The handbook was prepared by the 
Michigan Commission on Aging and is 
available by writing Schmidt at the 
State Capitol in Lansing. It gives gen­
eral information on county councils on 
aging, recreation programs, education­
a l and employment opportunities, health 
care, financial and housing assistance, 
legal aid and many other programs 
conducted by the State. 

Representative Louis Schmidt re­
ports "considerable consternation" de--
veloped this past week over a proposal 
to reduce the lawmakers salaries by 15-
percent if fiscal reform legislation 
fails. 

The proposal was suggested by sev­
eral freshmen legislators. 

The resolution, explained Schmidt, 
was ^ r k e d by Governor George Rom­
ney's proposal to cut state services 
by as much as 15 percent to balance the 
budget unless tax reform is enacted. 

The resolution was referred to the 
House Policy committee. 

It was not exactly received with 
overwhelming support by either Dem­
ocrats or Republicans, he said. 

State Senator George Kuhn says he 
wi l l support a legislative resolution 
calling for a federal constitutional con­
vention. 

Purpose of the federal con-con would 
be to modify U.S. Supreme Court de­
cisions requiring "one man, one vote" 
reapportionment of state legislative 
bodies. 

Ringleader of the federal con-con 
movement i sU .S . Senate Minority Lead­
er Everett Dirksen of Illinois. So 
far, 32 states have passed resolutions 
asking Congress to cal l a federal con--
con; two more are needed. Michigan 
could be the key state. 

"I'm whole-heartedly in support," 
Kuhn said last '*feek. It can pass in 
the State Senate, and I think we have 
the votes in the House." 

Kuhn said a federal con-con "could 
get the Supreme Court out of legis­
lative work. We need changes in the 
U.S.Constitution for clear linesof auth­
ority between the executive, the leg­
islative and the judicial. The Supreme 
Court has usurped power." 

A federal con-con would presumably 
be dominated by persons wanting to 
modify the "one man, one vote" court 
decisions and allow one house of a 
state legislature to be apportioned on 
a basis other than population. Rural 
interest favor an area basis. 

Any amendment proposed by a fed­
eral con-con would have to be rat­
ified by three-fourths of the states 
(38 of the 50). 

Dirksen chose the federal con-con 
path after his plans to have Congress 
submit a proposed constitutional 
amendment to the states were defeat­
ed. 

Senator Kuhn is also author of a 
proposed amendment to the Michigan 
constitution that would eliminate the 
eight-man, bi-partisan Apportionment 
commission. 

Kuhn seeks to return the apportion­
ment power to the Legislature, which 
had the authority under the 1908 state 
constitution. 

Kuhn points out his amendment pro­
vides for an alternative i n the event 
the Legislature fails to apportion i t ­
self, as it did many times under the 
1908 constitution. Kuhn'splansaysthat, 
i f the Legislature can't agree on an 
apportionment plan, the job would be 
handed to a five-man non-partisan Ap­
portionment Commission appointed by 
the governor. 

The odd number assures some 
chance of agreement. The current 
Apportionment Commission, Kuhn 
notes, deadlocked along partisan lines.

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Working Prisoners Succeed 
LANSING - Rehabilitation of i n ­

mates has been a major factor in pro­
grams of the Michigan Corrections 
Department for a good number of years. 

The department nowhasagood yard­
stick to measure the success of i ts 
various efforts toward rehabilitation of 
prisoners. 

Some years ago, Michigan initiated 
a sleep-in, work-out program for cer­
tain inmates. It appears to be most 
successful. 

Employers, the real indicators of 
the success, reported general satis­
faction with the prisoner-workers they 
hired. About 75 per cent of the em­
ployers gave performance ratings of 
"good" or "outstanding" to the in - ' 
mates they hired in the past year. 

Only 156 men were involved in the 
program, partly because of its new­
ness but partly by design within the 
department administration. Only jobs 
that cannot be filled by the local work 

force can be taken by inmate labor. 
To be eligible for the program pr i s ­

oners must be also within a year of 
parole consideration, be good security 
r i sks and have no background of mental 
i l lness, sexual deviation or assault 
records. 

Only 11 of 156 men involved in the 
semi-parole program last year were 
removed from their jobs. 

Now the department i s considering 
extension of the program to allow

B a n k e r T e s t s ' G o l d P o l i c y 

BABSON P A R K , Mass., - The other 
day a vice-president of a huge N . Y . 
bank dropped a 'Twmbshell" into inter­
national banking circles . He suggested 
that if foreign governments holding de­
posits here should insist on turning them 
into gold, the U.S. just might refuse 
to honor their requests. That we would 
simply sit on our $13-billion board. 
The fixed price of $35 per ounce, at 
which the U.S. agreed to redeem the 
dollar for foreign holders ever since 
the end of World War II, would be no 
more. In a word, we would divorce our 
dollar from gold! 

Some immediately said that the 
banker's " t r i a l baUoon"hadbeen hand­
ed to him for release by none other 
than the Secretary of the U.S. Treas­
ury. It has long been known that official 
Washington has been " a l l steamed up" 
because foreign nations - whom W3 
rescued from the brink of economic 
disaster a few years ago - are con­
tinually exchanging their dollar hold­
ings for gold. Such resentment has ap­
plied especially to France. Others, 
however, held that the startling state-
meat was only the opening gun In the 
battle to give-greater liquidity to a l l 
Free World currencies. This finan­
cial Armageddon is slated for Rio de 
Janeiro in September at the meeting 
of the -International Monetary Fund. 

Whatever the intent, whoever the 
instigator, the effect was electric. The 
price of gold shot up in London. Long 
dormant and bumping bottom, gold 

shares in New York were sparked to 
life. Economists great and small were 
eagerly sought for press interviews. 
The central bankers of Europe shud­
dered. And we can guess that the 
"Gnomes of Z u r i c h " laughed. 

IT IS SAID that you can count on the 
fingers of one hand the men in this 
country who really understand inter­
national money and its ramifications. 
Even this may be an overstatement. 
However, .the smoke now belching from 
the banking and political capitals of 
the Free World does have a source 
in some serious financial f i res . The 
two major ones are: (1) The now 
accelerating plunge of the U.S. into 
debt to the leading nations of Europe; 
(2) the failure of gold supplies to 
climb rapidly enough to accommo­
date a global credit expansion suf­
ficiently large to finance ever higher 
levels of world trade. 

On count number one we stand at 
least partially guilty. For years, the 
U.S. has spent, lent, invested - and 
just given away - more to other nations 
than they have spent, lent, etc., i n this 
country. It has been our dollars that our 
all ies have been glad to amass- Why 
not? For Uncle Sam has said, ever 
since Bretton Woods in 1944, that he 
would redeem them for foreigners any 
time at $35 an ounce. And there,'s the 
rub! When we had over $20 bil l ion in 
gold, the bottom of the barre l looked 
far away. But now tllat our gold stock 
i s down to $13 b i l l i o n - a n d foreigners 

hold nearly 30 bil l ion of our dollars -
they ask us ever more insistently: 
"How Long?" 

Surely, we cannot go on forever 
flooding the world with dollars. The 
law of supply and demand would stead­
i ly force the dollar 's value down. But 
the huge outflow of dollars has enabled 
our all ies to finance their economic 
expansion and to support a world trade 
boom. It i s only recently that doubts 
about- the dollar have threatened world 
prosperity. 

T H E R E A L J O B for the U.S. i s 
twofold: (1) Restore confidence by slow­
ing down our dollar hemorrhage; (2) 
work co-operatively with the other na­
tions at Rio i n September to establish 
a broader base than just the dollar for 
greater international liquidity. Our 
A l l i e s must help us to achieve the first, 
and we must sacrifice some prestige to 
attain the second objective. 

Admittedly It wil l be hard for us to 
"give ground" at Rio. When the Inter­
national Monetary Fund was formed, 
we were king. That i s not so now. A s 
creditor we could call the tune. A s 
debtor we must find a solution fair to 
a l l . And we shall have to learn to 
l imi t our world commitments . . . or 
slip deeper toward bankruptcy. Surely 
we must shun the suggestion of the N . Y . 
banker with regard to dishonoring our 
commitments. For the result would be 
devaluation and a train of financial and 
economic events.with consequences that 
no man can foresee and that few would 
care, to contemplate. • 
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prisoners to find work in their home 
communities, rather than just in jobs 
specifically located by department of­
ficials. If the program were changed 
in this way, prisoners would be allow­
ed to serve their non-working time in 
local county ja i ls . 

Idea behind the home-town job pro­
ject would be to provide an additional 
transitional step from pris.oner to p r i ­
vate citizen since many inmates return 
to their former communities when re­
leased. 

SURE SIGN of spring i s the almost 
irritating number of yellow flashing 
lights seen in cities and on open roads 
of the state. 

Flashers mf^n that work i s under 
way to get r id of Michigan's annual 
winter "h^ng-over." This i s the term 
given by cleanup crews to the work 
they face each year to r id Michigan's 
roadways, roadside parks, rest areas 
and picnic table sites of the litter 
accuralilated during the snowy season. 

It includes picking up tons of debris 
cluttered along the roads; clearing dit­
ches and culverts to insure needed 
drainage. 

Pavements marred by freeze-thaw 
damage must be patched, and damaged 
signs and reflectors replaced. 

The state ordered 40,500 pounds of 
grass seed, 610,000 pounds of fer t i l iz ­
er, 4,205 gallons of weed sprays and 
similar amounts of other items needed 
to improve roadsides and rest areas. 
This i s a sizable planting operation 
but necessary to keep Michigan green. 

"Let the buyer beware," remains 
a good watchword for consumers des­
pite the many government regulations 
designed to protect the public from 
unscrupulous dealers in products and 
services. 

A typical spring activity, land­
scaping, planting shrubs and flowers, 
provides a good example that a l l the 
laws in the nation cannot protect the 
unwary buyer. 

Michigan has a nursery stock law 
designed to protect the buyer. 

The law requires that nursery stock 
must be stored and displayed so as to 
maintain the certified conditions. 

"Quality i s a factor in determin­
ing price and purchasers are unlikely 
to find high quality items at give-away 
pr ices , " emphasizes B . Dale B a l l , 
director of Michigan Department of 
Agriculture. 

Extravagant statements about mer­
chandise or claims by salesmen that 
their products represent sensational 
developments in the horticultural world 

T should bring a raised eyebroW to the 
prospective purchaser. 

Agents who solicit sales of nursery 
stock are required to get a permit from 
the Agriculture Department. 

Department officials encourage pro-
qjectlve buyers to ask for this permit 
before signing landscaping contracts 
or making purchases from door-to-
door stock salesmen.

There ' l l be spies In the sky when we 
die. 

Not so far fetched, the phrase applies 
succinctly to the rash of omnipresent 
^ y yarns on television and in the 
movies. Take a look at the lineup: 
M r . Terr i f ic , G i r l from U N C L E , I Spy, 
Secret Agent, Get Smart, M a i from 
U N C L E , and an endless and someisliat 
wearying strain of fl icks ala James 
Bond. Genus Excitus, they're not to 
be confused with Genus Insipidus -
Batman, The Green Hornet and Super­
man. 

A l l spy thri l lers have something i n 
common: no penetrating message, no 
development of character and little 
resemblance to real life. In fact, for­
get the actors. Any reasonably good ac­
tor or actress could play the part 
demanded by a spy thr i l ler . There's 
only two standards and two standards 
only, angularity of plot and suspense. 

On this basis, CBS ' Saturday night 
q)lash, "Miss ion Impossible," i s the 
unqualified winner. The story line Isas 
convolluted as the stripes on a pepper­
mint stick, as complex as an I B M 
computer and as monumentallyabsurd 
as a fly swimming the Atlantic. Yet i t 
makes for ^tanking good stories, a 
guessing man's guessing game fi l led 
with suspense. 

"Impossible" begins every Satur­
day with little out of the ordinary. Dan 
Briggs, head of the Impossible M i s ­
sion Force, receives the assignment 
from an anonymous voice, deep and 
resonant. The message comes over a 
micro-box at a drive-in movie, through 
the telephone or over a tape recorder 
cleverly concealed. And each time, 
poof, the me.3sage self destructs. 
Nothing unusual about that. 

Next, It's time for Briggs to chose 
the highly trained specialists who wi l l 
carry out the impossible mission. He 
flips dramatically through a portfolio 
of agents, dropping their pictures one 
by one on a table. His team chosen, 
they develop the plan of attack. Only 
one thing is cer ta in- tbe mission wi l l 
be accomplished and our heroes wi l l 
emerge unscathed. S t i l l , nothing unusual 
about that. 

It's how the mission wi l l be carried 
out that taps our ingenuity. What ex­
actly i s the bri l l iantly conceived plai>? 
Tbe guessing game has begun. Nine 
times out of ten, we lose. Throughout, 
the suspense, the other essential i n ­
gredient of any spy pie, permeates the 
plot. 

Essentially, the task of the " Im­
possible" writers i s made easier and 
the stories more exciting through one 
simple, yet master stroke. Rather than 
one or two super agents executing the 
plan, there i s a flock of them, each a 
bird of a different feather, working at 
his specialty. This yields a welter of 
plot possibilities. 

While one agent i s playing It straight 
as an ambassador, coolly approachng 
the vll l lan, another i s cutting cables, 
another i s crawling through tunnels, 
another isassuminga carefully disguis­
ed role. There are enough meanwhiles 
to keep the viewer impaled on the 
point of anxiety. 

The plot i s meticulously conceived. 
In fact, a trip to the kitchen for a piece 
of pie canbe disastrous. A vital fact may 
be missed. To stick with It, the viewer 
must stay glued to the T V set (to the 
elation of ^ n s o r s ) to watch every 
move of the elusive plot. That, in a 
nutshell, i s what makes Mission Im­

possible a unique spy yarn. 
Wiiether it i s a spoof, as has been 

claimed for so many spy pies, i s 
really not germaln. Wno cares? The 
fact i s ' Impossible" keeps tbe imag­
ination bubbling along trying to win the 
game of wits. And there i s the usual spy 
paraphenalla to titillate the viewer -
easedropping devices, special weapons 
voluptuous women, you name It. 

A l l of which makes Mission Im--
possible a frothy, exciting bit of escap-
1st viewing. 

The bride and bridegroom sitting on 
chairs on top of a table dodging assort­
ed flowers and fruit tossed at them by 
wedding guests while a soon to be pluck­
ed rooster shared the table and crowed 
li l t ing melodies. 

A scene from the L i l ' Abner comic 
strip? 

Not at a l l . It's the kind of real-life 
adventure that only a guy like North­
viUe's rotund attorney-travel agent, 
Cliff H i l l , could dig up in his world­
wide journeys. 

Recently returned from a trip to 
Japan, Talpai, Hong Kong and exotic 
places like Bankok, Kuala Lumphur, 
and Cameron Highlands, H i l l kept notes 
of his latest experiences and passed 
them on to the new^aper. 

The comic wedding was one of those 
experiences. It was, wrote ffill, " a 
Javanese style Moslem wedding last 
night out i n the New Terri tories adja­
cent to Kowloon." 

According to Cliff, the wedding took

One of the priests put a raw 
egg on the floor and the groom stomped 
on It, whereupon the bride knelt and 
bathed his foot clean with perfumed 
water. 

"I 'm told they originally used a pile 
of cow dung, but modern women's rights 
being what they are the priests now 
use a fresh egg and believe me that's 
messy enough." 

Following the egg ceremony, the 
couple sat on chairs on top of the table 
"while the guests pelted them with 
flowers at f irst and then as tbe guests 
got really stoned they threw oranges, 
bananas, and, alas poor wedding couple, 
they were dodging coconuts and p i n e ­
apples." 

M r . rooster lost most of his tail 
feathers to souvenir hunting relatives 
and as the party took on tbe character­

is t ics of a riot. H i l l and his companions 
departed, agreeing that it "isn't often 
nowadays that you can attend a swing-
eroo like that." 

Curious about the strange English 
names of some of the businesses in 
Hong Kong, H i l l discovered that they 
were the result of an ' Ir ishman with a 
fine sense of humor" who was in charge 
of the assumed name division of the 
city hall years ago. When a Chinese 
businessman wanted an English name 
for his enterprise, the Irishman assign­
ed some lulus, says H i l l . 

That's why today travelers do a 
double-take whenever they come across 
business signs such as Glory in Heaven 
Diaper Service, Closed F ly Pants Coin-
pany. Fat Bottom Trucking Company 
(Ltd), Fl ing Hi Kite Mfg., Dam Soft 
Mattress company, and the Tired Eyes 
Book Sellers. 

Concerning Kuala Lumpur, Malaya, 
where Cliff discovered that Hotel Merr 
l i n picks up i ts guests' laundry each 
morning and returns it neatly washed 
and pressed the same day free of 
charge, he says he felt right at home 
- a nation-wide teachers' strike had 
closed or crippled a l l public schools. 

While watching a funeral proces­
sion In Hong Kong, Cliff said be was 
amazed by the perfectly executed 
cadence of the mourners. With 
the body upfront half-reclInlDglnajeep, 
i t was followedbya chartered bus, about 
20 pedicabs or three-wheel bikes, a 
couple bands, and a group of about 50 
professional mourners.

Seek Enforcement 

Of Smoking Law 
To the Editor 

Ear ly last fa l l , our student council 
attended a leadership conference work­
shop i n Ann Arbor . At this gathering, 
a professor named Weaver addressed us 
and said that student councils should 
stay away from tbe " t r i v i a " ( ^ n s o r -
Ing bake sales, dances, etc.) that they 
have been do i i ^ in the past and focus 
Qieir attention to solving some of the 
problems of our school. It Is under this 
precept that our student council, com­
bined with tbe other councils i n our 
league, have decided to attack one of 
the major problems facing high schools 
today. That i s the problem of students 
smoking on campus. 

The present laws i n Michigan desig­
nate school property as some sort of 
sacred grouitd. Mll iors smoke at home, 
on the street, in fact, anywhere an adult 
can smoke. A U of ttils i s forbidden by 
law, but nothing Is done to enforce tbe 
law. Nobody gets upset or tr ies to do 
anythlJ^ when they see the twelve year 
old kid smoking on the street. A t most, 
they say, "That 's awful." But, let a 
few people get wind of students smoking 
i n school and soon there i s talk of the 
administrators losing their jcibs for 
neglecting their duty. School seems to 
be the only place that tbe laws are ex­
pected to be enforced. This i s what 
we are protesting. 

Over the last few weeks, represent­
atives from our league from Bloomfield 
H i l l s high school have worked i n Lan­
sing and have finally gotten this prob­
lem to the floor ofour state legislature. 
We are hoping something wi l l be done, 
during this session of congress, to cor­
rect this problem. 

Specifically, we are looking for 
reforms like these: 

1. Either tbe laws regarding smok­
ing be enforced as they read today/ 
updated, so as to obtain laws that are 
possible to enforce, or repealed. The 
laws as they stand today are contra­
dictory and almost Impossible to en­
force. New, revised laws would a l le ­
viate this problem. 

2. We would like to see a uniform 
punishment for breaking the rules. Not a 
twenty day suspension In one school and 
a three day su^ns ion lnano the r . I t i s a 
state law and there should be a state­
wide penalty. 

I believe you can see that the present 
laws cause quite a problem, not only 
for our school, but for a l l high schools. 

This i s why we are aiming our efforts 
against this problem. But, our goal wi l l 
never be reached without file interest 
and support of adults. This i s why I am 
writing to you. A s editor of the paper I 
am hoping that you might give us some 
of tbe publicity which we need_so much. 

A n article, or. If possible an editorial 
towards our project w i l l be a service 
we would always be In debt to you for. 
Any assistance you could give us at a l l , 
M r . Sliger, would be greatly appre­
ciated.

Tight Financial Squeeze 
Relief for Novi from strapplng.sew-

er payments finally materialized at 
Moilday's meeting of the Novi village 
council. 

It came in the form of an agree­
ment, struck between Harry Slatkin 
Builders and Roskelly and Alan , de­
velopers of proposed adjacent housing 
projects in the extreme south-central 
portion of Novi. The Slatkin develop­
ment i s known as North Hi l l s Estates; 
the Roskelly and Al lan development 
bears the name Westridge, 

Specifically, the agreement wi l l 
yield $119,243 in immediate cash, with 

which the village can meet i ts sewer 
payment obligations to Oakland county. 

The council approved the agreement 
by unanimous 5-0 vote. 

It calls for the exchange of 160 
sewer taps, originally set aside in 
1962 for Gertrude and Mark Al lan for 
the development of what i s knownasthe 
Christenson property. The 80-acre 
parcel Is located north of Nine Mi le • 
road, just east of Taft road. 

Slatkin agreed to pay for the 160 
taps, including the interest and penal­
ties accumulated because tbe original 
purchasers were in arrears on two 
payments. Total cost i s $96,481. In a l l 
probability, 57 taps wi l l revert to 
Roskelly and Alan for their Westridge 
development. 

In addition, the agreement approv­
ed by the council provides 190 addi­
tional taps for Slatkin. Of the $119,243 
in cash to be paid to -the village, 
$22,762 Is for 38 new taps. Another 
payment of one-fifteenth on the 190 
taps w i l l be made July 1, and every 
year thereafter payment of one-fifteenth 
wi l l be due. 

The "money in the t i l l " promises 
to get Novi out of i ts t i ^ t bind in mak-

. ing s-jTcrpajasente to Oakland,county, 
The village has been squeezed by pur­
chasers who have been allotted taps but 
are in arrears on payments. 

Actually, the council's action may 
bave wldei^read impact. Delinquent 
purchasers may find the council exer­
cising an option to reclaim and redis­
tribute their taps under a similar a r ­
rangement reached between Slatkin and 
ADan and Roskelly. 

This action, council noted, may be 
necessitated by increasing demands for 
taps by new developers who are able to 
pay promptly. " I f they present pur­
chasers) don't pay for taps," Council­
man Raymond Harrison said, "They 
should be treated like everybody else ." 

In an effort to treat a l l purchasers 
fairly, the council authorized Village 
MaIager Harold Ackley and Village 
Attorney Howard Bond to consult with 
the attorney of M r s . Paul LeBost . Of 
the 750 taps reserved for her In W l l ­
lowbrook subdivisions, only 100 have 
been sold and payments are delinquent. 

Under tbe present agreement, Mrs." 
LeBost has contracted to pay for 50 
taps per yiear. Council pondered the ad­
visability and legality of "taking away 
that amount If money i s not pa id ." 

Ackley reported on the traffic count' 
on Seeley road, taken A p r i l 26 from 7 
a.m. until 6 p.m. The count revealed 
that 717 vehicles used the roac^ includ­
ing 291 northbound cars, 300 southbound 
cars, 28 pick-up trucks, 45 light trucks, 
36 heavy trucks, 13 semi-trailer trucks 
and four schcK)l buses.
