In addition to the tree-planting cere-
mony, there will be a city-wide trash
pick-up on Mounday, May 8. This sug-
gests that Bea and her beautification
commission expect residents todo some
cleaning-up around their homes onMay
6and 7.

May 20 is designated as Civic Pride
Day, It’s suggested that community of-
ficials and merchants show their pridz
by shampooing Main street at 7 a.m.
with brushes and buckets.

Awards are planned for the business
places showing evidence of most im-
provement and a couple of Bea’s com-
mittee workers will be taking ‘before
and after’’ pictures to provide evidence
of the improvements.

There’s probably no single, worth-
while project in any community that
depends more upon citizenparticipation
for its success than a beautification

,campajgn, Everyone can do something

to help.

If each homeowner makes it his
business to clean up his own yard, re-
sults are immediate. Individual effort
can also be employed throughout the
community. Papers can be tossed into
containers instead of the street; loose
debris throughout the business area
or couniryside can be removed or
reported to the beautification com-
mission; little things, like cigarette
butts, gum wrappers, lunch sacks,
apple cores, orange peelings can be
deposited incontainersinstead of tossed
into the gutters, -

There’ll be spies in the sky when we
die,

Not sofarfetched, the phraseapplies
succinctly to the rash of omnipresent
spy yarns on television and in the
movies, Take a look at the lineup:
Mz, Terrifie, Girt from UNCLE, I Spy,
Secret Agent, Get Smart, Maa from
UNCLE, and an endless and somewhat
wearylng strain of flicks ala James
Bond. Genus Excitus, they’re not to
be confused with Genus Insipidus -
Batman, The Green Hornet and Super-
man,

All spy thrillers have something in
common: no penetrating message, no
development of character and little
resemblance to real life, In fact, for-
get the actors, Any reasonably goodac-
tor or actress could play the part
demanded by a spy thriller. There's
only two standards and two standards
only: angularity of plot and suspense.

On this basis, CBS’ Saturday night
splash, ‘““Mission Impossible,” is the
unqualified winner, The story lne Isas

_convolluted as the stripes on a pepper-

mint stick, as complex as an IBM
romputer and as monumentallyabsurd
as a fly swimming the Atlantic, Yet it
makes for spanking good stories, a
guessing maa’s guessing game filled
with suspense,

‘“Impossible” begins every Satur-
day with little out of the ordinary. Dan
Briggs, head of the Impossible Mis-
sion Force, receives the assignment
from an anonymous voice, deep and
resonant. The message comes over a
micro-box at a drive-in movie, through
the telephone or over a tape recorder
cleverly concealed. And each time,
poof, the message self destruets,
Nothing unusual about that.

Nesxt, it’s time for Briggs to chose
the highly trained specialists who will
carry out the impossible mission. He
flips dramatically through a portfolio
of agents, dropping their pictures one
by one on a table., His team chosen,
they develop the plan of attack. Only
one thing is certain - the mission will
be accomplished and our heroes will
emerge unscathed, Still, nothing unusual
about that.

It’s how the mission will be carried
out that taps our ingenuity. What ex-
actly is the brilliantly conceived plan?
The guessing game has begun. Nine
times out of ten, we lose, Throughout,
the suspense, the other essential in-
g{etdlent of any spy ple, permeates the
plot,

Essentially, the task of the ‘“Im-
possible”’ writers is made easfer and
the stories more exciting through one
simple, yet master stroke. Rather than
one or two super agents executing the
plan, there is a flock of them, eacha
bird of a different feather, working at
his specialty., This yields a welter of
plot possibilities.

While one agent isplaying it straight
as an ambassador, coolly approachng
the villian, another is cutting cables,
another is crawling through tunnels,
another isassuminga carefully disguis-
ed role, There are enough meanwhiles
to keep the viewer impaled on the
point of anxiety.

The plot is meticulously conceived,
In fact, a trip to the kitchen for a plece
of pie canbedisastrous. A vitalfact may
be missed. To stick with it, the viewer
must stay glued to the TV set (to the
elation of sponsors) to watch every
move of the elusive plot, That, in a
nutshell, is what makes Mission Im-

possible a unique Spy yarn.

Whether it is a spoof, as has been
claimed for so many spy ples, is
really not germain, Wno cares? The
fact is *‘Impossible” keeps the imag-
ination bubbling along trying to win the
game of wits, And there isthe usual spy
paraphenalia fo titillate the viewer —
easedropping devices, special weapons
voluptuous women, you name it,

All of which makes Mission Im-
possible 2 frothy, exciting bit of escap-

ist viewing.

The bride and bridegroom sitting on
chairs on top of a table dodgingassort-
ed flowers and fruit tossed at them by
wedding guests while a soontobe pluck-
ed rooster shared the table and crowed
lilting melodies.

A scene from the Lil’ Abner comic
strip?

Not at all, It’s the kind of real-life
adventure that only a guy like North-
ville’s rotund attorney-travel agent,
Clift Hill, could dig up in his world-
wide journeys.

Recently returned from a trip to
Japan, Taipal, Hong Kong and exotic
places like Bankok, Kuala Lumphur,
and Cameron Highlands, Hill kept notes

of his latest experiences and passed

them on to the newspaper.

The comic wedding was one of those
experiences, It was, wrote Hill, ‘‘a
Javanese style Moslem wedding last
night out in the New Territories adja-
cent to Kowloon.”

Seek Enforcement

Of Smoking Law

To the Editor

Early last fall, our student council
attended a leadership conference work-
shop in Ann Arbor. At this gathering,
a professor iamed Weaver addressedus
and said that student councils should
stay away from the “trivia’ (sponsor-
ing bake sales, dances, etc.) that they
have been doing in the past and focus
their attention to solving some of the
problems of our school. It is under this
precept that our student council, com-
bined with the other councils in our
league, have decided to attack one of
the major problems facing high schools
foday. That is the problem of students
smoking on eampus.

The present laws inMichigandesig-
nate school property as some sort of
sacred ground, Minors smoke at home,
on the street, in fact, anywhereanadult
can smoke, All of this is forbidden by
law, but nothing is done to enforce the
law, Nobody gets upset or tries to do
anything when they see the twelve year
old kid smoking on the street. At most,
they say, ‘That’s awful.” But, let 2
few people get wind of students smoking
in school and soon there is talk of the
administrators losing their jobs for
neglecting their duty. School seems to
be the only place that the laws are ex-
pected to be enforced, This is what
we are protesting.

Over the last few weeks, represent-
atives from our leaguefrom Bloomfield
Hills high school have worked in Lan-
sing and have fipally gotten this prob-
lem to the floor of our state legislature,
We are hoping something will be done,
during this session of congress, to cor-
rect this problem.

Specifically, we are looking for
reforms like these:

2. We would like to see a uniform
punishment for breaking the rules, Nota
twenty day suspension in one schooland
a three day suspensioninanother.Itisa
state law and there should be a state-
wide penalty.

I believe you can see that the present
laws cause quite a problem, not only
for our school, but for all high schools.

This is why we are aiming our efforts
against this problem. But, our goal will
never be reached without the interest
and support of adults. This is why I am
writing to you. As editor of the paper I
am hoping that you might give us some
of the publicity which we need so much.

Relief for Novi from strapping.sew-
er payments finally materialized at
Monday’s meeting of the Novi village
council,

It came in the form of an agree-
ment, struck between Harry Slatkin
Builders and Roskelly and Alan, de-
velopers of proposed adjacent housing
projects in the extreme south-central
portion of Novi, The Slatkin develop-
ment is known as North Hills Estates;
the Roskelly and Allan development
bears the name Westridge.

Specifically, the agreement will
yield $119,243 in immediate cash, with
which the village can meet its sewer
payment obligations to Oakland county,

The council approved the agreement
by unanimous 5-0 vote.

It calls for the exchange of 160
sewer taps, originally set aside in
1962 for Gertrude and Mark Allan for
the development of what is knownasthe

Christenson property. The 80-acre
parcel is located north of Nine Mile.

road, just east of Taft road.

Slatkin agreed to pay for the 160
taps, including the interest and penal-
ties accumulated because the originmal
purchasers were in arrears on two
payments. Total cost is $96,481, In all
probability, 57 taps will revert fo
Roskelly and Alan for their Westridge
development.

In addition, the agreement approv:
ed by the council provides 190 addi-
tional taps for Slatkin, Of the $119,243
in cash to be paid to .the village,
$22,762 is for 38 new taps. Another
payment of one-fifteenth on the 190
taps will be made July 1, and every
year thereafter payment of one-fifteenth
will be due.

The ‘‘money in the till” promises
to get Novi out of its tight bind in mak-

The village has been squeezed by pur-
chasers who have been allotted tapsbut
are in arrears on payments,

Actually, the council’s action may
have widespread impact, Delinquent
purchasers may find the council exer-
cising an option to reclaim and redis-
tribute their taps under a similar ar-
rangement reached between Slatkin and
Allan and Roskelly,

This action, council noted, may be
necessitated by increasing demandsfor
taps by new developers who are able to
pay promptly, “If they (present pur-
chasers) don’t pay for taps,” Council-
man Raymond Harrison said, ‘They
should be treated like everybody else.”

In an effort to treat all purchasers
fairly, the council authorized Village
Manmager Harold Ackley and Village
Attorney Howard Bond to consult with
the attorney of Mrs, Paul LeBost, Of
the 750 taps reserved for her in Wil-
lowbrook subdivisions, only 100 have
been sold and payments are delinquent,

The amount for
Northville township was not available
at the time this article was written, The
return of this money to counties and
local units of government could mean a
voluntary reduction of the property tax,
or a relief of certain tax millages to

the need for additional funds; millage

and Western Oakland county will get
much needed funds for street improve-
ments.,”

The city of Livonia will get an in-
crease of $182,000 over this year —

Other communites and the in-
creases they are expected to get in-
clude: Farmington, $18,200; Holly, $10,
800; Keego Harbor, $7,100; Lyon,
$3,200; Milford, $13,900; Northville,
$12,600; Novi, $23,800; Orchard Lake,

$1,800; South Lyon, $4,100; Sylvan Lake,
$6,200; Walled Lake, $10,600; Wixom,
$6,400; Wolverine Lake, $7,900; and
Wood Creek Farms, $2,400.

In a Jetter to Dr. Glenn T. Seaborg,
AEC Chairman, Esch said, ‘“Recent
questions surrounding the selection ...
prompt me to request official clarifica~
tion from ‘your Commission.”’ Specific-
ally, he requested the Commission to
comment on race relations in Weston
and the adequacy of Illinois water re-
sources. _

“These questions,” Esch said,
‘“have naturally raised anxietyand
anticipation on the part of Ann Arbor
and Michigan which worked so hard to
secure the final selection.”

Esch said that the main question

was whether the water and racial prob-
lems are serious enough to reopen the
selection process. “‘If such is the case,
our community stands ready to resub-
mit our qualifications which we feel
fully meet the standards of the Com-
mission.” :
" Mentioning the Michigan Civil Rights
Commission, the Ann Arbor Human Re-
lations Commission and a local open
housing ordinance, Esch claimed that
Michigan and Ann Arbor ‘‘stand in the
forefront of the mation in the develop-
ment of forward looking civil rights
programs ... and have made great
strides in attempting to guarantee equal
opportunity for all citizens.”

‘“There is no question that our wa-
ter and power resources could easily
accommodate an accelerator without
-jeopardizing the needs of surrounding
areas,” he added. o

Esch was careful to point out that
1¥s -inquiry to the-commission fsenot
an attempt to criticize the original-de-
cision, but rather to determine the
possibility of reviewing it in light of
recent controversy.

BABSON PARK, MASS, You'll be
paying 2.5% more for consumer goods
and services by the end of this year
than you were at the beginning. That’s
what the government economists pre-
dict. and it looks as though they may
be right on the button, Or very,
very close to it. Here are some of
the reasons the forecast seems to be
logical, even if a trifle discouraging
to the householder.

Since last fall consumer priceshave
been comparatively stable, enough so
to make the Pollyannas hope that the
buying power of their pocketbooks might
grow stronger. But most of the slow-
down has been due to lower prices in
certain foods — such as eggs, fruits,
vegetables, and pork. This has tended
to offset to a fair degree the basic
increase in most other prime goods
and services. But the cost of beef,
milk, cheese, etc., is on the way up,
and it won’t be long before other foods
follow.

Then the climb in over-all living
costs will be resumed, It won’t be
a mad inflationary runaway, but the
advances will be persistent and will
involve just about every item in the
consumer price index, The value of
your dollar is going to be nicked away
during the rest of 1967, and probably
well beyond that. Some ‘‘mods” among
the Administration will console you
with the claim that this gradual price
inflation will help to keep business
strong.. But you will feel it in the
pocketbook; that they can’t deny,

ALONG WITH foods, there will be
upward pressure on the price of ap-
parel, shoes, gasoline, many household
goods, and entertainment. It will be-
other household appliances, with resul-
tant weakening of prices, It should be
noted, however, that housing starts are
once again on the rise, and gentler
mortgage interest rates are makingfor
more optimism.” As this trend inten-
sities, prices of appliances will be
nudged upward again in an effort to

Reasons given include poor driv-
ing habits, disapproval of the teen's

The illustration of the multi-armed
clean-up campaigner above was sub-
mitted by John Wortman, whoisa mem-
ber of the beautification commission
and has made it hisbusiness to point-up
eyesores,

John displayed a few of his ‘ ‘eyesore
slides’ taken at various residential,
commercial andindustrialareasaround
the community to members of the beau-
tification campaign committee last
week.

They revealed that there’s plenty of
" room for improvement (by city, school,
business and private citizen) both in
unsightliness and in conditions that
could cause accidents,

The beautification commission is
appealing to local organizations to
undertake individual projects, suchas
purchase of attractive trash containers
for the business district, landscaping of
the South Main street entrance to the
city and tree planting.

One of the best projects was pro-
posed by Paul Folino. Thanks to his
initiative, planter barrelsarenowbeing
stained by junior high school students
and the retail merchantsassociationhas
already pledged itself to placing them
throughout the business distriet with

appropriate greenery. e
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Probably unique in all the state(and
very possibly the nation) is an agree-
ment reached by The Record and the
school administration and teacher ne-
gotiation teams.

We’ve been asked to sit in on nego-
tiation meetings.

Our state press bulletins have dis-
cussed these closed sessions and noted
that, like all labor-mapagement con-
tract meetings, there’s little likelihood
of the press being invited inside during
arguments,

Ray Spear, assistant superintendent
and chief negotiator for theadministra-
tion, and Pat Bubel, chairman for the
Northville Teachers Association, met
with Jack Hoffmanand myself to discuss
the possibility of press coverage of the
private sessions.

It’s been our position that we could
do a better job of explaining both sides
if we were thoroughly backgrounded
in the individual positions.

The negotiators point out that more
harm could be done by premature re-
porting, however, as both sides jockey
for position. Sometimes opening offers
and demands appear unreasonable and
could cause damage to negotiation pro-
gress if improperly reported.

Yet it’s no secret that the press.
(and public, for that matter) has ways
of finding out what happens at the most
secret of sessions, And sometimes
second-hand interpretationscanbe mis-
leading.

After 2 meeting and an exchange of
letters it was decided by both negotiat-
ing teams that sessions would be open
to the press ‘‘based onour faith that you
will use discretion in what you pub-
lish”.

We have made it clear that we will
not forfeit the right of the public to
know, but that we will consult with
both chief negotiators before publish-
ing information obtained at the ses-
sions.

It is entirely possible that no reports
of proceedings will be made untilagree-
meat, or hopeless deadlock, seem ap-
parent. But the opportunity to hear
firsthand the positions of both sides i3

definitely advantageous to the pressand
public.

The Record is grateful to school
administrators and teachers for provid-
ing this opportunity and displaying con-
fidence in the press. We shall do our
best not to violate this trust.

Northville negotiators are to be
commended for this cooperative effort
to better inform the public. It may set
a standard for other school districts.

He's a big man, obviously not the
type of guy the “‘little green men’’ would
snatch for a trip into space. He’s too
fat to fit into their space ships.

Illustrating, Edwards told us of the
young farmer who came home one night
with two bruisesonhis chin.

CBS television did something last
week that was long overdue. It reck-
oned with young people as individuals,
not as mere extensions of parents or
adult society, not as children to be
tolerated. “‘Inside Pop — The Rock Rev-
olution,” came across as a serious,
sympathetic and sensitive program
that gave the younger generation a
voice and a face.

The approach itself was unusualand
appropriate — a look at the hopes, the
frustrations and dreams of young peo-
ple as expressed through pop music.
Pop, or more familiarly, Rock music
is strictly theirs, an inviolable part of
teendom, untouched by adult hands.
Rock music thinks, breaths and shouts
youth,

Until CBS’ hour-long production,
however, this fact went unheeded. The
music has been much malignedasdown-
grading noise, the stuff that screams
over the radio, sending dad into the
cellar and mom off her bean. And youth,
the champion of rock, has been derided
for its bad taste, While ‘Inside Pop”’
didn’t necessarily gain any converts,
still it planted a seed of respectability,
both for youth and music.

The program was divided into two
parts, first focusing on the music. An
adult analyst of stature was called for,
and Leonard Bernstein, the many splen-
dored conductor-teacher-~critic, step-
ped forward. He proclaimed the or-
iginality of the conglomerate rock
sounds — rock 'n roll, folk-rock, blues-
rock and just plain rock, Not all gained
distinction as being original, just five
percent, That alone, however, was 2
concession,

Of course, the Beatles came in for
their share of praise as the percursors
of the newest movement, They can {ake
their place in the anmals as having
contributed something unique to the
music world, What? Mixed rhythms,
abrupt tonality, ingenious instrumenta-
tion, Bach and oriental sounds, making
for a unique musica] cake, spiced with
surprise.

One starlet in particular created a
stir, She’s 15-year-old Janis lan, a
veritable creative pop pot. She wrote
and rendered ‘‘Society’s Child.” Hair
hanging long in the typical, bedraggled
folk-fashion, she prawled her guitar as
her muted cat voice broke the patternof
normal pop phrasology, like cutting
against the grain and across registers.
They were unusual, exciting sounds.

Rock lyrics were likened to poetry.
They tell of the human condition in the
vain of folk literature or music, a highly
personal and heart-felt narrative, The
words do not overtly satirize or protest
deplorable human conditions. Rather,
they comment on the condition of man-
kind, drawing on topical and universal
situations, And the words aredelivered
with sincerity. ' :

Surpassing Bernstein’s erudite com-
ments was the second half of the show,

which shifted from the music to the
young people themselves, pop singer
and fan, The Hermits and the Hollies
were greeted at every stop of their
rock tour by the faithful, who sat glued
to their seats with ecstasy bordering
on mysticism. This was the rock cult,
not unlike the screaming legions of
the Sinatra cult, the Rudy Vallee cult
or the Valentino cult,

But there is a salient difference of
emphasis, Rock music is the younger
generation’s platform, their voice,
Heretofore, pop music was a dalliance,
a romantic trinket, a puerile plaything
reflecting a happier mood of America’s
young people. Today’s caterwaulingand
lilting pop is imbued with serious dis-
content with the world.

Underlining the rock songs is an
anguished plea for peace in a troubled
adult world, overshadowed by war and
the bomb. Viet Nam is deplored as a
senseless, brutal war, as are a]] wars,
Politics and patriotism are not at
issue; love and peace and freedom are,)

Underlining the rock songs is pro-
test against the establishment and its
hierarchy of values. Truth is sought,
not the sham values taught by an adult
world that young people feel hasbetray-
ed them, The individual counts, whathe
is Inside, not the cut of his jib, nor his_
money, nor thefact that he wearsabeard:
or sandals or Levis. Appearances be
damned, '

Underlining the rock songsisa cry .
for freedom, freedom for suppressed:
and starving people, freedom from-
conformity, freedom to experiment.
Primarily, the Rockers want personal
freedom to mold their lives as they see
fit. Injury of another is the only sacred
barrier.

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Novi OK’s

$337,370 Outlay -
To Hike Millage to 5

The Novl village council approved
a record $337,370 budget early Tuesday
morning, but not before a strange turn
of events triggered by police demands
for increased salaries.

Outstripping last year’s budget by
$29,370, the 1967-68 budget calls for
a one mill increase to taxpayers, It
raises the total levy from four to the
charter limitation of five mills.

The one mill hike places $32,000
in the fund for capital improvements,
notably for eventual acquisition of a
site and b 1oz o0 2 garage for the
department of public works.

Although police demands for an im-
proved pay schedule were not met, the
council set aside $7,500 in a salary
contingency fund. Monies from that
account will be used according to the
findings of a salary study committee yet
to be appointed. ‘

The committee will evaluate jobs
and pay and draft a new salary scalefor
all village employees. If the committee
does not fimalize its recommendations
by the beginning of the new fiscal year
on July 1, salaryinereaseswillbe made
retroactive as of that date,

Backing Novi patrolmen to 2 man in
thelr salary requests were approxi-
mately 28 residents. There were rep-
resentatives from Novi Helghts sub-
division, Willowbrook subdivision and
other interested home owners,

In letters addressed to councilmen
and varlous citizens, eight patrolmen
set forth their demands. They sought
adoption of a salary schedule which
would have meant a total departmental

increase of $6,700 over the amount

approved.

The policemen, who desired imme-
diate financial relief, were dissatistied
with the council’s final action, The
$17,500 placed in escrow will be spread
over all municipal employees, not just
policemen, pending the outcome of the
citizen committee’s salary study.

The council did approve, however,
incremental raises specified in the
present pay schedule. A corporal was
raised $600 to $6,900 and five patrol-
men received a $600 boost to $6,600
aplece, The police chief at $8,000,
a sergeant at $7,500 and a patrolman
at $6,000 did not get pay hikes.

Three motions were voted down for
lack of mandatory four votes. The
roll call each time was 3-1, The dead-
lock was finally broken by calling
Councilman Raymond Harrison from
his home where he was recuperating
from a severe cold,

Shortly after Harrison arrived, he
motioned that the proposed budget be
adopted and that $5,000 be transferred
from the Dutch Elm Control fund to
the salary contingency fund, Coureil~
man Joseph Crupi immediately amend-
ed Harrison’s motion, Crupi called for
the transfer of $7,500. The amendment
and the amended motion both passed
by unanimous 50 votes. :

Earlier, it was Crupt who motioned
first. He proposed the adoption of the
revised budget of $337,370 spread over
five mills, with the “exception that

$15,000 be transferred from capital

improvements to a salary contingency
fund..

He also moved that the councfl se-
lect a study committee to evaluate each

+ job ¢lassification and salary for each

job classification, The council would

‘then act on “the committee’s recom-

mendations. Pay increéases, if advised,
would be made retroactive as of July
1, 1967.

Crupi’s motion failed 3-1, with

President Phil Anderson dissenting.
Councilman Leo Harrawood then
motioned that the original budget be
accepted which provided across-the-
board pay increases of four percent
for employees above $7,000 and six
percent for those below that amount.
This time Crupi voted ‘no’ and the mo-
tion fafled, ; :
" A five minute adjournment was
called at 11:05 p.m., and when the
council reconvened, President Ander-

son proposed adoption.of the: original
. -budget, a five.mill levy: and placing of

$32,000 in the capital improvement
fund. Furthermore, he proposed that a
study committee of ‘two councilmen be
appointed and their findings be incorp-
orated in the 1968-69 budget. Crupi
again voted against the measure,

Then Harrison was called and the
stalemate resolved,

Patrolmen asked for the following
schedule: starting salary of $6,500;
$6,800 after six months; $7,200 after
one year; $7,600 after two years;
$8,000 after three years; $8,300 for
a corporal after three years; $8,500for
a sergeant after five years, and $9,000
for the chief.
