The Novi village council approved
its first water department budget Mone
day, amounting to $72,875 for fiscal
year 1967-68.

Unmanimous approval was givenafter
minor changes in the budget, submitted
by Duane Branch, water and sewer de-
partment superintendent,

Proposed salarfes of $10,400for the
superintendent and $5,200 for Water
Secretary Mrs. Evelyn Natzel were cut
back to this year’s figures of $10,000
and $3,000,

Of the $2,600 lopped off, $750 was re-
allocated for auditing, $350for equip-
ment purchase and $1,500 was set aside,
pending the results of a blue ribbon
salary committee study.

The committee wasestablished dur=
ing the recent village budget hearing,
when policemen en force urged the

adoption of a2 new salary schedule. In-
stead, the council at that time placed
" money. in ‘abefance, to be distributed

over all employees after re-evaluation
of job classifications and pay.

Village ordinance demands creation
of 2 separate budget for the water de-
partment. Sources of revenue are met-
ered water ($22,000), hydrant rental
($16,500), tap-in fees ($18,375) and
privilege fee ($16,000).

The latter two figures were based
on 2 projected 75 new homes that will
connect in 196768 to existing and proe
posed water lines, The tap~-in fee is

-$245 and the privilege fee is $200.

Nearly all of the 75 new customers
are expected in Orchard Hillsand Mea=
dowbrook Lake subdivisions, locatedad~
jacent to each other on Meadowbrook
road. Thedepartment, created last year,
presently has about 330 customers.

Expenses include cost of Detroit
water ($12,000), repairs and Mainte-
nance ($6,000), salaries ($13,000), of«
fice supplies ($1,500), depreciation
($2,000), tap-in costs ($16,500), educa=~
tion, dues and fees($500), Bond Interest
and fees ($8,100), bond principal
($5,000), bond reserve ($5,000)and Aud-
iting and legal, salary contingency and
equipment purchase,

In other action, the council authore
ized Attorney Howard Bond fo draft
tentative sewer and water paybackplans

for ABC Photo, whose building is now
under construction on Nine Mile and
Novi roads, and for the Granville Cone
struction company, builder of Orchard
Hills subdivision addition now under
construction,

When drafted and submitted to the
council for approval, the plans are
expected to follow a similar arrange=-
ment made with Roskelly and Alan,
builders of Westridge subdivision on
Novi road, and Charles Lapham of
Northville. They underwrote the in=
itial cost of sewers, but will be repaid
as future builders connect. A 10 pere
cent sur-charge will also be levied to
defray administrative expenses.

More Teachers

Sought by Spear

With all but one of the 12 authoriz-
ed additional teachers sewedup, Assis=
tant Superintendent Raymond Spear is
seeking authorization to hire four more.

A recommendation calling for the
hiring of elementary teachers for art,
library, physical education and music
was introduced to the board of education
at its budget work session Monday night.

As of last week, the board had cer-
tified 11 of the 12 teachersithadearHer
authorized, leaving Spear with four va-
cancies to fill. These included the
remaining one new unfilled positionand
three replacements at the junior high
school level. ’

Originally, Spear recommended the
hiring of 21 1/2 additional teachers to
pext year’s staff but because of finan-
cial limitations the board trimmed the
request to 12 and asked Spear to re-
evaluate the remainder of his recom-
mendation,

The latest requestfor four more new
teachers is a result of that re-evalua~
tion, If the board approves these four,
the total teaching staff nextfall will stand
at 138, compared to 123 this past school
year, Last year the board approved 18
new teaching positions.

Spear noted Monday that the addition-
al teachers hiredlast year together with
the new ones for next fall represent a
far greater proportionate increasethan
the pupil increase, permitting an ““im-
proved’’ pupil-teacher ratio and an ex=-
panded curriculum. He predicted most
classes next year would fall within the
20 to 25 range.

The most recent certified teachers,
approved last week, include threeaddi=
tions to the staff, Trustee RichardMar=
tin, who had previously voted ‘‘no’’ on
certification of additional teachers be=
cause of the uncertainty of available
monies, changed his tactics somewhat
last week and abstained from voting on
the latest certifications,

The additional staff members are
Ann Haase of Plymouth, who will teach
at the elementary level; Larry Krabill
of Otter Lake, junior high school; and
Mrs. Frances Chambers of Romulus,
high school.

Newly certified replacements are
Alta Olson of Plymouth, high school;
Harold Hooten of Ypsilanti, junior high
school; Barbara LeBoeuf of AnnArbor,
high school; and Mrs, June Emerson of
Plymouth, visiting teacher.
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In other boardaction Jast week, a new
bidding procedure wasapproved, calling
for the opening of bids prior to regular

board of education meetings - except in
those cases where bids involve bonded
district monies.

Under this arrangement, bids may
be opened at the central offices in the
presence of a board member, an ad-
ministrator and a disinterested citizen.
The new arrangement is expected to
speed up the bidding procedure as well
as public board meetings.

Recommendations, together with an
outline of all bids, will continue to come
before the board at public meetings for
an official vote. ,

Concerning bids, the board also
awarded a contract — not to exceed
$14,5217.50 - to Howard & Smith of
Royal Oak for electronic equipment for
the new vocational wing at the high
school, Technical Education and Man-
ufacturing, Inc. submitted a bid but
failed to meet the board’s specifica-
tions. About half of the $14,000 outlay
is expected to be recouped through the
National Defense Education Act (NDEA)
federal aid.

A contract also was awardedtoJohn
Mach Ford for five school bus chassis
at $3,503 each, These chassis will
become part of the new bus purchase=
lease program recently approvedbythe
board. Mach was not the low bidder
since Leo Calhoun Ford of Plymouth
came {n with a bid of $3,440. However,
it was decided to award the bid to the
local dealer because of closer service
ing,

Approved also was a cooperative
purchasing plan, in which the city and
the school district will jointly bid and
purchase office supplies, sand, etc., in
order to obtain these items at the low=
est possible cost.

A similar cooperative bid proced-
ure with the Wayne county school buse
iness ofticials led the board to approve
a low bid for paper as secured by that
group, Wwhich represents districts
throughout the county,
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In still other business, the board
officfally accepted 2 gift of $500 from
Conrad E. Langfield to the high school
band; took under advisement a suggest-
ion by Kate Edgerton that the southeast
corner of the Junior high property be
‘beautified”” by planting of flowers;
waved a textbook policy in approving
adoption of five new textbooks for next
fall; accepted the resignation of Robert
Paowell, teacher and coach; ratified Dr.
Carolyn Pratt as psychologist again
next fall; and approved payment of bills
totaling $874,385.

Someone has said, ‘‘The best are
gument for Christianity is a Chris-
tian.”” Recognizing that as Christians
many of us are in different stages of
growth in the Christian life, this state=
ment need not always be true. Yet,
when individuals have taken the faith
seriously and lived it for many years,
their very lives influence and guide
others without them ever speaking. 1,
personally, agree with the statement
“I’d' rather see a sermon than hear
one,"”

It might be well to take a lookat the
man of faith as compared to those who
lack faith, Many points of interest can
be seen between the man of faith and
those who live without faith in God,
People of faith have certain poise and
peace about them, and, inface of trouble
and death stand steady and umafraid.
They do not allow bitterness to engulf
them. If you don’t believe this, take a
look at people who are genuinely Chris-
tian ... and who have had their trage-
dies and disappointments to bear.

Those who live without faith in God
are qQuite all right, or so they would have
you think untiltragedy strikes. Thenyou
hear the shouts of bitterness and des-
pair which come when there isnowhere
to turn. Many of these people denounce
the church and the Christian faith, all
their lives, but for some strange rea-
son, a clergyman always walks on
ahead of them to the grave.

Love and concern are marks of a
Christian. Without counting the cost,
people who have a living faith move
out into the pain and suffering of the
world. They possess an outgoing love
which demands that they do something
about the sad plight of other people.
On the other hand, people who have no
faith in God are insensitive tothe needs
of others, In fact, they quite often turn
their backs on people that are erying
for help. Let a lad break a law ora
girl get in trouble and for the most part
there is no redemptive attitude on the
part of those who have no faith in God.
They merely stand on the sidelines and

condemn, If approached to help, they
turn a deaf ear. Or occasionally they
might shrug their shoulders and ex-
claim flippantly, ““It happens in the best
of families,”

When a man lives by faith he has a
message to proclaim, It maybe through
what he says or through the way thathe
lives. In short, these people are able
to point to a sustaining power outside
themselves, They are able to remind
others of the abundant love of God ex=
perienced in their own lives through a
consciousness of past sins forgiven.
They can proclaim that the way of Jesus
Christ works, because they dared to
follow. Men who lack faith have nothing
constructive to offer to those who have
been broken and defeated by the circume
stances of life. Theyare not able to point
to any strength outside themselves. They .
have no sense of their own shortcome
ings and feel that they are self-sufe
ficient,

So the best argument for Christian-
ity is a Christian. We are called into
this life for a purpose. This purpose is
made clear through Jesus Christ. We go
forth to address ourselves to persons;
to those who are lonely, afraid, sick —
persons in need, Men everywhere seek
courage and wholeness and meaning for
their lives. Phe Christian’s responsie
bility, above ali, is to express the love
of God, which takes in even the unlove
able, you and me.

wave to a German pilot as we pass by
and then try to drill in on his tail be-
fore he’d pull back his hand, Para-
chutes? We didn't know what they
were,”

After the war and with the rank of
captain, Collins trained pilots out of
Selfridge. It was here that he had his
only serfous accident in more than
10,000 hours in the air, With a student
at the controls .of his Curtiss on April
8, 1924, the plane went down in a ‘‘flat
spin” when the student fainted and his
foot slipped under the rudder bar.
Only the fact that it was spring and
the field was covered with mud saved
their iives. Even so, the student broke
both his legs and Collins suffered a
skull fracture and was unconscious for
14 days.

Two years later Collins retired
from active military service to accept

a position as director of the aviation -

department of the Unfon Trust come
pany of Detroit — ‘‘a sort of public
relations job with the bank.,”

When Collins arrived at Ford Alre
port (now part of Greenfield Village)
with the bank’sfirstplane, he wasgreet-
ed by the bank president, Frank W,
Blair, Rickenbacker, Detroit’s flying-
record holder Willlam Brock, who pilote
ed the “Pride of Detroit” in its world
flight, and Edward Schlee.

“Mr, Blair did more for aviation

" than most other Michigan men. Hisinter-
est showed the country that airplanes
were important, not only as a sport but
as a commercial enterprise, But that
grand old man, Bill Mayo (Ford engi=
neer), was right beside him,”’

Blair loaned Collins to the Ford
Motor company where he became refe-
ree and later manager of the worldfame
ous National Air Tours that gave the
nation’s alrplane manufacturers a
chance to ‘‘show their stuff”’ in com-
peting for the Edsel Ford trophy. It
was in this capacity that his close
friendship with Stinson developed. It
was here too that he became acquainted

with the speed kings and record flight

pllots of the world,

Stinson, who manufactured his
record-breaking aireraft at Northville,
flew one of his own planes in winning
the 1927 Natiomal Air Tour sponsored
by Ford and directed by Collins.

“About three mouths belore each
tour, I’d take a plane across the coune

His nine or 10
serapbooks are stuffed with articles
and pictures concerning these talks.
“Throughout them his name Is linked
with the ‘‘real greats’ of early aviae-
tion.
“With new alirstrips popping up
- everywhere he was in constant demand
in the United States and Canada as a
dedication speaker. At Port Huron, for
example,-he was greeted by song in
1928 as he stepped from his plane:
- “We're for you Collins, Yes Brothe
- er Collins, That’s why we welcome you
into our denioday, We know you’re game
~ in an aeroplane, and as a speaker we
have confidence you're just the same.
“We want from you, just what to do, as
an aeronautic man we know your fame,
We want the world to know that we're
not so slow —for a LANDING FIELD In
Port Huron is our aim.”

It looks like a long, hot summer
for members of the teacher contract
. negotiating teams in Northville,

Tomorrow night they’ll meet to at-
tempt to settle a dispute that consumed
all the time at last week’s session —
when to meet during the summer,

The teachers proposed eight dates
that included four Sundays. The district
team balked at Sunday meetings and
offered a list of 22 June-~July weekdays.

A short debate followed on why Sun- -

days were taboo, if everyday isn’t
family day and whether meetings can’t
be scheduled before or after the church
hour.

To an outside observer the teams
appear to be about as close to agreee
ment as the Israelis and the Arabs,
They’re not quite as hostile, however,
It's more like the Mayor Cavanaghe
Mary Beck relationship.

In any negotiation matter there’s a
great deal of early jockeying for posie
tion, It takes time too for both sides to
get down to serious bartering,

But if there’s such a thing as
being ““on schedule” {nteacher contract
negotiations, it would have tobe admitted
that Northville is behind.

Last year (the first time state.law
permitted teacher bargaining) talks got
underway in November and agreement
was finallv reached August 29,

Probably because it was assumed
that anything is easier the second time
you do it, serious talks were three
months later in opening this year.

On August 29 new teachers report
for orientation, A week later classes
begin.

Negotiators must now accomplishin
2 1/2-months what required four times
as long last year. And it doesn’t even
look as though they have the advantage
of a running start,

: and sentence-by-sentence. At the rate
- of last week’s meeting, when the only
. agreement was that another meeting
should be held, school bells will be
ringing in Northville before salary
discussions get to the bargaining table.

One of the deterents to money talk
is the amount available, No one knows
this figure for sure. The state aid for-
mula is tied to the tax package, which
still hasn’t come out of the legislature,

It’s a waiting game: teacher rep-
resentatives want as big a slice as
possible from a cake of unknown size;
administrators want to know that there
will be a little cake left over to feed
the entire family throughout the year.

The school board is left in the dif-
ficult position of approving a budget
without full knowledge of either income
or expenditures,

The whole procedure is a poor way
to run a railroad and someday, because
of the strain placed on teacher~-admine
istrator-board member-student and
taxpayer, the system will be changed.
It’s inevitable,

Meanwhile, a responsibility that

should not be taken lightly rests upon
the shouldersof negotiatorsfor teachers
and district alike.

Negotiations are a serious business
that should be concluded as orderlyand
rapidly as possible. The stakes are
more than another dollar in a paycheck
or a mill saved for a taxpayer.

Involved is the most important pro-
jeet conducted in any community — the
education of our children.

Straight talk should replace stall-
ing and the ingredients for an agree-
ment should be out on the table well
before the call to classes.

The sudden revelation that a dead-
lock exists on the eve of a new school
term is a poor way to win public sup-
port or understanding,

It is hoped that Northville negotia-,
tors will work towards an agreement
that will extend more than one yearand
that can be accepted and supported by
the taxpayers of the district,

Bargaining effort can then be di-
verted to new and improved programs
of education.

Better Late Than Never
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Our Legislators Report

Esch...

There are some welcome signs of
late that Washingtonmay slowly be head-
ed toward fisca! responsibility. The
voice of the people way last November
calling for sound spending policles is
finally beginning to be heard and re-
flected in our nation's capitol,

Most significant of recent stepsin
this direction was the refusal of the
House to rajse the national debt ceiling,
as requested by the President, for the
second time this year. This time he
asked for an increase of $29 billion
bringing our total national debt to an
all time high of $365 billion. The House
defeated this request by a vote of 197-
211 - a vote whichreflectedthe concern
of both parties and all philosophiesover
the continual lack of fiscal integrity in
nationa! spending practices. My own
vote was with this new majority against
the increase,

This action did not come a5 a com-
plete surprise. Actually ft was pre-
ceded by several cutsinthe President’s
budget — the total reductions now amount
to nearly 32 billion. There has beena
real failure on the part of the White
House to recognize these growlng econ-
omy trendsandto realize the fisca! mond
of Congress and the people.

The reasons given for raising the
national debt ceiling basically revolved
around the costly war in Vietnam, To
the contrary, however, two-thirds of the
increase in federal expenditures in the
last three years are accounted for by
non-defense spending. And of the pro=
jected increase from 1966 to 1968 over
half is to be In non-defense programs.
In the light of these facts, it {s just
not honesttoblame the needfor increas-~
ed indebtedness entirely on the war.

What we need is an intelligent rec-
ognition that you cannot have both guns
and butter at the same time, Andaslong

as we are involved to such a great ex=
tent in Vietnam, we must be more frugal
here at home. However, we mnst also
recognize that some non-defense spend-
ing is necessary and that a structure
should be developed so that after the war
we can begin to rechannel expenditures
for needed domestic improvement.
While the defeat of the debt ine
crease is indeed significant and may
indicate 2 welcome trend, it does not
represent the type of over-all fiscal
reform needed in Washington, Hard
facts and realistic projections of future
spending must be made. If we are
to avoid a runaway economy withhigher
prices and increasedtaxes, we mustuse
restraint in federal spending and im-
mediately develop expenditurepriori-

" tles.

He played the light up and down the
ditches a minute or two and then shot
it backat me, “There’snohorsesaround
here, friend. Sure you didn’t have a
drink or two?”

What's the use, I thought. He’ll
never believe me,

‘“‘Look, I hit a horse. That’s right.
How about walking down to that farm=
house with me. I'll talk to the farmer,
He’s probably the owner.”

He declined my invitation, saddled
up and departed while I jogged the
quartermile to the lighted house,

I knocked several times. No re=
sponse, A few more times but still no
answer, I switched fromknucklestofist
and then added emphasis witha toe. Re=
ply was instantaneous.

‘““Little boy,” I said, *“‘can I speak
to your father? I think I hit one of your
horses.”

I spotted the farmer beside thebarn,
He spotted me too and retreatedaround
the corner. I followed, caughtaglimpse
of a shotgun or rifle in his hand and
quickly decided neither of us had much
to say to each other.

giant of a man behind me.Inearlydrop-

The little boy was really non-
descript. Dressed In rags, his thin
arms poked helplessly out of sweater
sleeves, while his tussled hair ranged
down around his eyes, He looked fur-
tively at the men ringed around him,
gapping. After studying the little boy,
about five or six years old, one of the
gaunt figures exclaimed: ‘‘Why, he’s
a lttle human being.”

This was no ordinary circumstance.
This was Buchenwald, one of the Nazi
bell pits, where 50,000 scarecrow ine
mates, subjected to the usual Naz
crueltles, scratched for life like
Wolves obeying survival of the fittest,
This was the movie, ‘‘Naked Amongthe
Wolves,” a foreign export with English
subtitles, a splendid semi-documentary
of fact and fiction, a fabric of realistic
and romantic threads, :

Life in Buchenwald was mechan{-
cal, cold, brought on by years of priva-
tion and disregard for life, At last,
hope flickered as the Americans and
Russlans pinched the Nazis into an
ever tightening circle, The long travail
would soon be over, just play it safe,
steer clear of trouble,

The boy changed all that, The little
Jew brat, as he was called, was to test
the men’s humanity and trigger a series
of reprisals. He had escapedthe Auswitz
ovens, where his parents had perished.
His saviour was a grubby faced prison=
er, old and enfeebled, who had packed
the child into a suitcase and brought
him to Buchenwald, a less inhumane
camp,

““What’s the crazy fool doing with
the gun? he blurted.

1 don't know, Who are you?”

“Saw the truck down thereand came
over to see if I could help. Anybody.
hurt?*’ '

‘““No. But I hit a horse. Maybe two,
Belong to the guy with the gun. I tried
to catch up to him but he sneaksaround
the barn like he’s trying to keep away.
I've got to get to a phone,”

“You can use mine, I live over
there.”

After alerting the sheriff’s depart-
ment, I decided it was time to let my
boss in on the mystery.

“‘John, it's Jack, You know that new
truck I took home tonight? Well, it’s
upside down in a ditch?

““Nobody hurt, I hope.’” John was
like that, Public relations man to the
core, It would be poor image fora corp=
oration truck to injure someone —
and pretty expensive to boot.

“No. I hit a horse, maybe two, But
I can’t find the horses and the farmer
is sneaking around the barn with a gun
and when I called the sheriff’s depart-
ment they sald it would be an hour
or more before they can get here and
besides they had just been out to see
the farmer about some dogs.”’

Silence. He was mentally weighing
the Image: ‘‘Corporation truck hits
horses, angers farmer who withgunand
dogs is seeking revenge, PR manis wan-
dering around out of his senses, and ex.
pensive truck demolished. '

“John? You still there?”’

‘‘Ya, I'm thinking, Couldn’t youhave
hit a telephone pole or something? Wait
right there. Don’t move, Talk to no one
but the police. That farmer shows up, |
you don’t work for us, see? Keep away
from him, He’s got a gun, you say?”

So I waited, talked to no one until
the sheriff’s deputy arrived. He clear~
ed up the mystery. )

I had indeed grazed one of two
horses, The horses had been in an un-
fenced pasture when the farmer, upset
by marauding dogs after complaining to
authorities, had fired a shotgunat them.
The shotgun blast scared the horses who
bolted across the road into my path,
Fearful for his role in the accident he
had avoided me and the truck.

“I knew something like this would
happen when I saw those horses in that
field earlier in the day. No fence or .
nothing,” the deputy said. .

-tually, the string of secrecy would be.

broken, the boy found and put to death
by the Nazis.

An inmate cracked under threat of
death when freedom was just a few
weeks away. The boy had been taken to
barracks 61, he said, where diseased
captives were kept, The Nazis rifled
the barracks; no boy was to be found,
Someone had spirited him away to a
secret hiding place, unknown to even
the inmates and confidants of the ora
ganization,

Through it all, the boy had become
more than a child, a helpless human
being. He had become a cause, re-
assurance to the inmates thatidealsdid
exist, that they had not lost sight of
their humanity. He was a congealing
force, a figure to rally around, Their
saviour. s

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Law Permits Election by Computer

WHEN WILL you vote electronically?
Several workable systems exist. The
law has been changed to utilize the
advantages; all it takes is the decision
by your local voting authority.

Small, electronic voting devicescan
replace the conventional voting machine,
A computer card is positioned in a
voting ‘booklet”” and voters read the
‘booklet much as they do items on a
voting machine. Votesare castbypunch-
ing the card ineachappropriate square.
Punches are made either with 2 sharp
stylus or, depending on the model, by
pushing a button,

After the polls close, election in-
spectors seal the ‘ballots” in a cone
tainer and deliver them to a central
computing center for tabulation. This

system is already in general use in

nine states and has been used suc-
cesstully by Midland, Michigan in that
city’s last four elections.

LEGISLATION to allow Michigan
communities to adopt electronic voting
was sponsored in 1965 by Rep. Russell
H, Strange, (R-Mt, Pleasant) chairman
of the House Elections Committee,
Strange has made an extensive study
into the system and is convinced that
it is a superior method for many com=
munities, especially those which are
growing rapidly.

Strange, ‘Rep. Philip D. Pittenger
(R-Lansing), 2 member of the elections
committee, and Bernard Apol, state
deputy director of elections from the

Secretary of State’s office, closely obe
served the Midland system.

The advantages of such a process
are in savings of time and money. The
electronic voting devices sell for under
$200, Coventional voting machines cost
almost $2,000. Storage costs are ex=
ceedingly small when compared to vot=-
ing machines. Midland’s city clerk
said that 80 electronic recorders can
be stored in the space needed for one
voting machine. Because of its low cost
and ease of handling, more polling sta-
tions can be set up. This eliminates
long lines of voters. Costs of moving
and setting up the devicearepractically
nill,

Farm Land Price Hike Seen

BABSON PARK, Mass, ~ Prices for
farm land are still trending up. The
question is: Will they continue to rise—
and, if so, how fast? At this writing, the
odds favor higher quotes on average,
but no sharpboostsfrom currentlevels.

For the nation as a whole, demand
for farm land continues fairly strong,
buttressed by risingfoodneedshereand
abroad as well as by the trend toward
larger, highly mechanized farms, Ale
though the national birth rate has de=
clined considerably in very recent
years, the number of people reaching
marriageable age is rising rapidly.
Hence, although the current tendency
is toward smaller families, there will
be a greater number of familiesand our

population will continue to grow,
Perhaps the most important bullish
factor in the farm land picture isthe
limited availability of suchland, During
the past 20 years, there has beena tre=-
mendous outpouring of our people from
urban areas to the outer suburbs, Indus=
try, too, hasmoved{rom the inner cities
and their immediate environs to ese
tablish itself in what were once rural
areas devoted chiefly to farming, Farm
land has also been encroached upon by
expanding highways, and the end of this
is not yet in sight. As farmacreagebe-
comes further compressed ~ other
things being equal — the line of least
price resistance ought to be up.

‘‘other things” are notalwaysequaland
so it is necessary to examine the other
side of the coin, Most observers agree
that farm land values—though seeming-
ly well supported at present -~ would
give ground in time of general economic
recession, We also believe that, in the
next year or two, the uptrend in prices
of and demand for agricultural real
estate will be slowed appreciably be~
cause of rising taxes and other costs,
the likelihood of smaller capital gains,
and the probability that crop ylelds
may not continue to increase at recent
rates.

Of course, you can expect sporadic
weakening of farm Jand values in se-
lected areas, either because of local
economic conditlons or because the
land ftself is of poor quality. And from
time to time there will still bedistress
sales of farm property, occasioned by
the effect of sharp competitionor by un-
controllable circumstances,

TIME was when prices of farm land
moved up or down pretty much in
sympathy with changing trends in farm
income — the land price movementsuse
ually lageing a bit behind changesinine
come, But the steady whittling away of-
farm acreage and the move toward
larger, more efficient production units
has changed all that so that today farm
land prices are not tied so closely to
farm income.

No matter what happens tofarmers’
income in the next coupleof years, agri=
cultural land prices should be at least
well maintained. And the probability is
that we shall see a gentle upswing, re=
flecting the steadily dwindling supply
of such land and the continuing trend
toward larger farms,

This does not mean that all who are
now farming will protit if they hold their
land. It does mean, however, that in
the long run you should sit tight ... if
you now have a going farm operation,
sufficiently large to permit you to
make profitable use of modernmechan-
ized equipment, and if you are in good
health and happy on the land.

Those who no longer feel equal to
the still harsh demands of farm man-
agement and large-scale soil tilling
might consider leasing the bulk of their
land, Demand for Jlong-term farm
leases on a cash basls is expanding
rapidly. Such cash leases can provide
the landlord a steady income that will
not vary with the management ability of

the renter or with the vagaries of the _

weather,

MICHIGAN LEADS the nation in two
important programs of treating the
mentally retarded: specialized training
of ‘“‘trainable retarded’’ people for
employment by private industry and the
establishment of ‘‘day care centers”
for the severely mentally retarded.

Almost 300 people have been placed
in a wide variety of jobs throughout the

state during the first 20 months of the

trainable retarded program. Jobs vary
in sccpe according to the capacity of
the handicapped. It has been found that
performance in some jobsexcellsthatof
the non-retarded.

According to Dr, V.-A, Stehman,
acting director of the Department of
Mental Health, the major problem con=
fronting such a program is finding
suitable housing for retarded withinthe
communities, Jobs are plentiful,

“To help adjust to life away from
an institution, the retarded person needs
a place to stay that includes super-
vision, guidance and someone to talk
to,”’ say department officials.

The ‘‘ideal situation” is a home
where two to eight retarded people
live with an older couple capable of
providing supervision. Approvedhomes
are leased by the department with pay=
ments based upon the number of beds
available, Each house must pass ine
spection by local fire and health in=
spectors and social workers from the

_department.

There are currently 18 homes, in
ten Michigan cities, which serve as
residences for persons participating in
the program.

DAY CARE CENTERS ease the load
of mental institutions and bring treate
ment to more of the state’s severely
mentally retarded. During 1963-64, only
12 childrenattended one day care center.
By July 1 of this year, more than 900
retarded children will be enrolled in
37 day care centersthroughout the state,
.- Under day care programs, children
live at home and spend the day at the

center. This system allows maximum.

treatment and development of skills to
more children but keeps costs fo a
minimum, :
More use is being made of out-
patient facilities and community cline
ics in treating mentally retardedadults,
Improvements and increased servicein
the fields of mental illnessand commun=
ity health services havealsodeveloped.

A two-year rocky tenure-as super-
intendent of Northville schools came
to an end Monday night with the term-
ination of Alex Nelson’s contract by

board of education.

Nelson, who had another year to
serve under his first three-year con-
tract, will be replaced by Assistant
Superintendent Raymond Spear who
assumes the title of acting superinten=
dent on an interim basis ‘‘untll such

o Heme ag theskzird makes a dh_fz':w
. decision on the superintendeney.””

The termination agreement, appar=-

- ently reached last week, was officially

ratified by a 6-1 vote of the school
board at its regular Monday meeting.
It calls for separation payment of
$16,200 “‘in full settlement” of his
contract,

Nelson, who was not present at
Monday’s meeting, could not be reach-
ed for comment following the meeting
and on Tuesday.

. Board President Wilfred Becker,
who perhaps was Nelson’s closest ally
on the board, cast the lone ‘‘no”’ vote.
But, ironically, he said he opposed
the agreement because of the $16,200
separation payment, He told The Rec-
ord later that the money represented two
and one-half teacher salaries and that
he opposed pouring this money ‘‘down
the drain,”

While termination of his contract
was made official this week, The Rec-
ord -learned several weeks ago - prior
to presentation of petitions calling for

. his removal in May -~ that the board

had decided, at least informally, to
terminate the contract. |,

The board kept the matter private,
however, Thus, when the petitions were
presented to the board, it had already
made its decision, and several mem-
bers indicated privately that the peti-
tions came at an inopportune time.
They feared termination of the contract
would appear to have been sparked by
the petitions which they found undigni-
fied and valueless, particularly be-
cause they contained no specific charg-
es,

As superintendent here, Nelson
came under fire frequently in private
~ mostly, in widely circulated rumors
— and less frequently in public. Criti-
cism initially centered around his sup~
port of a proposed ungraded school

Specifically, the ordinance thatcame
under fire calls for a 160-foot ‘front

yard setback” for all industrial prop- -

erty on Pontiac Trail. The ordinance
language could be circumvented, bow=
ever, if the developers constructed
an access road with buildings facing it,
-In this event, only a 40-foot side yard
setback from Pontiac Trail would be
required by ordinance,

Bringmg the loophole to the coun=
cil’s attention was City Attorney Gene
Schnelz, Before taking final action, he
said, the council, Schnelz, the planning
consultant and the planning commission
should review ordinance language to
arrive at a solution to the best inter-

. ests of Wixom _citizens.

A petition submitted to the couneil
and requesting a 300-foot green belt
between the proposed industrial prop-
erty and adjacent residential land stim-
ulated the council’s decision. Eleven
signatures, representing five families
living on West Pontiac Trail, appear=-
ed on the petition.

Fluoride Water Coming

Northville and parts of Novi will
begin receiving fluoridated water on
August 1, Gerald J, Remus, general
manager of the Detroit Department of
Water Supply, announced this week,

Nearly all users of Detroit water,
Remus told this newspaper, will re=
cefve water at a ratlo of one part
fluoride to every million parts water,
The exception, he explained, is in the
southwest section of the county, where
changing pressures will meanusers will
recejve fluoridated and unﬂuoridated
water intermittently.

Mixing of liquid fluoride to water,
he said, will be done by licensed chem=
ists in a new $550,000 building near
Dearborn,

“We expect the building tobe opera=
tional in late July,”” Remus said.

“Laboratory facilitiesat our Spring=
wells, Water Works Parkand Northeast
stations will provide a continuous check
of the fluoride content. Inaddition, water
samples will be taken throughout the
system at regular intervals,”

The northern boundaries of Allen
Park, Lincoln Park and Ecorse, plus
Van Born road to the western limit of
Wayne county, form a line along which
fluoridation will fluctuate, he said. This
area, he added, does not include North~
ville or Novi.

DWS currently supplies water for

- $96,400 Budget

A 1967-68 budget calling for anout-
lay of $96,400 against an estimated in-
come of $104,100 was approved by the
Novi township board Monday night.

The budget was approved as pro-
posed except for switching of $500
from election expenditures to a newly
created departmental expense for rec-
reational purposes.

The new budget represents an in-
crease of some §5,000 over the budget
approved last year, It represents a de-
crease of $2,500 fn all but non park
expenditures, but an increase of $7,800
in park expenditure,

Much of the latter increase results

from earlier salary hikes g-rantedtoan

mrk officials.

Last year’s budget called for a
$10,000 fire department expenditure
which included construction of the fire
hall' addition, while this year’s budget
sets aside $9 000 in capital outlay for
asphalting of the parking lot at the town-
ship hall. This work is expected to be
done this year.

Salary disbursements for major
positions remains the same. These in-
clude $6,000 for the supervisor; $3,600
each for the clerk and treasurer; and
$2,400 for an assistant assessor, Esti~
mated salaries for the trustees, whoare
paid by the meetings they attend, were
pegged at $400.

Other major expenditures inthe new
budget include:

Office salaries, $1,500; attorney
fees, $2,900; insurance and bonds,
$3, 000, elections$1 300; serviceagrees
ment with the village of Novi, $1,800;
community building, $1,500; Tire ex-
pense, $2,500; veterans exemptions,
$3,000; senmior citizens, $5,500; and
social security costs, $2,000.

The lone change in the budget was
sparked by a2 request for funds by the
recreation committee, sponsoredby the
Novi Youth Protective association.

Because Township Attorney Emery
Jacques advised the board that it was
not legally empowered to grant moniesof
this kind, officials then established a
township department called the Novi
township recreation board and setaside
$500 to be used by this new board in
alding the recreation committee’s

summer program.

It was simply a matter of the law
preventing the township from making 2
donation of money for a worthy com«
munity cause, Supervisor HadleyBach-
ert explained, so the new department
was established to accomplish the same

~ ends.

Named to the newboardimmediately
were Mrs. Herbert Farrah, Charles
Comito, and Richard Faulkner, whoalso
are members of the recreation com=
mittee.

An estimated increase of some
$3,300 will come into township coffers
from taxes this year eventhoughNovi’s
share of the county millage allocation
was cut from 1-mill to .98, Last year’s
budget estimated taxesat $26,000and the
new budget pegs them at $29,300,

Reason for the increased fax ree
ceipts despite the drop in millage,
Bachert explained, is because of 2 sube
stantia] increase in the valuation of
the township.

State equalized valuationof the town
ship this year is $32,893,100 ~ up from
the $25,501,236 figure of last year. This
increase, he said earlier, represents
growth in business and residential de-
velopment together with the state-
required increase of assessments upto
the 50-percent level.
