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State Gives All Township Officials ‘Bonus’ Terms

Bonus terms of office have been
extended to all township officers and
trustees — thanks to a new act recently
signed into law by the governor.

And it means nearly two extra
years in office for everyone but jus-
tices of the peace,

Area township officials enjoying the
‘bonus’’ admit the law is 2 confusing
one and probably will be distasteful to
voters who want an earlier crack at
their politicians, but it’s neverthe-
less a binding law on all townships of
the state,

* Here’s what the law does:

— Abolishes ‘lame duck’ sessions.

— Abolishes four-year terms of
trustees after 1972,

— Provides for a two-year election
of all officlals and, beginning in No-
vember, 1972, provides that all offic-

ers and trustees will be elected the
'same even numbered year,

It’s not what Act 215 does that is so
confusing but how it goes about doing
it, officials explain, In trying toabolish
the ‘lame duck’ session, thelegislature
had to ==~

---Extend four-year terms of trus-
tees elected in 1964 to November 20,
15170,

---Extend two-year terms of offic-
ers elected in 1966 to November 20,
1970,

- -==Extend four-year terms of trus-
tees elected in 1966 to November 20,
1972,

Thus, all officersand trustees, whe=
ther they were elected in 1964 or 1966
will enjoy an extra 19-months in office
without facing election during the inter
im. It’s a temporary bonus, however,

and those ofticials elected in 1970 and-
every two years thereafter will serve
24 months only. The bonus affects only
those terms now being served,

The ‘lame duck’ sessions developed
when the new constitution abolished the
spring township election and called for
it to be held in November along with
other state and national elections. By
conducting all of these elections in
November, writers of the constitution
hoped it would save local and state
units of government tax dollars,

However, in implementing the new
constitution, the legislature changed the
election from spring to November but
failed to also change the starting times
for taking office from spring to Novem=
ber. Thus, officials elected in Novem-
ber, 1966 did not take office until April
10, — a five months lapse of time dure

ing which defeated or retiring officials
continued in office.

Traditionally, these hold-over’ or
‘lame duck’ officials are frowned upon.
While not all officials may be guilty of
mis-doing or inaction, some ‘lame
duck’ officials lose Interest in their
jobs or sometimes push for special
measures or appointees ina ‘last-gasp’

effort, leaving their handiworkfor newe

comers to undo.

Recognizing the problem inherent
with the ‘lame duck’, the legislature
moved to change the time for taking
office from April 10 to November 20.
But to do so posed a ticklish question —
when to make the change? In 1968, the
next regular election? By November,
1968, officers who were elected totwo=
year terms in 1966 and who didn’t take
office until April, 1967 would have

served only 19 months — five short of
their full terms.
" The same would be true of trustees
elected to four-year terms in 1964,
The oaly solution, legislators cone
cluded, was to temporarily extend the
terms of these offices to November 20,
1970, Yet, even in this solution, there
was a problem. What about trustees
elected to four year termslast year?By
November, 1970these trustees will have
served only three years and seven
months — five months short of their full
terms, So an extra 19 months was add-
ed to the terms of these officlals as
well —~ finally bringing the sequence
of election and the office into proper
1 order by 1972,
Unlike other township officers and

the trustees, the justices of the peace
will serve only until December 31,1968

unless their jobs are abolished earlier
by the legislature,

The 1963 constitution ordered the
legislature to abolish the justice of the
peace system and adopt a state-wide
system of lower courts within five
years after the constitution becomes
effective,

Time runs out on the JP system
.next year, The legislature will consider
lower court reorganization at a special
session inOctober sothat the machinery
"can be created in time for elections in
November, 1968,
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Another provision of the new law
extending terms of offices is the order
that automatically requires the question
of the four-trustee system to be placed
on the ballot or to be voted upon at the

Australian Campers Circle Globe

Several months ago Mr, and Mrs,
William Hussey sold everything they
owned in Melbourne, Australia and
set out to tour the world in their Enga
lish camper.

They began their tour in Toronto
last December and have since traveled
26,000 miles across Canada and the
United States, .

Three or four more years of travel
await them before returning to Ause-
tralia.

Last Thursday they arrived in
Northville for a day’s visit with the
Robert Cartwrights of 47100 Seven Mile
road. The Cartwrights themselves are
adventurers — they are from England
but are living in America while Mr.
Cartwright works in Wixom,

The Husseys had time during their
visit to tell the Cartwrights about their
travels so far and the adventures that
1fe ahead for them,

The whole tour began when they de-~
cided to sell everything and ‘‘travel
before we get too old. So many people
walt too long.” Having no childres,
they just said ‘here we go” and set
off

They've been on the go ever since,
After pleking up their camper {n Tore
onto, they traveled to New York and
along the East Coast.

In the next seven months they wind-
ed thefr way through the United States
and Capada, visiting New Orleans for
Mardi Gras, the Gulf of Mexico ("t
was glorfous!), Arizoma, California,
Winnipeg for the Pan-AmericanGames,
Oregon, Salt Lake City, Wyoming, Ala-
bama, Mississippi, the Smokey Moune
tains and Virginia,

All the scemery was varled and
beautitul, they report, and every stop
was wonderrul However, Mrs, Hussey
claims it was Virginia that “‘captured
my heart”,

The Husseys have never been to
America before, but in the past months
they feel they have gotten to knmow
America and the American people,
They now believe America isa *“won-
derful country’’ and they were im-
pressed with the ‘‘great warmth of the
people.”

The unfavorable image they readand
hieard about so oftenbefore coming here
has proved to be false, they state, In
fact, Mrs, Hussey says, ‘I just can't.
speak highly enough of the Americans.”

She adds, “That’s what is so wone-
derful 4bout travelling — yougetto know
what people and countries are really
like,”

In comparing America with thefr
homeland, they note that the “‘America
of today is like Australia will be 40 to’
50 years from now, Australia {s bee
coming more and more Americanized,
and weare nowbuilding skyscrapersand
supermarkets, Australla {s behind by
many years, but in 40 years we will be
much ‘uke Ameriea {s today.”

A few more months of touring the
United States and Canada are ahead for
the Husseys, They will tour until Octo-
ber 10 when they depart for England.

After that, extensive toursof Europe
and Asfa awalt them in the next three
to four years. Eventually they will end
up back in Melbourne where their long
adventure all began,

The compact camper that will take
them all over the world is no longer in
size thananordinary car,Ithas “every=
thing we need” in it, including a re-
frigerator, gas stove and sleeping fa-
cflitles, As for gas, they average about
19 miles per gallon,

Meanwhile, the administration is to
continue its work in updating the
school’s policy manual and report its

findings at the next meeting of the
board.

Appointed to the first committee
were Robert Froelich, Andrew Orphan
and Richard Martin, and named to the
second were James Kipfer, Glenn Dei~
bert and Stanley Johnston, Froelichand
Kipfer were named chairmen of their
respective committees.

In addition, Cook indicated during
an earlier discussion by board meme
bers that another group to include
members of the public is in the offing
to study future school facility needs.

Concerning the recent findings of a

The acting superintendent said one
of the big problems in using the old
building is that all of the teachers’
equipment together with other regular
classroom equipment has been ‘‘boxed
up’’ ready for transferring to the new
facility. Most of this work, he added,
was done by the teachers themselves
prior to leaving for their summer va=

cations. '

However, none of these alternatives
become necessary if the schooliscom=
pleted as currently predicted by the
contractor, who, according to Spear,
is confident that the building will be
ready except for possibly the cafeteria
and the gymnasium.

Biggest project still facing the
contractor, Spear said, is the installa-
tion of the sanitary sewer line but this
is not expected to result in a delay of
the school’s opening.

annual meeting whep communities reach
a population of 5,000 or more., And
where townships qualify and citizens
reject the four-trustee system in favor
of the two-trustee system, the law
further provides that either the town-
ship board can place the question on
the ballot by its own action or the
people can do it by petitions signed
by 10-percent of the registered voters.

1t would appear, under this pro=-
vision, that both the Township of Novi
and the Township of Green Oak would
vote on the question in 1970 because
both communities currently have more
than 5,000 populations. And in all other
area townships, except Northville, it
would appear that these, too, would
vote on the question in 1970 if their
populations reach 5,000 before 1970.

However, officials question wheth
er townships must use the last regular,
1960 census in determining their pop-
ulations or whether an interim, unof-
ficial census can be used, If the latter
is the case then Green Oak must vote
on it in 1970 since its population re=-
portedly now exceeds 5,000, It did not
have 5,000 in 1960, however. In any
case, a vote on the question must be
held in Novi in 1970 since this town=
ship’s population topped 5,000 in 1960,

Another unanswered puzzle facing
local township officials is the question
of who besides supervisors, clerks,
treasurers, trustees and constables will
enjoy the bonus terms. Are elected
members of a township library board,
for example, included? X they or other
elected officials like them are not ine
cluded, it would appear the townships
would have to elect them in 1968 along
with other state and national officials.
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Still another provision of the new
law is the reduction in the number of
constables that must be elected if town=
ship boards do not determine a number
from one to four at a time six months
prior to the election, Previously, if
the township board made no deter-
mination then the law requiredthatfour
constables be elected. Now, however,
if the township board makes no detere
mination, the law says two constables
shall be elected.

There are many ways in which men
can disturb and upset the ““status Quo.”
E:;ne Ways are good and some are

Amos of Tekoa, Jeremiah, Jesus,
the apostle Paul, Telemachus Albert
Schwietzer, Mahatma Gandhi, Martin
Luther King — all of these men have
a way of disturbing people.

The Apostle Paul could be very

disturbing. Repeatedly he would preach,
and those who accepted his message
became Christlans. The others gen-
erally ran him out of town.

A major uproar occurred at Ephee
sus. The local merchants paid little
attention when Paul appeared to be
preaching a “persomal gospel,” But
his attack on the false gods began
to undercut the market for images
of Diana, Then the image makersreally
became upset.

Telemachus was a very upsetting
man, Gladitorfal combats had been
accepted for centuries, and they were
not generally regarded as wrong. But
Telemachus became convinced they
were not Christian. He travelled a
thousand miles to Rome and there
he saw prisoners in the arena cutting
each other to shreds with swords and
spears, The sensation-seeking spec-
tators egged them on, Telechamus
jumped into the arema, held up the
cross of Christ, and pleaded with the
gladiators to stop. But then a funny
thing happened. The people felt aloath=
ing for what they had done and left
the arepa. The Emperor caught this
feeling, thought about the whole ai-
fair, and issued 2 decree banning such
shows forever,

Amos was a very disturbing man.
Amos, a shepherd and dresser of syc-
amore trees was called by God to pro-
claim words of doom to his people,
Amos did not want fo go, and like-
wise, the people did not want to hear
what Amos had to say.

When Amos spoke words of doom

against others, people were pleased.

But then Amos spoke words of doom
against Judah. Now the people were
unhappy. Under Jeroboam II things

were going well. However, the people
had domesticated God. There wasprose
perity in the land and multitudes in
the temples, Bluntly stated, their wor~
ship was a mild mixture of paganism,
They had mistakenly felt that they
could bribe God. Furthermore, justice
and mercy had given way to greed
and lust, People were willing to sell
a man finto slavery because he owed
the price of a pair of shoes. It be=
came the unmpleasant duty of Amos
to preach words of doom and con-
demnation,

We are disturbing people perhaps
because God created us that way, But
we do have a choice to make. We
can be disturbing on the side of right-
eousness or we can be disturbing on
the side of evil.

One thing for sure; we cannot shift
the responsibility for the decision to
another person. Each man has to make
his own decision,

While the thought is not one deslgn-
ed to win friends, one of these days
city hall (in Northville) should take a
second look at the accepted practice of
drafting a budget.

Specifically, the council ought to
make a better effort at living within
its income of revenues minusanticipat-
ed rebates from the state based on the
mutuel handle at Northville Downs.

Not a popular thought, because this
could lead to either reduced services
or Increased property taxes. Voters
usually don’t appreciate either of these
alternatives.

Figuring a budget for the city of
Northville is not unlike that of a2 sales-
man working on salary and commis.
slon; or a 40-hour-per-week employee
who has been getting 10 or 20 hours of
overtime per week. ‘

The inclination {s to start spending
on the basls of your best commissions,
or the highest overtime year,

Last year, for example, the city
figured it would have income from a
spring and summer meet — 25 and 35
nights, respectively.

Instead a strike wiped out the spring
meet and with it more than $60,000 in
anticipated revenue to the city.

The summer meet - 35 nights ~was
the best evar, nossibly because barness
racing fans had been deprived of 25
nights of betting and therefore spent
more than normal at the abbreviated
séssion,

In preparing the 1967-68 budget it
apparently seemed logical to project
another record handle during the sea~
son just ended, more than enough to
make up for last year’s loss.

But fate and the bettor decided
otherwise, Instead of a five per cent
increase in mutuel handle (as predict=
ed), there was a 3.4 per cent drop.

What’s more, the track operated
only 49 of the 54 scheduled nights be-
cause of the riots in Detroit and a
cloudburst,

Based on the a've'r_a"ée nightly rebate -

to-the city, the fivesnight loss cost
about $15,000, while the drop in mutuel
handle compared to anticipated reve
enues cut off another $16,000.

With the elty already enteringfiscal
1967-68 with a $30,000 deficit to over-
come an oleo and hardtack diet seems

in the offing.

It’s a case of the salesman’s com-
misslons falling oft, or the hourly work-
er losing that steady overtime,

Before a contingent of taxpayers
storms the city manager, mayor and
council, it should be admitted here
that the plcture isn't as dark as one
might conclude. The new budget (July
1, 1967 - June 30, 1968) makes pro-
visions for the old deficit, and pre-
sumably can handle the latest unexpect.
ed slice (probably around $30,000) in
anticipated racing revenues,

But the $545,000 budget contains
practically no provisions for public
improvements., And sometimes emer-
gencles arise, such as a rellef sewer
needed (and recently approved) to pre-
vent basement flooding.

There are a number of things pre~
carious about revenues from racing,
Almost every year a legislator takes
a shot at either redueing or removing

scream that the rebates hardly pay for
the nuisance of the tracks. They point’
to additional police needs for traffic
control, wear and tear on city streets,
and argue that property occupied by
tracks is idle most of the year and
therefore not revenue-producing, such
as another year-around industry.

The formula for rebates is always
open to review or change, the total
mutuel handle {s unpredictable and the
very existence of racing i!self rests
on the whim of its popularity and-a
permissive law,

Revenue-wise, Northville Downs
has been 2 boon to the community.
Without a doubt it stands as the single
biggest reason for city incorporation.
As a village, the community did not
qualify under state law for rebates
from racing. What other industry pays
the city $150,000 annually-not counting
its full load of school and city taxes
based on property valuation - for less
than two months of operation?

But one day the state may call
upon Northville to justify the receipt
of these funds through an accounting
of expenditures. Certainly the clty
has spent money to accommodate the
track operation, just as it has numer=
ous businesses. And it will spend more
as (and if) the track improves itsfa-
cility and provides for larger crowds,

It this is to be accomplished, city
fathers must put greater emphasis on
operating the city from revenues other
than mutuel handle rebates — namely,
property taxes, other state returas,
fees, lcenses, speclal assessments,
etc,

Presently, the city can boast that
it is levying only 9.2 mills out of 20
mills permissable under law, Thispro-
vides $174,000 in property tax revenues
~ roughly equal to the anticipatedincome
from mutuel handle rebates,

What kind of a crisls would the clty
face if, instead of losing only 25 nights,
it lost a full season of racing?

Conversely, how would itanswer the
track if it were to announce a giant ex-
pansion that would require use of some

- of the state rebatestoprovide improved
traftic sources or larger policeforces?

In other words, put the money to uses
that the state intended they should be
when itawarded the revenue tothe track-
located citfes. ’

Before next budget time rolls
around, it is hoped that a council com-
mittee will be appointed to work with
the city manager and come up with 2
budget that ‘pretends’’ there are no
rebates from betting.

Realistically, this might not be pos-

sible (who would advocate a2 9-mill

increase in property taxes?). But {t
could serve as a starting point that
would eventually find Northville proe
viding meaningful, long-lasting and
completely unique facilitfes for fits
citizens in the areas of recreation,
education, public services and utili-
ties.

The Golden Egg may not last for-
ever, It {s hoped that if it is ever lost,
there will remain something standingas.
a reminder that the ‘‘commissions’
were not wasted,

Lansing-Core of the civil rights
problem {s that the American public
does not yet accept concepts of equal-
ity of opportunity on a personal com-
mitment basis, The problem will not
be solved until civil rights laws are
translated into results, and it must
happen at the community level. Those
are the bellefs of Burton I, Gordin,
executive director of the Michigan Civil
Rights commission.

This office works with some of the
situations blamed for recentrace riots:
charges of discrimination in employ-
ment, real estate transactions and oth-

ers. It was created partly to reduce
this sort of unfairness and, no doubt,
in hopes of reducing pressuresbetween
the races.

“A SHORT TERM PESSIMIST; a
long term optimist,” is the way Gor-
din describes himself. The top offi-
cial in a civil rights organization has
one of the toughest jobs in govern-
ment, Gordin beleves. It ranks with
mayor, police chief and school supere
intendent. ,

One measure of success, according
to Gordin, is where the eriticism comes

from. If complaints are voiced by both

the minority groups and the ‘“‘estab-
lishment,”’ chances are that the human
j1'1ghts office is probably doing its
ob,

‘‘Success  strangles us,’”” says
Gordin. ‘““The more we do, the more
there is a demand for our services.”

The state civil rights office has
more complaints about job discrimina-
tion than anything else. These account
for about 60% of their cases. Office
records indicate that about 30% of
the complaints have some basis ia
fact, Most of these are resolved in

67 Farm Picture Brightens

On Heels of Erratic Weather

. BABSON PARK, Mass., — This is
shaping up as 2 morefavorable year for
farmers than was expected earlier,
Following unusually erratic weather
patterns In the late winter and spring
which delayedplantings of severalitems,
crop prospects are not ratedas slightly
better than a year ago.

Despite all the setbacks, crops
seeded for 1967 harvest totaled 318
milllon acres, - a gain of 7% over last
year. However, acreage. losses after
planting’ are expected to rule higher
than in 1966, with the bulk of the
declines being felt in winter wheat,

, cotton, and corn, Even if such losses-

should pare the total acreage actually
harvested to the 304 millionacresfore-
cast by the Agriculture Department,
we would still have a 5%gainover 1966,

The ofticial estimates of a 19% in-
crease in food-grain output and an 8%
boost {n feed-grain production - come
pared with last year’s outturns—should
be realized if weather vagaries are not
extreme, The only other hitch is this:
Crop development {s runningfromtwoto
three weeks late in manyareasbecause
of delayed plantings and slow starts.
Such lateness increases the danger of
frost damage.

‘THE CROP Reporting Board’s July
1 forecast of a record 4.5-billion-bushel
1967 U.S; corn crop was higher thana
number of experts had been expecting.
It indicates that less acreage than had
been feared was abandoned as a result
of heavy rains, Official and private
analyses place prospective yleld at
levels well above the five-year aver=
age. Hence, if corn gets the breaks
weatherwise between now and harvest
time, we could have a crop even larger
than 4,5 billion bushels.

It now looks as if U.S, output of all
wheat this year would come close to
1.6 billlon' bushels. This would be

. more than 150 mililon bushels large

er than apparent disappearance for
the 1966-67 season. With Australian
and Canadian wheat stocks also at
relatively high levels, talk of 2
wheat shortage — so rife a litile-more
than a year ago - has now gone by
the boards, But that does not neces
sarily mean that everything is rosy.
U.S, wheat growers must still face up
to the fact that there will be a heavy
buildup of the soft red varlety this
season, And many a wheat farmer is
also” distressed by the high molsture
content of his crop this year. .

A relatively new twist incivil rights
movements, agrees Gordin, is the idea
that there are more pressing issues
than integration. More and more Negro
leaders, even if they do so reluctant-
ly, adopt the idea that needed im-
provements cannot wait for integration,
Integrated education, for example, is
not dropped as a necessary goal, But
better education is vitally necessary
right now In minority group areas.
Immediacy takes precedence.

A similar feeling exists regarding
housing. Negro leaders are firm in the
conviction that a Negro should be able
to move into any neighborhood he can
afford, But they see an immediate,
severe need for any kind of better
housing, '

IMPROVEMENT NOW fs the policy.
It is desperately needed, and integra-
tion must wait untl later,

The Negro tends to feel, according
to Director Gordin, that the fight for
equality in employmentand use of public
accommodation is largely won, at least
in principle.

Alternatives to solvingthe problems
of equality for minority groups are so
terrible to think of, says Gordin, that
we simply must solve them,

There has been much improvement
in Michigan, and the civil rights di-
rector expresses the hope that thepace
will quicken. He feels there might
be a “polarization of extremes,” with
small groups taking vastly separated
positions, But he thinks these groups
will be increasingly smaller and-that
the great .middle segment of Michigan
soclety will continue to bring about

overall improvement,

Driveway Tragedy

A vacationing Novi couple’s fun~
filled three-day adventure in the East
turned into a tragic nightmare late
Wednesday afternoon as they telephoned
home.

Just as their call was put through,
a five-year-old daughter was struck
by a car in the drlveway of their home

and another daughter, taking the call,
informed them of the tragedy,

Two hours later the child died in
St. Joseph Hospital, Pontiac, several
hours before the distraught parents,
who have nine other children, arrived
home by plane,

Fatally injured was Terr! Lymn
Mengyan, who had been playing near the
driveway with a number of other chil-
dren as her 17-year-old brother, Rich-
ard G. Mengyan, backed a car away
from their home at 2023 West Lake
drive,

Richard, who told police he had
asked the children to move away from
the driveway before backing out, slam=
med on the breaks as he heard the
child’s scream, He ‘jumped from the
car, lifted the child from under the
car and rushed her into the house.

- Jenny Mengyan, 18, who took her

parents call, rushed- her sister to the

hospital in Pontiac where physicians
waited. And the parents, Mr. and Mrs.
David L. Mengyan who were calling from
Kennedy Alrport, frantically telephoned
the hospital, Two hours later, at 8:15
p.m. doctors told Jenny her sister had
died,

Mr. and Mrs, Mengyan, who hadleft
Sunday for Waterbury, Connecticut for
a few days, had called from the air-
port where their plane had been de-
layed. They arrived home shortly after
Midnight ~ too late to be at their
daughter’s bedside.

But Sewer Builder Finds It

Wixom Hides Its Biggest Lake

The city of Wixom boasts some
fine lakes within its boundaries — but
the biggest of all of ’em is familiar to
only a relatively few of its citizens.

That’s because this gigantic “‘lake’’
hides beneath the city itself.

Ask workmen for the Holloway Con-~
struction company who have been bat-
tling water dally since launching the
community’s ambitious sewer project
last winter.

The water table beneath the city is
so high, they point out, that some
property owners have been obtaining
their water supply for years from

wells that reach down 14 feet or less,
While the community may consider
its high water table an asset, sewer
construction crews view it as a big
headache.

Since starting the sewer last wine
ter, Holloway has been pumping water
24 hours a day, seven days a week,
Despite the water problem, however,
the project continues to move ahead
and Holloway spokesmen are still
pointing to a January, 1968 comple-
tion date.

An estimated 65-percent of the

project — laying of sewer lines — has
been completed, they note, This per-
centage does not include the sewage
treatment plant, which comes under
another contract.

“In view of the difficulties we've
faced,”’ notes one official who said the
Wixom sewer project represents prob-
ably his company’s toughest, “I’d say
we're making wonderful progress.’”

To combat the water problem, the
company has been sinking huge casings
into the earth to collect water and
then employing a system of pumps to

remove the water as the deep trenches
are opened up.

The pumps operate day and night.

A related problem — muck — also
has required special apparatus. In one
area in particular, that section of the
trunkline east of the treatment plant,
the ‘:cofferdam technique” of digging
was imperative,

Where this has happened ~and oc=
casionally still occurs, officials ex-
plain, digging and laying of tile must
be completed in only 20 to 30-foot sec-
tions before workmen can move on to
the next section.

“Specifically, to meet state require-
ments the township must redesign the
layout of the park to give trailer park-
ing sites specific sizes, and sewage dis=
posal and electrical facilities must be
changed somewhat, he said.

An estimated 95-percent of Salem’s
citizens are satisfied with the Salem
landfill, And Township Supervisor Floyd
Taylor is one of them,

But it wasn't always that way, In
fact, Taylor figures about 95-percent
of the people were ‘‘dead-set against
it two years ago — and earlfer -
when Plymouth operated it as a dump.

hammered together a controversial bill
that literally outlawed the ‘‘old fashione
ed dump’’. That bill, now PublicAct 87,
prohibits dumps that continue tooperate
in this area ~some which have the sanc-
tion of the governing body.

clusion of each day’s operation,

~=-Once the pre-determined grade
level is about to be reached, a final
two-feet layer of dirt
grade level- must be added and the en=
tire area seeded.

Under the law, Plymouthfoundit was
operating its Salem dump illegally. And
to operate it legally, it learned, wasa
financial impossibility. It means exe
pensive engineering costs, increased
employment, and huge investments in
machines capable of hauling, pushing and
covering the garbageand rubbish. That’s
when the city turned to Hayes.

Hayes was willing, But he couldn’t
turn it into a financially sound investe
ment handling only the refuse of Ply-
mouth, So a contract was drawn up,
glving Hayes the right to handle ma-
terials from other communities at rates
established competitively by Hayes.

And under a five-year agreement
between Plymouth and Salem, during
which time the landfill must be com-
pletely filled and covered, Salem and
its citizens were given the right to
